Take onme dozen large prunes, and add
enough water to half cover them. Sweet-
en with two thirds of a cupful of sugar.

When bread crumbs are used in cakes
they are foynd to be lighter and make a
pleasing variety from ‘those made of all
flour.

quarter cupful of flour, one pint of sour
milk, one cupful of stale bread crumbs,
one half teaspoonful of salt and one half
teaspoonful of soda.

Soak the bread crumbs in sour milk
Lalf an hour, add soda, salt, melted but-
ter, flour, and eggs well beaten. Y¥ry on
a hot greased griddle. Serve immediately
after taking’ from .the pan with maple
gyrup, or butter and sugar. !

KING’S PUDDING.

Steamed puddings may be made entirely
of bread crumbs if mixed to the proper
consistency. This pudding is most satis-
factory. If it should seem too thin add
a small amount of flour.

Two -cupfuls of bread crumbs, one half
cupful of suet or butter (melted), one half
cupful of molasses, one egg, one cupful of
milk, one teaspoonful of cinnamon, one
quarter teaspoonful of salt, one half tea-
spoonful of soda, one cupful of raisins and
one half teaspoonful of cloves.

It is also a well known fact that men
who become involved in divorce cases, €i-
ther as guilty respondents or co-respopd-
ents, are by order of the king, blacklist-
ed, in so far that their names are remov-
ed from the lists of those admissible to
state functions, court entertainments,
dinners and parties at which the king and
queen are present.

Admitting the cabled reports to be true,
the sovereign has a perfect right to cash-
jer any ‘officer of the navy, army OF of
Icivil service, for any reason that he may
see fit. The monarch need not even gi_ve
a reason. All that it“is necessary for him
to do ie to cause an intimation to be dis-
patched to the offending officer, thz}t the
“king has no longer any use for his ser-
vices.” This can be done without court-
martial, without any court of inquiry, and
without any judicial process. It must
thoroughly be understood that in Great
Britain all servants of the state, including
members of the diplomatic and comsular
services, hold commisesion purely at the
good will of the sovereign, and that they
have no redress whatsoever against him or
against anyone else if deprived of it. This
was strikingly shown wome years ago,
when Lieutenant Wood, who, though a
clever student, had shown himself wholly
unfitted to lead or command men, and
who had managed to alienate the- sym-
pathy of his fellow officers by his odd
ways, was requested by the secretary of
state for war, to resign hiz commission.
As he refused to do so, e wase simply
dismissed. by means of a notification in
the official Gazette that he had been “re-
moved from the army, the king having
no further use for his services.”

Dr. Pugsley was confronted by this local
skepticism when he pleaded at Ottawa for
the adoption of his policy. It was mo
easy task to get the consent of his col-
leagues to an expenditure for ‘preliminary
work—for did not leading St. John men
say it was folly?

In the face of all this Dr. Pugsley per-
sisted and carried his point, and when he
went out of office it was only necessary to
award the eontract for the great develop-

When Mr. Hazen’s turn came to press
for action on the part of the new govern-
ment he had not only the benefit of all
that Dr. Pugsley had done, but had at his
back a solid city of St. John, demanding
immediate action. His task was a simple
and essy ome.

The ex-minister of public works had not
only to persuade his colleagues at Ottawa
of the wisdom of his policy of develop-
ment, but he had to convince mearly half
of the people of St. John. That he was
able to do both will be a notable part of
his splendid record of public gervice in the
parliament of Canada.

SYNDICALISM

The recent coal strike has made readers
of the British, Canadian and American
press familiar with the term syndicalism.
This word stands for & revolutionary
movement, one of whose weapons ig the
geveral strike. The syndicalists regard
present methods of bringing about indus-
trial and Bocial changes as entirely too
slow. They want quick action, of the sort
that_brings the whole country face to

‘e with revolution or the granting of
what is demanded. As the Christian
Science Monitor puts it: :

“Syndicalism proposes to substitute .the
general strike for the barricade of revolu-
tion, simply because in altered conditions
the former is considered more effective.
Composed, as it largely is, of young men
in a hurry, syndicalism has turned down,
‘as utterly inefficient, the parliamentary
method, and has staked its future on what
it terms direct action, in other words the
power of the worker to overturn, by lat-
ent pressure, the capitalist system. For
though, incidentally, the object of the
strike is to obtain better wages and bet-
ter conditions, these are only incidents.
It is the nationalization of land and the
expropriation of all means of production
which lie behind; which are to prove the
promised land into which the workers are
to pass over the Red sea of the genmeral
strike.”

