SAID TO BE UNFOUNDED

President Willing to Offer Again
if the American People Want
Him and Endorse His Adminis-
tration Would Not Nominate
Himself

Beverly, Mass., Sept. 16—The - publica-
tion of a story in certain newspapers yes-
terday afternoon. and this, morning pur-
porting to come from Beverly and an-
nouncing that President Taft had decided
to step  aside as a presidential candidate
in 1912 to make way for Col. Theodore

Roosevelt bronght many inquiries to the
summer capitol today. For a time an
official denial was considered but it was
decided not to dignify. the story, which is
reported to have ‘been without any founda-
tion. whatever, with a statement.

It can be stated that there has been no
change in President Taft’s attitude toward
a second term since he told a number of
ffiends a few months ago that he would
accept a second nomination if his party
deéired to tender it to him, and if
that portion of the American people repre-
sented by his party semed to want- him.

FINE PROPERTY

Hatheway House in Coburg Street
Will Make Ideal Headgquart-
ers —Plans For Work That
Will Add to Adttractiveness 'as
“Council Home For Local K. C's

In conection with the purchase of the

historic Hatheway property in Coburg
street by the Knights of Columbus, recent-
ly, it is announced that after May 1 next
the local council, already in possession,
will enter into occupancy and that there
are in view a number of plans to provide
for the purposes of the organization.

The house at present is ocucpied by Mrs.
James B. Miller, whose term as lessee will
not expire until May 1. A Times report-|’
er was permitted by Mrs. Miller yesterday
to make an inspection of the premises and
he found it a véry interesting place indeed.
The house was built more than 100 years
ago and is probably one of the oldest in
the city. It is, however, in excellent re-
pair, and in its location almost, in the
heart of the business district,- yet in a
fine residential section and with its spaci-
ous grounds at the side and rear, it stands
almost in a class by itself, as a St. John
dwelling. As a home for the Knights it
could hardly be ‘surpassed.

The commanding position of the house
and its old colonial style of architecture
mark it for more than a passing glance by
visitors. Passing through the iron gate at
the entrance to the grounds, one has first
to climb a half dozen stone steps before
reaching the broad walk leading to the
front entrance to the house which faces
toward Union street. Another .short
flight of stone steps brings the visitor to
the doorway at the back of a wide pillared
porch, with iron railings. It is a massive
do:; ofbsohg walnut fittingly ornamented
with a big brass kpnogker, though there is
ﬂmmehctnebanct&nudlw hich

gests amore modern conditions.

“On the first floor is a large reception hall
w:th wide entrances to- the drawing rooms
an. either. side./ i the-rear of the hall
is' the entrance to the spacious dining Toom
and to the right a winding stairway leads
to the upper floor, while at the left of the
stairway is the entry to the kitchen, which
i8 situated in an ell. The three largu rooms
in the main part of the house are very
roomy. They have recessed windows and
open fireplaces and are fitted with crystal
chandeliers and electric lights. The wood-
work above the front entrance and around
the arches is hand-carved and much of it
is of old ‘and rare woods.

The second floor contains four la.rge bed-’
rooms, a bathroom and an unusually large
hall. This floor would readily lend 1teelf
| for conversion into a commodious council
room, while the first floor would afford

room and reception room.

There is also a large basement and also
an addition at the back of the main house,
occupied at present by John Henderson,
and not directly connected with the main
house, which could be thrown open in such
a way as to give several more rooms.

The grounds in front of the house extend
from the street back to a barn, which is
also included in the purchase, and at the
side of the house, away from Coburg street,
is a yard separated from the grounds at
the front by a stone wall. This extends
back to the extreme rear of the lot and
offers a fine site for a bowling alley. Sev-

Fu'l Report of Speech in Ottawa l
by Commander Roper, Brit-
ish Naval Expert to Assist in,
Government’s Programme

(Ottawa Journal.)

Charging that the new Canadian navy
had been received by a ilarge section of
the Canadian press with uncalled-for dis-
dain and such names as “the tin-pot
navy,”Commander Roper,'one of the Brit-
ish naval experts, who has come to the
Dominion to assist in the carrying out of
the government’s naval programme, made
a strong protest and a defence of the navy
at the luncheon of the directors of the
yesterday afternoon.

