(CHICAGO, June 5 — At least J40 

persons have died throughout the 
United States in the last few days, 
due to the heat wave, drownings and 
storms. Of this number, 71 were in 
the territory east of Ohio, and 69 were 
in several states from Ohio to Mon­
tana.

Deaths yesterday caused indirectly 
and directly by the heat were 36 in the 
East and 24 in the Middle West. Twen­
ty-one of the mid-west fatalities for 
the period of the beat wave were due 
to storms in Iowa, Minnesota, Nebras­
ka, and Montana.

NO RELIEF IN SIGHT.
The weather bureau today predicted 

no relief from the high temperatures 
for at least two or three days.

Ethelbert or Aethelberht, king of tile 
West Saxons, succeeded to the sub- 
Kingdom of Kent during the lifetime 
of his father, Athelwulf, and retained 
it until the death of his elder brother, 
Aethelbald, in 860, when he became 
sole king of Wessex and Kent, the 
younger brothers, Aethelred and Al­
fred, renouncing their claims. He 
ruled these kingdoms for five years. 
His reign was marked by two serious 
attacks on the part of the Danes, who 
destroyed Winchester in 860, while in 
805 they ravaged Kent.

FREDERICTON, June 4—The New 

Brunswick. Electric Power Commission

DIFFERENCE OF OPINION.
4 In tentatively fixing that date it was 

figured that the International Water­
ways Commission will on Friday, June 
12, give the necessary authority for the 
development to be proceeded with. 
There is, however, some difference of 
opinion on the part of legal advisers 
as to the ability of the Waterways 
Commission to make a final order un­
der the terms of the treaty when the 
commission has not Its full membership.

URGES COMPLETION.
The vacancy in the United States 

section of the Waterways Commission 
still exists and it is understood that the 
Dominion Government has taken the 
necessary official action from Ottawa 
to urge that there be no further delay 
in completing the United States section 
of the Waterways Commission by fill­
ing the vacancy.

Maintenance funds have 
gone still further behind and the di­
rectors are appealing to subscribers 
who spend the summer In country 
homes to make contributions to the 
maintenance fund before they leave 
the city.

There are now over-due and unpaid 
about $15,000 of the pledges on the 
permanent home account and the last 
payments which fall due on July 1, 
are for $50,000. The payments on 
the permanent home account have 
been coming In fairly satisfactorily, 
however, and have averaged about 
$1,000 a week during May.

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SHORTER SPEECHES AT 
OTTAWA.

HON. MR. MEIGHEN’S "CONCES­
SION.” /

A committee of the House of 
Commons which has been considering 
amendments to the rules In order to 
reduce the time occupied in debate has 
completed its work, and its report will 
‘be taken up in Parliament in a few 
days. The committee apparently 
makes no provision for third or fourth 
parties in the House. One of the pro­
posals it makes is that “no member, 
except the Prime Minister ahd the 
'leader of the Opposition, or a Minister 
‘moving a Government order and the 
member speaking immediately after 
such Minister, oy a member making a 
motion of ‘no confidence’ in the Gov­
ernment and a Minister replying there­
to, shall speak for more than forty 
minutes at a time in any debate.”

Several members of the committee 
favored thirty-minute speeches, but a 
majority decided that forty minutes 
would he more reasonable. Should 
the House consent to that reduction, 
except in the cases of a few of the lead­
ers, the saving in time would be very 
great This is sufficiently illustrated 
by reference to the present session, 
during Which a very great proportion 
of the private members have made very 
long speeches, sometimes occupying 
several hours. Many of them read long 
'extracts which they might well have 
summarized, and not a few of the 
speeches contained a great deal of repe­
tition which a little study would have 
avoided.

It is said that if the rules are revised 
along the lines favored by the commit­
tee all-night sessions would be avoided 
except in very rare instances. At pres­
ent twenty members constitute a 
quorum, and the committee proposes 
that the number shall be thirty, a wise 
change and a needed one. It also 
advises n. considerable reduction in the 
'membership of the standing commit­
tees. Some of these now contain sixty 
tnembers. One of the changes pro­
posed is that no standing committee 
shall have more than thirty members, 
and no special committee more than 
fifteen members without leave of the 
House. Another suggestion is that the 
night session shall always be brought 
to a close half an hour before mid­
night.

