The Fourth City of the Dominion.

[Evening Journal, Ottawa]
Montreal with an approximate popula­

tion of 200,000, Toronto with 160,000, and 
Quebec with 60,000 are indisputably the 
chief centres of population in the Domin­
ion. For fourth place the rivalry grows 
interesting, because though Ottawa is 
far and away the fourth mast important 
place in the country,some inconsequential 
towns known as Halifax, Hamilton and 
St. John, which make up in effrontery 
for what they lack in respectability, are 
pretending to have claims to attention 
equal to those of Ottawa. It is difficult 
to decide which of the three contentions

The Short Line from Montreal to St 
John is to be open fbr through traffic by 
the 10th May, at least so says Mr. Van 
Horne and he certainly ought to know. 
This is good news and should stir dur 
people up to a realization of the fact 
that they will then be brought just 277 
miles nearer Montreal than they have 
been heretofore, and that instead of hav­
ing an advantage of only 99 miles over 
Halifax in point of distance to Montreal 
they will be nearer to that city by 376 
miles than Halifax is now by the I. C. R. 
and by the full distance from Halifax to 
St. John, 277 miles, if Halifax trave 
should abandon the I. C. R. and pass 
through this place to reach Montreal. 
These are figures which every one should 
try to keep in mind in considering the 
relative advantages of the.two cities.

There are various rumors abroad in re­
gard to the intentions of the government 
with regard to that portion of the’ Short 
Line fronrf Harvey'tolSalisbury or Monc­
ton, but as the government will make a 
declaration on the subject to-day or 
tomorrow it is needless to speculate far­
ther. The present intention seems to be 
to build the line, but whether this will be 
done by the Canadian Pacific company,or 
by another company ,orby the government 
itself is not quite clear. The people of St 
John would be quite willing to see the 
line built if the bridge and its approaches 
here were made free to all lines now 
existing, or to be built in the future, and 
they would be willing to risk the chance 
of freight turning off at Harvey and 
going on to Halifax instead of coming 
direct to St. John. The people of this 
city, however, would not view with favor 
a proposal to build the Moncton-Harvey 
line and make the Fredericton bridge 
free unless the St. John bridge is made 
free also.

Traitor ofSaturday which was singularly 
characteristic of that organ of disloyalty, 
and which could have been written by no 
other hand than that of John V. Ellis 
himself. It commences by stating that a 
long telegram appears in the Toronto and 
Montreal papers summarizing Mr. Scho­
field’s Board of Trade paper on the ad­
vantages of St. John, and then goes on to 
mix up with this information a wholly 
irrevelent statement in regard to an arti­
cle derogatory to St. John which 
appears in the 
Armed with this seasonable weapon for 
the purpose of estranging the Maritime 
Provinces from Ontario, it proceeds in the 
following strain:—

We venture to say that the summary 
of Mr. Schofield’s paper which is pub­
lished as we have stated, will scarcely 
excite any interest, for the simple reason 
that people in the West are not thinking 
about St John, because their interests 
do not seem to be in any way alongside 
of ours. The completion of the Short 
Line Railway and the running of trains 
by that railway between St John and 
Montreal may, to some extent, tend 
to improve the conditions of which 
we complain; but the relief will 
be very slow. As we have constantly 
pointed out to our people, the true devel­
opment of St John is to be sought for in 
a direction different from that towards 
which some people continue to look. It 
is to be found in the development of 
trade with the United States. It will be 
helped by doing every thing which will 
induce the American people to take an 
interest in us, in everything which will 
tend to enlarge our market with that 
country and to facilitate commerce with 
it We think the correctness of this as­
sertion grows upon our people, even if it 
grows slowly.

It will be seen here with what ingenuity 
Ellis endeavors to use the writing of 
some irresponsible crank in the 
Ottawa paper as a means of 
angering the people of St John 
against the people of Ontario. He states, 
without slightest authority and en­
tirely apart from proof, that Mr. Scho­
field’s paper will not excite any interest 
in Ontario or Quebec, because the inter­
ests of the people of these provinces “ do 
not seem to be in any way alongside of 
ours.” Let us apply the test of truth to 
this statement and it will be found to be 
wholly false and 
people of the West 
interested in such information

is most preposterous. Halifax, a bleak 
settlement on the coast of Nova Scotia, 
is principally a supply station for Bri­
tish ships and soldiers. So far is it from 
being a desirable place that people who 
do not swear say “Go to Halifax” as a 
synonym to express the utmost disre­
gard of the welfare of the person they 
address. The population of Halifax at 
the last census was about 37,000. No 
doubt it has greatly decreased since, and 
not even Halifax impudence would 
venture to compare the place with 
Ottawa but that a village named Dart­
mouth lying adjacent to Halifax has a 
population of four or five thousand which 
the larger town has an idea of annexing, 
and thus repairing its possible losses of 
late years. But with or without Dart­
mouth we dismiss the contentions of 
Halifax as really unworthy of serious 
notice. Those of St John are, if any­
thing, more ludicrous. St John, which 
is in New Brunswich, has just annexed 
a district called Portland, the united 
populations of the two territories bei 
placed at 44,000 by sanguine 
John statisticians. The next census 

