London, Oct. 30.—A dispatch has been
received at the war office regarding the
fighting at ILadysmith. Gen. White’s
message, dated to-day, '6:30 p.m., was
as follo -s:

“I employed all the troops here except
the obligatory garrison before the works.

Fusiliers and the Gloucesters to take 1p-

“The force moved at 11 yesterday
evening, and during the night firing the
battery mules stampeded with some of
the guns, which, however, I hope to re-
cover. The two battalions have not yet
returned, but are expected this evening.

“] detailed two brigade divisions of
artillery and five battalions of infantry,
aided by cavalry, under Gen. French, to
attack the position upon which the en-
emy yesterday mounted guns,

“We found this position evacuated,

Attacked With Considerable Vigor

“Our troops were all in action, and
we pushed .the enemy back several
miles, but did not succeed in ‘reaching
hig laager.

“QOur losses are estimated between 80
and 100, but those of the en¢my must
have been much greater, the fire of our
guns appearing very effective.

“After being in action several hours
1 withdrew the troops, and they return-
ed, unmolested to the ecantonment.

“The enemy are in great numbers, and
their guns range further than our field
guns.

at a range of over 6,000 yards.”

The advance was made at dawn with
the object of shelling the Boers from
the position where yesterday they had
mounted a number of guns. On reach-
ing the spot, however, it was found that
they had evacuated the position. The
British continued to advance, and the
movement developed into a rTeconnais-
ance in force. The enemy were posted
on a range of hills, having a frontage
of about 16 miles.

The British ferce was disposed 'in the
following order: On the right three
regiments of cavalry, four batteries of
the Royal Field Artillery, and five bat-
talions of infantry. In the centre, three
batteries of the Royal Field ArtiHery,
two regiments of cavalry and four in-
fantry -battalions. And on the left, the
Royal Irish! Fusiliers, the Gloucester
Regiment and the Tenth Mountain Bat-
tery.

This force had been detailed to guard
cur left flank at a late hogir last night.

Gen. White's Plan of Operations

was that as the mbyement developed
the force constituting our centre, which
was disposed under cover of a kopje
about three miles from the town, should
throw itself upon the enemy, while the
left flank was being held by the Fusil-
iers and the Gloucesters.

The plan was well devised, but failed
in execution, owing to the faet that the
Boer position which formed our objee-
tive point was evacuated.

Our artillery quickly reduced the vol-
ume of the enemy’s fire, but the attack
delivered on our right flank was the
principal one, and the column was com-
pelled to change. The Boer attack had
been silenced for a time, and our in-
fantry advanced, covered by cavalry.

The enemy now began to develop

A Heavy Counter Attack,

and as they were in great force numeri-
cally, Gen. White gave orders for the
infantry to be gradually withdrawn, The
movement was carried out with great
steadivess and deliberation, under cover
of our guns, which made excellent prac-
tice.

The engagement lasted several hours
and resulted on our side in’ casualties
estimated at from 90 to 100. The Boer
loss must have largely exceeded this to-
tal.

The attack was admirably delivered by
our right, and the Boers were fairly
driven out of their strongholds near
IL.ombard Kop. It was not possible,
however, to push the success much fur-
ther, as beyond that point lay a long
broken ridge, affording every kind of
natural cover. TUnder this the enemy
took the fullest advantage. Our shells

Failed to Dislodge the Boers,

and as our infantry moved in extended
order, they came under a heavy rtifle

Throughout the engagement the Boers
held their ground with courage and ten-
acity, and considering the ‘intensity of
artilery fire they must have suffered
severely. - : N
The Naval Brigade.

Ladysmith, Oct., 80.—(1:25 p.m.)=The
Naval Brigade arrived this morning at
9:30, and has just commenced firing
with six quick-firing guns, with great
precision. The Boer 40-pounders, which
had again begun to.shell the town, were
temporarily disabled at the third and
fifth reports. Brisk firing is in progress
on the right and left flanks.

What London War Correspondents Say
of Yesterday’s Engagement.

London, Oct. 31.—The' Standard’scor-
respondent .with the British- forces at
Ladysmith telegraphing as to Monday’'s
engagement says: . 3

“During the opening stages of the fight i
I attached myself to the centre column.
We marched out before dawn and after
covering _three miles, halted under a
kopje to await developments.. In the at-
tack, the first shot was fired at 5:20 a.m.
It came from Lombard’s Kop, a lofty
éminence some five miles to the east of
Ladysmith. !

‘“Battery after battery went into ae-
tion and gradually the enemy’s fire slack-
ened.

“The troops were back in Ladysmith
by 2 o’clock in the afternoon.

“The casualties caused by the enemy’s
artillery were not severe. The mountain
battery on the left reported that it had
a stampede of guns.

