York RçrabVs cable despatch sent by 
its special correspondent who was on 
board H. M. S. Invincible during the 
action. It was written on Tuesday 
evening, immediately after the bom­
bardment and before the impressions 
and effect of the day’s work had 
off the writer’s mind, and is as follows 

The great artillery combat which has 
raged all day has ended in complete 
cess. The object for which we have 
fought has been attained, the forts and 
batteries on the sea face of Alexandria be- 
ing a heap of ruins. Considering the ex­
tent and nature of the works, the weight 
and number of the guns mounted and the 
dogged pluck with which the Egyptians 
fought them, the result lias been obtained 
with surprisingly small loss of life, the 
total of casualties in the fleet being five 
killed and twenty-seven wounded. It is 
difficult, so soon after the engagement, to 
write a cool and collected narrative of the 
events of the day. The dead calm which 
has succeeded the tremendous roar of ar­
tillery which has gone on for so many 
hours seems strange and unnatural. We 
can scarcely realize that the first great sea 
fight with artillery of the modern type 
has been fought and won.

JAS. C. FAIREY, DENTISTRY. FEELING TUEIR WAY.

At nine o’clock last night the Invincible 
and Monarch quietly steamed out toward 
the Meks fort. All lights were extinguish­
ed and there was perfect quiet fore and aft. 
Very cautiously we felt our way through 
the difficult harbour where, even in 
broad daylight, great care is required for 
the passage of a ship drawing so much 
water as the Invincible. It was evident 
that a sharp lookout was being kept on 
shore, for we had made but little progress 
iu the harbor when the light was suddenly 
extinguished, doubtless to add to the 
difficulty of the egress. The ships were 
ably handled aud wc made our way safely 
past the shallows ami reached our new 
ground at ten o’clock and anchored for 
the night. At four o’clock this morning 
steam was up and the crew piped to 
quarters. The officers, after taking coffee 
in the gun room, all took up the positions 
assigned to them. There was a general 
feeling of relief that the long delay was 
over, that diplomacy was exhausted and 
t'.iat at last the question was to be decided 
by force of arms. The men, although 
quiet and steady from force of discipliue, 
were evidently in high spirits, and the 
only fear was that at the last moment the 
enemy would evacuate the forts.

IN POSITION.

At half past-four the ships got under 
weigh, aud the order was given to prepare 
for action. The Penelope and Invincible, 
being broadside ships, prepared to anchor, 
while the Monarch, whose turret guns 
have an all-rouud range fire, was to fight 
under steam. As the light increased we 
could see in the distance the Alexandra, 
Superb, ami the Sultan, lying near each 
other,facing forts^da, Pharos and Rasel- 
Tin, which it was their task to silence 
while the Temeraire and Inflexible were 
steaming slowly toward us to support the 
attack on Fore Meks and the adjoining 
batteries. Ashore we could make out the 
Egyptians grouped round their guns in 
the batteries, evidently prepared to fight. 
As the news that this was so passed round 
the ship an expression of grim satisfac­
tion pervaded the men’s faces, for a fear 
that our tire would not be returned and 
that the Egyptians would allow us to 
dismantle their forts without resistance 
had up to this time been generally felt.

SUNRISE.

The scene was glorious. The gleaming 
minarets of Alexandria shone out superbly 
in the golden sunlight. At à quarter past 
five the Helicon was seen steaming rapid, 
ly toward us. As she approached she 
signalled that she had Turkish officers on 
board, and as the news became kuown our 
faces fell many degrees, for this looked 
like a surrender. Wheu she came along­
side it appeared that the Turkish officials 
had been trying all night to find the flag­
ship and that they carried a letter for Ad- 
mirai Seymour from the Ministry. In 
this communication the latter deprecated 
hostilities and offered to dismount the 
guns to give satisfaction to the British de­
mands. The Admiral replied that the 
time for negotiations had passed. His de­
mand was that they should by five yester­
day evening agree to the dismantlement 
of all the outside forts, and the present 
proposal to dismount the guns could not 
be entertained for an instant.

THE LAST PARLEY.

The officers asked the Admiral to give 
them his decision in writing, which he did. 
While he was writing, Lieutenant Lamb- 
ton and myself conversed with one of the 
Turkish officers who formed part of the 
suite of Dcrvisch Pacha. He gave us to 
understand that he and many others were 
not ssrry that hostilities were about to 
commence. He said it was only thus that 
an end could be made and the fate of the 
two parties into which Egypt is divided— 
one in favor of the Khedive and order, 
the other of Arabi and anarchy—could he 
decided.

