A model of M. Trouve’s electrical
boat will be exhibited in an artificial
basin at the Paris electrical exposition.

Certain species of animals have regu-
lar cemeteries to which they repair to
die. The South American llamsa, for
instance, has its district cemetries, in
which bones are found in great num-
bers.

A manuscript treatise by Copernicus
has been discovered in the Stockholm
Observatory.

In a recent paper Mr. C. Shaler
Smith has given the results of extensive
observations in relation to the pressure
exerted by the wind. The most violent
storm recorded by him was at East St.
Louis, in 1871, when the wind over-
turned a locomotive, the maximum
force developed in so doing being no
less than 93 pounds per square foot.
At St. Charles, in 1877, a jail was de-
stroyed; the wind force required being
84 pounds per square-foot. At Marsh-
tield, in 1880, a brick mansion was
levelled, the force necessary being 58
pounds per square foot. Below these
extraordinary pressures, Mr. Smith
instances numerous cases of trains
blown off rails, bridges, etc., blown
down by gales of wind of 24 to 31
pounds per square foot. In all the ex-
amples the lowest force required to do
the observed damage has been taken as
the maximum force of the wind, al-
though, of course, it may have been
higher.

An extraordinary interest is manifest-
ed in the Polar regions this year, two
expeditions being now en route to that
locality from the United States, one
each from Norway and Sweden and
Denmark, a private one from England
and an official vne from France.

Statistics show that in the use of
chloroform as an anaesthetic, one death
occurs in 2,873 cases, with ether one in
23,204, while bichloride of ethylene
causes one death in 5,000 cases. With
this danger from the ordinary use of
anaesthetics in view, Messrs. O. de
Stefanis and Vachetta have proposed a
modified method of application, from
which excellent results have already
been reported, both with men and ani-
mals. Their plan consists in causing
congestion of the nerve centres and
stimulating the heart, so thatjit may re-
sist the noxious effects of the anaesthe-
tic agent, without diminishing insensi-
bility. For this purpose they employ
alcoholics. They have studied this
method carefully in a large number of
experiments, and have become fully
convinced that most of the danger and
much of the inconvenience resulting
from the use of anaesthetics, may be
avoided by placing the patienc slightly
under the influence of alcohol.

In experiments to determine the
depth beneath the surface of the sea to
which sight could penetrate, twenty-five
fathoms was found to be the limit of
visibility. It was also found that the
water is most transparent when its tem-
perature is highest.

The Rev. Dr. Ucleook has noticed a
black ‘¢ carpenter ant,” which is capable
of effecting great destruction in wood-
work, contrary to the general belief
that ants outside of the tropics are
harmless practically. He has seen a
rafter in which this species, the Formica
Pennsylvanica, had penetrated to an
extent of five or six feet of its length,
completely honeycombing it. It is ev1-
dent that such penetration of weoden
structures, and especially bridges,

might cause their disastrous and unex-.

pected fall.

One of the most decided impressions
which non-scientific people must receive
from the vis't of the great comet of 1881,
is that of the ignorance of science con-
cerning these mysterious visitants.
Whence they come or whither they go
are problems none can solve, while the
unfulfilled predictions of the return of
certain comets show that calculations in
relation to the motions of these bodies
partake much of the nature of guesses.
With all the skill and telescopic pen-
etration of our astronomers, they can-
not yet trace the course of the comet,
which in a few days passes across the
immeasurable expanse of space viewed
from this earth and disappears in the
depths beyond, to wander perhaps for
thousands of years before completing
the cycle of its journey and returning
to a point in its orbit near the earth,

An enormous electro-magnet has been
made for the University of Greifswald.
The ease is forined of twenty-eight iron
plates bent into horse-shoe shape and,
connected by rings so as to form a cy-
linder eight inches in diameter. The
height is four feet, and the weight about
fourteen hundred pounds.

