The Wars of the Boses, between the 
rival houses of York and Lancaster, for 
the throne of England, destroyed the 
Norman nobility as a ruling race, and it 
was during the Tudor period that 
menced in 1485 by the accession of 
Henry VII, that the antagonistic and 
long estranged inhabitants of England 
began to know each other with a unity 
of feeling which was unknown to them 
before. It was also during the reign 
of the five Tudor sovereigns that the 
ranks of the governing classes began to 
fill up with new men sprung from 
Anglo-Saxon families or from families 
of mixed Norman and Anglo-Saxon 
races, and it was this new race—there­
after to be known as Englishmen—that 
during the reign of Elizabeth, the last 
and most renowned of the Tudors, 
that the fleets of England first took 
possession of the ocean and made it

A correspondent directs attention to 
a matter affecting our angling waters 
and assumes that the lessee or lessees 
in question—whoever they may be— 
are to have things all their own way, 
both here and at Fredericton. The 
fact that a number of persons put their 
names to a petition such as that indica­
ted ought not to influence those in 
authority, unless the claims of the par­
ties interested are valid and the public 
interest would nut suffer by making the 
concessions asked for. We have not 
seen any such petition as that mention­
ed by our correspondent, and assume 
that if it is being circulated for signa­
tures it is being done in a private, 
rather than in a public manner. This, 
of itself, suggests a suspicion that the 
public interest in the petition is an ad­
verse one. Our correspondent refers 
to what Mr. Blair will or will not do iu 
the master. The general impression 
hereabouts is that it is Mr. Mitchell, 
the Surveyor-General, rather than Mr. 
Blair, who will have most to say in it, 
but it is to be hoped that both of these 
gentlemen have sufficient respect for 
their positions to guard against estab­
lishing any such precedent as is sought 
to be set up in the case that seems to 
have come to our correspondent’s know­
ledge. Fishing privjjeges on the North 
Shore are becoming more valuable every 
year and they will continue to offer in­
creased attractions to anglers in propor­
tion as they are protected from the net­
ting poachers who carry on their oper­
ations principally during a period when 
they are most destructive to reproduc­
tion. Many lessees do not maintain 
adequate guardianship on the waters 
under their control and the government 
is very remiss in its duty in this re­
spect. This, however, is somewhat 
aside from the question raised by our 
correspondent, and his note of warning 
will, no doubt, have a good effect in the 
proper quarter. Let there be no back­
stairs dealing in these matters, as we 
think there has already been at Freder­
icton. Let the terms of fishing leasee 
be complied with and the public inter­
est in our fishing privileges dealt 
with openly and honestly. Any other 
policy will meet with determined op­
position in this locality.

At Silence pool I se­
cured another and, twenty minutes 
later, we reached Square Rock pool, 
time of day 3.60 p. m. the estimated 16 
miles having been made in 7 hours 60 
minutes, including a stop of an hour 
and eighteen minutes at Redbank, and 
other losses of time in killing the five 
fish already secured, While the boys 
were preparing to camp here for the 
night I fished Square Rock pool, land­
ing four gamy grilse and losing several 
others, which succeeded in getting clear 
after I had played them for some time.
This pool had plenty of fish in it, for 
they were constantly jumping out of 
water all around, but only a few seem­
ed to be in humor for rising to the fly.

THE FORKS AND BALD MOUNTAIN.
As I was anxious to see The Forks,

Will and I started at б o’clock to “foot 
it” to them, he telling me that we couhl 
go and return within an hour. He had 
been there only once before, however, 
and it took us an hour and a quarter to 
reach them. Our way lay over the 
level ground between the Northwest 
and the great rocky hills which tower­
ed from four to seven hundred feet 
above us, and whose bases were only a 
few hundred yards from the river. XVe 
made short out і to avoid the curvings of 
the stream, wading across it several 
times in doing so and, occasionally, hav­
ing to pass through the tangled growth 
skirting it. Near the Forks, we came 
upon a camp lately occupied by Indian 
trappers, and to which they, evidently ̂ 
expected to return, as they had left 
tins of salt and pepper and a tin pan 
behind them, although the odour of 
the decaying remains of a bank beaver 
left within the camp precincts, suggested 
that the absent hunters were not over- 
nice in their ideas of camp sanitation.
The Forks were disappointing. Their 
volume of water was small and it ran 
sluggishly. One could wade across it 
and go hut half-knee deep. At a point 
a little way up the north branch, how­
ever, a view of Bald Mountain, about 
five miles distant, to the south, is ob­
tained, and in that direction there is a 
small lake, which, however,Tie a half 
mile from the west branch of the river 
and said to be unconnected with it. I

CAMP ADAMS THE CENTRE OF FIFTY MILES 
OF SALMON-WATER.

