The spirit of Mi. Churchill's declara­
tion is far less provocative than the fact 
it sets forth. In presenting the British 
programme the first lord of the admiralty 
frankly invites the Germans to accept a 
policy ot moderation. If the kaiser's 
government refrains from adding three 
ships to the regular programme England 
will deduct five from her programme, 
But the decision must be with Germany.

A few years ago, when Campbell-Ban- 
ne-man was prime niinistet, the British 
ministry undertook a private “conversa­
tion" with Germany to procure a limita­
tion of armament. This was rather brus­
quely rejected and aroused much chagrin 
and dissatisfaction in England. The As­
quith ministry has plainly chosen an ex­
actly opposite method of accomplishing 
the same desired result.

What effect, if any, Churchill’s speech 
will have in Germany is of course a mai­
ler of conjecture. Ilis address at Glas­
gow recently, which was very similar in 
eharacter, was badly received by the 
Germans and contributed to the failure 
of the Haldane mission, which, it is now 
agreed, accomplished little or nothing in 
the way of improving Anglo-German re­
lations.

One thing, however, is fairly clear. 
Either GeruiaHv must now decide to 
limit hei naval construction or embark 
f-ankly and manifestly upon a naval pre- 
gramme which will seek to equal the 
British. A duel in shipbuilding of un­
precedented magnitude must inevitably 
result from such a policy.

Soldiers who are at other military sta­
tions are imprisoned in the barracks for 
misconduct, disobedience or drunken­
ness, but at Halifax they are sent to 
Melville Island. During the term of 
their imprisonment they must pound 
r jck and make themselves otherwise use 
ful. A detachment of twenty men guards 
the island and its prison by day and 
night. It is built of substantial brick and 
stone surrounded by high walls capped 
with broken bottles and glass set in cem­
ent. The approach across the bridge is 
commanded by the gunsof two sentinels.

Far down tile Northwest Arm is a rock 
in -vhich a rusty bolt marks the spot from 
which a boom or ch. in-cable was stretch­
ed across the entrance of the Northwest 
Arm during the wars of the fiist Napole­
on to prevent the incursion of hostile 
ships desiring to make an attack upon 
the prison, where a great m-nv French 
soldiers were confined.

One of the stories which was formerly 
connected with Melville Island was that 
the prison officials kept a shark swim­
ming about the waters of the island and 
regularly fed if. This, when circulated 
among the prisoners, was thought to 
prevent them from trying to escape. 
However effective it may have been, it 
may be said to the credit of the Melville 
Island prison management past and pres 
ent that only one man was ever able to 
successfully escape capture.

On the farther 
shore of the Northwest Arm, hack of a 
little cove, is a mound or natural hill 
upon w'.ich is a lonely grave marked by 
a wooden cross and inscription.

'тшшмтThe consignment of the wreck of 
the old battleship “Maine” to the At 
Untie Ocean, in which it now lies at, 
a depth of more thin three thousand 
feet, was a unique incident in naval 
history and a fitting close to a long 
and at one time hitter controversy. 
The ‘Maine” was destroyed in Hav­
ana harbor, Cuba, on the 15th of Feb. 
1898, by a series of explosions which 
caused it to sink immediately at an­
chor. Two hundred and seventy-five 
lives were lost, and the ship was so 
completely wrecked that no proposal 
was ever made to reconstruct and te­
at it for service.

Captain Sigsbee of the “Maine” 
benaved at the time as became a brave 
and resourceful officer. He deprecated 
the attempt to fasten on Soain respon­
sibility for the destuction of the ves­
sel, and as a matter of historic fact 
there has never been produced a title 
of evidence to show that there was 
any ground for such a suspicion. Nev­
ertheless the destruction of the vessel 
had much to do witn the declaration 
of war by the United States against 
Spain, for it absolutely hardened the 
national heart against all appeals from 
Spain for an investigation and a dip 
lomatic settlement of the Cuban que­
stion. Rear Admiral Sigsbee has lived 
to see verified his persistently reiter­
ated opinion that the Maine was de 
stroyed by an explosion from without 
the vessel; this has been conclusively 
shown by the raising of the vessel’s 
hull.

Much of the slaughter that marked the 
siege of Port Arthur centered about the 
capture of what was known as 203 meter 
hill. The Japanese wanted that emin­
ence, not to plant guns on it, but to ob­
serve the position of the Russian war 
ships anchored in Port Arthur harbor. 
Before the capture of the hill the Japan­
ese fired into the town and the harbor 
with an alarming and puzzling accuracy, 
although the gunners never saw their 
target.

After a time the Russians discovered 
that a Chinese fishermen was particular 
ly fond of a certain spot in the harbor. 
They watched him. If a shot fell be 
vond a particular ship he moved his boat 
in a corresponding direction. If a shot 
fell to the left, the simple Chinese found 
the fishing better in that direction. Ap 
parently he had no mission in the world 
except to find the best fishing ground. 
Finally it dawned upon the Russians that i 
his movements could be observed by Jap­
anese field glasses. Fishing in the har­
bor was prohibited, and the Japanese fire 
went wide.

Alter a time the shots began hitting 
their marks with, the former accuracy. 
The Russians looked for Chinamen.They 
found one. He liked to wade into the 
shallow water, apparently looking for 
crabs. He had a white bucket and a 
black one. If a shot fell short or went 
beyond the mark the white bucket moved 
in sympathy. If it went to the right or 
left, the black bucket was affected only. 
If a hit was made the buckets саше to 
gether.

Possibly it was by using the simple 
Chinese that the Japanese succeeded in 
mining the entrance to Port Arthur har­
bor. On April 13th, 1904, Adniiral Ma- ! 
karoff came out at the head of his fleet, 
his pennant flying from the “Petropav- 
lovsk.” The flagship struck a cable that 
connected three floating mines. One 
mine swung to port, two to starboard. In 
a few minutes Makaroff and his ship went 
down. The fleet turned and fled into 
port.

Two months later the Scientific Amer­
ican received an official letter from St. 
Petersburg. It ran;

“It «'ill ho longer be necessary to send 
the Scientific American to the officers of 
the wardroom mess of His Imperial 
Majesty's battleship “Petropavlovsk."

We gather from the “Russian Year 
Book” that on Jan. 1, 1910, the popula­
tion of Russia amounted to 160,748,400,

The vast population is not entirely of 
Russian race; the empire counts 10 per 
cent, of Tartars, 6 per cent, of Poles, 
and a considerable number of Lithuani­
ans, Letts, Finns, and Jews. In terri­
torial extent Russia is the largest coun­
try in the world. It is forty times as big 
as France.

Three quarters of the population are, 
it is said, engaged in agriculture, 10 per 
cent, in various industries, 4.6 percent, 
ill private service, 3 8 per cent, in trade. 
All other occupations do not figure more 
than 7.5 per cent.

Although in Russia agriculture is gen­
erally the predominating occupation, the 
largest proportion of people employed 
in this pursuit is found in Central Asia, 
about 83 per cent.; the second place is 
taken by Siberia, over 80 per cent.;
