Machine Guns,

FREEDOM FROM
ITS TREATIES

China Will Ask Peace Confer-
ence to Give it a Full Resto-
ration of Its Sovereignty.

Paris, Jan 22.—Discussing the posi-
tion with regard to the peace confer-
ence, O. T. Wang, a member of the
Chinese delegation who has been
prominent in the South China govern-
ment, said to the Associated Press
correspondent today, that the two por
tions of China were thoroughly unit
od on the question of the foreign
policy. The delegation now in Paris,
he declared, represents China as an
allied nation, independent of other
nations, seeking the full restoration
of its sovereignty and asking the con-
ference to free it from treaties and
agreements which prevent its eco-
nomic development.

Its members held a brief meeting
at the Mausion House, this afternoon,
but behind closed doors. Afterwards
Count Plunkett told the reporters
that a statement of the business trans-
acted would be furnished to the press
later, thus following the precedent of
the Paris conference. A group of a
hundred young men, gathered outside
during the secret session, but no ex-
citement of any kind was showa.

The public was far more interest.
ed today in the murder of two police-
men in Tipperary yesterday, at the
time the parliament was meeting.
"his is taken to signify the becin-
wing of a new period of terrorism,
viich veteran Irish politiclans expect
will include other assassinations and
attempts to destroy government build-
ings and public works.

The extremists are exceedingly
anxious to get explosives, Two police-
men were guarding a cart-load of gel-
ignite, which was being taken to a
mine, when they were surrounded by
masked men. The policemen were
shot dead and the explosives carried
off. The immediate sequel was a
proclamation placing Tipperary un.-
der the Crimes Act, which means a
regime much like the occupied Ger-
man cities are undergoing.

All meeting are prohibited, and no-
body can pass in or out of the dis
tricts withous permits.. None of the
residents may be outdoors after sev-
en o'clock in the evening without a
permit. No letters may pass in or
out . without censorship. Enough
troops were quickly sent into the dis-
trict to enforce these regulations.

The Clare district was recently pro-
claimed under the Crimes Act, and
the measure was enforced with ap-
parent success.

Comments of the Irish papers on tha
parliament are to the effect that it
was an empty beating of the air, and
that its special purpose was to attract
the attention of the world,* particu
larly of the Peace Conference, to the
Sinn Feiners' cause. In the opinion
of the papers most of the Dublin
people believer that the Sinn Feiners
expected and desired the Congress to
become impressed by the police or
military.

The gist of the newspaper comment
iz that if Count Plunkett presents the
Sinn Feiners’ declaration of Irish in.
dependence, the Peace Conference
will merely put it in the archives
without discussion, under the rules
adopted, permitting anyone to prese:.i
petitions. The Irish censorship pre
vented the appearance of the Sina
Feins’ declaration of independence in
the Dublin papers.

PRICELESS GIFTS

POUR IN FOR

PRESIDENT AND MRS. WILSON

Army Transport Likely to be

Needed to Bring Home Tokens

Coming from All Classes in Europe.

Paris, Jan. 22.—President and Mrs.
Wilson came to Paris with a modest
collection of trunks and personal bag-
gage, but they probably will be forced
to take home a carload.

Both Mr. and Mrs. Wilson have re-
ceived so many gifts during their stay
in Paris and their visits to England
and Italy that a large quantity of them
probably will have wo pe taken to
‘Washingbon on an Army transport.

Gifts of all kinds and of all values
began pouring in the day President
Wilson arrived and they still dre com-
ing in in a neverending stream. They
come from all classes of people.

Many of the presents are priceless,
but the President values most those
having & sentimental appeal. These

have come principally from children,
not only in France, but from all over
JEurope, and also from families in En-
tente countries which have suttered by
the war.

President Wilson has directed that
every one should be formally ack-
nowledged. Sometimes in response to
a particularly touching message ac-
companying the gifts he writes a per-
sonal acknowledgment, but the pres-
sure on his time is sv great that he
cannot do so for all.

Nevertheless, every gift, no matter
how insignificant, is carpfully pre-
served. Many of them undoubtedly
will find places in the White House,
because the President does not feel
they were given to him wholly person-
aily.

