After
several minutes of unsuoccessful effort
to start the motor Tillison's brother-
in-law, a boy of 18, came out to as-
sist them. They asked.the youth if
there was some one about the place
who could repair an automobile,

The boy sald his brother-in-law
could, but mentioned no name. Young
Smith was sent to the house to ask
the brother-in-law to help the motor-
ists. The fugitive was wary of strang:
ers and sent back word that he was
busy. This assured the troopers that
they had foumd their man.

Found Their Man.

Mexico City, June g—Investigation
of a revolutionary plot in the State of
Oaxaca, which terminated with the
deaths of General Fermar Viazsino
and Genmeral Gonsales C. Enrito, the
alleged leaders, indicates that it had
ramifications im a&ll paets of the re-
public. The date for the uprising had
been set for last Monday. The plans,
it was said today by the war office,
had been well laid for simultaneous
outbreaks that day in Guadlajara,
Morella, Monteroy, Saltillow, Torrion,
Chihuahna and several other smaller
cities, but the arrest of most of the
leaders in the city of Oaxaca last Sat-
urday made attempts to carry out the
programme impossible.

Killed While Escaping

Enrito was captured in Oaxaca and
was shot while attempting to escape
from prison. Vizzano was captured in
Mexico City and executed within &lx
hours when documents were said lo
have been found implicating him as
the general in chief of the Osxaca re-
volt.

An interesting phase of the pro-
gramme of the rebels is said to have
been the selection of Joseph Schanz
Jaurezo, a grandson of Mexico’'s liber-
ator, as provisional president of a new
republic. Numerous arrests of alleged
plotters have been made.

Dole to Men is Cut from
Twenty to Fifteen Shil-
lings Weekly.

SMALL ALLOWANCE
~ FOR WOMAN ALSO

Covernment Compelled to
Reduce Pay Because of
Financial Crisis.

London, June 8.—The government
is rapidly shedding its financtal re-
sponsibilities in pursuance of the
policy of retrenchment. Most surpris-
ing is the repeal of the agriculture
bil which was passed only last De-
cember and came into force on
January 1. It granted minimum prices
to the farmer for his produce and
was estimated to entafl a subsidy
amounting to from £20,000,000 to
£30,000,000 yearly. These guaranteed
prices will terminate with the next
harvest.

Cut Jobless Pay.

In the House of Commons tomight
the government introduced & bill re-
ducing unemployment doles from
twenty to fifteen shillings weekly for
men and from sixteen to twelve shil-
lings for women, and at the same
time increasing the comtributions
from both employers and employees.

T. J. McNamara, minister of labor,
int cing the bill extplained that
owing to the enmormous increase in
unemployment through the coal strike
this insurance had become insolvent,
the government paying £9,000,000
weekly and receiving only $360,000.

RIFE AMONG THE

Communists and Moderates in
Conflict for Possession

of the Funds.

DISRUPTION IS |
GREATLY FEARED

As Extremists Gain Control
Membership in.  Unions
Show Big Falling off.

Paris, June 8.—The split in the
railwaymen’s union foilowing the vic-
tory of the Communists in the con-
vention last Thursday, when a mo-
tion for syndical direction of the or-
ganization was adopted, has resulted
in an animated conflict over posses
sion of the union's funds and head-
quarters. Although the Communists
outvoted the moderates in the comn-
vention, the latter still hold the re-
gular organization. The Communists
have succeeded in gaining possession
of the union's building, but Secretary
Bidgegaray has succeeded in putiing
the union’'s treasury out of reach of
the extremists.

Disruption Feared.
Disruption not only of the railway-
men's union, but of the General Fed-
eration of Labor, is predicted in labor
ciroles here as a result of the extrem-
ists’ success. The federation still has
become effective in the Socialist
party and the railwaymen’s union ex-
ists in a latent state In the organiz-
ation, one of the strongest elements
of which, the union labor organiza-
tion of the Seine, is in the bands of
extremists. A

Membership Decreasing.

