Already the big shops complain of an
unlooked for and severe falling off 'in the
holiday trade, and the enomalous condition
prevails of apparent hard times in the face
of what facts and figures show showd be
a state of great prosperity.

‘Today’s situation in the stock market
was absolutely unlooked for by the greit
ma)orjity. Tt is certain that a general de-
mpmhzat:ion prevails that cannot continue
without a terrific smash. “The pin pricks
of the Howling Dervish of finance,” as
Lawson’s attacks on the market have been
called, may' be the direct cause of 'the
general uneasiness, although most of the
big men have so far midiciled thig theoiy.
But as one cf them said today, a man may
start an avalanche by shouting if he shouts
in the might time and place. L

Mrs. Chadwick Seems
Very Common-place.

Public interest in the lady of the mythi-
cal millions continues unabated. All sorts
of weird stories have been printed about
Mns, Chadwick’s personality, so that it was
with more than ordinary interest that I
met her, more or less accidentally, in the
corridor of the Tombs prison today.

The career of this woman, from the time
when she was Betsy Bigley on her father’s
Ontario farm, is of the strangest—her per-
somality, to put it truthfully, iy most com-
monplace. The general impression she
gives is that of a comfortable, motherly
old body who would be much more at home
darning socks than raising millions on
bogus secunities. She is a kindly-faced,
plain woman, with gray heir, a few
wrinkles and a good figure. Her voice and
manners are not cultivated. Her whole
demeanor is that of an honest, simple and
guileless 0ld woman, and she hes about as
much hypnotism as a Carleton ferry boat.

Her whole thoughts today, during the
short interviews, wene apparently centered
on her present inconvenience " in prison.
She wanted a knife and fork, and could
not get them, but menaged to eat very
well with her fingers. In fact, she said
that if she could have what she wanted
to eat, and a knife and fork, she would
stay right here; otherwise she would go to
Cleveland.

Of her case she seemed to want to talk,
but didn’t, contenting herself with a sort
of dumb, wunreasoning confidence that
everything would come out all right. She
wrote a telegram asking a prominent man
in Cleveland, whose name has not yet been
published, for his permission to make a
newspaper statement. This telegram was
sent, as she requested, end a reply was
received practically disavowing any con-
nection with her, and saying that she
could do what she blessed pleased about
making a statement.

‘I'he explanation of Mrs. Chadwick un-
doubtedly is that she is monomaniac on
the subject of money. It is told of her
that when she was a barefooted child on
the Ontario farm she carried around with

but comparatively few active men in the
comimunity give much thought to the Com-
mon Council. The greater number are con-
tent in the Lelief that there is no actual
dishonesty, and a:e likely to dismiss City
Hall questicns wich a wave of the hand
and the casual statement that, if some or
all of the presént aldormen were displaced,
Jiy might be succeeded by men who
WO\\ﬂd e ‘worse, or, at all events, no bet-
tg:; And this casual statement would be
t¥ite if there were at present the same
apathy zbout civic affairs as obtained a
year ago, cr if there were no likelihood
that the pecple are going to take enough
interast in proper city government to de-
vote some attenticn to the character, rec-
crd,~and promises of every man who. de-
sircs to become a member of the Counail
in fature.

The curious idea is sometimes advanc-
ed that to direct attention to men and
matters at City Hall is to display e med-
dlesome spirit. That idea prevails chiefly
among 'those who are willing o accept
public office, but mot the responsibilities
which it involves, or whose personal or
business friends are in that position.
That any change at Oity Hall is desirable
is in a sense (true, but there can be no
object in memoving two or three objec-
tionable or indifferent aldermen and re-
placing them by men equally objectionable
or ‘indifferent. Any movement to bring
about a change will be useful omly if it
aims to substitube for the undesirable
elament men who stand for certain defi-
nite ideas of which a majority of the ac-
tive taxpayers approve. Such a move-
ment, if it takes form in the mear future,
will be started by men intent upon effect-
ing, mot a temporary, but a permament,
improvement in the ¢ity government, and
intent upon excluding, every year, from
the Council, men who are either admitbed-
1y unfit or whose utility in the board is
regarded as doubtful.

