The Derby in Danger.

One of the modern institutions of
Great Britain is seriously threatened
with. overthrow—betting—although it
is under the immediate patronage of the
aristooracy. Lately a great “raid” was
made by the police on the betting-houses
within the city bounds-of London. Many
hundreds of persons who had assembled
in the Alliance Club, White-friars street,
the Exchange Club, Water-lane, and
other known haunts of the betting fra-
ternity were, captured by the. police—
who, however, allowed to go free, after
a brief detention, all who were not pre-

sent in a professional capacity. The

' | Bookmakers, ‘o the ‘number of some

scores in all, wére taken to the police
stations, and subsequently a numbeg of
them were charged before the Lord
Mayor at the Mansion House, under the
Betting-houses Act of 1853. In most

cases, the defendants were released on
their own recognisances to appear at the
next examination, but several of the

1accused were remanded without bail.

from the Right. The first method
would be most in accordance with M.
Thiers’ wishes as it would make ‘him
dependent altogether on the votes of
moderate . Republicans and Orleanists,
and it will probably be chosen if a ma-
jority can be relied on.. The second
plan is the one demianded by the ma-
jority of Republicans, and there is said
to be no doubt but it would resunlt in the
retarn of a large majority pledged to
support the Republic and Thiers. - The
Republicans say it would and the mon-
archical and imperial factions scem to
fear it.

The rapid progress that has been
making in the United States towards
forcing railways, theatres, hotels and
saloons to recognize the social equality
of the colored people has received a
serious checkas will be seen by our
despatches. The decision constitutes a
hotel or saloon keeper the judge of whom
it is proper to serve on his premises.
Theve are many decisions with which
this conflicts, a hotel kecper having
been fined the other day for refusirg a
'room to a lady without escort.

A new species of fillibustering has
broken out in New York—sa species
more in keeping with the spirit of the
age than that which Joaquin Miller has
embslmed in gorgeous verse. The
World says that several business men
have just sent by the steamer Tybee the
money for the purchase of Samana, San
Domingo, they having been satisfied
that the purchase which Congress re-
jected, would be a profitable one, and
they have renewed the bargain with
Baez. The purchase includes consider-
able more territory than the Bay of Sa-
mana. The purchasers of the territory
will soon need protection; and General
Grant will not refuse it to them, the re-
sult being that Samana Bay will become
a naval depot for the United States, just
as the President long since planned that
it should.

Considerable curiosity was excited as
to the course to be pursued by the Liberal
Republican  Congressmen, and their
treatment by the majority. The refusal
to accept Gen. Banks' resignation of the
chairmanship of an important commit-
toe promised an era of good feeling, but:
the subsequent action of the caucus of
administration Semators showed that
Schurz, Sumner and Company are to be
treated as Democrats. The Democrats
seem willing to receive them and share
equally the few places on committees ab
their disposal, but the Liberals are not
willing to be-called Democrats. Carl
Sechurz denies that he has passed over to
the Democratic party. He claims to be
aRepublican, and says he shall not op-
pose nor support the Administration but
be governed by his sonse of duty with-
otit considering hinsself bound by party
interests.

Should the seheme for the constriction
of a narrow gauge raflroad from Bangor
to Calais, by the shore route, stcceed in
getting the, requisite financial aid, an
attempt will immediately be made tose-
cure the construction of a road of the
gsame gauge from this city to St.
Stephen. The route has already been
partially surveyed. In Maine the towns
on the line of ‘the proposed road have
voted five per cent. of their valuation
as stock subseriptions, and Bangor is
now asked to vote $150,000. A body
of New York contractors offer -to build
the road for $20,000.a mile fake as much
stock as the munieipalities, and receive
the bonds of the company at eighty-five
cents on the dollar for the: remain-
der. . If Bangor will vote the amount
asked of her, the contractors agree that
they will build and equip the road and
have it opened and in running order by
the first day of December. It is by no
means certain that Calais will aid this
scheme, and it )W quite probable that
Eastport may be its eastern terminus.

