CHRISTMAS AT FERNCLIFF.

At last the day of my trial came. 
As 1 ascended through the trap-door

25th of August, seizing an opportunity 
when I knew the dog had not been 
set on his accustomed watch in the 
hall, 1 broke open the side-board, with 
burglar’s tools, and was discovered in 
the very act of filling my valise with 
the silver.

He «aid that the defence would lay 
great stress on jiy hitherto good char­
acter, and would try to set up the 
plea that no theft was intended, and 
that it was an instance, though a very 
remarkable instance, ol somnambulism 
— a plea which could not stand for a 
single instant.

He scouted the idea of a somnam­
bulist providing him-elf with burglar’s 
tools aud committing what was evi­
dently an act of burglary.

Betides, he was prepared to show 
that the act could have been commit­
ted by no one else. There was no 
trace of any other hand in it. The 
window, it is true, had been found 
open, but It was opened from the in­
side, and was a clumsy attempt on my 
part lo cover np my crime by trying 
to make it appear as it the room had 
been entered lrom Ihe outside.

Hh 
lighted a lamp, partly dressed himself, 
opened the door, and followed the dog 
to the dining-room, where he had 
great difficulty in dragging him from 
my throat. ,

Fanny Courtney further testified 
to first noticing the burglar’s tools, 
which were quite new and were pro­
duced in court.

Mr. Morris confessed lo having re­
tired with a very uneasy feeling, owing 
to a warning he had received that 
evening from a friend, and which, 
taken in connection with sentiments I 
had expressed some days before at his 
table, bad caused him to suspect my 
principles, and to blame himself for 
having permitted me to establish such 
intimate relations with his family. He 
had no doubt whatever of my guilt.

The servants all testified against 
me, and no cross-questioning could 
shake their evidence. Crawford, the 
greom,had searched everywhere about 
the place for possible traces ot any 
other burglar, but none could be 
found.

In fact, the whole evidence was 
against me, and there was no ground 
upon which to conetrnct the appar­
ently flimsy plea ot somnambulism.

My counsel did the best he could 
for me by urging the great improba­
bility of my committing such a crime. 
He called witnesses to testily to ray 
hitherto blameless life. He appealed 
to the sympathies of the jury, and 
suggested that the whole matter was a 
mystery; but the jury was composed 
of hard-headed, practical men, who 
could uot see any difficulty abont the 
matter, and returned a verdict of 
gnilty without leaving their seats.

I could not be surprised, as 1 saw 
how it would go from the beginning, 
and only felt thankful that both Ethel 
and myself had been spared the pain, 
she of testifying against me, and I of 
hearing her testimony.

When the Judge asked me what I 
had to say why sentence should not be 
passed against me, I had all the self- 
possession of despair.

I looked round upon the immense 
crowd that, in breathless silence, 
awaited my answer, and recognized a 
few Toronto friends and acquaintances, 
and the laces ol many I had met dur­
ing my visit, iu the society at Brock- 
ville—young ladies with whom I had 
danced at parlies and handed in and

often, and regarded it as a matter ol 
course, proceeded to pass sentence.

He gave me a long lecture, kindly 
mean:, but, under the circumstances, 
quite thrown away, in which bespoke 
of the pain which ha experienced in 
seeing one so yonng, and whose father 
he had counted among his triends, one 
brought up with all the advantages ot 
a sound secular and religious educa­
tion, iu such a position as I then oc­
cupied before him, found guilty, after 
a fair trial and through evidence w tiich 
left no room for doubt, of the crime of 
burglary.

He said he did not stop to ask what 
motives could have urged me to such 
a deed—strong motives (here u ust 
hare beer,, but they were known only 
to myself. It must have been a great 
temptation which led me, a gentle
man, and a man whose honour had; jtriato to a cottgregrtlon ot convicts, 
neve'-been impugned, to such a breach ' 1 “* 11
of hospitality, leaving the idea ef 
crime for the moment out of question 
—that impelled me to injure one to 
whom I stood in the relation of ptos- 
pect’.vo son-in-law, and to degrade 
myself to a level unworthy of the affec­
tion of the woman 1 professed to love.

In tact, so strong were the reasens 
why I should not have committed the 
crime ot which 1 nad been found 
guilty, that guilt could never have 
been brought home to me had I not 
been detected in the very act. But 
the crime had been proved, and though 
I had blundered in my work, the evi­
dence showed that it had been calcu­
lated some time before, and that much 
thought had been used to make th: 
attempt a successful one.

Such being the case, he would not 
make my punishment so light as he 
might have done under other circum­
stances, and yet, being my first offence, 
he would not make it so heavy as to 
crush me with despair. He would 
sentence me to five > ears’ penal servi­
tude in the Provincial Penitentiary, 
aud he trusted that it would prove 
corrective, aud, that when the term of 
my imprisonment had expired, l would 
set myself earnestly to work to make 
an honest livlihood, and would by an 
honourable and upright life atone for 
my crime in the eyes ot society.

When I turned to leave the dock, a 
piece of paper was by some unseen 
person tbrnst into nty hand. I crush­
ed it up till I had reached the cell, the 
turnkey had closed anc^ locked the 
door, and I heard his footsteps echo­
ing down the corridor.

