WINTER IN THE SOUTH.

It is a Season of General Social 
Pleasure.

Glorious Sport to be Had Be­
hind the Hounds.

Horseback Riding More Common 
than in the North.

HE people who 
read newspapers 
are constantly bo- 
in-t treat ed to ar- 
t ivies on winter as 
it is in northern 
climes—a season 
of snow and ice, 
of tobogganing, 

j-' and skating, nnd
T/jjJf coasting, and
Y snowshoeing.

But winter has 
its charms in the south as well ns in the 
north. Let ns consider them a little.

There is a very large part of the United 
States, two-thirds at least, of the urea, in 
which snow and ice cannot lie relied on; 
one who leaves home iu a sleigh is liable 
to return on mud. So the people have 
their local sports. In many portions of the 
south, as in somepartsof the west, n man of 
n iy means without n saddle horse is much 
like a man without legs. One’s intimate 
friends may reside live, ten or twenty 
miles away. At an evening party in 
South Carolina, one of the gulf states, or 
eastern Virginia and Nort h Carolina, one 
will meet |>eople from ten miles or more 
distant. The climate invites opeu air life; 
bo, for most of the year, visitors comound 
go such distances with pleasure.

But in winter, when wet storms or chill­
ing winds innv he expected at any time, a 
visit is an ufTuir of state; the guests are 
expected to remain some time, nnd horses 
arc as carefully provided for as their 
owners. If the weather is inclement the 
day is passed In social enjoyments about 
the big 11 replace; if the weather is One, 
the gentlemen have an impromptu race or 
foxhunt. In the “good old times before 
the war” the well to do planter’s house 
often rang for days together with the 
merry laugh and chat of young people, 
the family and their guests; nnd the 
winter races at Nashville, Montgomery 
and other places were events of national 
Interest. The biography of almost any 
s lutheni man of national fame 1ms much 
to say of his favorite race horse; the “Clay 
farm," iu Kentucky, was a Mecca to 
sportsmen, and for many years Andrew 
Jackson was better known On the turf 
than In the parlor or at the bar. The 
southern race track is still a favorite, but 
in the general overturning of the last 
twenty-live years much of the glory and 
display has vanished.

When the frost 
huj browned the forests the caucbrake 
abounds in game; in the western sections 
the panther, wild hog and brown bear 
may >.till bo found, nnd the sport is excit­
ing enough for the most adventurous. 
Shreveport, La., la a great outfitting 
point for hunters who penetrate the 
forests and I«ayons about Caddo and 
Cypress lakes. There the hunter may 
ftart up a bear nt any moment, and the 
early days of winter are times of joyous 
sport. From the gulf a thousand bayous 
put up into Texas nnd Louisiana, and In 
tho bordering woods the game Is often 
abundant. In the cities of the south, 
however, winter—from November till 
February at any rate—is the active busi­
ness season; “the cotton crop Is moving,•’ 
and fuu must give wuy to business.

All tho gulf coast east of the Mississippi 
abounds In game of various kinds, and in 
February nnd March the killing of herons 
for their plumes is both exciting and prof­
itable. There are several species; tho 
whitest are most sought, but the great 
blue heron and even the smallest species 
are of some value. They feed in shallow 
ponds, spearing fish, and other water 
creatures with their long, sharp hills. A 
heron rookery in February is oue of the 
gloomiest scenes on earth. It is usually In 
a vast and shallow swamp, where there is 
enough ground here and there for trees to 
form a forest; among the limbs are the 
huge nests, among them and on the fallen 
trees are male herons, nnd ns the dead 
vegetation harmonizes lugubriously with 
the dark, dead water of the swamp, tho 
view is depressing enough. When a gun 
Is fired among them the birds break the 
silence with harsh cries; tho hunter rushes 
In nnd strips the plumes from liis victim, 
then wait:: till they settle lor another shot. 
Tho description docs not present au Invit­
ing scene, but the hunters like it.

