In closing we would congratulate 
Mr. Todd on his selection of good 
ones, and express the hope that he 
may find his undertaking both pleas- 
ant and profitable.

(Written for the Farmer.)

A recent visit to Mr. Todd’s stock 
farm, reveals the fact that he has gone 
into the breeding of light harness 
horses and trotters in earnest. Mr. 
Todd has invested in the vicinity of 
$75,000 in this enterprise, and it is to 
be hoped that it may prove a financial 
success. The farm is situate at Oak 
Point, Charlotte County, on a point of 
land between Oak Bay and the St. 
Croix River, about six mlies beow St. 
Stephen.

In the month of February, the 
visitor could form no opinion of the 
fertility or condition of the farm, but 
residents of St. Stephen acquainted 
with the locality, pronounce it a fine 
grass farm. Arriving at St. Stephen 
about 3.30 P. N., on a fine February 
day, the excursionists from Frederic- 
ton were met at the depot by a num- 
ber of horsemen, prominent residents 
of the town, among whom we noticed 
Mr. McMonagle, Mr. Henry F. Todd, 
Mr. Chas. Eaton, Mr. James Ganong, 
Mr. Fred, Murchie and others. These 
gentlemen had their teams at the 
station, and drove the party down to 
Oak Point. Arriving at Mr. Todd’s 
farm, we found Mr. James Kehoe, the 
veteran driver, in charge of the stock.

The barn occupied by the stallions 
and brood mares, is a large brick 
structure, with a row of roomy box 
stalls down either side, with a drive- 
way 12 feet wide between. On enter- 
ing the barn, to the right is the stair- 
way leading to a capacious loft for 
hay. On the left, is the office, fitted 
up very comfortably indeed, with a 
nice convenient desk and easy chairs. 
Adjoining the office is a commodious 
harness room, with a glass front case 
across one side of the room, for hold- 
ing the harness. This room is suf- 
ficiently large to admit of a horse 
being led in, and it was here that the 
visitors inspected this valuable stock. 
The boxes and walls of the driveway 
are wholly sided with matched hard- 
wood, (birch and maple) and dressed 
with a coating of shellac, which gives 
the whole a tidy and attractive ap- 
pearance. There are two windows in 
each box, one admitting the light 
from out side, and the other opening 
into the driveway. The latter swings 
on pivots half way up the sash, so as 
to allow for free ventilation. There 
is nothing inside of any of the boxes, 
which a horse can get hold of to 
gnaw. In this barn are 18 boxes. 
Besides the brick barn, there are two 
large wooden barns, closely adjoining.

THE QUEBEC RESOLUTIONS defects that time had made apparent ? He 
quoted from the deepatchee of Lord Durham 
on the subject of union, which despatches 
were written long before Confederation and 
which pointed out that time would suggest

The Attorney General then took up the B. 
N. A. Act and reviewed it at length, ehowing 
what were the powers specially given to the 
Dominion Parliament, and what authority it 
was intended that Provincial Legislatures 
should have. These resolutions did not pre­
tend in any way to interfere with the power 
given to the Dominion Parliament. They 
deal more particularly with

THE GOVERNMENTAL MACHINERY 
of the different provinces. If, in the work­
ing out of the system, the provinces come in 
conflict with the Dominion Government, no 
matter what political party is in power, we 
should take steps to remedy the difficulty. 
One of the sections of the B. N. A. Act re- 
serves to the Federal Government the power 
of disallowing at will, all Acts passed by • 
Provincial Legislature. This power gives to 
the Federal Government arbitrary control 
over legislation of the provinces within their 
own sphere. The opinion of the Conference 
wae that the Act should be amended by tak­
ing away this power of disallowing Provincial 
statutes, leaving to the people of each pro­
vince through their representatives in the 
Provincial Legislature the free exercise of 
their exclusive right of legislation- on the 
matters assigned to them, subject only to 
disallowance by Her Majesty in Council, as 
before Confederation, fie read the first 
resolution adopted at Quebec. He would not 
say that the Dominion Government had exer- 
deed the power of disallowance in an arbi­
trary manner, but the Act as it now stands 
gives them the right to do so. It was as­
sumed, when, the B. N. A. Act passed, that 
provincial legislation could only be dieallow­
ed when a Provincial Legislature exceeded 
ite authority. The interpretation of the 
Act by the Minister of Justice in 1868, as to 
the power of the Dominion Parliament in 
reference to Provincial Acts, differed very 
much from that put upon it by the people 
before Confederation. Before Confederation 
the veto power wae with the Imperial Gov­
ernment, and wae never exercised except 
with some imperial righto were interfered 
with. Now the legislation of any Provincial 
Legislature osn be trampled upon by the 
party in power at Ottawa, whether that 
party be Liberal or Conservative. The prin- 
eiple was an erroneous one.

