A SENSATION.
The news created quite a sensation at the city hall, nothing having been 

known about the matter until Ald. Richter discovered it.
It is known that the three gentlemen interested will take the oath of of- 

fice, and be prepared to take their seats on the day the council is inaugurated.
‘"I have been informed that I am elected to the council,” said Ald. Coles. 

"I have consulted some lawyers, and they have informed me that according to 
the municipal act, I am one of the fifteen members of the council. Mr. W. R. 
Meredith, who took an active part in the annexation proceedings, informs me 
that my contention is proper, and that I am entitled to a seat. I will take the 
oath of office, and be prepared."

"I have also been informed that I am entitled to a seat on the council," 
said Ald Blandford. "Instead of Ald. Johnston being last man, I will have 
that distinction. I will qualify, of course, and be prepared to take my place 
in the council."

Ex-Ald James Donnelly had not heard of the matter, and could not say 
what he would do. It is understood that he, too, will qualify.

Swings the Big Stick.
Mr. Beck sought to force a clause 

into the bvlaw whereby the company 
would be forced to use hydro-electric 
power. The council argued that this 
was no fairer than to force a private 
industry to use hydro. So the coun­
cil left the matter optional with the 
C. N. R.

Mr. Beck's private steam power 
plant in his cigar box factory at Lon­
don figured in the campaign. The fact 
that Mr. Beck had thrown out motors 
of the hydro-electric offices to install 
a 75 horsepower engine had much 
significance for the electors, and Mr. 
Beck's sincerity toward his own 
scheme was brought into question.

Elected on Small Vote.
While Mayor-Elect Greenwood was 

opposed to the granting of the fran­
chise. he received only 642 votes com­
pared to 1,642 votes given the other 
three candidates, all of whom were in 
favor of the franchise. There was 
hardly 100 votes’ difference between 
the three candidates. Greenwood re­
ceived 688, Pringle 596, Stevenson 546. 
and Frame 500. Mr. Greenwood was 
an eleventh-hour candidate brought 
out by the opposition to the fran­
chise. It is said today that Mr. 
Greenwood realizes the wishes of the 
people, and will abide by them in the 
conduct of his office.

May Knife It in Legislature.
It is stated in some quarters that 

Mr. Beck may make an effort to de­
feat the bylaw when it comes to the 
Legislature. Such a movement would 
be dying in the face of the people, 
and a very serious protest would be 
registered.

Work on the new railway will com- 
mence within a short time. Stratford 
believes that the trolleys will do much 
good for the city.

His record was investigated by De­
tective-Sergeant Nickle, and showed 
that the prisoner was arrested in 1900 
as Wm. Raftor. He was then 21 years 
of age, and was apprehended together 
with Joseph Ross. Both were convict­
ed on the same date by the late Police 
Magistrate Love on charges of having 
used violence in robbing two ladies, 
Mrs. McWhinney and Miss McIntosh, 
of Oxford stret. They were sentenced 
to 15 months each in the Central Pri­
son.

The pair apparently continued the 

partnership after the expiration of the 
terni, for they were again arrested in 
Toronto on a highway robbery charge, 
and were sentenced by Col. Denison 
on Nov. 3, 1903, to five years in King­
ston penitentiary.

build a $20,000,000 plant in Canada has 
revived interest here in a merger 
scheme which received only scant and 
rather incredulous attention, when it 
was laid before local financial interest 
about the middle of last month, says 
the Gazette.

This scheme aims at a merger or 
steel companies in Canada and the 
United States, which if ever carried 
out would result in an industrial mer- 
ger of even vaster proportions than the 
United States Steel Corporation. It 
would embrace in the United States 
some of the large independent steel 
companies headed by the Bethlehem 
Steel Corporation and in Canada the 
Dominion Steel Corporation and the 
Steel Company of Canada. The other 
United States steel companies would 
include the Pennsylvania Steel Com- 
pany, the Cambria Steel Company, the 
Midland Steel Company and the La- 
belle Iron Works of West Virginia.

