THE ORGANIST’S STORY.

Judge ol my astomish
ment, when, on stooping 1o remove the obsiruc-
tion, a faint ery was heard, and [ discovered that
the seeming bundle was a httlz child, about eight
morths old, wrarped i a dirty blacket, and
oearly hfeless. To pick it wup, to carry it inte
the house, and to call Dame Bertha, was bot the
work of a moment. The poor little creature was
almost dead, but a warm bath, same bread and
milk, and the tender cares of old B:rtha soon re-
stored life and animation to her funbs. Ah!
how pretty she was, the little brown—eyed crea-
ture, whea Dame Bertha brought her to we.
wrapped 1 an old shawl, and silting erect and
saucily upon her arm, that I might see now
strong and lively she looked.

I have always thought that she had been left
bebind by a party of wandering Bobem'ans, who
the dey before, had passed through our town, on
their way to one of the great anaual fairs, where
they go to sell trumpery bits of garnet jewelry
aod glassware, and to pick up what money they
can by doncing and siogiog.  Certain 1t 1s that
no one ever claimed my hitle foundling, and she
bore no marks by which her parentage could be
traced. I called her Roschen. she was so fresh
and rosy and sweet, and she speedily became the
idol of both Dame Bertha and myself. Many
persons advised me to send her to some charitable
institution tor the care of orphans or foundlings ;
but T could not bear to part with ber. My
means were small, it is true; but I knew that,
by care and incressed economy, I could contrive
to meet the extra expense.

The years went on, and the pretty babe
changed to a merry chid, and then to a wild,
romping girl, and at least a fair maiden of six-
teen stood betore me. 1 had taught her reading
and writing and music, and old Bertha bad 1n
structed her n all housewiely art ; and all who
knew ber praised her beauty and intelligence.
But as she outgrew her childhood she seemed to
leave content behind. The calm monotony of
our life seemed to fret and fever her; che
wearied of all occupations, and passed long hours
in walking up and down our little strip of garden
with clenched bands and hurried steps. Aod 1,
too, had lost the calm conteotment which had
filled my hfe with peace. I reahzad that, old as
I was, I loved—loved fur the fi.st time, and
madly-—the fair young creature who had been to
me as a daughter, Aond though I tried to stifie
this inrane passion, T felt that all my efforts were
in vaie. I loved Roschen, and I even boped
(now wildly and vaioly I now reahze) that she
might return my Jove.

Oge day our quaint little town was startled by
the apnouncement that a travelling dramatic
troupe of great excelleace was about to give a
representation at our public ball. Roschen at
once expressed a strong desire to witness the
performances ; aod [, always anxious to call up
one of her rare smiles, consented. Never
shall I forget that evening. The eotertamment
consisted of the usual medley of songs, dances,
and detached sceses from plays ; but it was the
first performance of the kind which Roschen had
ever witnessed, and she was nearly wild with ex-
citem=nt and delight. Thbe soft-rose hue of her
cheek deepened 1o a vivid scarlet, ber eyes
flashed and sparkled like living gems, and under
the influence of the hour, her beauty seemed to
have acquired a more dazzling radiance.

That evening, after we returned home, my
carefully-guarded secret escaped me. T forgot
that I was fifty-five years ofd, and that she was
but sixteen ; and I told ber that T loved her. I
pictured to her how peacefully aod happily our
lives might pass together, and how my love would
ever encircle and protect her. And then T tried
to tell her how well [ loved ber, but I could not;
I could only fall at her feet and implore “her to
say that she would become my wife.

Afieranurs
equs! stroggle of ages, the msjorily are now started
in the battle of life, the minority having every ad-
vantage over them. The possession of nine-tanthg
of the soil of the kingdow ; & monoply of the magis-
tracy and of tha administration of the law; direction
of the country Boards, and of the Grand Juries; 1he
tevying and appropriation of our heaviest tax, 1,100,-
000.. a-yesr, all pald by the occupier3; the control
of cur Boarde of Guardiens, the patronags of all our
loeal institutions, the possession of churches raiged
from Cathelie funds, reveral millions of ap ecolesing-
tical endowmaent, 8 university with one acre in every
hundred of the eoil of the kingdom to sustain it, and
an accendancy of profe=sinnal occupaney, aa well ap
of wealth and seceisl position, erising from the
wmouoply sad the exclusion of several centeries.
Thus overweighted, Ireland starts on the new future
just opened to her; yet, withal, her bistory clearly
indioates that ghe will not be behind, or worated in
the conteat.--[Dublin Irishman.

Lord-Lieatenant of Ireland kas made n happy appeal
to tho geniua of that country. The School of Art
uoder the management of the Royal Dublio Society,
has carried offa far grester number of prizes in pro-
portion to the number of the pupils th+n any other
provincial sckool in the kingdom, the advantayes of
the School at Soutk Kensington placing it alone
bigher in the general competition. In not a few of
tke points, indeed, in whizt antiquity held national
grontpess to conaist the Irish mre easily our eqnals
ard with a little effort our euperiors. 1Io ideas and
io the languope of idees all clzgses of Ireland excel
the corresponding clasa of thia country, at least till
we come to ‘bat higkest of circles which iz not so much
of one province or country, but of tho Empire, or
ratker of the world. Beginning from tbe peasantry,
and comparing closs with clage, the Izish have more
natural poetzy, more tastr, more elrquence, more
power of conceiving end taking in idess, nod expres3-
ions, snd mode of tteught, These powers, itis true,
are acquired by conversation, end the Irish spend nt
least balf their time tatking and arguing, and teliing
gtories ; but they bave something to talk about, and
the way of making the most of it. It may also be
esid ip excuse for Sayon dulness that as compared
with Ireland we are a hard.-working netion, and too
much ocenpied to telk, to look about us, to acquire
Idess, and work 1hem into proper shaps and bearing.
We ure drndges, always at the plongh, ibe mill, or
the desk ; Lut, it matters not how it comes about,
the fact remaing, and it is & fact not to ba ignored,
evan if To may plenge to thivk it a encrifics to vir-
tue and e proof of moral excellence. Itis n truth to
ba remrmbered on boih eider, that this grest indnus-
trial oystem of curs, which wakes every man, woman,
and child do hisduty in it, i3 not the best school of
geoniur, or even Science ned Art. In Irelsnd, we are
told, there 13 e Schaol of At and n development,
with incressing snccesses. It muost be slso wilk
ghame that an Englishman surveyes the progress of
Art in thia country. Nothiog can be uglier than our
ordinary heuee architecture, exeept our public build.
ings even thoge of the most pretentions charaagter.
It realy would geem np if there wus hardly 8 men in
the nland capable of designing on edifico of any
8ize, great or pmall, that shall please tho ¢ye, from
whatever side .it i3 aeen.  Sbould it happen that
soms saitaple, but effictive, sculptnre ia wanted to
create an objsct in B farade, there is bardly en
Edglishman to be found who can do it, thengb it
sbould be the-wiercst ndupation of geme well-known

