—From Pittsburg we learn that the rail business is 
booming and heavy orders are being entered by the mills 
almost every week. The three rail mills owned by the 
United States Steel Corporation, consisting of the Ed­
gar Thomson Steel Works, at Bessemer; the National 
Steel Company's works,, at Youngstown, and the Federal 
Steel Works at Chicago, can turn out about 1,500,000 tons 
of rails a year. It is said these three plants have all 
the rails they can make next year sold up. The Caroer- 
gie Steel Conrpany has not yet got through extending 
their Homestead Steel Works, but will soon break ground 
for the building of very large structural works, which 
will be put up near the Howard Axle Works, at Home­
stead. This new works will roll angles from the small­
est size up to the largest and will have a capacity of some­
thing like 150,000 tons a year. The armor plate works 
of the Carnegie Steel Company are to be rebuilt at a 
cost of several million dollars and the output of the 
plant increased to 500 or 600 tons a day. The re­
cent visit of Charles M. Scwab to Washington was to talk 
over the matter of this enlargement of the armor plate 
plant with the navy officials.

—The Atlin, B.C., diggings is greatly excited over a 
fabulously rich strike of gold quartz. A mining camp on 
Pine Creek, according to a late Vancouver dispatch, re­
cently built a ditch at an expense of $130,000 to carry 
water to their hydraulic claim from Upper Land. The 
mine owners lower down objected, and the Government 
ordered the quartz company to stop work, as they were 
flooding' out the other mining claims.

to the corn crop: Mr. Watson says that when he left corn 
was selling in his section at country railroad stations at 
66c, while wheat was only bringing 58c at the same 
points and 67c in Kansas City for No. 2 hard cash, as 
there is practically no corn there, or for that matter in 
the whole State, except what is brought in from the north, 
chiefly from Iowa. Country flour mills are largely em­
ployed in cracking wheat, even of the best 64-lb. quality, 
as there is no poor wheat in Kansas this year, into feed 
and mixing it with their low-grade flours and selling it 
at their mills to the local farmers at a better, profit than
they could make by grinding it into flour and selling it as 
such. There is nothing else to mix with this wheat for
feed as corn is too high and other feed stuffs too scarce. 
But farmers use it with their fodder crops, which were 
raised after the drouth, including sorghum cut when 
small with mowing machines, which makes a good rough 
feed in place of hay, which was also a short crop, though 
supplemented quite generally by alfalfa which commands 
so high prices that in cases this crop has paid for the 
land on which it was raised. Potatoes were $1.00 per 
bushel, which precluded them for feed; but the rush of 
live stock to market was over with the end of the drouth,
and farmers are buying young stock, chiefly calves, in 
Kansas City and through the West and feeding them this
wheat feed and fodder, as it pays them better than to 
sell their wheat. As to the financial condition of the
farmirs of that State, Mr. Watson said they had the 
largest wheat and alfalfa crops ever raised, and they had 
obtained 50c to 60c for wheat, while it costs them only 
40c, and this had made good their loss of the corn crop. 
Hence they will not be pinched, and business in that 
State will be good till another crop, 
made good by wheat and shortage in hay crop by alfalfa 
and sorghum, the farmers of the State will be as well off 
as in average crop years.

—The heavy shortage in tomatoes throughout the U.i> 
has created a new market for Canadian canned tomatoes, 
despite the duty of 40 per cent. It will take a still higher 
duty to keep the superior Canadian tomato at home once 
its extra merits are recognized, so that in all probability» 
the U.S. canners of tomatoes will in future find opposi­
tion which, though limited, will be hard to combat, 
prominent Ontario canner in a recent interview stated 
that the pack was well within the limit,, and in the case 
of tomatoes only about 57 per cent, of last year’s pack 
had been put up. Besides this, the tomato crop in the 
United States was a partial failure, especially in the West» 
and ten thousand cases of Canadian tomatoes have been 
shipped to St. Louis. Tomatoes usually sell at 65 to I® 
cents per dozen in the United States, but now the best- 
brands are quoted at $1.05 to $1.15. Fruits are practical­
ly sold out, and it is predicted that wholesalers who bad 
not laid in a supply will pay higher prices later on. 
efforts to get apples was practically a failure this year» 
and in consequence canners were changing off to other 
products. One dealer, it was stated, had just sold a large 
lot of pumpkins to a wholesale house, and there is an un­
precedented demand for this vegetable.

—Fraternal Ins. Decisions. — Plaintiff’s deceased hus­
band held a beneficiary certificate of $2,000 in defendant 
lodge. $1,000 of which was made payable at his death to 
his daughter, and $1..000 to a friend. The certificate was 
procured, and the beneficiaries under it named, before 
marriage witli the plaintiff. Subsequently the grand 
lodge provided that only members of the family of the 
assured, or persons dependent on him, could be named 
as beneficiaries; thus preventing payment to the friend, 
who belonged to neither of these classes.

It is much to be regretted that in addition to the other 
mistakes made in connection with the harbour works 
in Montreal, there should have arisen a eoniiict of 
opinion between some of the Harbour Commissioners 
and the Minister of Publie Works, and that not only in 
respect of matters affecting the interests of the port and 
(lie trade of the country. It has degenerated to the 
level of personal abuse, even to the attribution of the 
principles of grab games by some of the participants.

