THE IMMORTALITY OF THE SOUL.

Rev. Arthur T. Connolly, rector ol
the Church of the Blessed Sacrament,
Roxbury, lectured on “ The Immor-
tality of the Soal and the Resurrec-
tion ' in the hall of the Catholic Union
of Boston on the 4th under the
patronage of tl zatie The
discourse was one of the series of coa-
ferences to non-Catholies whieh are
being given by the Union and was an
interesting and scholarly disquisition.

Father Connolly spoke in part as
follows :

Of all thesubjects discussed by human
