One of the most important celebrations
ever held in New York, if not indeed in
the le country, was the Golden
Jubilee of the establishment of the
Paulist Community. The oceasion was

one of these events which, while it has a
deep local si ficance for New York it
self, reaches out at the same time with
s for men and women far and
near, and this by reason of the wonder
ful continent-wide missionary labors of
the Panlist Fathers Mueir birth-place
was indeed New York, but their field of
work pas been the whole United States,

Fitting eeremonies were held in com-
memoration of this jubilee in the
Chureh of St. Paul the Apostle, Colum-
bus Avenue and H9th Street, New York
City, and among a host of distinguished
prelates and laymen, His Eminence Car
dinal  Gibbons, His Excellency the
Apostolic Delegate, and His Grace the
A rchbishop of New York held the central
place. I'he anniversary ceremonies
began with Solemn Vespers on January
the 24th, the vigil of the feast of the
conversion of St. Paul the Apostle, and
closed on January the 28th.

SKETCH OF THE PAULISTS

The Paulist Community —or, more
properly, The Missionary Priests of St.
PPaul the Apostle—was established in
the Archdiocese of New York in 1858,
and received the approbation of Arch-
bishop Ht g on July 7th of that year.

I'he founders of the community, Isaac T.
Hecker, Clarence A. Walworth, Augus-
tine F, Hewit, George Deshon, and
Franeis A. Baker,

vere orginally mem-
bers of the Redemptorist Order, from
which they were released by Pope Pius
1 wind authorized to form a new body
devoted in a special manner to mission
iry work in the United States, They
all converts to Catholicism, men «
erican birth, imbued with the spiri
the Republie,and keenly alive to the
condition and needs of the Church in
the United States.

Iather Hecker, the man who stood
head and shoulders above the little band
which drew about him, who left clear
impress of his ideals upon the character
of the new community, was elected the
first superior. He was then forty years
old, having been born in 1819 in Christie
Street, bevween Hester and Grand,
His mother was Caroline Freund, his
father John Hecker, a thrifty brass-
founder in lester Street, whose hus
ness failed during the boyhood of his
three sons. After years of early toil, in
which he learned the trade of] a baker,
we find Isaac Hecker in 1843 a member
of the famous Brook Farm community
andfin contact with such men as George
Ripley, Orestes Brownson, Nathaniel

others of the Trancendentalists. This
phase of Father Hecker's life is most in-
teresting, for after his entrance into the
Catholic Chureb, his release from the

Redemptorists, and his election as |

Superior of the new Paulist Commuanity,
it was to the firm establishment of a
| common life, especially adapted to
American conditions, that he devoted
his life, and to this labor in the religious
field, his experience at Brook Farm
stood in the relation of a secular
preamble.

Under Father Hecker's direction, and

| with the assistance of a large gift
| from his brother George Hecker, the
| present site of St. Paul's church and
Convent, at H9th Street and Columbus
Avenue, was purchased and ground
broken for the new church. This sec
tion was at that time given over to
market gardens, Sixtieth Street was
not opened and Ninth Avenue existed
only on paper. Pending the erection of
the church, the Fathers rented a frame
house on 60th street, just west of Broad-
| way, which served as a chapel and re-
| sidence.

The cornerstone of the new structure
was laid by Archbishop Hughes on June
19th, 1859, and on November 24th of the
same year it was completed. This
| building is the present clergy house and
served at that time, as a chapel as
well, The  parish, since divided
many times, then covered the
immense territory from 5Znd Street to
Manhattanville.

The present church of St Paul the
Apostle, one of the most notable
ecclesiastical struetures in the country,
was begun in 1876 and completed in
1885,

Of Romanesque design, it has the mas- |

sive solidity and vast proportions of a
medieval basilica. Some idea of itssize
can be gathered from the fact that
it is 106 ft. broad by 262 ft. long,
the second largest church in this
country, and that it compares in many
of its measurements with the new
cathedral at Westminster, Kngland.
There are ten side altars in addition to
the High Altar. The interior scheme
of decoration is being carried out on an
elaborate scale and will requirc years

for its completion, 1t has drawn on

some of the best talent \merica: the
late Stanford White designed the main
aud two side altars, ¥ h oare built of
Nubian marbl'e, the went of
