It 18 reported that the alliance be-
tween Germany and Austria has become
more intimate, They have now agreed
to support each other whenever vital in-
terests of either nation are threatened.

CarpINAL GUILBERT, Archbishop of
Bordesaux, is dead, He was created Car-
dinal at the express wish of President
Carnot, and from his intimacy with the
President much good was expected to
result in the way of a better feeling be.
tween the Church and the R:publiec,

ARCHDEACON FARRER maintains that
monastic orders should be established in
the Church of England with vows ol
obedience, celibacy and poverty, as in
the Catholic Caurch, He says thia is the
only way to reach the mseses, This is
quite a chenge of base for the Cnurch of
England, which began existence by
making war upon the monasteries, and
though such orders flourish and succeed
in their miesion in the Catholic Church,
it is more than doubtful that they would
have any success in g0 unsuitable a soil
a3 the Caurch of England.

TaE Mail of the 20.h inst. publishes a
letter over the signature ‘Patriot,”
which boasts screamingly ot the super-
eminent loyalty of the writer and the
anti Jeruit agitators ; then, to show the
character of that loyalty, he declares
that unless Lord S:anley be recalled,
“‘we should recall our sympathiecs from
Britaip, and prepaire to defend our-
selves.” This is just the kind of loyalty
which characterizss blatant boasters like
“Patriot,” who, we presume, is an
Orangeman, His loyalty smacks of the
species of loyalty which insuited the
Prince of Wales and threw rotten eggs
at Governor Gi2neral Lord Elgin,

LoRD SALISBURY, who had set his heart
upon a Tithe Bill to facilitate the colleo-
tion of tithes in Walee, has met with &
most unexpected rebuff which has
aogered him exccedingly, When the
bill came befors the House it was so
badly received that every essential point
init was changad, the ministerial leaders
yielding {o the pressure to such an ex.
tent that the speaker pronounced it a
new bill, which must take the lawest
place on the docket and iake its chance
of progress. The Government were
thus cbliged to abandon the bill, which
was withdrawn, amii the cheers ol the
House, Mr. Smith has since stated that
the Government will not introduce a
new bill,

Mgs. FrLack, of New York, was much
surpriced on receiving notice that the
Divorce Court had granted her a divorce
from her husband, She declares that
she made no spplication fora divorce,
and she is troubled now to know haw it
can be set aside, New York is not at
all oné of the most lax States in regard
to the marriage tie, and tho fact that
under such circumstances it was pos-.
sible that the Court should give her a
divorce is a queer commentary upon
the absurdities which result from the
existence of divorce laws at all, What
may we not expect where the laws are
80 lax as they are in Illinois and the New
England States ?

La VERITE, of Quebec, has the following
timely comment on the course of the
Mail

“But is the Mail, which talks of a cru-
sade of a new kind, really sincere 1n its
anti Catholic and ultra-Protestant pro

aganda? We do not believe it. In
act, we remember tome years ago that
that journal, so far from being Protest-
ant, published articles openly eceptical.
It became the organ of the agrostice, of
that insignificant sect who hold that in
religious beliefs there is nothing certain,
Atheism and deiem donot pay very well,
and it has, as the English express it,
“mounted the Protestant horse,” The
principal writer of the Mail, to day, ie, it
appears, Mr, E., Farrer, Well! when
the Verite was in the first year of its ex-
istence, this same Mr, Farrer was Ultra.
monten®. enough to write for our
columne ! Who will eay that in six
months from now the Mail will not be a
Jewish or Buddbist organ! And this is
the paper that threatens us with a Pro-
testant coalition !"

should bs made to resign the office of
Sheriff. Monell cannot be tolerated as

eervice, But removal from office is not
enough. They must be tried, and on
due conviction sent to the State prison,”

Monell is an ex-judge, and Meeks is a
prominent legal cfficizl, who, beside
Wright, the lanyer who professed to act
for Mrs, Flack, were all concerned in the

The Lordon Times publisbed an absurd
letter by a Mr, Murphy, of Duneany, which
stated that the biskops « f [reland bad con-
demned thz game  f foot ball; fizet, because
it is dangerous aud unsuitable to the tem
perament of the Irish people, and second'y,
because the (Government s endeavorlig
to make use of Gaclic Athletic Asscclation
for tiulater political otjacts, His Grace
the Archbiehop of Dublin belng inter-
viewed by a reporter of the Freeman on
the subject, sald that the first of these state-
ments bas no foundation, but in reference
to the second he had good grounds for be-
lleving that the Government are making
the ¢fforts indlcated. They are endeavor-
log to induce the member: to enter a secret
soclety, in order to biing them within the
meshes of the law, Hs counnselied the
members to bs on thelr guard, and gave
bis oplnion that there ought to b2 an ia
vestigatlon into tha facts as he stated them,
but the bishops had not condemned the
gime nor the Athletic Assoctation, Very
iiitle credlt ls glven to the supposition
that the Government can turn the acso
clatlon to it purpcsee:

Mrs, E. Harrington has accepted an
apology from the proprictors of the C n
servative Kerry Evening Post, in the libel
sult wkich she had instituted sga!nst that
jouraal. The defendants pey all costs,
Tae statement for which the Post apolo-
gised was that M:s Harrlogton had advised
a man who was chargel with the horrible
c:ime of cheeriog for Mr, Wi O'Biden, to
go to jiil rather thangive batll  Conslder-
ing the maliguant lutent of the libel, Mrs,
Harrington has dealt very leniently with
the new=paper proprietors,

Mr. McNamara, secretary of the Irish
Natlonal League at Crusheen, was asked by
a policeman at Ennis what was hls busi-
vese In that town for three days, Ou
decllning to tell, ho was arrested. The
magisirate befcre whow he was brought
azked bim the same questlon, whareupon
be demanded whether the magistrate had
any authority to ack such a questlon,
Being told ke had not, he sgain refused to
answar, He was then relezscd,

The verdict of the Belfast jury In the
cssa of Moaglstrate Fitzgerald against the
Freeman’s J urneal aud Mr, Carew, M, P,,
for libel was one of those travestles of
juatice which caa occur ouly in Ireland
under alien law, The libel was that Mr,
Carew haed described in a speech how the
maglatrate, jast before tryiog Mr, Hurlay,
sollsitor, was closeted lu the court house of
Naas with the police who were to be
witnesses, The maglstrate admitted
going Into the court house, but denled
that the pelice were closeted with him.
Of fire witnesses, Mr. Hurley testificd

that he saw the police golug Into
the same room with Mr, Fitzgerald
The other four testified that the

police were with Mr. Fitzgerald as far as
the court-house, also they heard the docr
shut, and the policemen disappenred, but
they bad not seen them enter the room
with the magistrate. Tals was, eurely,
corroborative of Me. Hurley’s statement,
sufficient to proveit, yet on Mr Fi zzer
ald'« denisl alone the judges virtually di-
rectod the jury to glve the verd!ct in favor
of the lutter, and,of course, nothicy pleased
the Beifast j irors, betier than to obay his
Lordship’s direction, when they had two
Natiouslist ‘“‘criminals” to deal with,
The defendants were each mulcted £400,

Another sample of what a Belfas: jury
can do is to ba fourd In tie verdlct of
£100 damages awarded to a clork of the
Irich Protestant Loyal Ueclon, named
Waiker, in another case against the Free-
man’s Journal, for pablishing a sworn
couferslon of the Informer O'Connor, that
Le had been gu'lty of perj ey in imp!feat.
ing Me, E. Harring'on with some of the
Times’ outrages, before the Specizl Com-
wieslon, Walker was implicated in the
preparation of the perjirer’s evidence,
and the Balfast jary awarda him £100 to
hoal the injury which ths exposure in-
flicted on him.

