OUTLOOK FOR WESTERN GROPS

barley are grown. Alberta fall wheat
at points heard from is in prime con-
dition. Taking the reports ast a whole,
the prospects for a good crop Aare

fully thirty per cent. botter than they
were ten days ago. The season is late,
every one admits that, but with the!
growing possibilties of the West a {ine'
season from this date on will insure

an excellent if not a bumper crop, such
as the country has reaped in the two
past years. This great improvement in
the crop conditions may have an ef-
fect of temporarily depressing the over
active wheat market, but that will do
no . harm. -It will not jeopardize the
chances of dollar wheat in the future,
and in the meantime it will have the
effect of restoring general confidence
in the country, which has been: some-
what shaken by the’ unprecedented
seeding time.

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frofessor Adam Sharlt wfités of
5. Successiul Working.

Chairman of Concifiaticn Comeittee ln-
quiring into G T R Hachipists
Troutte Says Aet is Good One

OTTAWA, May 2{.—The 'Lemicux
Labor Act has been endorscd by 1’ro-
fessor Adam = Shortt, who acted as
chairman of the concillation ecommit-
tee which inguired into the disputo be-
tween the ‘Grand Trunk Railway and
its machinists.

Professor Shortt has writter to Hou.
Mr. Lemieux, Minister of Lablor: '“Tha
matters in dispute covered -almost
every typical featurc of - the labor
groblem, such-as'rates of:wages, hours
of employment, including night and
day work, overtime both as hours and
pay, classification of men, the number
and status of apprenticez, the premo-
tion of helpers, improvers, ete., the re-
irstatement of men on ctrike or lock-
out, some of them for over two yearsj
and the general rvecognition of the
union.

“Throughout the proceedings no at-
tempt was made to settle differences
on the easy but demoralizing principle
of ‘splitting the difference,’ but every
attention “'was given to deciding every
matter on its merits: This appeared
to .greatly develop mutual confidence
matters became easier the further
we advanced, until it was evident
a  final settlement . was merely
a duestion of patiently  cover-
the = whole field. By Saturday
evening practically everything had been
disposed of but the readjustment of the
minimum rate of wages. After consid-

erable discussion, chiefly as to how the |

advances proposed by the Grand Trunk
Railway would apply to individuals,the
men on the advice of Messrs. O'Donag-
hue and Lec agreed to accept the offers
of the railway. and everything was set-
tled. Mutual confessions were then in
orcer, and it seemed difficult to deter-
mine which party was the better satis-
fied avith the eharacter of the proceed-
ing and the efficiency of the new law,
which all recognized to have been on
trial, 2nd which all parties admitted
to have proved: entirely successful. An
important and complex dispute, involv-
ing feuds of moré than two' | years
standing and not improving with age,
had been settled to the satisfaction of
both .parties without the loss - of &
day’s work to the men or a dollar ‘to
the company and abve all,' without dis-
turbance to the public service. Thus
was every object of the TLemieux act
secured.” ¢

Hon. Mr. Lemieux, feplyidg ts Prot!
Shortt, said: - This  is the first real
test of the industrial. disputes investi-
gation act and I think it affords. an
excellent illustration of what may be
accomplished by it in the settlement
of industrial disputes when the par-
ties to the dispute are disposed to be
reasonable and moderate in their re-
spective attitudes. The whole conduct
of the board, together with its finding
and tbe unqualified acceptance of the
same by both partiés, will, T am con-
vineed, mark a distinct advance in the
settlement of industrial disputes in
this country.: The hroken rail malady
which has wvécently developed in con-

nection with the operation of railways |

in the United States, and to a lesser
extent in Canada has attracted the at-
tention of the railway commission and
is new being looked into. - Since No-
vember there have been in Canada six
wiecks, resulting in loss of life, and a
number of others in which there were
no lives lost. The board’s inspectors
of accidents has looked into all of
them, among others the one that oceur-
red on the New Brunswick Southern
near Digdebuash bridge, Little has
been learned as to the cause of ‘rails
snapping. All of the trouble in Canada
cannot be laid to the door of the Unit-
ed States Steel Corporation turning aut
rails of-an inferior quality. The Grand
Trunk Pacific are going to 1ay these
rails on the line from Winnipeg to the
coast because Canadian -millstdeclined
to furnish them at the price below that
of American’ makers. On the govern-
ment section of the National Trans-
continental Canadian rails will be laid.
The C. P. R. is using the Soo rails in
preference to the Sydney rails, and they
are said to be of a satisfaetory quality.
The companies have been asked to sub-
mit the specifications they give on: or-
dering ‘rails anhd the C. P. R: has com-
plied. The specifications are gufficient
and the company employs an inspectotr
to see-that the rails gre made in ac-
cordince "With" thém.

