ROME, Nov. 20.—An attempt to 
introduce some of Wagner’s music 
into a concert conducted by Toscanini 
resulted tn an uproar which brought 
the performance to a premature con­
clusion. The orchestra had commenc­
ed the Funeral March from Getter- 
dammuig when -there were loud 

! shouts of “It is for the victims of 
Padua.” A storm of imprecations 
against Wagner and Germany came 
from all parts of the great auditorium 
and the concert had to be abandoned.

An Austrian aviator bombarded 
Padua on Nov. 11 and according to 
news despatches killed 32 persons and 
injured about twice that number. All 
the dead were said to be non-com­
batants and most of them women and 
children.

LONDON, Nov. 20.—No other Gov­
ernment action in Britain during the 
war has commanded such immediate, 
almost unanimous support, as has the 
decision to control the food supplies. 
Virtually the entire Press welcomes 
the scheme. Almost the only critic­
ism expressed is that the authorities 
shAuld have taken charge of the 
nation's food supplies long ago. The 
most probable appointment to the 
position of Food Controller is con­
sidered to be Sir George Saltmarsh, 
formerly President of*the London 
Corn Trade Association, and during 
the war the Government’s chief ad­
visor on corn supplies, or Baron 
Devonport, Chairman of the Port 
Authority of London, who is an all­
round expert on shipping and food 
supplies questions.

000. The Bishop’s Falls and Gan­
der properties were going to one 
Company. The Reids’ interests 
lay in the Gander as princ:ple 
owners of the Timber Estate pro­
perty. The Bishop’s Falls interest 
were owned by Crowe, and Crowe 
dropped the old proposal, includ-' 
ing the Gander, and sold part of 
his interest in the Exploits to the 
Albert Reed Co., and then came 
the antagonism of Sir Wm. Reid, 
which crippled the Albert Reed 
project and made it a third rate 
proposition instead of a first class 
one. Our readers wifi remember the 
injunction of the Supreme Court 
to prevent Albert Reed Co. from 
building its dam across the Ex­
ploits River which held up the 
work two years and would have 
completely destroyed it but for the 
fact that they had paid for the 
areas. The life was filtered out of 
the plans of the Albert Reed Co. 
by the pit falls and obstacles 
placed in their way by those that 
should have been the chief sup­
porters of the undertaking. The

The destruction of the * wild 
creatures that roam our forests 
and fens is deplorable enough and 
the contemplation of such a pain­
ful consummation should set our 
thoughts on edge, but how about 
the invaluable forests. Who can 
contemplate their destruction 
without a thrill of indignation at' 
the thought.

How supine have been our suc­
cessive governments in this mat­
ter of forest preservation. It is 
enough to make one’s blood* boil 
to think of it. But the supine­
ness of all the 'governments is as a* 
nothing alongside the disgraceful 
raids upon our timber resources 
that have been made by the fol- 
lowers and adherents of the pre- 
sent most corrupt and mqst boast­
ful of all governments, that 4iave 
ever cursed this country.

What we want now is policy of 4*4 
retrenchment, a policy of conser­
vation of the natural resources of 
this country. Our timber areas 
are being rapidly contracted to 
smaller and smaller area, and un­
less we wake up pretty soon, the 
fate of our forests will be that of 
our caribou, now on the verge of 
extinction.

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F.P.UJHE DAILY STAR has
some foresight In the matter 

of organizing the lumbering in­
dustry to meet the great demand 
for lumber in Europe after the 
war, but its iforesight is of thé 
kind we have been long accustom­
ed to in this country. The Star 
calls upon lumber men to prepare 
for this Big demand for lumber, 
so that Newfoundland may get 
her share of the big profits that 
are to come. If-The Star vfamld 
but unfold its plans or ideas re­
specting the preparation for the 
capturing of the markets which 
we are told will be begging lum­
ber after the war, we could see for 
ourselves what they amount to.

Since he choses to keep his 
ideas to himself, let us hazzard a 
guess as to <what those ideas are.
They probably amount to this:
In The Star’s opinion there are 
vast- resources of timber in this 
country. This also is the idea en­
tertained by Sir Edward Morris, 
who also has a peculiar idea of 
the wonderful reproductiveness of 
the timber. Now we presume tthe 
idea of The Star would be to get 
the axes and the saws busy every­
where so that Newfoundland may 
be ablexto export greater amounts 
of lumber than ever before. Cut 
and hack and destroy. Denude 
the land, but by all means export 
the lumber. It is a pity to have 
trees standing at all, when they 
are worth money if converted in­
to timber.

There is no danger whatever, 
that timber hawks will fail to get 
all they can out of it as long as a 
tree stands. They need no urging 
on. What is really wanted is some 
restraint, the enactment and en­
forcement of some wise conserva­
tive measures.

In our opinion the lumber busi­
ness in this country is analogous 
to the deer, both are hastening to 
extinction unless some measures 
are adopted at once for their pre­
servation. We have folded our 
arms, closed our eyes and deafen­
ed our ears while the awful de­
struction goes on. Beast and for­
est are in danger of being exter­
minated. We are acting in the 
same way towards the one as to­
wards the other.

The public generally is begin­

Can the voice of 
make itself heard, 
soundly asleep to be roused by 
any appeal Must we go to sleep 
again after having just opened 
our eyes to see the end of 
caribou in sight. Was the shock 
not great enough to keep us 
awake long enough to realize that 
other things beside the inexaust- 
able caribou herds are fast going 
to destruction. Our caribou herds 
are or were very valuable to us,

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Why the Railway onODon’t Pay o«►«to «►District Council Meetings for Trinity and Bonavista

THE country is continually being 
told that Reids are losing 

money on the operation of the 
railway. If they do lose money, 
they calculated they would from 
the first as they asked for com­
pensation to cover operating 
losses and rçceived 6,000,000 
âeffes of land in fee simple. 
That land is the most valuable in 
the Colony. They had their first 
dîfoîce. They sent their surveyors 
altèàd as the road was constructed 
and selected all that was of any 
vjrlue. They possess immense 
areas of timber. They know of 
l'âtjge deposits of mineral. Thev 
pd$sess large tracts of pit prop 
and pulp wood timber. Those 
areas even at 50c. per acre mean 
$3,000,000. They have operated

Liberal Chieftain of Canada, 

celebrates his seventy-fifth birth­
day. Sir Wilfrid Laurier to-day is 
still active in harness and few 
Canadian public men have left 
their mark on Canadian progress 
as had the “Grand Old Man.”

Born at St. Lin, L’Assomption 
County, Quebec, on November 
20th, 1841, Laurier at an early age 

L’Assomption College 
where he received his early edu­
cation. Later on he entered Mc­
Gill University where he quickly 
won honours and showed himself 
to be a man of exceptionally 
strong character that his friends 
foretold for him a bright and use­
ful career in the life of the great 
Dominion. In this they were not 
astray as in 1871 he was recogniz­
ed as the Leader of the Liberal 
forces in thé Province of Quebec. 
In 1874 he became a member of 
the Federal Assembly and in 1877 
held the portfolio of Minister of 
Inland Revenue in the Mackenie 
Cabinet.
