LONDON, Oct. 24.—10.02 a.m.

LONDON, Oct. 24—Another
descriptive recital of occurrences
in the north of France from an
eye-witnéss attached to the Brit-

ish general headquarters was _is‘
sued by the officiat information
bureau to-day.

It is dated October 17, speaks’ of
the fitness of the troops and de-
clares that “we are steadily advan-
ing, and that the enemy is giving
way before us,”>has proved a most
weicome an dinspiring change.
Continuing the report says:

“This is not the oniy advantage
we possess over the Germans, for
we still hear fro mprisoners that
their advance troops at any rate
are short.of food and exhausted
by continual outpost work. We
can afford to give our troops
more rest, and there is no lack of
food. Many of the men opposed
to us at the present time, have on-
ly two months service, and some
of our prisomers deciare that they
will not expose themselves in the
trenches, inevertheless, the enemy
in front of us is fighting well and
skillfully and showing consider-
able powers of endurance. They
generally contrive to remove their
wounded- and often to bury their
killed before they retire, and their
escape is often facilitated by the
numerous deep ditches ‘in this
country.

“Many: of their cavalry patrols
are wearing Belgian uniforms, a
practice which is not excusable on

the ground of any lack of their
own,

“An incident which occurred
October 13, shows the resource
and bravery of some of our
enemy’s scouts. A detachment of
German artillery was retiring,
and from time to time coming in-
to action. An officer of one of the

flank cavalry patrols had been
standing for some minutes under
a tree when he noticed a fine wire
handing down close to the trunk.
He followed the wire upwards
with his eye, and was astonished
to see one of the enemy in the
tree. As he drew his recolver and
fired, the German 'dropped onto
his head, also firing. The British
officer was stunned, and when he
came to it was to find himself all
alone with the peak of his cap
blown away, and his uniform cov-
ered with blood which was not

..his own.

“As the campaign goes on, the
tendency of the Germans to rely
on their splendid war material
with which they have been so
amply provided, rather than on
the employment of masses of men
has become more marked. There
are now indications, however,
that their supply of material is
not inexhaustible, and the signifi=
cant circular of the Prussian min-
ister of war enjoining a careful
search of battle fields for equip-
ment, and éven the collection of
empty cartridge cases, has been
quoted in a previous Ietter. This
circular- seems to have been
prompted more by necessity than
by habits of economy, for in the
recent fighting, both gun and rifle
ammunition of old patterns has
been found in the trenches evacu-
ated by the enemy, on their dead
and on prisoners. Among the lat-
ter are Mauser cartridges similar
to those used by the Boers in the
South African war.”

In the face of increasing
difficulty, the discovery and de-
struction of these few enemy
cruisers, therefore, is largely a
matter of time, patience and good
luck.

Ap*®
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Agency on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of at
least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certala districts a homesteader in good
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section
along-side his homestead. Price $3.00 per
acre

Duties—Six months’ residence in each of
thre: years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon as
homestead patent. on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre.

ANTWERP DESERTED

LONDON, Oct. 24—A despatch to
The Fimes from Flushing, dated Fri-
day, says: “A telegram from Breda,
Netherlands, states that only a few
hundred men of the German Land-
sturm remain in Antwerp. The staff
left the Hotel St Antoine, and during
the night of Wednesday and the
early hours of Thursdav. the last cf
the garrison troops marched out of
the town, the passage of the column
occupying ninetv minutes. The troops
went southward by the railway. The
whole environs of the town are de-
serted, and the German railway staff,
which has been occupied in rebuilding
the bridges and railway lines, has dis-
appeared.

frontier and Poland?

That the Germans are manifest-
ly less constituted to brave the
rigors pf such a minter as grips
the colitested territory, than are
the Russians, who are accustom-
ed to life in the zero snows, is ob-
vious,

THE SITUATION.

