In a Broadway store, which is the 
branch of a big out-of-town sdûe fac­
tory, are more different kinds of. scales 
than most people Imagine we're ever 
made. There are specimens of every 
grade of weighing machine, from the 
big track scales that can weigh a rail­
road car full of pig lead and weighing 
80,000 pounds, down to a tiny balance 
90 fine that it is kept In a glass case 
which you could carry in your pocket. 
The smallest scale of all is made for 
delicate tests in assaying. It is adjust­
ed to milligrammes. Its sensitiveness 
is so fine that you can weigh a hair or 
an eyelash on it You can write your 
name on a slip of paper with a lead 
pencil and then find out Just how much 
your signature weighs. The weights 
are the merest bits of aluminum, not 
half so big as the head of a pin.

»Measuring Land Without a Surveyor.
Make a light and straight pole 16 1-2 

feet in length, and mark feet and half 
feet on one side, and on the opposite 
side dl"‘de the 16 1-2 feet into spaces 
representing the length of links in the 
chain of a surveyor, 
thorlty. A surveyor’s chain is 66 feet 
in length, containing 100 links. Hence 
a pole 16 1-2 feet long would be equal 
to 25 links. A link Is 7.62 Inches in 
length. With dividers one can indicate 
25 equal spaces or links on one side 
of the pole in a few' minutes. Let the 
pole be oiled or painted, and be kept 
under shelter . where it will not spring 
by being exposed to alternate rain and 
sunshine.

Ntrw, in order to measure an acre of 
land, multiply the number of rods (or 
the lengths of the pole) on one side 
of the plot, and divide the product by 
160, the number of square rods In one 
acre. For example: A plot of 80 rods 
long and 2 rods wide will make one 
acre. A lot 40 rods long and 4 rods 
wide is equal to an acre. A plot 20 
rods long by 8 rods wide will embrace 
160 square rods, equal to 1 acre. A 
plot 12 1-2 rods on each side, if the 
line run at right angles, will embrace 
(approximately) a square acre, or J56 
square rods.

When a plot is not lined out at right 
angles it (the square plot) will not em­
brace as much ground, although the 
length and width are the same as there 
Is in the square plot, A fourth of an 
acre, or even a tenth part of an acre, 
may be lined out with the angles so 
acute as to measure as many lineal 
feet as the length and side of a square 
acre.—Journal of Agriculture.

Hood’sNEW BORO. Prince Kropotkin’» Summary of the 
Moon’s Case as ItMtnnds at Present- 
Why the Study of Her Surface Will 
Be More In Mug Than Ewer.

We are accustomed to hear the moon 
described as a “dead world,” a world 
whose volcanic fires were extinguished 
long ages ago, and from which both 
water and air have in some mysterious 
way disappeared. Astronomers hold 
this view, however, with some reserva­
tion. It has for some time been sus­
pected that there is still a trace of an 
atmosphere upon the moop, and the 
better become our facilities for observ­
ing, due to the fine telescopes now in 
use at several observatories, and still 
more to the fine location of the obser­
vatories themselves, the stronger be­
comes the evidence of Its existence. 
Possibly, too, there is still some water 
on our satellite, and even vegetation 
of a low type. In a recent number of 
Nineteenth Century Prince KropotkSh 
has summed up the moon's case as it 
now stands. From his article the fol­
lowing points are taken:

First, as to an atmosphere. It ap­
pears from Dr. G. Johnstone Sidney's 
Investigations that if the moon ever 
had an atmosphere similar In composi­
tion to the earth’s, It could not have 
retained it, owing to its low gravita­
tional power. A gàs consists of "mole­
cules," rushing in all directions at im­
mense rates of speed. The moment 
that the speed of a molecule near the 
outer boundary of an atmosphere ex­
ceeds a certain limit, which In the case 
of the moon would be about 10,600 feet 
a second, it can escape from the sphere 
of the attraction of the planet. Mole­
cule by molecule the gas taust wander 
off into inter-planetary space, never to 
return to the planet. All of the gases 
which make up 
consist of molec 
favorable circumstances, attain to a 
speed greater than that named above, 
and though the earth is strong enough 
tç retain them, and thus holds her at­
mosphere with a firm grasp, the case 
is otherwise with the more feeble 
moon. Theoretically, then, the moon 
ought to be nearly, if not wholly, with­
out an atmosphere, and also without 
water, for Its waiter. In a vaporous 
form, would have been as truant as its

But speculation, however well 
grounded, cannot override the evidence 
of observation. That the moon has not 
yet lost all of her atmosphere, but still 
retains a very thin gaseous envelope, 
is evident from a feeble twilight which 
has recently been detected at the cups 
of the crescent moon, especially near

DOMESTIC GAS PLANT, 

for domestic use, which was exhibited 
recently at the Franklin Institute, 
Philadelphia. The apparatus, which 
comprises a complete generating and 
storage plant, occupies a space about 
two by six feet. As Is well knewn, 
acetylene gas is formed by the action 
of water on a solid substance, calcium 
carbide, which Is a product of the 
electric furnace formed of lime and 
powdered coal. Acetylene gas Is Imme­
diately formed and passes off Into the 
gas reservoir, where It is stored. The 
machine is so designed that when the 
reservoir is full the water supply is 
automatically discontinued and conse­
quently the gas generation ceases. 
This state of affairs is maintained until 
the amount of gas In the reservoir 
falls to a certain pressure, when the 
water is again permitted to act on 
the carbide until the reservoir Is again 
full. The machine is absolutely auto­
matic after the charge of carbide Is 
placed in the retort and the water 
reservoir once filled. The pressure is 
stated to be only about three ounces 
per square Inch.

Fin­
ally, when the planet Jupiter is eclipsed 
hy the moon there appears on the disc 
of the planet, at the, moon’s edge, a 
dark band, for which Professor P. W. 
II. Pickering finds no other explanation 
than in some very light haze, perhaps 
due to water vapor/ which would rise 
a few- miles about the moon’s surface. 
Thin as would be the atmosphere in­
dicated by these observations, above 
the moon’s mountain tops, where alone 
its effects can be observed, still, at the 
bottoms of the moon’s valleys and In 
the great circus-like craters, the floors 
of which, as a rule lie deeper than the 
surrounding surface, it may be dense 
enough to sustain some low form of 
life.
