Dear Sir,— Having seen the un-
nouncement in last week's issue of a
lecture on Tuberculosis, to be given in
the town hall on Feb. 2nd, I feel it my
duty to avail myeelt of this opportun-
ity of calling the attention of the
people to the fact that this isa pre-
ventible dinease. J

Modern medicine realizea more and
more that prevention rather than cure
is the ideal. This dictum applies
especially to Tuberculosis - which is
preventible, always, and curable only
in vhe earlier stages. Though I have
heen practicing here ouly a few months
1 have found to wy-amazement that
this disease is very prevalent. This is
the more noticeable considering that I
have not met with a single case of any
other preventible disease.  This being
80, everyons ought to have a know-
I- dge of rhe disease, its prevention and
cure,

Privately, 1 have advieed my
patients, and now T desire to publicly
urge everyone to attend this lecture as
n -iiuty they owe not only to them-
selves bu* to this c .mmunity.

Bryce came down together to the con-
course hall, where thousands of people
were waiting to catch a sight of His
Royal Highness. As they approached tie
Duke was talking animatedly.

The regular passengers on the train
trolled along in front and behind the
dueal paty, but at the exits the force
of etation w i<~lu-‘: men parted, the former
went across the concourse toward the
Pregident’s private room at the east end
of the etation. At the south door all
the White House automobiles were rang-
ed up waiting for them. The Duke step-
ped into the President’s room and ex-
pressed his admiration at the good taste
«hown in providing such an apartment
for the conveniencs and privacy of the
Chief Magistrate.

The large White Touse limousine
drew up at the door first, and the
Duke cntered, followed by Mr. Brvee,
who sat at his left. In front sat Col.

'RHODES SCHOLARS

Number on the List and
What They Do.

London, Jan. 29.—The annual state-
ment of the Rhodes trustees, issued lust
night, is a fresh reminder of the large
scale on which the mind of the founder
worked.
