die." ho adds, •• at the foot of St. Peter's chair, In 
which Providence has placed me, were It even the will 
of Ueavon that I should bo without force, without 
authority, and almost In the hands of Victor Emanuel.
The Pope will therefore remain at Homo, and thence 
will turn hla eyes towards France, his only support. In 
the events by which ho klleves himself threatened.
His relations with the French Government have already 
been perceptibly modified. Plus IX. was often In the 
habit of speaking bitterly amongst his Intimate friends 
of the Emperor of the French ; he used very fremientiy 
to Indulge In sharp language on the subject of French 
policy. He now corrects all this ; his expressions are 
becoming kindly ; he pities more than he condemns.
Ho shows himself, above all, satisfied with Ihe auto­
graph letter of the French Emperor, which reached him 
Last weak, sod which ho baa communicated to hla 
Ministers. In that communication the Emperor makes 
an appeal to the heart of the Holy Father ; Ms Majesty 
Implores Plus IX. to march In eunebrt with him, and 
come to his aid to snrmotuit tho Immense difBcnltle* 
with which both himself and the Papacy are encom­
passed. The terms ef tills letter, a certain Impress of 
melancholy to lie noticed In It, and the demand of 
support made by so powerful a monarch as the French 
Emperor lo an old ami disarmed man, have made s 
lively Impression on the Pope. “ The Emperor," raid 
Ms Holiness to his Connell, “ Is In presence of events 
which he cannot control ; hla intentions arc good ; cor 
support ought not to be wanting to him. Wo shall 
pray that it may bo eflicaclous ; we shall pray also for 
him, for Prance, and for the Church." The relations 
between the Papacy and the Court of Tuileries, are 
therefore assuming an Intimacy which they never had 
before.

Everything betokens that Prussia will 
be allowed to strengthen kr position in Germany, weapons, 
and that she will become a potent and dominant 
Power in Europe, to which even France may become

Should the Italian Cabinet led.* on 
its Inability to pay the interest of suait large suuls as 
those last mentioned, the Austrian Government will 
not fall to demand frill pecuniary Idenmlflcatlon for 
the fintrcsaee. This elalm cannot well lie set aside, 
but if sn attempt should bo made to do so, peace will 
hardly be soon concluded between Aualrla and Italy. 
Rather titan let the Italians have the fortrossea for 
nothing, or for a " mere softg,” the Austrians would 
reduce them to heaps of shapeless ruins.

The Austrians are said to k rejoicing In hope of a 
quarrel between Franco and Prussia, so that the 
Prussians, whom they were unable to subdue, may 
receive chastisement front tk hands bf another ad- 
verravy. Sumo ef the Austrian journals urge France 
to he expeditious in thu matter, and It Is sold that tho 
Austrian Government, though It cannot announce 
another wttr till tho first Is ftually settled, yet evinces 
a disposition so to shape the course of Its Internal 
policy aa to enable It to renew hostilities should occa­
sion nffer.

A Itrussols paper gives oummoy to a statement that 
there is great discontent in Vlottlta. It is stated that 
many arrests have been made, ami that the Em;ieror, 
when he went Into tho streets, was met with crins of 
“ Abdicate." Tltevu is little doubt that the people of 
Vienna nro much ilijsutialled with the manner in which 
the war has boon conducted. Theft some difficulties 
exist Is certain front tlio fact that a change of Ministers 
has just taken place.

Political circles In Berlin aro said to be rauoh occu­
pied with the reported intention of Russia to bring 
about a European CongreM for the purpose of affording 
help to stlcli sovereigns as may be threatened In their 
possessions. It is thought that Prince Gortsclmkoff 
encourages the efforts In this direction made by the 
Russian agents ; but Austria is not disposed in favor 
of such a course of action, and the C oiutitutionnel 
thinks that Russia will oonfine herself to an official 
intercession with tho Cabinet of Berlin in favor of 
those princes in whose fate she is Interested

Writing from Rotterdam on Saturday, a correspond­
ent of the Pall Moll f/eesfls rays:—" For some deys 
past there have born curious rumors of territorial ex­
changes between Holland nail other States. Luxem­
burg, It Is said, will go to France ; the Dutch province 
of Luoeobnrg will be transferred to Belgium ; while 
Holland will be compensated with a part of Olden­
burg and Hanover.

Whilst not opposed to Colonial 
Union Upon a basis which financially did justice to this 
Island, and, la the matter of representation, ensured to 
it i|a legitimate influence in the General Government—a 
scheme, in fine, formed in a suteeaian-llku manner, and 
with a due regard to economy, he decidedly objected to 
the scheme concocted at Quebec in the autumn of 1864, 

<a and which was now tho only one before the public. Dur-
ing tho debates in the Legislative Council, he opposed 
the principles of Unien, and pointed to the Journals ol 
the House of Assembly for a verification of what he 
then said.

