treated all fairly. Last year’s
Crown Land Report told a hopeful
story of our Crqwn Settlements;
this year though the grant has been
less, the official accounts promise
to be equally as encouraging.

There is a great deal in having
“the right miin in the right place,”
in having a public officer who is
not afraid that he will wet his
boots and soil his gloves, but, who
will personally visit the people un-
der his keeping, and from them-
selves learn what their require-
ments are. Official reports, and
commissioner’s accounts are all
very well in  their way,
but in our opinion the
proper method is for the responsi-
ble head to see for himself. This
Mr. Adams has done, penetrating
tangled woods, and walking over
swampy roads, and from what he
has seen himself, regul-
ating his expenditures
It is encouraging, too, if nothing
else, to the poor creature, buried in
the woods and seldom hearing a
sound from civilization,to be visited
once a year by the head of the
Crown land department, and to him
to tell his grievances and his
hopes, and to be encouraged on the
work he has begun.

The pity is that more can not be
expended on those who have gone
into the wilderness to carve out
their homes ; instead of wasting it
on useless enterprises. We don’t
think the Government extravagant
at all, but we do think neither the
Government nor the Legislature
give half attention enough to the
settlement of our ungranted lands,
and the improvement of our new-
formed colonies. In days gone by
when no other Province set itself
up as a rival for European immigra-
tion, it was different from now, and
so much exertion was not needed
by our Government; but now the
shiftless thousands are attracted to
the fertile and boundless north-west
while only now and again a strag-
gler settles down in our uncouth
forests. The Government of this
Province should seek to stimulate
the best interests of the Province
—to make their lands as attractive
and their terms as accommodating
as it is possible for them to do, else
in a few years poor New Brunswick
will be sadly in the background.
We may say, that all which is pos-
sible for the Surveyor General as
an cfficer to do in this rgard, he has
done and is doing.

DOMINION DAY IN
SUPREME COURT.

THE

O~ Thursday last the Supreme
Court sat and heard cases and de-
livered judgments. Thursday
was Dominion Day; and it was
kept sacred to the memory of the
Legislation which consolidated the
Provinces into one Dominion. That
is, it was kept holy by those who
believed in Confederation; but was
treated with ind..ierence by those
who opposed Confederation. Judge
Allen, whose nama calls up to us
everything that is honest, man-
ly and unprejudiced, was in
politics when . the questions

| The Customs return for the port

of Fredericton for the fiscal year
ended June 30th, 1880, shows
$35,043.10. For the fiscal year

l'ending June 30th, 1879, the return

showed $49,830.18, or an increase
of revenue for 1979 over 1880 of
$13,887.08. Thisincrease ot duties
collected for last year over this
year is easily explained. When a
National Poﬂcy was spoken of as
the policy of the new Government,
our merchants imported more large-
ly than usual to be safe
before the new tariff
came into effect, and consequently
an increase of duties for 1879 re-
sulted. But Fredericton has again
resumed something like its old-time
activity. The past few months of
the present year have showed a
marked increase of receipts in the
Custom House, over those of cor-
responding months for last year.
For the month just ended the re
ceipts have been $2,513.04; tor
June of 1879 the receipts were
$2,469.17, or an increase in June
of this year over that of last year
of $43.87. This is not much, ’tis
true, butit is an evidence of better
times.

An Arrapahoe Hunt

REDUCING A BIG HERD OF BUFFALO
TO A SKELETON.

[An Army. Officer in the Ballimore
American.]

While I was cndeavoring, perhaps
vainly, to convey to you some idea of
the appearance of the arrapahoes, the
hunting party has made rapid progress,
and one of the young warriors, now
far in the lead, waving his blanket in a
peculiar man, makes known to the
hunters that the herd is near by and
taking a certain conrse would bring us
to windward of them. As the distance
between the hunters andthe herd grows
less, the bucks divest themselves of all
their clothing save their breechclouts,
and the superfluous garments are hand-
ed to their squaws for safe keeping,
together with the ponies they have
been riding, as they now mount the
fresh ponies their better halves bring up
to them, 'The old buffalo bull, acting
as outermost guard, has heard a sound
he cannot explain; he turns to warn
the unsuspecting herd of his not alto-
gether groundless fears, when the whole
party of Indians, like one man, give the
ponies their head, and sweep down on
the grazing herd. But net grazing
now: for, as if by magic the whole herd
becomes aware of the danger, and with
heads low and tails erect they are
bounding away over the level plain
before them at a®auch faster rate than
their lumbering bodies would lead one
to suppose possible. The Indians,
dashing upon the flanks of the moving
column, pour in their deadly fire. Not
waiting to sec the result, they urge
their ponies on, still firing (so near that
the barrel of the rifle rests on the
buffalo) as fast as they can load, till
their ponies pause from exhaustion and
the skeleton herd is beyond reach of
their weapons. While pursuers. and
pursued have been thus actively en-
gaged, the squawe have not been idle,
for, as the hunt ceases, you find them
with their pack animals already on the
field where the dead huflalo lie. The
bucks, returning, ride down along the
dead and dying and point out to their
squaws those these have slain, and
when the squaw has put her own indi-
vidual mark upon them she begins her
part of the hunt, which is skinning,
cutting up and packing. I have seen
500 buftaloes killed in this manner, and
I have never yet heard a dispute arise

