Sixteen Years of Conservative 
Rule a Record of Failure.

Enormous Increase in the Annual Ex­
penditure and Public Debt

(Toronto Globe).

Following the example which Sir John 
Thompson set at the Toronto Exhibition, 
Conservation papers are dwelling just now 
on the wonderful prosperty with which 
we have been blessed since 1878, that is, 
under the N. P. Noticeably, however, 
their utterances, like the Premier’s at 
Toronto, lack the confident ring which 
use to be the note of Conservation articles 
and speeches ten or twelve years ago. 
The writers seems to be asking themselves. 
“ Who is going to be taken in by this 
story ? Can we make intelligent men be­
lieve that the Dominion has really been 
enjoying prosperity for these sixteen 
years, and enjoying it in consequence of a 
measure that adds enormously to the tax­
ation, handicaps all the great natural 
industries, and tolls the labor of the 
many to enrich the few ? ”

The authors of the N. P., as anyone 
may see who reads the second volume of 
Macpherson’s “Life of Sir John Macdon­
ald,” the budget speeches of Sir Leonard 
Tilley in 1879 and 1882, and Sir Charles 
Topper’s budget speech in 1887, made 
these promises amongst others :

To abolish business depression.
To stop the exodus.
To turn the “ balance of trade ” in our 

favor.
To tax the British goods in the bulk 

less than foreign.
To give the farmers a home market.
To develop our mineral wealth.
To obtain reciprocity with the United 

States.
To reduee the debt to $100,000,000 by 

1890.
To place a million people in the North­

west bv 1891.
The last feat was to be accomplished 

only in part by the N. P. “ We have vast 
territories to fill up in the Northwest and 
British Columbia, that glorious land which 
Lord Dufferin lately visited and spoke so 
approvingly of. It is our duty to fill up 
these territories, to develop their wonder­
ful resources, and we can best assist in 
doing so by the adoption of a policy which 
will tend to improve the condition of the 
manufacturer, and in the nature of things 
materially benefit all classes of the com­
munity.” Speech by Thomas White, 
Macpherson, vol. 2, p. 246.

The reduction of the debt to $100,000,000 
was one of the promises in the budget 
speech of 1882. It was to be accomplished 
by the immense receipts from Northwest 
lands.

The development of the mines was 
promised in Sir John Macdonald’s resolu­
tions of 1877 and 1878, and in the budget 
of 1879, but more particularly in the 
budget of 1887. In that year, when im­
posing heavy iron duties, Sir Charles Tup- 
per looked with confidence to the erection 
of blast furnaces at Cobourg. Weller’s 
Bay and Kingston, and also to the estab­
lishment “at an early day of industries 
for the manufacture of iron in the North­
west.” Moreover, “by the adoption of 
this policy you will give permanent em­
ployment to an army of men numbering 
at least 20,000, increasing our population 
from 80,000 to 100,000 souls, and affording 
the means of supporting them in comfort 
and prosperity.” Furthermore, “ this 
estimate of an increased population of 
100,000 souls does not take into account 
the manufacture of castings and forgings, 
cutlery and edged tools, hardware- 
machinery and engines or steel rails' 
Were we to manufacture these articles, 
now imported — and there is no reason 
why we should not steadily progress to 
that point—the population I have 
mentioned of 100,000 souls would be no 
less than trebled.”

The adverse balance of trade was cited 
by Sir Leonard in his budget speech of 
1879 as one of the prime causes of hard 
times, and he proposed to turn it the 
other way. As to the taxation of British 
goods, “ it may be said we shall receive 
from the imports from foreign countries 
a larger portion of the $2,000,000 we re­
quire than we shall receive from the 
mother country. I believe such will be 
the effect, but I think that in making 
such a statement to the house, belonging 
as we do to and forming a part of that 
great country — a country that receives 
our natural products without any tax­
ation, everything we have to send her — 
apart from our national feelings I think 
this house will not object if, in the propo­
sitions before me, the duties touch more 
heavily the imports from foreign countries 
than from our fatherland.”

That the N. P. would tend to secure 
through reciprocity of tariffs was set forth 
in Sir John Macdonald’s resolution of 
1878 and elsewhere. He promised tall 
chimneys and a lucrative, all-absorbing 
home market for the farmer in his picnic 
speeches. See, for instance, Macpherson 
vol. 2, pp. 214 ahd 216, where he also 
declared that “our workmen can be fully 
employed if we encourage our manufac­
tures ; they need not go over to the States 
to add strength and wealth to a foreign 
country and to deprive us of that strength 
and wealth,” The removal of depression, 
the inauguration of an era of unclouded 
prosperity, was another standard feature. 
Lord Lome, a free trader, was made to 
say in the speech from the throne in 1879 
that the N. P. would “ aid in removing 
the commercial and financial depression 
which unhappily continues to exist.” In 
1882 the return of the Conservative party 
was asked in order to assure foreign in­
vestors who were waiting to place their 
millions that they might safely do so. In 
his budget speech that year Sir Leonard 
told the manufacturers to “ clap on all 
sail ” and looked for a boom period of in­
definite duration. It is notorious that 
there are not a million persons in the 
Northwest, but only 250,000 ; the net debt 
is not $100,000,000, but $250,000,000; we 
have not got reciprocity, it is doubtful in­
deed if the Government will accept the 
American offer of a free exchange of 
farm implements ; there lias been no 
mineral development to speak of, the iron 
duties having confessedly failed ; instead 
of a home market absorbing their sur­
plus products at high prices, the farm­
ers export more than ever and prices 
were never so low ; British goods 
in the bulk are taxed more severely 
than American ; since 1879 the so- 
called balance of trade bas been 
against us to the tune of $200,000,000, as 
necessary must happen to a borrowing 
country situated as this is, the census of 
1891 destroys any pretence that the ex­
odus has to be stopped : while as for the

