River. The messenger brought back 
verbal message that the despatchss were 
received by Dr. Jameson and would be at­
tended to. The force was saddling up and 
at once proceeded eastward. Dr. Jame­
son has received and disregarded both 
messages.” Sir Jaccbus DeWitt, British 
agent at Pretoria telegraphs that it would 
have been impossible for him to have 
to Dr. Jameson. If it had been possible, 
hie mission would have been futile 
fighting commenced at four yesterday 
afternoon The messenger referred to by 
Sir Hercules Robinson was the one sent 
to Dr. Jameson with orders instruotiog the 
latter to return to British territory and 
abandon hie aggressive movement against 
the lioers. A later despatch from Pre­
toria says Dr. Jameson was surrounded 
by a large force of Boers and was obliged 
to surrender.

Do your best to 
secure generous treatment of prisoners 
and wounded ” London adriosa -of. the 
4th, had the following references to the 
matter : The fact that the telegraph 
wires in South Africa are devoted to gov­
ernment work since the trouble in Trans­
vaal, and the fact that no private cable 
messages have been received from South 
Africa for four days, led to the circula­
tion of ail Binds of rumors regarding tbe 
situation in the South African republics 
and the fate of the British invaders of that 
country. One of these reports has it that 
Dr. Jameson was shot by hie captors; 
another that the Ullanders in Johannes­
burg had risen against the Boer govern­
ment and given the city over tojhe flames.

On inquirV from the colonial offioe, 
Sir Walter Hely Hutchinson, governor of 
Natal, 'sent a despatch confirming the 
main facts of Dr. Jsmeson's defeat. He 
adds, the Boers who opposed Jameson’s 
force numbered about 1,600. They occu­
pied a strong position. Two battles were 
fought. The governor pi*0 sect extracts 
from newspaper telegrams, which are con­
fused and contradictory. The main points 
made are that Jameson arrived near 
Kingersdorp on December 31lt and at­
tacked |he Fjqere the dsy following, He 
was repulsed and then tried to move,by 
Randfortein to Rooderpoi t, but was stop­
ped at Doorkorp. Heavy fighting took 
place on the afternoon of January 2nd, at 
which time the Transvaal state artillery 
arrived. Jameson’s forces were hopelessly 
outnumbered and almost exhausted, hav­
ing been without food three days. His 
horses, too, were hopelessly jaded, 
Jameson y'ejded after sustaining a loss, 
which if original force was 800 men, 
amounted to 240 killed and wounded. 
Advices of the 6th. from London, stated 
that .late news from the Transvaal was 
most anxiously awaited there. None was 
received that day which caused an appre­
ciable lessening of the feeling of anxiety 
prevailing. Telegraph lines were stifi 
controlled by the government for its own 
business.
