THE TRIAL DELAYED.

The defenee in the Londen con-
spiracy case has succeeded - in
posstponing - the eriminal trial
until next sutumn, one full jeat
after the preliminary hearing and
the confession of some of the
persons implicated, The excuse
for this delay was that the evid-
ence of hug-the-machine Preston
was needed. This officer of the
Gorernment has been doiag noth-
ing worth mentioning since he
was dismissed from his position
in Eoglani and appointed by Sir
Pichard Cartwright to a Japanese
mission. Mr. Preston could have
been here instead of amusing him-
self in South Africa and Austrilia
But the real idea was to postpone
further exposure ‘as long as poss-
ible and at least until after the
election in London.

THE LONDON CONSPIRACY.

As the facta brought out in this
conspiracy examination have been
partly forgotten it may be worth
while to recall some of them. The
election in question took place on
June 13th, 1905, when Mr. Hyman
took office and went back to Lon-
don for re-election. It will be re-
membered that the autonomy bill
was then an issue before the
country, and that Mr. Hyman’s
return by a majority of over 400
was claimed as a vindication of
the Government’s policy. Not
until a year after did the country
know how this majority was ob-
tained. On September 28th, 1966
Joseph E. Rogers, inspector of
criminal investigation, laid a com-
plaint before Magistrate Denison
of Toronto, setting forth that
John O’Gorman, a well known
campaign manager, with several
of Mr. Hyman's leading support-
ers, had conspired to corrupt the
electors of London by payments
of money, and also to violate the
secrecy of the ballot by obtaining
and giving information as to the
candidate for whom the electors
voted.

THE QONFESSJON OF COL-
LINS.

The first witness was Jeremiah
Collins.who had been a returning
officer in the by-election and who
made confession- of his sh#re in
the transaction, Collins swore
that O'Gorman gave him $300 the
day after the election and $120
subsequently to make good his
expenditure. The total number
of electors in the division where
Collins operated was 301. Of
thase 249 voted, whereof 104 were
bought for Hyman. Mr. Hywman
ssems to have received 40 votes
that were not purchased, for his
total vote was 144, which gave
him 39 majority at that poll. In
the general election of the year
before the Conservative had a
mjority of 30 at this place.

THE METHO® OF OPERA-

TIONS.

Collins
implicated with him a number of
leading Liberals of whom seven
have been committed for trial
Theee include George Reid, who
has been Mr, Hyman's most effec-
tive loeal campaigner during his
whole political eareer. Other per-
sons charged are a well ‘known
party campaigner who' left the
country when the arrests were
made. There was also a customs
officer, & hotel proprietor, and
three others making the list of
eight.

THEY HELD THE POLLS.

Beside Mr. Collins himself some
of the accused were returning ofti
cers. In one case a gentleman

It would be interesting to kuow
the number of broken promises that
strew the pathway of each individual
in the course of a year. There are
few persons who do not err to some
extent ib this respeect, bat, while
there is 3 oertain percentage to whom
the failure to keep a promiese caunses
acute pain, even thongh this failure
be brought about by circumstancea
beyond control, there are others who
make promises lightly, and break
them more lightly still without ex-
periencing the slightest qualms of
conscience in doing so. These are
usually individuals who have not the
faintest intentiom of keeping their
word, who merely make the promise
because the occasion seems to de—

their heads even to remember the
matter after the moment has passed.
Their intimate friends know how
little reliance is to be placed on their
vows and protestations, and perhaps
even on their oaths; but pecple who
are not accustemed to their “ ways”
sre frequently placed in a painful
position thrcugh baving counted on
support which is afterwards discova
ered to be of the rubstance of clouds.

There is yet apnother class, ordin-
arily of impwlsive, generous disposi-
tion, who, keenly desirous to render
service, promise on the spar of the
moment or do impossible things to
please to help another, with bat faint
prospeot of being able to accomplish
their deeign, They msake super=
buman efforts to give effeot to their
word, and though failure follow in
nine oases oul of ten, it is a strange
fact that experience never seems to
teach these hopeful beings the ex'ent
of their limitations. - To day’s fail=
ure is forgotten in to morrew’s hope,
snd their optimistic belief that
“ something will tarn up” to render:
the impossible possible never quite
deserts them.

Apart frcm these c'asses are the
every-day people who break s pre-
mise through sheer wegligence.
They sslve their conecience by de-
claring that “ they bhave not time,”
buat they are secretly aware that if it
were to their own interest—if any
pereonal object were to be gained by
doing so—they wculd fird little
d'fficulty in makiog the time 10 fulfil
their undertakingg, Profasion of
excuse is supposed to make good
their shortcomings ; but excuses are
poor consolation to snyone who may
bave built upon promises spparently
given in all sincerity end with every
indication of undoubted folfilment.

It would be impossible to estimate
the amount of heart burning and ir.
jured feeling caused by this un-
_gracious snd selfish failing. Old
friebdships hsve been weakened,
pewer obnes obheecked, and many
tender relatiops in life adverscly
sffected thrcugh lack of regaid for
the promise spokem or implied.
Muoy persons zlso hsve uncon=-
soicusly injured their prospects in
lite, snd perbaps miesed the things
they most desired 0 possess, by fail-
ure to keep their word. It may
beirg this last aspect of the question
more clearly bome if I mention that
