DEATH OF ALEX. MORTON.

Oon Monday last Alex. Morton, one of
the most highly esteemed and univer-
sally respected residents of Goderich,
passed away after a short illness. On
Thursday, Sept 26th, he in conjunction
with Mayor Butler was enguged during
the forenoon ia locating the new «Jec-
tric light circuit on the hill leading to
Saltford, and the day being bitterly
1av, he contracted Ja heavy c>ld, and
w.8 stricken down so severely with ill-
ness that he had to take to his bed.
For a week no serious apprehensions were
felt, but on Friday, the 4th inst., the
walady reached a critical stage, on
Saturday his. medical advisers gave up
hope, and on Monday, as before stated,
he depared this life. In the death of
Mr Morton fjthe town loses a valuaed
resident, the business community has
lost an enterprising and energetic fel-
low-worker, his wife and family mourn
the loss of an affectionate husband and
father, and the Presbyterian church re
grets the departure of a faithfut and con-
sistent worker from its ranks.

Alex. Morton was born at Grand Bay,
in the Saguenay district, Province of
Quaebec, some forty years ago. He con-
uinued to reside in that section until -he
had almost reached maturity, when his
father moved to Trenton, New Jersey,
where they resided for a short time
Subsequently they removed to Ayr,
Oat., where his father established a suc-
cessful business, and where Alexander
learred his trade as a carriage trimmer
After completing his apprentic-skip he
went to Hamilton, where he worked at
his trade for u short time, and about the
year 1872 came to Goderich, where he
secared a position in the carriage works
cf the late Robt. Whitely After a
residence of a couple of years here, he
went back to Ayr, and on his return

his death he was as devoted a husbaund
as when he brought his bride home with
him fifteen years ago. Three children
blessed the union, and in the domestic
circle happiness and contentment was
his portion.

A Peculiar People of Pennsylvania,

Some fifteen miles from Lancaster by
turnpike and twenty miles by rail lies
the little village of Ephrata. 1tis a
very secluded, sleepy-looking little place,
in spite of the railroad that runs through
it, shuat in by surroundiog hills, and by
a low line of mountains dignified by the
name of Eprata Ridge.. The houses of
the town straggle along a broad road
which crosses the railroad - near the sta-
tion, dips away until it eweeps around
in a carve over a bridge past an old mill
in front of a broad-built red brick house,
and so away into the country, The
houses, generally brick-built, in many
cases old-fashioned, are yery comfort-
able and home-like.

Here one meets the Dunker per se
in every by:road and lape—men with
long beards and flowing have parted in
he middle. At the farm-houses are
pleasant, matronly faces, stamped with
bhumility and gentleness, while an air of
almost saintly simplicity is given by the
clear starched cap, the handkerchief
crossed on the breast, the white apron,
and the plain grey or drab stuff of the
dresses.

The style of living of these good peo-
ple, their manners and customs, wre of
the most primitive type. Their aim is to
imitate the early Christians in their hab.
its of life, as well as in their religious
tenets. There is abrolutely no distinc-
tion of caste among them,

They settled at first near Philadelphia,
in a spot which has sincé been called
Germantown, from the various German
religious refugees who settled there in
the early part of the last century. The
medt is now chiefly confined to central
and Western Peunsylvauia, but has
spread to other States, principally those
of the Northwest, though there are
_churches established in Western Mary-

cut; they uffer no resistance to injuries;
they observe. no conformity with the
world and its manners and customs; they
refuse 10 take oaths in courts of law; in
these and many other ways resembling
the SBociety of Friends,

Some of their religious ceremonies are
exceedingly curious, They celebrate the
Lord’s Supper after the manner of the
primitive Christians,

The feast begine about the time of
cundle-lighting, The men are seated
upon one side of the meeting-house, the
women upon the other. The first cere-
mony is that of washing the feet, each |
sex performing this duty for its own.
Those who are to engage in the ordinance
prosently enter the meeting, carrying
tubs of luke warm water, and each mem-
ber on the front benches removes his or
her shoes and rtockings. A man on the
men’s side and a woman on the women’s
then wash the feet one by one, taking
the right hand of each individual, as
they finish the washing, and giving the
kies of peace. After the one who ‘per-
forms the washing follows another, with
a long towel girded sround the waist,
who wipes the-feet just washed, at the
same time giving the right hand apd the
kiss of peace. As one benchful has the
ceremony performed, it gives place toan-
other, While this ceremony is being
conducted, the minister or teachers make
a brief speech or read appropriate por-
"'imt“ of Scripture relating to the sub-
ject. J

The next ceremony is the eupper it-
seif. Kach third bench is so arranged
that the buck ean be turned upon a pivot
at each end, so as to ferm the top of a
long table. This is covered with a white
oloth, and presentl7 brothers and sis-
ters enter, bearing large plates or bowls
ot soup, which are placed upon the
tables. Three or four people help theta-
selves ouj of the same dish.  After this
the communion is administered, and the
whole ceremony 18 ‘concluded by the
singing of hymos and preaching, This
the brethren hold is the only true meth-
od of sdministering the ordinance of the
Last Supper,and also hold that it is simi-
lar to that ceremony as celebrated in the
earliest Christian Church,

Another peculiar ordinance among
them is that of anointing the sick with
oil. in accordance with the .text in
James, v, 14. The sick one calls upon
the elders of the meeting, and at a set-
tled time the ceremony is performed, It
consists of pouring oil upon the head of
the sick person, of laying hands upen
them, and praying over them,

The oxdinance of baptism is adminis-
tered in running water and by threefold
iwmersion, the officiating minister then
Iavive his hands upon the recipient, who
8 J1k «els in the water,and praying over
! m o her, p

Th> winisters or teachers, who receive
nu stipend whatever, are elected by
the votes of the members of the church,
he who receives the largest number of
votes being pronounced elected. These
elections are summoned by the elders of
the church, who preside over them and
receive the votes of the people, either
viva voce, in whispers, or by closed bal-
iots., If no candidate hus a majority, or
if there are a greater number of blank
votes cast than for any one candidate,
the election is pronounced void.