To strengthen the position of the strik-
ers, the syndicalists seek to influence the
feelings of ,the soldiers to such an extent
that in the event of riot the latter would
not fire upon strikers when ordered by
the officers to do so. Such an appeal was
made to British soldiers in a emall syndi-
calist newspaper a few weeks ago, and
those responeible were arrested. The ar-
_rest was probably a mistake, since it sim-
ply created a certain degree of sympathy
for the imprisoned men. In France an

troops was made at the time of the great
railway etrike, but it failed.

Syndicalism has established itself in
France and Italy, and to some extent in
Belgium and Spain, and has been making
fsome headway in England. It disregards
all political action as too slow and of no
value. It calls for direct action and a
general strike. Of what it has done in
England a London letter says:—

“Syndicalism or direct action’ won the
Tyneside boiler-makere the extra wages
which the whole expensive organization
of a Labor party of 40 members had failed
to produce in four or five parliamentary
sessions. The political machine was more
discredited than it had ever been before.
It was at this moment that there appear-
ed in England a syndicalist leader whose
name was a talisman upon the continent.
Madame Sorgue, l:ke Henri Rochfort, was
an aristocrat turned agitator, who had
worked with that red: virgin of the Com-
mune, Louise Michel, in organizing eyn-
dicalism in France. She came to England
as the adviser of the little band of syndi-
calists who were intent upon converting
the workers from their belief in parlia-
mentarism to direct action, and she was
behind Havelock Wilson all through the
stormy days of the seamen’s insurrection.
Somewhere about the same time Tom
Mann returned ‘from the antipodes, where
in the course of kis labors he had dissoci-
ated himself from social democracy and
given himself over to the new syndicalism.
Beside him was another well known in-
dustrial fighter, Ben Tillett, who, like Mr.
Mann, had also gone over to the syndi-
calists’ movement. Under the leadership
of this group, the policy of direct action
blazed into sudden significance. T‘e ghip-
ping strike of the summer of 1911 was
fought and won before society realizad
that it had begun. It was immediately
followed by the strike of the London dock
laborers, and before this was settled the

Thus syndical-
ism has made headway in Great Britain,
and is a new force that must be reckoned
with by parliament ana the country. It
i8 not as violently revolutionary in that
country as in the Liatin countries of Eur-
ope, for the British mind is less excitable
and has greater regard for fime honored
institutions.

NEWFOUNDLAND SHIPPING
SUFFERED VERY: HEAVLY

in mid-ocean, while bound frem Scotland,
eoal laden. '

Goodridge & Co. in Janunary lost the
Bella Rosa while on her way from: Oporto,
and in the same month Bairds lost the
Maggie, while making a similar. trip. Last
month Job’s Hispaniola went ashore at
Jacques and became a total loss, while
Harvey & Co. in the same month, had
the schooner John Harvey lost by strand-
ing near Sydney, with a loss of two men
and the Coronation was abandoned while
coming from Cadiz. :

In January Rae & Co, of Harbor Grace,

. |lost the Clara in.mid-ocean, while return-

ing from the Mediterranean, and Ryan &
Co. lost the Virginia in the same way;
while Templeman & Co., of Bonavista, lost
the Reliance with all hands, while on her
way from Naples, and Harris & Co., of
Grand Bank, lost the Arkansas;, while
bound to Gibralfar with fish, and the
Dorothy Louise while coming from Oporto.
These three vessels presumably  carried
down their whole crews with them, as no
word has been heard from them.for a
long time. The tale of aetual losses is com-
pleted by that of the Margharita, owned
by Piercey & Co., of Grand Bank. which
was lost in the Bay of Fundy soon after
New Year, but Rorke & Co’s Grace, and
Baine Johnstone’s new stéamer Erna are
now . owerdue, the latter baving on board
as well ag her own crew the men taken
off the Aureola, and carried to. London by
a rescuing vessel.

“T'he 'average” prison is no legs than a
tubercular death-trap. It has been esti-
mated officially by Dr. J. B. Ransom of
Clinton Prison, New York, generally re-
garded as the leading authority on prison
hygiene in the United States—that from
40 to 60 per cent. of all the deaths in pris-
on are due to tuberculosis. And autopsies,
he adds, show that nearly all the prison-
ers have in some degree been infected!

“The causes of this are only too plain.
The average prisoner starts in life with a
'bad heredity. He spends his youth in a
bad environment. This combination pre-
disposes him to disease even when in free-
dom. In fact, there is a well-grounded sus-
picion in the minds of many observ,ers that
most .men are driven to crime by weak

bodies ‘rather than weak souls, and the |}

breakdown of moral dikes can be ascribed,
ultimately, to some weak stone in the phy-.
sical foundation. But this remains merely
a suspicion. Nobody knows. There are
no. medical examiners attached to our

{courts to,determine whether the men on

trial belong in a hospital or in a prison.
They are packed away indiscriminately.

“In prison everything conspires to break
down what little power of .resistance the
prisoner has. He is dressed in unwashed,
germ-laden stripes that may have been but
recently removed from the dead body of
some inmate in the tubercular ward. He
works at binder-twine making, at shirt and
overall making, or stone cutting, hosiery
knitting or some other notoriously tuber-
cular occupation. His food is whatever
the warden, who is only too often a gradu-
ate of the school of graft, finds it conven-
ient to supply out of an appropriation or-
iginally inadequate.”

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ANOTHER OBJECT LESSON

Floods in Mississippi Furnish One in
Forest Conservation

(Bangor Commercial)

An object lesson and a very startling
one of the value of forest conservation is
being shown today along the Mississippi
river. The . flood tide now sweeping
through the lower valley of the Mississippi
is inundating” towns, paralyzing business,
destroying agricultural prospects and caus-
ing property losses which will probably
aggregate millions not to speak of the loss
of human life.

We have often spoken of the necessity
of the forests to human safety and pro-
gress and the present destruction by flood
in the Mississippi valley once more shows
the -imperativeness of forest conservation.
The reports demonstrate that the calamity
is largely due to the misbehaviour of the,
Ohio river from which raging torrents
are pouring into the Mississippi. The
states bordering the Ohio have not pre-
seérved their forests and now. as the water
accumulates from rains and from the
spring thaws it is not held in check in
the forests until absorbed by the earth.
The forests that served as checks have
gone ‘and the pools unite and form rivulets
and streams, gradually growing in size.
They seek an outlet and find it, in the
present instance to the great destruction
of property, later loss resulting from the
lack of starage and consequent shortage
of water when needed to furnish the mo-
tive power for the wheele of industry.

The Dutch treat is not entirely e nov-
elty among the students.  Some fifteen
years ago it was the custom of the lads
who gathered at Zincks, the Dutch, the
Senate and other student resorts to buy
what they wanted and pay for what they
drank.

The commisgioner of weights
and measures is, quoted as stating that
seyen-eighths of the ordinary packages of
foodstuffs sold in New York are short
and that some do not give more than two-
thirds value.

'Latest Invemtion to Make Ships

Safe in Thick Weather — He
Describes Eftect

Within a few months, with a new type

of wireless equipment, which is Guglielmo

Marconi’s latest “invention, steamships
caught in a dense fog need have no more
fear of it than they have now of the star-
light or the morning sunshine.

_ “The day of terror on account of fogs
ig about over on the sea,” declared Mr.
Marconi speaking about his new ‘“‘wireless
compass” with which ships in England are
about to be equipped.

Instead of describing his instrument, he
took a piece of paper and with a lead pen-
cil drew out what it is meant to accom-
plish, The drawing consisted of a series
of lighthouses on the shores and a series
of ships off shore at various intervals. .

“Now, we. will suppose that all these
lighthouses and all these ships are sending
out wireless flashes in a dense fog or a ter-
rific storm. = i

“You know the confusion your skipper
is in today. He can pick up the messages,
but he can get no sense of the direction
from which they come. We are going to
supply exactly the lacking. element. ' By
means of a new wireless wave, which will
be used exclusively in this kind of work,
we are going to give him the sense of
direction. You ean work out the rest of
the problem for yourself.

“It is merely a matter of triangulation.
Your skipper picks up a lighthouse to his
right and another to his left. He triangu-
lates and estimates. He knows just exactly
where he‘is. .He picks up a ship at sea
in connection with the lighthouses. He
figures that into his triangulations and he
knows just how near he is to it.”

“And it doesn’t matter how many ships
there are, of course, or how many light-
houses?”’ was suggested.

“Certainly not,” Mr. Marconi answered.
“Your navigating officer will bave his map
of the seas simply triangulated until every
ship and every lighthouse in range will be
at the point of a triangle in relationship
to his own position. .

“And then he can go ahead knowing he
is dead sure mot to collide with another
steamship in the fog blanket and mot to
go smashing into a hidden reef closer at
hand than he had figured.’ ’

“And the foghorns? Will the dreadful
tooting that ruins the peace of ocean
travel in bad weather be abolished?”

“Very largely. Why not? Why should
your skipper have. to blow away when he
knows just where the other vessels lie?
But, then, that is going far ahead. There
must be regulation of wireless and assur-
ances that all ships carry the equipment
before that feature comes up.”

COURTENAY BAY WORK

Keviews the Development Which
He Has Breught About—Al-
ways Was Streng in Faith In
the Undertaking, Despite At-
tacks of His Opponents

{ - (Daily Telegraph).

Hon. William Pugsley. M. P., represent-
ative of the city of 8t. John in the domin-
ion parliament probably knows more than
any other man of the preliminary work
which was necessary before the Courtenay
Bay contract was approved by the cabinet
council, and by the country at large as
represented in the dominion parliament.
Hon. Mr. Pugsley is in the city for a
few days and to a Telegraph reporter last
evening he reviewed the successive steps
in the bringing of the Courtenay Bay de-
velopment to the present stage. In this
connection he gives to his constituents and
to the people of the province a copy of
the memorandum which he left with his
successor recommending an early signing
of the contract with the Norton Griffiths
Company, Limited.

“It is a matter of great satisfaction to
me,” he said, when asked if he felt pleased
in common with the people of St. John
that Courtenay Bay contract was signed,
“‘that this great project for which the pre-
liminary works has now been brought to
the point of realization. When I look
back to the general election of 1908 and
remember the persistent attempts of my
opponents to cast ridicule upon the pro-
posed works, some prominent Conserva-
tives even going so far as to say that it
would take fifty years to develop Courten-
ay Bay as I proposed, I cannot help call-
ing to mind the great difficulties which at-
tended the’project. The very fact that so
many of our own people were skeptical
of the possibilities presented by Courtenay
Bay for becoming a great railway termin-
al naturally added to my difficulties as
these views were constantly having their

were opened on the 12th August, that
after very careful consideration by the

I do not think there
will be any material change in the loca-
tion or plan of the works except that it
is possible that arrangements may be made
to build the dry dock to a length of
1,100 feet as originally intended, dividing
it into three compartments. Looking in-
to the future and having in mind the in-
crease in the eize of commercial eteamers
and the necessity for providing for larg-
er battleships of the Canadian navy there
would be, no doubt, considerable advant-
age in adding to the length of the dry
dock.

“It is possible also, from what I learn,
that a change may be made in the break-
water by moving it farther down eo as
to provide additional harbor space. There
are some advantages as well as some dis-
advantages in doing this. When I was
minister I talked it over very fully with
my engineers, and it was finally decided
to place the breakwater in the position
as shown on the present plan. I under-
stand, however, that the change can be
made without adding fo-the cost and the
question is one for defermination by ex-
perts.” b

plant under the Dry Dock Subsidies Act.
This was entifely a novel proposition as
no contract of this form had ever been
let in Canada. It se¢med to me. however,
that it was the only way to secure a com-
plete harbor development and I recognized
that the harbor .would not be properly
equipped unless it was supplied with a dry
dock of the first class with an up-to-date
ship repairing plant. As soon as possible
after the amount of the estimate had been
agreed upon, I had the call for tenders
issued. They were received on the tenth
of August last and opened on the twelfth
when it appeared that the Norton Griffiths
Company, Limited, was the lowest tender-
| ers.
“Owing to the dissolution of the house
and the coming of the general elections
there was no opportunity of dealing with
the matter until after the elections.

Hero, imported dogs that have defeated
everything of their type, not only in the
United States but in England.