Commander Roper spoke as follows:

“] am glad to have this opportunity of |
speaking to you; for a ehort time, on the !
subject of the Canadian navy, for I think'
that a large number of people are labor-|
ing under certain: misapprehensions, and
also, lately, statements have been jappear-
ing in certain newspapers which require
correction and explanation.

“Now before going any further, I wish
to disclaim any connection with politics.
I know nothing about them. I am simply
a naval officer, speaking on a naval sub-
ject, from a naval standpoint, and there-
fore what I have to say to you today has
nothing whatever to do with politics.

“Since landing in this great country
some four months back, an expression has
often been used in connection with the;
Canadian navy, not omly in conversation
with me, but also in the press, which, to
say the lepast of it, is hardly as desirable
;s tlt’ might be. I allude to the term ‘Tin

ot.

_“To return for a minute to this “Tin'
Pot” navy. Hardly a day passes when I!
do mot see or my attention is not called
to some article in the papers throwing
mud at the Canadian navy or speaking of
it in a disparaging manner. In *Le Devoir’|
about twelve days ago a letter was pub-
hished. This letter -among other things,
states that Mr. Brodeur is badly advised.
As I have the honor of being one of the:
advisers. I'm' quite ready to inwardly be-
lieve the truth of that statement, though'
I am not for one moment ready to admit it
outwardly. But when this letter goes on
to definitely state that neither Mr. Bro-'
deur or his advisers have considered a
certain matter in connection with the,
navy, then I think it is time to object.!
How does the writer of this letter know:
what has, or has not been considered?
—He cannot possibly know, and yet he
goes and deliberately makes these state-
ments in the press. Why? There can
only be one object, and that is to throw
disparagement on the navy and everything
connected with it, simply because he does
agree with it. The letter is principally
composed of inaccuracies which do not de-
serve - answer, but which may be summed
up as . the imaginative vaporings of a
pessimistic soul. |

“Just one more point. To show you'
how much some of these people under-
stand about what they are talking—a gen-!
tleman came up to me the other day andi
said,. ‘What I cannot make out is, what|
Canada wants half a dozen river destroyers |
for, when the St. Lawrence is the only
river the can possibly be required to work |
on.’ I then had to explain to him these !
river destroyers are ocean going destroy- |
ers of the very latest type, but are tech-
nically known as the river class, as they
are named after various rivers in Great
Britain to distinguish them from other
classes. That, I think, is a very good il-'
lustration of the amount of Knowledge
possessed by some of these people, and
I would advise them to go and study Bras-:
sey and other standard books, before ven-|
turing to talk or write on that which they |
know so little about.

“Now a fleet is composed of various
classes of ships, namely, battleships, cruis-
ers, torpedo craft, fleet auxiliaries. I havef
no time today to fully explain the working:
of these classes of vessels in connection
| with one. another. Brieflly let mey say that !
‘| battleships are the vessels_which should|
bear the brunt of the fighting, and it is
‘an admiral’s duty to so place his battle-
ships that they will in due course meet
Now he cannot do!
this without information and it is the
cruisers’ duty to obtain and transmit this
intelligence. In other words battleships
without cruisers are like blind men with-|
out a gunide. During my service in the
navy it has been my lot to take part in six
of the annual manoeuvres when I was
serving on the staff of the admiral in com-
‘mand of one side. From beginning to end
it was always one cry ‘Information.’

“The admiral can never be too well
i informed. Study the life of the greatest
' of all naval leaders, Nelson, and you will
find there that his one cry the whole time
was for cruisers. Why? Because he want-
ed means of obtaining information. Now
1 have no hesitation in saying that, at the
present moment, Britain has plenty of
Dreadnoughts. But has she plenty of cruis-;
ers? For an expression of opinion I refer
vou to that distinguished sailor Admiral
Lord Charles Beresford, who emphatically
says she has not. When therefore the
question arises as to what share Canada
is to take in Imperial defence every detail
and item must be considered. It is not
that Britain requires actual assistance from
Canada, so much as she requires that, in
the event of trouble, Canada will to a|
certain extent be able to look after herself.

Personally I do not
believe that we take sufficient count of the
personnel. The wear and tear of a future
naval war on the human being will be ter-
rific and in my humble opinion cases
arise where the personnel will be beaten
whilst the material is still avai.lable.

“If the future struggle arises beiore
the Canadian vessels are ’rendy,_the ,maen
can always be placed at the disposal pf
the mother country. There are many dis-
tinguished and clever men who say that
the fiest trouble will arise in 1912. On that
point I express no opinion, but what I do
from building ships,
Canada, by training and supplying men to
the mother country,
the greatest assistance possible. Between
now and 1912 there is no time to build
Dreadnoughts or other ships, but there
is ‘time 4o enlist and pu@inlly train men.
Wiping 1912 out' of consideration, every-
thing must have a beginning.. Rome was
not built in a day and neither was the
the commencement
of the Canadian navy, and it is bound to
take time to spring into being. What the
future may have in store nobody can tell,
and what this beginning may ultimately
Jead to it is impossible to guess. Now I
hold no brief for the Canadian govern-
ment. I'm talking as a naval officer. The
government’s policy as regards 'the navy
may be right, it may be wrong, but this I
do say, and say with all the earnestness
I can command.

“This policy has been b
representatives of the people and is now
law, - Criticize the programme .by all
means, but ‘do not let that cr'itxcm;n take
the form of placing obstacles in the navy
and: also dragging the navy into party
politics.

“The preamble to the articles of war, in
other words the laws of the mnavy | t
“The. navy whereon under. the Providence
of 'God, the wealth, safety and strength
of the Kingdom chiefly depend. . . . .
Naval institutions are old and when these
words were penned, the Empire was not.
Today substitute ‘Empire’ for f.he word
‘Kingdom’ and the statement is equally
true. With the fall of the navy the Em-
pire falls, no armies can avail to stave off
the disaster. Millions of dollars cannot
prevent it, unbounded enthusiasm will be
useless. All these things are useful for
the sful pre tion of a war, but so
far as the Empire is concerned they must
wait. upon an invincible navy, and I again
repeat that it is the duty of everyone of
us to assist in the meking of this branch
of the navy, no matter- how big or how

Theoretic
ally, an imperial preferential system has
its merits as an attractive programme,
but the moment we get down to cases,
and ask how such a system is to be work-
ed out to the mutual satisfaction, let us
say, of Canada and Australia in the Eng-
lish market, the difficult nature of the task;

In most-cases it is a distinct,
advantage to cleanse: them as well. after
each meal, It is during the night ( a
periad of quiescence) that the beginnings
of decay’occur if the mouth be not propers
ly cleansed.

Selection of a Tooth Brush—Select a
small tooth brush, so that as much space
as poasible may be left between the cheek
and teeth for the movément of the brush.
The brush should reach the last tooth. It
should have short bristles with serrated
tufts arranged in rows.. The handle should
have rounded corners. It is not necessary
to use a dentifrice more than one a day:
use: plenty of water and rely upon the
mechanical cleanging of the brush as well
as upon the dentifrice.. Avoid soaps, acids,
and harsh, gritty subsiances. Use a tooth
paste, or preferably a powder, that is a
standard preparation, and remember that
your gbjeet is not alone to clean your
teeth, but to clean them without injury
either to themselves 'of the gum .tissue.

There is a common-sense method of us-
ing a tooth brush which will give the best
results. When a good housewife sweeps
the floor, she'does not sweep across the
cracks, but within them; so in brushing
the teeth, de not brush across the crevices
but with them, This permits the bristles
to pass between the teeth and cleanse the
spaces. The best method is to place the
bristles on the gum, and with a rolling
motion brush towards the crowns of the
teeth. This is done on the surfaces of
the teeth exposed to the cheek as well as
those exposed to the tongue. A faithful
practice of ‘onfp “week: will. demonstrate. the
utility of this, method.

Charles M. D. Macfarland’s Im-
 pressions of the Great Religious
Pageant in Montreal - *

Charles M. D.. Macfarland, son of Dr.
M. L., Macfarland of ‘Fairville sends his
father the following interesting account of
the Eucharistic = congress procession- in
Montreal: — i

In your last letter you wrote about the
beautiful electric lights as seen lately in
St. Johm in connection with the decora-
tions of that city dutring the present exhi-
bition and how very attractive they look-

No doubt the electrie lights at home are

as the same kind of light is in any other
city of the world—but I have never seen,
probably: never will see.-again so many

(Saturday) night .in my walk over the
route the Eucharistic procession took
this afternoon which event.is now a mat-
ter of history.

I started at Notre Dame church, where
the procession started this afternoon. This
chureh, with its two:spires was a blaze
of lights of different colors from its high-
est pinnacle to the ground below.