There Is little difference of opinion 
as to the need for shorter debates and 
for greater condensation on the part 
of the average member. Yet the pro­
posed revision of the rules is not 
'expected to be accepted in full or 
without a sharp debate. Naturally 
'there are many members who regard 
somewhat dubiously any proposal to 
restrict the freedom of debate, fully 
as they realize It has been abused :n 
the past. The average member prob­
ably thinks that he always speaks to 
the point and never rises unnecessarily 
and also believes that “the other 
fellow” is responsible for the length of 
debates which tire the House and are 
likely tq be ignored by the country.

The resolution submits 
that one result would be a great 
Increase not only In production but m 
the purchasing power of the home 
markets. The last clause of the resolu­
tion is as follows:

“That to enable the products of the 
•western and Maritime provinces to 
reach more readily the markets so de­
veloped the special transportation 
burdens borne by those provinces 
should be shared by the whale Do­
minion either by contribution to long 
haul freight costs or by assistance in 
some other form.”

Hon. Mr. Meighan, in approaching 
this matter of transportation, recog­
nized that the Maritimes and the West 
"derive less immediate, indeed less re­
sult for the present altogether, from 
a protective tariff” than do other parts 
of the country.
Maritime Provinces are separated from 
the mass of Canada’s population by a 
very considerable stretch of territory 
along which little or no business is 
done. The Western Provinces are 
similarly separated from the Central 
Provinces. “These," said Mr. Meighen, 
“are two wide chasms fixed by nature, 
against the incidence of which Canada 
has had to struggle through the whole 
course of her history. It is true that 
the Central Provinces have to bear a 
share of the transport cost between 
these provinces and those* outer pro­
vinces, but I think it Is an inevitable 
conclusion that the burden of trans­
port chiefly falls upon those further 
removed from the centres of popula­
tion.” These considerations led him to 
says that it would be good national 
policy for the whole Dominion “to 
bear a share of that transport cost.” 
"It can be done in more ways than one. 
One method is suggested in the resolu­
tion. It is to take certain basic pro­
ductions in the Maritimes, on the one 
hand, and of the West on the otjier, 
and- on the transport from those ter­
ritories to the Central Provinces, or 
say on the transport from the West 
to the port of Montreal, for the 
Dominion to carry a percentage of the 
necessary rail tariff. I do not mean to 
Interfere with the jurisdiction of the 
(Railway Commission in the least. * * 
* But there is no reason why the 
whole Dominion, not just the shippers 
■long the lines of our roads, but the 
Dominion as a whole, should not bear 
■whatever percentage seems fair of the 
cost of bridging these two great 
Ichasms between the extermlties of our 
land.”

When the House of Commons takes 
up the matter of freight rates and the 
Government’s policy on that issue is 
bWbmitted for discussion we may expect 
to hear some echoes of the several pro­
posals which have been made, includ­
ing that by Hon. Mr. Meighen, looking 
to transportation concessions to the 
West and to the Maritime Provinces. 
It will be interesting to fee just where 
the Liberals and the Progressives 
stand on this particular issue. Of 
coufse if such transportation conces­
sions arc to be regarded as a quid pro 
quo for the tariff, the question as to 
how high the tariff shall be styi re- 
toalns, and that question promises to 
be the principal bone of contention 
•when the Government goes to the 
Country.

When the discussion comes c;i 
freight rales it may be hoped that pro­
nouncements regarding transportai!on 
will be very definite. For example, the 
Maritime Provinces desire to know 
just what all the parties are prepared 
to do in order to carry into actual 
practice the good doctrine that Cana­
dian freight shall he curried by Cana­
dian railways, that traffic shall move 
to and from Canadian ports, and not 
through alien ports.

Signs In Japanese; countless women in 
pure Japanese garb—kimonos with big 
bows or pads at the back; women with 
babies strapped on their backs; babies, 
young children everywhere, in great 
numbers, all chattering in Japanese; 
and such a bustling, industrious people! 
All their little shops are wide open to 
tlie streets; and such busy places! It 
may be a grocery, or a carpenter’s shop, 
or anything else, but half a dozen in­
dustries, to help out, seem to be carried 
on within. Women are running sew­
ing-machines or working with the 
needle. If they cannot manufacture 
anything, they cook something to ea! 
tnat they can sell. Most of the retail 
business of the whole city is carried 
on by Japanese. They, or the Chinese, 
are the clerks in the stores and ware­
houses run by the whites. The g’rl 
who sells you your papers or your 
cigarettes at the hotel is a Japanese, 
speaking excellent English. Your room- 
boy is a Japanese. These people are 
the brne and sinew of the Industry of 
the city and the island. They are 
patient, polite, tireless, competent. 
They are filling all the useful places. 
They are indispensable. The problem 
they present is much more an economic 
one than a social or political problem. 
They arc learning to do everything— 
even to teach the American schools— 
and they do it cheaper than anyone 
else. It looks as if some time they will 
do it all."

LONDON, Jûne 5.—What has been 
described ad “T he Whale-Labelling” ex­
pedition is likely to leave Portsmouth 
for the Falkland Islands about the end 
of this month. The expedition, which 
Is under the auspices of the Colonial 
Office, will investigate the qüestion of 
the preservation of whales and of the 
whaling industry, which has been sub­
ject to Government regulations since 
its inception over 20 years ago.

Captain Scott’s old vessel, the “Dis­
covery,” will be used by the expedition. 
To determine whether whales breeding 
in African waters migrate to Southern 
seas to feed, small thirty bearing metal 
labels will be fired from a specially de­
signed crossbow into the thick layer 
of blubber of the back.

If any such labels are subsequently 
taken from whales killed in African 
waters during the breeding season,'the 
theory of migration will be established.

Wake of the Eighteen Twelvers.” The 
battle was soon over, and the Tigress 
and the Scorpion formed the nucleus

of a British fleet on the upper lakes, 
where none had existed for some weeks.

Today the shore of Wasaga Beach is 
a scene of peace and beauty, with 
countless summer cottages facing the 
shallow waiters of the bay where the 
enemy fleet lay at anchor. Many of the 
visitors in the season live under the 
flag which came there an enemy en­
sign, but both nations may share the 
pride in the valor which the new calm 
will commemorate.

Remembering the Nancy.

(Toronto Globe.)
A calm on the shore at Wasaga 

Beach will shortly remind visitors to 
this spacious summer resort near Cil- 
llngwood jt certain incidents of the 
War of 1812. They are incidents not 
considered important enough for men­
tion in the ordinary short history, but 
when read in some detail they stir the 
pride and warm the blood of the race 
of the sturdy- defenders of Canada in
that struggle.

The victory of Perry and the Ameri- 
fleet in Lake Erie in the fall of 

1818 was followed naturally by a search 
for more worlds to conquer. In tjie 
following summer a small fleet of shlfls, 

of them veterans of the Lake 
Erie victory, set out for Michilll- 
macklnac, which had been In British 
hands since the opening victory of the 
War of 1612. They aimed at recap- 

of the fort at the outlet of Lake 
Michigan and at destroying the rich fur 
trade of the Northwest. First they 
captured the Mink at St. Joseph’s 
Island, and then destroyed the Persever­
ance In the St. Mary’s River. Only 
the Nancy remained, and she was not 
found until a landing party crossed the 
sandy beach near the mouth of the 
Nottawasaga River and unexpectedly 

‘sighted the spars among the pines 
along the river bank.

There was nothing left for the 
Americans now but to bring reinforce­
ments and attack the Nancy, and the 
new blockhouse near by. The four 
hundred and fifty men on the Niagara 
and smaller forces from the schooners 
Tigress and Scorpion lent an over­
whelming force for the venture. Guns 
of the enemy and the defenders blazed 
at each other until finally superior 
numbers won, the blockhouse was 
blown up and the Nancy burned and 
sunk. The crew retreated end Hie 
Americans thought ft was all over. 
They felled trees to block' the river 
mouth, and drew away In confidence.

A few days later a score of the 
Nancy’s frew set out In a canoe for 
MichWlimacklnac, and after hard pad­
dling day and night for a week, thread­
ing the maze of islands and following 1 
the north channel, covered the distance 
of 860 miles. Revenge came speedily, 
’llie men from the Nancy, with rein­
forcements from the fort, set out next 
day in four large rowboats, with a 
convoy of Indian craft, for the ren-

“The news of the quake tremor is of 
particular interest to the foundation at 
this time as it has only this week been 
checking its figures with figures ob­
tained by the Dominion observatory at 
Ottawa.

The statement shown to the founda­
tion says, “The series began on Febru­
ary 28 when quakes rocked the eastern 
section of the continent. The fact is 
that the tremor of May 30 is the thir­
teenth tremor of a known series, which 
began July 14, 1924, and has continued 
up to the present time. Four tremors 
felt by men in the northeastern section 
of the United States and Canada oc­
curred in seven and one-half months 
to February 28, the date of the strong­
est quake of this series. Nine tremors 
felt by men have occurred in the three 
months since February 28.

FINANCES.

In reference to the possible means 
of financing public health nurses for 
the communities, several suggestions 
were made.

nursing classes for the Red Cross 
Society has empraàized the need of 
a permanent nursing service in all 
the communities she has visited.

SCHOOL REPORTS.

Dr. King, medical school inspector, 
speaking on some questions regard­
ing powers of exclusion from school 
under the public health act, evoked 
much interesting discussion.

Dr. Bailey, mpdical school inspec­
tor, gave an interesting report of 
problems and progress in his district. 
He made reference to urgent special 
problems In some cases of feehle-

that this should be widely advertised 
as available on request to the Depart­
ment of Health.

Dr. Wade, medical health officer in 
the eastern section, stated there was 
a great improvement alflng all lines of 
public health work In his district and 
a marked increase of co-operation from 
leading doctors. Smallpox, formerly a 
chief worry, was now negligible and 
diphtheria very rare. Scarlet fever and 
typhoid, he felt, could be more controll­
ed if convalescents were prevented 
from going everywhere as was frequent­
ly found.

The various medical inspectors re­
ported improvements and develop­
ments along all lines.

Dr. Loggie, medical school inspec­
tor, urged that the filling in of edu­
cational data on a child's health 
record card be made compulsory. He 
said that there was a distinct rela 
tionship between retardation in 
school and physical defects and the 
normal and healthy child was rarely 
retarded.

SLAUGHTER HOUSES.
Dr. William Warwick, medical health 

officer for the southern district, said 
there had been only 50 cases of diph­
theria last year in Saint John and none 
during the last month. He spoke of 
the lack of notification of minor infec­
tious diseases being largely responsible 
for the spread of these diseases.

He said there was grave need for 
adequate supervision of small rural 
slaughter houses and said that out of 
52 carcasses subjected to a special test 
at one time there were 12 that were 
ordered buried. These carcasses were 
from a rural slaughter house. Where 
farmers did their own killing, the diffi­
culty did not arise.

DR. DESMOND REPORTS.

Going Over-BIG!trolling scarlet fever infections and de­
tecting susceptibility for the disease, 
it was stated at the quarterly meeting 
of the Provincial Bureau of Health yes­
terday by Dr. H. L. Abramson, pro­
vincial pathologist.

Dr. Abramson has just returned from 
attending the conference at Washing­
ton where this anti-toxin was demon­
strated.

Dr. Abramson spoke of the 
anti-toxin as being prepared from 
germs present in the throat secured 
through the usual laboratory methods 
by obtaining a filtrate.

It has been found efficacious in 
^•-'-trolling cases of the disease when recog­

nized before the onset of sequelae, he 
said. For diagnostic purposes it could 
be used exactly like the Schick test in 
diphtheria in discriminating the 
ceptible from the non-suspectible. In 
any community this new serum was of 
great vklue for every phase of com­
munity protection.

A noticeable feature of the weather 
was the marked contrast between in­
doors and outdoors. In passing from 
stores into the street one experienced 
a distinct sensation of going from a 
relatively cool into a decidly hot en- 
' ironment.

The ice cream and sodo water dis­
pensaries did a fine business catering 
to the warm and the thirsty.

CAME SUDDENLY ON CITY.
D. L. Hutchinson, director of the 

Meteorological Observatory, said last 
night that heat waves always came 
suddenly, and that the wave which 
swept over New Brunswick had been 
moving in this direction from the 
western sections of Canada. While the 
wind was from the northwest when' the 
heat was at its extreme, during the day 
it veered through southwest, west and 
northwest. The humidity was extreme­
ly low which was a fortunate circum­
stance. The humidity percentage was 
about 80, Mr. Hutchinson reported.
UP 40 DEGREES IN FEW HOURS.

The heat wave was felt throughout 
the west and along the Eastern coast of 
Canada and the United States. While 
the highest ' temperature reported from 
New Brunswick wis 92 degrees in St. 
Stephen, in Boston the official record 
wâs 95 4 degrees. Halifax’s official re­
port was 91.1 degrees- On the Pacific 
coast the temperatures were chilly.

In less than 12 hours the mercury at 
Saint John shot upwards 40 degrees. 
In the early morning it had been 48 
degrees, the minimum of the day. By 
10 a.m. the thermometer reading show­
ed only 56, but by 2 o’clock the mer­
cury had begun its rapid ascent and 
the gusts of fiery wind were fanning 
the city. A little after 4 o’clock in the 
afternoon the most intense heat, 88.7 
was registered.

Only on two occasions since records 
of weather have been kept in Saint 
John has that figure been exceeded. In 
July in 1881 and again in July of 1887, 
the thermometer registered 88.9 de­
grees. The heat Abated very little 
after the setting of the sun and at 10 
o’clock the Observatory thermometer 

flayed 76 degrees.

HEAT EVERYWHERE INTENSE
Motorists who came Into Saint John 

from surrounding districts reported 
that the heat was everywhere Intense. 
While there were whltecaps on the 
Kennebeccasis River, the wind off the 
water had no coolness In it but 
like the blast from a furnace. The 
tyros in motoring learned the sad fact 
that heat expands tires and loud re­
ports informed them that the unusual 
heat had blown out their tires. The 
experienced motorist was 
tiously deflating his tyres to prevent 
such a catastrophe.

The Chicago Way.Canada’s Affairs Discussed at Railway. Meeting (New York Times.)
About all of the absurdities, all of 

the evils and all of the impediments to 
the course of justice that have accu­
mulated around of method of selecting 
juries for the trial of criminal cases are 
in course of illustration out in Chicago. 
There, day after day, and soon it will 
be week after week, the weary process 
of examining talesmen to try the man 
Shepherd goes on, with interminable 
bickerings and recriminations between 
the opposing counsel. The end of 
gathering 12 jurymen satisfactory to 
both sides is not yet even In sight, and 
the presiding judge, afraid, like all 
judges in the same situation, of laying 
a foundation for future appeals and 
reversals, lets the lawyers go on with 
next to no restraint.

And what is it that defence and 
prosecution are trying to get? Why, 
jurymen of such demonstrated unintel­
ligence and so little interest in what 
is going on around them, that they 
have not formed—or cannot pretend 
already to have—an opinion in a ca=e 
that has received a large amount of 
attention from everybody with enough 
sense to be justified in deciding a ques­
tion of life and death.

Jury trial is a device with a noble 
history and juries still are irreplaceable 
in determining the guilt or innocence 
of accused persons, but many peculari- 
ties of the system still are those im­
posed on it at a time when it was of 
enormous importance to protect 
mon people from the oppression and 
the tyranny of the great. Nobody 
now wants the innocent to be convicted. 
The protection of the Innocent should 
not be distorted, as it is often is, into 
protection for the guilty.

Many of the jurors dismissed in this 
.case as unqualified are able to dismiss 
the opinions already in this minds and 
honestly to give a verdict based wholly 
on the evidence to be presented before 
them. They are rejected on excuses 
rather than for reasons. Yet the coun- 
sel for both the defence and the prose- 
cution are officers of the court, and, 
theoretically, their duty is not to get a 
conviction on the one hand or an ad- 
quittal on the other, but to help in the 
task at bringing out the truth, award- 
ing justice under the law and prevent­
ing the infliction of

EXTREME YESTERDAY,
The majority of Saint John people 

made up their minds yesterday after­
noon that the equator had suddenly 
shifted and had decided to locate in 
this vicinity for all at once the mer­
cury shot away up to 88.7, within 
touching distance of the highest tem­
perature ever recorded here.

Unaccustomed as the city is to ex­
treme of heat the citizens yesterday 
fofind ingenious ways of obtaining re­
lief from the unexpected and very sud­
den heat wave which swept over the 
whole province. The 
caught them unawares with heavy 
coats on and it was a warm wave In 
actual experience, a wave of warm wind 
that made them gasp for breath. Rock- 
wood Park was the place of refuge 
sought by many hundreds. Through­
out the day and especially In the early 
evening there were bathers in Lily 
Lake and fishermen on the lake in 
boats or around the shores of the lake.

The crowds at the park made it ap­
pear as though the day were a holiday. 
A number of automobile parties visit­
ed MacLaren’s Beach in the evening to 
enjoy the breeze from the water.

’T’he annual shareholders’ meeting 
* of the Canadian Pacific Railway 

Is one of the important financial 
events of the year as naturally fol­
lows from the poeltloa held by that 
company as a great national Institu­
tion the activities of which touch 
every branch of Canadian life. On 
the first Wednesday In every May 
the shareholders gather to hear the 
president tell of the company’s past 
year and to elect directors to carry 
on Its great work. At these meet­
ings are always to he found many 
of the country's leaders in industry, 
commerce and finance representing 
all parts of the Dominion, and the 
president’s report Is looked upon as 

-an epitome of business conditions 
throughout the whole of Canada. Of 
course, all the Shareholders cannot 
attend, they are far too many and 
they are too widely scattered, par­
ticularly In recent years when the 
holding of Canadian Pacific stock or 
bonds has greatly grown In popu­
larity among the small investors of 
the country. If all were present 
the gathering would be a great mass 
meeting and the country towns, vil­
lages and even the farming districts 
Of Canada would be represented to 
a surprising extent

The meeting was this year held 
on May 6 and the chairman and 
president, Mr. E. W. Beatty, dreE at­
tention to the' company's lessened 
earnings during 1924 which had re­
sulted from a decrease in the move­
ment of manufactured articles and 
a smaller crop movement for the 
year. These conditions, he said, had 
continued during the first three 
months of the present year, but 
during the month of April the 
decrease In gross earnings were 
appreciably less which gave ground 
for the belief that conditions were 
slowly improving. With a good crop, 
particularly in Western Canada, 
there was cause for confidence that 
the results of the year's operations

would be reasonably satisfactory. 
He pointed out, holwever, that nei­
ther rail nor ocean traffic had reach­
ed normal proportions and that until 
they did so the company's expendi­
tures for capital, maintenance and 
general operation must be curtailed 
so far as may be without impairing 
the high standard at which the- pro­
perty has always been maintained. 
Mr. Beatty referred to the govern­
ment proposal to subsidize a line of 
freight steamers on the Atlantic un­
der the proposed Petersen contract 
and pointed out that particularly 
during the past 2 years Atlantic ship­
ping operations have been conducted 
with very unsatisfactory financial 
returns. He said the companies felt 
they had been placed on trial and 
therefore were making the fullest 
disclosures of the traffic conditions 
and of the results of the operation 
of the Canadian Pacific Steamships, 
Ltd.

displayed by Canadians towards 
transportation matters. Mr. Beatty 
dfew attention to the statement often 
heard that the present railway situa­
tion in the Dominion Was due to the 
failure in former years of private 
undertakings, the Inference being 
that defects of private ownership and 
administration resulted in the estab­
lishment of public ownership. Mr. 
Beatty pointed out that the principal 
causes of the present unsatisfactory 
conditions ‘Vas undoubtedly the 
formation from time to time of poli­
cies of extensive new construction 
and duplication of existing lines, in 
most, if not all eases by the govern­
ment or with government assistance 
and in anticipation of a much greater 
development than the country has 
enjoyed.”

Failure was almost Inevitable, Mr. 
Beatty continued, since the under­
takings were so far in advance of 
the country’s existing or immediate 
future requirements, and It did. not 
to him seem material whether the 
over-ambitious projects- were launch­
ed by the government of the day or 
were conceived by Individuals or 
companies. In each case these un­
dertakings received the financial 
support of the government and the 
approval of the people of Canada, 
without which they could not have 
been completed, but in neither case 
could their break-down be attributed 
to private ownership.

In consequence of the existing con­
ditions, there was, said' Mr. Beatty, 
a general and deep-rooted desire for 
railway economies, for the elimina­
tion where possible of Intensive com­
petition and duplicate services and 
the utilization where feasible of Joint 
instead of separate te#minal facili­
ties. In this connection the presi­
dent of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way pointed out that the position of 
Ms company *was unique. He stated 
that many of thé lines of railway 
now forming the National System 
were not constructed as part of one

railway conception, but were con­
ceived and designed to compete with 
each other as separate transportation 
units, while each of them, in addi­
tion, was in competition with the 
Canadian Pacific system.

The consolidation of the National 
System had, he said, brought, inf con­
sequence under one administration, 
lines which were originally designed 
to be competitive and in no sense 
part of a unified system, 
other hand, the Canadian Pacific 
Railway had been conceived and con­
structed as one system, had been 
extended from time to time always 
as a single system, each part of 
wMch was planned to support the 
other. There had further been heavy 
expenditure of public monies with a 
view to bringing the national sys­
tem lines to a higher state of effi­
ciency, In particular by the addition 
of much modern equipment and pow- 

Since little new traffic had 
been developed in, Canada in the last 
five years and a very moderate 
Amount of new territory opened, the 
expenditures were aimed to take 
from the Canadian Pacific Railway 
as much as Improved service and 
large expenditures could accomplish.

As to the larger question of the 
future relations which the two sys­
tems would bear to one another, Mr. 
Beatty said: "We propose to work 
in the greatest possible harmony 
with the National Railways consist­
ent with the interests of your pro­
perty and of its owners, 
convinced that the vast majority of 
Canadians, especially the business 
interests of the country, do not de­
sire to see the company either ab 
sorbed or menaced 
add, too, that no proposals of any 
kind from the company To the Gov­
ernment or from the Government to 
the company have been made save 
those to do with the question of re­
ducing economic waste through the 
elimination so far as possible of 
duplicate services.”

The Tariff Report
‘ SALES TAX.

Evidence accumulates to show that 
the Sales Tax is an unsound method of 
taxation, and should be abolished in tbs 
national interests. It is still an ex­
periment. Few countries have tried IL 
Leading industrial countries, such as 
the United Kingdom and the United 
States, Investigated its possibilities and 
refused to adopt it It is not a suf­
ficient answer to ask how the revenue 
will be raised if the Sales Tax is aboi» 
lshed. The United States and other 
countries secure their necessary rev­
enues without it. Faced with the neces­
sity of raising more revenue, and at the 
same time protecting their own pro­
ducers, the United States Increased their 
tariff and refused to adopt the Sale*

Canada is the only country in the 
world that has consistently pursued a ; 
policy of reducing her customs tariff 
since the war period.

Official announcements recently issued 
from London and Washington state the 
reasons given by other countries for in­
creasing customs imports tariffs as fol­
lows:

(1) To protect domestic industries 
against the importation of foreign com­
petitive products.

(2) To encourage the strong national­
istic sentiment engendered -by the war, 
which aimed . to make each nation 
economically self-dependent to the full­
est extent possible.

Many Canadian Industries are still 
suffering from the competition of goods 
imported from other countries where the 
currencies are greatly depreciated. The 
Canadian law against depreciated cur­
rencies only applies to Imports from 
Czecho-SIovakia, Austria, Hungary, 
Jngo-Slavia, and Russia. It ceased to 
apply to Germany after Germany 
adopted a .gold standard. It has never 
applied against Belgium, France, Italy 
or Spain; and yet the currencies of all 
these countries are considerably de­
preciated, and, consequently, Canadian 
producers are experiencing unfair com­
petition from many kinds of goods ex­
ported to Canada from these countries.

SMUGGLING.

Another important matter which has 
been receiving the attention of your I 
committee during recent years is that 
of smuggling.

It has been estimated by the Minister 
of Customs that $50,000,000 worth of 
goods are smuggled into Canada an­
nually. What does this mean to Can­
ada?

To the Government it means a loss of 
revenue of millions annually.

To Canadian manufacturers It means 
a loss of business, because the greater 
part of smuggled goods could have been 
fnade in Canada.

To Canadian workmen and their fam­
ilies It means unemployment.

Smuggling has driven legitimate con­
cerns out of business, and is threatening 
the existence of certain Industries.

MANY INCREASES.
Since the last annual general meeting 

23 countries have increased the rates 
in their customs tariffe. Since the war 
80 countries have increased their tariff 
rates. These increases are not small 
percentages. In many cases the tariff 
rates have been increased two, three 
and four hundred per cent., and in a 
few cases over 1,000 per cent. Some 
Countries still prohibit by embargoes 
various importations that would injure 
their producers, 
been rising throughout the world, regu­
lations governing their administration 
have become more strict. Practically 
all countries have greatly increased the 
protection for their home markets. 
They have been shutting out more and 

the products of other countries, 
and have been encouraging their 
people to use their own products.

UNITED KINGDOM.

In his opening remarks Mr. Beatty 

touched upon the problems of the 
manufacturers and made special ref­
erence to that presented by the tariff.

“Without dealing with that question, 
complicated and difficult of accurate 
appreciation as It is,I and too political 
to be discussed by me,” he said, “I 
may say that anyone who has lived in

Durftig this session, Parliament re­
duced the customs duties on marine 
engines, well-drilling machinery, and 
farm and logging sleighs. There were 
also reductions in duty on imported 
materials used in making articles on 
which the tariff has recently been re­
duced or removed. Reports received 
from the Canadian industries concerned 
indicate that the capital invested, and 
the employes engaged will suffer as the 
result of these tariff reductions.

The duty on bituminous slack coal 
was increased from 13 cents to 50 
cents per ton. When this matter was 
discussed, the Association took the 
position that the coal mining Industry 
should have necessary protection. While 
the Association favors protection for 
the coal industry as well as other in­
dustries, it is regretted that the Gov­
ernment did not sçe fit to provide com­
pensating protection to those manufar 
turing concerns which must continue to 
import bituminous coal, and which 
will have their costs of production in­
creased by the extent of the addi­
tional duty Imposed, and also that the 
Government has not provided draw­
back arrangements for duty paid on 
bituminous coal imported to manu­
facture goods for export.

VALUATION.
Cuctoms appraisers in the customs 

houses of Canada are required by law 
to appraise goods at the fair market 
value thereof, as sold in the open mar­
ket to purchasers for home consump­
tion in the country of export. In prac­
tice, however, these customs appraisers 
have to depend very largely on the 
exporter's certificate on the invoice for 
evidence as to what this fair market 
value really is.

In May, 1921, the Fordney Emer­
gency Tariff relating to agricultural 
products went into effect In the United 
States, and the Fordney-McCumber 
Tariff, covering a complete revision 
upward of the United States tariff, 
went into force on September 22, 1922.

In 1920, the last year of the old 
United States tariff, the Democratic or 
low tariff, the dutiable Imports Into the 
United States were valued at $1,985,- 
000,000, and the amount of customs 
duty collected was $825,645,565 ; in 
1928 the first full year under the pres­
ent United States tariff, the value of 
the dutiable imports into the United 
States was $1,656,110,669, and the 
amount of duty collected was $592,- 
764,105. The value of dutiable imports 
in 1923 was reduced more than $300,- 
000,000 below the value of the dutiable 
imports In 1920, but the customs duty 
collected In 1928 was $267,000,000 
greater than in 1920. In other words, 
the increased tariff resulted in a large 
increase in revenue to the country, 
though at the same time there was a 
decrease In the quantity of dutiable 
goods imported.

22 Myer and Leon Chechlk, business 
men of Winnipeg and natives of Russia, 
arrived In the city this morning from 
Winnipeg in charge of Sergeant-Detec­
tive John Power tend were taken before 
Police Magistrate Henderson on a 
charge of conspiring to defraud Harry 
Rabinovitch at the present time resid­
ing in Montreal.