show about 10,000 
less, as good railway communication 
with the civilized world has accidentally 
been established and the place has noth­
ing except newspapers to recommend it 
to anybexiy who can scrape up enough 
money to move away. And yet even 
SL John’s pretensions to national import­
ance become tolerable contrasted with 
Hamilton’s. Hamilton, we may 
state, is situated near Toronto. From 
that place it has imbibed a spirit of over­
whelming self conceit, without any of 
Toronto’s advantages to justify it. It 
used to have a second rate baseball 
team which advertised it somewhat, but 
this year could not guarantee the 
small salaries required by the players,and 
is consequently sinking into its origin­
al obscurity. The population claimed 
this year is 43,082, the total assessment 
$21,048,990, and rate of taxation 20 mills 
on the dollar. Ottawa’s population is 
42,000, total tax-paying assessment $16,- 
238,195 and rate of taxation, 201-10 mills. 
Hamilton men with that unscrupulous 
mendacity which often characterizes in­
ferior people, will no doubt argue this 
comparison is to Hamilton’s 
advantage, never saying a word about the 
eight or ten millions of government and 
church property here exempt from taxa­
tion, or about the $2,000,000 city of Hull 
with its 10,000 progressive people linked 
to us. In fact, taking in Hull, this centre 
of population rivals Quebec both in 
assessment and number of people. More­
over if quality and not quantity be con­
sidered the best standard of supremacy 
in ci ties,Quebec is far inferior to Ottawa, 
while Hamilton becomes less than half

The despatch which we published on 

Saturday in regard to the escape of H. M. 
S. Calliope from Apia during the hurri­
cane which wrecked three Qcfiiman and 
three American warships, Shows that all 
the conjectures ard oEatements indulged 
by American admirals and others to 
accôunt for the British vessel’s escape 
were’wrong. The Calliope had not left the 
harbor before the hurricane commenced, 
as some affirmed ; the Calliope was not 
better prepared than the others by 
reason of her steam being up and their 
fires being out, for as all knew the hnrri- 
can was coming and all had pre­
pared for it, the presumption is 
that all had steam up. The Calliope, 
like the other six war-ships, undertook 
to ride out the storm at anchor and had 
five anchors out, but they failed to hold 
her and four of them broke away. Tlien 
it became necessary to put out to sea, in 
the teeth of the storm, and this danger­
ous task was accomplished in safety; but 
so violent was the hurricane that the 
powerful engines of the Calliope could 
not propel her faster than at the rate of 
half a knot an hour against it 
escape of the Calliope was not due to an 
accident, bat to tfie fact that she is a 
modern ship with very powerful engines 
in proportion to her tonnage, and because 
she was navigated with that happy com­
bination of skill and daring which dis­
tinguishes British sailors. The Calliope 
episode is only one in the long roll of 
incidents which prove that Britannia 
still rules the waves.

AAi There is a curious little city on the 
Gibraltar straits. It is called Cadiz. 
Some 800 years ago a man named Co­
lumbus sailed from there on a cruise to 
the westward. Before he returned he 
discovered some islands.

It would appear that the little city is 
still celebrating tho return of Columbus, 
for it is ever a gala day in Cadiz. Laugh­
ter and pleasure are in the very air.

No port in Spain is more charming 
than this pretty little capital of famed 
Andalusia. Just the place for a man-of- 
war to make after a hard cruise on the 
coast of Africa or a week’s drill at target 
practice out at sea.

It was a lovely run down*the Portu­
guese coast from Lisbon; a trifle warm; 
but what was this when offset by the 
cool evenings so characteristic of the 
Spanish -Portuguese climes? As we neared 
port on tho morning of the second day, 
carrying all sail and a full head of steam, 
the corvette fairly gamboled over the 
water. The haze which had been envel­
oping tho contour of the coast line grad­
ually lifted, presenting to the gaze of of­
ficers and crew Andalnsia in all her 
beauty, charm and grandeur. Many 
fishing craft came in view, and as the 
corvette surged past the boatmen raised 
their caps in respect to the flag flying 
from the peak end.

Cadiz is perhaps not so well known to 
Americans as many cities of less im­
portance. Situated apart from the main 
highway of travel, and having but little 
direct commerce with the United States, 
it is seldom visited by our countrymen 
on matters of business, except when pas­
sengers aboard one of the Royal Mail 
steamers or en route to some of the col­
onies are enabled, by a short stop over, 
to obtain a cursory glance at this quaint 
and most interesting of Spanish sea­
ports.

The city was founded about 1100 B. C. 
by the Phoenicians,™ who was called it 
Cadir. It successively passed into the 
hftnfifl of the Carthagenians and Romans, 
the latter giving it the name of Gades. 
Then passing into the power of the Goths 
it was again taken in 711, this time by 
the Arabs. The Spainards got control 
in 1262, and named the place Cales. It 
was known by this name when captured 
and sacked by the Finglish in 1596. The 
loss of the city and the immense treas­
ure held there at the time caused almost 
general bankruptcy in Spain. Time and 
again the English attacked this beauti­
ful city, and each time it was success­
fully defended.

largely to the white stone used in build­
ing. The streets are narrow but regu­
larly laid out. Around the outskirts of 
Cadiz runs the Alameda boulevard. It 
ia very fine. Throughout the city are 

squares, some large, others 
small. They offer a refreshing retreat, 
among the numerous tropical plants, to 
the heated pedestrian. These squares all 
connect with the Alameda.

The private dwellings are usually sev­
eral stories in height. The ground floor 
is retained for a store room, and differ­
ent families occupy the several flats. 
The fantastic manner in which the houses 
are built on the hillsides, and the utter 
disregard to grading makes the tops of 
some houses on a level with the first 
floors of the others. On the exterior the 
appearance of the dwelling is plain save 
for the bright hued tiles of varied colors. 
Large, heavy iron doors secure tho en­
trance, and this is usually attended, as 
in France, by a concierge. The interior 
fittings are very fine. An exquisite 
taste, and in most cases lavish expendi­
ture in furniture, rugs, bric-a-brac, and 
unique ornaments characterize the ar­
rangements.—New York Times.