“Our artillery, cavalry, mounted in~
fantry and volunteer cavalry behaved
spiendidly in difficult circumstances.

“Dr. Jameson and Sir John Willough-
by arrived to-day and were spectitors of
the action.”

Boer Tactics.

London, Oct. 31.—The engagement at
Ladysmith, which despite -the. .rather
heavy losses, must be regarded rather as
an extended reconmaissance or skirmish
than a battle, seems to make little change
in the actual position.

It is disappointing to the British pub-
lic as again revealing tactical skill of an
unexpectedly high order on the side of
the Boers. In addition to the possession
of a number of heavwy guns, the trans-
portation of which causes wonderment
!)tere, they have available marvellous abil-
ity.

Unless commanded by skilled ‘European
officers. ‘it is hardly considered probable
that Boer farmers would have assumed
a feigned position, as they evidently did,
In front of the right column, with the
intention of retreating from it to the
real line of defence, and of inducing the
British attack over a fire-swept zone.

The specia” dispatches deseribing the
engagement fail to confirm Gen, White’s
account that the Boers were pushed back
several miles, and the only conclusion
that can be arrived at is that the action

London, Oct. 31.—Reports are current
here that Gen. White may retire to
Petermaritzburg while - the railway is
intact. There is much divergence of
opinion in military circles as to the ad-
visability of such a step.

Wha is to Blame?

At the government office no effort was
made to conceal the feeling of dismay
prevailing. One official said to a repre-
sentative of the Associated Press:

“It is inexplicable, and I am sorry to
say its moral effect is inestimable. We
have lost heﬁvil_v in many w;irs and
have had regiments almost wiped out.
but to have regiments captured, and by
Boers, it is terrible.”

The manliness of Gen. White’s avowal
that it was his fault has awakened the
deepest sympathy. An official of the
war office said: :

“It is more than likely” due to the
craze of our younger officers to distim-

War Office Besieged With Inquirers—
Second Army Corps Ordered to
be in Readiness.

—0—
“YLondon, Oect, 31.—It is'Tearned by the
Associated Press that the war office h:}s
ordered a second ‘ariy corps to be in
readiness 'to be .called out.

Military officials have mnot decided
whether theeconsummation of the plan
will be necessary, but they are deter-
mined to have everything in' readiness for
a demonstration in Burope of Great
Britain’s capabilities;" or -for ‘sending
even a larger force to the 'scene of ac-
tion. Al

Until the receipt of the news of the
Ladysmith disaster, the latter course
was considered out of the question, but
now there is no knowing what steps will
be decided upon.

Particulars Not Yet Published.

‘While minor reverses were not wholly
unexpected, no Englishman ever dream-
ed that anything:like 'the staggering
blow that Gen. Joubert delivered to Gen.
‘White’s forces yesterday threatened the
British. apmy in South Africa, and ap-
parently the full extent of the disaster
is not yet acknowledged. -

Enquiry at the war office seems to in-
dicate that the military dispatches con-
tain other particulars, which it is deem-
ed inexpedient to publish immediately,
but the serious nature of which is not
disguised. Py o

The story as already known, however,
is sufficiently bad. :,

The loss in effective men must be ap-
palling to a general who is practically
surrounded. Two of the finest British
regiments and a mule battery deducted
from the Ladysmith garrison weakens
it about a fifth of its total’ strength, and
alters the whole situation very mater-
jally in favor of -the Boers, who once
again have shown themselves stern fight-
ers and military strategists of .superior
erder.

The disaster cost the British from
1,}500 to 3,000 men, and six T-pounder
screw guns, and as the Boer artillery is
Mready stronger than imagined, thq cap-
ture of these guns will be a great help
to the Boers.

Its Effect on the Boers.

Apart from the immediate loss in ef-
fectiveness which will seriously cripple
Gen. White’s operations, the British de-
feat must have a depressing efféct on
the remainder of the Ladysmith forces,
while it may be expected to ‘have.much
weight with Boers who are wavering as
to ‘which side to support, énd it will’ im-
mensely raise the morale of the Boer
forces and bring crowds of teeruits’ to
their standard.

White Accepts Responsibility.'

Further news must be awaited béfore
it is attempted ‘to attach blime where
it belongs.

Indeed bhe elings to the belief. that the
task will ultimatelv he nhandoned by the
Uhited States, who will tum over the
islwids ‘to' Britain in return for some of
the latter’s #Pest Tmdinn  possessions.
The campaign still drags wearily aleng,
although had the fight been wvigorously
pushed in September of last year it
might have been speedily ended.

‘Of “Aguinaldo he has the highest opin-
ion. He is an exceedingly elever as-
tute young man, with all the taet of a
trained diplomatist. . With him is an
army of men who live eontentedly on n
plate of rice. while his American antag-
onist talks desertion if he does not ge:

and coffee. Time with the Filipinos is
a martter of no moment, and thanks to
a’ shont-sighted administration of af-
tairs, which allowed the arsemals‘of the
U.'S. army to be drawn upon by the na-
‘tives, who were then allies of the States
in fighting the Spamiards, they are
splendidly armed with Mausers:  and
Springfields. "

But it is' in connection with the sup-
pl¥ of ammunition to the insurgent army
that the most serious charge is made by
Mr. Clayton. Tt bas been found that.
r_iat only are the native forces armed |
with - Ameérican’ rifles, bnt they are ac-
tively " firing a .never failing supply of
Yankée lead. The opinion is very strong
among distinguished residents in Manila
that the commercial instinet of the Am-
erican officisls have predominated over
their patriotic principles and that they
are driving a profitable trade in.bullets
wifh their enemies.

The strict censorship of Gen. Otis over
the ‘correspomdents, while in some in-
stances severe, was not so unreasonable
as has been represented by the reporters
of the yellow press upon whom, of
course, he was particularly severe. In
Mr. Clayton’s opinion Gen. Otis was
more censurahle for permitting. the fa-
miliarities in which the correspondents
indulged. . The latter occupied the gen-
eral’s ‘office, notwithstanding the broadest
hints to withdraw and took other liber-
ties with the commander-in-chief which
would  scarcely be ' credited by anyone
aceustomed to the sharp discipline of an
English division on active service.

School Trustees Urge the Govern-
ment to Adopt a New
Course.

Premier Semlin Prowmises Con-
sideration of Plan for Edu-
cating Deaf Mutes.

A delegation from the school ' board,
consisting of Chaimman MecMicking and
Trustees. A. L. Belyea, Dr. Hall and
Mesdames Gordon Grant and William
Grant, waited upon the minister of edu-
cation, Premier Semlin, this morning.
Thay presented a plan for the reorganl-
zation of the High school systam, and
urged the importance'of providing some
prefessional training for teachers, amnd
the necessity of establishing a school for
the deaf mutes of the province,

The recommendations relating to teach-
ers’ certificates, which were elaborated
by Mr. Belyea, were as follows:

‘Tte curriculum of all High' schools to
coniprise two consecutive courses, junior
and senior, 3

Both c¢ourses to Ue .essentially not-
classical, providing, however, for -ele-
mentary chassics as options.”

Junior course certificates to*be award-
ed by the councii of public instruction
to all students who satisfactorily com-

\ blete the junior course.

Senior course to be open only to those
who' hold junfor course certificates.

Senior rourse certificates to be award- .

ed to students who complete the semior
course, :

In addition to the junior and senior
non-classical courses High schools with
four teachers to provide an essentiailv
classical course, open to studemts who
have taken the junior and senior course
with the classical options.

"sailed from Ounalaska on Oectober 4th,
after having repaired the rudder post
carried away during the gale encounter-
‘ed while going into Ounalaska from the
Behring Sea. As will be remembered,
shé was caught in a heavy gale and suf-
; fered  considerably, her rudder and main
' boom being carried away. A ecanoe ‘was

A CONFESSED MURDERER.

S SRS N AT
A Dawson Crime Acknowledged by a
Greek in Seattle.

L

The details of one of those mysterious
crimes which have been a feature of the
Klondike gold rush, are likely to be
brought to light by a confession made
in Seattle yesterday by a Greek who has.
just returned from the North. This
man, John Sarga by name, has con-
fessed that on the second of July, of this
vear, he murdered his partner, Lewis
Ballos.

He states that the crime took place on
the Klondike river, two miles and a
half above the mouth of Bonanza creek.

The facts of the case were communi-
cated to-day to Supt. Hussey. of the pro-
vineial  police, by Mr. Bernard = Pelly,
British vice-consul at Seattle, and it 1s
probable that extradition proceedings
will ‘be. instituted by the' Dominion gov-
ernment.

The facts which have just come to light
ar> regarded as supplementary to those
which have been in the possession of
Mr. Hussey for some time. These were
to the effect that about the middle or
toward the end of July.the remains of
a man were found on a hill claim on a
pup of Last Chance creek, eight or ten
miles from Dawson. A police investiga-
tion was held at the time and it was
strongly suspected that a murder had
been committed. The vietim was be-
lieved to be a foreigner, probably an
Italian, and that the ecvime had been!
committed by a compatriot. The shack
had been' partly burned over the body,
this to some extent covering up the
crime, The names of the parties as giv-
en in the comfession alluded to, and the
time and place mentiomed., all seem to
point to the cases being identical.