I went round the 
ship and found the men fighting the main 
deck guns, all stripped to the waist. Be- 
tween each shot they had to ait down and 
wait until the smoke cleared. They 
very anxious to know the result of their 
fire, and asked eager questions of me as to 
what could be seen above, but I could tell 
them little, for the smoke hung like a veil 
between us and the shore.

The euemy were certainly sticking to 
their guns manfully, although amid the 
hail of heavy shell and Gatling and Nor- 
denfeldt bullets it must have been hot in­
deed inside the forts. But luckily for 
us their fire, although good in direction, 
was bad in elevation, and we were seldom 
hit. By eight o’clock the Monarch had 
silenced' a fort opposed to her and set fire 
to the building and dismounted the guns, 
aud she now joined us against the formid­
able works of Fort Meks. The Egyptians 
in that battery still replied briskly but, 
although several times struck, none of the 
shots penetrated our battery or the water 
line. But where no armor protected her 
the shot scattered showers of splinters 
through the ship. One shot struck the 
quarterdeck close to Lieutenant Lambton, 
who happened at the moment to be speak­
ing to me, but although numerous splinters 
flew about no one was injured.

SILENCING FORT MEKS.
By nine o’clock cur tire had silenced all 

the guns in Fort Meks, with the exception 
of four heavy rifled pieces, the sound of 
>vhose conical shot was easily distinguish­
ed, even in the din of combat, from the 
round shot of the smooth bores. These 
four guns gave us great trouble. They 
were all placed under cox’er and the gun­
ners stuck well to their work. The Teme­
raire was, therefore, signalled to come to 
the assistance of the three ships before en­
gaged. It was difficult to hit the exact 
locality of the guns, seen as they were oc­
casionally and dimly through the smoke. 
But by half-past teu only three maintain­
ed fire. These guns were concentrated on 
the Invincible, and must have been worked 
by some of their best gunners, for they 
struck us every time.

PEOPLE’S HOUSE,The Fireman sa>s,—“There is still 
much talk about the position of our Pro­
vincial Government. Their friends con­
tinue to assert that they are sure of a 
majority, but nobody knows how it is 
made up, and there are rumors of recon­
struction which go far to contradict what 
the members of the Government and their 
friends say so often and so loudly. The 
Speakership, it is said, has been offered to 
more than one of those on whom the 
Opposition are supposed to count, and has 
been refused. It has been rumored that 
Mr. Young was to retire in order to make 
room for some ambitious man, eager to 
fill his shoes—a thing not easily done— 
but few believe that story, as in Mr. 
Young the combination would lose pilot 
and helm. He is generally regarded as 
the most able of them all in intrigue. 
Other changes also are talked of, but the 
men who hold offices cling to them, and it 
is not easy to purchase even the smallest 
of the new men for less than a portfolio

The expiring Local Government is at­
tempting to prove, through its organs, 
that it behaved properly in appointing 
two members more than the law allows 
to the Legislative Council. They now 
say Mr. Kelly’s seat has been vacated by 
non-residence, but Mr. Kelly, himself, 
thinks differentlv and expresses his inten­
tion of taking his place in the Council next 
session. The Government, we believe, 
also claims that Mr. Davidson has been 
appointed in Mr. Kelly’s place and that if 
Mr. Kelly can retain the seat, Mr. Davidson’s 
appointment will go for nothing. Where 
is the law for this ? As we understand it 
Mr. Davidson is called to the Legislative 
Council by the Crown because the Crown 
has decided upon securing his services in 
that position, and the onus of fighting 
Mr. Kelly out in order to let Mr. David­
son or any other man in must rest on the 
Government. If the Government is dis­
missed or resigns—pursuant to the decis­
ion of the people at the polls against it— 
there does not seem to be a probability 
that the new government will earry out 
the wishes of their predecessors so dis­
courteously expressed to Mr. Kelly. It is 
true that Mr. Adams and Mr. Davidson 
were both opponents of Mr. Kelly when 
the latter gentleman was a member of the 
Government, but they were not justified 
in so entirely ignoring his rights as a mem­
ber of the Council or of treating him as if 
he had no political existence.

The Hon. Mr. Colter, head of the 
Board of Works department, is visiting 
Shediac and other points on the Gulf 
shore. He is said to be making an “ in­
spection of roads and bridges,” but as the 
last Commissioner was continually at that 
work, as he lived in that section of the 
Province, this new inspection is hardly 
necessary, or, if it is, is a sharp reflection 
on Mr. Landry’s past work. The surmise 
is most natural that Mr. Colter is looking 
for support for his Government. It is 
telegraphed to one of the Government 
papers that he has made a most favorable 
impression in the County of Kent. This 
is a delightful piece of intelligence. We 
hope the country has made a favorable 
impression on Mr. Colter. We have 
heard it stated that he knows very little 
about the Province, one of whose most 
important offices he is suddenly called 
upon to fill. There is, indeed, a report 
that his experience has been almost whol­
ly in the County of York ; although there 
are some well-informed persons who posi­
tively allege that he had previously been 
as far as Woodstock, and that he had 
even been in Queen’s County. But it is 
affirmed that his first visit to St. John 
was made a few days ago, and that the 
size, bustle and spirit of this city so 
frightened him that he had to go into the 
country for a day or two, to recover him­
self. If these statements are not exag­
gerated the Government have certainly 
given us a model Commissioner.—St. John 
Globe.

The French people iu all the Provinces 
would have a right to combine if they 
chose, but, unless there were some grave 
necessity demanding united action on 
their part, the expediency of such combi­
nation may well be questioned, as others 
also have the right to combine, and 
combination may lead to another, and 
such combinations are seldom actuated by 
patriotism or guided by prudence. In the 
Province of Quebec the Liberal party is 
nearly one half the whole population to­
day. The Liberals ol the other Provinces 
will chdeavor to overcome some of the 
difficulties which now beset their path by 
strengthening that party, and will do 
nothing to excite the war of races which 
the leaders of the Quebec Bleus byÂ done 
so much to provoke. To tho Quebec Bleus 
the French of the Maritime Provinces 
absolutely nothing. There is not an in­
stance in which that party, or its leaders, 
have made the smallest sacrifice 
the slightest exertion in the interest of 
the French people of the Lower Provinces 
or ever took the least trouble about them 
until they saw a prospect of turning their 
votes to good account, and then they 
strove to isolate them and place them in 
antagonism with the people of all other 
nationalities. Thanks to the e(forts of 
several true friends of the Acadians, 
those intrigues were but partially success­
ful.—Freeman.

Reuter has received the following :— 

Alexandria, July 16—9 p. m.—Arabi 
is still at Rafrdwar. His force consists 
of four regiments of infantry, 1,500 ir­
regular troops and one regiment of caval­
ry, with 800 horses, thirty-six Krnpp 
and twelve mitrelleuses. The British 
cut the Cairo railway near Lake Mareotie. 
The Khedive has summond Arabi Pasha 
to Alexandria, threatening to treat him as 
a rebel if he refuses to obey. Advices 
from Cairo indicate that everything is 
quiet there.

The correspondent of the London Daily 
News telegraphed from Alexandria at 8 p. 
m. that an engagement is imminent be­
tween the English and the troops of Arabi 
Pasha. The English sailors to-day flogged 
the Arabs guilty of arson, rape and pillage. 
Five men were publicly shot, four for 
murder and one as a spy. H undreds of 
persons are homeless and starving.

In the House of Commons Saturday 
afternoon Dilkc said the government has 
no information as to Arabi Pasha’s position. 
Dilke, in reply to the question whether 
steps would be taken to intercept Arabi 
Pasha on the roads, said : “Our proceed­
ings relate to Alexandria; the other matter 
is for the powers to take action upon.”

Tne Standard's Alexandria correspon­
dent says it is now possible to walk the 
streets without escort. Cafes and shops 
are re-opening and confidence is generally 
reviving.

A thousand more marines have been 
ordered from Malta to Alexandria.

The Times' Alexandria correspondent 
says thirteen hundred Christian refugees 
were saved in the Coptic Church during 
the massacre. The fires in the town were 
undoubtedly directly instigated by the 
principal supporters of Arabi Pasha, if 
not by himself. After looting commenced 
the soldiers attacked the original plunder­
ers and robbed them of their prey.— 
Arabi Pasha, during the fight, was at Fort 
Napoleon which neither tired or received a 
shot. After the firing ceased he rode 
through the town accompanied by Mah­
moud Lami, and other ministers. Subse­
quently a party of soldiers set fire to the 
French consulate. Another party pro­
ceeded in the same systematic manner and 
set fire to three sides of the great square. 
The whole district is so ruined that even 
street openings are indistinguishable.

MONDAY, 17th.
An Alexandria despatch says,—On Sat­

urday night, in consequence of the reports 
of an intended attack by Arabi Pasha, 
Captain Fisher had mines sunk in front of 
the gates, doing the woi*k in ostentatious 
way, in order to insure the fact reaching 
Arabi. Late at night all the posts on the 
fortifications were strongly reinforced. A 
Colonel and Lieutenant, deserters from 
Arabi’s army have arrived here. They 
say his force consists of eight regiments of 
infantry, four batteries of artillerj-, one of 
Metrelleuses. His cavalry are making 
requisitions in the country for horses. 
The officers say it is Arabi’s intention to 
cut the fresh water canal which supplies 
the town. Arabi telegraphed yesterday 
the Khedive offering to come in with his 
army to subdue the fire caused by the 
English guns. Lord Beresford has, in 
consequence of the rumor of Arabi’s in­
tention to cut the canal, given orders for 
the tilling of all tanks and cisterns.

It is stated that a Pasha is marching on 
Port Said with fifteen hundred men, and 
that a large force of Bedouins is apparent­
ly following them. The corpses of the 
slain Europeans, some those of women, are 
floating in the‘harbor. A detachment of 
Greek sailors saved the Greek Catholic 
church, the European hospital and the 
Italian consulate. The Khedive’s govern­
ment having lodged a complaint that the 
Greek sailors were committing outrages 
and shooting people, those sailors will be 
sent back to their ships to-day.

An American party of 100 men are again 
doing good work to day.

A proclamation declaring the city under 
martial law will be issued to night under 
the authority of the Khedive.

Gen. Stone Pasha is giving Admiral 
Seymour the benefit of his knowledge of 
the country. The Khedive is about to 
send a staff officer to reconnoitre 
Aboukir.

Captain Maude of the “Temeraire ” is 
making a rcconnoisance in the direction of 
Arabi’s camp. The Americans are send­
ing nearly all their marines back to the 
ships.

Arabi Pasha has cut the telegraph which 
connected him with the palace, and by 
which the ministry had communication 
with him. Mounted messengers had also 
been passing to and fro with documents. 
British outposts stopped the Egyptian offi­
cer bearing the Khedive’s dismissal of 
Arabi, which, therefore, has not reached 
him. The palace authorities allege that 
they can find nobody willing to convey 
the document to Arabi, as he would proba­
bly behead any officer bearing his dismis-

No words can be too strong to eulogize 
the admirable manner in which all have 
united to repair the effects of the bom­
bardment and to render the city habitable.

The London Times Paris corres­
pondent says: The idea of the renewal of the 
close co-operation of France with England 
has forced itself upon the French govern­
ment.

The Ottawa Fish Chowder.
It is not encouraging to those who 

wish to see the fishery interests of the 
country intelligently managed, to read, 
it the official reports of the different 
Departmental officers in charge of- sev­
eral leading branches of the service, 
attacks and counter-attacks upon each 
other which would, we arc quite sure, 
not be tolerated under any other gov­
ernment in the British empire. Per­
sonal jealousies and antagonisms seem 
to occupy the attention of these gentle­
men, to the damage of the great inter­
ests they are supposed to have under 
their especial care. The absence of 
Ministerial headship is manifested in 
the departmental blue bouks, which are 
marred by the washing of large quanti­
ties of dirty official linen. Those who 
know the Commissioner of Fisheries, 
VV. F. Whitcher, Esq., regret that he 
has been forced by circumstances to be­
come a party to these unseemly squab­
bles. He seemed, all along, to be mak­
ing a struggle to keep aloof from the 
bickerings around him, but was not suc­
cessful and the result seems to be a fire 
between officials all along the line. Mr. 
McLellen, who has been acting Minister 
for about a year, has shown himself to 
be entirely incapable of controlling his 
subordinates, who have been allowed 
to interfere with the work of the deputy 
beads, while the latter have been 
brought into collision with each other. 
Aspiring Accountants, “ Secretaries,” 
Inspectors and, even, Overseers have 
been permitted to have their 
high places, while Mr. McLellen has 
virtually said, “ Gentlemen, you know 
“ more than I do about these matters ; 
“ tight it out among yourselves.’’ 
Whether Mr. McLellen—now that he is 
Minister—will develop sufficient firm­
ness and ability to restore harmony in 
the Department,remains to be seen. It 
is bad enough to have the outside 
vice in its present disgraceful and hope­
less condition, without the existing state 
of things at Ottawa being allowed to 
continue.

Advices received state that Arabi has 
despatched his under secretary of war to 
Cairo to bring up immediately all avail­
able troops and that he is busily intrench­
ing at Kafr El Dwar. He evidently means 
to tight there.

The foreign consuls-general have re­
quested permission to land men to protect 
the property of their respective country­
men. Admiral Seymour replied that they 
were most welcome to do so, but that if 
the men were intended to patrol the 
streets they must be placed under the 
command of Lord Charles Beresford. The 
appointment of Beresford has given gen­
eral satisfaction.

Tho Northumberland with 7C0. men,
Tamar with 91 marines, and Sal am s and 
Agincourt have arrived at Alexandria. 
The marines will land at Gabavi and two 
regiments at llamlcb.

The last mail steamer from Calcutta 
sailed with 1.500 commissariat tents and 
a large quantity of stores for Suez.

miles hence throwing up earth works.

The governor is loyal to 
the Khedive, but the Egyptian colonel 
who commands 250 men here, is suspected 
of disloyalty.

“Off Alexandria, July 13, 1 o’clock 
p. m.—After daybreak this morning a 
number of persons were seen on the edge 
of the water on the harbour, and glasses 
showed them to be Europeans. Boats 
were at once lowered, and crews armed to 
the teeth started for the shore. They 
found about one hundred Europeans 
(many of them were wounded) who had 
gathered in the Anglo-Egyptian Bank and 
resisted desperately. They had maintain­
ed themselves there throughout the night. 
Towards daybreak their assailants drew 
of£ and the party made their way to the 
shore. They reported that Arabi Pasha 
before he left with his troops, had the 
prisons opened, and that the convicts, 
joined by the lower classes and some Be­
douins, proceeded to sack the city and kill 
every Christian they could find, and set 
the European quarter on fire. From the 
part they were defending, the Europeans 
could hear shrieks and cries and reports of 
pistols and guns. Scores of fugitives 
were eut down or beaten to death in their 
sight. The European quarter is all in 
flames, and the great square is a mass of 
smoking ruins. All the public buildings 
are destroyed, and nothing European 
seems to have escaped the rage of the fan­
atics. Several shells have been tired 
within the last two hours into the portion 
of the city where the conflagration broke 
out, in the hope they may scare the pilla­
gers. That many pillagers remain is evi­
dent by the fact that several fires have 
broken out in the last three hours. A 
British gunboat is lying close to Ramleh 
and two ironclads are cruising near, and 
will fire upon any men approaching the 
palace.

Arabi has retreated from theraty at the 
head of the array and it is not easy to de­
termine his whereabouts. One report is 
that he proposes to proceed to Cairo and 
there fortify his position until joined by 
the rebel commanders who are marching 
with men to aid him. If this be true the 
British forces will have very serious work 
before them.

FRIDAY 14th.
The idea seems to prevail among the 

rescued Europeans that Arabi’s troops 
have marched in the direction of Rosetta. 
If bo, they can have but one object, name­
ly, the destruction of the Suez Canal, 
which is but a short distance off. A 
wounded native officer, however, of Na* 
tionalist proclivities, asserts that the 
Nationalists proper will make no effort to 
destroy the Canal, but will leave that to 
the Bedouins. They themselves will cut 
the fresh water Nile canals, the result of 
which will be the flooding of the country, 
depriving Port Said and Ismailia of water, 
and reducing the depth of the Suez Canal.

The refugees, and especially the Nation­
alist officer already spoken of, advise that 
assistance be at once sent on to Cairo, 
where there is a large Christian population. 
It seems a matter beyond doubt that the 
scenes just enacted at Alexandria will be 
re-enacted in that city, where the Mussul­
man population is most fanatical, and 
ready at any moment to adopt the most 
severe measures against all who not only 
do not adopt their tenets, but also main­
tain an aggressive attitude towards them. 
Admiral Seymour, however, cannot afford 
at present to do"Ynore than look after Alex­
andria.

A London despatch says,—There is 
terrible excitement here mingled with 
doubt and fear as to the fate of the Chris­
tians and Europeans who were in Alexan­
dria when the bombardment commenced. 
Of these no single trace can be found, 
though there is good grounds for believ­
ing that there were hundreds if not thou­
sands of them in the city. Whether they 
have been carried off as hostages or 
whether they are doomed to slaughter iu 
the desert by the fanatical Mussalmans 
none as yet can even guess. It is a piece 
of strategy comparable only with Arabi’s 
cunning in safely evacuating Alexandria 
under cover of a flag of truce. For the 
successful carrying out of this piece of 
knavery, as well as for the disappearance 
of the Christians and Europeans, Admiral 
Seymour is held accountable by the Eng­
lish people. The denunciations of the 
Admiral by those who are opposed to the 
Government, as well as by many who 
have friends and relatives in Alexandria, 
are neither few nor sparing.

Admiral Seymour is being seriously 
taken to task on another score, namely, 
his allowing himself to be so easily taken 
in by Arabi Bey in the matter of the flag 
of truce. The comments on his conduct 
arose from the following despatch sent by 
the Admiral at 10:40 yesterday morning:— 
“Our terms were the surrender of the 
forts as at first demanded. The use made 
of the flag of truce by the Egyptians is 
considered disgraceful.” Admiral Sey­
mour’s lino of action is considered to have 
been at least “ very simpletonish,” espe­
cially in view of his knowledge of Arabi’s 
antecedents.

SATURDAY, 15th.
Alexandria, July 15.—Admiral Sey- 

mour had determined to land a force, but 
refugees informed him that nine thousand 
Egyptians occupied a position outside the 
city ready for attack, while Admiral Sey­
mour could only land 300 men. He there­
fore instead of landing the men ordered 
the city to be fired over, in order to 
frighten the rioters. Twenty armed Euro­
peans, who escaped the general massacre, 
were told by a Pasha whom they met on 
their way through the town, that the 
Egyptians killed numbered 500. The 
English and French Consulates 
burned. A party of Blue Jackets landed 
at Fort Gobarrie and spiked 19 guns in 
position. This morning the “ Monarch ” 
fired at and destroyed another battery.

The Standard's Alexandria correspond­
ent says “All the ships sent ashore 
every man that can be spared. The mar­
ines were landed at the request of the 
Khedive. Arabi Pasha sent away by 
railway women and children in thousands. 
All able-bodied men were ordered to join 
the army. ” Sailors occupy all the gates. 
They have been ordered to disarm all 
soldiers and to shoot looters, the populace 
being encouraged to return to their homes. 
The “Penelope” has sailed for Ismailia. 
The fire continues with uuabated fury.

Admiral Seymour telegraphed at eleven 
last night that the fire in Alexandria was 
not spreading and that nearly all the loot­
ing had stopped, A party of Germans 
landed to protect the hospital, and a 
party of Americans to establish a consul-

Alexandria, July 16, 10 a. m.—It is 
reported that Arabi Pasha is awaiting re­
inforcements from Cairo. Firing was 
heard outside of the town during the 
night. All the available marines and 
Bailors were sent to the front last evening
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excellent practice on the fort, whose shots 
fell thick round the boats and passed sev­
eral times between the masts, but never 
even touched them. Its fire at last was 
silenced by t&e plucky little gunboats. 

the combat thickens.
Meantime the ships of other divisions of 

the squadron steadily engaged Fort Pharos 
Ras-el-Tin and Ada, the Inflexible having 
gone to aid the Sultan, Superb and Alex­
andra with her fire. The Egyptian bat­
teries replied steadily and rapidly and 
the roar of the guns was almost continuons 
while the rush of heavy projectiles through 
the air, resembled the low roar of distant 
thunder. The Egyptian officers set a cap­
ital example to their men, often jumping 
upon the parapets to see the effect of their 
fire. Fort Pharos early showed signs of 
tiie heavy battering to which it was ex­
posed. One of the towers was knocked 
down and the fort soon ceased firing alto* 
gether, while the fire from the forts also 
greatly slackened.

the khedivb’s palace burned.
At half-past ten the Khedive’s palace, 

called the Ras-el-Tin, or the Harem Pal­
ace, lying behind the forts took fire, and 
at the time I write is still burning. The 
fight was nearly over all along the line by 
twelve o’clock, although the ships all con­
tinued to fire in order to complete the dis­
mantlement of the forts. Several small 
magazines in the course of the afternoon 
were blown up by our shell, a large one 
in Fort Ads being destroyed by a lucky 
shot from the Inflexible. At one o’clock 
volunteers were called tor on board the 
Invincible to go ashore to spike the guns 
of Fort Meks, which the fire of the ship 
had failed to dismount. The work was 
dangerous, for troops might have been 
lying behind the fort. However there 
were plenty of volunteers, and twelve 
men were chosen for the adventure, Lieu­
tenant Bradford being in command and 
Major Tulloch being lieutenant. Lieuten­
ant Lambton accompanied him. This 
duty was skilfully and rapidly performed. 
To effect a landing the men had to swim 
through the surf, but no opposition was 
met as they landed. The guns were 
burst with charges of gun cotton, and the 
party returned on board ship without 
a single casualty. ^

THE FORT MEKS SQUADRON.
Of the ships engaged with Fort Meks tho 

Penelope was struck five times, and had 
eight men wounded and one gun disabled. 
The Invincible was struck many times, 
but only six shots penetrated her. The 
foreyard was struck and the royal brace cut 
away. We had six wounded. The Mon­
arch was not hit once, probably owing to 
her ability to shift ground, while, on the 
other hand, she was in movement and 
practice of her guns, inferior to the Invin­
cible. Up till five o’clock the ironclads 
kept up an occasional fire, but the forts 
did not reply during the latter part of the 
afternoon. One wing of the palace is in 
ruins. This was inevitable. Since the 
palaee lies behind Forts Pharos and Ada, 
those portions of the town in the line of 
fire must also have suffered. The Egyp­
tian gnnners fought their guns exceedingly 
well’ sticking to them until the forts were 
crumbling rums. The party who landed 
to destroy the guns of Fort Meks saw«eev- 
eral dead lying inside, and the total loss of 
the enemy must have been heavy.

WEDNESDAY, 12TH.
The operations of the British fleet be­

fore Alexandria were almost entirely sus­
pended on 12th—the day following the 
attack described above. The hurricane 
which was blowing rendered effective 
firing uncertain, and Arabi and his officers 
succeeded in frittering away a large por­
tion of the day in negotiations apparently 
with the sole view of gaining time. The 
staff officer who conducted the negotia­
tions reported that large bodies of Egyp 
tian troops were marching out of the forts 
in heavy marching order, and subsequent 
events confirmed the belief than an evacua­
tion of the more exposed defences was 
contemplated. The city was on fire in 
several quarters, and it was feared that 
the work of pillage and incendiarism com­
menced. In conversation a member of 
Arabi’s staff acknowledged that their 
troops bad lost heavily. Later despatches 
of the day report the hurricane subsiding, 
and that the bombardment will be renewed 
in the morning unless the white flag is 
again hoisted, which action Admiral Sey­
mour notified the commander of the city 
he would regard as a token of uncon­
ditional surrender and act accordingly* 
The five British sailors killed in the action 
of the previous day were committed to the 
deep with imposing ceremonies. The day 
was spent in repairing damages, which 
appear to be somewhat greater than was 
at first supposed, though still very light 
compared with that inflicted on the 
enemy’s works.

In the House of Commons Mr. Glad­
stone, in a spirited defence of the Govern­
ment’s Egyptian policy, pointed out that 
if the Alexandria massacre had remained 
unavenged the effect would be serious to 
all Europeans, and declared that the pro­
ceedings of Great Britain were not against 
the people, but against the regime of a 
military despotism.

THURSDAY, ІЗТН.
Despatches of this date show that great 

atrocities have been committed in Alexan­
dria upon the European inhabitants re­
maining there at the time of the bombard, 
ment. As if the flames caused by the bom­
bardment were not a sufficient horror of 
themselves, the incendiary’s torch has 
added to the catastrophe. It is not too 
much to say that Alexandria is doomed, 
and that in default of outside assistance 
nothing can save the town from being ut­
terly destroyed. Those who should 
naturally come to the front in the work of 
helping to extinguish the flames and put 
a stop to the pillaging and worse that has 
been going on for nearly a day and a half 
—the soldiers of the Khedive—have all 
disappeared. Debauched from their allegi­
ance by Arabi Bey, they have followed 
their leader, and under cover of the flag 
of tiuce have withdrawn hence, leaving 
the hordes of convicts let loose from the 
convict hulks and prisons to work their 
fiendish will on the city and its inhabit­
ants. These have been joined by troops 
ot Bedouins and by fellahs of the lowest 
class and have made a clean sweep of the 
city. Wherever resistance has been offer­
ed murder has ensued, and .only a few 
Europeans, about one hundred, have been 
able to fight their way thiongh the villain­
ous rabble and escape to the beach, whence 
they have been taken off to the ships in 
open boats.

These tell a heart-sickening tale of out­
rages of the most diabolical sort. Women 
and tender girls have been maltreated and 
left to die in the streets. Their fathers, 
husbands, and brothers have been shame­
fully mutilated, old and young being 
butchered like cattle, and their yet palpi­
tating and quivering bodies thrown whole­
sale into the burning ruins. With a re­
finement of cruelty some were spared, 
only to be tied hand and foot and cast 
helplessly into the deep waters of the har­
bour or the raging fires around. Others, 
male and female, have been subjected to 
unimaginable tortures and dragged into 
captivity. The sack of Alexandria will
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secretary, jumped in after him, but the 
duke swam ashore alone, after having 
sunk in the current four times.

Isaac Newton, of Grand Manan, who is in 
St. John just now, has interested himself 
in the wreck and has endeavored to find 
out some information concerning her, but 
as yet without any success. He says 
that the wreck lies about one half a mile 
to the N. E. of the Old Proprietor, right 
on the fishing grounds, in about eight 

ms of water. From the discoveries 
by the fishermen he is of the opinion 

that the wreck is that of a hermaphrodite 
brig, and that she was wrecked there some 
time about February last. He bases his 
opinion on the fact that about that time 
some wreckage drifted ashore at Three 
Islands and also at Grand Manan. 
Among the stuff that drifted ashore at 
Grand Manan was some cabin panelling, 
and a main boom 65 feet long, to which 
was attached a piece of mainsail, sheet 
block, etc. It was of hard pine. The 
spars of the wrecked vessel, so far as can 
be seen, are of spruce. She is evidently 
laden with some heavy cargo or else she 
would have broken up long ago. The 
fishermen who have been grappling on the 
wreck say that at low water they have 
seen her hull. It seems strange that a 
wreck could have laid there so long with­
out some enquiry being made about 
her. Mr. Newton says it would be im­
possible to raise her, but at flood tide 
divers could work at her cargo.—St. John 
Globe.

Serious Charge.—Mr. John Cakler, of 
Moncton, is proprietor of a lobster factory 
at Shediac, the manage nient of which has 
been in the hands of a Frenchman named 
Gallant.

The 
World,of which he is a proprietor publish, 
ed the allegation as a fact. The Advance, 
and also a witness called in by Mr. Call, 
have disproved the statement most con- 
clusively. If that constitutes an indecent 
attack Mr. Call and the World are quite 
welcome to their opinion, but the public 
whom they both attempted to deceive 
have no sympathy with their “ whining.” 
As for “Mr. Adams’ speech,” the World so 
fully realised its “ indecency“ that it did 
not dare to report it. The threat made 
by Mr. Adams was a blot on the County 
and an insult to those who returned him. 
It was an unguarded declaration of the 
policy pursued by himself aud friends for 
the last two or three years. “ The party ” 
felt that he had gone beyond the line 
of both prudence and charity, aud had out’ 
raged public sentiment. The World and 
its proprietors may take notice that we 
are prepared for the “ bitter war ” of 
“extermination,” although that paper 
now meekly declares that Mr. Adams 
spoke only for himself. We know that 
the President of the World Publishing 
Company was present and clapped his 
hands aud nodded his head approvingly at 
what was said. What we see and hear 
we remember, and all the denials in the 
World cannot alter the facts. It is our 
desire to drop this subject and to allow 
the “exterminating” work of these gen­
tlemen to go on. The threats made in 
their name were cowardly ènough, but 
the denial that they were made is worse. 
It shows how plucky they are.