Near-sightedness is increasing so
rapidly in France in consequence of the
bad arrangement of seats and distribu-
tion of light in the schools, that a
hygienic commission has been appoint-
ed to study the matter, and, if possible,
find some means whereby the evil may
be abated.

The stinging hairs of the nettle con-
tain glands at their tases which secrete
the poison felt when & nettle is touched.
The slightest touch breaks the point
and allows the poison fluid to flow out.
Under a microscope the contents of the
hair are seen to be in a state of constant
motion.

It is noticed that various substances
are formed during fires in cold mines.
Among them M. Daubree has discover-
ed at Commentry, a new magnetic
mineral which contains phosphorus and
small quantities of arsenic and sulphur.
This substance resembles various natu-
ral minerals and some meteoric stones.

One of the many novelties of the
forth coming exhibition of electricity at
Pans, will be an electrical cookingrange,
in which M. Salignac will cook a great

variety of meats by heat generated from
the electric current.

Pliny states that the coffin of the
ancient Romans was generally of stone.
In some cases it was made of a certain
stone in Troas, which had, or was
beliéved to have, the peculiar faculty of
destroying all the body, the teeth ex-
cepted, in forty days. Hence the name
‘“‘sarcophagus,” which literally means
flesh-eater. This stone was probably a
species of limestone.

Many strange sounds, real or imagin-
ary, have been heard in the working of
Nature’s processes. There has been
reported to exist on a distant island in
the Bay of Bengal a phenomenon known
as the ‘‘ Barisal guns,” which is often
heard at the beginning at a rainfall,
and is like the sound of the firing of
cannon. An observer has decided that
these sounds are atmospheric and in
some way connected with electricity.
Mr. Horne, reporting on the villages of
the Himalayas, describes exceedingly
powerful noises heard in the highest
mountain peaks, to which the natives
can ascribe no cause. Above the town
of Koimbatur, in Madras, is a pond
which the natives carefully shun be-
cause frightful noises issue from its
depths.

Quite recently, the curious fact has
been discovered by M. Van Tiegham
that many of the lower plants can live
and sometimes fruit very well, when
they develop in oil alone, and far re-
moved from all contact with the atmo-
sphere. Unpurified oils are sown with
spores, and then, if a slightly moist
substance be immersed in the oil, it be-
comes covered with vegetation. Among
others, the common mould, Penicillium
glavcum, develops in oil and fructifies
very well in the midst of the liquid, bu
the introduction of a small quantity of
water at first is necessary to cause the
spores to germinate. The germination
of these plants is due to the oxygen
dissolved in the oil, and they possess
the property of forming water at the
expense of the elements of the oil.

The old alchemists, in their search
for the philosopher’s stone, left no mix-
ture of familiar or unfemiliar ingre-
dients untried. An ancient work, call-
ed “The Gold-Maker's Guide,” con-
tains this promising formula: ‘¢ Take
of the gall of a black tomcat, killed
when the night approacheth, one part ;
of the brains of a night owl, taken from
out its head when the morning dawneth,
five parts; mix in the hoof of an ass
when the tide turneth ; leave it until it
doth breed maggots; place in on thy
breast-bone when the moon shineth
bright—and--thou wilt see a sight
which the eye of mortal man ne’er be-
held afore.”

A new remedy proposed for baldness
is skin-grafting, the skin for transplant-
ing being bits of healthy scalp from the
heads of young persons.

In six years, trees of the Eucalyptus
globulus planted in Jamaica have be-
come one foot in diameter and sixty
feet in height.

The many unlikely methods by which
the seeds of plants are diffused over
land and sea until they at length find
a congenial spot for development, form
an interesting and curious study. It is
well known that bees carry pollen from
flower to flower, and thus act noj only
as sowers of seed, but also as fertilizers
of the female plants. A curious in-
stance of this kind has been given by a
scientific man, who states that attached
to the skin of a panther recently shot
in India,he found numerous seeds, each
of which had two perfect hooks, ap.
pearing as if designed to attach them-
selves to foreign bodies. As the pan-
ther moved about it collected the seeds
on*the skin and carried them wherever
it went, but when it rubbed against the
shrubs, the seeds were brushed off, and
thus distributed.

Entomologists state that a few in-
sects are known which have the power-
like the gymnotus;.,gr electrical eel—of
giving slight electric shocks to those
who handle them. Kirby and Spence
describe one of these insects, the Rudu-
vius serratus, known in the West Indies
a8 the “ wheel bug,” and state that it
can communicate a distinct shock to
the person whose flesh it touches. Of
two instances of this power cited by
Mr. Yarrell, one is that of Captain
Blakeney, R. N., who, on picking up
in South America a large hairy lepidop-
terous caterpillar, felt a sensation in his
arm similar to an electric shock of such
force that he lost the use of his arm
for a time, and his life was even con-
sidered in danger by h s physician.

It has been affirmed by Dr. Arnott
that no wave of the ocean rises more
than ten feet from the ordinary sea
level, which, with the ten feet its sur-
face afterwards descends, gives twenty
feet for the maximum height of the
entire wave.

sors to the clerk of the municipality, to
prepare for appeals to the Court of Revi-
sion, and also immediately after the publi-
cation of the voters’ lists in each year;
aleo at the time of the writ of e]ecti;n, to
organize and prepare therefor,

8. At each annual meeting, each Vice-
President shall report in writing as to the
state of political matters in his municipali-
ty, showing the gtrength of the Associa.
tion, and what actual work has been done
in perfecting the_voters’ lists, canvassing
the electors, and procuring the circulation
of Conservative papers, pamphlets, etc.

9. The Association, at every annual or
special general mecting, may pass such
bye-laws as may be deemed essential for
carrying out the objects for which it is
formed, and for prescribing the duties of
its various officers.

NOMINATION OF CANDIDATES,

10. It shall be the duty of the Presi-
dent of the Association, immediately on
the dissolution of Parli t or of the
Local Legislature, or on the death or
resignation of the member of either House
representing the constituency, or at such
other time as the majority of the officers
of the Association present at a meeting
shall decide, to take proper steps for hold
ing a meeting of delegates belonging to
the party for ea h polling sub-division, to
select the candidate of the party.

11. For this purpose delegates
shall be selected from each polling sub-
division by the Conservative
thereof.

12. Such notice shall be given with re-
gard to the time aud place of meeeting for

electors

and place of their meeting, for the selec-
tion of their caudidate, as the Association
shall, b.y by-laws passed at ite o
meetings from tinic w0 time, direct, and
the meetings in each sub-division through-
out the riding for the selections of dele-
gates shall take place on the same day,
and the Convention shall meet the follow-
ing day.

13. At a Convention a standing vote
shall first be taken pledging the meetiug
to support the nominee of the Convention
by all means in their power. 1

14. Before the name of any candidate is
allowed to be submitted to the meeting, he
must pledge himself, or if absent, his
nominators must pledge themselves for
him, that he will cordially support who-
ever may be the nominee of the Conven-
tion.

15. The Convention may pass such
rules as may be necessary for the conduct
of business before it.

HINTS FOR THE PORMATION AND WORKING
OF ASSOCIATIONS.

In forming an Association the chief
thing to guard against isits remaining one
simply on paper. To avoid this the great-
est care must be used to select good offi-
cers. Only active and energetic men
should be chosen. Filling the offices with
mere figureheads destroys the efficiency of
many Associations. It does not by any
means follow merely because a man is
popular and a zealous Conservative that
he would make a good president or vice-
president. While such men are useful
they should not be selected unless they
are also men of active business habits,
with strong wills, and who will insist upon
the work being done.

In canvassing persons to join the Asso-
ciation every exertion should be taken to
bring in all the young men and lads possi-
ble, whether of age and having votes or
not. They all have their associations and
connexions, and when enlisted their
energy will be found invaluable in the
work of the Association. It should be
their special duty to see that Conservative
Income Franchise voters and farmers
sons are on the roll and vote.

Attention is called to the necessity of
having the assessors do their duty when
hey are preparing the rolls.

If the Assessor is a Qrit, watch him.
Their party invariably appoint the most

assessors.  After the assessment is completed
(30th April), the rolls should be revised by
the Chairman and Committee.

In the event of an appeal to the County
Judge in respect to the voters’ lists, it
will be found the best plan to submit the
management of the appeals in the whole
municipality to one man responsible for
the work. This, however, only refers to

The Guiteau Trial
WasaingTox Nov. 29th.

Guiteau was allowed to give evidence
to-day.

He was asked by Scoville to give some
incidents from his earliest recollections of
his motber. Guiteau replied ‘“am I to be
put on as a regular witness to-day, or only
to identify some letters? I supposed che
latter. 1am not feeling at all well to-day,
but shall be much better in a week or s0.”

Scoville said: ‘I have arranged to ex-
amine you to-day and there are no cther
witnesses present.”

Guiteau— ‘‘ You should have had your
witnesses on Land. I object to going on
the stand when I am not feeling well, to
be subjected to -cross-examination by
counsel for the prosecution. I have gota

good deal to say. I want to go over the
whole business carefully and scientifically,
80 to speak, and I want to be in good con-
dition.”

Guiteau—‘‘Tam willing to answer provid-
ed the prosecution will not take advan- |
tage of my presence on the stand to fores
me to state my entire defence.

The Court here adjourned before Guiteau
finished his testimony.

‘WasHiINGgTON, Nov. 30th.

Guitean resumed his testimony this
morning. He described his application
for the Austrian mission to Garfield after

the latter’s election. He abandoned the
attempt wben Blaine became Secretary of
State. He knew he would appoint a
Blaine, man, so he called Garfield’s atten-
tion early in March to his speech, his
services and his desire for the Paris
consulship. Garfield remembered him
and was very gracious to him. So was
Blane, to whom Garfield referred him.
He was on cxcellent terms with both.

Then he said, *“I desire to say my ap-
plication for office had nothing whatever
to do with the removal of the President.
That was in obedience to the command of
God, I was inspired to remove him.” He
prayed God constantly to ‘‘intercept” the
act, if he had not inspired, it and God
never interfered. He was sure he knew
what the Divine will was,and his only de-
sire was to execute it. He had no doubt
about it. The Lord was responsible then;
He is responsible now. e could have
interfered ; He did not. Guitean said he
had the idea in his head for 20 years that
he would be President of the United
States, and the reason he did not press
this suit against the Herald was because
he was afraid they would spoil his chancese

The cross-examination was principally
devoted to an endeavor by the counsel to
obtain from the witness the mode of his
receiving the ‘‘inspiration” te kill the
President. The testimony was lively and
interesting, the prisoner maintaining at
times in an excited manner his theory of
inspiration, saying the Deity confirmed his
act by letting the President die.

The Court adjourned with Guiteau on
the stand.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 1st.

Guiteau continued his testimony to-day,
which was prefaced with an appeal to the
public for money to aid the defence, and
ap announcement of the reception of a
letter from John D. Townsend of New
York offering to assist Scoville in the
case.

His cross-examination was resumed by
Judge Porter, who began an assault upon
Guiteau’s theory of inspiration catching
the prisoner at every turn.

Guiteau became 80 excited and confused
that he was pale with rage. He pounded
the rail before him and proclaimed loudly
his partnership with the Deity in commit-
ting the murderous deed at the railway
station. Being pressed at all quarters
he declined to answer further queries on
that source.

He was puzzled over interrogations as
to the exact time when the inspiration
came to him. Being so confused that he
could hardly know what was going on he
shouted, *‘ This is altogether too sacred a
matter to make light of.” His career
was reviewed, Judge Porter recalling all
the testimony bearing upon the prisoner’s
acts,and pursuing him with questions that
kept him in continual torture.

The witness had no personal malice
against Garfield. He was his personal
and political friend.

His friendship with the President con-
sisted in speaking to him once, and in
belonging to the same political party. He
and all the Stalwarts were on good terms
with the President till after the nomina-
tion for the New York Collectorship,
when there was a reaction.

WasniNgTON, Dec. 2nd.

When the Court opened Guiteau called
out that he wished Judge Porter and the
Honorable Court to wunderstand he
wouldn’t submit to any more cross-exami-
nation on subjects fully covered already,
and unless he had anything new to offer
he would decline to answer any questions.

Judge Porter asked ‘“ Was one of your
parposes in killing President Garfield to
increase the sale of your book ?”

Prisoner demurred and said he had
already answered that question, but finally
answered in the affirmative.

He was greatly annoyed at times by his
persecutor, and replied excitedly to the
questions. Judge Porter read passages
from Guiteau’s book —*‘ The Truth "—and
compared them with the Oneida communi-
ty publications, which were identical.
clearly showing that Guiteau’s so-called
inspiration in preparing his work was
more specifically plagiarism.

The audience smiled and Guiteau was
mortified, but made various excuses.
Guiteau strongly denounced Blaine as a
wicked, designing man, trying to accom-

party and in such a capacity was morally
responsible for Garfield’s death. This
concluded the witness’ examination.
WasuiNGToN, Dec. 4.

It is stated to night that Charles Reed,
of Chicago, will, to-morrow, take charge
of the defence of the prisoner Guiteau,
and henceforth manage it, with Scoville as
associate counsel.

Seeking the North Pole.

At the Acadamy of Sciences. New York
om 28th ult. Commander Cheyne deliver-
ed. an address in which he is said to have
domonistrated that the discovery of the
North Pole was practicable. He at first
demonstrated in a general way, the man-
ner in which life is sustained and explora-
tivn carried on within the Polsr circle,
enlivening the narrative with anecdotes of
personal experiences incidental to the
several expeditions in which he participat-
ed. Hg emphasized the great value
of steam and gunpowdér in forcing a
passage through the polar ice. A picture
of the Jeannette drifting in the pack ice,
as the lecturer supposes, somewhere oft
the northwest coast of Grinnell Land, was
received with great applause. Of his
own plans for reaching the pole, the
lecturer first illustrated his scheme for
sledging. He would start out six sledges
from the main depot to be established in
a very high latitude. Sled No. 1 would
be dropped after travelling a goodly dis-
tance northward, its provisions would be
buried under a cairn and its party would
return to the main depot, reserving suffi-
cient food to support®them on the way
back. After travelling an equal distance
farther north the second sled party would
go back after burying 1ts stores like the

that the larger a balloon was, the greater
was its safety. It was proposed to make
each of the three balloons to be used in
his attempt, large enough to carry three
men, & boat car, sledge and provisions for
all for fifty-one days. He said that not
only had he talked with Euglish and
French aeronauts, but he had personal ex,
perience, as he had exclusive charge of
the despatch balloons on the expedition
with Sir Edward Belcher, and had gener-
ated the gas, inflated them and sent them
off with his own hands.

A famous French navigator of the air
had commended Commander Cheyne’s
idea of making his big balloons of a
double envelope of silk and placing be-
tween the two a layer of goldbeater’s
skin. This arrangement would prevent
the rapid escape of the gas, which is such
a drawback to prolonged aerial flights.—
Mr. John Barrow, son of Edward Barrow,
of Arctic fame, when asked his opinion as
to the practicability of reaching the Pole
in these balloons, replied that since Cap-
tain Templer, of England, could start
from Windsor in a balloon to attend a
military review, taking up a friend en
route at Hyde Park and setting him down
at Aldershot, all according to a previous
programme, he could see no reason why
Commander Cheyne should not be able to
go to the Pole in accordance with his plan.
Lord Derby was incredulous when the
lecturer first approached him on this sub
ject, but after the details of the plan had
been fully explained, he became a believer
in it, and not only subscribed $500, but
said that if the country could be aroused
from its apathy in regard to the scheme,he

The country, however, remained
apathetic, the total subscriptions amount-
ing to only $10,000. Many persons in
England did not believe the lecturer was
in earnest when he then proposed to ap-
peal to Americaus for assistance, and they
were surprised when they learned he had
taken passage for this country. Lieuten-
ant Schwatka had promised to accompany
him, and his present proposition was to
make the expedition Anglo-American at a
cost of $80,000, one-half the amount to
be subscribed in each country, and the
object to be the relief of the Jeannette and
the discovery of the Pole. If, however,
his countrymen should continue indiffer-
ent after reading of what he was doing
here, then he begged to offer his services
in toto under the American flag.

Advice to Those Using Glasses.

(Edinburgh Review.)

Men engaged in literary pursuits should
read most by day and write most by night.
It is worthy of note that reading causes
more strain to the eye than writing, and
that copying work in writing, makes a
greater demand on the organ of vision that
off hand compomtion. Twilight and a mix-
ture of twilight and artficial illumination
should be avoided for any kind of work:
The pale cobalt blue tint is the best that
can be employed when protection for the
eye from intense glare is sought, as in the
case of travelling upon snowfields in bright
sunshine. The green glass often adopted
for this purpose is not by any means so
worthy of confidence. Reading in travel-
ing by rail is objectionable in the highest
degree for very obvious reasons. The
oscillation of the ecarriage continually
alters the distance of the page from the
eye, and so calls for unceasing strain in
the effort to keep the organ in due accom-
modation for the ever varying distance of
the dsncing image. The exact fitting of
the frame work of spectacles to the face
and eyes is of more importance than is
generally conceived. If the centres of
the lenses of the spectacles do not accur.
ately concide with the centres of the
pupils of tiae eye, the consequence is that
the images in the separate eyes are a little
displaced from the positions they ought to
hold, and thata somewhat painfub and
injurions effort has to be made by the ey®
to bring these images back in due corres-
pondence for accurate vision. An in-
cipient squint is apt to be in this way pro.
duced. Mr. Carter recommends that peo,
ple should look to the centreing of their
spectacles for themselves. This may be
easily done by standing before a looking-
glass with the spectacles in their place.
If the fit is a good one, the centre of the
pupil should appear in the centre of the
rim. Fully formed spectacles are always
to be preferred to folding frames, because
they permit of more satisfactory ajust.
ment in this particular, and because they
are more easily kept in the right positivn
with regard to the eyes. Theoly advan
tage which the pebble enjoys over glass
for the construction of spectacles is the
immunity which 1t possesses against
scratching and fracturing on account of its
greater hardness.

Bathurst Notes.

ScER. AvLTa, AND CLIFrON BREAK-
WATER.—The Schr. “‘Alta” still lies
stranded at Clifton Breakwater. She was
owned by the Messra. Whidden of Anti-
gonish, N.'S. , Her cargo,which was com-
pleted, consisted of 240 tons of grindstone,
for Lombard & Co., of Boston. Both
vessel and cargo were insured. Surveys
were held on the vessel and cargo result-
ing in both being ordered to be sold. The
cargo was bought by the agemt of the
Underwriters, who have taken the vessel
off the owners’ hands. They are now at-
tempting to place her on an even keel
with a view of getting the cargo out and
flosting her in the spring. The fact of
two schooners beinglost at Clifton within
a fortnight has directed considerable dis-
cussion towards the Breakwater as 'to its
usefulness. The main part of the structure
runs direct North trom the main land with
an ell at the outer end running westward—
almost due East and West—leaving vessels
exposed to the North-west gales, during
one ot which the “Alta” went ashore.
The Captawn also attributed the loss of
his vessel to the extreme cold prevailing
at the time. It is estimated that there
was sixty or seventy tons of ics elinging to
the bows of the ““Alta” when she sank—-
caused by the spray from the sea breaking
over her, freezing as it fell.

It has been rumored several times dur-
ing the past year that another steam mil}
s likely to be- built ere long at or near
Dalhousie, and, in fact, this locality has
also been mentioned, but, as yet, nothing
has come of it. Certainly there is ampl
room in the County for the profitable in
vestment of Capital in this branch of in-
dustry.

Our Spool Factory has been rebuilt and
will, no doubt, do a large business in the
near future. Mr. Becket, the resident
partner of the firm, and sole manager
here, is an energetic and sagacious Jbusi-
ness man. The Company have shown
commendable enterprise in the rapidity
with which they resumed work after the
destructive fire of July last. There is a
large quantity of the lumber they used
in the County, and it is not unlikely that
other parties may also establish factories

The Toronto Globe’s Ottawa correspon-
dent says,—*‘ It is now a year since, with
a great flourish of trumpets, Sir Leonard
Tilley d to his that

ship, had been donated by the Imperial
Government, and he had the good fortune
to be able to secure its being located at
St. John, N. B., as a special boon to that
great ship-owning city. It took nine
months to get the rotten hulk to St John,
and $10,000 of public money have been
expended on her already, and Captain
Scott pointed out in his official description
of the vessel, that it would take seventy
men to weigh the anchor. The other day
the atterapt was made by about fifty men,
with the result of parting the cable and
losing the anchor in the sea. No attempt
has been made to carry out the original
design of a training ship. No staff has
been appointed, no organization attempted.
A blundering Minister and Acting Minis-
ter have succeeded in having the vesse]
moored in different places where she was
found to be always in the way, and several
times doing damage to other craft. The
history of Canada affords no more signal
instance of ministerial blundering and in-
capaeity than the story of the Charybdis.
In view of the failure of the Dominion,
Government to do anything with the
vessel, a St. John nian now proposes that
with some assistance from the Dominion
the Local Government might utilize it as
a sort of reformatory school.”

I it a Joke on Sir Leonard ?

The Pall Mall Jazette perpetrates a joke
on the British Fair Traders which, with
slight alterations of place and products
might be applied to Canada. It is in the
form of a prospectus of the ‘‘Snowden
and Grampian Tea Company (limited),”
which, it says, is' being promoted by an
enthusiastic fair trader and advocate of
¢ the cause of British labor.)’ It declares
that ¢* this company is formed for the pur-
pose of producing, with the greatest possi-
ble expenditure of labour, and therefore
with the greatest advantage to the labor-
ipg classes of the country,” an article to
r@!ﬂze the cheap tea now imported from
China. It is calculated that tea can be
produced on the slopes of Snowden and
the Grampiane at an expenditure of five
guineas per pound, at least for the common
sorts, while the finer kinds will cost still
more. *‘As nearly the whole of the
amount spent, will .be paid for actual labor
in tending the }'ants, keeping wp the fires
in the glass honses, getting .coal for the
purpose, aud transperting it to the highest
aud coldest parts of :he mountains, a large
number of artisans and labourers will be |
employed and directly benefitted.” In-
deed, by employing unskilled managers—
persons not practically acquainted with
tea raising—the crop for the first tfiree or
four years could be made even more costly,
thus causing a largen. expenditure of
money, and necessitating in after seasons
a still larger employment of labor to
remedy past errors. Many persons of in-
fluence have been invited to serve upon
the directorate, and it is hoped that by
this means, an act can be secured practi-

cally prohibiting the importation of the
cheap Chinese article, or at least making
the duty so high as to enable the home
producer to complete in the way of fair
trade with the better-situated foreigner.