FEATURES OF THE RIVER.
All being in readiness at 8 a. 
started. Reaching the Falls at 8.07 
the boat and its contents were hauled 
around the portage, a distance of 
about 150 yards, and at 8.15 
again en route. The river-bottom, 
for the greater part of the journey, 
was composed of stones, which, here 
and there, were small enough to be 
called gravel, most of them, how­
ever, ranging from egg-size up to a 
foot in diameter. Ledges were, how­
ever, met with quite often, and these, 
with the bowlders scattered promis 
cuously along the river-bed, made the 
horse’s path a rough one, for a con­
siderable part of the time. There 
were no places too rough for him to 
pull the boat through after o ur por­
tage around the Falls, but, at times, 
it required no little exertion of mo­
tive power and fine displays of bjoth 
strength and skill on the part of the 
steersman to guide our craft through 
such places as the rapids met with 
on the upper half of our journey, say 
between Crawford’s Pool and the 
upper Chain of Rocks, that stretch, 
however, being only strong specimens 
of the rough waters of the (Jpper 
Northwest.

A GOOD-SIZED RECORD BOOK, 
the contents of which were most in­
teresting. Many of its pages were 
filled with the handwriting of differ­
ent visitors and guests of the Club, 
who had set down the incidents and 
experiences of their stay, generally 
with all the candor and terseness of 
fishermen, the record of e.ich day’s 
catch being kept methodically for 
several ot the later years. Some of 
the entries in the experience depart­
ment were quaint, original and real­
istic, and being, in some cases, em­
bellished by pen and ink sketches, 
they were far more entertaining, if 
not so artistic, as some of the famous 
Hogarth papers on a similar sub­
ject It was my intention to have 
made some extracts, but the short 
time at my disposal admitted only 
of ray summarizing the rod record 
and noting the names of those who, 
like myself, had enjoyed the fishing 
and hospitalities of Camp Adams. 
I shall refer more fully to these 
further on, for the rod record was 
considerably augmented during the 
few days following.

A day’s JOURNEY UP-STREAM.

Early to bed, and another night’s 
sound sleep over, I was astir at 4 
a. m. on Tuesday morning to make 
ready for my expedition to the upper 
waters ot the river. The distance 
to be travelled was estimated at 
seventeen and a half miles, viz: six­
teen miles to Square Rock pool and 
a mile and a half to the Forks, 
which are only four miles from where 
the great Northwest Miramiehi orig­
inates in two brooks—the one run­
ning noisily down between tWu 
mountains on the West and tho other 
rising in flat and swampy land to 
the North. The distance from 
Square Rock pool to the Forks, how­
ever, I found to be nearly twice as 
great as given at the Camp, so that 
the day’s journey was one of nearly 
twenty miles. As it was to be made 
entirely by way of the river, a full 
description of my outfit will, no 
doubt be both interesting and in­
structive to those who may contem­
plate similar undertakings.

OUR BOAT AND EQUIPMENT.

Our vehicle of transportation was a 
biat and the motive power a horse. 
The boat was 21 feet long and built 
on the model of the ordinary baggage 
skifl used by lumbermen, being 
sharp at both ends. Its bottom was 
about 20 inches wide in the middlei 
the sides being composed of four 
Ічр-strakes each, ot about } inch 
boards. These flared outwards and 
were strengthened by timbers com­
posed of juniper knees which lapped 
over each other across the bottom 
and extended up to the gunwales, 
being sided to about an inch and 
having a thickness of say two and a 
half to three inches at the throat. 
The stem and stern posts were of 
juniper and the sides and bottom of 
pine, the latter being protected by a 
false bottom, or shoeing of 1 incli 
yellow birch to protect the craft from 
the wear ard tear of hauling over 
portages, ledges and bars. At each 
end of the boat, inside, and extend­
ing from the stem and stern posts 
towards the centre, were knee-boards 
about 5 ft. long, § in. thick and 6 in. 
wide, with their inward ends firmly 
attached to furring-blocks. These 
form a spring-like support for the 
knees of the steersman in guiding 
the craft and are indispensable to 
him in bis important work.

An 18-thread manilla tow-rope 
was made fast through a hole in the 
stem at a point about three inches 
above the water-line. This was

was owing to the almost extinction of 
the powerful race of nobles who, like 
Warwick, in jformer reigns, had made 
and unmade kings, and the Commons 
were not strong enough, but were pre­
paring for the inevitable conflict for 
their rights which took place during the 
Stuart dynasty which immediately fol­
lowed the death of Elizabeth. During 
this period most of the privileges grant­
ed in Magna Charta, or extorted from 
later kings, were persistently violated 
and the most precious guarantees of 
the people’s liberties were almost lost 
in England. To all intenta and pur­
poses the Sovereigns of that period were 
virtual dictators and the majority of 
the members of Parliament acted as if 
they considered that it was their duty 
to enforce by law the will of the mon­
arch. By the direction of Henry, old 
statutes that curtailed the power of the 
Crown were repealed and new ones en­
acted extending its powers and privi­
leges. Not only was the jurisdiction 
of the Court of Star Chamber greatly 
extended, but it superceded the right 
of trial by jury incriminai cases. Cep- 
tain sources of revenue were granted 
to the king, not for the term that should 
elapse before the next meeting of par­
liament, but for life. In 1629 and 
1544 Parliament also passed statutes 
relieving the king from the obligation 
to pay what he had borrowed or might 
borrow in future. In addition to this 
Henry also exacted benevolences from 
his subjects and twice forced them to 
make him loans, both of which acts had 
been illegal in England for 300 years.

By the above it will be seen that the 
Tudor dynasty went far to undo in 
England all that had been accomplish­
ed by the champions of popular liberties 
since the reign of John and numerous 
precedents for the despotic theories of 
James 1 and Charles L, were to be 
found in the relations of monarch to 
people in Tudor times.

In the days of the Stuarts, when the 
intelligence of the people had aroused 
them to make an effort for the recovery 
of their lost rights, the great majority 
of the men who represented them in 
the Parliament of that day were of a 
different stamp from those who repre­
sented their fathers in the days of the 
Tudors. While the Stuarts not only 
believed iu the divine right of kings to 
rule and govern the country as it seem­
ed to them fit, the people believed in 
the divine right of themselves to govern 
the country as expressed by their re- 
prerentatives in Parliament. In the 
reign of Chai les I, when the people 
were represented by able men who 
“knew their rights and knowing dare 
maintain” them in the face of impeach­
ment, imprisonment and death, the 
inevitable conflict commenced. During 
the debates in the Parliament of 
Charles 1, while Pym and Hampden in 
their contention for the popular rights 
had to go back for their precedents to 
the fifteenth, fourteenth and thirteenth 
centuries, the:r opponents of the court 
party had only to refer to the sixteenth 
for theirs, which, they maintained, 
took the precedence ot those of their 
opponents, which had become obsolete 
by disuse. As neither King nor Parlia­
ment would give way, resort was at lost 
made to the sword to decide the justice 
of the question, and after deluging the 
country with the best blood of its citi­
zens, the people were victorious, Char­
les was executed as a warning tc all 
future kings not to unjustly make use 
of their prerogative, and a protectorate 
was established with Cromwell at its 
head.

London, July 23—The entire homo 
fleet, aggregating 22 armored, vessels, 19 
cruisers, 8 torpedo gunboats, and 24 tor­
pedo boats, were moving about somewhat 
clumsily in the Irish Channel last week, 
preparatoty to a series of sham war evo 
rations embracing everything from a 
blockade to an invasion. The fleet is 
divided into two sections, an attacking 
and a defending one. The list of casu­
alties thus far reads like real war' re­
ports. Two men have been killed, one 
by a collision of the “Agincourt” with a 
merchant vessel, and tho other by drown- 
ing. The mishaps to cables, temporarily 
disabled guns, and leaks in boilers, steam 
pipes, and various other places indicate 
that “Britannia rules the wave” in rather 
rheumatic condition. All the torpedo 
boats have developed a weakness of some 
kind, and the naval test has already ex­
hibited that an enormous amount of work 
and actual sea practice arc necessary be­
fore the fleet can claim to be on a first- 
class war footing.

The British Constitution.

NO. L
The growth of the British Constitu­

tion is one of the most remarkable 
things that the world has ever seen, as 
it is the growth of political as well as 
civil and religions liberty with the 
spread of civilization, intelligence and 
wealth among the people. XVhatever 
may be its defects, it is the most per­
fect, enlightened and advanced system 
of government enjoyed by any nation, 
and consequently it is a subject of 
deep and absorbing interest, not only 
to the student of history but to the 
enlightened statesman of every civi­
lized land. For a thousand years— 
from the time of the Anglo-Saxons un­
til now—its growth has been*so slow 
and gradual that it is almost impossible 
at the present time to mark the periods 
of its expansion and development un­
til it assumed its present form. First 
to gain, but afterwards to hold and 
maintain this inestimable boon, cost 
the people of England upon the battle­
field, as well as upon the scaffold, the 
best and noblest of their blood. Al­
though able but despotic princes 
wrenched from them for a time their 
rights and liberties, they, in their turn, 
under powerful and deterained leaders 
on the field of battle as well as within the 
forum not only recovered their lostrights 
but broadened and strengthened them 
by curtailing the power and authority 
vested in the Crown and transferring 
it to their representatives, who are only 
responsible to them for their political 
deeds and acts. To day, the British 
government, though limited, is the 
strongest in the world. It has borne 
the greatest agitations of opinion, and, 
without arupt'ire of the public peace, 
has passed through Catholic Emancipa­
tion, the Reform Laws, the repeal of 
the Com Laws and many other radical 
changes of the Constitution. Even at 
the present time, great and important 
subjects are agitating the public mind, 

being the much vexed Irish ques­
tion and another the reform of the 
House of Lords. That these questions, 
like all the others, will, in time, be 
settled in a way satisfactory to 
the well being of the nation we have 
not the least doubt.

Unlike that of the United States, the 
Constitution of England is unwritten, 
but made up of a system of laws, usa­
ges, customs and precedents, many of 
the earliest of which, in modified forms, 
still survive in several of the terwns and 
parishes throughout the Kingdom 
From the earliest times England has 
been ruled by kings, not by hereditary 
or divine right, but by a parliamentary 
title. During the period of the Saxon 
sway no king could be chosen without 
the consent of the Witin&gemot, and 
from the time of William the Conqueror, 
who, after the conquest, went through 
this form of election, the right of the 
nation to chose its sovereign had been 
continually exercised up to the time 
that the right of succession was vested 
by Parliament in the House of Han­
over.

After the conquest, in 10GG, William 
thoroughly revolutionised the country 
by introducing the feudal system and 
dividing the land among his Norman 
followers, who were sworn to render 
him military service both at home and 
abroad. The wars of England for many 
generations after this were carried on 
at the expense of this privileged class, 
who were designated ac the Barons of 
England. As these wars necessitated 
consultation between the monarch and 
his subjects for the supply of men, 
horses, arms and supplies to carry them 
on, he summoned his Barons to his 
council, and in this way the House of 
Lords originated. In addition to de­
priving the Anglo-Saxons of their lands 
the introduction of the feudal laws not 
only infringed upon the liberties they 
enjoyed under their ancient govern­
ment, but it reduced the great majority 
of them to • state of varoalage to the | Kingdom, while the export to the United

For, perhaps, one half of the dis­
tance between Camp Adams and the 
Forks the banks are wooded to the 
river’s brink, chiefly, with spruce, 
fir, pine and cedar, white and yellow 
birch, and, occasionally, ash and elm. 
Hemlock and juniper are conspicu­
ously absent in this region. It is 
not easy to estimate distances along 
such a journey as that we were 
making, for our travelling equipage 
was a novel one, our route neither 
by water nor land, its nature making 
it impossible to move at the same 
rate of speed for ten minutes togeth­
er, while there was not a solitary es­
tablished landmark by which mile­
age could be determined with any­
thing approaching accuracy. I judg. 
ed, however, by the time we had been 
on our way, that we began to enter 
the mountainous region at about ten 
miles from the Falls. Here the 
bases of great hills thrust themselves 
out, turning the river aside from its 
course, and there some “mighty arm 
of thunder-cloven rock,” rising sheer 
perpendicular hundreds of feet up­
wards, sent its dark shadows over 
the rushing stream, while, on the 
summit, giant pines, blasted by fire, but 
whitened by time’s bleaching processus, 
stood, bearing witness, by their silent 
survival, of tho destruction of our tim­
ber heritage caused by the criminal 
carelessness of the hunters from “The

half miles above Square Rock, as we 
were an hour and ten minutes reaching 
it from the latter place. On our way 
down we came upon a catamaran that 
had been left last year by hunters. 
Getting it into the pool beside which it 
was fastened I got on board. It 
not an orthodox catamaran, the logs 
composing it being fastened together 
with ordinary rope. This being rotten 
parted and so did the logs. When I 
came to the surface Will sung out to 
know if I was all right and I assured 
him I was, though I was awfully wet. 
A!b that was my second ducking for the 
day I didn’t mind it much, especially as 
I had two miles to walk, in doing which 
my clothing would get fairly dry. We 
got back to Square Rock in a little less 
than an hour from the Forks, and I 
killed two more grilse in that pool, 
making eleven all tolAfor the day, be­
sides six trout of about a pound each.

Going up to where the camp smoke 
was ascending I found that Bob had 
prepared everything for the night on a 
level spot whose Sick-ground was a 
mountain rising hundreds of feet above 
us, the withered pines on whose summit 
stood in bold relief against the eastern 
sky as the setting sun shone full upon 
them, while the river flowed dark and

Salmon Fishing Notes.
The Fredericton fishing parties are re­

turning from their Miramichi expeditions. 
The party consisting of Capt. Loggie, 
T. C. Allen, John Black and Mr. Elliot, 
of Picton, N. S., returned on Thursday 
from a two weeks’ fish on the Southwest 
Miramichi. They report having caught 
thirty-six salmon and grilse, not ar many 
as they expected, but withal a very 
pleasant trip. Salmon are scarce on the 
Sou’west this season.

On the Dungtirvon and Renoue streams 
the salmon are reported in abundance. 
Messrs. Davies, Foster, Rogers and 
Coulthard have returned from the Dun- 
garvon where they had eight days fishing, 
catching between salmon and grilse 
forty-eight fish. The first day they were 
on the river they killed eighteen salmon 
and grilse.

Mr. C. A. Bramble has returned home 
from the Renoue and reports salmon in 
great abundance and fine sport on that 
river this season. Messrs. Storey and 
Hurtzig ot New York and Mr. C. M. 
Roof, the other members of the Renoue 
Salmon Club, and their friends, are there 
yet and intend to remain there the whole 
summer. They have erected at a large 
cost a handsome club house 40x30 feet, 
besides a cook house 14x16 feet, and 
other buildings. They have spent up­
wards Of $3000 in improvements this 
season, and intend to make the Renoue 
their permanent summer home in the 
future. The fishing on the stream far 
exceeds their anticipations. The river is 
thoroughly protected from poachers.

Mr. W. T. Whitehead has teturnod 
from the Tobique fishing grounds where 
he has been for several weeks past in 
company with manager F. W. Cram and 
hie party.—Gleaner.

Mr. fklward Jack, Lessee of the Traça- 
die. writes as follows to the Sun:

Bathurst, July 95.—Mr. Keary, the 
proprietor of the hotel, which is the- best 
I ever inet with in Bathurst and who is 
himself a fisherman, has kindly furnished 
me with the following information regard­
ing salmon fishing in Gloucester up to 
date.

The first fisherman came to his house 
on Jane 11th and commenced fishing on 
Juno 14th. He fished about a week kill­
ing 32 salmon. There being no grilse 
in the river at that time, his salmon would 
average about 12 lbs* The Nepisiguit 
salmon are much more gamey than those 
on the Restigouohe and require tho atten­
tion of much more expert fishermen.

The second party took some others up 
with him from this place on the same day. 
In three days they killed five salmon and 
a let of sea trout. Just about that time 
Joe Boucher brought down to Mr. Keary 
from the Rough waters three sea trout, 
which together weighed 15 pounds’
-The third party, which consisted of 
about three persons, were on the river on 
the 15th day of June. In one day they 
killed between salmon and grilse 14 fish. 
They tfere there about three weeks, and 
had nearly 100 salmon and grilse, to say 
nothing of sea trout.

fourth party which consisted of 
three persons though there was really 
only one rod which must have killed in 
three days from 25 to 30 fish, nearly all 
salmon.

The fifth party consisted of two rods. 
They remained about six days and se­
cured about 25 fish, chiefly salmon. They 
would have done better had the water 
been lower and the logs not running.

The sixth party consisted of two. 
They were fishing three days and caught 
10 fish, and lost probably 20 others. 
These were also chiefly salmon.

The seventh party consisted of Aie rod, 
who is on the fishing grounds yet, having 
gone up on July 9th. He caught in the 
first week 30 fish and ho with two other 
friends who had joined him one week 
later, had secured up to last week 70 fish, 
with a great loss owing to very quick 
water and somewhat expert handling 
of the fish, which, as stated above, are 
much more lively than those of the Resti- 
gouche.

The eighth party consisted of two, who 
went np river on the 9th of this month. 
Their total catch for two weeks was 15 fish 
with great l.)ee of others which were 
hooked and escaped.

The ninth party went up river on the 
10th of this month. There were two rods 
which secured in ten days 42 fish. This 
is the exact record, and one of the party 
was an inexperienced fishermen, having 
never taken a salmon before. One of 
them killed two salmon, one which weigh­
ed 32 pounds, and the other 21 pounds. 
One of these was hooked by the belly and 
the other one by one of the fins.

The tenth party went up river on July 
13th, but there is no record of their catch 
yet. The water is low at present and 
fishermen better look out for the first rise 
in it when salmon will be plenty.

Besides the above there were two 
sons who took in 10 days 75 fish.
Keary has got these dates from his hotel 
register, and they may be relied on. 
does not profess to give the whele salmon 
oatch on Nepisiguet, which exceeds the 
figures given above, as no record is made 
of the catch of parties from the town or 
of those who did not stop at hie hotel. 
Canoes, men, etc., can be had from Mr. 
Keary by telegraphing in advance. He ie 
fully prepared to place also persona on the 
head of Tracadie, a good fishing ground, 
in one day from his hotel,

"Making tiie Portage." v
In 1844 I traveled by birch bark canoe 

something like a thousand miles, from 
Lapoiut over to the head waters of the 
Mississippi, and down the latter to Fort 
Snelling, at mouth of Minnesota river. 
We made several portages, the longest 
being nine miles. We had along two 
trunks, and provisions and bedding for 
four persons for one month. The load 
which our two voyageurs carried was cer­
tainly 150 to 20d pounds each. They 
made seven miles in one day, going over 
the ground five times—i. e., thirty-five 
miles. Three-fifths of the distance they 
were loaded, and two-fifths going back 
for another load. Their plan was to take 
the heaviest load first (about 200 pounds,) 
and carry it above u mile or a mile and a 
half, put it down, go back for another 
load of 150 pounds, carry this a mile or a 
mile and a half beyond the first deposit, 
then come back, take up the first deposit 
and Carry it the same distance beyond, 
etc., until all was carried to the camp for 
the night ; then, last of all, they went 
back seven miles to the last camp, took up 
the boat (which was the lightest load of 
all) and carried it to camp.

I will give an account of one load. 
They used a leathgp strap about two 
inches and a half wide in middle, and 
slenderer toward the end, and perhaps 
ten or twelve feet long. One fellow, a 
famous voyageur, would tie this about 
my trunk (about seventy-five pounds) in 
two places near each end, and throw it 
over the head, bringing tho band across 
the forehead, the trunk resting on the 
back, then take a hundred pounds of flour 
and put on the trunk, and then twenty- 
five pounds of crackers on top of all, and 
walk off briskly, almost in a trot. The 
man was not a large or very muscular 
man, but rather lean and wiry. —Professor 
Joseph Le Conte in Science.

To the Editor of the “Advance:"
Sir:—Fishing privileges, as I under­

stand, are offered for sale by publication 
in the Royal Gazette, due notice of a 
term of years, date of sale and upset price 
being mentioned, The duration of lease 
so offered of five or ten years, аз well as 
other conditions, are attatched, such as 
the protection of the river or rivers of 
the lessee or lessees, guardians to be 
placed on the same during the fishing 
season in each year. The failure of this 
last condition on the part of tho lessee 
annuls the lease.

I understand a petition is in circulation 
in this county asking the government to 
extend the fishing leases from five to ten 
years. If the lessee can obtain the 
signatures of a number of residents of 
Miramichi it is anthoratively stated 
that Mr. Blair would extend the lease 
from five to ten years, if such petition 
was presented to him.

Is this, Mr. Editor, the proper construc­
tion of the law and regulations which 
govern the fishing privileges of this prov­
ince! If a person obtains a lease for five