GOMPERS WINS SIGNIFICANT
VICTORY FOR NEW UNION

Londlon, Jan 22—Samuel Gompers,
and the American Labor delegation
with him, gained significantly today
at the conference of the parliament-
ary committee of the British Trade
Union Congress. At the conclusion
of a long session, the British commit-
tee, through Charles Bowerman, its
secretary, announced the following:

“The parliamentary committee re-
ceived an invitation from the repre-
wves of the American Federa-
tion of Labor to meet them on their
arrival, for the purpose of discussing
the gesirability of establishing a
new Trades Union International. The
invitation was accepted, and confer-
ences held yesterday and today with
the result that the parliamentary
ocommittee passed the following reso-
lution:

“That this committes welcome the
invitation of the American Federation
of Labor to take part in the formation
of a new international, and will ap-
point five representatives to attend
the first meeting—time and place to
be agreed upon.” The following five
delegates were appointed, under the
vesolution: Lieutenant Colonel Wiil
Throne, M.P.; Alfred Onions, M.P.;
Charles W. Bowerman, M.P.; Harry
Gosling, President of thé Transport
Workers” Federation, and R. B.
Walker, President of the Rural Work-
ors Association. The first named
three were appointed delegates by
Henderson to the congress In Swit-
zerland, but resigned.

It is generally agreed that they re-

s

signed because they believed the con-
gress futile - and dll-advised, and
ill-timed. By agreement they are
making no public statement on the
subject, except to say individually
that it was inconvenient to attend.”

The Americans leave tomorrow for
Paris, and will there make a general
confederation of labor proposition
similar to the one accepted here to-
day, It'is predicted that the French
will follow the Americans’ lead. Ask-
ed tonight about his intentions regard-
ing the Berfe congress, Mr. Gompers
refused to say anythiug., It seems
clear, however, that the action taken
today by the British Trade Union
Congresg Committee deals the sever-
est blow yet dealt to Henderson's
plans, The congress he had planned
lost much of whatever weight it might
have liad.

Therg 18 a peculiar situation in the’
British. Trade Union Congress con-
cerning delegations going to the Hen-
derson Congress, ard the one called
by Gompers, among those attending
the latter congress being some who
refusgl to go to the Henderson gath-
ering. Since they do not find it in-
convenient to attend the purely Trade
Union gatherings Gompers is conven-
ing the only inference is that their
agreement with its character and pur-
pose is more enthusiastic

After Boweoman's announcement,
newépape men were told that would
be met Gompers who confirmed
Bowerman - statement without com -
ment. “‘As regards the general situ-
ation,” he said, “this is an apportun-
ity that comes scldom In the genera-
tions of men. It is the purpose of
bona fide labor to take part, to the

end, that the rights of tho workers be
safeguarded throughout the whole
world."

L. Oudegee and Kdouerd Fimmen,
president and secretary of the Hol -
land Federation of Labor reached
London today, and conferred with W.
A. Appleton, secretary of the Gener-
al Federation of Twado Unlon jointly.

Right of Russian People
Direct Their Own Affairs
Recognized by Great Powers

’

Look Upon Russia as a Friend and Wish to Serve the Coun-
try Unselfishly—Warring Factions Asked to Proclaim

a Truce of Arms, and All

Organized Groups Within

European Russia Send Representative for a Conference

With Allies.

Paris, Jap, 22.—The full text of the
official communication issued by the
Supreme Council this = afternoon
reads:—

“The liesident of the United Stat.
es, the Prime Ministers and the For-
eign Minister of the Allied and asso-
ciated powers, and the Japanese re-
presentatives met at the Quay d'Or-
say between 3 and 5.30 this afternoon
and approved the proposal of Presi-
dent Wilson, which read as follows*

“The single object the repres:nta-
tives of the Associated Powers haive
had in mind their discussions of the
course they should pursue with re
gard to Russia, has been to help the
Russian people, not to hinder them,
or to interfere in any manner with
their right to settle their own affairs
in their own way.

“They regard the Russian people
as their friends,'nut their enemies,
and are willing to help them in any
way they are willing to be helped.
It is clear to them that the troubies
and distrust of the Russian people
will steadily increase, hunger and
privation of every kind becomes more
and more acute, more and more wide-
spread, and more and more impossi-
ble to relieve, unless order is restor-
ed and normal conditions of .<labor,
trade and transportation once more
created, and they are seeking some
way in which to assist the Russian
people to establish order.

#They recognize the absolute right
of the Russian people to direct their
own affairs without dictation or dir-
ection of any kind from outside.
They do mot wish to exploit or make
use of Russia in any way. They re-
cognize the revolution without reser-
vation, and will in no way and in no
circumstance aid or give counten-
ance to any attempt at a counterre-
volution.

“It is not their wish or purpose to
favor or assist anyone of the organiz-
ad -groups now contending for the
leadership and guidance of Russia,
or against the others. Their sole and
sincere purpose is to do what they can
to bring Russia peace and an oppor-
tunity to find her way out of the pre-
sent troubles. .The Associated Pow-
ers are now engaged in the solemn
and responsible work of establishing
the peace of Europe and of the world,
and they are keenly alive to the fact
that Europe and the world cannat be
at peace if Russia is not. They recog-
nize and accept it as a duty to serve
Russia as generously, as unselfishly,
as thoughtfully, as ungrudgingly as
they would serve any other friend
and ally, and they are ready to ren-
der this service in the way that is
most acceptable to the Russian peo-
ple.

“In this spirft and with this pur.
pose they have taken the following
action: They invite every orgamized
group that is now exercising, or at.
tempting to exercise political author.
ity or military control anywhere in
Siberia, or within the boundaries of
Kuropean Russia, as they stood be-
fore the war just concluded, except
in Finland, to,send representatives,
not exceeding three representatives
for each group, to Princes’ Island, Sea
of Marmora, where they will be met
by representatives of the Associated
Powers, provided, in the meantime,
|}

there is a truce of arms amongst the
parties invited, and that all armed
forces, anywhere sent or directed
against any people or territory in-
side the boundaries of European Rus-
gsia as they stood before the war, or
aziainst Finland, or against any peo-
ple on territory whose autonomous
action is in contemplation in the four-
teen articles upon which the present
negotiations are based, shall be mean-
while withdrawn and aggressive mili-
tary actions cease.

“These representativeg are invited
to confer with the representatives of
the powers in the freest and frankest
way, with a view to ascertaining the
wishes of all sections of the Russian
people and bringing about, if possi
ble, some understanding and agree-
ment by which Russia may work out
‘her own purposes, and happy, co-oper

ative relations be established between |

her people and the other peoples of
the world.

“A prompt reply to this invitation
is requested. Every facility for the
journey of the representatives, in-
oluding transportation across the
Black Sea, will be given by the Allies
and all the parties concerned are ex-
pected to w©ive the same facilities.
Tht representatives will be expected
at the place appointed by the 14th of
February, 1919.”

The proposal will be sent tonight
by wireless to the interested parties.
The meeting then decided to call plen-
ipotentiary session of the conference
at 3.30 o'clock, Saturday, January 25,
to discuss the question of the T.eague
of Nations on the basis of the pro-
posalg made by Mr. lLloyd George,
as well as other subjects which were
examined this afternoon.

MILLERS HAVE
MORE LEEWAY

Permits Will be Granted Al-
lowing Separation of Flour
Into Patents, Clears, Low

Grades, etc. .

Ottawa, Jan. 22.-~The Canada Kood
Board has notified all millers in Cana-
da that special permits will now be
granted, upon application, allowing
the separation ,of flour into patents,
clears, Jow grades and other flour ex-
tractions, provided such flour is only
sold, outside of Canada, to the West
Indies and Central and South Ameri-
ca. Permits for the export of flour
to these countries will be freely
granted for straight run flour, or any
of the separations above cited. Appll-

cations for export to Newfoundland, |

in order to meet the requirements of
the Newtoundland Food Board, will
be granted for standard flour only.
With every permit for the export of
flotr to any of the countries men-
tioned, including Newfoundland,
there will be granted at the same time
an export permit for 65 pounds of
bran or shorts to every bamrel of
flour and, i the case of bran and
shorts, these permits will allow of
the exportation to any country aut-
side of Canada, but no other permits
for the export of bran or shots to
Newfoundland, West Indies, Central
and South America will be granted.

BETWEEN PARIS AND LONDON

TO BE INAUGURATED SUNDAY

Farman Machine, With Cabin Capacity for Fourteen Per-
sons, to Leave Buc and Descend at Croydon, Service Be-
ing Weekly at First, Then Made Daily.

Paris, Jan, 23--The first Paris to
London air service probably will be
inaugurated from the Buc airdrome
next Sunday. A Farman airplane will

be used. It will carry sevaral pas-
sengers. All that is needed for the
trip is the proper permit. The air-

plane is ready. It is now in its new
airdrome and is called the Goliath.

The flying machine originally was
built for bombing ang has a carrying
capacity of three tons and cabin room
for fourteen persons.

A triad trip was made yesterday,
the persons who made the first flight
were delighted with the comforts and
the stability the airplane afforded
The cabin is sheltered on all sides

The Qoliath is equipped with two 270
horse power motors and can maintain
a speed of 160 kilometers (one hun-
dred miles) an hour. ’

If the permit is obtained, the start
will be made from Buc at ten o'clock
on Sunday morning, It is beleved
that the journey to Londen can be
made in about three hours.

This is the itinerary: Buc Le Bour-
get, Compiegne, Creil, Breteuil, Am-
iens, Boulogne, Folkestone, Tun bridge
Croydon.

The return flight is scheduled for
the following Tuesday.

Minister of Lands and Mines|No Truth

in Stateme~t That
War Service Gratuities Will
‘be Paid to War Widows.

Ottawa, Jan. 22.—There is absolute-
ly no truth in the statement appear-
ing in certain newspapers, that the
war service gratuities payable to men
of the C. E. F. on retirement ar dis-
charge, will also be paid to war wid-
ows, dependents and next of kin of
soldiers killed in action, or 'of wounds.
The next of kin of deceased soldiers
are provided for under the pension
regulations.

The order-in-counci! does, however;
make provision for payment of the
gratuities to the dependents of a sol-
dier who dles subsequent to his dis-
charge or retirement, and before his
dependents have recelved any part
or the whole of the gratuities. It
states that if these survive him, de-
pendents who wonld have been entit-
led to a portion of the gratuity equal
to separation allowance, the portion
of the gratuity unpaid at the time of
his death shall be payable to such de-
pendents. In the case of a soldier
who has no dependents entitled to sep-
aration allowance, and who dies sub-
ject t odischarge before receiving any
or all of the gratuity, the portion of
the gratuity unpaid at the time of his
dischange shall not become payable.

Paris, Jan, 22.—Although no official
notice has been received that the
committee named by the Irish parlia-
ment in Dublin, yesterday, compris-
ing Count Plunkett, Professor Edward
DeValera and Arthur Griffith, was
coming to Paris to pregent the claims
of Ireland to self-determination at the
peace conference, it has already been
deterfnined that, if the delegation se-
cured passports, its application for ad-
mission to the conference to represent
Ireland as an independent nationality
will be passed upon by the committee
on credentials, under the rules.

This commission is sole judge, initi-
ally, on all applicationg ior admission
to the erence, although possibly
an appeal might lie to the full con-
ference in certain circumstances.

DESIRE LARGER
REPRESENTATION
Premier of New Zealand

Thinks His Country is En-
titled to More Than One.

Paris, Jan. 22—W F'. Massey, pre-
mier of New Zealand, and Sir J. G.
Ward, minister of finance of New Zea-
land, arrived in Paris today. They
expressed disappointmernt at the deci-
sion of the supreme council to give
the country only one delegate to the
Peace Congess.

Many Residents Stricken Wi‘h
Dread disease and a Doctor
Sent to Their Assistance—
Mrs. Hutchons the First to
Die.

The epidewic of influenza which
reached Goshen, a few miles from Ei-
gin, a short time ago, and took fits
toll of victims, has now spread to the
latter villnge, and already one person
has succumbed from {its effects, this
being a Mrs. Hutchons, a native of
the place for many years, and whose
sudden demise {s deeply regretted by
a host of friends, who loved and
cherished her, and who deeply sympa-
thize with her husband and the othe.,
members of the family in their great
bereavement.

Mrs, Hutchons was the firet to fall
ill, and soon after the whele family;
comsisting of six children, fell vic-
tims to the influenza.

When the disease fell on the vil-
lage medical ald was asked from Hon.
Dr. Roberts, Provincial Minister of
Health, who answered the summons
for help at the shortest notice, and
forwarded a doctor to the scene at
once. To nurse those ill there is not
suflicient help on hand, as nearly all
are taken ill with the disease, and
nurses are urzently needed to attend
the sick. The disease, it is believed,
has not reached its climax as yet.

NEW HOSPITAL IS
RECEIVING PATIENTS

Renovation of Former School
for the Deaf Nearly Com-
pleted—Most Modern and
Will Accommodate Seyen-
ty-five Patients.

The new military. hospital at Lancas-
ter, is now ready for occupancy, and
aiready some few patients have been
admitted. One of the senior medicay
Jficers of the district, spealing yester-
day relative to the new hospital, stat-
ed that no special date had been set
for the formal opening of the institu-
ticn, as patients were being admitted
daily. The new institution, formerly
the school for the deaf, had to be re-
modelled fo some extent, so as to fit
it up properly for a hospital. ' This
renovation and remodelling is nearly
completed, as is the heating system.
When completely finished, it will serve
seventy-five patients easiiy, as this is
13 authorized capacity. Two new sur-
gical rooms have been ftted up in
the most modern style, and with tha
new and additional surgical applian-
es the new hospital will meet the
demands for which it was planned.
The military hospital in St. James St.
will be kept open until such time as
the new institution may afford suffi-
clent quarters for the full quota of
military patients. At the present timc
this hospital is answering a noble pu:-
poge, and with the numbér of patients
now on hand it is believed the tw»>
insdtutions will be requisite to handls
the number of patients. Military Dis
trict No. 7 has reason to feel proud
of the new hgspital, as it is most
rodern in every featurs, and in the
future more commodious quarters will
be granted to patients by the additicn
of such an institution.