One result of the growth of Com-

munist influence is the decreased
membership of the labor unions. ‘The
railwaymen, who numbered 300,000

votes at the convention, preceding
last year's strike, registered only
100,000 at the convention which ended
Thursday in the Communist victory.
Leon Jouhaux's resignation as secre-
tary of the General Federation of
Labor, which frequently has been an-
nounced, now is sald to be imminent.
Such action is regarded in labor cir-
oles as likely to mark the final capt
tulation of the moderates and a wile
split in all the labor organizations of
France.

®he frost was very hard on the crops
around Cody’s and Cole's §sland. 'The
crops had an early start this year
and weore getting along nicely until
the racentdfrost and dronght began.

Rain Badly Needed

The farmers say tBat rain s need-
ed - immediately, or there will be a
very small crop of hay this sumwer.
Parts of -the upriver country are in-
fested with what the inhabitants canl
the army worm. This pest is playing
havoc in the orchards, cspecially with
the apple trees. At the sumrise tiese
pests spread up edong the limbs o1
the trees to the uttermost branches,
stripping off the leaves and at night
they erawl down the trce and form
in a2 ring around the trunk staying
there all night. Many orcthard: look
as if they had been burni over. This
pest does not confine itscl? to the ap-
ple, tees, but is in the forests doing
much damage to the popyple and gray
birch, Spraying does not seem to
have much. effect, and the farmers
are faced with a difficui’ problem.

. To Be Considered.

The Chief Census ‘Commissioner,
- 8. Clawson, is not as optimistic
u; the man ol‘)’ the street as to what
Tease may be expected In the 1921
estimates of the city's populace. - He
points out that the census men may
only consider in arriving - at their
8, those who have their perma-
Dent residences within thé limits of
'the city proper. When this is con-
sidered, it win readily be seen that
St. John will be deprived of a large
number of people, possibly ten thous-
and or more, who would ordinarily
be  considered citizens of the city.
That is all those who live in East St.
Jolin, Fairville, or any other section
beyond the city Mmits, and this also
includes those who earn thetr living
In the city, but who -have homes in
Rothesay, Hampton or other suburban
points.

Don't Get Confused.

It is earnestly desired, however,
that the public shall not became con-
fused on this point. Those who have
their permanent residences in the
suburbs will not ‘be classed as citi-
zens, but all those who have tempor-
ary homes in these sections, but
whose permanent, one might say in
most cases, wintef homes, are in the
.city, will be so classed.

A peculiar feature of thig rule is
that, because the city limits mark the
boundary of citizenship, such popu-
lons sections as Kast St. John, Lan-
caster and Fairville, may not be
counted in, notwithstanding their
proximity to the .center of the city,
while the enumerators have to can-
vass all Stanley ward, which is with-
in the city limits, and although large
in area is sparsely papulated, and ow-
ing to its lack of streets, sewerage
connections and other improvements
has been avoided to a large extent
by those establishing new homes.

During Working Hours

The census men, like all others, are
satisfied that the population of the
city during the working hours is con-
siderably larger than it was, and that
& very noticeabld increase has taken
place since the last census, but as to
the population to be found within the
city between 6 p.m. and 7 a.m. they are
dubious. They point out that very
little regidential buflding has takea
place within the eity limits, the new
houses that have goné up, have been
erected in the adjoining suburbs, on
the other hand many old houses have
been condemned ;and either stand va-
cant today, or have been torn down.
And in most cages these were houses
that at one time swarmed with life.
Those who have been ousted have
treked out and settled in the suburbs.

Some of the enumerators have about
half completed the districts allotted
to them, while others who have had a
good many “vacant house cards” .on
thelr lists, that js houses whose own-
ers are off to the country, have not
got along nearly as fast. The census
men report am astonishingly large
number of citizens who come under
the head of ladgers or boarders.