Several plans applicable to 'the present
situation have been tried elsewhere with
good mesults. One, with which some of
the deading business men of this city are
already familiar, is that of the Municipal
Voters’ League, of Chicago, which was es-
tablishéd in 1896 and which not omly re-
formed the eity government within a
short period,.but which today enjoys the
conffidence -of the taxpayers to such an ex-
tbent that only ih isolated cases can a can-
didabe whom the League opposes, be elect-
ed. The lorganization is wholly non-parti-
zan; 4t is supported by vo.untary con-
tributions; i‘(’,‘_ is cognizant of every pro-
ceeding in civic government circles; knows
tthe motives for every move made by every
alderman; and yet its work does mnot
necessarily entail, even mpon the executive
any comsiderable sacrifice of time, as most
of 'the work is dome by a eecretary whose
office is salamed and permament. The
deague supponts men rwho 'work only for
the taxpayers. It kills off undesirable al-
dermen by active opposition, plainly stat-
ing the measoms for euch opposition and
meking the public the judge as between
the organization and ‘the man opposed.

No man can use the league for his own
ends. It is mot meddlesome; it deals with |
facts, and sometimes they are unpléasdant |
facts. But it keeps good aldermen in, amdl
bad aldenmen out, and, after eight years
of existence its power and usefulness are
mot mﬂy mliver;anl‘lx wcknorwledg;ed, but
are increasing.

SUBGESTIONS FOR ST. JOHN

The following from a Toronto News
editorial, is of interest in St. John at a
time when public interest, in an unusual
degree, is centred upon municipal affairs:

“To abtempt to manage public utilities
under municipal control by committees of
the Counecil is almost certain to result in
failure and bring discredit upon the prin-
ciple of . public ownership. The Owen
Sound Times directs attention to this fact,
and argues strongly for the appointment of
a capablé business manager of the public
services of that municipality. In the pur-
chasing of supplies and the collection of
revenue, it is said/ economics could be ef-
fected that would more than meet the out-
lay for his salary. No doubt that is the
case. Thére is another consideration, how-
ever, that is worthy of study. A private
corporation employs energetic men at good
salaries to develop business. Why should
a ‘municipality not seek also to extend the
business of a publicly-operated service. A
town estab'ishes a plant to generate elec-
triec light, and no effort is made to sell
light.  The custcmers that apply for the
gervice get it, but in a town the aize of
Owen Sound there are many ways in which
additional business could be secured, and
which wou'd enable the service to make
a better showing in the annual statement.
Locse management is the chief argument
that the opponents of municipal ownership
kave to cffer to the principle. To that
can be traced some failures. Therefore,
it is the point that should be guarded
most carefully. To leave to the changing
Council of a municipality the management
of enterprises in which large sums of the
ratepayers’ ‘money are invested is not a
businesslike method.” L3

Mr. Finn was born on Aug. 6, 1845, a
son of the late James Finn, who kept a|
brewery in Dock street. He was educated |
at the Grammar school, and the late Dr.!
Hutchinson declared mno brighter scholar
was in the school during his time as|
teacher. Mr. Finn entered the employ of
the late Senator Dever. He remained for
some time there, and in 1870 entered into |
business with ‘Charles Patton, in Water
street. Six yeans later this firm was dis-
solved, and Mr. Finn commenced business
tar himself.

His store was destroyed in the fire of |
1877, and he was re-established in the pres-
ent Dufferin hotel building. In 1880 Mr.
Finn moved to the stand mow occupied in
Prince William street.

RAMPARTS
ARTHUR A

Japs Slain by Thous-
ands.

Official Account Tells of Ter-
rific Struggle at Last As-
sault---Sinking of Russian
Fleet Will Not Change Ro-
jestvensky’s Plans.

Headquarters of the Japanese Third’
| Army Before Port Arthur, Nov. 28, via
i Tien Tsin, Dec. 9—(HEditors: Probably
The general assault on Port Arthur,
! which began at moon Nov. 20, is still--in
progress. In the first series of assauits an
attempt was made to capture the forts at
Rinlung and Kekwan mountains by pene-
trating the principal line of fortifications
surrounding them, and to envelop the city
from the east. At the same time a strong
force pushed up the gorge of Shishi Valley
between two fortified ridges and attacked
the supporting fort in the rear of nvest
Riilung mountain, officially called Sungshu
mountain, with the intention of enve.oping
the city from ‘the west.

The attempt failed aiter the most furi-
ous fighting that has been witnessed since
Port Arthur was invested. The fighting
lasted from noon of Nov. 26 until after
dawn of the following day wwithout cessa-
tiem.

Rifle, rapid fire guns and machine guns
blazed from the Russian position, where
advances were made in ‘the open. The
men went down by hundreds. The forts
were belching smoke and bursting shells.
and the rampant walls were black with
assaulters, who on meaching the crests met
with an awtul fire from within the vorts,
which swept down line after line of Jap-

anese.

The determination and fury of the Jap-
anese assaults were equalled by the sbub-
bornness of the nesistance of the Russians.

On the eastern extremity of the line the
Japenese made an assault in an attempt to
capture the Russian trenches sitma'ted
midway on the slope of east Kekwan
mountain.

Japs Mowed Down by Hundreds.

The Japanese paralleled some thirty-ive
! yards of the Russian trench line, and an
entife regiment charged across, the men
falling by hundreds before the awiful fire
of the Russians. But still more men came
on over the bodies of those who had fallen
and by sheer weight of numbers they
reached the tvenches, iwhich they captured
at the point of the bayonet.

The assaulters succeeded in holding some
eighty yands of the trench in front of the
parailel, but their efforts to rush the
trench line east and west was a failure,
owing to the impassable burning pits which
filled the whole space of the trench om
the northern side, as well as to the fact
that their progress 'was barred by the fire
of the Russian machine guns.

At 6 o’clock in the evening a furious Rus- |
sian counter attack drove the Japanese
back to the parallels with great Joss.
| At 9 oclock the Japanese again ¢ap-
tured the same portion of the trench, and
made desperate but unsuccessful efforts to
cross the pits.

The awful struggle continued wuntil 2
in the morning when the Russians again
counter-atacked and nvecaptured the
trench which was piled with dead bodies
For over thirty yards between the trench-
es there was a veritable shambles.

The first attempt to rush the fort on
the northern portion of Kelwan mountain
was made at 1 o’clock in the afternoon |
when the assaulters swarmed up the ram- f
part wall from the moat and met with an
awful fire from within and from the Chin-
ese wall in the rear of the fort.

Ramparts Black With Bodies.

As the result of the first assault the
rampart walls were black with bodies. In
the seccnd assault the Japanese succeed-
jed in gaining a foothold in the interior,
| where the defences were bomproof, with |
' raised lines of protected trenches in the
rear of the fort where the machine guns
swept the front of the fort and the walls.

The assaulters attacked the bomproof
i maze, where the fighting was hand-to-hand
! with bayonets and grenades.

At 3 o'clock in the morning the Japan-
| ese succeeded in establishing a trench line

! within the ramparts which they still hold.
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t:ort, proved a failure but portions of the
fort were temporarily occupied.

Defenders Annihilated.

The defenders were annihilated or were
unable or unwilling to retire and fought
to the last breach.

In the meantime a strong force of Jap-
anese attempted to pierce the line of
works east of the fort but they iwere
unable to make progress.

It was marvelous how the Russians were
able to strengthen their line of defence
at points of attack.

Another attempt was made to pierce
the principal line of fortifications sur-
nrounding the rear of the eastern part of
Pantung mountain, where, after four fur-
ious attempts a emall body of Jap-
anese succeeded in getting through the
wall and in establishing themselves on the
lower slopes of Wantai Hill.

‘Lhe effort of the assaulters was made
at midnight, asisted by artillery which
covered the slopes of Wantai hill with an
avalanche of ehells, The Japamese finally
established a trench line five yards in
front of the line of fortifications which
they mow occupy. Tine rorces are engaged
in throwing dynamite grenades at each
other.

In the first asasult against the fort on
the eastern part of Rihlung mountain the
Japanese were unable to gain a foothold,
though their artillery made the interior
forts a seething cauldron of bursting shells.
The attempts which wwere finst made to
rush the western part of ‘Rihlung moun-
tain, officially called Sungshu mountain,
also ended in failure.

At 9 oclock at might a force of 2,000
volunteers from the right division pushed
up the go-rge'between the two fortified
rides and attacked the supporting fort of
Sungshu mountain, which is a short dis-
tance outside the western confines of Port
Arthur with the intention of enveloping
the city from the west and also for the
purpose of assisting the assaulters of two
Rihlung mountain forts. This force reach-
ed the font hill and engaged a strong force
of Russians upon its slopes in a hand to
hand encounter which Jlasted for two
hours. At the same time the Japamese
assaulting the east and west Rihlung forts
made desperate attempts to rush the in-
terior of the forts. They gained: the ram-
parts, inside which they established trench
lines.

An Awful Hand to Hand Struggle

The east Rihlung fort is the largest and
strongesti of the three forts. It has upper
and lower levels. The lawer levels iere
the scene of the most awful struggle,which
lasted from 10 oclock until midnight. The
struggle was absolutely hand to hand. The
defenders of the greatest part of the bomb-
proofs on the lower levels of the fort were
annihilated and the sections and crosssec-
tions of the bombproofs were piled with
cerpses.

The Japanese gained practically the
whole of the lower section of the fort but
were mowed down by machine guns and
rifles when they attempted to assault the
higher levels.

A similar struggle was going on all the
time in the west Rihlung fort where the
arrangement of defences was the same.

At 11 o’clock a desperate effort was made
by the Japanese to push a force up the
gorge beuween the east Rihlung fort of
Sungshu mountain, but again and again
this force was repulsed.

The struggle in the two forts was con-
tinued until dawn when the assaulters
were compelled to retire to thein trenches
established inside the parapet walls which
they now occupy.

The fighting of the afternoon and might
was the most desperate and sanguinaTy
since the siege began. The opposing fqroes
were so close together that only the fort
walls or a few yards of devel ground sep-
arated them. The #truggle from start to
fnish was at close quarters, with bayonets
and grenades and wifles used as clubs.

At dayiight on Nov. 27, quiet reigned.
and the silence during the day was broken

rifle fire at pomts along the fortified ridge

where the forces were far enough apart to

use their rifles.

Japs Loses More Than Total at
Nanshan.

London, Dec. 10—According to the
Morning Post’s Shanghai despatches, the
Port Arthur forces, with the exception of
those manning the forts, have already re-
treated to Laotie mountain.

The Japanese casualties at 203 Metre
Hill alone exceeded the total of the battle
of Nanshan, acconding to ‘the Daily Mails
corvespondent.

Nogi's Two Sons Killed.

Headguarters of Third Japanese Army.
Dec. 7, via Fusan, Dec. 9—On the morning
of Dec. 3, the Russians granted permission
to the Japanese to gatner their dead and
wounded from the eastern fort ridge fight
of Nov. 29. Yesterday the same concession
was asked by the Russians concerning 203
Metre Hill. The request was granted, but
the privilege was withdrawn today.

moats. Since then there ‘has been practic-
aly no fighting done along the incline of
the eastern ridge of - forts, - the main
strength of the Japanese troops having
lbeen concentrated to effect the capture of
203 Metre Hill. The battleship Pobieda
‘has coVlapsed in the harbor and is now
burning. The battleship Retvizan and the
turret whip Poltava sunk. The cruiser
Bayan has been beached. The other ves-
sels are making no effort to escape.

Port Arthur Short of Rations.

Headquarters of the Third Japanese
Army, Before Port Arthur, via Fusan, Dec.’
9—Two Russian officers captured at 203
Metre Hill, ene belonging to the navy and
the other 'to the army, are being treated
avith ithe greatest courtesy by the Japan-
ese staff, in consideration of aimilar treat-
ment accorded to Japanese officers cap-
tured by the Russians.

Special arrangements-have been made to
transport the officersitto Japan. This is
taken as an indication’ of tthe dieposition
of both sides to end ‘tive ferocity character-
izing the fighting for amonths past, during
which quarter was ‘'meither asked nor
given. -

Russian prisoners meport that the food
supply of the garnison s insufficient. The
men subsist on whoet: rations of bread
made of a mixture ¢f flour and coarser
grains, while ‘the officers get horse flesh
twice a week.

The appearance of the prisoners goes to
substantiate their statements. They are
well clothed, but emaciated.

The Japanese regard the refusal of the
Russians to accept an armistice which has
been asked for and gramted for the pur-
pose of gathering the killed and wounded
on 203 Metre Hill, as the overruling of the
humane desire of General Stoessel by the
officers commanding the forts, It mwas
feared by ‘these officers, ihe Japanese
ithink, that their men would desert and
give the Jamanese the advantage of infor-
mation regarding the forts.

Russian prigomers meport fthat General
Stoessel’s order was overruled by the gar-
wison commanders.

Togo Confident Now of Defeat-
ing Baltic Fleet.

Tokio, Dec. 9—5 p. m—Considerable
astonishment is expresed here over the
fadt ‘that the Russians in no way resisted
the disabling of the Port Arthur fleet. In
cerltain quantens ‘the opinion fis entertained
that 'the Russians opened the sea cocks
of the vesse's o as to Lessen their ex-
posure to the Japanese fire. The recent
cessation of mine clearing was taken as
evidence that 'the fleet did mot intend to
mak a sortie. There was mo sign of life
on ‘the Russian ships during the bombard-
ment, and from this fact it is concluded
that the bluejackets took refuge on land,
or Ithat 'they are engaged in 'the land de-

With the Russian second Pacific squad-
ron approaching, those in Tokio canmot
comprehiend the failure of the Russians to
die hard and to inflict all possible damage
on ithe Japanese fleet, even at the cost of
nweakening ‘the effective garrison.

The Associated Press is also authorized |
to state that even if every ship of the
Port Arthur squadron is destroyed, it will |
have mo effect on Rojestvensky’s plans, |
which mever contemplated assistance <from1
the Port Anthur squadron. -The reports of |
the sinking of a number of Russia’s ships, |
of which the admiralty has no confinma-
tion, however, causes a feeling of extreme
sadness in high naval circles, where the
plans of Rear<Admiral Wiren (the com-
mander of ‘the Port™ Arthur squadron)
were known.

It eecms ineredible that when it became
apparent that the shirs were under fire of
the Japancee gums that they were not
itaken out and sunk in deep water, where
‘they would be beyond 'the possibility of
saivage. The only way in which the offi-
cials here can accourt for the failure to do
80 is that Admiral Wiren was confronted
b‘ conditions of which the admiraity is in
fenorance. !

Captain Clado’s campaign in the Novoe
Vremya against the admiralty and in fa-
vor of sending out the Black Sea fleet, ir-
respective of treaty considerations, prom-
ises 'to have wa sensational sequel. 'The
captain 'has gone to the length of not only
ariticizing the admiralty, but the Grand
Duke Alexis, the high admiral. It i an-
nounced . at ‘the admiralty that Captain
Clado’s action is intolerab’e, and that he
will be arrested for infraction of discip-
line. The captain is one of the witnesses
detached from Viee-Admiral Rojestven-
sky’s squadron ‘o appear at Paris before
the international commission which is to
inquire into the North Sea incident, but
his punishment will only involve confine-
ment in a guard house for two weeks, and
therefore will not interfere with his at-
tendance at Paris. ¢

Tokio, Dee. 11.—4 p. m.—The battering
by the Japancse of the Port Arthur fleet
continues and there is little ground for ex-
pecting that ever again will it engage the
Japanese. . The battleship Sevastopol con-
tinues at ancher outside, but possibly re-
turns to the harbor at night and anchors
irside the outer boom, which protects her
from torpedo boats. The recent heavy
weather has given added protection to the
vesszl. :

Naval experts are discarding the theory
that the Russians themselves sank any of
the ships and the fact that the vessels
first showed lists while in expcsed positions
and the efforts made to save the Sevastopol
are regarded as conclusive eveidence against
the theory of their being sunk by the Rus-
sians. A majority of the sunken warships
lie headed ncrthward. They received the
bulk of the fire across their port sides and
the fact that at least two of them showed
lists to starboard gives rise to the theory
of Japanese shells exploding inside the
ships and against the starboard armor,
driving the armor outward and causing
leaks.

In order to end the future availability
of the Russian warships the Japanese con-
tinued to drop shells into the sunken
hulks. The whereabouts of the torpedo
boat dcstroyers continues doubtful, but it
is thought they are sheltering outside the
harnbor. ‘I'he weather prevents a good cb-
servation being made but the Japanese are
sending a seaiching fire into nooks which
are not ckservablé frcm 203 metre hill-and
other heights. The observers report a
number of tugs, launches, dredgers and
smal craft anchored near the hespital ships
in the west harbor, where they evidently
have gone for the purpcse of obtaining
protection. It is suggested that the be-
siegers notify Lieut. General Stoessel to
separate these vessels from the hospital
ship or take the consequences. The Jap-
anese are exercising care to avoid hitting
the hcspital ships which frequently are in
the direct line cf fire.

More Damage to Port Arthur
Ships.

Tokio, Dec. 10—The commander of the
Japanese naval guns at Port Arthur re-
ported at 9 o’clock Friday night as fol-
lows:—

“Our bombardment today resulted in
five hits on the Pobieda (battleship), and
seven on the Bayan (armored cruiser), set-
ting her on fire and causing 125 degrees list
to port. She threatened to keel over at
high: tide.

The upper decks of the Retvizan and
Poltava are submerged to the foot of the
conning towers. )

“The Pallada (protected cruised) is list-
ing considerably to port and the Pobieda
to starboard, both exposimg their hulls be-
low the waterline. At high tide a position
of their upper decks seem to be sub-
merged.

“The Peresveit (battleship) at high tide
has her stern work and fore torpedo tubes
submerged.

“The Giliak (gunboat) is lying close to
and near the southern base of Pelyu moun-
tain. She 'has listed twenty degrees, is
evidently badly damaged, and is resting
on the bottom.

“The Sevastopol (battleship) left the
harbor at dawn and anchored, evidemtly
for <the purpose of escaping our bombard-
ment.”

Think Russians Sank Their Own
Ships.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 10—The statement
that the Russian wanships at Port Arthur
were sunk by the Russians as a protec-
tion from the Japanese gun fire is regard-
ed here at the admiralty as being quite
possible. If true, it is interpreted as a
sing that Goneral Stoessel believes the
fortress can hcld out until the arrival of
the secoud squadron. The supposition is
that the garrison as a last resort will re-
tire to the Liaoti forts. If succor should
come, the ships could be raised. Consid-
ering the fact that Rear-Admiral Wiren's

Paris, Dec. 9—The chamber of deputies
was crowded today and  intense
interest was manifested in the renewed
efiorts of the combined elements of the op-
position to secure the defeat of the min-
istry. Former Premier Ribot, the opposi-
tion leader, bitterly criticised Premier
Combes’ circular directing government
officials to furnish infonmation concerning
their colleagues.

S.P.C.A. Secretary and Regis-
trar of Births Call on
Mrs._King

FOUR INFANTS IN CARE

No Information- Abount Parents Kept
and Registrar Jones Supplies Forms
for Use—Some of the Cases
—Another Investigation,

8. M. Wetmore, the secretary of the B.
P. 0. A., and John B. Jones, registrar of
births, Friday efternoon visited the
regidence of Mrs. John King, No. 165
Erin street, who for a number of years,
they learned, has been boarding babies at
the rate of $5 end $6 monthly.

They found four infants in Mns. King’s
care and say they also' found that there is
a great deal of laxity with respect to the
receiving of and placing on record the
chudren.

The house, though, is thoroughly heated
and the little inmates are apparently in
very comfortable. circumstances. Their
ages are respectively six months, ten
months, sixteen months and one year and
a half.

Mr. Jones inquired of Mrs. King if she
had  any seystematic method of knowing
the name and address of the mothers, and
| ehe eaid she had not. Mr. Jones there-
{upon informed her that he would supply
her with papers to be filled out whenever
she assumed' tlie responsibility of caring
for a child. By this means the proper
t}uthorities will be in a position to know
just what is taking place—who the baby
is, when. and where born, the mother’s
name and adress, when received, and any
other information of importamce. The
papers will shortly be furnished, and par-
ticulars about the infamts already in Mrs.
King’s care will be given. Failure to com-
ply with the regulations as pointed out by
Mr. Jones will result in the laying of in-
formation.

Mrs, King said that the babies have al-
ways been brought to her home by grand-
mothers—very rarely by the mother. BShe
was questioned quite closely by both the
inspector and registrar about her conmnec-
tion with the care of the infants and in
several instances, they say, she was in-
definite, .

Tt was finally learned that about a year
and; a half ago a baby was brought to the
house by a person who maintained that it
belonged to a very respectable city family.
The child wae accepted, became ill during
the night, and died the next morning.
Mrs. King had kept no record of the case,
and was unable to recall the name or pre-

There is a baby in the home at present
whose mother has meglected to pay and
Mrs. King obijects to caring for it without
remuneration. The child came from  Sus-
sex. She brought the matter to the at-
tention of the two authorities yesterday
and some arrangement will probably soom
be made. In the course of a year Mrs.
King receives about ten infants and the
income derived from their care is a fairly
good sum. Her husband is a shoemaker,
doing business in Fairville.

There is another private house in the
city where it is alleged babies are cared
for and Mr. Jones and Mr. Wetmore in-
tend to visif{ it.

ern ships, and that Great Britain will have
within the year twenty-six modern cruisers,
built within four years, of great speed, with
ammaments as powerful as that of battle-
ships and altogether a great advance on any-
thing which has preceded them.

Lord Selborne then details the fleet
changes. - The home fleet henceforth will
be called the Channel fleet, with headquar-
ters at home. dt will consist of twelve bat-
tleships and a sufficient number of cruisers.
The present channel fleet will- be renamed
the Atlantic fleet, have its permanent base
at Gibraltar and consist of eight battleships
and a sufficient number of cruisers. Af-
filiated to the Channel and Atlantic fleets
will. becruiser sguadrons, cach of six ar-
mored cruisers, commanded by rear-admir-
als. The South Atlantic squadron under the
new arrangement will remain as now cons
stituted. The Mediterranean fleei will con-
sist of eight battleships and attendant
cruisers with its base at the Island of Malta.

Dealing with the cruisers on the extra
European waters, Lord Selborne says it has
been decided to withdraw the less effective
ships of the North American and West In-
dies station and to add to the station ships,
of a new particular service squadron which
the admiralty has ‘decided to constitute,
Naval cadets and boys in training will here-
after be transferred from the training ships
to this particular service squadron which
will be composed of six or eight modern
fighting ships which will be combined into
one squadron under the commander-in-chief
of the North American station. In conclu-
gion, Lord Selborne outlines the places for
:ﬁe naval manoeuvres af 1905 and 1906 which

11 have for their object the testing of the
néw scheme, the object of which in that “‘on
a declaration of war' the fighting efficiency
of the fleet shall be.complete and instan-
taneous.

Ottawa, Dec. 1—By instruction of the
minister of agriculture another distribu-
tion will be made ‘tHis season of samples
of the most productive sorts of grain to
(Canadian farmers for'the improvement of
seed. ‘The stock for'fistribution is of the
very best and has secured mainly
from the excellent erops recently had at
the branch ®xperimental Farm at Indian
Head in the Northwest Territories. The
distribution this epring will consist of
samples of oats, spring wheat, barley, In-
dian corn and potatoes. The quantity of
oats to be sent this year will be four
pounds, and of wheat or barley five
pounds, sufficient in each case to sow one-
twentieth of an acre. The samples of In-
dian corn and potatoes will weigh three
pounds as heretofore. A guamtity of each
of the following varieties has been secur-
ed for this distribution:

Qate—Banner, Wide-Awake, Improved
Ligorvo, Waverley, Goldfinder, Abund-
ance and Thousand Dollar.

Wheat—Preston, Red Fife, Percy, Btan-
ley, Huron, Laurel and White Fife.

Barley — Six-rowed — Mensury, Odessa,
Mansfield, Clande and Royal. Two-rowed
—Sidney, Invincible, Standwell and Oana-
dian ‘Thorpe. .

Potatoes—Carman No. 1, Early White
Prize, Canadian Beauty, Uncle Sam, Amer-
ican Wonder, Bovee, Early Andes and
Late Puritan.

Every farmer may apply, but only one
sample can be sent to each applicant,
hence if an individual receives a sample
of oats he cannot also rTeceive one of
wheat, barley or potatoes, and applications
for more than ome sample for one house-
hold cannot be entertained. These samples
will be sent free of charge through the
mail.

‘Applications should be addressed to the
Director of Experimental Farms, vitawa,
and may be sent in any time before the
1st of (March, after which the lists will
be closed, so that all the samples asked for
may be sent out in good time for sowing.
Parties writing should mention the sort
or variety they would prefer, with a sec-
ond sort as an alternative, and should the
available stock or both these varieties be
exhausted, some other good sort will be
gent instead. Those applying for Indian
corn or potatoes will please bear in mind
that the corn is not available for distribu-
tion until March or April, and that pota-
toes cannot be mailed from here until dan-
ger from frost in transit is over.