Two Woodchoppers Crushed under a
Rock—One Killed Outright and the
Other ends His Sufiennngs by Suicides

JonnsToN, R. 1., Dee. 4.
On Saturday George H. Drew and Henry

C. Smith went out into the Fox Hunters’

Waterman Woods, or Snake Dens, about

eight miles west of Olneyville, to chop

wood for William H. Mathewson. The
men did not return on Saturday night, and
wero searched for on Sunday, but withou!
giccess, About 5 p.'m.on Monday they
were found lying dead under an' immense
rock, estimated to’ weigh over four tons,
which had fallen uapon and crushed them
both.

They were both seen at work in the woods
on Raturday, and from appearance ‘bad
eaten the dinners they had carried with

| them, ‘and continued to work until nearly

dark. About 5 o’clock, as near ascan
now be told, they had built a fire against
an overhanging rock near by two warm
themselves before going home, as Saturday
was a raw, cold day.

The rock was rent by a scam, and the
heat of ¢he fire ‘expanded that portion o!
it nearest to the two men, and it beeame
detached and fell over upon thera as they
sit by the fire, probably without the least
warning notice. Smith was instantly
killed, his head and body being crashed
directly under therock. ~Drew was caught
by ‘one 1¢@ which was terribly mangled,
and his scalp torn from his head, but was
not instantly killed. 3

Though one hand was useless, with the
other he had cut the boot and stocking
from his right foot, and tore the mangled
limb from beneath the rock, but the
weight of the rock remained on bis body.
pressing out hislife, while its heated sur-
face must have literally roasted. his flesh.

He bore this torture until, realizing bis
holpless rituation, without hope of Treliel,
be took the axe by its head and deliber-
ately cut the great artery in the side of his
neck with its sharp edge, and thus bled
bimself 1o death in a few minutes. The
prints-of his bloody fingers were dried on
the-axe when it was found. .

Smth was recently employed in Bosion
as a jeweler, but was burnt ont by the
late fire. lle was 25 years old. . Drew
was 35 years old, and was expecting his
wife and child to arrive sosn. Both were
patives of New Hampshire.

In Dublin, three weeks ugo, in one of
the moet squalid districts, 8 wake was held
over a dead child, the company retiring at
_midnight. Nothing further was heard of
theparents until the following morning,
when it was discovered that their room
was on fire, and on two wén breaking into
it they found the man and woman lying en
the floor dead, all the furniture destroyed
by fire, and the corpse reduced to & cinder.
The parents had been disputing where the
child should be buried, the one being a

Protestant aod the other a Catholic.

The Custom Houge Difflonlty.
THE SUSPENSION OF CUSTOMS OFFICIALS AND

THE MEASURES ADOPTED TO GIVE THE PUB-
LIC AN EXPLANATION.

James Jobnson, Esq., Aesistant Com.
missioner of Customs arrived here from
Ottawa on Satarday, his mission being to
act, under the instructions of the Minister
of Customs, in the matter of the recent
difficulty between the Department and
Mr. John C. Brown. . At the time
the investigation held . here . by

-eviderice were kept concealed from the
public, and the papers containing the re
sult of this important enquiry trabsmailed
to Ottawa to be laid before the heads of the
Department. 1t now appears that the
sentiment of the public in the matter was
not incorrect, as the result of. the investi-
gation is that, after careful examination
and . mature consideration, it bas been
deemed expedient in the interests of all
concerned to suspend four of the St. John
officials.” These are Messrs. James R. Rael,
collector of the port; Stephen E. Gerow,
landing surveyor ; Thomas Bustin, the
locker of Brown’s warehouse ; and John
Sandall, warehouse keeper.. Mr. Johnson
arrived here with the desire to obtain, if
possible, the amount of the defalcation.
This, after payment by Mr. Kennedy of the
$1,200 duty, end the seizure of goods by
the Collector, has been reduced from §32,-
000 to between $27,000 and $28,000,
and as under the present circum-
stance this emount ocannot be ob-
taived from Mr. Brown, the officials
mentioned have been called upon to pay
the amount or furnish the necessary se-
curities. This they have so far failed to
do and they bave been notified of their sus-
pension from duties_pfter this date. The
Minister of Customs has been informed by
Mr. Johnson of this fulfilment of instruc-
tiona from the Department.

A criminal prosecution will at once be
commenced against Mr. Brown, who will
alter a preliminary examination before the
Police Magistrate be tried for breach of
the revenue laws. This offence, being a
misdemeanor, comes Within the jurisdic-
tion of the County Court.