Then I unfolded it aud read it. It 
was as follows:

* Dearest Frank,—Never, never, 
never, shall I believe you guilty.

1 You could not have committed a 
crime. Father is so stern he will not 
allow me even to write to you.

• I have disobeyed him onçe_to tell
you that, in spite of all, l believe in 
yon and love yon still, and will not 
lose heart or faith till the dreadful 
mystery is solved. Then we shall be 
happy, and till then I will pray and 
hope. Ethel.’

Noble girl! I sat down, buried my 
head iu my hands, and wept like a 
child.

Ohl that dreadful prison.
How often had I seen it from the 

deck of the passing steamer, with the 
sunlight gleaming upon its tin-roofed 
dome, and ibought it a striking object 
in the landscape—something to bo 
looked at and admired.

If I thought at all of the busy, silent 
lives within, of the crushed hopes and 
broken hearts, or worse still, of the 
humanity too brutalized to feel crushed 
and broken^ it was in a light way, and 
with a glow of satisfaction that iltefe 
was a great gull fixed between ns, 
which there was no danger ot my pass­
ing.

Once, while .In Kingston as a 
sightseer, I had X done’ the Peniten­
tiary, with others of my party, I visit­
ed the different workshops, and had 
the most noted convicts pointed out to 
me, and admired the work, and specu­
lated as to the amount o; comfort to 
be enjoyed in the clean-looking cells.

We strolled also into the chapel— 
and saw the table spread for dinner in 
the hall—and said in a chaffing way, 
that it wasn’s a bad place to live in 
after all.

Bat it is one thing logo there lor an 
hour on a bright summer day, with a 
pleasant party, and in the best of hu­
mour with oneself aud all the world, 
dressed in a suit of faultness fit and 
pattern, and with a reputation, like 
Cæsar’s wife, above suspicion, and 
quite another thing to dwell there day 
after day, with only the prospect, ot the 
long days growing at.last into the term 
of years of one’s sentence, wearing 
always that horrible parti coloured 
eonvict’s dress, and with the mark if 
not the guilt, of the felon upon me.

I have had both experiences. I say 
have had, but the latter I am having 
now. Guililess, I am suflering the 
punishment of the guilty. A man of 
honour, 1 am in the eyes ol the world 
a lelun.

It is rather a mixed society we have 
here.

There are men with low foreheads, 
and brutal, square cut heads, who were 
bom criminals, and merely followed 
their instincts. Their parents orsome- 
body before them are partly responsi­
ble, and society is partly responsible 
for their crime. Aud there are others 
with only the excuse of strong temp­
tation, and the fact that * man is very- 
far gone front original righteousness.’

There is a doctor, who under very 
great provocation shot his wife; anil 
a lawyer who was guilty of forgery ; a 
broker who speculated and used trust 
funds to set up his margins; and 
one who had held a high posit ion in so­
ciety, and was led by an extravagant 
style of !i ing into embezzlement, and 
there are other professional men whose 
crimes shall be nameless

We live together and work together 
lit silence, roused by the great prison 

! bell to our labour, and called together 
to our cheerless meals; buried in this 
awful sepulchre, with only a glimpse 
of the outer world in the visitors who 
stare at us as if wc were wild beasts, 
or a sight ot the blue waters of the 
lake which makes us long to ride 
again in pleasure boats upon i.s sur­
face, or to be beneath it and at rest.

And so we live our routine life,

from the beginning of the week until 
its end.

The dull Sundays connect the dull 
weeks together, in ah endless chain.

They are dull Sundays which might 
be so full of the strength and consola­
tion which religion alone can give. 
But we are marched together to chapel, 
and, by prison rule, arc not allowed to 
kneel or stand to take part in the ser­
vice of prayer and praise.

There we sit while the service is said 
for us, and the sermon'read in a per­
functory way without any heart in it.

À few weeks ago a stranger came 
to take the chaplain’s duty. He was 
a young man, and had evidently taken 
a sermon hap-hazard, without first 
reading it over.

It was on the motives for ç-ûog jo 
Church, and was singularly lnappfo-

I remember a passage of it, the most 
striking one—‘ People often go to 
Church from unworthy muti es. Per­
haps now, some of you have come 
hero to-day because .... (a 
pause, lookingahead, and then In slight 
confusion), you had nothing else to do, 
and some .... (another pause) 
to meet your neighbours; and some 

. . ." (a longer pause, and with
a very red face) to criticise each other’s 
dress; and;some . . (a pause, and
an apparent resolution to extemporize, 
and then 1n desperation and utter 
confusion) because you are wearied by 
the gaieties ot the past week, aud are 
seeking a balm for your conscienees.’

Oh ! how I have longed for some 
earnest man, to speak to those poor 
gnilt-ladened hearts, and to tell them 
of a Saviour’s priceless love, of the 
ransom paid, and the salvatiou pur­
chased by His blood.

How many might be moved to re­
pentance!

A new man has come to take the 
chaplain’s duty, who has leave of ab­
sence for a while.

Last Sunday was his first, and he 
obtained permission from the warden 
for us to. kueel and stand, and take 
our part in the service.

It had a good effect. They say he 
is a Ritualist, but I do uot care. 
He is an earnest preacher, aud evi­
dently means wot'* , and I wish him 
1 God speed.’

About fifteen months have passed 
since I came here—it seems an age— 
and there is no prospect of the mys­
tery being solved and my"-consequent 
release.

My poor dear mother—God» help 
her—is almost heart-broken, but her 
faith iu me is not shaken ; aud Ethel 
I have not heard from. Her father 
would, not allow her to write to a 
felon, and she would not disobey his 
command.

But l think of her always, my only 
darling, and ot those delightful days 
at Ferncliff,

Shall wrong and injustice always . 
triumph? Shall 1 never be clear in 
the eyes of the world, and happy in 
the realization! of my dream ot love?

Is there no ... .
1 had written my narrativeifrom 

time to time, as I had opportunity, in 
my cell, and had got thus far with it 
Christmas morning, when I was sud­
denly summoned to the warden’s house.
I was shown into a room, and found 
myself face to face with Mr. Morris, 
who eagerly seized my hanUs, fell upon 
his knees, and, with eyes suffused with 
tears, and voice choking with emotion, 
implored my pardon.

He said he had discovered my inno­
cence, and had made the only repara­
tion iu his power—he had seen the 
Minister ot Justice, aud had obtained 
an order for my release.

I was to ask no questions, but to 
change my clothes as quickly as possi­
ble, and to accompany him in a cab to 
the station. Wc would have barely 
time to catch the train, aud he would 
explain everything on the way.

I was only too ready to follow his 
instructions, aud having said • GtTôâ^- 
bye’ to the warden, and thanked him 
for many favours I bad received at his 
hands, I took my seat in the cab be­
side my deliverer, and was driven to 
:he station.

As we were rattling along King 
Street, Mr. Morris said, thrusting a 
paper into my hand, ‘ that will explain 
all.’

It was a letter and read as follows:
‘ Albany, April 8th, 18—,

‘ Hugh Morris, Esq.
‘ Dear Sir,—Thomas Slogan, a pri­

soner under sentence of death for a 
murder committed while engaged in 
an act of burglary, has made the fol­
lowing confession to me:—

‘ On the evening of the 27th August,
18—when the family were on tne verandah, 
he entered your house by the open window 
of the dining-room, and concealed himself 
under the sofa.

In no 
instance had the lesults exceeded the 
estimates, but In many instances there 
had been very heavy reductions, without 
in the slightest degree injuring the char­
acter of the road. He believed that the 
estimates would be still further reduced 
by several hundred thousand dollars. 
On the 185 miles between Port William 
and Red River a reduction of 81,385,00 > 
had already been made. On the 127 
miles between Kamloops and Emery's 
Bar the reduction was 81,663,200; and on 
thç 90 miles between Emery’s Bar and 
Port Moody the reduction has been $313,- 
700. The whole reduction on previous 
estimates on the sections to be construct­
ed by the Government was 84,750,000.

Mr. McLennan said he had listened to 
Sir Charles Tupper’s explanations with 
the greatest possible pleasure. Mr. Blake 
had not made bis motion for the sole 
purpose of getting information, but to 
try and get a peg on which to trump up 
charges against the Minister of Railways 
and the Government. He was glad to 
hear that the Government were going to 
construct the road up to the required 
standard at the enormous reductions 
named by the Minister.

Mr. Blake replied, and said he made 
no charge, nor did he ask for the infor­
mation with the intention of formulating 
a charge against the Government.

Christmas in the Churches-
CHATHAM.

In Chatham, the customary services 
were held in St. Paul’s and St. Mary’s 
Churches on Christmas Day ; in the latter 
at 11 a. in., and in the former at 3 p. in. 
In St. Mary’s Chapel, the decorations are 
similar to those of preceeding years, ex­
cept that more pains have been taken 
with the Chancel. On the eastern wall 
o^ the Chancel beneath the window a 
reredos is placed extending from side to 
side. The colors are evergreen, scarlet, 
white, blue and gold. The lower sections 
at either end of the Altar represent dia­
gonal bars ornamented with trefoils, Ac. 
Above each of these the letters “ Alpha” 
aud Omega" in gold and sliver appear, 
interlaced, on a scarlet ground, and the 
s< ction is further decorated with a St. 
George's Cross in scarlet. Ac. Imme­
diately over the Altar in the center is a 
panel in blue with the sacred monogram 
in gold, surrounded by rays in scarlet 
and white. On either side of the center, 
panel is another, in white, on which is, 
arranged a gold-bordered scarlet scroll 
supported on green foliage and bearing 
the text, on the left and right respective­
ly, “ Living Bread,” “ True Vine.” 
Above the three central panels is the 
name “Immanuel" in white, frosted, old 
English letters on a scarlet ground. The 
whole is surmounted with an ornamental 
cross in white, scarlet, blue, and gold, 
and bearing a crown in gold on each arm. 
Over the east window is the text in white 
letters on scarlet ground bordered with 
evergreen, “ The people that walked in 
darkness have seen a great light." The 
other walls of the Sanctuary and Choir, 
and the organ, are trimmed with ever­
green and the text “ Messiah,” “ Inter­
cessor," “Wonderftil,” “Counsellor," 
“ Mighty God," “ Alleluia," “ Alleluia." 
“ Alleluia,” “ Glory to God in the Highest 
and on earth, Peace, Good Will toward 
Men,” “ Hozanna in the Highest."

Around the Chancel Arch is the Text 
in white letters on scarlet ground bor­
dered with evergreen, 1 • For unto you is 
born this day in the City of David, a 
Saviour which is Christ the Lord.” The 
windows on the side walls of the Nave 
are*ordered with evergreen wreaths as 
is also the front of the gallery on which 
is a shield in white bordered with ever­
green and*earing St. George's Cross in 
scarlet. Beueath the shield is the Text. 
“ Christ is bom in Bethlehem.” The pil­
lars supporting the,gallery &c., arc trim­
med with spiral wreaths of evergreen. 
The Pulpit is decorated with spruce, with 
scarlet panels bearing suitable designs in 
blue, white and gold and the Text, “ Glad 
tidings of great joy.” The Lectern 
prayer desk find font have appropriate 
ornamentations ; tin the latter around the 
base of the conical cover of evergreen 
is the Text in white old English letters 
upon a scarlet ground, “ Thou shall call 
His Name Jesus."

In St. Paul’s the decorations are not so 
elaborate but in a great measure similar 
to those of last year. The mouldings of 
the East window are trimmed with 
spruce wreaths. Above the window is 
the Text, “ Holy, Holy, Holy, Lord God 
Almighty,” in white letters on a scarlet 
ground bordered with evergreen. At the 
base of the window over the altar is the 
Text, “ Lo. I am with you always,” and 
above the Text is.-a Cross in evergreen 
and scarlet and white berries. The 
walls of the Nave are decorated with 
evergreen round the windows, and be­
tween the windows are the Texts. “ The 
Lord our righteousness.” “The Desire 
of all nations shall come." “God sent 
forth His Son," “God manifest in the 
Flesh." “ Hozanna to the Son of David,"

Glory to God in the Highest," “ On 
earth peace good will towards men,” 
“ Now is come Salvation and strength, 
&c. The Pnlpit is trimmed with ever­
green wreaths, and upon the front panel 
there is ar Cross in evergreen, with scar­
let and white berries. The prayer desk 
and font are decorated with spruce, hem­
lock and berries.

The morning service at St. Mary!s 
Chapel consisted of Morning Prayer with 
Holy Communion, aud Sermon by the 
Rector. Hymns 62, 59, 60, H. A. and M.

In St. Paul’s the afternoon service con­
sisted of Evening Prayer, and Sermon by 
the Rector. Hymns, the same as above.

The offerings at both services were in 
aid of the poor.

vice was held at half past eleven, and 
was attended by quite a respectable con­
gregation. After the evening prayer the 
Rector proceeded to the Communion of­
fice, and pausing after the Nicene.Creed, 
reminded those present that the day had 
once more arrived which had been kept 
by the Church from the very earliest ages 
as the Birthday of the Saviour of the 
world.

ST. GEORGE’S CHURCH—BATHURST.
This Church was as usual neatly dec­

orated for Christmas. There was not 
quite so much evergreen trimming as on 
former occasions, but there were more 
texts. The windows were all wreathed 
in evergreen as were also the Pulpit, 
Reading desk and Font. The space be­
tween the windows over the Communion 
Table was covered ’with Turkey red, 
which tapered to an angle at the top.

Evenly divided between each 
corner and on the front of the gallery 
was the text. “Offer unto the Lord 
Thanksgiving." The texts were all in 
gold on scarlet aud turkey red back­
grounds.

Morning service was conducted by the 
Rector, the Rev. W. H. Street, who 
preached an appropriate discourse from 
the text 21st verse of the 2nd chap, of 
St. John's Gospel. There was also a 
celebration of the Holy Communion.

ST. MARY’S—DALHOUSIE.
The decorations of this pretty little 

Church were not essentially different 
from those of last year. On the east 
wall, aud over the Chancel window in a 
semi-circular scroll was the text—“The 
Gift of God"—the lettering being green on 
a white foundation, with a green border­
ing. Slightly lower down and in two 
divisions on either side of the window 
were the words “ Glory to God in the 
Highest." Those two texts with some 
three or four banners completed the de­
corations on the east wall. The Rood 
Screen was, as usual, very prettily and 
tastefully decorated, and was much ad­
mired. The different columns were 
wreathed in green, while above, divided 
by the central arch of the Screen, in 
white lettering on a red foundation, was 
the text “A Child is Born,” “ A Son is 
Given." The different openings in the 
Screen on the one side were filled in by 
the “Alpha” and “Omega" with a Mal­
tese Cross between the same being be­
tween the letters “ Chi” and “ Hho," 
which filled up the other side. Over the 
arch was the Star ofBethlehem. and this 
surmounted by the usual cross. All these 
were in white on a red background.

, Coming tothe body of the Church there 
Was a large massive wreath extending 
over the Chancel arch and festooned 
without a break around the whole of the 
nave, with the exception of the western 
wall. Between the windows of the nave, 
in six divisions, ran the words—His 
Name shall be"—“ Wonderftil"—“ Coun­
sellor”—“The Mighty God"—“The 
Everlasting Father” — “The Prince of 
Peace." The lettering was large, in va­
rious colors on a white ground, the bor­
dering being of very dark bine, studded 
with stars of gold, .unhooking remar­
kably well against the- dark stained walls 
of the Church. The font was not forgot­
ten, but was surmounted by a conical 
shaped covering of green with a cross on 
the top. and festooned around the base. 
Altogether the Church presented a very 
pleasing appearance, was much admired.

ST. ANDREW’S. NEWCASTLE.
This beautiful little Church, (the gen­

Hudson) though 
not so heavily trimmed as in former 
years, is nevertheless very tastefully de­
corated. The groundwork of the Chan­
cel decorations consists of flue hemlock.

The 
Font is encircled with leaves, interspers­
ed with autumn leaves. The windows 
are draped with heavy wreathing. A 
Cross composed of everlastings, is seen 
on the lectern, and another at the top of 
the rood screen, consisting of flowers 
and evergreen. Over the chancel arch is 
seen an illuminated text—“ The Day­
spring from on High hath visited ns!" 
Appropriate texts, bordered with cedar 
wreathing, appear on each side of the 
West window.

The Rector, Rev. IL II. Barber, deli­
vered an appropriate discourse at the 
service held at 11 a. m. The choral part 
of the service consisted of the chants 
Vende and Benedieite. (Gregorian) and 
the Te Deum, and Hymns ancient and 
modem, numbers 61, 60. 59 and 62.

Methodist S. School Entertainment 
at Newcastle.

It is now some time since this school 
has had anything in the way of entertain­
ment, but the omission was fully atoned 
for by the very pleasant gathering which 
took place in the Temperance Hall on 
Monday evening last, consisting of a Tea, 
music and recitations by the children, 
and a Christmas Tree loaded with pre­
sents for the little ones.

Then followed “ The 
Christmas Bells,” song by the children, 
the accompaniment of bells chiming in 
on the first line of each verse, and in" the 
chorus. Miss Bessie Anslow acquitted 
herself admirably in the recitation— 
“Christmas Eve." which was well re­
ceived. The children then sang, with 
much spirit. “ The S. School Volunteer 
Song.” The next was a piece appropri­
ate to the Season, entitled “ Knight 
Rupert." who is supposed to represent 
Santa Claus during his absence in anoth­
er country on important business. The 
piece commences by a number of children 
singing a carol, after which by the direc­
tion of the lady who is participating in 
their sports, (this character being well 
sustained by Miss M. A. Atchison) the

All eyes were bent upon Knight 
Rupert, who wished them all a merry 
Christmas. and then turned his attention 
to the Christmas Tree, the tapers on which 
a few moments before had been lighted, 
and which, with its lights, ornaments 
and presents, looked very attractive. 
The children were then called up one by 
one. to receive their presents. After­
wards, the Rev." Mr. Parmelee made a 
few remarks, the children sang the clos­
ing piece, “ Good Night." which brought 
to a close one of the most enjoyable 
Sunday School entertainments ever held 
in Newcastle, and which was enjoyed by 
all present. The hall was decorated with 
evergreen, and, with the tree, had a most 
Christmas-like appearance, much credit 
being due to the young ladies who had 
charge of the decorations.

The “ Nonantum."
The loss of this vessel and the suffer­

ings and death of her unfortunate crew, 
have given rise to considerable comment, 
not a little of which has been most un­
just to the Chatham gentlemen who were 
called upon to make the survey, charg­
ing them, in an indirect way, with the 
terrible loss of life which has naturally 
elicited a great amount of sympathy. 
These statements have appeared in vari­
ous papers, notably in the Star and St. 
John .Yetcs, the latter publishing a letter 
over the signature of “ Nemesis,” which 
has called forth a reply irom R. R. Call, 
Esq., a gentleman whose word can be 
relied upon, and who is in a position to 
speak authoritatively upon the matter. 
As cousiderable interest is manifested in 
all the circumstances relating to the de­
parture and wreck of the .vessel, we 
think it advisable to republish the letter 
referred to, in order that the matter may 
be fairly understood by those who may- 
have been led astray by the misrepresen­
tations of reckless writers. The follow­
ing is the letter, which appears in the 
Telegraph of the 27th inst: —

Sir : During the past few weeks the 
attention of the public lias been directed 
to certain statements which have appear­
ed in the columns of several newspapers 
in the province, as well by editorials as 
by correspondence, in reference to the 
condition and sea-worthiness of the 
barque Nonantum, owned by Messrs. R. 
A. & J. Stewart, which left this port and 
was towed to the Horse-shoe on Wednes­
day, the 17th November last. These 
statements, if allowed to pass unanswer­
ed, are calculated to produce a feeliug in 
the public mind, that the parties interest­
ed in sending her to sea knew her to be 
in an unfit state, and to throw a slur on 
the persons called upon to examine her. 
The first report which appeared in the 
(Rohe of St. John was allowed to pass 
without comment, as it probably did not 
make any positive assertion in that di­
rection,but when an article appears such 
as the correspondence in the Xews of 
yesterday signed “ Nemesis,” directly 
charging the shippers and the surveyors 
with a wilful and inhuman disregard for 
the lives of the men on board the barque, 
and making a gross and cowardly per­
sonal attack upou the character of a re­
spectable citizen of Chatham, who seems 
to have been singled out by the writer as 
a target for the shafts of Ills venom, I 
think it is about time that some disin- 
Interested person acquainted with the 
facts should contradict these malicious 
statements. I do not know what motive 
prompted the writer in making this cow­
ardly attack, is his statements are en­
tirely untrue and can be easily contra­
dicted and disproved. An editorial also 
appears in the last Star, commenting up­
on the condition of the vessel when she 
passed Chatham, and making strong In­
sinuations that she was unseaworthy. 
In regard to the vessel's list, I can only 
say that I have seen many ships leave 
this port careened over to a greater ex­
tent than the Nonantum, and yet make 
the voyage in safety, and here I may sav 
that the Star’s assertion that she passed 
down the river with her “rail in the 
water," etc., is not true ; in fact the water 
on the low side of the vessel was at least 
four feet below the waterways. •

As I happen to have a full and person 
al knowledge of all the events that took 
place on board the Nonantum from the 
time the trouble arose with the sailors 
until the surveyors completed their ex­
aminations, and had also a good oppor­
tunity of noticing her state and condi­
tion, I feel that I am in a position to give 
an impartial statement, which can, if ne­
cessary, be backed up by incontrovertible 
corroborative testimony.

It may be said that I have no business 
to meddle in the affair, but when I read 
statements such as those referred to, 
which tend to defame aud disgrace our 
port and people, I feel that, knowing all 
the facts as I do, I would not be doing 
my duty as a man and a lover of fair 
play in allowing them to pass unanswer­
ed.

It has been stated that the vessel had 
no ballast in her, aud was loaded with 
dry deals in the lower hold and wet ones 
between decks and on the deck. Before 
writing this letter I called upou Charles 
Sergeant, Esq., at wl*se mill most of 
the cargo was cut, and at whose wharf 
the vessel lay during the whole time of 
loading. He informed me that lie had 
supplied at least sixty tons of stoue bal­
last for the Nonautum before a deal was 
placed in her, and that all the deals that 
made up her cargo were, cut from logs 
which had been stuck in the stream all 
summer and came down in the last fall 
freshet, and were all, consequently, new­
ly sawn, and there could, therefore, be 
no difference in their weight. I thiuk 
that Mr. Sargeant is a man whose word 
will be readily accepted as truthful by all 
who know him, and his statement so 
completely reftites the untruth about the 
ballast and deals, that I need say nothing 
further about it. I may say that Mr! 
Sargeant has given me liberty to use his 
name in this connection, aud that he is 
prepared at any time to substantiate his 
assertions.

I will now give a true statement of 
what took place after the vessel reached 
the Horse Shoe. On the 18th November 
I went down to the Horse Shoe on hoard 
the Andover, for the purpose of towing 
np the Light-ship. Capl. Johnson, of 
the Nonantum, who had been delayed in 
Newcastle to sign some papers, also ac­
companied me. My instructions from 
the Government < ifficer were to leave the 
Light-ship in position if possible until 
the Nonantum got over the Horse-shoe. 
On arriving, we found the barque had 
not got over, hut was lying with two 
tugs on this side of the Horse-shoe, 
waiting for the tide to rise. We placed 
the Andover Alongside the vessel and 
went on board. I was immediately in­
formed by the pilot that if the Lightship 
was removed the vessel could not be 
taken to sea ; I therefore decided to wait, 
if possible, until the tide was sufficiently 
high to float her over the bar. I was 
present when the captain was informed 
by the pilot that four of the crew had 
refused to work on the way down, and 
were in the forecastle, aud seemed de­
termined to act ugly. The captain or­
dered the men aft, in order to hear their 
grievance. In the meantime the two 
foreigners who were shipped in New­
castle were working nearthe main hatch. 
The captain asked them if they had any 
fault to find. They said they had not. 
The four men then came aft, and, in re­
ply to the captain, stated that their only- 
fault was. that the vessel had toe much 
list aud should be relieved of the deck­
load. The captain said that if the deck­
load was found to be too heavy, or that 
if there was any danger after they got 
out, it could easily be disposed of: but 
at present they were unnecessarily alarm­

coercive measures. While steam was 
being got up on the Andover, I went for­
ward and talked to the four discontented 
sailors. I asked them if they had any 
fault to find with the vessel other than 
the heavy deckload. They stated they 
had not, and if the deckload was remov­
ed she was a good vessel and perfectly 
seaworthy-, and they had no fault to find 
with the officers. They also stated that 
the vessel was all right when they ship­
ped, but part of the deckload was put on 
afterwards and made her list. I then 
proceeded to Chatham with the Andover, 
and returned to the vessel about seven 
o’clock the same evening, bringing Mr. 
R. P. B. Joyce, agent and manager for 
R. A. & J. Stewart, the owners, and also 
Mr. J. J. Brown, of Chatham, Dominion 
shipping master and master mariner; J. 
C. E. Carmichael, customs officer and 
master mariner, and J. T. Griffin, Inland 
Revenue officer, who lias been a port 
warden for many years and has taken 
part in many important surveys. When 
we returned the vessel was over the 
Horseshoe. The last named three gen­
tlemen held a survey on the vessel, and 
to my certain knowledge did their duty 
in an independent and efficient manner. 
They found everything in good condition 
and while they did not deem the deckload 
to be dangerous, they directed that it 
would be better, on account of the trouble 
with the men, and the probability that 
there would be a great deal of ice run­
ning, and it being so late in the season, 
to throw it overboard, and if necessary 
take down some of the topmasts. We 
left the vessel at nine o’clock, and the 
Andover took the light ship in tow and 
returned. On the way up, we met a gale, 
so strong aud severe that it was with the 
greatest difficulty we got home. After 
the vessel cleared the outside bar she en­
countered the heaviest gale that has been 
experienced for many years, which, with 
relentless fury, bore her and crew to des­
truction. The tale of the privations and 
death of the unfortunate officers and 
crew are most liarrowing aud distressing, 
and it is unnecessary for me to dwell on 
so painful a subject, more particularly as 
I was intimately acquainted with the 
captain while in port. The pilot after­
wards informed me when he made his re­
turn to me as pilotage commissioner that 
shortly after the “ Andover" left, all the 
crew immediately went to work throw­
ing the deckload overboard, and the 
Nonantum went over the outside bar in 
good trim.

The above is a true and impartial 
statement of facts, all of which I can 
substantiate, and which I think will re­
ceive the commendation of all who take 
an interest in our port. The pilot, James 
Nowlan, will, I am sure, make a state­
ment similar to the above, and before 
closing, I must say that his conduct 
while I was about the vessel was such 
as to justify me in saying that the most 
implicit confidence can be placed in him. 
Injustice tothe Advance, I may state 
that it is the only paper that has given 
anything approaching a true account. 
Its only mistake was in naming Mr 
Gillespie as oueof the surveyors, instead

had to take his place and thus be expos 
ed to the cowardly, dastardly and un­
manly attack of “ Nemesis."

I regret exceedingly that circumstan- 
I ces have rendered it necessary for me to 
write this letter, but when the character 
and standing of honest and honorable 
men have been wantonly and maliciously 
assailed, by writers who, under a nom 
deplume, make assertions regarding men 
of unblemished reputation which are 
utterly false, I feel that it devolves on 
some person, cognizant of the facts, to 
refute such slanders and give the public 
an impartial account of the circumstan­
ces over his own signature.

The Postmaster-General's Report.

In the Senate on the 22nd inst., Sir 
Alexander Campbell presented the report 
of the Postmaster-General for the year 
ending the 30th of June last. From it it 
appears that the annual mail travel in 
1880 was 16,446,939miles, of which9,766,- 
554 was by stage or other vehicle, on 
horseback or on foot, 641.983 was by- 
steamboat or sailing packetand6,038,412 
by railway; of the latter 2,834,914 was by 
postal car service and 2,203,488 without 
postal car. The number of post offices 
open 5,773; number of miles of postal 
route 40,611 ; estimated number of letters, 
&c., sent by post as follows Letters 
45,800,000, post cards 7,800,000, register­
ed letters 2.040.000. free letters 1,464,000, 
newspapers 4,361.118 pounds from office 
of publication, 5,870,000 other than from 
the office of publication. The revenue 
for the year was 81,648,071 and the ex­
penditure 82,286.611. There were 775 
money order offices open, and the amount 
issued was 87,207,442. There were 297 
post office savings banks, having 31,365 
depositors ; the amount of deposits during 
the year was 82,720,256, and the total re­
maining on deposit on the 20th of June 
was 83,945.669. The average weekly 
delivery of letters aud papers by carriers 
was 216,594 letters, 80,374 newspapers, 
which would give an annual delivery of 
11,262,888 letters and 4,179,448 papers, 
being an increase of 2,549,144 letters and 
822.016 papers. Out of the 2,040,000 re­
gistered letters sent, only 70 miscarried. 
There were 592,385 letters, circulars and 
post cards sent to the dead letter office, 
of which 9,132 were registered letters 
aud 3,782 other letters were found to con- ‘ 
tain articles of value. The value of the 
issue of postage stamps &e., was 81,603,- 
814.

Lecture at Newcastle.
On Tuesday evening the -Rev. Wm 

Aitken gave the first lecture of the sea­
son under the auspices of the Sons of 
Temperance, in their hall, to ifliarge 
audience. Ihe subject of the lecture 
was “ The Progress of Science and 
Knowledge." The lecturer commenced 
by declaring that this was essentially an 
age of progress. The marvellous acliieve- 
meuts accomplished by the introduction 
of steam in the mode of locomotion and 
in mechanics generally were depicted in 
glowing language. He spoke at great 
length Upon the progress in modern 
times of our knowledge of the heavenly 
bodies. These were regarded bv the 
ancients as burning tapers or as aper­
tures in the firmament. Many very- 
learned calculations of the distances of 
the fixed stars were given. After de­
scribing the solar system he spoke of 
other systems of worlds visible only by 
the aid of the most powerful glasses'. 
Geology, and the progress made in the 
study of t his subject were dwelt upon in 
a very able manner. By several calcula­
tions he showed what a vast series of 
ages are required to have elapsed before 
wo arrive at the present state of develop­
ment, There is uo disagreement be­
tween the Biblical record and the facts 
of Geology ; for while the history of mail 
occupies only about 4000 years of the 
world s history, it has long been taught 
by learned commentators that the open­
ing verse in Genesis may be separated 
from the succeeding verses by an indefi­
nite space of time. Thus harmonizing 
Scripture and Geology. Darwinism was 
shown to be illogical and absurd. There 
is nothing to justify such sweeping as­
sertions as we arc called upon to accept 
if we receive the theory of evolution as 
propounded by Darwin and others. The 
lecture was very able and well sustained 
throughout both in matter and in de­
livery. The audience were highly 
pleased with the Rev. gentleman’s first

stance, before doing so, we desire first to 
know by- what authority the Advance, in 
its issue of the 9th inst.. charged “Hon.

The Great Storm on the Coatt 
of JYew/oundlatut.

St. Johns, N. F., Dec. 22.—Through 
private channel of communication 

from St. George’s Bay, it is learned 
that following fast on the dismal 
wreck of the barque Nonantum are 
other wrecks probably on a far larger 
scale, and involving, so far as has at 
present been ascertained, complete 
loss ot life along the whole coast. 
From Cape Ray to the entrance of S

At another part ol the coast 
large quantity of wheat, stowed iu 
bigs, has been lonnd in the land wash, 
but no tidings of a definite character 
have yet been secured. A search and 
relief party, consisting of several men, 
has been organized without delay. 
These are well quipped with every 
means and apparatus required to suc­
cor any unfortunate seamen who may 
be saved alive, after passing through 
the terrible ordeal to which the whole 
•hip’s company of the ill-starred Non- 
antum was subjected. The relief

ploring every fiord, cave and creek, in

Draughts of Cold in the Stable. 

—Horses are quite sensitive to chill­
ing- draughts of air blowing upon 
them, and especially upon their 
heads ; hence, in the construction of 
stables this should be borne in mind. 
Many stables have the horses face 
an alley along the sides of which are 
doors, or a large space ie left entire­
ly open ; in such cases, whenever the 
rear stable door and the one leading 
out of the alley are open, the horses 
stand in a chilling draught, from 
which they cannot escape. Horses, 
like many people, can stand much 
wind in an open 8eld, but will catch 
cold while in a draught only a short 
time. With proper ventilation, the 
doors of the stable should be kept 
closed in cold we-ther, that no 
draughts may occur.

Agriculttre is called both science 
and an art. The former leaches 
why it is necessary to plow, and the 
latter tesches the process of plough­
ing. The art of agriculture has re 
Terence to the planting, cultivating 
and taking care of crops ; the science 
of agriculture teaches of what they 
are composed and bow crops and 
plants are built up from the forces of 
the soil and the atmosphere. The 
effects of the art is to wear out the 
soil by constant cropping. The aid 
of science is employed to restore ex­
hausted 6elds and to give a know­
ledge of the means to use to accom­
plish it.

Working an4 Thinking on the Farm.

Farm life ie not monotonous, is 
not homdrum, is not devoid of cul­
ture, and is not wanting in the ele­
ments which contribute to culture. 
The reason why farmers tire of their 
occupation is because they do not 
raise it above the level of drudgery. 
The mechanical part depend enti.ely 
upon muscle, is in the foreground, 
atjtbe foundation, and fills the hours, 
days, weeks and mouths with too little 
of thinking wf ich engenders ohser 
valion and investigation, which gives 
life to any occupation, and tbui ren­
ders it entertaining and satisfactory. 
There is no department of labor so 
fall of opportunities for arousing and 
rounding out the mind and heart of 
men as farming well pursued, and 
there ie no vocation iu which oppor­
tunities are so abused. The farmer 
has before him au endless amount of 
material open to original observa­
tions, and although this sort of ex­
ploration may not make him rich in 
pocket, still it may not in the least 
injure bis business while it adds 
greatly to bis measure of happi­
ness.

The size of a man’s farm, the 
amount of wheat, corn, and oats be 
may raiae, cr the number of head of 
stock be may turn off, although it 
may contribute to make him a mem­
ber of the Legislature, does not de­
termine hie whole worth to the pub­
lic. But the man who puts thought 
is everything that be does, who is 
constantly striving to evolve some 
better plan of procedure that shall be 
of use to his brethren ; who 
considers his farm a work ol art to 
which be is endeavoring to give an 
added beauty ; who teaches by pre­
cept and example that within his do 
main there ia an endless amount of 
opportunity for scientific study ; and 
above all, who strives to bring those 
with whom he associates to appre­
ciate, aa he does, the possibilities of 
farm life, in the formetion of ideal 
manhood, ie a benefactor.

There is only once in a while a 
farmer who seems to aim at a posi­
tion like this, and often those who 
attempt to make the most of farm 
life in adding culture to the mind are 
sneered at, and while their mistakes 
are exaggerated their success is look­
ed upon coldly. The real truth is. 
we owe more to these men than we 
know. The men who know how, 
and take time to collect data, make 
comparisons and draw correct con­
clusions, are rare, while our agriuol. 
tural papers are teeming with illog­
ical claptrap of those whose observa­
tions even are rendered valides» by 
the falsity of their conclusions.