Their united possessions at Greenwood 
lake Include some 28,000 acres, and the 
owners are said to be still buying. Ring- 
wood is the station nearest the great 
Cooper-Hewitt farm, though other stations 
bear the family names, one on Greenwood 
lake being called Cooper’s, in honor of the 
great philanthropist; another is Hewitt. 
Another interest near by, which has long 
belonged to the family, is the iron mines; 
Hewitt is the nearest station to the mines;

There arc handsome Jerseys and Hol- 
steins, with pedigrees far longer than 
many an American millionaire in good 
social standing. Tho Jerseys and Hol- 
steins must bo kept under separate roofs. 
Each kind get on very well among them­
selves, but blooded human families are 
always quarreling about precedence, and 
why not blooded cows? At any rate they 
are kept separate. Tho Jerseys are 
arranged In two rows, facing each other 
and divided by tho walk that runs 
through the stable, while tho Ilolstelns 
arc placed iu the old fashioned plan with 
their faces to the wall. The Holsteins 
give tho most milk, hut the Jerseys give 
milk of a richer quality. Through the 
creamery runs a mountain stream, which 
is used to keep the butter cold in summer 
and furnish power for churning all the 
year round. The butter is put up in 
pound or two pound rolls, each stamped 
“Ringwood,” and sold for $1 a pound. It 
may appear singular that there are people 
who can afford to pay such a price for 
their butter, but when one considers that 
some *60.000 per year is a fair estimate 
for the annual expenditure of a fashion­
able fntnilv in Now York, It is not sur­
prising.

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THE SPEECH.
The speech from the throne on Thurs­

day last would not seem to indicate that 
the government had prepared for the 
second session of the sixth dominion par­
liament many measures of an important 
character. There are, however, some 
measures foreshadowed which are not 
wholly without their importance. The 
Franchise Act, for instance, with its un 
just and costly provisions, is to be 
amended, and the Election Act is to 
come in for amendment in several parti­
culars. Additional safeguards for life and 
property in the management of railroads 
are necessary, and the needed legislation 
for this will doubtless be obtained. There 
are some indefinite references to legisla­
tion for the Northwest territories which 
may possibly mean something of im 
portance. The fishery treaty will be sub­
mitted for ratification and we doubt not 
Will call on a lengthy and animated dis­
cussion. But with, these exceptions 
there is nothing to excite a very great 
interest or to cause uneasiness.

It had been hoped that the speech 
would contain some reference to the re­
solutions adopted by the Interprovincial 
Conference. We trust, however, we are 
not to assume, because a reference was 
not made .to the resolutions, that the 
government does cot intend to ask foi 
some favorable legislation thereon. The 
reforms proposed, at least the larger 
number, seem to meet with the approva. 
of a majority of the people of the diflerent 
provinces. They are practicable and 
urgent The financial resolutions parti­
cularly at once suggest their importance 
and the justice of the claim. We trust 
that the government will ask for the 
resolutions the favorable consideration ot 
parliament.

Although little has been promised, it is 
to be hoped that the session will be fruit­
ful of much wise legislation.

THE BAIT QUESTION.
The Americans evidently ^attach very 

little importance to the fact that their 
fishermen are not allowed to purchase 
bait in Canada. If the American com­
missi- ners had pressed for this privilege, 
it too would doubtless have been granted. 
They do not want to buy bait because 
they can provide it for themselves. The 
New York Herald referring to the matter 
says:—“For more than half a centuiy 

fishermen depended on American
bait__menhaden. The only reason we
finally went to Nova Scotia for part of it 
was that the price of menhaden had been 
greatly enhanced by the eatabliabment 
of the menhad«n oil industry along our 
coast, and ibis also affected the supply. 
The Nova Scotians, not having menhaden 
oil factories, sold their bait at the old 
price. Of late our people, driven out ol 
Canadian harbors, have again relied ex 
clusively on American bait. A consul 
erahle business has thus been started 
along our coast, and in agreeing that 
Canada may torbid the purchase of bait 
by American fishermen, we have not in­
convenienced our fishermen to any ex 
tent, while we foster the new industry of 
bait procuring on our own shores and by 
Americans. The Canadians have lost a 
market tor their bait, which was very 
valuable to them."

RESTLESS EUROPE.
Notwithstanding the recent assur­

ances of peace which Bismarck gave the 
world, there are indications that war may 
at any time break out, Russia seems 
anxious to measure swords with some of 
the European nations, while she is evi­
dently determined that Prince Ferdin­
and shall step down from the Bulgarian 
throne. The other powers are watching 
their northern neighbor with jealous 
eyes, anxious to stay her grasping hand, 
and yet afraid to offend tliat mighty 
power. In the event of a conflict it is 
more than probable that Britain would 
be drawn into the quarrel, a quarrel in 
which she should have no concern. For 
years the powers of Europe have been 
preparing for war, and while foreign na­
tions may look without much anxiety on 
their preparations, they will have reason 
to be deeply concerned should war be at 
any time declared. Even Canada would 
feel unquiet, and await with anxiety the 
elose of what would be a mighty struggle. 
Let ue hope that the clouds which 
threaten the European sky may yet clear 
•way, and that the nations may be left 
undisturbed to pursue “the ennobling 
arte of peace.'

THE PENNSYLVANIA STRIKERS.
The Pennsylvania coal miners who 

■track work some time ego have resum­
ed work, the owners of the mines having 
effected a compromise with them. The 
difficulty would long ago have been set­
tled with but little loss to the men or 
their employers, had not one of the lead­
ing capitalists, more remarkable for 
■tubbomees than for policy, refused to 
listen to the proposals of the strikers. 
The stand which he took gained for him 
the support of the wesker capitalists who 
most ever follow a leader, and thus 
weeks passed without a concession being 
made by the owners of the mines. The 
pressure however which was brought to 
bear upon the capitalist by those who 
had dealings with him, and whose busi­
ness was becoming seriously affected, 
was more than the monied men could 
withstand, and thus a compromise had to 
be affected. Had it not been for this, 
months would doubtless have passed 
without either employers or employed 
yielding a single point Though work­
men are often moet exacting in their de­
mands, they appear in this case to have 
asked only what was due them.

DEPREOIATINQ THEIR OWN MAN­
UFACTURES.

Notwithstanding Postmaster-General

the Commons.

Speeches of the Premier, the 
Liberal Leader and Others.

Dissatisfaction with the Fishery 
Treaty Kxpressed.

Ottawa, Feb. 24. In the house of 
commons, today, the address in reply if 
ibe speech from the throne was move" 
by Mr. Momague, who made a long 
ijieecb laudatory of the government.

Mr. Jnncae seconded the address i« 
French; expressing satisfaction with th« 
lUhery treaty.

MR. LAURIER,
on rising to criticize the government'' 
programme, was loudly cheered by th« 
opposition. He expressed the deep re 
gret of the opposition, which be was sur- 
was shared to some extent by the mini- 
tenal party, at the absence ol Mr. Bisk- 
through illness. Tlie mensures promise" 
were meagie and even, if adopted, migh' 
not be put in froce. Last year parli* 
ment was told that it ws necessary, i' 
the interest of the country, that a specie 
department of trade and com mere- 
should he at once created. The net b'" 
Keen passed hut was not acted upon 
Were the interests of trade and 
commerce forgotten, or were the in 
terests of trade and commerce ol 
the country being sacrificed to parh 
convenience? Two members of the gov 
eminent had been wiped out of exi-" 
ence last session, hut they were still her*- 
The office of solicitor general had bee- 
created, hut it. was still unfiled. I 
creatine this office the government wen 
hut following the example of Mr Mac 
kenzie, whose s»-vices were at last b ine 
Appreciated. The party now in powe- 
hsdassailed his hill creating the solicit™ 
i eneralehip. but were now adopting bi­
policy. He hoped that the election aci 
»ould be amended so as to deprive min 
isterial candidates of the power thex 
now possessed ot appointing their own 
partizans as returning officers. "Hie am 
higuities in the election law, which now 
puzzled the judges, should be removed, 
and the franchise act amended so thm 
the regulation of qualifies'ions and pre 
paradons of electoral lists should be left 
to the provinces. He denied that the 
country was prosperous. At no period 
was the agricultural interest so depres 
sed. (Cheers ) If the country was pros 
pemus, why the constant outflow of 
population ? The cause ol the depres 
«ion was owing to th*» vicious fiscal sys 
tem. [Cheersj. By tbeir fruit s you shall 
know them, and the fruits ot the presen* 
government’s policy were found in rings, 
monopolies and combinations which 
were robbing the people of their sub­
stance and their earnings. (Applause). 
He quoted estimates given by tbe gov 
eminent in former years in regard to 
the settlement of the Northwest and the 
cost of the Pacifc Railway showing how 
all their calculations and predictions 
had been refuted by time and experience. 
The receipts from the Northwest were not 
sufficient to meet the expenditure in 
the territories. Manitoba ha-< been 
blessed with a bountiful harvest, but the 
blessings of Providence had been 
nulled by tbe hand of man. The people 
were sutiering under a grievous monopo 
ly; their wheat was rotting for want of 
transportation facilities and it was 
realizing the prices it should. He would 
not move an amendment to the address, 
bui would take occasion to present to 
the house in a formal manner the views 
of the opposition on public questions.

congratulated Mr. Laurier on hie elo­
quent speech and concurred in tbe ex­
pression of regret at the absence of Mr.

Al­
though he did not agree with him in 
politics, he could not but admire the 
industry, zeal eh-quence,and earnestness 
which he brought to discussion ot public 
affairs.

Though the government might aak that 
the mérita ef the fishery treaty should 
not be discussed, they had no right to 
claim that.

He had supported the na­
tional policy in 1878, but the policy then 
proposed was not the government’s 
policy to-day.

AB«SOBTO»H LUMBER.

One or two changes have been made,by 
the United States authorities regarding the 
entry of free lumber from Aroostook into 
New Brunswick for manufacture by Ameri­
can operators. The new regulations re­
quire that the surveyor shall be a citizen of 
the United Staten, and that be must be spec­
ially appointed for the purpose by the col- 
lecor of customs for the district wherein 
the service is to be performed. It will be 
necessary, therefore, for all surveyors who 
are engaged in scaling lumber to be manu­
factured in New Brunswick [an I destined 
for re-import into the U. 8.] to apply to the 
collector of customs for appointment, as 
their surveys will not be received unless so 
appointed. Where operators in Maine are 
also opera! ng in New Brunswick, tbe logs 
cat in Maine must bear separate and distinct 
marks from those cut In New Brunswick, 
which marks are to be specified in the man­
ifests so as to enable customs or consular 
officers to readily distinguish them. A dec­
laration under oath shall be filed with the 
consular officer nearest the place of ship­
ment by parties proposing to engage in the 
shipment of lumber under these regulations.

An Immense Attendance at the ; 
Monster Rink Last Night.

A GOOD SUGGESTION.
The Importance of Organization 

Among Farmers.

Farmer’s Institutes, Their 
Aims and Objects.

A Few Practical Hints for the 
Farmers to Think Over.

Dr. Twitcbell in closing hia remarks here 
on poultry raising strongly urged upon the 
farmers present the necessity of organizing 
for the holding of Farmers’ Institutes, 
where they could meet together aod discuss 
matters pertaining to agriculture, improve­
ment of stock, etc. It was done through­
out the New England States and was prov­
ing of immense advantage to the farmers. 
Many improvements and profitable enter­
prises in connection with farm work had 
been introduced in Maine by means of the in­
stitutes, and their farmers were to-day reap­
ing tbe advantages. The resources of New 
Brunswick as a farming country were almost 
unequalled in many respect». If the mar­
kets reached out to the east for any parti­
cular product such as potatoes, mutton, 
poultry, eggs or such like, an organization 
such as the Farmers' Institute would be the 
means of having th® matter at once brought 
to the attention of the farmers, the result 
of which would prove to be of great benefit 
to them and to the country. Papers on the 
improving of stock, raising poultry, fruit 
raising, and on many other such eul-j-cts of 
importance to the farmer, could be prepared 
and read, and it was easy to see how sug­
gestions thrown out io this way could prove 
of great value to those Interested. With a 
government so willing to aid the farmers, 
the farmers ofNew Bruswick by taking un­
ited action, could io a very short time pro­
duce wonderful results in developing the 
farming resource of this couotrv. The gov. 
ernment horses which he saw on exhibition 
io Woodstock last fall, were the 
finest stud of stock breeding hora*s bo ever 
saw together in any country. The farmers 
could not appreciate Ibis act of the govern­
ment too highly and should profit by it. I* 
the government of Maine would bestow up 
on him the same powers that were extended 
to the secretary for agriculture of this pro­
vince, he would venture to say that in a 
very few years he would revolutionize ihe 
farming industry of tke state. He believed 
in better farming and better homes. The 
reason that so many of the farmers’ sons in 
Maine and New Brunswick leave tbelr 
homes, was because they saw only the hard 
side of life at home. While he was speaking 
there were thousands of young men and 
women of our country drifting over the 
world without any occupation. A better 
appreciation of home for our children was 
required. They should be given an interest 
in tbe farm and home. With regard to the 
Industry of which he had just been speaking 
be would recommend to the farmers to give 
the children an interest in the poultry yard. 
They could manage it and let them do it il 
they will. But If they tak*- 
charge of it, let them reap the 
profits of it for themselves. Don’t, 
as is dope in too many cases, let the boys 
and girls do all the work and then wheu 
thfl selling time comes, put the money into 
y Ar own pocket. It would be a paying iu- 

mentin the end even to let the children 
hire full control and all the proceeds. 
T .ere were many things that would tend to 
belter home life ana farm life and m no way 
could this be done any better than by or­
ganizing and by free and public discussion 

tbe vaiious topics that require more 
thought and attention.

An Inland of Unending Summer Not Far 

' Away—The Lazy Inhabitants. 
Nassau is ore of the smallest of the 

Bahama islands, covering a length of 
ity miles by an average of five miles 

' ' '

eisbing of an old coral reef, elevated grad­
ually from tho ocean, and during that 
period subjected to tho action of tho 
waves, leaving it honeycomlietl and 
pocketed. This rock is compact, of wyid 
made from disintegrated corals, yellow­
ish creamy in color and soft in texture, 
so that it is quarried by sawing and chis­
eling, becoming considerably harder by 
exposure. The surface of the nx-k is 
covered witli loose pieces, exceedingly 
irregular in form. Over this is a very 
little soil.

T^ie streets arc graded through this 
natural rock, with natural gutters and 
walks. The streets at right angles to the 
water front cross tho ridge generally 
through deep cuts in tho natural rock in 
order to lessen the grade. The dwellings 
of the better sort are square or oblong 
square, seldom more than two stories 
high, with low ceilings and low pyra- 
midical roofs. These houses are always 
surrounded on at least two sides with 
broad verandas, closed in with slats to 
keep out the light. For this reason tho 
houses appear larger than they are. 
Dormer windows abound. The house 
colors are stone, light yellow, cream; the 
blinds are brown or green. High stone 
walls, wkh broken glass bottles cemented 
into the ridges, inclose the houses and 
gardens; ornamented openwork gate­
ways afford a glimpse within.

A Lost Opportunity.
In tho memoirs of tho Count de Fal- 

loux, now publishing in Le Correspond­
ent, tho following passage, referring to 
tho coup d’etat of Napoleon III. occurs: 
“Among tho prisoners detained at Mont 
Valericn Dec. 2, 1851, was one Anthony 
Chomct. He gave to a lady visitor a 
number of letters to take to Paris, and 
said: ‘Tell my family I am in no danger, 
but that I feel inconsolable to have held 
the destiny of Franco in my hand and to 
have let it slip !’ Nobody understood tlm 
phrase, but tho fact was this: In tbe 
constituent assembly preceding the elec­
tion of Louis Napoleon to the presidency, 
Chomet had introduced an amendment 
excluding tho members of families that 
had reigned in France from the office of 
president. Louis Napoleon ascended the 
rostrum and spoko against tho amend­
ment so awkwardly, so incoherently, and 
with an accent so foreign and strange 
that he was nil the time interrupted by 
tho noisy laughter and railleries, and 
finally compelled to desist ignominiously. 
Then Chomet arose and said: ‘After the 
assembly has heard that harangue, and 
all Franco will have read it to-morrow, 
there is no further need of my amend­
ment. I withdraw it.’ " He that makes 
himself ridiculous makes himself impos­
sible, is tho French saying, and Chomet 
was guided by it. But Louis Napoleon 
outlived the ridicule and became master 
of France, which would not have been 
possible if Chomet’a amendment had be­
come law,—Paris Letter,

The city of Nassau is extremely pict­
uresque with the quaint narrow streets, 
white, deep gutters cut from living rock, 
large dwellings, with tho lower or street 
story, for warehouse or shop, the outside 
stairways and balconies? Every building 
has some special individuality about it 
which adds much to the sum total of the 
charm one finds in quietly roaming round 
the streets.

Here it is literally always afternoon. 
No one works. Ask a question and it 
will be answered the day after to-mor­
row. The few shops open about break­
fast time, and are then shut up during 
that meal, and breakfast time is not 
early. I went into n wholesale store at 
noon time. The one clerk was fast 
asleep in his chair, and I left him undis­
turbed. The blacks, seemingly twenty 
to one of the whites, sit lounging, gab­
bling, chaffing, talking loud and laugh­
ing. but I have not seen cue at work.

The English majesty of law is thor­
oughly respected here. Tho principal 
crimes—profanity, jawing and slander- 
ore among the colored races, and they 
enjoy defending themselves at law. 
Shops close at 5 p. m. Saturday is a 
half holiday and Sunday a Puritanical

Back of Nassau proper, over the ridge 
anil down on to lower levels swarm tho 
colored people. Their small garden 
pieces are walled in with the loose pieces 
of coral rock. Their cabins are small, 
with ono or may bo two rooms, of rock 
or coral, palmetto thatched. Tho gar­
dens are bare, honeycombed coral rock, 
where with a crowbar the banana, tho 
cocoanut or maize is planted. They are 
unkempt, unthrifty, dirty; but every­
where kind mother nature covers tho 
garden walls with lichens and tho con­
volvulus, and the great lobed leaves of 
tho bread fruit, tho alumna and the 
palms give to the eye an ever varying, 
an ever entirely satisfying picture.

These cabins of the colored people (our 
inheritance from Spanish cruelty) liter­
ally swarm with children. Tho tra­
ditional stair of from live to twelve little 
pickaninnies is found in every cabin. 
••Massa, gib me copper for bread I’’ They 
arc inveterate beggars. They say they 
can't get work, or if ihey do get any but 
little is paid—twenty-five to fifty cents a 
day. The truth is, there is no desire, 
perhape no incentive, to work, no ambi­

tion to satisfy. Hunger is easily satisfied 
by fruit, sweet potato, yams and fish. 
But little fruit is exjiortcd. and that from 
th»- on living islands, not from here. 
SjKnige fishing is tlm one industry which 
here is active.

For tin* climate, I would judge we had 
in the United States no sjiot equal to this 
for unending summer. For people ad­
vanced in life? who desire to avoid our 
winters, for tired brain workers, for 
cases of low vitality, for the beginning of 
throat and lung trouble.--. I should say 
Nassau is the place.—Fred Steams in 
Detroit- Free Press.

A VICTIM OF COCAINE "Vf

Gives HI* Experience with the I"iihcIDat­
ing Urne—Named Lack to !!• ulth.

Dr. Charles D. Bradley's name first 
came into undesiraUe prominence in N«*- 
venibcr, 1885. when he was arrested 
charged with being insmo through exces­
sive indulgence in morphine and <ocaine. 
the latter a powerful narcotic of which 
up to that time little had Iteen" heard. He 
was taken before Judge Preudergast, was 
declared to be insane, and given a sen­
tence of three months in the Washing­
tonian home. After a fortnight's stay at 
the homo Dr. Bradley went to Canada, 
his old home, where lie gave himself up 
entirely to tho demands of the drug, the 
fascinations of which completely en­
thralled him. Practice and homo were 
gone, and he gave free rein to his vice. 
He returned to Chicago and was sent to 
the insane asylum, where a complete cure 
wns effected, and lie nvuhivd his practice, 
only to find himself deserted by his 
clients anil his reputation impaired.

Consolation for tin- reverses came with 
cocaine, to which lie again became u 
victim, and there were months when lie 
absolutely lived in the state of mind it 
produced, securing it by hook or crook 
until his last possession was gone and liis 
family beggared.

The physician went to the gutter, an J 
a year ago was begging for cocaine at 
drug stores or securing it by fictitious 
orders on druggists. Then he disap­
peared. He was occasionally hoard from 
in Canada and the east until last fall, 
when the papers recorded his arrest in 
New York city for endeavoring to obtain 
a supply of coc.iii.e by representing him­
self as a messenger sent from one phy­
sician to another. Tn the police court 
the gaunt, emaciated, ragged man told 
his story of want and woo. and the 
causes which brought them alxmt. At 
that time ho wns using sixty grains of 
cocaine a day. He was sent to Bellevue 
hospital to die. There he was found by 
the manager of the Christian home, 
where he was nursed back to mental and 
physical vigor.

Dr. Bradley was reluctant to dwell on 
the episodes thus briefly given, but con­
versed freely on other circumstances of

••Until 1885 there was nothing to dim 
my prospects," said Dr. Bradley. -‘It 
was in that year that cocaine was first 
brought to notice tlirough n German 
physician, but it was only known as a 
practical amesthetic in operation by 
oculists. There was no method known 
for using it for other purposes. 1 was 
tho first man to discover that it could be 
otherwise used—in fact, to take the place 
of ether or chloroform. That discovery, 
so important to the world, was most un­
fortunate for me. When I announced 
my discovery physicians laughed aud de­
clared I was crazy. I wrote a leper to 
Mayor Harrison asking him to appoint r, 
medical commission to inquire into the 
value of my discovery, which was the 
administration of cocaine hypodermic­
ally. I first utilized my discovery by 
testing it on a cat. I dissected a leg of 
a cat, exposing tissues and muscle.», and i 
kept tho animal on my desk for hours 
watching the circulation. Them was n • > 
pain, the drug exercising a so- thing

••Next I began experimenting on my­
self. I found that the anæsthctic influ­
ence of cocaine is limited. I experi­
mented on myself again and again to see 
just how far this limit extended, and 
learned just where, when and how to 
give injections. Physicians then be­
lieved that tho effects of the drug were 
similar to those of morphine. To dis­
prove this I tried actual cautery by ap­
plying to my body ml hot irons, but I 
felt no pain, and there v.-pn n<, the 
slightest sen: alien as the flesh wi ht-red 
under the heated iron e For three 
months every day for a half hour 1 ex­
perimented with tho drug, and often 
passed several hours of tho night in its 
study before a mirror, watching in ef­
fect on myt-vii". But I never nvJized 
that it was obtaining a mastery over me. 
Its fascinoti:-'; powers w, re unknown to 
the profession. 1 was thunderstruck when 
I found that the drug was n tec lately 
necessary to my mind and hotly. I be­
lieve I vottVl hnvo conquered tho habit 
then were it not for u ini /.iiiderela iùing 
with tin* man from whom l ren:,-i! ray 
home. Ho wanted his house, and when 
I refused to vacate it my weakness w as 
made a poir.t by which 1 was dr "/god 
into an iiiNii.e court. Persecution and 
publicity drove mo to disyenite extremes. 
At the Wtrahitu iun home no one 
knew liow to treat my dirctu-o. Every­
body knows tho re. t —how 1 w. nt to the 
gutter r.ml lost everything."