It would be admitted that when a diffi­
culty occurred between a provincial body and 
the federal authority, one of the parties in- 
terested should not be the body to determine 
whether the subject of dispute properly came 
within the power of the provincial or federal 
body. Acte prepared by the Attorney Gen­
eral er the Solicitor General of any province 
go to the Minister of Justice, end this one 
man hae the right to say

WHETHER THEY SHALL BI ALLOWED 
OB NOT.

The Supreme Court of Canada ehould 
decide them questions with an appeal to the 
Privy Council. But it is argued that New 
Brunswick has her own members at Ottawa, 
True, but there are only 16 New Brunswick 
members at Ottawa, so the queetion of dis- 
allowance of a New Brunswick act would 
really be decided by the members of other 
Provinces. The power to disallow Legis­
lation on the ground that it conflicted with 
some Dominion interest admitted of abuse in 
legislation. This was too much power to 
give to any one gentlemen, no matter what 
his ability might be. The Dominion Gov­
ernment claim the right to say whether our 
legislation is correct or not. We say that 
there ehould be equal facilities to the Federal 
and Provincial Governments for promptly 
obtaining a judicial determination respecting 
the validity of statutes of both the Federal 
Parliament and Provincial Legislatures. No 
acte of this Legislature had been disallowed 
but under the B. N. A. act, as it now stands, 
there was no telling when our righto would 
be interfered with. He referred to the 
troubles st Ottawa over the New Brunswick 
School act. Happily all differences in refer- 
enee to that matter ere now over, end he 
only mentioned it to ehow what might occur 
at any time as the constitution now etande.

Mr. Blair dealt at very considerable length 
on the question of disallowance to show how 
dangerous to Provincial rights was the power 
now veeted in the Dominion Government.

Mr. Hanington—What laws passed by this 
Legislature were disallowed at Quebec?

Mr. Blair—The case of another Province 
to-day may be ours to-morrow. It was only 
because thie Government took a firm stand 
against the threat from Ottawarthat the Fre- 
dericton bridge to a reality. He referred to 
the forest and etreem bill, end other legis­
lation of the Ontario Legislature that had 
been disallowed. He was no mote willing 
to give to a Liberal Government at Ottawa 
than a Conservative Government, extreme 
power, of disallowance.

The sixth resolution desires that the Brit­
ish North American Act be so amended that 
the Federal Parliament shall not have the 
power of withdrawing •

local works situated within any province and 
built in part or otherwise with the money of 
the province or the municipalities thereof. 
At present the Federal authorities have the 
power of eo withdrawing such local works, 
without compensation, by merely declaring 
the same to be for the general advantage of 
Canada or for the advantage of two or more 
provinces. That to in direct opposition to 
one of the terms upon which we entered con­
federation. Then it was distinctly under- 
stood that all such works were to be the ex­
clusive right of the local parliaments. The 
construction put upon the act by the Federal 
authorities absolutely transfers such works 
from the Local Legislatures te the Dominion 
Government. No matter how much a Pro- 
vineidl Legislature may have aided any rail­
way, whenever it pleases the Dominion Gov- 
ernment such works shall cease to be under 
the Legislature which created it. He did 
not think it unreasonable that the Act be 
changed so that the Local Legislatures might 
have restored to them the power it wae intend- 
ed they ehould have according to one of Con- 
federation. According to the Railway Act of 
1888, all railways crossing or connecting with 
the Intercolonial, the Grand Trunk or the 
Nerth Shore are declared to be works for the 
generaled vantage of Canada. What railway 
can we build that will not cross or connect 
with the L 0. RP And the minute a road 
crosses or connects with the I. C. R. it to

WITHDRAWN FROM otm JURISDICTION, 
no matter how much we may have aided in 
the way of subsidies. The mete stating of 
such a proposition, he was rationed, would 
lead, hon. members to see how fair and just 
was the claim that the B. N. A. Act ehould 
be amended. New Brunswick has done 
much to assist railway enterprise. The rail- 
ways in operation in our province may become 
profitable. If they do would it be unreason- 
able to expect them to contribute some portion 
cut of their large earnings to the revenue of 
the province? Aa the act now stands, we 
would be without power to act. At preeent 
we have a right to construct public works, 
but whoa they ere constructed they may be, 
and ere seized upon by the Dominion Gov- 
ernment. This please us in a subordinate, 
belittling position. Not only may the works 
be taken, but they may be taken without 
compensation.

Mr. Hannington— When has the Dominion 
Government token any of these works.

Hon. Mr, Blair—It lies token away our 
right to control and regulate them. After 
we have given birth to these works, if our 
right to control them be taken away, to it not 
the same as taking away our property P He 
would tell the bon. gentlemaa that there are 
interferenoee which touch the feelings end 
sentiments, end thet ell righto do not reside 
in the pockets of the people. He desired to 
see our righto carefully maintained and we 
would "hard against a hostile foe on our 
shores, though our action may not partake of 
the eberacter of violence. The SyOnth re- 
solution deals2

WITH THE ELECTORAL LISTS.
We propoee in a measure to have a toy re­
garding such lists. He did not think there 
ehould be much feeling over the resolution. 
The time was coming when the franchise 
would be in the hands of every citizen cap­
able of exercising it. The Dominion Gov­
ernment will no doubt ere long adopt mab- 
hood suffrage and be thought we in New 
Brunswick would do the same before many 
more serions go by. (Hear, hear.) Thet 
would do away with the preeent expensive 
and cumbersome system. By the resolution 
proposed, the Dominion would save money 
and we would also save. The resolution 
ehould meet with a favorable response from 
thoee controlling the Dominion Government 
and he wee convinced that it would be agree­
able to all members of the House. The 8th 
resolution wae intended to remove ell doubts 
as to the power of Local Governments in ap­
pointing stipendiary police and other magie- 
trates and all officers who are under the juris- 
diction of the Provincial Legislatures.

Coming to the 9th resolution the Attorney 
General said it was not until recently that 
the right of the provinces to receive fees paid 
or payable on legal proceedings in the pro-

right of Provincial Legislatures to here ex- 
elusive jurisdiction to make laws in relation 
to the administration of justice, and he was 
satisfied the House would see the wisdom of 
adopting the principle of the resolution. He 
apprehended that there would be no serious 
objection resolution to No 11, (regarding the 
powers of the Legislature with respect to 
itself) and would pass it over without com­
ment.

Resolution 12 proposed a way to

ABOLISH THE SECOND CHAMBER 
without consent of the chamber itself. No 
one would doubt that in this province it wae 
desirable to abolish the Legislative Council. 
This House has spoken out more then once 
in favor.of the disallowance of the second 
chamber, but eo far we have not accomplished 
much. The method propoeed by the resolu- 
tion would no doubt be effective. He had 
seen in a St, John paper, that the suggestion 
was no way to bring about abolition. That 
paper had said that if the government were 
honest in its desire to abolish the Council 
the change could have been made. That 
was an unfair critictom, The Government 
has shown an earnest desire to abolish the 
Legislative Council. When a vacancy was 
to be filled they did not go among those of 
their followers who were hostile to the abo­
lition of the Oouncil. They appointed men 
whose word, faith, assurances, votes and ex- 
pressions in this House ehould have been a 
guarantee that in the Council they would 
voie in accordance with their votes und 
declarations in this House regarding the 
queetion of abolishing the Council. If we 
placed our trust in some of them in vein, we 
should not be condemned for their conduct. 
If the acts end votes of some members of 
the Upper House were inconsistent with 
their public declarations and votes in this 
body the Government wae not to blame. 
He regretted to know that some of the gen­
tleman who bed been appointed to the Legis­
lative Council bad

DESERTED FORMER PRINCIPLES' 

regarding the abolition of the council. He 
would like to see the men they (the Govern­
ment) bad appointed do credit to their re­
peated. declarations. He would like to have 
seen them stand to their colore at all hazards. 
Had they all done this they would bare done 
credit to the Government appointing them 
and vastly greater credit to themselves. The 
18th resolution (ae to crown lands in dispute) 
deals with matters which do not vitally 
affect us. The Provincial Secretary and 
himself bad assented to it on the principle of 
do as we would be done by. They bad given 
a helping hand to thoee directly concerned, 
and the House would have no difficulty in 
agreeing with the resolution. The 14th 
resolution proposes to deal to some extent 
with Bankruptcy and Insolvency. The 
statute book to barren of each legislation 
and the resolution proposes in the absence of 
action by the Dominion Parliament that the 
Local Legislature be inveeted with a measure 
of power to deal with the matter. He brief­
ly explained the next two resolutions and 
then took up resolution 17, dealing with the 
queetion of finances. This resolution had 
been adopted without a dissenting voice--a 
meet marvellous result all things considered 
But we are met with the criticism that the 
propoeed arrangement is going to increase 
the burdens of the people of Canada, that 
that New Brunswick will be deprived of a 
revenue she has now. When we entered 
Confederation and surrendered many of our 
righto to the central authority we did eo 
upon the distinct understanding that we 
ehould not have to make a

DIRECT TAX UPON THE PEOPLE.

Our expectation was that we would have 
money enough for our schools, roads and 
bridges, for the maintenance of our asylum, 
and to carry on the Government of the coun­
try efficiently. If experience baa shown us 
that with the strictest economy the Dominion 
allowance to inadequate, why ehould we not 
endeavor to have the amendment propoeed in 
the resolution adopted? We get 80 cento a 
bead from the Dominion. Of this amount 
60 cento a head goee for education. He 
showed bow, while the demande for educa­
tional purposes are increasing, people will 
not submit to anything like direct taxation 
in that connection. The federal authority 
should desire to eee the causes of discontent 
removed. The proposition from five of the 
different Provinces contained in this resolu­
tion should commend itself to the Dominion 
Government and he believed it would, per­
haps not thia year or next, bnt undoubtedly 
before very long. It had been said that N. 
B. under the arrangement contained in the 

resolution had given away $150,000 and ac­
cepted 8180,000. If this were true the Pro- 
vincial Secretary who consented to the pro­
position and he (Blair) who agreed with him 
should be drummed out of the Province. 
Mr. Blair entered into a full explanation of 
the financial arrangement, showing that 
under it without surrendering anything N. 
B. would get for Government and Legislation 
$180,000 a year as against $60,000 as at 
present. The increese in the different Pro- 
vinces under the resolution will be:

BEFORE CONFEDERATION
end to our treaty with the United States. 
That treaty bed been cancelled bv the United 
States for their own purposes. They refused 
to renew the treaty because they hoped—and 
thet was the aim of many of their public 
men end press—to ween us from our allegi- 
enee to the British crown end to force us into 
their union. The treaty with the United 
States came into operation in 1854 and ex­
pired in 1864. At the latter date our debt 
had increased from nothing t @5,000,000. and 
to meet our interest and for appropriations 
for roads, bridges and schools it was found 
very difficult to provide with our ordinary 
revenue. At that time old Canada could not 
carry on its Government because of the con­
flict that was continually going on between 
the east and the west. The lower provinces 
were then considering the queetion of martime 
union. The Liberale and Conservatives of 
Ontario and the Government of Quebec were 
willing to enter into the confederation ecbeme 
and were content to have their revenue fixed 
on the baeie of the population of their pro- 
incee in 1861. Now, however, the Ontario 
grits seek through thie Quebec conference 
for better terms, and propoee an arrangement 
which will add millions upon milltone of 
dollars to the debt of Canada. New Brun- 
swick’s share of the intereet of that debt will 
be very large, and while we will only get an 
increase of some $60,000 or $70,000 a year 
Ontario will vastly be the gainer by the new 
arrangement. And it is proposed that this 
arrangement shall be final and forever. Be­
fore lending ourselves to such an arrange- 
ment we ehould eee into whoee hsnde we are 
playing. We find at the Conference, Nova 
Scotians who are openly

DECLARING AGAINST THE UNION.
Some of those Nova Scotians are discussing 
annexation, the effect of which is to foster 
disloyalty to the British Empire and loyalty 
to the United States. We find, too, that at 
the conference, a resolution was passed unani­
mously in favor of unrestricted free trade 
with the United States.

Mr. Blair—No resolutions to be adopted 
by this house were passed as a conference 
embodying reciprocity.

Mr. Hanington—No, the conference knew 
that it was not within the competency of 
local legislatures to pass upon the queetion of 
trade and commerce. But the same confer­
ence which adopted the resolutions which 
this house is asked to pass, also as such con- 
ference, passed resolutions in favor of unres- 
triced reciprocity. The resolution in favor 
of such free trade with the United States 
was the work of the same minds thet adopt- 
sd the resolutions in reference to the consti­
tution of this Dominion. At the time that 
the resolution was passed by the conference 
in favor of unrestricted reciprocity, Erastus 
Wiman was preaching commercial union ae 
the proper policy of this country. He held 
public meetings in different parts of Canada. 
What influenced Wiman? Who brought 
him to this country? While this commer­
cial union missionary was holding public 
meetings in Conada those ‘ Conservatives" 
of our province in Conference at Quebec were 
passing resoltions in favor of unrestricted 
reciprocity. The Attorney General says the 
resolution in reference to that matter wae 
passed only as the individual opinions of the 
members of the Conference. Let us

EXAMINE THE RESOLUTION
and see if it to only their individual opinions. 
He read the resolution as follows:

" That having reference to the agitation on 
the subject of the trade relations between the 
Dominion and United States, this Inter-pro- 
vincial Conference, consisting of representa­
tives of all politeal parties, desires to record 
its opinion that unrestricted reciprocity would 
be of advantage to all the provinces in tbs Do­
minion.

That this Conference and the people it re­
presents cherish fervent loyalty to her majes­
ty the Queen, and attachment to British con­
nection.

That this conference is of opinion that a 
fair measure providing, under proper condi­
tions, for unrestricted reciprocal trade rela­
tions between the Dominion and the United 
States would not lessen these sentiments on 
the part of our people, and, on the contrary, 
may even serve to increase them, and would 
at the same time, in connection with an ad­
justment of the fishery dispute, tend to hap­
pily settle the grave difficulties which have 
from time to time arisen between the mo­
ther country and the United States."

That’s the opinion of the men who now 
ask us to amend the constitution of our coun­
try. That to whet the Americans want. 
Why, even the Toronto Glob» hos admitted 
that we as Canadians cannot descriminate 
against Great Britain. We cannot live as 
Canadians under commercial union. We 
would have to be bound by the will of the 
Americans, end be would say God help the 
day when we Britons will have to go down 
on our knees to the United States. It is an 
insult to toll us that our prosperity depends 
upon the Americans granting ns free trade or 
any other favors. The resolution adopted at 
Quebec in favor of commercial union with 
the United States practically said to to the 
Canadians: You ought not to be satisfied 
with your condition, with your prosperity, 
with your manufactures, but you should

HAND THEM OVER TO THE AMERICANS. 
The question of confederation was discussed 
by our ablest msn, the leading men of both 
political parties. The scheme was carried on 
the basis of Responsible Government and 
under it all provinces have bsen treated fair­
ly. The fathers of confederation decided 
that we should be governed by ourselves. 
Those who passed the Quebec resolutions de­
cided that we could not live unless by the 
will of the United States, a declaration to 
which he was not prepared to subscribe.

He (Mr. Hanington) had never uttered a 
sentiment against members of this Govern- 
ment attending the Conference at Quebec. 
He had no objection to them going if they 
thought any good would result from it, but 
he thought they would have been wise had 
they followed the example of Sir John Mac­
donald, who declined to attend the Confer­
ence, giving us bis reason that he could see 
no good purpose to be served in sending a 
delegate. The conference was the emana- 
tion of the Grits of Ontario; and fie would 
tell members of this House if those resolu­
tions era adopted we can never expect in- 
creased subsidies or assistance for railway 
construction. The Grits of Ontario have 
always opposed the interests of the Maritime 
Provinces. If they had had their way we 
would not have had the subsidies for ths 
Miremichi railway, the Woodstock, Ceraquet, 
Cape Tormentine end other roads. All these 
subsidies receivsd ths opposition of the On­
tario grits and the opposition party to Sir 
John’s government in parliament. They 
have declared over and over again that On­
tario was ths milch cow that was being drain­
ed in the interest of the Maritime provinces. 
These resolutions proposed that instead of 
increasing our rights we ehould go back to 
irresponsible Downing street. It was only 
after vigorous fighting that we were able to 
Meure the right to govern ourselves. The 
Britieb government had long ego given ue 
self-government and freed us from dictation, 
the dictation of Downing street or any inter- 
ference excepting in Imperia] matters, end 
new it i proposed that we hand beck our 
freedom to the same Downing street.

As an evidence of the fact that the Grit 
party were and ere .

OPPOSED TO THE MARITIME PROVINCES, 
Mr. Hanington referred to the fact that when 
Mr. Mackenzie was in power the Government 
of this province asked in vain for the $150,- 
000 due us on account of the Eastern Exten­
sion claim. Not only were we refused, but 
our request for that which was ours by right 
was made a canvass against us io the Pro­
vince of Ontario. He would show what in­
terest that great man Mr. Blake had in the 
Maritime Provinces by reading from a speech 
of his on the queetion of railway subsidies 
when the matter was under discussion in the 
Dominion Parliament in 1884. Mr. Blake 
eaid

“He (Sir John A. Macdonald) preferred to 
adopt the policy of granting aid to railways, 
no matter how small, how ebort, how purely 
local their internets might be.”

Furtuer on in the same speech Mr. Blake ■ 
said :

"I say that the policy of the bou.gentle- 
man to a degrading and demoralising policy.”

Degrading ! degrading, to help such rail- 
ways as the Miramichi road and the other

•Discussed in the Assembly.
Two views as presented by the At­

torney General and Mr, 
Hanington.

In the house of Assembly, Thursday after- 
noon, Hon. Mr. Blair moved that the House 
concur in the resolutions passed by the Que­
bec conference with a view to amending the 
B. N. A. Act. The Hon. Attorney General 
in moving the adoption of the Quebec reso- 
lutions, narrated the circumstances which 
led to the Conference at Quebec. He road 
from the speech of the lieut. governor of 
Quebec on the opening of the Legislature of 
that Province in 1887, wherein such a Con- 
ference was proposed. He (Blair) told of 
the communication, informal and forma), 
that afterwards took place between the Gov­
ernment of Quebec end the Government of 
this Province. When the invitation of the 
premier of Quebec was received asking this 
Government to join with, the Governments 
'of ths other Provinces in the meeting at 
Quebec, with the view of seeing what amend­
ments could be suggested to the British 
North America act of 1867, the queetion as 
to what course should be adopted, was con­
sidered by the members of this Government 
Were the Government acting on behalf of 
the Province to stand aloof ? Or should they 
unite in a discussion with members of Gov­
ernments of other Provinces upon nonpolitical 
grounds,(for the purpose of repairing defects 
in the constitutional system of the country? 
The queetion presenting iteolf in that way, 
it was decided that members of this Gov- 
ernment should meet the representatives 
from other Province, and in a fair, frank and 
open way
Disetaa THE BRITISH NORTH AMERICA ACT 

acting neither in the interest of, or in opposi- 
tion to, this or that political part. Having, 
that object in view, the Provincial Secretary 
and himself attended the Conference. It 
was not unreasonable, that, after 20 years of 
confederation, the constitution should require 
some change ; and he could see no objection 
to a Conference intended to perfect our sys­
tem, end perpetuate the union of the Pro­
vinces. The gentlemen whom they met 
from the other provinces, he was bound to 
say, appeared inclined to discuss all questions 
from a broad, patriotic standpoint. It was 
true that some questions wars discussed with 
the conclusions of which neither the Provin­
cial Secretory nor himself could agree, but it 
was only the resolutions which had been un­
animously adopted that have been laid before 
this House, and. with which hon. members 
are asked to agree. At the outset, he was 
met, not with objections as to the merits of 
the resolutions themselves, bat that there 
should have been any Conference at all. A 
portion of the press undertakes to say that, 
in meeting as we did, we travelled outside 
of the jurisdiction of Local Legislatures and 
Local Governments; that it was beyond the 
scope of our authority to discuss the matters 
contained in the resolutions, end that these 
questions should have been left to other 
tribunals. He differed from that view, and 
was eattofled that the great majority of the 
members/

WOULD AGREE WITH HIM 

in his visw. It would be unreasonable to 
suppose that, under the federal eyetom of 
Government, there would not be some fric­
tion between the Provinces and federal 
authorities. He was not aware of the fact 
that the framers of the B. N. A. act were 
sufficiently omoiecient to foresee all difficul­
ties that might arise in working out the new 
system.

Look at the United States. Although the 
constitution of that country was acknow- 
lodged to be one of the moot efficient pieces 
of statesmanship over drafted, there have 
been difficulties between the local and central 
authorities which were only overcome by 
the required changes. The features of the 
B. N. A. act being new, aid the act being 
complex in its character, it was not to be 
wondered that experience would ehow that 
come remedy would be necessary. If it he 
conceded that there are some defects in our 
constitution (end who will doubt that), 
what objection could there be to the Govern­
ments of this and other Provinces consider- 
ing desirable remedial legislation? Bnt, rays 
a portion of the press, the Local Legislatures 
should not deal with such questions as defects 
in the constitution. Such metiers these 
papers say, should be left to the membore of 
the Dominion Parliament. This Legislature 
to told that if changes are needed in the con- 
stitution effecting the interests of this Pro- 
vince, the New Brunswick members at Ot­
tawa ere the only proper parties to look after 
the tucking of such changes. He could not 
absent to that view. New Brunswick had 16 
membera at Ottawa end many of them were 
able, capable end efficient members, but they 
bed not been sent to Ottawa to
SPECIALLY GUARD PROVINCIAL INTERESTS. 
Such matters were intrusted to the members 
of the government and this legislature. It 
wee not only the right and privilege of every 
member of this house to deni with thie ques­
tion, bet it wae the seared duty of euch to 
raise his voice in favor of such remedial 
measures which his judgment tells him would 
be in the interests of the country. He did 
not look upon the constitution of the country 
as too sacred a thing to amend, if the general 
and provincial interests demanded it. He 
did not meen to say that the resolutions sub- 
milled to this house were the very embodi- 
meat of wisdom. Naturally at such a meet­
ing as the Quebec Conference, there bed to 
be a surrender of some personal opinions in 
order to reach common ground. If the Howe 
adopted the resolutions, thsy would be trans­
mitted to the Queen, end by their adoption 
in the various parliaments represented et 
Quebec, it wae hoped to have the desired 
amendments in the constitution made.

Before taking up the subject proper, he de­
sired to combat another proposition thrown 
out by some members in this house, end in a 
portion of the press. Objection was made to 
these resolutions on the alleged ground that1 
they were the result of political animosities 
towards the present dominion government; 
that they were, in fact, the work of Grit 
politicians. Five provinces were represent- 
ed st the Conference.

WITH THE DOMINION GOVERNMENT.

If indeed it can be said that any local govern­
ment is in the hands of a political party, 
could it be said that the other governments 
represented were the antagonistic to the 
dominion government? Would they say 
that the Manitoba government at the time 
of the Conference was in opposition to the 
Ottawa government. They would surely not 
say thet the government of New Brunswick 
to a Grit government. •

Mr. Tweedie—What to to then?

Sr. JOHN, March 19, 1888.
Not a booms, but an improvement ! Real 

estate is not doubling or trebling its value, 
but it is daily growing more valuable. It is 
a sign of the times. You cannot say tisat 
business in St. John is being borne along on 
a flying Western boom, but its daily improve- 
ment for the past few months, at first as- 
noticable in many quarters, has now become 
so apparent, that some merchant has suddenly 
awakened, purchased real estate at a good 
figure, and the property owners and cititens 
generally rejoice in the announcement that 
there is a decided improvement in real estate. 
No one can deny that there is lots of room 
for a boom in that quarter. There was a 
current saying in this city a short time after 
the fire, that the sight of an unmortgaged 
house was worth a dollar, but though that is 
no longer the case, real estate depreciation 
caused many a property holder much uneasi- 
ness and discouraged further building. One 
cause of this has been the emigration—if I 
may so term it—of St. John people to Port- 
land. When rents advanced in this city, 
hundreds of poor people decided to move 
seross the civic line and enjoy cheaper resi- 
denees and pay less taxes. The result is that 
Portland’s population has increased at the 
expense of St. John, and the proportionate 
number of vacant flats in our sister city is 
much smaller than in our own. But this 
will all be remedied in the united and greater 
Saint John.

An energetic and experienced sen captain, 
W.A., Steeves, has arrived in St. John with 
the avowed intention of forming a company 
and placing a line of steamers on the route 
between St. John and the West Indies. 
Captain Steeves has steamed in

EVERY QUARTER OF THE GLOBE 
and probably knows what be is about. Of 
course he wants the Dominion Government’s 
subsidy and a committee of the Board of Trade 
has recommended that he shall receive it. If 
the subsidy is given, the Captain says a steam- 
or will be put on the route at once and work 
begun on another vessel to take her place as 
soon as it is completed. With favorable 
weather he says that one vessel can make 
nine round trips in a year. If the amount of 
freight warrants more trips the steamers can 
be increased and the service made more com- 
plete. Each vessel will disburse about $20, 
000 in St. John every year.