The projected capitalization of this 
huge merger is $1,100,000,000, divided, 
it is understood, into $200,000,000 bonds. 
$500,000,000 preferred and $400,000,000 
common stock.

When the whole scheme was submit- 
ted to financial interests here some 
three weeks ago, directors of the Steel 
Corporation and the Steel Company of 
Canada averred that it was all news to 
them and ridiculed its possibility. 
Since then it is known that plans of 
the syndicate, which is said to be head- 

-ed by Charles M. Schwab, have been 
laid before President Plummer of the 
Dominion Steel Corporation, and be- 
fore other leaders in the steel indus- 
try in Canada.

When the historian of the city of

His work helps immensely in 
an understanding of how England (and 
inferentially, how other nations) devel­
oped from the local to the national 
economy. Mr. Gras will be an impor­
tant link in the chain of investigators 
who are melting and will soon com­
pletely dissolve the doctrines of Rous­
seau’s "Social Contract," and of that 
school of political philosophers whose 
writings group themselves fore and aft 
of the works of that brilliant though 
unhistorical Frenchman.

All friends of the Western University 
congratulate Mr. Gras on his able work, 
and each alumnus is a whit prouder 
of his aima mater because of a fellow- 
student's achievement.

LONDON AND THE YEAR 1912.
When the historian of the city of 

London takes up his pen he will devote 
a special chapter to the year 1912. He 
will be obliged to record that in No­
vember the citizens were startled by a 
project for "scrapping" the London and 
Port Stanley Railway, and converting 
it into an electric road at a cost of 
nearly $900,000; and that the only evi­
dence in support of it was supplied by 
two electrical engineers who had had 
no experience of railway operation.

Furthermore, he will set down that 
although leading manufacturers, whole­
sale merchants and jobbers pleaded for 
time in which to consider, the effect of 
the project upon steam railway facili­
ties necessary to their business, the 
promoters of the scheme—private citi­
zens—denied the right of the public 
authorities to institute an inquiry on 
behalf of the city, and demanded that 
the taxpayers be forced to vote on the 
scheme on Jan. 1, 1913, two months af­
ter the report saw daylight, with no 
additional information of an expert 
■character.

He will chronicle the fact that seven 
members of the City Council stood out 
against a dictatorship, and declared 
that it was their duty to heed the pro­
tests of the business community, to 
protect taxpayers against the compul­
sion of voting without further infor- 
mation, and to engage an expert or ex­
perts in railway operation to report 
on every factor of the problem.

Then our historian will go on to 
narrate that all the citizens—aldermen, 
manufacturers, wholesalers, jobbers 
and shippers—who took this position 
were daily held up to opprobrium, and 
accused of a conspiracy to "muzzle 
the people." He will clip the files of a 
■certain local newspaper to show to 
what depths this abuse and misrepre­
sentation of leaders of the community 
was carried.

What he will write of the year 1913 
can only be conjectured at this mo­
ment.

It is, therefore, interesting to chron- 

lele the appearance of an English novel 
which sports characters well known to 
this generation, real characters who are 
engaged in the whirl of politics at West- 
minster. This new political satire is by 
Mr. H. H. Munro and is entitled "The 
Unbearable Eassington" (John Lane. 
London). Mr. Munro lias changed the 
names of his characters slightly, but 
the majority of English, and even Cana­
dian, readers will be able to guess the 
originals of Sir Edward Roan, the Lib­
eral foreign secretary; Lady Caroline 
Benares, the elderly Socialist aristocrat, 
or Sherard Blaw, the dramatist. Court- 
enay Youghal, M. P., is described as 
'‘the young man whose knowledge of the 
middle east was an embarrassment to 
ministers at question time, and in de­
bate.’ This brilliant, cynical young man. 
we are told, is able to give Sir Edward, 
the foreign secretary, a hot time in the 
Commons, on the question of Persia, so 
that it is quite likely that Lord Curzon 
is the original, for lie is generally re­
garded as an authority on the Middle 
East. As. Youghal shares with Lady 
Caroline the satirical splendors of this 
novel, let us look at the dreaded foe of 
Sir Edward through our novelist's spy- 
glass. "He is," we are told, "a political 
spurwinner, who seems absurdly youth­
ful to a generation that has never heard 
of Pitt. It was Yaughal’s ambition—or 
perhaps his hobby—to infuse into the 
grayness of modern political life some 
of the color of Disraelian dandyism, tem­
pered with the correctness of Anglo- 
Saxon taste, and supplemented by the 
flashes of wit that were inherent from 
the Celtic strain in him. His success 
was only a half measure.
The publie missed in him that touch 
of blatancy which it looks for in its ris­
ing public men; the decorative smooth­
ness of his chestnut-golden hair and the 
lively sparkle of his epigrams were count­
ed to him for good, but the restrained 
sumptuousness of his waistcoats and 
cravats were as wasted efforts.

"If he had habitually smoked cigar­
ettes in a pink coral mouthpiece or 
worn spats of Mackenzie tartan, the 
great heart of the voting man and the 
gush of the paragraph-makers might 
have been unreservedly his."

The voting on the local option by- 
laws shows no recession of the tem­
perance wave. Undoubtedly the great 
majority of the electors of the prov­
ince are against the continuance of the 
barroom. Communities here and there 
stand outside the main current of pub­
lic sentiment, but they are few in com­
parison with the whole number. In 
Mondays voting, 47 municipalities gave 
majorities for license abolition, and 10 
gave majorities against, so far as 
heard from. Complete returns will not 
appreciably change this proportion. 
Out of 20 repeal contests, only one suc­
ceeded. In only five of these munici­
palities did the bylaws fail to be sus­
tained by majority, votes—in one case 
by one vote, in another by nine votes.

At this writing the returns show 
that the bylaw carried in 24 munici- 
palities, but failed in 23 other munici­
palities to get the necessary three- 
fifths vote, though it had majorities in 
all. According to present reckoning, 
there were majorities in 47 municipali­
ties for the extinction of 181 barrooms, 
but 110 of these barrooms were saved 
by the three-fifths' clause. It is not hard 
to understand why the authors of that 
clause have had the unfailing support 
of the liquor interests.

In Middlesex County the anti-bar- 
room forces had a majority in every 
contested municipality. The hotel li­
censes were wiped out in the village 
of Wardsville and in London and 
Delaware Townships and the move­
ment for repeal defeated in the town 
of Strathroy and the townships of 
Adelaide and Lobo. In Glencoe and 
Parkhill there were substantial ma­
jorities for abolition, but they could 
not overcome the three-fifths' handi­
cap.

The temperance people got their 
worst reverses in Hamilton and St. 
Thomas, where license reduction was 
defeated by large majorities. Against 
these were the second failure of the 
repeal movement in Owen Sound, and 
the majority of 476 for abolition in

It is out of the question that we can 
accept the assistance of the overseas 
dominions in defending the United 
Kingdom. To do this would be an 
ignominious confession of decadence; 
and would place the mother country 
In an impossible position in relation 
to her dependencies.

Joint contribution must inevitably 
lead to joint control and joint control 
of foreign policies as well as of mere 
admiralty business. There ought to be 
no misapprehension on this point, for 
Mr. Borden has been careful to insist 
upon it in making his announcement. 
To arrive at a satisfactory arrange- 
ment for the joint control of foreign 
policy by the home and colonial 
governments, especially if this control 
is to extend to the power of declaring 
war, is beyond the wit of statesman­
ship.

The crisis of foreign policy out of 
which the resort to armed forces arises 
cannot be dealt.with by anything in 
the shape of a deliberative assembly 
representing various interests; nor 
is it possible to conceive that the 
people of the United Kingdom will 
ever allow the issues of peace and war 
to be decided for them by any other 
authority than the Government which 
they create and which is responsible 
to them.

UATE.
The Western University, on its arts 

side, as well as on its medical side, has 
ample reason to be proud of its grad- 
uates. On the arts side no more thor­
ough scholar has been graduated than 
Norman S. B. Gras. During his under- 
graduate years he lived in London, and 
his record was both substantial and 
brilliant, it may not be too much to 
say that there is not now upon this 
continent a man of Mr. Gras’ years who 
has any more scholarly attainments 
than this graduate of the Western 
University. While here his work was 
of such a character as to warrant the 
Harvard University authorities in mak­
ing an opportunity for him to pursue 
his course as a post-graduate student. 
His work at Harvard resulted in re­
wards and prizes, and not in these 
alone but in the building of sound 
scholarship and the acquiring of wise 
and accurate methods of investigation 
and research.

Two or three years ago, the Harvard 
authorities awarded him a “travelling 
scholarship," which entitled him to 
spend his time in Great Britain or 
Europe, investigating such historical 
subjects of interest and importance as 
he might desire. Before proceeding 
there, he was armed througli the kind­
ness of the chancellor of the university, 
Justice R. M. Meredith, and the Minis­
ter of Public Works, Hon. Charles S. 
Hyman, with letters of introduction to 
Lord Strathcona, Canadian high com­
missioner, and to others, whereby he 
was aided in procuring the privilege of 
examining the original historical doc­
uments so wisely and jealously guard- 
ed in their several repositories in the 
old land.

Mr. Gras chose as his subject for in­
vestigation "The Origin of the National 
Customs-Revenue of England.” After a 
scholarly, laborious and able exam­
ination of the literature on the sub­
ject, followed by a re-examination of 
the original sources of information al­
ready consulted by other and more gen­
eral investigators, he pushed his in­
quiry further, and went into a minute 
examination of the Calendar of Char­
ter Rolls, the Calendar of Close Rolls, 
the Calendar of Patent Rolls, Rotuli 
Litterarum Patentium, Rotuli Litter- 
arum Clausarum, Rotuli Chartarum, 
the King's Remembrancer, the Cus­
toms Accounts of the Exchequer, the 
Pipe Rolls. and about 25,000 Port 
books. Much of this original material 
had been examined before, particularly 
by Hall and Dowell, but not with such 
a single eye to the constitutional his­
tory of the customs revenue.

Some of the results of Mr. Gras’ 
work have been published in the last 
number of the Quarterly Journal of 
Economics. He has challenged upon

"However, you 
will always have relays of people from 
the suburbs to listen to the Mocking 
Bird of yesterday, and sincerely imagine 
It is the harbinger of something new and 
revolutionizing."

Expensive Pets

CARE OF BULBS
I have just discovered the reason 

why the flower spike of my hyacinths 
grown in the house last winter failed 
to come up or mature, and as prob- 
ably there are many other women who 
have had the same experience I glad- 
ly pass on the information, writes Eliz- 
abeth Lee.

The bulbs responded beautifully to 
my care in planting, and I was very 
proud of the * green, healthy-looking 
plants with the blossom spikes finely 
formed. But, alas! these never grew 
more than a couple or three inches in 
height, just a cluster of blossoms and 
no stem at all.

Well, it seems the pots were placed 
in a light too strong, while the room 
should have been kept at a lower 
temperature.

It was not that the plants were 
brought into the light too soon ex- 
actly, but the bloom should have been 
covered with a paper cone for a cou- 
ple of days when the stalk should 
have come up.

An authority on bulbs tells me in- 
door bulbs should not have a tempera- 
ture higher than seventy degrees 
while blooming. He says if the pots 
can the kept in a room adjoining a 
heated room, instead of in the room, 
they will thrive better.

Another thing I learned. Many Deo- 
ple make the mistake of using pots 
too large. The correct rule is for a 
first size hyacinth use a four-inch pot. 
For the largest tulips a three-inch 
one. Four daffodils can be set in a 
six-inch pot and set in an eight-inch 
pan. Crocuses are planted one inch 
apart.

The proper way to plant bulbs is to 
fill the pot with rich soil two-thirds 
full. Set the bulb now and soak with 
water to settle the bulb in place. 
Bulbs should not be pressed down in 
the pot because this packs the soil 
under it. When first potted the bulbs 
must be set away in a cool, dark 
place, until the pots are filled with 
roots, when they may be brought to a 
window in the light, but out of the di-

EXCESSIVE RATES.
Washington, Jan. 7. — Spirited com­

petition between lumber exporters of 
this country and those of Sweden and 
Norway Induced the filing of a petition 
with the interstate, commerce commis 
sion today by the A. H. Stange Com 
pany, of Wisconsin, against the Chi­
cago, Milwaukee and St. Paul Railway

The complainant says that in 1905 it 
exported 300,000 pine, doors to England. 
Since then the exports have decerased 
unit in 1912 only 50,000 were shipped 
abroad. The decrease is alleged to be 
due to the excessive transportation 
rates exacted by the eastern railroads 
as manufacturers of Sweden and Nor­
way were able to enter the English 
market on much better terms. A re­
duction of rates is urged.

Canadian Pacific Railway Issue In­
structions and Rules of

Importance.
In connection with the tracing of 

either carload or less than tarload 
shipments the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way Company has issued some im­
portant rules, which it is hoped will 
be exercised and thus facilitate in 
the work of tracing shipments. Lt Is 
well known that tracing of any ship­
ment before it has ample time to 
reach its destination does not hurry 
its movement, but on the other hand 
prevents prompt attention to legiti­
mate tracing. The rules are as fol­
lows: 1. Tracers must not be started, 
or requests made to trace freight, 
until the shipment has had a reason­
able time in which to reach destina- 
tion, and then only at the request of 
the shipper or consignee. 2. When 
tracing a shipment give the initials 
and number of car, point of origin, 
route, dare forwarded, commodity and 
destination. 3. Tracers in connection 
with carload freight should be ad- 
dressed to Mr. F. A. Gascoigne, su­
perintendent of car service, Mont- 
real, for eastern lines; and Mr. A. 
Hatton, superintendent of car service, 
Winnipeg, for western lines. 4. In 
case of less than earload shipments, 
the necessary information should be 
obtained through agent at shipping 
point or destination.

164 STOCK -TAKINGOttawa:, Jan. 7.—The Department of 
Labor has been making a special investi­
gation into conditions under which the 
workmen are engaged in the cities 01 
Eastern Canada for employment on the 
construction of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
line in Northern British Columbia, and 
finds that complaint is made of exorbi­
tant charges by certain employment 
agencies, also that many workmen on 
being engaged are shipped to the wilds 
without first providing themselves with 
blankets, boots. overalls. shirts, and 
other necessaries which are only to be 
had at very high prices on the work. 
As respects the latter point, the inspector 
of the department of labor, who recently 
visited Tete Jaune Cache, on the Grand 
Trunk Pacific line in British Columbia, 
writes that he met workmen who said 
they were told by employment agents 
that it was not necessary to take bian- 
kets and wearing apparel with them, as 
they could procure them at the camps 
at prices as low as in the eastern cities. 
It is the Inspector's opinion that many 
of these men before working long 
enough to recoup the sub-contractor for 
the outfit supplied, become tired of the 
job and commence to wearily walk but 
of the wilds to civilization.

Since the latter part of August last 
all workmen engaged for tills work 
have been transported from the place of 
engagement to the camp free of charge, 
and this offer of free transportation to 
British Columbia held out by eastern 
employment agents has had the effect 
of greatly increasing the supply.