St. Canice's, Kilkenny ; and Bt. Marp's. Limerick, -
are regarded ag histarical monuments of Cetholicism,
to which the eympathies of the people are stiil at-
tached, and it wonld ivflict a needless azd most
grievous wound if the State finally made them over
to & sma!l pect.

He eaid the strength of tke Libe-
rals cams only from the mejorities at the hustings, it
reated on no firmer basia. Mr. Gladstoue had pledged
bimself and bis followers to the destruction of all
that wag deemed desirable  The destruction of the
Chorch was orged by envy aud jealousy. The speaker
maintained that the Oburch had always fulfitled its
wmission. Mr. Gladatone then rose to resume the de-
bate. He reviewed the course of the bill ard the
movement which bad been for snd agsinst. He de-
clared that the policy wag nsceesary for Irelsnd,snd
this wag the first step demanded by the majority. Mr.
Gladstone resumed his seat amidst cheers, and the
House divided on the motion that the bill be read a
second time with the following result : For the mo-
tiop, 263 ; agninst, 250 ; mejority for the Govero-
ment, 118. The announcement of the result was
greatly cheered in the House. The cheers were
taken up by the people in the lohbies, avd the newa
wag {bus conveyed to the immense crowd outside
the House, who jnined in the applause with the wild-
est entbusiasm. The House, at three in the morning,

He confessed
bia peccadilloes with the most edifying unetiousvers,
and forthwith imposed a heavy penactce on one or
moie of hiz sabjecta He contrived with sinvular
ingPuGity to enjoy sin in biB own person while doing
penance for it in the persons of ki3 subjevts Otber
penitents buve been led 1o sarctity by sowne visiea of
¢ the beanty of Loliness’ or the hideousnesz of sin,—
Yenry wap invariably led to repentance by * the Just
of the flaah and the last of tbe ere’ [t wag in the
adulterous embraces of Aone Boleyn that be awoke
to the sizfulness of his marrisge with Catherize, and
hig righteous soul began to grieve over the seneual-
ity of the mookp a3 soon a3 he saw s chance o min-
isteri-g to his own by tha appropriation of their trea-
pures  With the same p'iability of conacience be
never rested till be cbtained Legatine authority for
Wolsey, and Le sanctioned the exevcize of thatau-
thority as lopg as be could torn it to his own use.—
But the moment it ceased to be useful to him, and
there apreared a prozpect of his being able to derive
benefit from the penal suppression of it his conscience
begaao to prick bim for his violaticn of the law, and
be determined 10 appease the vofce of justice by the
sacrifice of & victim. Wolsey must perish for the
quietiog of the Royal consclence sni for the replen-
ishing of the Royal treasury ; and even tben the Kiog
finds himself uneble ‘o avoid all scroples and
doubtfuloesa’ The Stiatute of Provisors imposed
forfeiture and desth not enly oa the principal offend.
ers, but slso on ‘their notaries, procuratore, mainw
tainers, abettorp, fautors, and counsellors’ It seemed
therefore that the whole rnation hed :ncurred ths
peaaltiea of premunire, aud wag liable to forfeiture
of life and goods ; and, io fact, the King declined for
gome duys to graot the prayer of ©his faitbful Com-
mons,’ who had craved for the Reyal pardon more 12
the tones of Eastern slaves than that of free-born
Englishmen. At lepgmth His Mejesty was good
enough to send Ria pardos, acd bis * sorrowful acd
penitent Commons' retarced their bumble thacks,~
But the clergy were not to be let off eo easily. It
would have been absurd to attempt to enforce the
penalties of the statate sgainst the whale nativn;
but it might be safe to enforce them partially sgainst
the clergy ; and the clergy of botk Provinces were
secordingly indicted in tbe King's Beoeh for their
alleged violation of the Statute of Provisors. The
clergy knew with whom they had 1o ¢eal, and before
the day of trial cama the Convocations of Canterbury
and Yotk had agreed to & compromise. They con-
gented to purchace the Royal pardon by the paymant,
on the part of Ganterbury of £100,044 83. 84.; aud
of York, £18,840 0s. 104 —a som which Mr. Blunt
calculates ap equivalent to & million snd a half of
our mopey- The payeent of this arbitrary fise fora
fiatitious offence the King gracionsly permitted tobe
extended, by yearly instalments, over a period of five
veara; but thia apparent clemency wag dictated by
aoything but 8 clemeat motive on the part of the
King. The fact is, he hoped to acbieve two great
results by thia dexterous move against the cleray.
With thst contradiction of character which we ofien
see wnited with arbitrary power, Henry VIII. loved
gold 'like & miser, and squandered it like a spend-
thrift. His income wae immense, and, ia additior,
be inherited from his father mors than a princely
fortune. Mr. Blunt reckozs it st twenty millions
sterling in modern monoy. Yet Heuary was elwaye
compiaining of bis poverty, ond had the true miser’s
dread of dyicg poor. The people were ground dewn
by an exerbiteat texation duricg the whole of bia
reign, apd, according to Mr. Blunt he was not above
the infamy of makiog large loaps, and then repudist-
ing bis obiigsation by Act of Parlinment. This inor.
dicate greed was, no doubt, Heory's chief motive in
his degradation of Wolsey. He hed already realized
s rich harvest from the cozfiscation of Wolsey's pro-
perty and from the epoils of the monaatic properiy
which the Cardinal bad seitled om his colleges at
Oxford and Ipswick, and he saw the prowmise of ad-
ditional ‘loot’ in the quibble by wbich Le epsnared
the clergy in the meshea of prmmurnire. That would
be the first result of citing them bef.re the King’s
Bench, Then, by ailowing the payment of ths ran-
8om to rua over a pericd of Sve years, woat at first
sight appeared to be a boov became in reality an ic-
strument of tyranny in the hapda of an anecruplous
ang prectically icrresponsible ruler. For the Royel
pardon was not issued till the uttermost farthicg of
the rangom was pald ; so that the King could at any
momert during the five years let loose on the clergy
all the penslties of preemunire. He had them, in
fact, completely in his pcwer, and he nsed his op-
portunity with characteristic ability and umscrupu
lougnegs. Partly from bis innnte Tuodor love of
power, and partly in order to facilitate his divoree
from Catherine, Henry wisked (o extort from Parlia-
xent and Convocation o stropg declaration in faver
of the Reyal supremecy. Ia mastter of fact, he
wisbed to transfer to bimself 1he supremacy which
he denjed to the Pope,snd with a view to this be
introduced a change into the King's title in the pre-
amble of the Act of Oonvocation by which the ran-
som mounsy was to be voted. This trick ia eaid ‘o
have been suggested to the King by Oranmer, and it
is cortainly worthy of perbaps the moat unpringipled
ecclesiastic who ever rose to eminence in Kngland.

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

Latest reports from Spain speak with confi-
dence of the establishment of a Montpensier
dyoasty. ‘The event of chief importance in the
British Islands has been the second reading by a
large majority of Mr. Gladstone’s Bill for setthng
the Irish Church question, War rumors are
still nfe wn Europe, and a cause of fighting is
looked for in the Belgian ¢mbroglio with France.
At Rome all was quiet: the Pope’s health was
' good at latest dates. In other parts of the Ila=
lian Peninsulathe batred of Piedmontese rule

is extending.

EASY LESSONS IN 1RISH EISTORY.
FOR THE USE OF THE * MONTREAL WITNESS.”

We do not complain that the generalty of
No-Popery writers are 1gnorant of Catholic his—
tory, that is to say the works of Catholic bis—
torians ; for we are not so unreasonable as to ex-
pect that our Protestant critics, and censors
should bother themselves by lstening to both
sides, before pronouncing judgment on any given
question. But we do complain of the gross ig-
norance of, or contempt for bistorical facts, as
recorded by eminent Protestant historians, which
the sehool of No-Popery writers, whom we have
in view, constantly betray when treating of past
events.

Of this 1gnorance of, or disregard for the facts
recorded in Protestaut history, the editor of the
Montreal Witness gives a notable instance. He
has allowed bumself to be drawa into a guast his-
torical controversy on the subject of the Irich
Penal Laws, with Brother Aathony of the Chris
tian Brothers, and, of course, makes a display of
those peculiar defects of which we complain.—
We copy from the editorial remarks, of the
TWitness of the 23rd ult. 10 justfication, or pal-

liation of the Penal Code :—

t« We are under the impreasion that the worst of
England’s penal lawa agajast Irisb Roman Cstbolica
were only enacted after, and in consrquence of one
ot two masaacrea of the Proteatants of Irelend, some
what akin to the massacre of St. Bartholemew's Day
jn France; and that the said legieiation, whetber
right or wrong, wes iatended to prevent maaeacre
and assasszination, rather than ‘to persecute Popery.s

For this impression there can be no possible
excuse ; for the history of lreland, as written by
Protestants such as Tallam, Macaulay acd
Froude, show tbat there is no foundation for 1t :
and that ay “massacres” with which the Irish
Catholics may be charged, were the consequence,
not the cause of the cruel Penal laws which Pro-
testant Eogland bad imposed upon them. This
thesis we will make good by the Protestant au-
thors whose names we bave cited. ‘

‘We dismiss for tbe present all consideration
of tte events which look place before the era-of
the Reformation, and whilst Eagland and Treland
were still of one faith; when the Anglo-Normaas ot
the Pale, and the native * Triskry” worshipped at
one altar, In those days there were ot course
no Pesnal laws. These came 10 with the Re-
formatios : and the question at issue is—Did
these Liaws precede or follow ; were they the
cause, or the consequence of, what Lhe TWiiness
terms * massacres of the Protestants somewhat
akin to the massacre of St. Bartholomew’s day
in France 7° Let us begin then with the reign
of Heory the VIII,

In that reign no * massacre of Protestants” is
altributed to Irish Catbolics. There were dis-

contents amongst the clergy and gentry of Anglo
Norman race, as well as amongst the Insh, at
the high banded measures of the King io im-
posing, under cruel penalties the Act of Supre-
macy ; but there was no massacre of DPro-

" testants 10 Ireland, either in hus reign, or i that
of his suceessor Edward VI,

In the reigo of Mary, the old religion was

" quietly restored ; the married clergy io lreland,

as 1n England, were deprived of their benefices:

but beyond this there was no persecution of Pro-

testants, 'Wé' ‘quote’ from” Hallani's “Constitu™
tional Flistory ¢, 1820 - . . | .

“ His — Edward’s~—eldest sister’s acocession revers-
ed, of course; whai had been dose, and restored tran-
quillity in ecclesiasttoal matters ; for the Protestants
were too few to be worth persecution, nor were even
those molested who fled to Ireland from the fires of
Smitbfield.” ' '

Thus down to the reign of Ehzabeth, Pro-
testaots in Ireland bad no cause to complam of
massacres ar persecutions, at the bands of Irnish.
Catholica : and this brings us to the era of the
Penal Laws. Again we quote from Hallam: —

“ Elizabeth, baving fized the Protestant Obarch ou
s atable basia in Kngland, eent over the Earl of
Sussex to bold an Irish Parllaxent io 1580, - . .
The Eaglish lawa of supremacy and unitormity were
eoscted in nearly the same words; and thaa tke
Common Prayer was &t onos get up, instead of the
Mags, but with a eiognlar reservation, that in those
parts of the country were the ministera had no know-
ledge of the Eoglish langosge, he might read the
service ju Liatin  All subjects wers bound to attend
the public worabip of the Chureh, aad every other
wasg joterdicted,”~— Const, Hisf. c. 18.

This was the begmning of the Penal Laws,
which doomed to loss of liberty, of goods,and of life,
every Catholic 1 Ireland whe would not apos-
tatize : and this also ushered in the first ¢ mas
sacres”—of which bowever the « Catbelic Irish-
ry”’ were the victims, not the perpetrators, Bur
here leaving Hallam for a moment, we will quate
from the Protestant bistorian Froude: and we
mvite the carelul attention of the Witness to
what the Protestant Froude says as to the means
by which it was sought to impose Protestantism
upon Trisk Calbolics. We quote from his &th
volume of s History of the Reign of Elizabeth

. 24, ‘The Italics are our own : —

"“ The Eoglish nation was shuddering over the
atrocities of slva, The childrea in the nurseries
were being inflamed to pa‘riotic rage, and maduess
by talos of Spanich iyranny. ¥Yet .Alva's bloody
sword never louched (he young, the defenceless or
thos» whose scx even dogs can recoguise and respect.”

No: such deeds as Alva scoroed were
the means employed by the first Apostles
of the Holy Protestant Church n Ire~
land, to convert Imsh savages to a purer
faith, The Eaglisb missionartes m Ireland, vo-
lke Alva, spared neither age nor sex. For let
us histen a motment or two longer to Froude,

In illustration of the processes by which it was
atterzpted to Protestantize Ireland, Froude gives
us a description of one single week’s service in
the Wicklow mountaius, of a detachment of
English Protestant missionaries under tbe orders
of an officer camed Agard—who seems to have
kept a diary, or book of Acts of the Protestant
Apostles. Here is a portion of the bloody re-
cord : —

6 gpavd's Companu; or a ' Weel's Servize of a De-
tachment of English Police’ in the Wicklow Moun-
tains.

“ The firat expedition agaiost there people”—=the
firat  for ag will be seen there wa3 a geriea ~wag of
no particalar moment. A party of soldiers made
their way to the Barony of Shilelagh, where the re
;ort says, they burned Garrald’s hoanse with sizteen
towns or hamlete, took a prisoner or two, and forty-
five bead of cattle, and bad other killing.’

“ The day followicg, their work lay in the beauti-

fu} valley of Imale, between Baltioglas and Blessing-

ton. There, reported the Sergeant-Mujor, ¢ they kill-
ed a foster brother of James Eustace, Pat. Tallon,
and his brother David, whbose heads were sent (like

a bag of game) to the Lord Keeper; another young

fellow wag ron into and despatched after s chage of

three miles, snd mauch spoill was taken: Aftera
few hours res*, the soldiers swept around Lugseaquilla
to the upper waters of the Avansgh, and fell upon
the MacHoghs. Feigh MacHugh, of whom they
ware in geazch, was absent, but they ‘slew two of
his foster brothers, fonr or five kerns, a8 many cthers
a6 were in five cabins! This done they turned
homewaris. On their way they picked up a woman,
whom Agard carried to the station, meaning, ag ke
raid, to execute ber unlesa she would eerve bia pur-
pose.” Qaptain George, with A scouting party en

conntered a party of Talloos who had been abroad
at migchief; one of them was kilied ; the reat, ag the
seldiers wanted smusement, were stripped naked and

‘pat in the bog.’

‘The next expedition was made 10 the Glennes,
A party was seat out te do sume more killing ;
and baviog arrived at the Glenoe mouth, a spy
offerred either to warrant tham to have five
bundred kine, * or else to enter to fave some
kallieg? which latter sport the officers of the
detachment preferred. Aond so:—

% At the break ef day they entered in and bad the
killing of diversa; what they were —go 8nvg the re-
port—“[knownot They bronght awsay five swords
with gix Galloglasee axes, They slew many churls,
women, and chillren.”

Aund adds Froude :—

" Such, and so related was a week's aervice of a
datachment of Eaglish Police. Apard wag cagnaily
alluded te afterwards by the Depaty, as an able and
zealong officer, and this was a'l the notice teken of
his performances. The inference is but too natural,
that work of this kind was the road to preferment,
and that this, or sowethicg like it, was the ordinary
employment of the ' Saxon’ garrizon of [reland.”

As yet nothing to which even the name of a
¢ massacre” by Irish Catholics, ot Protestaats,
bad occurred. Inseveral partsof Treland indeed
the great chiefs rose 1n arms to assert their na
tional wdependence, their civil and religious h-
berties: but these msurrections, as legitimate as
that of the Scots agamst the Kings of Lagland,
were put dowa with such mercifess severity that
the land wag turoed into a barren waste, and the
natires were almost entirely exterminated. To
this effect—Hallam guotes the testimony of Hol-
lingsked :—

“Finally every way tbe cursa of God wee 89
great, and the land eo barrea. both of man and beast,
that whoeoever did travel from the one end unto the
other of all Murster, even from Waterford to the head
of Limerlck, which is about sixgcore miles, he gkould
not meet any mar, woraen. or child, saving ia towna
and cities ; nor jet ses any besst but the very
wolves, the fores, and ravening beasts”

In ke mapner,in a foot note to 1he same
chapter, Hallam quotes the Protestant historian

Leland, to show that the insurrection of the Insh

ehiols Wb provoked by ihe tjramay mad. perhly

of the Eoglish. Protestant:government. - He also
quotes from another work by’ Capt. Lee, pub’
hisked in 1594, as illustrative of the * despolic
character of the Englsh government;”  and,
which is.in this controversy of additional value,
ag showing who were the “massacrers,” and who
the ¢ massacred,” Capt. Lee reproaches the
officers of the Protestas: govercment with having
provoked the 1nsurrections; in that ;—

‘' They bave drawn wnto them by protection three
or four hundred of the country pcople, ucder color to
do your majeaty's service, apd brought them toa
place of meeting, whbere your gar:ison soldiers were
oppointed to be, who bave there most dishonora-
bly pat them all to the sword; and thbia hath been
by the consent and practice of the Lord Deputy for
the time being."— Const. Hist. ¢ 18 note.

Yes ! Massacres there were in Ireland,
miracles of treachery znd cruelty, * somewbat
akio,” as the I¥itness has it, * to the massacre
of St. Bartholomew 10 France :” but alas for the
thests of our contemporary, the active agents 1p
these massacres were Protestants, lhe servants of
the Eaglish Protests«nt government in Ireland.
The victims were Insh Papists, poor *country
people,” who by fair promises had been induced
to submit themselves to the tender mercies of the
Enghlsh rulers.

James succeeded to Elizabeth, and Treland
bleedinz and helpless was prostrate at Ins feet.
He “ ascended the throne” says Hallaw, ¢ with
as great advantages in Ireland as in s other
kingdoms. That island was already pacified by
the submission of Tyrone.” Sitill however, the
Penal Laws of Elizabeth were enforced with
undimished rigor.  Of these laws Hallam
says =

* The lawa of supremacy and uniformity, copied
from thnge of England, were incombpatible with noy
exercise of the Rowan Cathelic warship. * ¢ ¢
The accession of James seemed u sort of sigus! for
cag'ing off the yoke of Leresy ; in Cork, Watecford,
ang other cities, the people, not without coasent of
the magiatratea, roso to restore the Catholic worship;
thoy seized the churches, ejected the wministers
marched in public procession, and shut their gates
against the lord-deputy. He soon reduced them to
obedience ; but almoat the whole nation was of the
eame faith, * and disposed to struggle for & pablic

toleration. This was, beyond every question, their
nataral zight.”— Cons? Hist.

But though the Irish Catholies claimed ocly
the:r patural right, thewr enemies cannot tax
tbem with having done so 1o any brutal or blood
thirsty manner. They did but what the Scoteh
Covenanters did, when they rose 1n arms against
Protestant Episcopacy, and fought at least as
bravely, and generously, if not as successfully, in
defence of their rights, as did Scotch Presby-
terians. They were defeated however by the
overwhelming power of Eogland: their laods
were forfeited : the ancient proprietors of the
soil were driven out—and their liouses apd es.
tates were handed over to English and Scotch
Protestant adventurers. In Cork and Kerry
“none of the nafive Irish,” Hallam tells us,  were
to bz admitted even as tenants,”

We have now rapidly traced the istory of
Eoglish Penal Laws from the days of Elzabeth
down to ti.e middle of the sevenfeenth century,
or fo the great Irish rebellion of 1641, when for
the first time the Irish were accused of ¢ mas-
sacre.”” We will contnue the subject in our
next, TFor tbe present we conclude with the
followizg sumwning up of IIallam, which shows
conclusively that, in the opimon of that able
Protestant writer, the penal laws were the cause,
aot the coosequence of the great rebellion of
1641, and the bloodshed which therenpon en-
sued : —

" o these two leading grievancer, the penal laws
agaiost recusants, and the irgaisition into defective
titles, we trace, beyord a shadow of doubt, the pri-
mary satrea of the rebellion ie 1641.—Const. Iis.
c 18,

* 8o thtere was uo Protestant msssacre, becfuse
there were thien scarce any Protestants in Iraland, to
be macsacred.

The DMustrious Chioiquy bas addressed an
Encyclical Letter ¢ 'T'o the Mnisters, Efders,
and Pecple of the Church of Christ,” over the
s:gnature C, Cliniquy, aod on the subject of the
coming General Council, The Montreal Wit.
ness of the 20th ult. publishes 1t at length.

The document is deeply interesting, and re-
plete with novel and most valuable informatioa.
In the exordium especially the writer attans to
beights of sublimity rarely apnroached by mor-
tals, unless perbaps by Bill Murphy, the No-
Popery Manchester prophet, or by Mr. Whalley,

There’s eloquence for you, and throughout ibe
Eacyclical is worthy of (lus grand exordium ;
with never flagging pinion, the eagle of St Anne,
Kankalee, Co. Ill., soars to celestial heights,
and surveys all the kingdoms cf the earth and the
condition thereof. The prospect1s gloomy. OF
the pations, many are still wrapped in the dark
ness of Popery : whilst in those favored repions
where the light of Gaspel freedom has dawned,
numbers are daily fulliny away from that light,
and yielding themselves captives to the arms of

There, by
bis elcquence, by bis well knowu purity, by bis
angelie life and conversation, by bis conSpicuouS
disinterestediness and hooesiy io uli money matiers,
and by bis holiness knowa of all men, especially
m certain districts of L. Cawada, where whilst
yet in bondage to the Pope, he was wont to
mipister—be bas won hearts to the pure Gospel
of the Refurmation ; snatched many a brand frem
the burning ; strengthened the weak ; confirmed
the wavering; and has opposed an impassable
barrier to the further progress of the Man of
Sio, and of his satellites the bishojis and priests.

Tndeed C. Chiniquy. when he as 1t were be-
comes objective to himself, when be beholds his
own lovelipess, and coatemplates his mavny ex:

Listen to him.

He evokes an mmagmary * Roman Catholic
priest” through whom he lets off the superfluous
steam of self admiration; by whose agency he,
to use a vulgar but expressive phrase, ¢ butiers
himself, regardless of expence.” Thus iseffected
by means of an ingesiously contrived collcquy,
1 which the supposed priest boasts that Chiniguy
is the sole remaining obstacle *o the subjugation
of the North American Continent.

¢ Are you not the ounly one to.day who makes a
succecsful war againat the Chureh of Rome in the
U States? You sre the only ore whom we koow
who can show the thousanda which you have taken
from us to make Protestants,”

Amongst the many graces with which C.
Chiniquy has been so richly endowed, the *gift
of a good conceit of himself* has certamly not
been omitted : indeed it 13 iosinuated by carp.
ing critics that it is by far the mast conspicuous
of his graces—DBut why should this be urged
agast the evangelical men as a blemish: for if
be did not entertain a high conceit of himself,
wio would think well of C. Chuniquy ?

Having eased bhis mind by ¢ blowing,” the
writer of the Encyclical returns to his muttons,
or dropping metaphor to the contideration of the
vital question : What 13 to be doue to arrest the
further progress of Popery, and to frustrate the
perfidious designs of the Man of Sin in summon-
ing a General Councd ? What is to be done ?
¢ Mnisters acd prophets of the Lord”—exclaims
the seer of St. Anne, Kankakee, Co. Illinoiz—
% there 1s no time to Jose !”

‘What indeed is to be done? TFor more than
three centuries the Catbolic Chuarch has been
reviled and perseculed ; she has beeo branded as
the Mother ot Harlots, with an extravagant
himder end, that sitteth on seven mountams; she
lias been robbed, and despoiled of her weallh;
her bishops, her priests have been exiled and
murdered by bundreds and by thousands—jyet
she lives, Penal laws bave been enacted agaipst
her, and still she stands. Lies and calumnies
have been launched against her—and still she
goes on her way rejoicirg, conquering, and as
one assured of further copquests. What is to
be done?

€. Chimquy has kit upon the plan, which, like
all great discoveries, is as simple as it is novel,
and certain to prove efficacious. In a word,
bere is the dodge — .f without irreverence we
may so speak of the boly man’s device for crush-
g Popery :—

* Let us go to *he Mercy Seat.”

Yes! That is all that bas to be done. Mnis-
ters and propbets of the Liord — Chiniquy, and
Achlh, Bl Murphy, Whalley, and the lot of
them—are to goright off * to the mercy seat ;”
and when they have got there, if ever they do
maonage to get there at all, they are all to fall tn
praying, and saying with David : —

0O Lord: turn tha couasel of Ahithopsl into
foolishness.” '

Tor this purpose a day of everv week is to be
chosen, wher all the propbets of the Lord, are
to get together, and cry out, and spare aot—and
the yob will be done.

Ty it, gentlemen, try it ! Though you mny
think your plan oripinal, 1t is an old dodge as'we
may see from ! Kwgs. 18 ¢. Protestant ver-
gion. Cry aloud and spare not, for peradventure
gou pot may be heard, even whea you do get to
the mercy seat.  When by vour prayers and in.
vocations you shall have won the victory over
the Church you hate, then indeed you will have
proved the Word of God a lie, and trust 1n His
prownises, fochshness.

——

Our acquaintances the Protestant Bishops of
the Anglican desomination, are, in one respect,
very much in the strange predicament of Mrs.

prevailed within the walls of the Parliamentary
Zion. The said church, so the Bishop boasted,
was liberal, and allowed a great diversity of
opimioa ; butstill to this diversity there shovld, he
contepded, be limits, and a line should be drawn
scmewhere—be could not exactly say where—
beyond which 1t should be forbidden to pass.—
As 1t was, the diversity was allowed to extend
to the very essential» of Christiamily ; and much
as he admired the wise tolerance of the law, and
the broad interpretations of the Privy Council—
for iastance, that of contraries both may be true
—still be thought that the proper hmits ¢ were
considerably overpassed” when amongst toe
clergy and doctors of tbe Aanglican Chureh it
was mawclamned © that the Resurrection was an
gpen doclrine ;”” whilst others held that the 39
Articles might be interpreted n such a manner as
to barmomze with the doctrines of the Cathol'e
Church, as defined by tke Council of Trent. He
felt that there was no place in one and the same
cburch for men differiog so extremely iz their
views ; and what to do, the poor gentleman did
pot for the life of him koow. Time was, when
he was young and igexperienced, that he fondly
dreamed that the different schools 10 the Angli-
can body might be brought into harmony with
one another ; but this dream—alas ! it was but
a dream at the best,—had faded away before the
stern teachings of facr,

would live to see the time when sll minor differences,
at least, would disappear, That dream was now
diseipated. It might be so ir the future, but he

No : like Moses, be must die without so much
as seeing, as it were from the mountam top, the
fair land on which his heart is set: nor has he
even the consolation of boprog that what ta him
is denred, shall be grapted to others his success-
ors.

The poor genlleman feels that the crisis is one
with which he cannot deal, with which nothwg
koown to tbe body he calls ¢ (he church” can
deal. It is beyond his strength, and remedy Le
can suggest none. ¢ 1Te did not think that
errors of doctrine would be cured by decisions ¢f
law courts:” for these though they may sileace,
can never persuade or convince, If the church
were {o speak, 1t would but be laughed at, for no
one believes it to be competeat to give a decision,
or to settle anything. -

“ IF tha Oburch were to epeak by the uniled voice
of the Episcopate, aided by learned mon in theology
aad Inw, or by the voice of couvocation of ons, L¥0,
or four. provinc:e, or by Aiccegan and provincial
synods, or by general conncile, h» belisved that the
resnlt would be pretty much the same~—namely that
those whose opinions were condemned would cons
tend that the Oburch bad mot spoken, or that the
Ohurch had made a mirtake.” : '

In plain words, bemng Protestants, they would
act as Protestants, and assert their right of pri-
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vate judgment-agamst Episcopate, against learned-
men, and.; convocation, against: diocesan synodss
and provineial councils, and general council.” And
what for no 2 - Why: should they submit -them-
gelves to any body of men, like themselves falli-
,bié, and therefore unworthy of copfifence ?

- The complaint of the Bishop then is simply
ludicrous, tor it amouants te this: Tnat as the
church 1s:Protestant, so 1ts members are Protest-
ant, and that therefore they will not recognise
any autherity ¢ and that in consequence there
exist no means of resisting the aggressive, and
disintegratiag tendencies of the age. Every man
is now his own Pope, or supreme head ; and as
the Reformation had for its object the breaking
up of the one Catbolic Church into 2 lot of na-
tional churches, so in the progress of time the
national churches cramble down, till all trace of
organisation 13 lost. There 1s of course a
remedy, which however, the Bishop does not
contemplate, and which be would, if presented to
him, refuse to take, That remedy consistsia a
return fo Catholie unity, and in submission to the
authonty by God Himselt appointed. Man
made churches have been tried long enough, and
bave been fevnd wanting.

ProTESTANT MissioNs, AND MissioNary
SocieTies.~—A writer in the Loadon Zumes over
the signature Vzgilans bas iately been bringing
forward some statistics which must surely have
the eflect of opening the eyes of those well
meaniog, but simple minded persons who allow
themselves to be made the dapes of the several
evangelical Protestant Missionary Soeieties, to
whose immense funds they lavisbly contribute,
He shows that these several Societies are in fact,
no matter what they may be in name, gigantic
swindling enterprises—got up for the especial
beneft of a few overpaid and vtterly nseless offi-
cials connected therewith: that the fuads con-
tributed by a credulous though well meaning
public, are devoted, not to the promotion of reli-
gon and morality, but to the mamtainng in
afiluence and idleness, the officials of the differ
eat societies j to buywg dresses aud bongets for
their wives, and to the bringing up their large
families. For instance, Vigiuns, a Protestant
witness be it remembered, and who takes his
fizures from the published records of the several
Societies whom be enticises—shows us how
i one instance a Tract Society expends
a oually. about £60,000 wpon distributers,
who aonovally distribute Tracts to the value
of about X£185. Tn another 1instance we
have the Jewish Cunversion Soriety, with an
average income of £36,750, and which expends
in office expenses some £10,000, and on its
Missionaries and thewr families £28,500. This
intnlerable quantity cf sack is balanced by bread
in the shape of work actually done, to the fol-
lowing extent--as given 1o the werds of the So-
ciety’s Report : —

ually enlightened through tbe instrumentality of
your Missioneries

The clder the institation and the more extended its-

operations, the more liable doea it bscome, not un-
natarally, to this abuse; but even the smallest
societies, in which one would think, there coald be
no margin wide enough to admit decorously of
superfluons outlay, are not exempt from it. Qur cor-
reapondent bag ap instance in which it i3 considered
imposeible to make proper charitable and religious
use of 50 small a sum as £301 at leas coat 1than £105,
or 343 per cent. But perhaps the moast singular in-
stance we ever remember to have met with is furnished
by a Boetisty for the Conversicn of tha Jews. The
report of its proceedings for 1866 stowed thay while
it spens £5,395 oo midsiouaries and £756 on secre-
taries clerks, and messeogers, it actnally spent only
£% 123, 5id. on Bibles and New Testaments. What
makes this fact all the mozre significaut ig, that about
the frat thing which & missionary does, if be can get
withio arme’ length of s Jew, is 10 put » Tea'ament
into bis hapd. The Jew, being usually a polite and
shrewd man of the world, with a thoroughly well
grounded confidence in big own icconvaertibility by
anytbing abor! of the thumbscrew or glow fire, takes
the book at once—a concession of which the mis-
gionary wisely makes the most in his next report,
knowiog very well that in 93 csses out of 100 the
conversion wiil never get virtaally beyond this poiat.
{t i8, of course, only fair to admit that tho Jews are
exceptionly aa d proverbially very difficnlt subjects
to conveért. Bat, still, five thousand pounde’ worth
of missioparies to eight pounds’ worth of Bibles offers
ratber ar embarrassing problem.

We trust, therefore, that ‘ Vigilans’ will be given a
fair hearing by moast of 1he members even of those
Societies which he most vigoroosiy sttecks. He
bas evidently been at considerable paing to go
carefully into the subject which he has undertaken
to treat, and nearly all ke says merits consideration.
1o the letter, for instance, which we publ'sh to-day
there are fagta mentioned aboat the Religions Triet
Society which certaixly sppear to us to require ex-
planniion. We take Tt that the ovject of thia society
a8 i3 pame {wmports is tv diffuge as widely as possi-
ble literature of a kind calculated to maks a retigious
impreasion unon those juto whose bunds it may fall.
How far the lteratare thus diffused is properly adapt
ed to this end msy, perbaps, be mstter of question.
If we may judge f-om the twn mpecimens of it given
by our correspondent,we should ourgelves beinclined
to fear that, unless its circalation i3 strictly configed
to people of little education aad less iaste, the im-
prassion made muat be of'en angthing but favouras
ble Bat still, even if it be a difficult matter alwugs
to select exactly the right kind of religious literature
to diffuse, there canoot, ome would tbink, be much
difficalty io diffusiog ® given amouat, represeating
so moch value, in bard cash at aoy rate, if not ic
literary worth. This would appear to be a very
simple, thoronghly practicable object, attainsble by
very ordinary meang. Itis therefore decidely atart-
ling to find that it eeits the Religious Tract
Society no less a sum than £14,806. to devote
to the religious purposes for which it was in-
stituted, and for whick we presume, it still
exists, the sum of £13,467 The salaries alone
amount to £6,282, so that, whatever tae Sieiety
may accomplish in the diffusion of religous tracts, it
must al least be able lo claim the credil ¢/ supporling
@ goodly number of secretaries and assistanls, many of
them probably with happy Christian w ves and fuinilies,
and all, lef us hope, descrving and even pious men.
This uee of the £6,000, will probably be admitted by
all but cold-blovded Malthusians to ba in itself per-
fecily harmlesa, not to sa7 iandable ; but sti!l isit
exactly the uge for which the Society firat undertovk
to collect, and atill collects, subseriptions from sll
clasges of men, without aoy irquiries &g to their
viows on Malthus? Is there not & positively ludi
crous disproportion between the sum paid away ja
grants of money, or in the diffusios of books, and
the sum fuocd nec:szary for supplyiog the machinery
to pay it? We take the fizures on truat froms our
correepondent, who hes himself taken them from the
balance-gheet of th2 Socisty, and we should bs glad
enough to ind that ha had commirted some whole-
sale inaccuracy. Bui, 83 pone of his antagonists
have yet challenged the corcectness of his figures,
even where they have disputed tbhe infirences which
Le hasdrawn (rom them, we fear that ke ig right in this
iogtance algo, thouuh we trost 10 zeceive some sort of
explaoation from the representative of the Religious
Tract Seciely of the statement which be has put for
ward,

bate Catholie priest; and they are set on fost,
preached vp as a Cunistten duty, and recommend-
ed by evecy artfice 1o ao easily guled publie,
because they furnsh the means of hving i esse
and 1dleness (o hundreds, who but tor them would
e obliged to earn thur daily bread by bonest
lfabor, and the sweat of their browe, This is
true of most of these Aisuons, bLut miost espe-
ctally of those which, like the Irish Musions to
Papists, and the rench Cunadian Missionary
Saciety, are more particularly devoted to the
conversion of Catholizs,

If so it needs no magician
to account for the apparectly uniform lomsses that
these unfortunate Canucks have met with; losses
which appear almost daily to be involving some of
the weak-headed mansgers and agents in Oanada, of
the Dominion Baoke, the recent cage ot the Bank of
Torozto against the Guarantes Society faraishing
clesr evidonce of the digastrons results of the gold
fever. ¢ Weara led to thess remarks by tbe recent
failore and nbsconding of a well known Montreal
bapker apd ‘Barley Kiog'of Torooto, the Royal
Cansdian Back, and some of nur bankers hers, we
regret to learn, being aufferare by it.'

thent, probibitiog ;the- railways of Belgium from
being transferred: to foreign: companies.
.. 7Phe" ‘present Constitutton of Fraunce bas a
double. origin. .Furst, it was drawn up by the
President himself and submitted to-the popular
vote, to be adopted by a S:yea’ or rejected at
will ‘by" the ‘most improbable of ‘noes.” :After
the transformation of the decennial Presidency
into ac hereditary Empire by another appeal to
universal suffrage, tbe Constitution was partly
remodelled by the most: easy and ever-rezdy
process of a ¢ Senatus Consultum,’ and adapted
to the new state of things. Oue of those modi-
fications, not much remarked at the time, was
that. public. works, which were formerly to be
authorized by a law, were henceforward to be
ordered by Imperial decrees. That new and
then undisputed power of commencing public
works without legislative nterference was one of
the most powerfu! ¢ instrumenta regni’ of the new
Government. Not cnly could the partial re-
building of Paris be defended on the ground that
the many railways beguan under preceding Gov-
ernments and just completed required mnproved
communications, but there was an ucdeciable and
important politreal iaterest in keeping, at any
price, work and trade gowng 1 Paris, to coun-
terbalance political discontent an.l the known en-
mity of a great part of the middle clasces. The
plan hss worked well for a long time ; Paris s
really waproved, n spite of some blunders and
many artishic faulls ; and, as to material actinity,
our old French saying, ¢ When the building trade
is doing well, every other trade 13 doing well,
has been found once more sound and true.

But there 1s nothing perfect in the world, and
the system was sure to lead fo great embarrass-
ments, or rather to contradictory and almost in-
superable d:fficulties—first the difficulty of stop-
ping, then the difficulty of going cn. To stop or
even to slacken official and artificial encourage
ment to public Works is a hard tatk in any coun-

.try, and m this 1t 1s a dangerous enterprise.—
TIndeed, ever since 1t became known throughout
Fraoce, 16 years ago, that work was sure to be
found in Paris for any man conoected with the
bulding trade, a strong current of workmen pa-
turally set in towards that blessed spot, and the
drain was severely felt 1 our rural districts,.—
Bestdes, that work was very well paid for, also
by official intervention, under the form of a tanfi,
called ¢ les prix de la ville,” which was at the
same time the rate of the wages paid by the city
of Paris for its own work, and a standard of
wages from which no employer could conve-
piently dissent. If you add to assured work and
bigh wages the many attractions of our showy
Babylon, you will not be surprised to hear [rom
the very Iips of our Mimslers that we now
reckon here three huodred thousand workmen,
exelusive of their families, and that there 13 ne

yeasen to prevent that immigration from increasing
every day. To be sure, this great ¢ atelier national’
of the Empire is quiet, mote orderly, more centented,
and, abovs all, more usefolly employed, than the res
Iatively small army ot workmen which proved so
fatal, even in their defeat of June, to our unfortunate
Republie. Bat it is difficult te disband them withont
great righ to public order, even sllowing &hat their
voting against Government is reckoned for nothing,
becanse thefr vote is the same under all circnmstances,
and the contentment of the Parisian workmen will
never rige to tae acceptance of tke Government (jc-
ket. Now, notonly the workmen, bat the work it

self, iy ciamouring for the continuance of labar; the
srazaformation of Pazia has been 8o cleverly begun
on all sides a8 te make ite completion not ounly an
artistio, but & social snd material necessity. Many
openiogs are made which as yetlead to nothing:
many thoroughfares are what we call ‘amorcees’'—
that is, beguo at poth ends—and are like partsof a
cut-up-serpent, eager to meet: awful differences of
level have been created which it is impossible to
bear, and which cannot be mecded withcut carrying'
whole quartera ou$ of sight. Thus, for many reasons
of many kinds, to stop is so difficult that the re

sponsibility of stopping wonld not be wiilingly in-
corred by the very men why Jemonstrate most elo

quently that it is impossible to go on. But going on
peems pot less dilcnlt, for money ia sedly wanting:
the city of Pariais over head and errs ia debt : and
finally, public opinion is fairly roused ageinst M.
Haugsmauou's preceediogs, aad the Corps Legislatit
iteelf, fcllowing the current of epinioc, kag gone e
far a@ to run the risk of overtbrowing M, Rouher, and
recovering, in fact, the plenitude of Parliamentary
Government.—Times' Core

~ Pamig March 24.—At the laat meeting of the
Courcil of Ministera the Emperor introduced the pro-
jact of a law abclishing the whole ayatem of work-
meng’ registers. He expreesed bis 8atisfaction with
the resnlts sttained by the prcgressive meaBures cf
‘the past few years, After reviewiog tbe former
legislation, in enlarging the rights and literties of
the workingmen of France, he said be believed that
the law he now proposed would place them in their
proper position, tend to disarm batred, and caose
force to give way to right.

The Emperor's project wos adopted by the Coun-
¢il, and the law will be submitted to the Oorps Le.
gislatif at an early day.

As the bhest means of
formieg au idea of the g'ata of put 2 morality asd
security in the Nearpolitan provio«+, Sigoor Vacea
iustitntes o comparison with Fran -, and takea the
yeer 1866, during which in that ¢~ ntry 3 906 per-
sous nccused of crimea were sant for indgement, out
of a population of more 38,000,060 Tho populaticn
of the Neapolitan Provioces was 6 735 000, aund the
criminals sent for judgement were 9,725 In pro-
postion to theic respective populations, the Neapali-
tan Proviaces had 14 t'messs many persone brought
1o trial for cr'mes a8 France! These are, indeed,
frigh‘fol statistic ; moet discouraging for those who
dreamt of the regeneration, or at least of the im
provement, of the 1talian people ms an early and
sure conrequence of the liberation and unity of Italy.
If the comparisopa inatitated above had been bs
tween a year of the reign of Ferdlnand or Francia
acd one of the reign of Victor Emanuel, it might
be urged that ucder the former Sovereigns erime en-
joyed comparative impunity ; but 1863 was the third
year of the aunexation of the kiogdom of Naples,
acd, admitling that tbe pursuers and detectors of
criminale vigoroa, it stlll i impossible so to explain
the enormous Increase. Moreover, thers ia no evi-
dence forthcoming of incressed guccess in bring
ing offenders o justice. The figures eupplied
to ©s say litile in sopport of swch sn hypothesis.
What ia bere called the Bervice of Publle Sufety—the
police establichment, gendarmes, &o.~costa Italy an-
nonlly upwards of £1,200,000, sterling. No wonder
that the opposition annually assail the Government
oo thig head, and declare tbe resnlta obtained espes
¢ially in the way cf repreesion of crime and proteo-
tion to perzoes and property, to be wholly incommen-
gurate with the heavy chaige.