The best interests of this port should not be used to 
boluter up the private interests, or the political aspira­
tions of any individual, however prominent lie may be 
—or however strong lie may fancy himself to be—iu his 
hold on the municipal affairs of the city. The personal

It has been stated that at that meeting the Minister

' adopted there might be some $20,000 to be divided 
amongst the members. The precise nature of the 
words are not known, and probably never will be, but 
something was said, undoubtedly, that was felt to be 
in some way a reilection on their integrity, but it fell 
to the lot of Mayor Prefont aine—accidentally or other­
wise—to take the matter up personally, as if the cap 
fitted, and he now contends that that incident, with 
others that have been held from publicity, aie sufficient 
to warrant hi t claim to a third term of the Mayoralty.

There has been much misrepresentation about the 
action of the Minister of Public Works in connection 
with that elevator question, and much has been said 
about il that would have been better unsaid. To the 
unbiassed observer it would appear that after the ten­
ders for that work were opened and the lowest was re­
commended to the. Board by their engineer, subject to 
the verification of the strength of the building, after 
scientific calculations—of which the engineer evidently 
had epiue doubts, or he would not have raised the ques­
tion—the proper course obviously was to instruct their 
engineer to verify those calculations before sending the 
plans to Ottawa for the approval of ihe Minister, as re­
quired by statute. That course was so elementary that 
the surprise is it was not adopted.

The onus of ensuring safety was thus thrown on the 
Minister and, as he sayit himself, he is not an engineer, 
he took what he considered the best advice at his dis­
posal, which satisfied him ; and he felt bound to with­
hold his official sanction of the plan, in the public in­
terest.

press and deaden productive energy rather than to 
courage it.
loaning on land, started bv governmental authority, 
have not very often proved a success. Those who bor­
row money on land with the expectation of paying do 
not need anv special assistance, and those whose failure 
to obtain capital from the usual sources has compelled 
government assistance seldom use the loan as a loan 
hut seem to regard it as a gift, 
conspicuously failed to place the land-poor nobility of 
Russia on their feet, and in France such success as thev 
attained was from business other than they were or­
ganized to undertake. The fact is» that in Canada and 
the United States the agriculturist who possesses re­
munerative land has no difficulty in procuring from 
hanks the money he may require for carrying on his op­
erations. either on personal security or on the land it­
self. There are always capitalists who loan on land 
according to its value. The rate?» of interest in some 
parts of the country are no douht higher than thev are 
in others, hut usually farmers ran borrow at the same 
rate as those engaged in other business in the same 
locality.

In fact, the Canadian agriculturist has no reason to 
complain upon this score. The chartered hanks are as 
ready to come to his aid as to that of the merchant, 
when onee he has shown himself worthv of it. In the 
TTnited States conditions are somewhat different, owing 
to the inelasticity of their banking system. But even 
there the farmer has no ground to complain of discrim­
ination against his interests.

THE TARIFF ISSUE.
A war of tariffs seems imminent all over the commer­

cial world, and in every one of the larger nations steps 
are being taken to either increase the measure of pro­
tection to home industries of ' to break down the bar­
riers erected by their neighbours. The suggestion 
voiced in our last issue that the Canadian tariff should 
he lifted on all articles we produce to the level of the 
McKinley tariff, with a rebate of 50 per cent, to those 
nations who will admit our natural products free, bids 
fair to crystallize into actual fact in the case of Austria 
and Italy, towards whom Germany is displaying the 
same selfish policy that has brought about so much com­
mercial friction between this country and the United 
States. In fact, Germany has made the tariff issue an 
acute one with Austro-Hungary, Russia, Italy, France, 
and even to a limited extent with England. The dras­
tic nature of the proposed increases in the German du­
ties could have no other effect. The Premier of Aus­
tria recently said : “Tf we were offered a bearable peace 
we would accept it. But if we are asked for nothing 
hut sacrifices we muait decline to play the part of the 
patient lamb.” Even the Manchester Guardian, speak­
ing of the manner in which the duties upon English 
goods going into Germany are to he doubled, remarks : 
“We in England have been dealing commercially with 
Germany in far too magnanimous a spirit.” Italy’s 
Premier is even more hitter. He is endeavouring to 
arouse his countrymen to a defence of their interests 
by using the weapon of the Triple Alliance to force de­
cent treatment for Ttalv from Germany. And Austria- 
Hungary seeks to gain time by securing a postponement 
of the abrogation of the present commercial treaties be­
tween the central European powers. But it is evident 
that the German cabinet is unable to aid them. Both 
(he agrarians and manufacturing interests insist on a 
prohibitive tariff. And against such a combination of 
nowerfnl interests no cabinet could stand. And the 
latest nation to adopt a high protective tariff is the 
Gnmmonwealth of Australia.

When one realises the universality of the tariff issue 
all over the world it is impossible to avoid the conclu­

With a ten-inch 
sheli, carrying 200 pounds of explosive, 
the extreme range was found to be
5,400 yards, the shell exploding under 
water, with the desired delayed action 
of two seconds. In the test for
curacy five eight-inch shells 
dropped at the respective ranges of 
5,043, 5,035, 5,040, 5,020, and 4,970
yards, all of which would have taken 
effect, assuming that the target had 
been a battleship about three miles 
away, or about double the distance of 
2,500 yards, now generally accepted as 
the limit of a practical fighting range. 
In the test for rapidity of fire., five full 
calibre shells, weighing 1,185 pounds 
or more than half a ton each,were dis­
charged in eleven minutes and fifty -five 
seconds, almost bringing the weapon 
within the class of rapid-fire pieces.

With the full calibre projectile the 
gun proved its ability to hurl 500 
pounds of nitro-gelatin, said to be 
sufficient to annihilate any battleship 
afloat, a distance of about 3,000 yards, 
with a degree of accuracy not excelled 
by tlie latest types of heavy rifled ord­
nance. Two days were devoted to the 
tests.