solicitations, The balief is that any
measure which the Government will
E:opm;e wiil be but a ball meeasure, the

neficial features of which will be
accepted by Mr, Parnell as eo much
gained, und they will then be used as a
leversge towards the eecuring of Home
Rule, This scheme proposes to deal
with Ireland as in twe districts : the poor
Western District, covering an erea of
seven huundred million acies &and having
a population of one million three
bundred thousand, is to be acquired
by the State by compulsory meas
ures  Land banks are to be estab.
lished to help peasants buy hold-
ings, the whole busiress being
controlled by the Goverament. In the
proeperous Eastern districts, the area of
which is thirteen million acres and the
population three million seven hundred
thousand, tenantis will aiso be assisted in
making purchases through land banks,
but the sales will not be compulsory
According to the present plans of the
Minietry, the whole of the next session
is to be devoted to this measure.

learned detect felse doctrine, or a tend
ency to false doctrine, without knowing,
exactly why, Iiv keeps us safe; it
makes us trustworihy ; it prevents in.
temperance in the assertion o! the
truth ; it makes us obedient without the
necessity of our expleining to ourselves
why we should bs so, On the heart full
of Catholic instine! the truths of religion
fall like the “zentle rain from heaven,”
It saves us from mistake of over z:al or
under zal, 1t is grace cultivated end
conserved, We koow itn eflects, and
our great publicists have owed more to
this instinct than to their scholarship,
It 18 liko the bloomn on a plum, however
it easily vanishes, and it 18 hard to
restore.

QOune of the chief effects of relizious
education is the creation of this instinet
And onos of the most esseniial reasons
for the struggle tor Catholic sgchonls
the need of this ingtinct for the pr
vation of the Ciurch and
Thoughtful men of all opmions have
reacted from the materialiem which has
controlled the counsels and literature of
the world for the last thirty years.
Renan, sitting in the place of clkulis
admits that he would give worlds to hear
the sound of the Angelus as he heard it
in his youth ; the disciples of Darwin are
not so dogmatic as thoy were ; Bismare!
has learned by hard experiencs that the
suppression of Caristianily means the
encouragement of anarchy. We Catho-
lics oughit to learn from the tendency of
the times, from the example ol these
men, the corroboration of the worls we
sometimes hear with unhined enr —
that the gates o! hell shall nol provail,
and that the varying winds of men's doo-
trines and opinions make a hurricine
loud but imp tent, The ealm is God's,
and the victory is ours tarough Him,

But how are we {0 ensure tho inhe
apea of faith to our ehildren, if
not train them from the begiuning ? W
little non eegentinl but besutivul cus.
toms of faith should b encoursgad from
the earliost infancy, The publie schocl
may tesoh what the text-booka enll facts,
but they ignore the great Fact of all
Tie basest result of modern teaching is
to make us minimizy the weight of
paternal responsivility, No powor cau
sholve the parent from the duly of
keep'ng his child’s heart pure for ile
Cr-a'‘or,

Let us look luto our children’s face and
then into the face of death, Oa our
death-bed, rushing to judgment on the
wings of time, which schocl would we
choose for them-—which education? Lot
us acswer that now, not ia the spirit of
tha wo-ld, bat in tha spirit of Gid,  Are
they weeds to be let grow on waste place,
to blossom, and to reatter evil seceds?
O: are they precious flywers, to be ten«
dered wlith etrenunous cers, even in the
heat of the day and with many eacrifices ?
Those who look on them as wecds reap
the secds of polton, and suffar the penalty

IMAGES AND RELICS,

Martin Luther, says Philip (O’Neill in
Oatholic Mirror, warmly defended the
veneration of crosses and images against
Carlostadius and his associates, who had
d-afroyed them in the churches of Wit.
tenberg, (Epist. ad Gosp. Guttal.) In
the tiile pages of Luther’s volumes, pub-
lished by Malanctbhon, Luther is ex.

This Calbolic gentleman lbeielly pe
gended the five vstate of Blalee, in Kio-
cardineshire, six hundred scres {n exteut,
aod beautifully situated on the rlght
bank of the rxiver Dee, slx miles
frcm  Aberdeen, The manstim houce
was enlarged and adopted for the pus
poses of & college, There remsined only
to trovefer to 1t the estabiibmoats of
Lismore and Aquorifes.  This  was
bappily dove; end a sewinary for all
Scotlaud was at oace In fuil cperation.
It was proeperous st its commencement ;
and it continues to prosper. A bishop
sud two archbish. ps neve alroady sprung
frem the ranks of s elumni, together
with others who have won dlsticetion in
thelr ecclesiastical coxeer.

It is sald to be an evil to muliply
privces. But this saying does not apply
to the priuces of the Church, who are the
shepherds of the flock, appointed to
guard them and lesd them into whole-
some pastures, The more they are multi-
pled, thercfore, the better are the eheep
of the fold protected and rustained by the
salutary food of sound doctilne, Such
conelderations as well as the actual neces:
sities of the mlesion called for the pre:-
ence In Scotlaud of & third bichop. With
this end iu view, the couctry was divided
into thies mlstionary districts, These
divlslons were teimed, respectively, the
Esstern, Western and Northera Vicariates
Apostolic. In 1826 the bishop vidted
Rome in order to obtzin Papal esnction
for this arrangement and the sppolutment
of a bishop, Ia Febeaary, 1828, he suc
cecded the deccased Bishop@Usmerom rs
Vicar-Apostolic of the Lowiand distiict,
In September of the same year ho conse-
ciabed the Rev, Andrew Scott, who be-
ceme Viesr Apoetolic of the Western dls.
trict, In ruccesslon to Bichop McDonald,
tbe Rev., James Kyls appcinied Viear-
Apostolic of the Northern disizlet, and
reserved for himself the Eastern aud uot
least important diefsion of the coantry,
On cceasion of his vidit to Rime he was
appoluted a domestic chaplain to His Holl-
nees the Pope,

The French revolutlon of 1830 caunsed
the etudente of the Scotch mission who
were pursuing their studies at Paris
to return home, Blshop Paterion, re-
gerdless of personel danger, procceded to

Parls in September of the same year, in
order to rave if 1t were postible the college
funds belongmf( to vhe Scoteh wission from
aWanatian  His enccans wan oreat. havond

sll expectation ; so much s0 that he ob-
talned from the ekistlng Government the
same management of the funda in question
that he hsd exciclsed under the refgn
of Charles X. 1In coneequence of this
scrangement the students were esabled
to return to Parls and reccmmence their
studlea, Darlog the laet three yenrs of
his life the biskop re<dded eblfly at Elln-
burgh,  Nothwithetandleg the various
cccupations that neceesurily claimed bis
tlme, he wus able to keep the church in
good repalr and even edd to its decora
tiens, The canse of education had fts
due share of attenticn, None urderstood
better bow edvant: gaous sound education
was to the Cathoiics of his charge and the
rising Church of bis country, At the
peried of bis nutimely death he was en
gaged 1o devisiug measures for the fm-
provement of the Citholic schocis and
establishing them in a state of greater efii
clency and reepectability,

Ttre final detiverance of the Catholics of
the United Kingdom or Great Britala ard
Irelond frow elmost all the remaining
legal disabtlittes tock place during the
poutificste of Bishop Patereon. Tae*Cath
olic Emancipation Bill,” as it was called,
passed thruagh both Houses of Parlia.
ment and recelved the royal sssent, after
havicg surmounted all the difiicul'ies that
were tarown 1o 1ta way, by the etill exist
irg bigotry of the countey, 10 was at last
couceded Lo the fears, ratner than gravted
by the Lberality and good -will of Pailia
went, The words of the Duoke of Wel-
llngton leave no doubt 68 to this unpleas
ant historlesl fact, In moving the eacond
readicg of the bill In the House of Lords,
the Dake of Wellington sald @ “My lo-ds,
[ 2 cne of those who bave provably
pessed a longer perlod of my 1'fs engsged
1o war than moet men, aud priocipally, I
may say, incivil war ; and [ nusteay this,
that if [ could avold by any sacrifice what
ever, even one mouth of civil war {n the
country to wkich I am atiacted, I would
sacrifice my life in order to do 1t, Lsay
there s nothirg that destroys property
end prosperity and demoralizss charac-
ter to the degree that civil war does; by
It the band of man is rafeed agalust his
nelgbbor, sgainet his brother and egainst’
his father ; the servant betrays his master,
and the whola scene ends in confusion
apd devastation, Yet, my lords, thisis
the resource to @ hich we must baveleoked,
these are the meaus to which we must
have applied in order to have put an end
to this state of thiogs if we had not made
the option of bringlag forward the meas.
uzes for which I hoid myse!f responsible.”
The eminent siatecman, Sir Robert Peel,
{n his memoirs, corroborates the testimony
of the immortal Wellington : “I caa with
truth aflirm, as | do eolemuly efficm in the
presence of Almighty Ged, ‘to whom all
bearta be open, all destres known, aud
from whom no tecrets are hid,’ thatia
adviiing and promotiog the messures of
1829, 1 was swayed by uo fsar except the
fear of public calamity, acd that I acted
throughcut on a deep conviciion that
trole measurcs were not only conducive
to the geueral weifare bui that they bad
becowme fmperatively necessary iu order
to avert frow iuterests which had a special
clafin upon my support, the interests of
the Church and of tusiitutions conuected
with the Church—an {mmlneut and in-
cremsiog davger,”

The great cuange, wiih its accompanying

circumsiances, Wit now e recorded, Ui
Felday, 28.4 Ostober, 1831, Bishop Pater
son left Edinburgh for Dandee, 1n order
to conduct the secvices in the latier city
on oceacton of a contribution being raised
towards the fuads of thelufiimary of thay
placo, Oa the fellowiny Sunday the
biehop celchrated aud preached aftor Maes,
The church was crowded, maay 1especiable
Piotectanis belng present. The blchop’s
diguified appeirauncs in his gorgsous epls.
copal robes tegether witn his earnest
words, produce i a most favorable imprea
gion, His text was from that pssisge of
the prophot pealivist'y *Blessed is he who
considereth the poor; the Lord will deliver ham
n tune of trouble.” e wmeds a powerful
appeal to the feelings of his audience in
fiveur of tha excelleat fus'ituiion in be-
half of which he was preschlng. Bpeaking
of tho libera.ity which distu guished tha
mauagsment of this lusiitution, herald :
“Thauks to the liberal euactments of cur
ivgislature the day has uow gone by whea
it wae evquired of our sutfering follow-
brethren, whether they wers Protestant
or Castholie.” Io another part of his ser
mou, a8 1t autlelpating what was 8o soou
to happen, he said : “Lot not your hearts
ba deinded by the love of that wealth
which perichoth, let mob your eyss t
dazz ed by the gttering of gold s
Ail these shall soull pass aw»y,
I tha!l scon bave to appear before the
tribunal of the Soverelgn Julgs to give
an account of the use whica we have
made of the mammon of th ozld 5 aud
nothiog ehall remsin excopt what we
ghall have ewployed in relioving the
migeriez of the distressed.” Towarda the
close of his discourse, which wai about
three quarters of an hour in le.gth, his
volco begaa to falter, Nevertheless, he
wai able to conclude with a glowing
euloglum of the iifirmary, and tnedsted
on the necessity of contributicg towards
the reiief and cowmfort of those whe,
though now latd ¢n & bed of sickness, had
pernaps eeen better dass He withdrew
from the pulpit a iiitle after one o’clock,
On enteriog the vestry, ho complained of
s violent pain in his head avd a faw
moments later he exclaimed : “O God, I
am dying ! O God, have mercy on my soul.”
In five winutes more, hs was speechless,
A physician was speedily called, who bled
bim profusely; buat the bleeding gave
him no zellef. The sacraments of the
dying wers then admipisiered; and a
twouty minutes past fuur o'clock he ex-
pired, thus departing to his reward, whilet
humanely ard chariably laboring to pro-
move the relfef of the poor and efflicted.

In compliauce with the wich of the
decesred E‘:hap’s friends, his remalas
were conveyed to Edinbargh, with the
purpose of befug lald at rest in bis own
church, An apariment of the Episcopal
residence wns apMopriately prepsred ;
and thore, according to the rites of the
Church, the body lay for some time,
arrayed fn pontifical robes with mitre,croes,
yiog and crosier, Among the numbers
who cams to pay a last tribute of respect
to the departed were the ex-King, Uharles
X., and the royal famlly of France. The
funeral rervice was performed In St.

Mary's Church ; and so great was the
deelre to be preeent that it was found
pecessnry to lwsue tlckets of adalselon,
His Eminence Cardinal Latil and the

Right Lev, Biehops Siote aud Kyle parid
cipated in the sclemn obscquies, The
Rev, William R:!d, awsisted by the Rav.
J shn Murdoch, afterwards Blch p in the
West, acd the Rev. James McKay, whe
died lately at a very advauced sge, cele
beated the Muss of Riquirm, The Rev,
Alex, Badenoch, with toe fine feeliog for
which he was remarkubls, delivered an
sppropriste funeral discouse ; aud when
all the ceremonies prescrived by the ritusl
were concluded, the body was revereat'y
conslyued to t4s fical resting plece,

It {a but justlee to Blehop Paterscn to
say that he esc!duouvsly «mployed his
abilitee, which wers of a high, {f not
perhaps of the very highest, order, In pro
moting the good of the Chureh and the
welfara of his fellow Catholics. He wes
of the striciest privciple, and newer
ewerved frora what he helleved to be true
and just, He geuerally formed his reso-
lutions with exquisite judgment and
carrfed them out, not unfrcquenily iu
vhe face of formidable oppesiiicn, with
utfliuchivg ficmness, Hie negoclationa in
regard to the Scoteh property fu France,
which proved so euceessful, thowed tha
hs was powsessed In no emall degree of
diplometic skill. At home the slmplicity
of hie life, his kindly meuners end traly
apostolic character o blin an {uflaence
which nothivg couli reeist, IHe was an
enewy to cortroversial dlsputation, which
soldum results In couvletlon, but, on the
contrary, widens the breaches, already
usbapplly ex'stirg between Christians,
Such ciscoeeions sre cenrcely ever con.
ducted with that coolners and regard to
barity, which slone could render them
useful aud lustructive. Herce, the vener-
able blshop belleved that they militated
agslost that mutual forbear ard good
will among all classes and devcminaiions
which hs covstantly preached,

RANALD MCDONALD (1820 1832),

This prelate, althcugh boru at Elin-
buargh, was of Highland parentage, In very
early iife he was sent to the S:otch Cullege
of Dousl. He thers pased through the
usual course of stuly in a wmost creditable
macner, becoming an excellent clacsieal
scholar, As soon 88 his studles were
completed he was ordaloned priest and
returaed to his natlve country. From
this tlme (i752), till he was ralsed to
Eplecopal dignity iu 1820, he ceased not
to dicharge with ex¢mplary zcal and
mors than ordinary ability the onercus
duties of a misslonary apcstolic, His fiest
statlon was in Glergairn, Aberdcenshire,
where he labored for a few yesrs snd was
thence tracsferred to Glengarry, His
pext misslon was n the leland of Ulst,
where there was e numerou: and seattered
congregatlon, Oa the demise of Bishop
Z/Enes Chisholm he was nominated Bishop
of Aeryndela and Viear-Apcatolic of the
Highlaud dietrict, Tne Briefs appolating
bim were Issu:d in autumn, 1819, and he
was consecrated bizhop by Bishop Paterson
at Edicburgh towarde the end ot February
1820, During bis Eplscopsate he led a
very seciuded life ; but never lost that
grace of maovner which distioguishes tha
Chrletian geatleman, Although remote
from what s calied soclety he possessed
more true reficement thanemany of those
who epend thelr livee iu the bigheet elreles
His aitainments a3 a scholaxr were of the
highest order; and, even in his old ags,
he could write aud speak Latin with the
utmost facility, purity and elegance, It
was dne to his Iiterary acquirements
that he was frequentiy called upon to act
as secretary at the mcet!: g3 of the clergr,
Althoughiiaddanoth'ng to the meiit of the
accompiished bishop, it is, veverthelos,
ilugtrative of bis tlme that ho posseseed u
relic of Iona—Ione, that was so loog the
shode of the Aposto'tc Salat Columba
ard whence he so cfien went forth to
preach the gosvel to the barbarian Piots ;
Linn, that for centuricaspread the light of
religton, like & glory, over the surrouw d-
fag lands ; [ona where for many genesa-
tions wers sepulchred the kiogs of Sc -
land, and where lessar potentates, the
Kirgs of the Isler, were cften lald at res
with all the honors usually done i
royalty ; lons, thit, impervicus to tlm
and war, survived the depredations of ibe
Heathen Dane ; Lons, the veiy thought o
which and its holy assoclations en moved
the critical mtnd of Doctor Juhn
he exclaimed @ “That man s lic
envied whose devotlon woull not
warmer awid the 1uins of Iona!” lona,
the odor of whosa centuries of excallenct
84l hapgs svoand fwrained walls ; Tona, a
place of pi'grim to which repair d
1t Catholies Cer to offer up thel:

He added : “In no perlcd of the world’s

the dlecontent of the people, It is rather
%o the leglslation of a conciliatory charac-
ter bo which they ought to look, to leglsla
detfon which should show that we trust
the irieh people as we have trusted the
K g'ish asd Scatch,”

He groposes an imperlal loan of

French nor English, 25 949 of Eoglish
origin, who, with 3,597 Eoglish half-
breads, make a population of 29 546 who
may be accounted of English origin,
There are 21,180 of Irish, 25 676 of Scotch,
178 of Welsh, origin, Those of French
origin number 6821, who, with 4369
French half-breeds, mske a French
population of 11,190, The Globe con
siders it very unceriain that the foreign
population will join in a movement which
is maggressively Eoglish; and as the
English populationis very evenly divided
between the two parties, Conservative
and Reform, it cautions Mr, Greenway
not to enter upon an aggressive polioy,
unless he be assured that it will prove
successful, lest the Conservatives of the
Province regain power, and the position
of Sir John Macdonald be thus much
strengthened,

Further, the Globe reminds the people
of Ontario that the question 18 one
for Manitobans, and not for Ontarionians,
to settls, Oa this point it has the fol.

which has already been given to them
for their interference with Quebec was
richly deserved. We trust that Mani-
toba will administer to them a dose of
the same kind,
The Catholic school systems of Ontario
and Manitoba have their justice not so
much in the will of the majority as in
the inalienable right of parents to edu-
cate their children in the religion to
which they conscientiously adhere.

in the schools, Their conduct was inde-
fensible, unlees religious teaching be
expedient, Tae Hon, Mr. Ross very
properly would not adopt the course
urged upon him, because of the great
diversity of belief among children who
attend the public schools ; but, even as
the school system now stands, religious
teaching is recognized to some extent.
The Bible is used as a text book, and
the schools are opened and closed with
prayer,

4'rom all this we may justly infer that
Protestants as well as Catholics recog
nizs the importance of religious teach:

with well defined conscientious convie.
tion, If Protestants were universally of

Pay 8D eXIra 18X Irom thelr own pockets
for the religious education of their own,
We maintain that such a state of aftairs
is an outrageous injustice inflicted upon
a respeclable minority, simply because
the msjority are intolerant, The intol.
erance is sll the more outrageous from
the fact that the Protestant mejority are
in reality convinced that s religious
education is a desideratum. I endeavor-
ing to deprive Oatholics of it they must
be influenced only by an insane hatred
against the Oatholic Church, Yet this
is the evil and the ibjustice which the
fanatical party desire to introduce into
Manitoba and Ontario, It is well for the
Catholic minorities in these two Prov-
inces that there is & Protestant minority
in Qiebec which is in precisely the
same position with ourselves ; for the
fanatical proposals cannot be carried
out without exposing the Quebec Pro-
testants to the same injustice to which
the fanatics wish to reduce the Catholic
minorities here mentioned, It was not
the love of justice or of equal rights
which impelled the bogus Equal Rights'
Convention to abstain from putting the
abolition of separate schools on their
programme, but, avowedly, fear for the
situation of the Protestants of Quebec.

Like the separate school systems of
Ontario and Quebec, that of Manitoba is
guaranteed by the Act of Confederation.
This guarantee is part of the Oonfedera-
tion compact, and the principle of ‘pub-
lic polity of the Dominion,” on which the
Meil and Rev, D. J. Macdonald, of
Toronto, insisted so strongly, and which
was inserted in the petition for disallow-
ance of the Jesuit Estates Act, is justly
applicable here, As the fanatics main.
tained this principle, it meant that

It is clear, then, that the object of the
Free Press in harping upon this subject,
is eimply to meuke political capital to Mr,
Mowat’s embarasement, out of a question
with which it does not concern either
Mr. Mowat or the Oatario Legislature to
interfere. Dishonesty of purpose could
not be more plainly manifested ; and the
honesty of the Free Press msay well be
questioned in its attack upon Sir John
Toompson, for it knows well that the
Minister of Justice is altogether inde-
pendent of any influence it can exert.

But cannot the Dominion be governed
without Catholics at all? For example,
might not Quebec be treated as the
parish of the Provinces? Might she not
be ruled by a clique of Ontario parscns i
And might not Catholics in Ontario and
tbe other Provinces be entirely deprived
of the franchise ?

It is needless to say that though we
know there are people of Oatario who
would be delighted with such a state of
things, it would be no easy matter to
bring it about. Such persecution did
exist in Great Britain during the last
and in the first part of the present cen.
tury, but even when such was the policy
of England at home she did not attempt
to introduce it into Csnada., The
climate and surroundings of this country
are not favorable to the growth of such
despotism, Class ascendency is a dying
plant now, even in Irelaud, but on the
free soil of North America it would not
thrive for a single day.

At & recent period in this century

one penal law wee passed by the British
Parlisment, It was cuccess fully defied,
and not even an attempt was made to
enforce it, down to the time when a few
years afterwards it was wiped from the
statute book by &lmost a unanimous
vote. Even, as both Sir John Mae-
donald and Hon, Edward Blake said in
our House of Commons, the British
Parliament and people were ashamed of
it.
In Canada the case is very different
from that of Great Britain. Catholics
are almost 43 per cent, of the popula.
tion, and on such a proportion of the
people it is useless to attempt to im.
pose penal laws or restrictions, Catho.
lice must, therefore, and will, exercise
their icfluence in the government of
the Dominion, and no Government can
be carried on without them, No attempt
to deprive Catholics of their influence in
proportion to population can succeed,and
the Free Press ought to know that even
though it may follow the Mail’s lead, and
join in the No.Popery orusade of which
the latter journal is the chief spirit, its
cfforts will only be followed by disaster
to iteelf and to any party which may fol.
low such leadership. e do not believe
the Coneervative party will do eo, but it
may become a necessity for that party
to repudiate formally the Free Press as
the Qonservative organ of the West, and
to eetablieh in London a respectable
Congervative journal lika the Toronto
Ewmpire, which was established on the
ruins of the Mail, The Mail, which
takes up or lays acide a policy on “com.
mercial principles,” has surely not found
its oourse to be commercially profitable,
or it would not have made the abject
bids to become once more a recognizad
organ of one party or the other, whioa it
made even since it donned the garments
ot pseudo.independence, It plainly
enough offered itself, more than once, to
the highest bidder, but both parties re-
ceived its overtures with chilling con.
tempt,

The past history of the Free Press
would lead us to expeot from it a better
epirit than it has exhibited of late, At
a time when there was more lfkalihood
than now of the success of a no.Popery
cry, the Free Press nobly abandoned its
party rather than adopt a war-cry which
was calculated to divide Canada by a
dieastrous dissension arieing out of
differences of race and creed, We re:
gret tosee it now adopting a contrary
course, which will end in failure, as it did
befors with those who adopted it, The
Catholics of Canada are, on the whole,
pretty evenly divided between the two
great parties which are contending for
the mastery, just as Protestants are.
Oa the politieal questions of the day
there ii naturally, as mach diversity of
opinion among Catholics as among their
Protestaat fellow citiz3ns, and as a Oath.
clic journal the RECORD casts no blame

been called the elixir of life, and in
many cases it seems to have had sn ex.
traordinarily beneficial eftect, Do,
Brown -Sequard used in on himself, and
the eftect was wonderful, ae he describes
it in the London Lancet of July 20,
Dr. Variot also tried it on a number of
patients  wilh similar results, The
elixir is ivjected under the skimn,

But there is another side to the
matter. A few days ago in Cuncin
nati this elixir was ipjected into &
patient who was suftering from paralysis,
and soon he suffered intense agony, and
his thighs became swollen as if from
gapgrene, He then fell into a fever, and
he 18 now hopelesely crazy,  Another
patient at Shamokin became delirious
and suffered great pain after the injac
tion and died within two hours. Two
patients at Birmingham, Ala,, showed
symptoms of blocod poisoning after being
experimented on, and slso suffered in-
tense pain, and in Philadelphia, out of
seventeen who were treated, five de.
veloped abzcess, Two newspaper re.
porters, who were oxperimented on, wera
likewise thrown into a dangerous coadi.
tion,

CANDLE,

We learned the following from the
“Lilies of Mary,” in Naples: A good
country priest who had a great devotion
to St. Joseph, found hiwself one day in
trouble.

The feast of the Resurrection of OQur
Lord was at hand, and ke had neither a
Paschal candle prepared nor the money
to buy one. His three hundred par.
ishioners were 80 poor, that all, more or
less, had difficulty to support themselves,
and took with thanks the small alms
which their pastor, nearly as poor as
themselves, was able to oftar them, A
ocolleotion in church, therefore, would
have been useless, for how could these
poor people give what they did not
possess ?

Some time previously, this good priest
kad formed the grand ides of re-building,
without asking any assistance from his
flock, the parish church, which was fall
ing into ruins, and, like Solomon, to erect
a temple to the Moet High,

His determination being taken, he
girded his pilgrim’s dress, and knocked
first at the door of the bishop, A lov-
ingly given bleesing, and as a foundation
stone, a kum of 1,000 lire (about £40),
were the result of this vicit, A better
beginning could not have been expeoted,
For three years did this z2alous priest

After
my frightful privations I was nothing but
ekin and bone, They fed me ell I could
eat end I could not reslst my appetite.
As 1 had no exerclse and lived on the fat
of the laud I rapldly incrensed in fleeh and
In & few weeks I was regarded as in fit
condition to eat, 1 saw them preparin
the manioc and the beer for the feast,
felt that my last hour was approsching.
On the afteruoon of the day when I was to
be killed my arms were tled bebiud me,
The sun was etill bigh when 8!l of a sud-
den wo heard a great nolse in the villages
vear the Oongo, ‘The Arabs are coming,’
everybody shouted, and the men se'z:d
thelr spears. Toe women and children
hurried off into the woods, Presently tha
Arab elavers came near enough to pour a
volley of shot into the town, and the
meoen took to flight, Iu the mlidst of the
retreat the Basoko eald I ought to be
taken along and & warrior was assigned
to thls tesk, All the others disappeared.
My guard steppod into his hut to get his
ehield, Selzing this vnexpected opportun-
ity I leaped, tied as | was, iuto the nelgh-
boring bush, The wan hurled himself
after me, but just then the Arabs burst
fnto the village and the warrlor turned and
fled. I stuck iy head out of the ticket
and the Arabs saw and seized me, The
thought I was a Baseok, but I shouted.
‘I am one of Stanléy’s men,’ I bore the
tatoo marks of the Haugse, with which
they were familiar, They uobound me
and I was seaved. A few days later Capt.
Von, Giile appeared with his steamers and
1 was turned over to him,”

WELCOMED HOME,

Bishop McQuade, of Rochester, who
preached the dedicatory sermon of our
London cathedral, hss just returned
from Rome and has been accorded an
enthusiastic reception in his episcopal
oity. The difficulty between iis Lord
ship and Rev, Father Lambert has been
amicably settled, The following is taken
from our American exchanges :

The Right Rov, Bernard J. McQuaid,
Bishop of Rochester, who returned home
last week sfter nearly nine months ab
gence in Rome and on the continent of
Europs, waz, on last Sunday, July 28, the
subject of a maguificent welcome from
his people. Ho had gone directly from
New York to his summer residence at
Hemlock Lake, and here, on the after
noon of Sunday, a large deputation of
priests and laymen, reprezenting every
oune of Rochester's fourteen churches,
came out to mect him avd conduc’ him to
his epiecopal city, Bichop McQuaid was
accompanied by Arcabishop Willizms, of
Boston, the Rev. John J. Gray, rector of
St, James’ Church, Silem, Maiss, and
the Rov. A, Rossi, rector of 8t Columb-
kille’s, Brighton, M iss The train
reached Rochester at 7 p. m. where an
immense assemblage of people of every
form of beliet grected the bishop with
enthusiasm. All the Citholic socistics
were out with bande, bannersand torchee,
After reviewing a procession of ssveral
thousand persous, the biskop was driven
to the Cathedral, where ho briefly but
aff-ctionately addressed his peopla and
gave benediction of the Blessed Sacra
ment.

Being interviewsd a few days ago by a
representative of the New York Sun,
Bishop McQuade said, among other
things : “I expressed some of vy Amen
oan 1dess very sirongly while [ was Italy.
1 told them that the days of kings snd
thrones, dukes and lords, and the rule of
the many by the few were fast pacriog
away, and that the people, under the
influence of this new impulse for free
institutions, were going to step forward
and demand their own,”

“And the Italians—what did they eay
to these views 1"

“Well,” with a laugh, “they probably
did not say what they thought.”

“The Pope,” he continued, “is a man
of vast learning, a ready conversational-
ist, and most cordial and approschable
to all who secure an audience with him
He knows or is told somelhing about
them before the interview, and seldom
fails to find some topic upon which he
can converse and in which they are
especially intereeted, Some Americans
ohject to the custom of kneeling to
him, but, a3 a rule, he extends
his hand to prevent the obeisance which
suggests itself as a natural tributb to bis
fatherly bearing and to his years, All
these points were illustrated by the
interview between Mr, Charles A Dana
and His Holiness, at which I had the
good fortune to ba present, In fact, I
was there by Mr, Dana’s request.

“The conversation naturally fell upon
America and American institutions, and
the Pope spoke of the necessity of
preserving the present social order
and the danger of Socialism and
Avnarchy, 1o then said that he
understood that Mr. Dana was an
admirer of Dante, and forthwith recited
the first few stenzas of the Iaferno, and
recited them in a manner I have never
before heard them spoken with a vim
and enthusiasm of a schoolboy, in spite
of hi¢ white hair and eighty yeara, BSo
the telk passed pleasantly for the epace
of half an hour, and the audience came
to a close,”

T, P. O'CONNOR DESCRIBES MR,
PARNELL, THE IRISH LEADER,

In a letter to the New York World Mr.
T. P. OConnor, M. P, writea : What a
strange creature Parnell is, You might
know him for & long time and think him
cne of the most docils and plisnt of men,
1 have often been his fellow traveller,
and it is a trite saying that you never
learn so much about & man as when you
travel*with him. 1 believe thera ave
men with whom you cannot take a walk
if there be any chance of cross roads on
the way, for if you wanted to go (G the
right they would be certain to risk your
friendship and the chance of getting
safely home rather than vot go to the
left. Other men there are who when
travelling never cease to grumble from
the time they start till they retuin,

Parnell is entirely free from any of
theso faults, He tnkes things as they
come in a most agreeable and good
humored way, Once I was with him in
n small town in the North of Ireland
The town hed gone greatly to deosy, and
the hotel shared in the ruin, Some of
its rooms spparently never were opened
except on very remaikable ooccasions,
There was one rocom, the odor and lack
of which I remember to this day as dis
tinetly as though it were but yesterday
There was a ciose, dank smell, a jug of
withered flowers was on the table, the
shades were drawn and the whole place
suggested that some tragedy—a gqualid
end tranquil tragedy—had becn there
enected many years before, and that the
room had been closed as a living tomb
of dead hopes, When wa went up to
our bedrooms we found that the sheets
were suspiciously moist, and wo bad
simply to throw them oft and sleep be.
iween the blankets,

PARNELL LAUGHED
quietly at the whole affair, calmly took
out tho revolver with which he alwaye
travelled at the time and soon siept the
sleep of the just,

I have spoken of Parnell’s pliancy and
good humor in smsll things, Even in
larger aftairs he is occasionally content
to allow other peoplo to do his thinking
for him, and bhe has rarely, it ever,
objeoted to anybody deivg his writing
for bim, though when he likes he is one
of the clearest and most forcible penmen
living.

position, there are sure to be difterences.

will and disturbacce throughout the
country,

At the tepants' meeting, Mr, Wm.
O'Brien wes the chief speaker. In terms
sbout which there can be no misteke, he
indicated to the tenants by what means
they could bring decisive prezsure on
Mr. Smith Barry to inducs him to let the
Cork Isndlords fight their own battles,
He snid ;

“Remember that Mr, Smith-Barry is
the sggressor, He has abused your
patience, He hastakon advantags of the
peacelulnees of his own estate in Tipper.

THE EMEKGENCY GANG,

The brutalities which the Irish police
bave been permitted to exaorcise upon
the people with impunity bave been in
tho past one of the most conviacing
evideoeas that none but an Irish Parlia-
ment is 1% to govern the ecountry
properly, but the horror of the situation
has been of late much aggravated by the
fact that the eamo privilege of impunity
for excesses the most gross has been ex
tended latterly to the emergencyern,
The police were bad enough, when per
mitled to do as they pleased, but they
were soinwhat resitained by the respon-
sibilities of their cffical position, But
the emergencymen aro under no re
straint ; yet, in «ll theiwr innoceat {ro'ics,
they are sasiained by the high minded
and  iopartial  msgistracy  whieh
Chief etary  Baltour has  ap-
pointed  far the admmistralion of
Cosreion law. Tae peopla of Irs
land are pesceful and virtuous, The
almost total absence of crimes oa the
Quarter Scssions and Assize calendars are
suflicient proof thereof ; but the emer
gencymen are the very opposite cof all
this, The offica for which they have
sold their gorvices would be enough to
show this, for none but the mo:t de
graded beings would for hire devo e
themselves to the ocoupation of turning
an eppressed tenantry to the roadside to
starve, and this by such means as batter.
g down their houses, bludgeoniog men,
women and children alike, and taking
away the stock and crops which are
necessary for the substance of the poor
peopla,

Tae fac's of the caso fally justily the
charaoter which we would be induced to
give the emergencymen wihen we would
know their occupation, for they are
acruited solely from tte lowest purliens
and the jails. It would disgrace the
Sultan of Turkey to let loose such a
gang, worse than Bashi Bagouks, upon a
virtuous community, but the Sslisbury
Government seema to be already so
deeply disgraced that it imsgines that
the basest conduct cannot degrade it
more.

A few instances of the rutfianism of
which those dregs of society nave been
guilty recently will illustiate what we
aave said. On Sunday, the 16th ult,
three of those rowdiss want tror houss
to bouse on the Ponsonby estate, kick
ing m the doors and helping themselves
by forea to liquor wherever they could
fiad it. At the heads of the inmates they
presented revolvers, and threatensd to
shoot them. They aiso brandished clubs
in their faces, And when some persons

came to ascertain the cause of the com-

motion, they fired five shots, which
luckily did not take eﬂgel. The police,
partners with these rowdies, took no steps
to arrest them, or to brivg them to just
punishment,

prosecuted sn emergencyman named
Harris for threatening to shoot her.
Major Waring, one of Bulfour’s Loo"s, was
the preciding magistrate, Mrs, Frank
lin deposad that he had threatened to
ghoot her, bacause she had prevented
bim from killing some of ber fowl, The
magistrate snecred st her during the
whole time that she was giving her evi-
dence, and & witncss was brou..;ht up by
Harris to rebut Mra, Franklin's testi
mony., This witness was a son of Harris'
employer, Valentine Ryan, J, P, but
though he would not swear that the
word “shoot” was employed, he deposed
that Harris had threstened to “kill” Mcs,
Frauklin, §
The megistrate, with the klad of jastice
which 15 usual in Ireland, was thus forced
to admic that Harris hed been unruly, so
he dismissed the csze—i.flicting, as the
ouly punishment, a gentle admonition !

The child
gave early promise of the Intelligencs and
beanty whizh distingulsbed the mother,
and it was & touching sight to witness the
pecullar love and' tenderness which from
the first dawn of reason she evinced to
werd her unhappy father, e called her
loviugly “La Consolatrice,” and ssld he
now hed one dsughter who had never
“¢inned against him.” She became tha
comfort and stay of her scon widowed
mother, her tender and sympathetic child,
compznion and friend,

Mary Beatrice In her edvercity and de.
pendence was still admired acd revered by
those wh® knew her worth, and her
presence was often and urgently desired
at the grest carnivals and festivitdes of tha
court. But from all sach scenes she
shrank fgstiretively, findicg no enjoye
ment in worldly pleasures and megnifi.
cence, On one of the few oceasions when
State etlquette demanded it, she paid a
visit of ceremony to the court and the
royal family at Versailies. All were
impressed with the charm of her conver.
sntion and the grace eud elegance of her
wapner, and efter her departure the aged
Kiog excleimed with enthueiasm to those
gbout him : *S:e what a Queen ought to
be !?

But the exiled Quieen was now called
vpon to bear the heaviest griof that had
yot befallen bar, §n the loss of her {dolizsd
daughter, whese premature death reaulted
from a malignent epidemic after a few
daye’ i!lnes, and iu the very bloom of her
youth and beauty. The stricken mother
bore even this crughisg blow with a resig
nation which was calut-like, blessing the
Divine Master of life and death in the
words of holy Job, redoubting her acts of
love and mercy, eecking consolation at the
foot of the Croes, and uniileg her suffer-
logs with those of the bleeding and ador:
able Heart of Jesus, She epent tha rest of
her life in the retirement of the convent
of Chollet, where the gifted superioress
and a few other chosen splrits conssled her
solitude, shared her devotions, and cheered
with thelr gentls minf:try the years which
remalued of her earthly pligrimage,

Aftershe had been thirty years au exlle,
bereft of home and forfuue, husband and
children, and for many months a prey te
a palofal malady, My Beatrice breathed
out her beautiful end blameless life,
strengthenad by the coneolations of relig
ion, and surrounded by sorrowicg friends
Tae Duchess of Orleans, a Gearman Piin
cess by birth and educstion (and withal a
f:iend of Willlem of Orarnge), wrote thuy
to her friends at home, from the Freach
court :

“The good ard excellent Queen Mary
Beatrice {8 no more! She is univereally

We bave taken pains to transfer to our
columna the followlng luc!dent, related in
the “Lifa of Mounseigneur Dapanloup,”—
a deeply iuteresting and edifylng book,
by the way, which we wounld earnestly
recommend to all our rerders, The inci.

The Medical Certificate Controversy.

Dear Sir—In the last isene of the
. M. B. A, Monthly cf Detrolt I potice
a lepgthy communication, dated at Mon-
treal and eigned “Muldoon,” in which the
writer makee some assertions regarding the
Medical Certificate controverey, which are
s0 much out of harmony with the opin-
{ons of the great majority of our members
bere that 1 canuot sllow kis effusion to
pose unnoticed. As there s no member
of the O. M, B A, in this city by the name
of * Muldoon,” this correspondent has evi-
dently seen fitto bide bis identity under s
nom de plume,

True, he may lay claim to beone of the
sgolid Muldoons” of historic fame ; but
the utter lack of reason, logic or argu-
ment in his letter is sufficient to annul
any claim to solidity.

After making his bow, “Muldoon”
starts out by saying that a portion of
Section 4 of the Beneficiary Fund Artic'e
in the minutes of the Supreme Councii
Convention (which he misquoter) com
mands to be done somethivg which it is
impossible to perform ; ergo, the minutes
must be wiong and the coustitution
must be right. The fects are that the
particular line to which ke refers is ex.
actly the same in boih minutes and cou.
stitution, and his eftort to divert atten-
tion from the principal question by
reising & side issue, does noi
hold good, Nex!, he accutes thcse
who cannot see eye to eye with him
bim on this question, of taking the posl-
tion which they have in order to force
separation from the Uulted States, This
1 %ut another attempt to befog the real
fesue, o8 the question raised ls In regard
to the discrepsncy between the new con.
stitution end the minutes of the Supreme
Council Convention of 1888, and mnot
otherwise. *“Muldoon” proceeds to land
the genercelty of Brothers iwthe United
Statee, and to act as & prophet of evil in
regard to us Oanadians; but he conveni-
eutly forgets to offer avy eub
stantial reasons for hle opinions, “Mal.
doon” eaye that it ls very preper for the
Sapreme Counc!l to withhold the ixue of
beneficlary certificates to Capadlan mem.
bere under the present circumatances ; but,
according to an iuterview published i
the last O, M. B. A. Monthly, Supreme
legal advieer J. T. Keena eays that “all of
theee mewbers cismorivg ior beneficlary
certificaten are entiiled to them, frrespec
tive of the cutecome of this controversy,”
exnd, further, “that they thould not be held
as & means of e forclog a duty f om the
grend offizers,” lu & matter of law and
justice, botween the opposite opiulons cf
our supreme legal adviserand the unknown
“Muldoon” your readers should not bave
much diffisulty in making cholce. “Mul
doon” iutimates that if eny of our mem
bers dled before their Beueficlary Certifi.
cates were furnished them, the beirs would
not receive their insurauce. He should
know better, as there i a case ou record in
Montreal where a member died befors
the lsue of hls Beneficiary Certifi-
cate, avd hls fosurance was pa'd
fn  due time, In concluslon, 1
beg to remind “Mualdoon” that eeven
branches in Montreal have already
endorsed the circular issued by our
Grend Council cflicers re retaining of our
medicel certificates, and in g0 doing have
vot found it necereary to conceal their
identity under u fictitious name,

It {s with feelinge of heartfelt sorrow
that I announce tbrough the REcoRD the
mourcful intelligence of the death of
James Patrick Foley, which tock place at
his reeldence on Tuesday, the 6th inst.

durlng life, He was always ready with
bis money to help the priest in bis under-
takings in connectlon with the Church,
aund he it was who built for us, and fur

vished it with scets, maps, etc, ata cost
of shout four thoueand dellars, ths hacd.
some brick separate school house, which
to.day 1is the pride of the archdlocese of
Torouto, Nor did hle genercsity cease
bere, for he has left the eum cf
ten thousand dollars to be placed
In chartered banks at 5 per cent., the prin
cipal not to be touched ; thus making the
separate echool a self-supportivg ome for
all ages, and sffording to our chitdren the
bsnefit of a sound Catbolic education.
At 10 o’clock on Thureday morning a

HON. JOHN COSTIGAN,

A VISICTO 8T. NICHOLAS-THE HOUSE
IN WHICH HE LIVED.

On Sunday last the Hon, John Costi.
gan, Minister of Inland Revenus for the
Dominion of Canada, visited, in company
with his sister, Mrs, Hart, avd severel
friends in Quiebee, including M: P,
Lynott and Mv, T. J, Walsh, his old
komestead in the parish of St, Nicholas,
in the county of Levie, The party
croesed the river to the 8t, Nicholas wharf
in the Government steam yacht aud on
landing received quite an ovation from
some of the oldest residents of the
place, Aflter a hearty shaking of
hands the wtole party drove
through the pearish and alighted at
Me. Costigin’s  house, where he
was born and where his father and family
dwelt beneath the antique and romantic
roof on landing ou the shores of the St.
Lawrence from Ireland, After going
through the house Mr, Cosiigan visited
the parishioners whom he knew as some
of the oldest scquaintances of his fatber.
Particularly amongst them was Mr,
Sexton, The old msn recoguized the
bon, gentleman as scon ae he entered the
house, aithovgh the latter waa a mere
boy when he left the place, Mer, Sexton
18 eighty five yearsof age and 1t was with
pleasure Me, QCostigan congratulated
him as being the oldest reeident of the
place, a8 well as the fact that a fiiend of
bis father in Canadx was still in the land
of the living How the Costipan family
got into Madawaska led our reporter to
put the questicn to Mr. Costigan, when
he said that the Hon Sir. Jobn Caldwell
was at toat time the leading lumber
merchant in the port of Quebec. His
father on arrival here entered into
an engagement with him in the
lumber  business. He ' was one
of Mr, Caldwell’s right hand men,
and in a1y important work connected
with the manufacture of lumber Mr,
Costigan was always consulted, When
Mr, Caldwell 1dentified bimeelf with the
lumber interests of the M:dagascar he
entrusted the work to Mr. Costigan, hence
the removal of the famlly of Mr, Cosilgan,
includiog his son Jobm, now the Hon,
John, at about five years of age, from St,
Nicholas to Madagascar.—Qicbec Tele-

8T, AGATHY'S PASTOR,
—

There exleted in 1703, In one of the
most remote snd unknown part of one of
the French Dapartments a little village of
poor peasants under the name and patron.
age of Bt Agathy,

It contalned about forty houses, which
might properly be called bute, for thelr
roofs were composed of reeds and straw,
ond thelr walls & miserable usion of
woodwork ard clay,

There lived here, however, 8 commun-
ity disticgulebed both for slmplicity of
manners and firmness of religlous prin-
clple, Its psstor had taken his post bere
at the sgo of twenty.five and bad ever
since shared the joys sxd sorrows of his
flock, seti:fied with the eame meagre fare,
sud dolvg blv duty In every respect wiih
that faithful z:al which ouly & deep in-
ward pity can stimulate,

Thue bhad he speut fifty years and thus had
he wou the hearts of all bis parishloners,
who loved and reverenced him asa father

He bad, durlug this time, declined all
propocitions for bettering his poeition ;
partly for love of those under hﬂ charge,
partly from fear that vo other pastor
would remsin long la such a poor parlsh,
and therefore, he g«ume o'd on the same
spot, amid the ssme poverty, deing all
the gcod he could In his narrow sphere,
for which he felt himself ricbly rewarded
by the child.like love of his flock.

As the Fronch revolutlon broke out
the pastor began to fear that ueither he
nor his flock would be epared from the
all-visitivg storm,

One dsy he received orders from the
Cbief of Police of the Dapartment to ewcar
to what was then called the clvil conatitu.
tlon of the clergy to give up Immedlately
his post and quts bla parish,

The good man was eo little acqualnted

with political matters that he did not
kaow at first what was required of bim;
but asa copy of the cometitution accom.
panied the order he lost no time in etudy.
iog its contents, and came to the conclu-
sion that he could meither acknowledge
nor swear to it,
Sti!l less did he think bhimself bound to
obey the orders by leaving the parlsh,
He continued therefore, to remain at St
Agathy and to perform his clerisal offices
ss {f nothing uncommen had happened,
belleving himself acting according to his
duty and consclence,

Mesowhile this measure, to which
other clergymen also refused to conform,
began to create trouble, particularly in
the Department of the West,

After the authorities bed removed

many of the opposing clergymen, the
diecontented parishes formed themselves
fato an allisnze and prepared to defend
themselves by arms againet all violence.
Thus was developed by degrees an insur-
rection which from a mere epark became
a raging flame,
The National Convention, laformed of
the state of things, ordered out troops to
rettore tranquility whenever it was dls-
turbed.

Cimmlssiaries were appointed with full

owers, Such a commisstory came to
iorte, the chlef place of the Depart.
mect of which St. Agathy was situated.

Thie man was of a cruel nature and
belfeved himself bound to act with sever-
ity agalost all who resisted, He ordered all
insubordinate clergymen to be taken
prisoners, putting a price upon the heads
of such as could not be found,

The pastor of St. Agathy could evi-
deutly not escape the prosexlption, and
one evening accordingly the news spread’
and the nex: day a company of scldloers
was to come lrom Niorte to take bim
prisoner,

The communal councll immedlately
assembled, Of reeistance there could be
no question, 83 it would be useless. Yet
the wurthy pastor, whose safely was the
sutj:ct of universal anxlety, could not he
forsaken, It was, therefore, resolved to
bring kim to a place of safety which had
already been found out.

He opposed at first and said he would
willingly ensure whatever heaven had
ordained for him. He suffered himselt
finally to be led by his farthful parishion.
ers 10 a ccal hut in the forest, where four
srmed men remeined with bim, both to
prevent him from delivering himself go
voluntarily and to defend him in case of
necessity,

The following day eigbty soldiers, with
two canncns, made their appearance at
the village, to get poseession of the waek
old man,

The leader of the troops made the in.
habitacts acquainted with the object of
lis visit, and demanded of them in the
nswme oi the law to deliver up their pas-
tor without hesitation,

As the command was not obeyed the
soldiers bagan a search. Tney searched
every room and corner of the parsonags,
but in vain—broke open the doore of
the church, ravaged and desecrated
every part of it, but found not what they
sougbt ; aud finally went again {rom
house to house, but all to no purpose,

The priest of St. Agathy was now
declared a crimical befora the law and
the price of twenty thousand francs set
upon his head.

you my blessiog.”

At theve words they ali fell upon thelr
knees even the hard-bearted soldiers them.
sclves, The cld man ralsed his eyes
towards heaven, claspipg hls haud upon
his breast, and called down ths blessing of
the Almighty both upon hle friends and
his enemies,

After closing hls prayers, he turned and
sald to the soldfers tha: formed his escort :

“Gantlemen, [ am now at your service.”

They put him back upon the wagon and
drove buck to Niorte; the whole parish
follawed bebind. =

When Mr. Giadstone reads a books,
he does 80 pencil in hand, marking off on
the margin those passages Which he
wishes 10 remember, querying those
about which be is in doubt, and putting
a cross opposite those which he disputes.
At the end of the volume he constructs
a kind of index of his own, which enables
him to refer to those thiogs he wishes to
remember, Darwin records a meetiog
with Buckle, 1n which he learned the
historian's system of collectiog facts.
“He told me that he bought all the books
which he read, snd made a full index, to
each, of the facts which he thought
might prove servicable to hiny, and that
he could always rementber 1n what book
he had read anything, for his memory
was wonderful, [asked him bow at first
be oould judge what facis would be ser-
viceable, sud he avswered that he did
pot know, but that a sort of instinct
guided him, From this habit of making
indices, he was enabled to give the
astonishing number of roferences on all
sort of sutjacts which may be found in
his ‘History cof Civilization,”” Darwin's
own method, a8 describecd by his soo,
was not very dissimilar, *“[a esch book,
as he read it, he marked passages bear.
ing on the work, In readirg s book or
pamphlet he made percil hines at the
side of the peg-, often ndding short re-
marks, sod at ths end made s list of the
psg-s marked, Whoen it wae Lo be cata.

were looked at, and so a rough absirict