Beginning
with the child in pre-historic days his
place in the religious life of the race
was described as taught by Confucius,
Plato, Aristotle, Quintillian, Cicexo, the
early Hebrews, the Egyptians, the
Jews, St. Paul, and the early fathers,
the church of the middle ‘ages, the re-
formed church, and the evangelical
churches, till the present ‘day. The
church’s errors in her treatment of the
¢hild began in scholasticism, which
treated him as an intellectual and voli-
tional being and taught him dogma,
and hayve culminated in a too great
emphasis of his emotions. The child is
born, as St. Paul says, holy (a religious
term), a member. of the kingdom Of
God. And the effort .of ~the, church
should be not to let him become un-
hoty, so he will e converted, but to
keep him.Godj; child by right train-
11y, -'Lthe disparity hetween the doc-
trine and practice. of the Methodist

Dr. Borden’'s Report

The following is the report presented
on Monday by Dr. Borden, principal of
the Ladies’ College:

I am impressed more and more as ihe
years go by with the importance of the
work that is being done in institutions
of this kind. Our. work differs from
that 6f the University or public schiools,
in that the . contact- between teacher
and pupil is constant. TIn the ‘board-
" ing school attention is given not only
to mattérs of mental development, but
to matters cf cond\/lct and character.
The teacher of a class occupies a throne
irom which to dispense laws and com-
pel - obedivnce.  He occupies a pulpit
from which to teach_ all - truth.
No one..can overrate his influence, but
a teacher in a school like this not only
makes laws and opens up. the fairy
values of knowledge, but he stays with
the pupil and assists the transmuting
of law into character and the know-
ledge into life.

If after all character is the most im-
portant factor in a successful life, what
work can compdre with that of the
faithful teacher who lays hold upon the
crude, plastic, unformed material such
as comes to us with the beginning of

¢ year, and transmutes it
into strong, self-reliant, cultured, re-
fined, womanhood. This . development
of intellect and character is one of the
joys of the faithful teacher. To watch
the awakening of a mind, first the abil-
ity to concentrate attention, then the
capacity to reason because this is"so
then the next thing follows and because
that is so something else must neces-~
sarily result, tben the development of
those hLigher powers by which moral
differences are discriminated; to thus
watch a student who has followed no
obligation in life but that of her own
- inclination, who has never been taught
to .recognize any rights of others that

to, follow sucﬁ a life when placed in
close contact with two Hundred other

people, where the rights of othershave
to be recognized and where every self-
indulgence means a neglected task and
an adequate penalty, where every mo-
ment is governed by law and every
hour brings its obligation; to watch the
process by which such a life takes on
shape and purpose; to watch the grow-
ing interest, the rapt attention, the
kindling eye and the vaulting ambition;
to follow the newly awakened sense of
solidarity until you see growing up un-
der your hands a being who makes her
‘own that divine law of unselfishness
which includes all the rest. This is the
ecstatic of life. delight of the best
teacher compared with which all other
rewards are trivial

This joy Has been ours in large mea-
sure during the past year. I do mnot
know that we have ever had a school
in which there was more satisfactory
work done. . Both on the educational
sidé and the moral and spiritual side
the year has been one of marked suc-
cess. Some twenty-five or thirty of our
students have made a start in the
Christian life. Here are produced the
women ' who are refining Qnd' purifying
and elevating social tastes. ‘Who can

estimate the influence upon these prov-

inces of the three -thousand or more
your women Who have gone out dur-
ing’ the past fifty years from this in-
stitution to carry their higher ‘ideals;
their refined, artistic tastes, their ac
curate knowledge ?)t'thellaws"ot health,
their well trained milsical powers, their
broader mental vision, and earnest
Christian lives into the homes of our
jand ? If the charactér of the next gen-
eration willdepend, as some-one says,
upon the character of the homes made
by the women of this generation, what
more important work can be done than
that of training the women who are
to be the makers of homes.

Our attendance for thé past year has

Three of our most hondred and suc-
cessful teachers are this year leaving
us for other fields of labos. Professor
Wilson ‘has completed six ‘years of
faithful service. He _brought to the
department over which he has so ably
presided a” wide and accurate musical
knowledge, a brilliant technique, 2
teaching experience of unusual breadth
and success, a mastership of his pro-|
fession which has made him an author-
ity on musical subjects, and a temper-
ament singularly exempt from the ec~
centricitiés of genius. That our: con-
servatory ‘has profited by the best
energies of this gifted and able man is
evident from the high order of musical
efficiency the department has attained
under his management. We have never
had a director whose services were sO
eagerly clamored for by enthusiastic
q{ud'ents as  Professor Wilson, or ome
whose ‘commanding ability has met
with such general approval. Towards
Dr. Arehibald T feel as a father might
to a son who is leaving home. Dr.
Archibald came to the Ladies’ College
with his sainted mother when a boy
ten years of age.” " With the exception
of four years spent abroad, his life has
been “bound up--with the history of
these institutions. During these years
of daily and almost hourly contact I
have learned”%¥' ‘appreciate his high
character and $terling worth' as no bhe
else could. Ifigenius may be accurate-
ly defined as capacity for hard work,
no higher order of genius has ever been
connected with these institutions, His
colossal labor in” creating a library of
gseven thousand volumes out of noth-
ing, his pnremitqﬁk foil'in ‘working out
.an elaborate and ‘most ‘effective system
for cataloguing these volumes; ‘to 'Say
nothing of his labors in gathering' and
‘holding in hig 6w 'grip & humaf ma-
chine like this“orchestra, and in teach-
ing it to speak @8 one the thoughts of
the great masters, his work in this de-
partment gpeaks’ for itself.

Miss Webb i§ also another' of Mt
Allison’s own ¢hildren’ leaving home’
Her parts and untiring industry ‘were
subfeet of comment ‘when a5 a child ghe
began Her career at the Ladles’ College.
Her brilliant graduation at Chicago,
her subsequent career as a most suc-
cessful teacher and organizer, her con-
summate ability in the most difficult
art of accompanying another perform-
er, her unselfish and loyal devotion to
all the interests of the school have
more than fulfilled the expectations of
hier earlier career. It is with the most
profound regret that we are obliged
to part with such a trio of stalwarts.

I would like to say. to you, however,
as I have recéntly said to our student
bady that while teachers may come and
go and losses may-be “sustained that
appear to 'be -rreparable, the institu-
tion still goes on. I suppose it we
should all drop: out, important as we
think ourselves, ‘the imstitution would
still go on more successfully than-ever.
I remember when I came here, twenty-
two years ago, we only had one or two
of ‘the old teachers remain,”and only
“hine pupils returned. The institution,
however, suryived.” I have a number
.of excellent applieations for- these po-
sitions and our_best efforts will be ex-
eried to make sure that the prestige
and efficiency shall not be impaired.

" he progress of our institution has
been most gratifying. Its position is
one which I thidk I may speak of with-
out boasting as, being mos’ enviable,
and as furnishing iegitimate reason for
a goodly measure of pride. We have
been enabléd to expand, to increase our
efficlency as the needs became appar-
ent. The future holds great things for
the Mt. Allison Ladies’ College. The
progress of the past will be exceeded
by the zrowth of the future. We shall
strive fittingly to meet the demands of
our constituency, which I may say in-
cidently, is widening as the work which
we are doing Decomes better known.

The action of the western miners
shows the working man's opinien of
the new law. As soon as he has an
understanding of it he desires to make
use of it. There has heen a similar {il-
lustration of this in the east. The pre-
sident and the secretary of the Mont-
real Longshoremen’s Union who have
recently had the provisions of the law
explained to them have written to the
jongshoremen of Halifax advising them
not to strike until they had their grie-
veances looRed into under the law by
a board of conciliation.

During April thirty-six labor disputes
were reported to the department, com-
pared with twenty-one in April last
yvear. The aggregate loss was 99,150
working day, compared with 28,850 in
April last year. The large increase is
largely/,-due to the miners’ strike in
the ‘west. During ' April there were
eighty-two fatalities reported in con-
nection with the various industries of
the country, and two hundred and
eight persons ‘were seriously hurt in
connection ‘with railway accidents.