It is still the same story of desper-
ate fighting in Belgium and Northern
France, with nothing which can be
regarded as decisive either way. Ger-
man reinforcements have arrived in
large numbers, but the Allies are
standing firm and working in splendid
accord.

One feature of results not perhaps
very big of itself, but still important,
is the heavy loss which the Germans
must have sustained in horses. Dur-
ing periods of continuous fighting ex=
perts figure the average life of such
animals at a few days.. By that time
they are either killed or disabled.
Thf"y are of great use, not alone with
regard to the cavalry, but also in the
matter of artiflery. It takes thirty of
them, for instance, to haul one of the
German heavy siege guns. Motor
traction has, of course, largely super-
seded them in modern war, but they
still serve a large purpose. :

The Russians seem to have recently
met with quite important successes.

The German cruiser Karlsruhe has
been just about as active in destroy-
ing British merchant vessels as thé
Emden. The pair of them have up to
date been responsible for millions of
dollars’ worth of vessels and cargoes.

WHERE HUNDREDS ARE
SUFFERING.

Major Louis Livirfigston Seaman is
not only a military man, and a medical
man, but a traveller and jotxrnglist of
international repute. His work in the
Balkans and elsewhere in connection
with the Red Cross movement has
made his name familiar all over the
United States. He went to the front
some weeks ago as special corres-
pondent of the “Independent,” New
York, one of the liveliest weekly jour-
nals in that great city. In view of the
statements written by him concerning

German atrocities in Belgium, the

publication of which the pro-Germans
. in the United  States, considered as a
virtual breach of mneutrality, Major
Seaman was requested by the authori-
ties to explain his action, as it is con-
trary to regulations for an officer of a
neutral country to express himself
definitely as a partisan in favor of
either combatant.

On the day of the Zeppelin massa-
cre at Antwerp Major Seaman sent
the following letter to President Wil-

son:
“My dear Mr. President:—Prefer-
ring liberty of speech to military or
other service where it is denied, espec-
ially when silence would be a crime
against humanity, 1 herewith tender
my resignation as a member of the
Medical Reserve Corps of the United
States Army.”
T'he following correspondence,
within the limits imposed by the cen-
sorship, hints at the pitiful sufferings
of which Major Seaman has been a
witness, and which impelled him to

take this action.

“I am writing from theé Hotel de la
Paiz in Ghent, the city whose people
for two thousand years have done so
much to wring from their rulers the
concessions upon which constitutional
government is founded. In feudal days
it was one of the first of the Free Cit-
jies of Europe, and its historic monu-
ments bear witness to the part it play-
ed during the Reformation. I believe
no city on earth has contributed more
to the developmeént of civilization
than Ghent. Here, the 24th of Decem-
ber next, it was the purposes of ra-
presentatives of Great |Britain and
the United States to celebrate in the
old Convent des Charteux the one
hundredth anniversary of the signing
of the Treaty of Peace between Eng-
land and America. Two months ago
in the Royal Casino and Palais de
Fete the international exhibition of
flowers was held. France sent many
roses of rarest hue an dvariety, many
of which still adorn the extensive ex-
hiition grounds, and in the Palais de
Danse, the French opera company
made gay music.

But what a change, the Palais de

Tete is now a Palais de Misere, trans-
formed almost in a night. Fourteen
thousand desolate peasant women and
little children, refugees from the coun-
try near Louvain, Malines and Ter-
monde, whose husbands or fathers or
brothers have been butchered or driven
to parts unknown, their homes pil-
laged and burnt, their crops destroy-
ed, their only possessions the cloth-
ing on their backs, have been, or are
now, being sheltered here. Could the
reader but hear for himself the tales
of suffering and horror that come from
every mouth, or see the ghastly wounds
of many, even among the little child-
ten, that testimony to the agonies
they have undergone, his indignation
would know no bounds.
_ I have participated as an officer or
Observet in eight campaigns, in al-
most every country in the world, but
in none have I witnessed such exhibi-
tions of atrocious barbarism as this
war is furnishing.

Burgomaster at the meetings of the
International Peace Celebration, is
in a systematic way, sending them to
suburban villages where houses are
open to them, shipping them to Eng-
land, and so distributing them that
they may eventually be repatriated.
1: was informed at Ostend that child-
ren under fifteen would not be receiv-
ed in England as refugees, but I have
since learned that the government is
welcoming all. .

The work of the Red Cross in
Ghent cannot be too highly praised.
It has many hospitals (ambulances as
they are called here) under its direc-
tion, and is working most 'efficiently
and in perfect harmony with the mili-
tary authorities. The most severely
wounded are sent to thé military hos-
pital, while others are distributed to
the hotels, schools, convents, private
houses and private clinics which have
ben thrown open for them. At present
comparatively few of the severely
wounded remain, the majority having
been transferred to other cities in
anticipation of the coming of the
enemy. Thousands of empty beds,
with attendants and nurses from the
most aristocratic and highly cultured
families in the land are awaiting the
arrival of more, ready to care for
them with gentleness and skill, Ger-
man and Belgian alike, in surround-
ings of elegance such as the majority
of them never dreamed of. :

Many of these shrapnel wounds are
terrible, shattering bony structure and
causing extensive laceration . of tis-
sue. A very large proportion of the
bullet wounds are found in the legs
and feet, showing that the Germans,
who shoot from the hip, are firing
low. The Belgians shoots from the
shoulder. Dr. Dulet, in Anvers, has
a dum-dum ball which he extracted
from a wounded Belgian. Many of the
invalided suffer from extreme ex-
haustion, after their three days’ in-
cessant fighting, but they soon rally
and beg to return to the colors.

The three characteristics of the
Belgian people that have most deeply
impressed me duoring the past month
are their patriotism, their bravery and
their gentleness. In the military, civic
and Red Cross hospitals of Bruges,
Ostend, Ghent and Antwerp, over 40
of which T have visited, the wounded.
German soldier has always received
as careful surgical, medical and nurs-
ing care as the Belgian whom he
came to murder, for this most wnjust
war was deliberately planned for
conquest and extermination.
Whatever may be the outcome of

Writer in ‘Berlin Paper Says It

But There is Some

PARIS, Oct. 24.~Both the al-
lies and the Germans were pre-
pared to resume to-day on the
Plains of Flanders the terrific -
struggle which has been going on
there for days past. attens
tion continued to be fixed on the
left wing and other points of the
long battle line in France received
secondary consideration for the
time being., The public, as usual,
studied the war office statement
with the greatest care, and al-
though they are impatient for a
conclusion, the people apparently
are as confident as ever.

Independent of the contest in
the north, actions in other sec-
tions serve to strengthen the po-
sitions of the opposing sides.
Some of these while appearing se-
parate, are in reality. combined,
such as that between the froftier
of the east and that of the Arg-
onnes. This has for its purpose
the control of the vicinity of ‘Ver:
dun and the formation there of a
base for an offensive movement.
The arrival of a French force at
Brabant-Sur-Meuse, near Cornse-
voye, at the heights of Montfau-
con, where the crown prince is
entrenched, is a new element ad-
ded to the chain of the allies
strength in this district.:

The French aviators continue to
give proof of great courage, at
the same time adding considerably
to the list of German dead. One
bomb thrown during the assembly
of cavalry, ‘killed thirty of the
enemy, In another case two
bombs caused eight deaths and in-
jured twenty-two other persons.
Similar incidents are almost a
daily occurrence, and in one in-+
stance the staff of a German di-
vision was .so annoyed by aerial
flights of the enemy, that it was
compelled to' change its head-
quarters. ’
. The Germans, in opposing these
attacks, have installed on auto-
mobiles, or simply on two wheels,
a specjal cannon from which they
fire vertically “at "aeroplanes. At
each locality which the Germans
occupy, a regular squad watches
the' horrizon, At the appearance
of French machines special bells
are sounded, which signal the peo-
ple to go to their houses so as to
give the locality an impression of
being uninhabited.

GENERAL A PRISONER
PARIS, Oct. 24—The Reo De Paris
reports that. General Von Friese, the
commander of the Twgnty-fifth bri-
gade of German artillery, who was
captured by Moroccans during the
fighting some time ago, has arrived at
Marseilles with other German pris-
oners. When captured recently and
brought to Paris, General Von Friese
attempted to commit suicide by stah-
bing himself in the stomach.

LONDON, Oct, 24—The cor-
respondent of the daily- Telegraph
who left the front near Rheims,
about a week ago; sas the bom-
bardment of Rheims was. stiil’ in
progress on: Friday, Octobzr 16,
He continues:

“To say that Rheims is exten-
sively damaged is putting it mild-
ly. For a considerable period ac-
cess to the city has been abso-
lutely impossible. Refugees, how-
ever, are still pouring out. The
authorities are doing their utmost
to clear the city of all the civil
- population, but this is difficult in

a city of over 120,000 perzons.

“The Germans hold some forts
atound' Rheims, and their guns
command IJarge sections of the
town, but the bombardment is
spasmodic, They. appear to have
only two of their biggest- siege
guns still at Rheims.

“The Germans are allowed no
rest, as the pressure of the allies
is constant. On the 17 the French
engineers by a most skilful and
ditncult feat, diverted the waters
of the Marne canal into a section
of the Germ;antrenches, drowning
a considerable number  of the
enemy- in the sudden- flood.

©  “The - wonderful champagne dis-
trict, towards which the Germans
cast covetous eyes, has been really
but little damaged. The growers
and vineters are confident of ex-
cellent results from this year’s
crop. The great cellars suffered
but slightly, as- the amount of
wine which. the. .invaders could
consume made only a small inroad
upon the millions of bottles in
the stocks of the leading cellars,
manyv of which runs for miles un-
derground.”’

“There was a pal ofmine killed
quiteclose to me as we retired, a re-
servist like me, and four children too,
I just heard him say, “1’'m done,” and
I turned round and saw him put his
left hand on the ground and lay down
gently ‘and .roll over on his back.

vonvened in Indianapolis, Ind., on
October 6th, and will be in session for
two weeks, was far more largely at-
tended than any of its predecessors,
there being 778 delegates to answer to
the roll call. Canada was more in evi-
dence than in any previous gathering,
and the Dominion was represented on
all the important committees, Leon
Worthall, General Canadian Organi-
zer, acting as chairman of the Com-
mittee on Resolutions.

The reports submitted were such as
to arouse the enthusiasm of all pre-
setnt, as they most amply demonstra-
ted that rapid progress was being
made in all departments of the organi-
zation.

During the past yea: a large number

of new locals have been organized and {

the membership has registered a very
large increase; finances are also in
most satisfactory shape.

The organization meets but once in
five vears, and though separate statis-
tics for this year are not published, it
is intimated that, during 1913 and 1914
most marked headway has been made,.
The present membership is recorded
at 34,762. There are 720 local unions
affiliated and 213 of these have been
organized during the past five years.
The income of the international dur-
ing the same period was $1,144,723.52,
and there is now a balance of $432,-
359.14 in the treasury. Since the last
convention $360,424.45 was paid out in
sick anid mortuary benefits against
$270,216.21 during the previous five-
year system,

* United Brotherhood of
Carpenters ard Joiners

Reports Attest the Phenomenal
Growth of Big Labor Union
Indianapolis Convention Marks New
Epoch in the Progress of the Wood-

working Crafts.

The recent convention of the Uni-
ted Brotherhood of Carpenters and
Joiners, which convened in Indianap-
oiis, Ind., will clearly mark the be-
ginning of the woodworking crafts on
the American continent. This year, for
the first time in their hisgtory, the Car-
penters and Joiners are united in one
big and powerful organization, and
the other woodworking trades are
rapidly falling into line.

The reports submitted show that the

Brotherhood has now gone well be-
yond the quatter of a million mark,

the paid-up membership now reaching
a total of 286.149 and to this may pro-
bably be added 25,000 more who do
not figure as paying per capita tax
owing to strikes and other causes, so
that the actual total will be in the
neighborhood of 286,000. It is also
worthy of note that the U. B. is now
a short workday craft, as the over-
whelming majority of the members do
not labor more than eight hours per
day, and only 4,525 are reported as
working as many as ten hours, surely
a very small proportion of the whole
indeed. The statistics show that the
eight-hour day prevails in 953 cities,
with a mcmhcrshipAnf 205.724.

s The Shorter Work Day {

Continues to Win Rapid Headway in |
North America.

Eight Hours the Limit of a Day’s

Labor on Both Sides of the Inter-
national Boundary Line.

Steadiiy and surely the shorter work
day is winning its way over the entire
North American continent. In the six
States of Connecticut, Illinois, In-
diana, Missouri,-New York and Penn-
sylvania, eight hours has been set as
the legal limit of a day’s labor in all
industries unless otherwise provided
by contract with employer and em-
ploye. In Wisconsin the eight-hour
day is prescribed by law in manufac-
turing and machinery establishments,
unless otherwise agreed upon. Eight
hours is a legal day's work in mines
and smelters in Arizona, Colorado,
Missouri, Montana, Nevada, Utdh and
Wyoming, and the eight-hour day
with a Saturday half holiday obtains
in most of the coal mining sections of
the United States, due to the thorough
organization -of the workers in the
United Mine Workers of America,
nearly half a million strong.

The eight-hour day and the Satur-
dav half holiday is now almost univer-
sally recognized by the building tra-
des in the large industrial centres of
Canada and the United States. The
same is true of the printing and cigar-
making, and many other organized
crafts. Ttis only in the weak or non-
organized callings that the ten—h\our
standard is now maintained. Where
the eight-hour standard has not as vet
been gained by organized crafts, in
numerous cases the nine hour day
has been won, and the still shorter
dav is being strenuously advocated.
In order to fully realize the remark-
able headway that has already been
made it must be remembered that only
fifteen years ago few erafts either in
the United States or Canada worked
less than ten hours per day Saturday
included, while now the majority work
eight hours and still .others nine.
This splendid showing is entirely
due to the work of the international

properly enough attricts our atten-

tion to “What say the Scriptures'{”

upon this subject. Our text is from

,the Master’s own lips—a part of His

description of the trouble coming

upon the world in the close of this

Gospel Age, preparafory to -the in-

‘auguration of the Millennial Age and

its glorious manifestation of righte-
ousness under the King of kings.

* The Master w23 answering a ques-
tion asked by His disciples respect-
ing the End of the Age and the
signs which would mark its  close.
In the context our . Lord had told
them that they might expect to hear
of wars and tumults, but not to be
tercified; for although such things
w-uld occur; they would not be in-
dications that the end of the Age was
near. Then, coming to the events to
be expected at the close of the Age,
He used the words of our text. He
also declared that before these terri-
ble indications of the End of the
Age, His disciples would suffer per-
secutions in the synagogues, church-
es, etec.,, for His sake and for the
Truth’s sake.

Our Adventist friendg have also
been calling attention to Scriptures
predicting great tribulation upon the
world in the very mear future; but
our message is a very different one
from theirs and is used for a very
different purpose. Their message is
that the convulsions of nature now
due will results in “a wreck of mat-
ter and a crush of worlds”’—in the
utter destruction of our race and the
reduction of this-earth to a mass of
cinder; and they use this message as
a club to drive the wicked to seek
protection of the Lord.

Be it noticed how different is our
reference to these calamities. We
hold with the Scriptures that ‘the
earth abideth forever”; that cold and
heat, summer and winter, will con-
tinue as long as the earth remains;
and that God made not the earth in
vain, but formed it to be inhabited.
—FEcclesiastes 1:4; Genesis 8:22;
Isaiah 45:18.

We have already pointed out that
the fire of this Day of the Lord will
be a symbolic one, just-as the “fiery
trialg’’ of the Chureh throughout this
Age have not generally consisted
even in part of literal fire; and that
tha fiery troubles coming upon the
world will overthrow present insti-
tutions—political, social, financial
and religious—and will engulf the
whole world in anarchy. In the
Scriptures this is symbolically called
in some places a flood and in others
a consuming fire. ;

We have also pointed out that the
passing away of present institutions,
symbolically called ‘“‘the heavens and
the earth that are now,” will be fol-
lowed by the establishment of “a
new _heavens and a mnew earth,
wherein = dwelleth righteousness”—
the reorganization of society -along
lines of Divine approval, intimated
by the words of our Lord’s prayer,
“Thy Kingdom come; Thy will be
done on earth, as it is done in
Heaven.” -

We will not attempt to prognosti-
cate the character of the frighful
signs which belong to the closing of
this Age; but they are very particu-
larly mentioned by our Lord and
were also foretold by the Prophet
Joel, saying, “I will show wonders
in heaven above and signs in the
earth beneath, blood and fire and
pillars of smoke.”—Joel 2:30; Acts
o0 8 K

The Apostle Paul refers to the
same thing in Hebrews 12:26-28. He
alludes to the establishment of the
Law Covenant at Mount Sinai and
the wonderful manifestatidns which
at that time caused Moses and all
Israel to fear and quake. Then he
tells us that those events were typi-
cal, or figurative, of the still more
wonderful shakings, signs, etc., to
be expected at the clogsing of this
Gospel Age, when tlg Kingdom of
God ' is about to be established and
the New Covenant about to go into
effect between God and mankind at
the hands of the great Mediator,
Jesus Christ and the Church.

St. Paul declares that the Word eof
the Lord upon this subject implies
the removing of all things that can
be shaken, so that only the unshak-
able things will remain; and these
unshkakable things he associates with
God’s Kingdom of righteousness.
When with the eyes of our under-
atanding open we look about us, we

In the Divine order there seems to
be a harmony between the literal
and the figurative; therefore the
literal earthquakes have their part
to play in the great Program. Not
only are they to serve the Church as
signs corroborating the prophecies
respecting the approach of the great
Time of Trouble which closes this
Gospel Age, but they are to serve|
also another purpese—a particular
purpose. e

'he Scriptures clearly intimate
‘that our physical earth has not yet
attained the grand perfection which
the Lord designs that it should have,
to be fit for the blessed ones whosa
home, as the Paradise of God, it
shall be throughout all eternity. Be
it noticed that the Scriptures clearly
point out that the Little Flock, called
of God during tkiis Gospel Age to be
the Bride of Christ, are to experience
a change of nature from human tod
spirit, which" will prepare them for
Heavenly conditions, spiritual con-
ditions. But for the remainder of
mankind God’s “provision, according
to His Word, is not the change o
nature, but a restoration to the per-
fection of human nature and the de-
velopment of the earth to that per-
fect condition which will make ‘it as
a whole the antitype of the Garden
of Eden—the Paradise restored.

We have already called attention
to the fact that the flood of waters
in Noah’s time was called by the
breaking of the last of a series of
rings that once surrounded the earth
after the manner of the rings of the
planet Saturn. Foreknowing the
wickedness that would develop
amongst mankind and the power that
would be exercised amongst men by
the giants of that day (Genesis 6:4),
God had so timed the breaking of
this last ring that the flood of waters
would serve the purpose of over-
throwing that order of things and
making ready for the next feature
of the Divine Program, the present
order, which began after the Deluge,
upon the eoming of Noah and his
family out of the Ark.

Similarly, the Scriptures teach,
God has reserved for the appropriate
time in the end of this Age certain
great physical disturbances neces-
sary to the development of the earth
and its preparation for the Reign of
Righteousifess and blessing of man-
kind, so that. the troubles incidental
to this change will come upon the
world as disastrous floods, etc., and
will co-operate in the bringing of
mankind into sore straits and trials
of faith and patience, which will re-
sult in amnarchy and the complete
shaking, not only of the physical
earth, but ‘also of the sSocial earth
and the ecclesiastical, or ‘“heavenly,”
institutions, in order that all unsta-
ble things may pass away and that
the new order of things may be
ushered in on a permanent basis,
having. the Divine approval, and
meaning ultimately the grandest
blessing for our race.

From this standpoint a certain
class can read the signs of the times
intelligently and with cbnfidence;'
and this class the écriptures call the
Lord’s Little Flock (Luke 12:32),
counted foolish by the world, but
counted of the Lord as ‘“‘the wise”
who are to ‘“‘understand.” (Daniel
12:10.) To these the Master Him-
gelf addressed these words, ““There
shall be signs in the sun, in the moon
and in the stars; and upon earth
distress of nations, with perplexity;
men’s hearts failing them for fear,
and for looking after those things
which are coming upon the earth;
for the powers of heaven shall be
shaken.” And again, “When these. |
things begin to come to pass, then
look up, and lift up your heads; for
your deliverance draweth nigh.”—
Luke 21:25, 26, 28,

The Lord’s consecrated people, pos-
sessed of His Spirit, cannot in any,
sense of the word rejoice at the tri-
bulation coming upon others.

Let us not be misunderstood to be

any kind. On the contrary, we are
giving heed to the Master’s injunc+
tion that all who are His true fol+
lowers seek peace and pursue it, and
so far as possible live peaceably with
all men; that like Himself they
should not resist evil with evil, force
with force, but should rather commit
their way unto the Lord, seek to
walk in His paths, and rely upon
Him for the results that will be to
their profit and His glory.

So fdr from counséling anarchy,
we hold and teach that even the
meanest and poorest form of govern-
ment is superior to anarchy; and in
all sympathy and kindness we coun-
sel those who are tending toward
Socialism that they are unsuspecting-
ly “hatching cockatrice eggs'; for
under present conditions Socialism is
absolutely impossible. The rich will
not give up their advantages without
a struggle to the death; and this, as
soon as Socialism shall have gained
the power which it is seeking, will
spell anarchy for the world. For
those now starting in with Socialistic
hopes will find those hopes vain, and
will become so angered, so  disap-
pointed, that they will be soured, em-
bittered, mad, with the deceptions of
their theories and the impossibility
of carrying them out, as they intend-
ed, along the lines of benevolence.
As a result they will be drawn to the
desperate methods of the anarchist.

Would that all could see with us
what the Scriptures’so clearly indi-
cate, namely, the Divine foreknowl-
edge of past, present and future con-
ditions, and the Divine arrangement
of these for the highest welfare of all
who seek righteousness, all who
hearken to the voice of Him that
speaketh from Heaven! Such the
Lord urges.to take His yoke upon
them and learn of Him; that they ac-
cept of trials and dificulties inciden-
tal to loyalty to Him, and thus be
counted worthy of a share.in the
highest and best of all God’s gifts—
to be sharers with our Lord Jesus
in His Throne, in His nature and in
the power which shortly He will exer-
cise in- the blegsing of all mankind
with Restitution.—Acts 3:19-21.

We urge all who are the Lord’s to
geek more and._more to understand
His wonderful Plan of Salvation, to
glorify. Him with. their bodies and
their spirits, which are His, and to
wait for His time and His manner of
bringing in the blessings which all see
are- 8o much needed by the poor
“groaning creation.” . Meantime, all
such should cultivate the graces of
the Holy Spirit or, as the Apostle
puts -it, “put on Christ,”” His char-
acter, His meekness, patience, long

1s with the rulers of the darkness of
‘this ‘world, wicked spirits in the heav-
enlles (Eph. vi, 12), and we certainly
need the whole armor of God to be
able to stand against the wiles of the
devil. % ,

Some one has said that as this was
the greatest piece of work the devil
ever undertook he could not trust it to
any of his followers, and so entered
into Judas himself. It was a Host of
the devil's fellowers, including the
chief priests, elders and scribes, who
came ‘with Judas as their leader, fory
our Lord had said to them earlier im.
His ministry, “Ye are of your father
the devil” (John vili, 44).

It is written that the way in which
the betrayer knew where to find Jesus
was because He ofttimes resorted
thither with His disciples (Tobn xviil,
2). “The wicked (one) watcheth the
righteous and seeketh to slay him” (Ps.
xxxvii, 32), and he seems to know our
resorts and our weaknesses. Judas had
told the band of followers that he
would indicate the man they wanted
by kissing Him. This he did, and
Jesus suffered it, simply saying, “Ju-
das, betrayest thon the Son of Man
with a kiss?” (Luke xxii, 48) How
much He bore for our sakes, but how
little we seem able to bear for Him!
Knowing all things that should come
upon Him, He went forth to meet His
enemies and said, “Whom seek ye?”’
They answered, “Jesus of Nazareth,”
to which He replied, “I am.”

Then happened a wonderful thing,
an instance of His power, an illustra-
tion of the fact that not all the sols
diers on earth could take Him if He-
had not been willing., They went
backward and fell to the ground (John
xviii, 4-6). They would never have ris-
en again if He had not permitted, but
would have been like the army of Sen-
nacherib, all dead men (II Kings xix,
85). He allowed them to rise up and
come again and take Him., It was
then that Peter in his zeal blundered
with his sword and took off a man’s
ear, but our Lord gently rebuked Peter
and healed the ear.

How often by our blunderings we
hinder people from hearing the gospel!
It may be by untimely zeal or by some
inconsistency or some un-Christlike
word or suggested by the devil

In following lessons we will take
up the story of Jesus and Peter and
Jesus before Pilate, but now we are
asked to continue the story of Judas
until the end of his earthly career as
recorded in chapter xxvii, 3-10, this
portion of the record being found only
here. The seeming change in Judas
was when he saw that Jesus was ac-
tually condemned. Is it possible that,
having seen so much of the power of
Jesus Christ and remembering the day
when He quietly slipped away from
the hands of the people of Nazareth
and perhaps recalling His words that
no man could take His life from Him
(John x, 18), he did not believe that He
would ever let His enemies kill Him?
He could make a little money and then
fool the high priests and others by see-
ing Jesus take Himself out of their
power.

Icannot tell what His thoughts were,
but I cannot forget the words, *“It had
been good for that man if he had not
been born” (Matt.xxvi, 24). The pieces
of silver remind us of the money re-
ceived by Joseph’s brethren when they
sold him, and also of the prediction in
Zech, xi, 12. Verse 9 of our lesson is
a little perplexing, as it is said there
that the words about the pieces of, sil-
ver were spoken by Jeremiah the
prophet, yet we find them written in
Zechariah, not Jeremiah. Our lesson
does not say they were written, but
spoken, by Jeremiah. If Jeremiah
spoke them and Zechariah wrote them,
that would clear it all up. Somg day
we will know, if necessary.

The words of Judas in verse 4, “I
have sinned in that I have betrayed
the innocent blood,” are to my mind
one of. the strongest testimonies on
record to the holiness of the Lord
Jesus—the testimony of one possessed
by the devil, who was in a sense one
of the twelve and knew the inner life
of the little company and would have
seen any flaw in the life of the Lord