Mr. McDonald pointed to some Items (and very largo 
ones, too,) in the report of the Public Accounts, as ex­
pended without the consent ol‘ the Legislature, nad also 
allowed that largo amounts were expended by the present 
Government party and taken out of the public revenue, 
which could be saved by proper management, and spent 
to better advantage than paying a disorderly and rowdy 
■at of drunken officials, such as Sherilf Curtis, William 
Swabey, etc , etc., for no other purpose than leading 
the heroes of many a hard-fought battle to collect the 
rente of proprietors; to wrest, by military force, from 
tho poor widow and orphan, the scanty earnings which 
should be the sustenance of a large family during the 
dreary months ol a North American winter. As I did 
not take down the figures read by the Hon. Mr. Mc­
Donald, I am unable to give the whole amount, but any 
person who wauts to become acquainted with the enor­
mous amount spent upon the proceedings of tho present 
Govethmetit against Tenant Leaguers, collecting pro­
prietors’ rents, etc., etc., can find it iu a late number of 
the Herald.

Mr. J. H. Fletcher was the next speaker. Ho com­
plimented Mr. MeDonald upon the stand which |ie took 
in opposition to the Quebec scheme of Union, and said 
that Confederation was entirely against the wishes ol 
nine-tenths, if not more, of the people of this Island ; 
and contended that any scheme of Lnion would prove 
ruinous to this Colony, both iu a financial and political 
point of view, lie referred to the deception and fraud 
uaed by the Confederatiouists, in accusing the anti-Con- 
federates of being annexationists and disloyal subjects ; 
but he repudiated the charge, as his love of British in­
stitution» was quite as strong •» that of any among the 
Confederates. Thu Queen of England may be in favor 
of Union; tho Minister of the Imperial Government 
mav be in favor of Union : but, while tho people ol this 
Colony are opposed to it, lie considered that they would 
not even ask to compel the people to go into Confeder­
ation against their wishes, while we hold the Constitu­
tion that was guaranteed to us on the faith of tlie British 
Crown. In referring to public works, he said that the 
report of the Quebec scheme states that the luter-Colo- 
nial Railway was to be opened at the expense of tho 
General Government, which would be of no advantage 
to this Island, and therefore did not see the justice ol" 
taxing the people of this Colony, who could avail them­
selves of such works for only eight months in tho year, 
equally with those whoso geographical position enabled 
them to uie them all tho year round, and by whose doors 
they run. He compared the constitution ol the Colonies ns 
under Confederation, with the constitution of the United 
States, and showed that, as tho small State of Rhode 
Island had as equal a number of representatives as the 
largo Statu of New York, consequently this Island 
should have the same as the rest of the Colonies, if 
there had been fair play shown at the time the scheme 
wee framed at Quebec. In speaking of defences, he 
forcibly showed that, as Canada was unable to protect 
herself, it was natural to suppose that she was unable to 
protect the whole frontier of British America, and, 
therefore, as long aw wo remain as we are, under the 
protecting arm of Great Britain, we need not fear of 
being insulted by any other nation.

Mr. Fletcher also condemned the proceedings of Lib­
eral members in the House oi Assembly, during the last 
session, because they, along with the Government party, 
proclaimed the Tenant league movement as illegal and 
unlawful, and ho challenged any member, cither Liberal 
or Tory, to prove that it was an illegal association. 
What he blamed them for was, while professing to be 
the friends of the tenantry, and hearing the association 
which headed the forlorn hope of our freedom during 
the panic which immediately followed the rejection o 
the Award, persecuted, maligned, insulted, and vilified 
by a Government the most tyrannical, and not having

Til* two most Importent items of news received 
from abrond since our last Issue, are the announce­
ments of lerge reinforcements being sent from Eng­
land ‘o Canada, In anticipation of further troubles 
from the Fenians ; and the recovery of last year's 
Atlantic Cable. With reference to the Fenians, if 
we are to believe the statements of their leaders, or 
to draw any inference from the speeches and sym 
pathiee of leadiog Americans, such as Speaker Col­
fax and Governor Oglesby, we would incline to the 
opinion, that a second and much more formidable 
Invasion than that of last spring, will be attempted 
at no distant day, but with what effect we hesitate 
In predict. Her Majesty's Gdvernment having at 
tributed the eafety of Canada to the prompt and ef­
fective measures adopted by the American Govern 
ment to uphold the ueutralily laws of the United 
States, wo may reasonably suppose that if President 
Johnson and his Csbinet were to wink at the inva­
sion which is anticipated, the safety hitherto expe­
rienced could not be looked for, as the fate of 
Cauada would be speedily decided by the Fenians. 
However, we liars not the time or space to enlarge 
upon this point at present ; but we ietend to devote 
considerable space to the subject next week. In 
regard to the recovery of the old cable, as soon as 
it is successfully re-laid—an event which we con­
fidently expect to chronicle in our next number, as 
the “ Great Eastern " Is now engaged in performing 
that important task, and maybe looked for at Heart's 
Content in the course of a few days—with tiro At­
lantic Cables in successful operation, we have no 
doubt that more satisfactien, both with regard to the 
transmiaaiea of news and other despatches and the 
rate» of charging lor the eame, will be afforded than 
is now experienced by commercial men and news­
paper publishers ou both sides of the Atlantic. Mr. 
Field, whoso name will be ever honorably and Inti 
mately associated with this gieat enterprise, is, we 
believe, shortly expected here, and wo trust that he 
will meet with that proper reception which his en­
terprise and perseverance entitle him to.