And as they
pnsseg, the organ-grinder forgot to ‘“turn,”and
those two pesky Italians allowed the harp—
**that once through Tara,s Hall—&c¢,” and that
doleful violin to breathe. Small dogs barked
furiously, instigated to deeds of violence, but
too often, by small boys. At the Palace those
interested in the laudable object of the Bazaar
were deeply engaged at their varioc us occ_uBa-
tions. Women superintended the weighty
operations, and little girls from ten to fourteen
sold the flowers.

The building, as was to have been expected,
was decorated according to advanced notions
of art. There 4was no combination that the
three primaries of red, yellow and blue did not
entaginto: making the coup @il lyou may be
sure quite charming. Bannerets of evergreens
and eyergreen festoons, and white and pink
andired and yellow roses ‘pinned here, and
hanging there; and old flags and new flags, of
various countries hung languidly above the art
creation, and buz of human voices below. The
artist was strongly to the front,—and it was
little short of enrapturing to see the style of
the chromos hung about the walls, and the
pose of the figures represented upon the canvas.
The writer strode up to one pictu‘re.—it repres-
ented, he believes, a drummer sitting on the
side of an old boat aften ten o’clock, on a beau-
tiful summer evening. Beside him sat a little

be delighted to  go.” Of  course
this is . an improyement on her
English. This chromo disgusted

me; and as I have reserved a fuller descrip-
tion of it for another day, I leave it for the
present.

And then another where youth had turned
into old age, and the bright side of the world
had rolled by forever. There was naught but
heavy, dun clouds and dark shadows. The
maiden wore the typical wreath of withered
roses, for

« She hath no loyal knight and true.”
* #* * * *

Or when the moon was overhead,
Came two young lovers lately wed:
* T am so sick of shadows,” said

That picture hanging there.

Another picture showed the winter of dis-
content, and another an Alpine night, where
slumbered eternal snows, and another, to get
Tennyson to help us, showed

“ A gaudy summer morn,
Where, with puffed cheek, the belted hunter
blew
His wreathed bugle horn.”

The writer did not go very near the chro-
mos, because he remembed reading that Mark
Twain said, * Chromos are not supposed to
be smelt of.”

The next object of attraction to be met was
the work table upon which delicate art lay in
heaps, and around which and about which
beauty had gathered en bloc. The ladies in
charge of this department were—Mrs Turner,
Mrs C. A, Sampson, Mrs H. Vavasour, Mrs

There was an ice cream table also in
the building, and the young ladies who dis-
pensed this coolifg beverage were the Misses
Agnew, Guiou, and Yardy. A few steps away
from the icc cream stand was the throne;
where the acme of skill and art were astound-
ingly evident. On either side of the throne
were soda water fountains that flowed and
flzzed unceasingly. These stands were no
doubt the most profitable in the building and
avere manipulatéd by Mr J F Richards, Mr
W A Quinn, Mr H Burden and others.

The Reform Club Band gave out the music
on the afternoon and evening of Wednesday.
The leading members of the order were untir-
ing in their exertions to make the affair a suc-
cess—in apite of fate. Mr Robert Atherton
was noticeable among the busy ones.

THURSDAY.

On Thursday which hapgened to be Domin-
ion Day to all but some of the shopkeepers and
the proprietors of the Supeme Court, the ba-
zaar opened with great eclat. Towards dusk,
hundreds went out to the Palace, following the
band. Some of these belonged to town, some
to 8t John and some to parts adjacent to our
city. Several were intoxicated and several
were pretty full, and hundreds- were in ‘“‘good
sailing trim,” as they say over in our country.
Several made speeches on the Ten Gallon Act
on the front street, and an hilarious assemblage
applauded said speakers. One gentleman re-
marked to the writer on his high perch, after
an inebriate had concluded a lengthy speech :
* This is the practical working of the Act.”
And so it was, and so it will ‘be while ever
such an abortion disgraces the statutes: while
ever men try to mould their fellowmen’s mo-
ral nature by legal forces; while ever the she-
been flourishes instead of the respectable li-
censed house,~and that will be so long as liquor

. is manufactured or purchasable. Stolen fruit
is always sweetest, and under the yile law the
fanatics havejgiven us,he who cared little for
liquor when he could get it without pains,
now does not hesitate to get it wherever he
can, and whenever he can. He can get it in
cellars, in barns, in garrets, in beer shops; he
can get it during the day when the policeman
sleeps and the pimp is not abroad; he can get
it at night when the policeman is some-
where else, and the pimp is exhausted after
his honorable days work. Pardon the di-
gression,but there is just as much liquor

rank here now, as at any time since we came
to Fredericton, but all sold, or most of 1t is

. sold unlawfully, and the revenues aré*heated. ,
Nothing is gained but the gratification of the
fanatics, whose honest feelings in the matter
at first baaaeehanged into an attitude of hateful
persecu*iggend espionage; where the per-
sonal feeling notagainst the traftic, but against
those whom they funcy they bhave triumphed
over alone prevails.®It is just like factions set,
in motion by love for principles taught them.
After a time the principles are forgotten and
the question is, Who 1s to be the best in this?
There is not a dozen fanatics to-day in the city
whom you could get to say the law oughtn’t
to be on the books, even though you proved
to them that under it more liquor was sold
than ever hefore, and that drunkenness and
misery were more prevalent. It is not for the
law or its results they care, therefore, but
for the satisfaction of having beatenjthe
other side. And how could better be expected
of some of the vile persons who preach tem-

peragge and only that; who keep one com-

ma'“nt Just as a kind of moral stock-in-
tra nd break the other nine—who would
murder you and enter your house by the win-
dows at night and pillage it, hut wouid seorn
to pick your pockets. ~ Thore are, as Bishop
Medley said a day or two ago in St John,
persons who are living in unconcealed adul-
tery here who have preached the moral of
temperance to virtuous, honorable people from
our platforms, and denounced good, honest
men engaged in a then lawful traflic. Those
whited sepulchres it is who disgust us chiefly
with the doctrine howled from the platform’;
those whited sepulchres who walk the strects
as shining lights, but who are foul within their
hearts as they are immoral within other doors
than their own—and often their own, too.

But let that all go—time has to annihilate

the law, and that will be when fanaticism or

froth will he running in some other channel;

Crying out for women’s rights or the suppres-

sion of eel or chub or trout catching; or some
other immoral pursuit.

It is Thursday we are speaking of. That
night they sold their fancy articles up to nine
o’clock, when every one was turned out and
compelled to buy tickets to come in to the hop.
At ten the signal was given, and the 71st band
struck up its sweet, good music, and
away went the happy couples—and the grace-
ful maiden and the little indiseriminate flirt—
to the coaxing tune. A large number danced
till the gray streaks had nigh begun to light the
east, but the greater part came home between
twelye and one. It was announced the fol-
lowu:f day that the fair had not closed, but
wounld be opened on the morrow for pleasure
and profit; that much had remained unsold
and many had not danced. Accordingly last
evening the paluace again opened, brilliantly
lit, and occupied with buyers and sellers.
The admission was only ten cents, all it should
have been at first; inasmuch as the object is
not so much to make money at the door as it
is to entrap parties into buying. The dance
was continued last night till past twelve
when the bazaar closed sine die.

We do not know how much was taken in,
but we should suppose not a fabulous sum.
We had great hopes for the bazaar, and pre-
dicted great success for it: but this was un-
der a state ot affairs which was not a feature
to the end. Bazaars at any rate have seen
their day—unless some influential church
takes hold of them, or the people be ¢ made
of money.” The Odd Fellows’ bazaar, how-
ever, was a success, quite commensurate with
the ability, intelligence and energy displayed
in its entire management, It would please
us to be able to say its success was ten times
as great.

St Jean Baptiste Day at Quebec.

At the dinner, Ion. Mr Landry, of
New Brunswick, responded to the sen-
timent, ** Our brothers, the Acadians.”
At the Convention in Laval University
the same gentleman also spoke, the
C hronicle thus reporting him:

¢« Mr Chapuveaun then introduced a
French Acadian, Hon Pierre Landry,
Commissioner of Public Works of New
Brunswick, who spoke at some length,
and thanking those present in the name
of the Acadians of the Meritime Prov-
inces, continued in the following man-
ner: The results, he said, of the present
demonstration must be especially bene-
ficial to Acadians generally. Up to the
present time they had a population of
French origin important on account of
its traditions, its past labors and trials;
strong on account of its numbers: its
faithful adherence to its manners and
customs, toitslanguage, aud the religion
of its forefathers; but weakened by the
separation of certain portions of its
members and by the want of inter-
courses. By hisgpry alone did~they
know one another, but that mere fact
did not unite them. From to-day how-
ever this scparation must disappear and
they shall recognize one another for
what they are ; brothers, whose interests
are the same; whose aspirations and
destinies ave identical. It is pleasing,
he said, to note that henceforth the
obstacles which had o long prevented
the social and political intercourse be-
tween the different French groups in
the Dominion, shall disappear in the
general rejoicing. Hitherto, without
extraneous aid. the Acadians have
preserved their language with a fidelity
that neither adversity of circumstances
nor the contact of races speaking a
different tonguc have been able to
overcome. The past circumstances of
the Acadians deprived them of means
of educating their children, and in
consequence they were at the disadvan-
tage of having to compete with others
who possessed that education of which
they were deprived. Indomitable per-
severance and frogality triumphed at
length, but then it was found that
persons capable of teaching the mother
tongue were not available. ‘Under these
circumstances it would not have been
surprising had the people lost their
identity. Such, however, was not the
case. A population of over 100,000
still speak the Krench langunage in
Acadia. The establishment of Saint
Joseph's College at Memramcook be-
came for the people the dawn of a better
day. Previous to the period alluded to
the political influence of the Acadiaus
was little or none; since then it has
made wonderful progress. Mr Landry
concluded a well prepared and eloguent
address by assuring his audience that
only a better knowledge of one another
on the part gof French Canadians
is wanted to cusue a mutualjsupport of
each other’s requirements, and he with-
drew amid loud applause.

A vote of thanks was unanjmously
accorded him on motion ot the Presi-
dent.

The Origin of ‘Dark Horse.”

The origin of the term ‘ Dark
Horse ” is explained in in a matter-of
fact way by the Cincinnati Enquirer.
Once upon a time there lived down in
Tennessee an old chap named Samuel
IFlynn, who traded inhorses and always
contrived to have a speedy nag of his
own, which he used for racing purposes
whenever he could pick up a good “‘soft
match’” during his travels. The best of
his flyers was a coal black stallion
named Dusky Pete, almost a thorough-
bred, and able to go in the best of
company. Flynn was accustomed to
saddle Pecte when approaching a town
and ride him into it to give the impres-
sion that he was merely ‘¢ a likely hoss
and not a flyer.” One day he came to
a town where a country race meeting
was being held, and he entered Pete
among the contestants. The people of
the town, not knowing anything of his
antecedents, and not being impressed
by his appearance, backed two or three

locaB horses against him heavily.
Flynn  moved quietly among the

crowd and took all the bets that were
offered against his nag. Just as the
“flyers” were being saddled for the
race, old Judge McMinamee, who was
turf oragle of that part of the State,
arrived on the course and was made
one of the judges. As he took his seat

on the stand he was told how thebetting
ran, and of the folly of the owner of the
strange entry in backing his ‘¢ plug”
so heavily.

Ruonning his eye over the

track, the Judge instantly recognized
Pete, and he said: “Gentlemen, there’s
a dark horse in this race that will make
some of you smell — before supper.”
The Judge was right. Pete,the ““dark
horse,” lay back until the three quarter
pole was reached, when he went to the
front with a rush and won the pyrseand
Flynn’s bets with the greatest ease.

LoNDON, Jnly 2.—In the House of
Commons, A. M. Sullivan moved an
amendment making the resolution
moved by Gladstone prospective instead
of retrospective. It was rejected, 234
to 236. The resolution agreed to by
the Government and moved by Glad-
stone admitting all elected members to
affirm who may claim to do so, instead
of taking the oath, was then adopted
without division, and on a subsequent
motion by Gladstonc that resolution be
a standing order was also agreed to
without a divison.

The Times says Bradlaugh will pre-
sent himself at the table of the House
to-day to make affirmation.

The rinderpest is raging in forty-
three districts on the shores of the
Black Sea, and has appeared in the
Zoological Gardens at Oddessa.

A grecat fire is raging in Reazan,
Russia; sixty houses bave been des-
troyed, and the flames are spreading
rapidly.

The Standard states that the Home
Ralers have instructed Parnell to press
for the sccond readin g of his Irish
Relief Bill, unless the Chief Secretary
for Ireland undertakes to give a large
grant of money in addition to sums
voted in Government Relief Bills to be
administered throngh the machinery of
the Poor Law.

LoNpoN, July 2.—After the Brad-
laugh affair was settled in the Com-
mons last night, the’debate on Parnell’s
Irish relief Bill was resumed. Hon.
E. Forster, Chief Secretary for Ireland,
announced he could not accept the mea-
sures. Parnell moved that farther
debate on the bill be fixed forSaturday,
but Forster objected and Parnell’s mo-
tion was negatived.

CONSTANTINOPLE, July 2.—It is re-
ported orders have been given for the
mobilization of the second army corps.
It is believed here that the Porte has
determined to resist the decision of the
Powers.