condition of trade in recent years and 
now the least said the better. It is easy 
for the partizen speaker or newspaper to 
indulge in the vague assertion that the 
N. P. has been a blessing. But when 
tried by the only satisfactory test, namely 
a comparison of its performances with its 
promises, in detail, it turns out to have 
been a general, all round disappointment ; 
the inference is plain that such progress 
as has been made since 1878 or 1879 has 
been made not by reason of it, but by 
reason of that natural growth and devel­
opment which all new countries enjoy 
in a special degree. That it brought cer­
tain infant industries into a cold world 
and been more or less benefit to some old 
ones cannot be denied, but this has been 
done at the expense of some other indus­
tries. And it is doubtful if even the ex­
pectations of the favored few has been 
realized.

HARDWARE CHEEK.
A Drummer la that Line Proposed by 

Telephone and Was Accepted.

An event has occured in Michigan, near 
Detroit, which appears to confirm the 
idea of courtship, as well as most other 
things, will hereafter be greatly facilitated 
by recent inventions. It seems that 
there'is a young lady residing in Detroit 
who for some time had been the recipient 
of the attention of two young men, one a 
young professor in the Michigan State 
University ot Ann Arbor and the other a 
salesman for a New York wholesale hard­
ware house, whose route extends through 
Michigan and parts of Canada.

One day recently the New Yorker ar­
rived in Detroit late in the afternoon, and, 
of course imediately started to make the 
rounds of the retail hardware dealers, with 
the laudable purpose of selling eacli a 
good stock for the winter before the re­
presentative of any rival concern should 
put in an appearance. He had hoped to 
visit the object of his affections in the 
evening, but business was brisk, and 8 
o’clock found him very hussy trying to 
induce a prominent dealer to take six 
dozen axes, four dozen grindstones, and 
half a car load of wooden pails.

At this stage of proceedings a younger 
brother of the young lady dropped in to 
get a new jackknife aud incidentally men­
tioned that the Ann Arbor professor was 
up at the house. It instantly occurred to 
the progressive hardware traveller that 
the college man came for no other pur­
pose than to lay his heart at the feet of 
tho young lady lie adored. For a mo­
ment there was a struggle in his heart, 
but he speedily got control of himself 
and decided that he could not possibly 
leave the store, as the dealer was just de­
ciding to take the pails!

But the thought of giving up the lady, 
who had been for months constantly in 
his mind waking and sleeping was unbear­
able. Light suddeqtly dawned on him. 
Handing the merchant a circular explain­
ing the merits of his new double-bladed 
chopping knives, he requested the use of 
the dealer’s telephone for five minutes, 
stepped to it and called up the central 
office.

A moment later the telephone at the 
residence of the young lady rang sharp 
and decisive. The professor had been 
for an hour talking pleasantly of the 
grand educational work they were doing 
in the department of foesilology at Ann 
Arbor. When the bell rang the lady’s 
father being absent ( he is a physician ), 
she excused herself and proceeded to the 
adjoining room to answer it. The pro­
fessor heard her step to the telephone 
and say “ yes ” make a short pause and 
say “yes” again. Then there was a 
longer pause, and he heard her her re­
ply : “ Why — why really, this is very 
sudden.” Then there was a still longer 
pause, and he heard her say “ yes ” very 
softly, and then “good-bye.” and then 
she hung up the receiver and came into 
the back room.

The college man moved closer to the 
lady and remarked that it was a warm 
evening, and he thought it was going to 
rain, and then resumed his talk about the 
great work at the university. Fifteen 
minutes later there was a ring at the 
front door bell. The lady responded to it, 
and a district messenger boy handed her 
a plain gold ring, which she slipped on 
her finger, and returned into the parlor. 
“ Mies-----,” said the professor, five min­
utes later, “ I want to ask you a very im­
portant question this evening. Excuse 
me for putting it bluntly, but will you be 
my wife ? ” But we need go no further 
with this. Ten minutes later the profes­
sor was going down the front steps and 
shaking his fist at the telephone wire, 
took the first train for Ann Arbor.

GENERAL WOLFE’S SWORD.
A few weeks ago it was announced that 

Hon. J. C. Patterson, Minister of Mil­
itia had purchased General Wolfe’s sword 
for $1500 and persented it to the library 
of Parliament at Ottawa, and ever since 
doubts have been thrown on the genuine­
ness of the article now reposing in the 
Parliament building at Ottawa, Mr. Pat­
terson whose generosity is to be com­
mended must indeed be in a perturbed 
condition of mind when he reflects that 
he may have been imposed on by the 
parties from which he made the purchase. 
A London telegram says that the authori­
ties at the Admiralty office have receivèd 
a letter from an officer who served under 
Col. Dunne whose keeping the sword 
was for many years in which the writer ex­
presses doubts as to the genuineness of the 
article which Mr. Patterson bought be­
lieving it to have belonged to Gen. Wolfe. 
The writer asserts that it is impossible 
that the sword can have lain ninety years 
in the earth without rusting away. The 
most direct and plausible story however 
comes from Winnipeg, and the party who 
relates it evidently believes Mr. Patterson 
has been hoaxed. Mr. Imlack of that city 
in a letter to the press says that the 
sword which General Wolfe wore when 
killed is now, and has been for gener­
ations in the procession of a Canadian 
family. He says that “ General Wolfe 
breathed his last in the arms of his wife’s 
grandfather, the late Dr. William Paget, 
and before his death he took off his sword, 
and, handing it to Dr. Paget, asked him to 
keep it in remembrance of that day and 
of their long friendship, on the return of 
the regiment. When the doctor died 
this sword came into the care of his only 
son, the late Dr. Robeat Paget, of Thorn­
hill, Yonge street, near Toronto; at his 
death, some twenty-five years or more 
ago, it passed in the possession of his 
eldest son, Dr. Edward Paget, of Strat­
ford, Ont. Imlack's brother-in-law, in 
whose surgery, Imlack himself has 
seen and handled it many a time.”

A Remarkable Case Which Has Puzzled 
the Doctors Since July Last.

There passed through Montreal Friday 
night a man, who though alive and suf­
fering no pain, is yet dead to the world.

He was none other than R. S. V. Pal­
mer, the English commercial traveller 
who had bis neck broken at Nigara-on- 
the Lake on last Dominion Day. Mr. 
Palmer was visiting the famous Niagara 
in company with his wife and while en­
joying a bathe undertook to dive from a 
warf. The water was not so deep as he 
expected and with great force his head 
struck the bottom. He came to the surface 
insensible and after been rescued was 
examined by doctors. It was then found 
that his neck was broken and his body 
completely paralyzed. He was removed to 
Toronto—death being expected before he 
could reach his journey’s end. But he 
lived and was taken to the General Hos­
pital where he remained until Friday 
morning.

The doctors are completely mystfled as 
the case is a marvellous one and has no 
precedents.

Friday morning Mr. Palmer was put on 
G. T. R. train, and in the evening he ar­
rived at Montreal having stood the jour­
ney remarkably well. He was taken to 
the Sardintis, and when seen by a report­
er he seemed to have the greatest faith in 
his ultimate recovery. This, however, 
the doctors declare cannot be. They say 
that there is no possible chance, and 
though Palmer is hoping to live to be ex­
amined by English specialists, it is 
thought he will die on the voyage to the 
old land. ______

NEWS OF THE WEEK.
Events ot Interest Provincial and 

General.

Portland, Oregon, had a fire Sunday 
which destroyed nearly $2,000,000 worth 
of property.

The sovereign grand lodge of the Inde­
pendent Order of Oddfellows have decided 
to admit women.

Lord Hawke’s team of English crick­
eters defeated the Philadelphians. Score 
for two innings 422 to 291.

Hon. A. G. Blair has purchased from 
Judge King the latter’s handsome resi­
dence on Orange street, St. John.

Fifty lives and much destruction of 
property is the record of a cyclone in 
Iowa and Minnesota on Saturday.

Joseph Turskev has been sentenced to 
be hanged at Windsor, Ontario, on De­
cember 14 for the murder of constable 
Lindsay.

Fire at Moncton Monday afternoon des­
troyed Duffy’s livery stable and Marks’ 
carriage factory and seriously damaged one 
of the city’s engine horses.

Mr. Gladstone has written a letter de­
claring against local option in the regu­
lation of the liquor traffic, and expressing 
approval of Gothenburg system.

Japan has decided to prosecute the war 
against China with all possible vigor be­
fore winter sets in, and is hurrying men 
and supplies to the front with great des­
patch.

Prisoners Boutellier and Jones, who es­
caped from Dorchester penitentiary last 
week, were captured near Sackville, Tues­
day morning, and returned to prison.

A special freight train on the Grand 
Trunk Railway, running at the rapid rate 
near Peterbon, Ontario, Saturday was de­
railed by a cow on the track, and the 
engineer, fireman and a brakeman were 
instantly killed.

Somebody played a scandalous joke on 
the Roman authorities by sending a forged 
cablegram from Canada to the Pope an­
nouncing the death of Cardinal Tascher­
eau. As the Cardinal was well known in 
Rome, a service was held in his honor at 
which the Pope was present, and his 
holiness also sent his condolence to 
Canada when the truth became known.

A cow on the track created a tremend­
ous smash-up on the Canadian Pacific at 
Brittania Bay, six miles west of Ottawa, 
Monday morning. A special stock train 
from the Northwest composed of about 
twenty-five cars filled with over 300 head 
of cattle from the Northwest bound for 
the English stock markets, was derailed. 
Seventeen animals were killed and four 
bad to be slaughtered.

There is some political activity in 
Manitoba and the success of the Patron 
candidate in the electoral division of 
Beautiful Plains has aroused the Indepen­
dent party. A movement has been in­
augurated looking to an alliance of the 
Prohibitionists and Patrons of Industry. 
It is stated a meeting will be held at an 
early date to frame a platform, on which 
the two will be able to unite their forces 
in Dominion and Provincial elections.

Prince Adolphus of Teck and Lady 
Margaret Grosvenor, daughter of the 
Duke of Westminster, the richest man in 
England, are to be married on November 
28. Although his sister is the Duke of 
York’s wife, the Prince is poor, and the 
Duke of Westminster is understood to 
have behaved nobly in the matter of set­
tlements. Rumor fixes the bride’s dower 
at ,£500,000 sterling, with a gift of a fine 
free-bold estate to the bridegroom thrown 
in.

It is reported that the commandant of 
the military school at St. John’s, Quebec, 
who is also the deputy adjutant-general 
for that district, is to be transferred to 
Sherbrooke, where, it is said, the head­
quarters are to be established, and that 
Major Young, formerly stationed in 
Fredericton, will be placed in charge of 
the R. R. C. I. in St. John’s. The fact 
that Gen. Herbert objects to every com­
pany of this regiment having a colonel, 
gives some color to the rumor.

The group of old Fenians and Invinci­
bles have taken advantage of the discon­
tent, caused by the delay in action upon 
the Home Rule question and have organ­
ized a new society, called the Old Guard. 
They have issued a circular, calling upon 
Irishmen everywhere to enroll themselves 
in a united brotherhood, to resist all at- 
temps to lower the Irish flag or to stay 
the “ onward march of freedom.” Not 
one of the prominent members of the 
Irish party signs this appeal.

The concentration of the regular United 
States army forces near the great railway 
centres for the purpose of maintaining the 
respect of all classes for the laws of the 
United States has been ordered to take 
place the first week of October. More 
than six thousand regulars will be under 
orders from the headquarters on Gover­
nor’s island, New York harbor. The 
centre of strength wiil be at New York 
city, but the force along the Canadian 
border will be considerably augmented.

On Saturday Thos. W. Caldwell pre­
sented express orders for payment at the 
Peoples’ Bank of Halifax agency at 
Woodstock, amounting to $800, and in 
paying him the teller by mistake gave 
Caldwell $500 too much. On discovering 
the mistake, Caldwell was interviewed 
but denied having the money. Manager 
White then swore out a warrant for him, 
but in the meantime Caldwell had left 
town. Later, however, he was arrested at 
Florenceville, and compelled to hand over 
the $500.

Gen. Booth, head of the Salvation 
Army ; Col. Lawley, Staff-Captain Malan, 
private secretary of the General ; and 
Capt. Taylor, editor of the English “ War 
Cry,” who arrived at Halifax from Lon­
don Saturday, were given a great wel­
come the same evening. Fully four 
thousand persons assembled in the market 
square, where the ceremonies were held. 
Alex. McKay, superintendent of educa­
tion for Nova Scotia, and Premier Field­
ing, delivered addresses of welcome. Then 
Gen. Booth made a lengthy and spirited 
speech.

The congregation of Erskine Presby­
terian church, Montreal, of which Rev. A. 
J. Mowatt, formerly of Fredericton, is 
pastor, said farewell to their old ed:fice 
Sunday, and tomorrow will occupy their 
magnificent new church, just completed. 
The communion was celebrated in the 
morning, Mr. Mowatt preaching from the 
text “ Arise let us go hence,” and in the 
evening there was a praise service, at 
which addresses were delivered by Rev. 
Mr. Mowatt, Rev. Dr. Warden and Rev. 
E. Scott. In his morning sermon Mr. 
Mowatt made parting his theme, and 
dealt with it in its various relations 
to the life of the people. When he re­
ferred to the particular parting which 
they were met to celebrate, many of his 
hearers were almost overcome with emo­
tion.
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RADICAL REFORMERS.

The good ladies who have been meet­
ing and resoluting in this city during the 
past week, under the name of the Mari­
time Women’s Christian Temperance 
Union, have given us a programme of 
reforms which, if all carried out, would 
render this world almost too sacred for 
the residence of ordinary sinners. They 
not only want to banish drinking cus­
toms, to vote and sit in parliament, etc., 
but they also desire to run the news­
papers, or at least they have drawn up a 
schedule of “ don’ts” for the guidance 
of the editors, who are supposed to know 
much less about their duties and respon­
sibilities than the enlightened women of 
the Maritime Women’s Christian Temp­
erance Union. They would also deprive 
the editor of his pipe, and for school­
masters who smoke they have no use at 
all. While The Herald very heartily 
commends the women for their philan­
thropic work, their temperance agitation, 
their many deeds of kindness and charity, 
we think they have included in their 
programme some matters which may be 
safely left to their lords and masters. On 
the question of woman suffrage, The 
Herald is directly opposed to the Union. 
We don’t believe one tenth part of the 
women of Canada desire the privileges 
of suffrage. Alter all, while the W. C. 
T. Union is a very respectable body, com­
posed of many of our best wives and 
mothers, intelligent women interested in 
the good of mankind, they represent only 
a very small fraction of the Canadian 
women, and have no right to speak for 
the great majority who are opposed to 
the suffrage movement. If we are already 
forbidden to drink or smoke, by these 
enthusiastic women, what restrictions 
might they not place around us if they 
became members of parliament or even 
had the right to vote. We will not say 
the women of the Union are fanatics or 
cranks ; they are evidently in earnest in 
their work ; they take counsel with the 
Creator ; they labor in His name, but 
enthusiasm leads to unrestraint, agita­
tion to fanaticism, and if the Union 
expect the co-operation of their less radical 
sisters, of the men, and the other forces of 
civilization, they must not enlarge their 
programme to include such objectional 
features as woman suffrage. The Union 
is a force for good in the fields of human- 
itarianism and philanthropy ; the mem­
bers are right in their crusade for temper­
ance, for social purity, and a great many 
other things included in their platform, 
but if they overreach and extend their 
operations into arenas which we think 
are not intended for their exploration 
and action, the Society will lose its in­
fluence in the work which they are now 
doing in the cause of temperance, purity, 
and religion. Too many irons in the 
fire.

THE TABLES TURNED.

Hon. D. C. Fraser, M. P.j for Gnysboro, 
N. S., was one of the Liberal politicians 
who accompanied Hon. Mr. Laurier in his 
tour to the Northwest and British Col­
umbia, and next to the Opposition leader 
was given the most cordial reception of 
any member of the party. Mr. Fraser 
while a giant in stature, is as frolicsome 
as a boy, and in his addresses is humorous 
to a degree. At the Vancouver meeting, 
however, in the midst of his most elo­
quent passage, Mr. Fraser was interrupted 
in a manner that for the moment threw 
him badly out of gear and created no end 
of amusement, the speaker himself join­
ing in the merriment. Mr. Fraser started 
off in a poetical strain to flatter the local 
pride of the people. Said he : “I have 
seen your lofty trees, your magnificent 
trees, rearing their heads up to heaven ; I 
have seen your mighty mountains, I have 
seen your majestic rivers, I have seen your 
rich mines of coal, I have seen your mag­
nificent harbor.” ( A voice —“ Have you 
seen our Chinese ? ”) The flop from the 
sublime to the ridiculous was so abrupt 
owing to this spontaneous remark, that it 
was some minutes before order was res­
tored owing to the uproar of merriment 
it occasioned.

The next time Mr. Fraser was inter­
rupted by the same person, however, he 
turned the tables and the laugh on 
the offender, a prominent Conservative. 
“ Time, time,” called the interrupter, as 
Mr. Fraser was making a good point 
against the Government. “Yes,” quickly 
retorted Mr. Fraser, “ You old Tory, you 
want time, that’s what you all want ; but 
if we gave you a hundred years you 
wouldn’t improve the country.”

It is needless to add that Mr. Fraser 
was permitted to conclude his speech 
without further interruption.

CHANGED HIS VIEWS.

The temperance workers of England 
have been thrown into an unpleasant 
condition of mind by the declaration of 
Mr. Gladstone against local option, or as 
we have it in Canada, the Scott Act. In 
a letter to the Bishop of Chester he de­
clared that if the Local Option Bill pre­
tends to be a remedy for evils for drink­
ing, it is little better than an imposture. 
The principle of the Gothenburg system 
he maintains to be the only one permis- 
sable or at all tenable, and to the great 
amazement of both the Glad Etonians and 
the Conservatives, adds, that for long 
years he has been strongly of this opin­
ion. The temperance party in Great 
Britain has been highly scandalized by 
this declaration, and their organs recall 
the fact that when Mr. Gladstone last 
came into power, it was largely in conse­
quence of his having repeatedly pledged 
himself to secure the passage of a local 
option measure. During his incumbency 
of the premiership he approved the bill 
and did not say a word in reference to 
the Gothenburg system.

The Governor and his Lady were re­
ceived in true Miramichi style on their 
visit to Chatham and Newcastle this 
week. The good people of those two 
towns never do a thing in a half-hearted 
way, and they were especially hospitable 
to their recent distinguished guests. 
They are very proud over the fact that 
the Governor is a native of Miramichi, 
and they took all possible means of show­
ing their appreciation of his distinguished 
professional and public career. In Mrs. 
Fraser they had a direct representative 
of another distinguished New Bruns­
wick statesman whose name will 
be kindly remembered in this pro­
vince as long as the people enjoy the priv­
ileges of responible goverment, and in 
honoring the Governor and his lady our 
friends at the north were according dis­
tinction to guests worthy their most 
tender regard.

IN STRIKING CONTRAST.

When a temperance delegation inter­
viewed Sir John Thompson last winter to 
learn the Government’s intention with 
regard to the question of prohibition, the 
Premier put them off with a most in­
definite and discouraging reply. He 
would not say what he might or might 
not do, and the temperance people came 
away from his presence very much dis­
gusted with their reception. However, 
the less credulous ones, no doubt, knew 
what they might expect, when they re­
membered how the Premier had shelved 
prohibition by appointing that fraud on 
the public, the prohibition commission, 
which cost the country the large sum of 
$120,000.

How differently has Hon. Mr. Laurier 
treated the temperance party. He has 
been open, frank and fearless on the 
question, while Sir John thinks the Gov­
ernment has given the prohibitionists just 
enough encouragement to keep them on 
the string for another general election. 
In one of his Northwest speeches, Mr. 
Laurier in replying to the questions : 
“ (1) Are you in favor of the immediate 
prohibition of the liquor traffic? (2) Will 
yon if returned to power use your utmost 
endeavor to enact and enforce such a pro­
hibitory law? said : “We have determined 
that we will test the feeling of the people 
on that question, and furthermore than 
that I cannot go. I speak as an honest 
man. I come here to endeavor to win 
people to the party to which I belong, but 
I will not do that by promises which it is 
not my intention to fulfil. I come here 
standing upon the platform of my party 
I believe that it is a platform formulated 
in the interest of the people. If it is not 
satisfactory, in order to capture votes I 
I cannot do more. I have stated the 
position of my party, and to that position 
I will adhere. We have determined that 
when returned to power we will have a 
plebiscite. That plebiscite we will have, 
and by the result of it we will abide.’ ”

This frank statement was received with 
applause by the temperance electors 
present, and is in striking contrast to the 
uncertain position of the Government on 
a question which is so much discussed in 
political and social circles these days. If 
the people of Canada want prohibition, 
they have but to express themselves in 
the plebiscite, and Mr. Laurier when he 
comes into authority will carry out their 
wishes. Sir John Thompson is in a posi­
tion now to take a similar stand, but no­
body expects him to do it.

Hon. H. R. Emmerson was one of the 
speakers at the meeting in the City Hall 
Tuesday evening to advance the woman 
suffrage movement, and made an eloquent 
speech from his point of view. The Chief 
Commissioner is one of the most deter­
mined exponents of the suffrage move­
ment, and his addresses on the subject are 
always fresh and vigorous. When the 
women of New Brunswick are accorded 
the right to vote, no doubt they will make 
Mr. Emmerson high Driest, so thankful 
are they in having a gentleman of his 
position and ability enlisted in their ranks.

Fredericton is to be honored on Tues­
day with a visit from General Booth 
head of the Salvation Army throughout 
the world, and no doubt he will receive a 
cordial welcome. The General and his 
loyal hosts are doing a great work for 
humanity. They occupy a field peculiarly 
their own, and no one can question their 
devotion and energy in the sacred cause 
of religion.’ The General will arrive from 
St. John Tuesday and will address a meet­
ing in the City Hall, the same evening- 
He will be formally welcomed on behalf of 
the city by Mayor Beckwith.

It must be pleasing to the friends of 
the University of New Brunswick, that it 
has attracted to its halls this year the lar­
gest class of Matriculants ever known in the 
long history of that institution.

THE MIRAMICHI.

Cordial Welcome Extended to 
Governor and Mrs. Fraser,

By the Hospitable Residents of the 
Bleak North.

Nothing could exceed the warmth and 
cordiality of the greeting extended to 
Governor and Mrs. Fraser, during their 
visit to the Miramichi towns this week. 
His Honor and his lady left here, via the 
Canada Eastern, Tuesday morning, ac­
companied by Major Campbell, A. D. C., 
and on their arrival at Chatham Junc­
tion, were greeted by Hon. L. J. Tweedie, 
Sheriff Shireff and F. E. Winslow, and on 
landing at Newcastle, the whole town 
was present at the depot to meet the dis­
tinguished visitors.

The Newcastle Field Battery, stationed 
near the freight house, fired a salute of 
fifteen guns, and the 73rd battalion band 
played the national anthem. Hon. Speak­
er Burcbill and Messrs. Robinson and 
O’Brien, M. P. P.’s, officials of the county, 
and other prominent persons, including 
His Lordship Bishop Rogers, Senator 
Snowball and Judge Wilkinson, were 
present. The Lieutenant Governor and 
Mrs. Fraser, accompanied by the high 
Sheriff and the Warden of the county, D. 
G. Smith, occupied the leading official 
carriage in the procession through the 
town, and the children of the public 
schools, grouped ip front of the court 
house, greeted His Honor and Mrs. Fraser 
by singing My Own Canadian Home.

The procession passed through some of 
the principal streets, and His Honor was 
greeted in many as he passed along, quite 
a demonstration being made at Hickson’s 
mill,when the men assembled and cheered 
lustily.

Arriving at the Masonic Hall, which 
was packed to the doors, the Governor 
was presented with an address from the 
municipality of Northumberland, read by 
the Warden, D. G. Smith, to which His 
Honor made a verry happy reply. Then 
a large number of old friends greeted His 
Honor and Mrs. Fraser, and some presen­
tations were made, and the public demon­
stration, which was one of the heartiest 
that ever took place on the Miramichi, 
closed.

His Honor and Mrs. Fraser afterwards 
on an invitation, proceeded to the school 
of the sisters of the convent of Notre 
Dame, accompanied by a number of lad­
ies and gentlemen, escorted by the Bish­
op and Rev. Father Dixon. Beautiful 
music and a welcome song were rendered 
and an address presented, to which His 
Honor appropriately replied.

The Governor and Mrs. Fraser held a 
reception at the Masonic Hall, Wednes­
day forenoon, when a large number of 
residents of the Sliiretown and vicinity, 
paid their respects to him, and then he 
went on board the steamer St. Nicholas 
to witness a yacht race. A lunch was 
served and after the race, the steam 
squadron, having on board hundreds of 
ladies and gentleman, and towing the 
yachts, formed in order under the direct­
ion of Commodore J. C. Miller. All the 
steamers and sailing yachts were gaily 
decorated and moved in line, at distances 
of fifty fathoms apart. They proceeded 
from Newcastle to Chatham, and formed 
a very imposing sight as they moved 
down past the towns and the shipping, 
which were generally decorated with 
flags, the people on the wharves, men at 
the mills and on the vessels, cheering and 
every evidence of a spontaneous welcome 
to the most popular governor that has 
ever visited Miramichi. His Honor and 
party disembarked at Snowball’s wharf, 
and proceeded to the Adam’s house.

Wednesday evening, the Governor and 
Mrs. Fraser attended a reception given in 
their honor by Hon. L. J. and Mrs. 
Tweedie, and it was one of the smartest 
social functions ever seen on the Mira­
michi.

Thursday morning, His Honor and Mrs. 
Fraser, accompanied by prominent Chat­
ham gentlemen,visited the public schools, 
at each of which they were received 
with either addresses or other formal 
manifest tokens of welcome, and at some, 
short programmes of entertainment were 
carried out in a very pleasing and perfect 
manner, His Honor speaking in response 
thereto. The public reception at the 
Adams house in the afternoon was well 
attended, in view of the fact that it was 
the third function of the kind, including 
that at Hon. Mr. Tweedie’s residence on 
Wedneseay night.

Between five and six o’clock, the party 
were driven to the pulp mill, where they 
were received by Superintendent Bruce, 
and shown through the different depart­
ments by that gentleman.

The Governor entertained at dinner in 
the evening, Hon. Surueyor General 
Tweedie, Hon. Senator Snowball, the 
High Sheriff, Warden Smith, F. E. Wins­
low, R. A. Lawlor, R. Flanagan and Capt. 
Mackenzie. After dinner, he and Mrs. 
Fraser were serenaded by the 73rd Batt. 
band, and in thanking them he expressed 
great pleasure over the kindness and en­
thusiasm with which he had been re­
ceived in both Newcastle and Chatham 
during his present visit. He was heart­
ily cheered at the close of his short speech.

His Honor and Mrs. Fraser returned 
home yesterday, bringing with them 
very pleasant recollections of their visit 
to His Honor’s native county.

MILITARY INSPECTION.

The inspection of the troops,which took 
place on the Plains of Abraham, on Satur­
day morning, says the Quebec Chronicle, 
was a very pretty sight, one calculated to 
gladden the eyes or those who remember 
“ the good old days ” when Quebec was 
garrisoned by Imperial troops.

The red coats were composed of six 
companies, made of four companies of the 
Regiment of Royal Canadian In&ntry 
from Fredericton, St. John, Toronto and 
London,and the two companies of attach­
ed men. Nos. 1 and 2 companies of the 
Regiment of Royal Candian Artillery, 
stationed in Quebec, were also present, as 
well as “ B ” Battery, R. C. A. Col. Mont- 
izambert was in command of the Artil­
lery, which was headed by its brass and 
reed band, while the Infantry, headed by 
a bugle band, was commanded by Col. 
Otter. At 10.30. Major-General Herbert, 
came on the grounds, accompanied by 
Col. Lake, Quarter-master-General, and 
Capt. Streatfield, A. D. C., General-Mont- 
gomery-Moore, commander of Her Brit­
annic Majesty’s North America Forces, 
was also present, in mufti, with Col. 
Duchesnay, A. D. C. The inspecting of­
ficer was as usual, received with the gen­
eral salute, and inmedlately proceeded on 
his tour of iupection of the men’s arms 
and accoutrements, with which he seem­
ed pretty well satisfied. After this the 
troops marched and doubled past, “ B ” 
Battery leading, with the Artillery and 
the Infantry last Some other field 
movements followed, when the line was 
was reformed, and the R. C. I. went 
through the firing exercise by sections. 
One of the field guns was then brought 
into action and was afterwards dismount­
ed and the gun carriage dismembered, all 
in splendid style. After a few other 
movements the troops marched from the 
field to reverse order and the great review 
was over, having been on the whole a 
decided success.

In the Victoria Circuit Court Tuesday 
the Attorney General entered a nolle 
prosequi in the Theriault easel hud the 
prisoner was discharged.

The annual session of the Free Christ­
ian Baptist general conference of New 
Brunswick, will be held at Tracey’s Mills, 
Carleton county, on Saturday, Oct. 13th.

Joseph Hartley, a Winnipeg- laborer 
who three months ago came into possess­
ion of a fortune of $50,000, died in the 
hospital there Thursday from excessive 
drinking.

Twenty thousand people attended the 
Scotia Provincial exhibition at Halifax, 
Wednesday, and on the Qpmmons ten 
thousand people witnessed the military 
review and sham fight.

There is a debt of $30,000 on Rev. A. J. 
Mowatt’s new church at Montreal, but 
the trustees hope to have a large portion 
of it wiped off by the collections at the 
opening services tomorrow.

A new paper mill at Kakabeka Falls, 
Ontario, will be the largest in the world, 
taking fourteen thousand horse-power to 
operate it, and the product will load a C. 
P. R. train every day in the year.

The Victoria, B. C., Times says the 
Liberals of British Columbia are more 
than satisfied with the result of Mr. 
Laurier’s visit and with the manner in 
which their leader was received by the 
people generally.

The great stallion race at Mystic Park, 
Medford, Mass., Wednesday, between 
Directum, 2.05} ; Arion, 2.07} ; and Nel­
son, 2.09, for a purse of $15,000, was won 
by Directum in three straight heats, best 
time 2.10. Twenty-five thousand people 
witnessed the race.

Capt. Wise who visited Fredericton as 
A.D.C. to Lord Lansdowne, Lt. Kirkpat­
rick, son of Ontario’s governor and Capt. 
Skinner, all Canadians, and graduates of 
the R. M. college, Kingston, have been 
appointed teachers in the staff college for 
officers of the English army at Sandhurst.

Winnipeg turned out for an immense 
illuminated parade on the arrival in the 
city of the train conveying Lord and Lady 
Aberdeen, Tuesday evening. All/the sec­
ret societies, trade and labor bodies, pub­
lic schools, military organizations and 
political clubs formed in the torchlight 
procession.

Le vite Theriault, M. P. P. for Mada- 
waska, has been appointed assistant in­
spector of weights and measures for the 
St. John river district. It will be neces­
sary for Mr. Theriault to resign his seat 
in the local house. The salary of assist­
ant inspector of weights and measures is 
$600 a year.

At San Jose, California, Thursday, 
Champion bicyclist Ziegler raced a half- 
mile against a racing horse and won, the 
time being one minute, which is consider­
ed remarkably good for the track. The 
horse was paced by a runner and Ziegler 
trailed along behind until near the dist­
ance stand, when he shot ahead and won 
by about eight feet.

The New York Sun thinks that the ex­
traordinary popularity of Lord and Lady 
Aberdeen in Canada, which has been 
made manifest on every day of their tour 
through the provinces, is due to the ready 
gifts and democratic ways and festive dis­
position of both of them. His Lordship 
the Governor General, dances in kilts to 
the music of the bagpipes, and Her Lady­
ship makes eloquent speeches at women’s 
meetings. Lord Aberdeen looks splendid 
in the Highland garb at a hall, and as the 
Scotch say, he can ‘ turn a leg in the fling 
with anybody.’ Lady Aberdeen is a tem­
perance advocate, and she organizes the 
women into branches.

NEW TRAIN ARRANGEMENTS.
The new time-table for the Canadian 

Pacific Railway, will go into effect tomor­
row, and it will change in some very im­
portant respects the present running of 
the trains. The Flying Yankee will be 
taken off, and there will be but one 
through train to Boston each day, which 
will leave at 9 p. m. standard. The train 
for Montreal which now leaves St. John 
at 10.40 p. m. standard, will, under the 
new arrangement leave at 4 o’clock p.m. 
reaching Montreal at 8 the following 
morning. Fredericton passengers will go 
out by this train, reaching this place at 
6.15 instead of 7.10, as at present. As this 
fast train will only stop at Westfield and 
Welsford, local traffic between St. John 
and Fredericton Junction will be served 
by a mixed train which will leave at 4.45 
p. m. A passenger train will leave St. John 
at 7.20 a. m., which will serve St. Stephen, 
Fredericton and other points. Passengers 
going out by this train will reach Fred­
ericton at 10.10 a. m. The morning train 
from Fredericton will leave there at six 
o’clock and will arrive at St. John 9.30. 
The afternoon train will leave Fredericton 
at 3.20. arriving at St. John at 6.25. A 
train will likewise leave Fredericton at 
10.55 a. m., to connect with the traincom- 
*ing from Montreal.