Such is a brief and condensed account
of these people, and of their religious
customs and ordinances. They are call-
ed Dunkers or Tunkers, from the Ger-
man tunken, whick may be interpreted
to dip, or provably “‘to s7p” is the better
equivalent word, They assume for them-
selyes the name Brethren on account of
the text, Matthew, xxiii, 8, “‘One is
your Master, even Christ, and all ye are
brethren,” They also sometimes call
themselves ‘‘God’s Peculiar People.” —

Moulting.

Although moulting is a perfectly
nataral process, it is often attended with
very serious resulis to fowls if they are
not well looked after during the time
they are going through it. Tt is es-
sentially a wasting period and the birds
should pe fed generously while they are
losing and renewing their feathers
Moulting takes about two monthe, but
can be hurried to a shorter time by a
generous diet.
We ficd that cooked meat fed once a
dav is very necesrary for birds in con-
finement, and will hasten the growth of
the feathers besides encouraging the ap-
petites uf the fowls, Wae might say that
green food should be fed, but all fanciers
know the value of this at all seasons of
the year.
Should birds moult too slowly and ap-
pear ill, give two or three grains of
celumel. If the shafts of the new feath-
ers do not split open freely, give more
meat and put linseed meal in the soft
feed. A little extra care will bring the
birds well through the mouiting seascn.

The Reciprocity Movement.

The agitation among the New Eng-
land manufacturers for the repeal of the
duties on coal and iron ore is gaining
strength every day, The Massachusetts
weavers of woollen and worsted yarns
have chimed in—at least already over
one-third of them have done so—with a
demand for the repeal of the duty on
raw wool. Mr Saank, the statistician
of the Iron and Steel Association of
Pennsylvania, a protectionist organiza-
tion, tries to make it appear that the
repeal of these duties would be of no
service to the manufacturers, inasmuch
as “‘they could not use Nova Scotia coal,
soke or iron even if they got them for
nothing.” TMNis absurd assertion leads
the Boston Herald to retort that in this
case there is no necessity at all for ex-
cluding those Canadian products, and
the duties upon them might as well be
abolished. The manufactprers, who
may be supposed to know their own bu-
sinese, say there would be an enormous
demand for Canadian raw material, and
point to the import figures during the
existence of the treaty of 1854-66. Any
treaty of reciprocity must come from the
United States Senate, and the fact that
New England has twelve members in
that body, or nearly ove-sixth of the
whole, is an encouraging one for the
friends of closer trade relations.

Some of the protectionists on the Can-
adian side of the line are as unreasona-
ble and reckless as Mr Swank. They
pretend to say that the New England
market would not be of much benefit to
the Maritime Provinces. . Consider-
able light can be obtained op this branch
of the question by a perusal of the sta-
tistics for Massachusetts as furnished by
the State census taken in 1885. The
entire capital invested in Massachusetts
industries is $500,394,000; 380,000 bands
are employed ; and the product in 1885
amounted in value to $674,634,000. The
leading industries are those of cotton
goods, boots and shoes, clothing, food
preparations, furniture, leather, machin-
ery and metallic goods, paper, dyeing
and bleaching,- woollens and worsted
goods. Canadian protectionists boast of
the Manitoba market which they have
secured for the older provinces by im-
posing onernus dutics upon the settler.
It happened that a special census of the
Northwest Territories was taken in
1885, the same year as the State census
of Massachusetts, and a special census of
Manitoba the year after, The Territo-
ries contain 48,400 persons, of whom
20,400 are Indians, and Manitoba 108,-
600, of whom 15,000 are Half-breeds and
Indians. The total amount of capi
tal invested in manufatturing in-
dustries in the Territories is given as
$771,000, and in Manitoba as $3,475,-
000. The number of hands employed in
both places is under three fhousand, If

the yield ‘will be large, . Properly keep-
ing them fur the spring market is a puint
of importance, Not all who grow large
quantities of potatves have suitable cel
Jars in which to store them. Thousauds
of bushels must be wintered i pits.
The question of so caring for them that
spriog will tind them gound sod in
perfect condition is the proper point to
corsider. Rotting, sprouting, sweating
are thesources of injury. To prevent
these is theaim, If potatoes are souod
and healthy when put in the pits, and

are uot likesy to arse.  1v protect thew
from heat and damp is no less importam
thau to protect thew from frost. Keep-
ing them too warm in the ‘fall and too
oold in mid-winter are general causes of
destruction to potatoes wintered in pits.
They should be in a coo! condition before
being covered with dirt. Then cover
well with straw and lightly with earth
leaving the extreme top of the pit with-
out earth, that any heat remainiug or
generating in the pit may escape. Pro-
tect the pits from sun and rain by a root
of boards, under which there is a free cir«
culation of air, until cold weather cowes |
Thus the tubers are kept dry and cool,
and the earth is dry. Frost will ro
penetrate far into dry earth, but it wils
go dzep into that which is wet With
the coming of winter sofficient covering
to protect against trost and spring will
generally keep the tubers in excellen:
