Unprecedented Action Taken by Op­
position Members of Lumsden 

Investigation Committee.

Empress Has Stormy Passage.
Halifax, N.S., aMrch 4—The C.P.R. 

steamship Empress of Britain, arrived 
tonight from Liverpool with the mails 
and, reported « tempestuous voyage.

The most sensational legislative 
debate in the history of the province 
of Alberta came to a close Thursday 
shortly after nine o'clock, and the 
division of the House resulted in 
the government being sustained by 
a vote of 23 to 15. The first vote taken 
was on the amendment of J. W. 
Woolf, of Cardston, which provided 
that the proposals of W. H. Clarke, 
president of the A". 4 G. W. Co., to 
further guarantee the fulfilment of 
the contract bt, accepted. These were 
set out in his letter to the Premier, 
bearing date of February 23rd last.

This amenument was approved of 
by the government and received 
their hearty support. It also satis­
fied some of the Liberal members of 
the Legislature, who at first had been 
disposed to criticise the' agreement 
made with the railway company.

Debate Lasted a Week.
The debate lasted a week and was 

carried on at both afternoon 
iiThfrlierT>lf?inT 

ing set aside to wring it to a conclu­
sion. It was opened by the state­
ment of Hon. W. H. Cushing’s rea­
sons for resignation, given last Fri­
day afternoon, and the premier’s re­
ply. Then came Mr. Boyle’s résolu-, 
tion, seconded by Dr. Warnock, Fin­
cher, calling for the cancellation of 
the railway by the provincial govern­
ment. This was afterwards modified 
on Monday afternoon by the adoption 
of the amendment of E. H. Riley, 
Gleichen, seconded by J. M. Glenden­
ning, Nan ton, that “the contract was 
not such as would commend itself to 
the members of this House."

Government’s House.
On Monday evening the government 

first showed its hand, when Mr. 
Woolf produced his amendment, with 
the approval of the government, that 
Mr. Clarke’s proposals be adopted 
anil incorporated into the agreement, 
also that an effort be made to get the 
company to allow the million dollar 
security, which they offered, to lie in 
the banks for five years after com­
pletion of the line. This amendment 
was seconded by J. A. McDougall 
Edmonton, but on the vote dkl not re­
ceive his support.

The issue was then squareiy before 
the members and the debate continu­
ed from day t* day throughout the 
week till the division came last night, 
resulting in the government being 
sustained.

The incident of the evening 
the challenging of the right to vote of 
J. K. Cornwall, Peace River, by R.
B Bennett, on the ground that he 
had financial interest in the question 
before the House. This Mr. Cornwall 
denied, and Mr. Bennett intimated 
that later he would move that the case 
be referred to the committee on elec­
tions and ptivileges.

, C. M. O’Brien also secured the pas­
sage, without a division, of an 
amendment asking the government to 
endeavor to secure a minimum wage 
for men employed on the railway 
work of $2.50 per day and a maxi­
mum board of $5 per week. Mr. 
O’Brien, in support of his amendment, 
made a strong speech and was several 
times called to order by the Speaker 
when he referred to the Lieutenant 
Governor as “an old chap whose job 
would soon ne gone,’- and to the 
members of the Legisclature as “these 
fe.lows.” Mr. O’Brien covered up 
ingeniously when colled upon to with­
draw.

Attorney General Vindicated.
The feature of the afternoon was 

tiie complete vindication of the at­
torney general of the charge that was 
repeated aaginst him the previous 
evening by R. B. Bennett. The Cal­
cary member had stated that he had 
been informed that one M. W. Hop­
kins had approached the Automatic 
Telephone oCmpany, as agent of Hon. 
Mr. Cross, tell mg them that they 
would get the contract for Calgary 
phones at $93,000 if they contributed 
$12.000 to his campaign funds.

Imnjediately upon the busihess of 
the House being taken up yesterday 
afternoon, Hon, Mr. Cross rose to « 
question ol privilege.

Company or anyone representing 
them for a contribution to election 
funds, neither had be approached Mr. 
Cushing in connection with the same 
matter. The declaration, which was 
a lengthy one, fully covered every 
possible phase of the charge and to 
each gave emphatic and complete de­
nials.

Hon. Mr. Cross, in speakjng fur­
ther after reading the declaration, 
stated that the junior member for 
Calgary (Mr. Bennett) had either one 
of two courses open. Either he had 

lay a direct charge a garnet him 
(Mr. Cross) or he had to have an in­
formation sworn out against Mr. 
Hopkins for perjury. He quoted 
instances of the procedure in the Do­
minion House when charges were 
made by J. Israel Tarte and J. _F. 
Lister.

“Now, I want to say," continued 
Mr. Cross, “as I said last night, that 
if. the junior member for Calgary will 
make the statement outside the 
House I will at once bring a civil ac­
tion against him for slander or an ac­
tion for criminal defamation. And 
it is only because he is protected in 
his statement in the Legislature that 
action cannot be taken against him 
by me or any other member in similar 
circumstances.

“As I said before, he has only two 
courses. He can either make a for­
mal charge or he can sit silent in his 
seat. If he does the latter I brand 
him as a scandal monger and a 
coward and I say these words ad­
visedly.”

Bennett’s Reply.
R. B. Bennett, in reply, said he 

would like to have his remarks taken 
down verbatim. He would repeat 
what he had said the previous night 
as nearly as he remembered it, and if 
his statement wps not then correct he 
would make it so now. The attorney 
general, with specious argument, had 
endeavored to place a new construc­
tion on the whole question. ' He then 
repeated the story as he had heard it 
and concluded :

“I did not by word, thought, nor in­
sinuation say that the senior law-offi­
cer of the province was guilty of any 
improper conduct, and I iiave learned 
later that Hopkins has said that he 
had no authority for making the state­
ment that be did. It is Hopkins, the 
attorney general should be pursuing, 
not me. It is his duty to see that 
Hopkins explains his remarks to Mr. 
Cushing and John Wiley, who were 
both present. I did believe and I 
still believe that their statements are 
true.

“If the attorney - general wants to 
prosecute me I will waive all privilege 
of this House and further I will sign 
the statements I have just uttered, 
so he can proceed against me for libel 
if he wishes." , , ..

Hon. Mt- Cross said he accepted the 
statement of the member for Calgary. 
He had made a denial and it was ac­
cepted. This would end the matter 
so far as he was concerned.

E. H. Riley said he would like to 
have a statement from Mr. Cushing, 
but the Speaker ruled him out of 
order and the whole matter was drop-

, Hon. Duncan Marshall in resuming 
the debate on the A. & G. W. railway 
contract said he did not wish to 
detain the House long as the members 
had fully inquired into the docu­
ments and had pretty generally made 
up their minds. The speaker of last 
evening had dealt, as he had said ' n 
his introductory remarks, large’y with

Clarke from Premier Rutherford, in 
conection with legislation for incor­
porating the A. & G- W. railway com­
pany. This action of the premier’s 
ws.similiar to that in every legisla­
ture in the Dominion.

Mfr. Bennett !had played on the 
word “promote” in the letter but, ht 
had slurred over, and only read once 
the words that “the bill 'woul* be 
submitted to the legislature for rati­
fication."

The junior member for Calgary had 
spoken of not being able to find let­
ters on the files signed by C. W. Cross. 
As a matter o ffact ninety out of every 
hundred letters sent out of every 
department were signed by the deputy 
ministers. He appealed to the ex- 
minister of public Works if it was not 
true that ninety per cent, of the let­
ters from his department were signed 
by his late deputy* John 6locks.

Was C.P.R. Solicitor.
The junior member for Calgary had 

made quite a lot of talk about Mr. 
Minty of Tupper, Galt & Minty, Win­
nipeg. He (Mr. Marshall) did not 
know why the last speaker should be 
suspicious of Mr. Minty, except from 
the fact that he was a C.P.R. land 
solicitor.

Mr. Bennett: “He is not a C.P.R. 
solicitor. It is Mr. Tupper who is the 
C.P.R. land solicitor.”

Hon. Mr. Marshall; “Well Mr. 
speaker, I bought a quarter sectiqn 
of land from the C.P.R. some time 
ago and the letter was signed Tupper, 
Galt & Minty.”

Mr. Bennett: “That was the case 
but is not so now.1

Mr. Marshall : “Well it amounts to 
the same thing.

The minister of agriculture in con­
tinuing, stated that the premier in 
accepting Mr. Woolf’s resolution ac­
cepted its conditions. The company 
were proving, in allowing $1,000,000 
to lie in the bank, that they could 
get their own capital to build up the 
railway.

The Sale of the Bonds.
Hr. Bennett had made much of the 

«■tie of the A. & G. W. bonds and had 
quoted notices in the newspapers. He 
d d not believe that Morgan and com 
piny sold the bonds for 110 as adver­
ts sed, and if they were taken up at 
that price the firm themselves took 
them up to protect the market. Mr 
Marshall qdoted' the Monetary Times 
which, said that the bonds, issued as 
they were, were 4 1-2 par cent bonds 
He quoted bonds of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific and Canadian Northern to 
show that the A. & G. W. sale coni 
pared very favorably. The govern­
ment got dollar for dollar for the 
bonds guaranteed for the A. & G. W 
and they did not get dollar for dollar 
for other railways whose bonds they 
guaranteed. It had- been, said that 
city bonds sold for more than railway 
bonds, but that was not unusual

The trekk to Grande Prairie has open­

ed. Yesterday a large contingent of 
farmers left on the long journey for the 
Canan of Alberta. The majority of these 
were settlers who went in last year, but 
many were new people. The most inter­
esting party was th«,t which is known in 
the north country as “The Bull Outfit.”

These were members of» 1 he party of 
well-to-do Ontario farmers who went 
north last summer. They had 33 head of 
oxen and one horse. They left. Edmonton 
in the first part of May arriving at 
Beaver Lodge, Grande Prairie, on July 
12. En route they encountered all the 
varieties of weather which mark the 
opening of spring in the west. They left 
this city too late to reach Lesser Slave 
Lake settlement by way of the lake, and 
too early to be favored with passable 
roads. At Athabasca Landing they stor­
ed a large portion of their implements, 
and proceeded- light. They made an ar­
rangement with the Northern Transpor­
tation Company to cut 100 cords of wood 
for use of th<$ steamer Northern Light 
on the LqpseriSlave River, and another 
too cords at lh*jjvest e«ji of jhp lake 1er 
use of the same steamer, in return for 
which the transportation company un­
dertook to carry the settlers’ implements 
from the Landing to the west end of 
the lake.

The experiences of this party from the 
basis for a story of intense interest, de­
monstrating the persistence and courage 
of a party of decidedly superior people 
which included a number of women and 
children, who were not diecouragd by the 
difficulties which they encountered, and 
who are now unceasing in their praise 
of the country in which they will be 
known, in history as the pioneers.

Others who are out­
fitting, who will leave in a few days for 
Grande Prairie are Fred C. Dalphin, 
and his brother-in-law, W. M. Rise- 
borough, of East Toronto, Wm. Dalphin 

The first party which left yesterday 
took with them six new teams of oxen 
Their loads of supplies and implements 
ran between thirty-five and fifty hnn 
dred weight. They will go to Athabasca 
f,andin", from there up the Athabasca 
river to (be Lesser Slave river, up this 
river to Lesser Slave Lake, across the 
lake to Grouard, then to Peace River 
Crossing, on to Dunvegan, which is 
miles up the Peace River from the Cross­
ing, and then south to Grand Prairie, a 
distance in all of over 506 miles.

They then, took the 
childish and petulant course of with 
drawing in a body from the room and 
declaring that they washed their 
hands of the whole task with which 
they were entrusted' by parliament.

No Objection- to Nesbitt.

SYMPATHETIC STRIKE NOW ON.

(CWtinaed on Pa$e Six.)

Anti-Unionists Say There Will Not be 
More Than 5,000 Idle.

Philadelphia, Pa., March 4—At 
o'clock tonight the condition of the gen 
eral strike of all lalor unionists in this 
city in sympathy with the car men, who 
have been out for two weeks, went into 
effect. Since there were , very few men 
on duty at that time of night, union < 
non-union, the number of those who 
threw up their jobs has not been told 
The Central Labor Union received at the 
midnight hour reports that one hundred 
thousand places would be vacant tomor­
row morning. The Philadelphia Rapid 
Transit Company and other anti-union 
iste predicted that there would not be 
more than 40,000 or 50,000 idle men on 
the streets.

This was pay day in many sections 
of the city, As men with money in their 
pockets assembled on the street corner 
and in the neighboring saloons, the first 
mutterings of what is feared will be 
certainly be a boycott against any trades­
men doing business with.the transit com 
pony or its strike breakers, and ther 
will be very probably be violence more 
than that of the early" days of last week

“Stand, for your rights,” the., labor 
leaders told their men, “but keep out of 
violence.”

The police order was “go to them with 
jour riot dubs unices they keep mov 
ing.”

There was no violence reported late 
tonight but it looked as though there 

I would be plenty in the morning.

Outside of Party.
“We have gone outside our own 

party,” he said, “and have suggested 
the very best man obtainable. He 
can açt of course in co-operation with 
members of the opposition in bring­
ing out any evidence that may be 
deemed desirable. I hope that there 
are some people at least who will 
give me the credit of believing that 
ive wish to act . squarely in this mat­
ter.’’

Since -then their whole efforts have 
apparently been to make party capi­
tal by fostering the impression that 
the inquiry would be a partisan and 
incomplete one.

Now that their last objection as to 
alleged desire to appoint a partisan 
counsel to conduct the enquiry has 
been met by the appointment of Mr.
Nesbitt, against whom no valid ob­
jection can be raised, the Opposition's 
tacticians for some occult reason have 
thought it good policy to make a great 
grand stand' play by backing out of 
the enquiry entirely.

Report Disagreement.
When the committee met this even­

ing, Mr. Samuel Barker, who with 
E. M. MacDonald was appointed last 
week with 6 view to agreeing on the 
name of some lawyer who wop Id be 
mutually satisfactory to both aides 
of the committee, announced that thev 
had failed to agree.

“I insisted” he said, "that the Op­
position members should nominate 
counsel without having to get the en- 
dorsation of the majority of the mem­
bers of the committee.” He moved this 
resolution : That it is the rjght and duty 
of the members of the Opposition to 
nominate counsel who will prosecute 
the enquiry in tlie public interests.

Mr. MacDonald declared that jn his 
conference with Mr. Barker he jmd 
taken the ground that the man to be 
appointed should be one of such high 
standing at the bar and of such high 
reputation throughout the Dominion 
so as to command general public con­
fidence. While he was not adverse 
to considering any names suggested by 
the Oposition he could not consent to 
the principle that any man selected 
by the minority should be accepted by 
the majority of the committee.

In accordance with a new Dominion
-gulation that will go into effect on 

the 19th of "March, the much-talked-of 
tar sands which have up to the pre­
sent been retained by the crown, will 
be opened for leasing. Their disposal 
will be much similar to the coal lands. 
Leases will be given for a tetm oi 21 
years, renew-aible for a further "period 
of the same time. No application will 
be received for more than 1,920 acres 
from any one person.

The lands applied for must be stak­
ed- by the applicant in person in ac­
cordance with the regulations. The 
application must be made in the of­
fice of the Dominion land agency at 
Edmonton ur the sub-agency at Atha­
basca Landing within thirty days of 
the staking.

The rate charged' for the lease is 
50 cents an acre per annum with no 
royalty/ until 1930. The amount oi the 
royalty after that, date 'has not yet 
been fixed.

This new order is expected to bring 
about the rapid development of these 
tar and asphnlutm deposits at the 
northern terminus of the Alberta and 
Great Waterways railway.

Lumber for Peace River.
A new regulation1 has jùst been is­

sued in connection with the portable 
saw mills. Permits in the district ly­
ing north of the north boundary of 
township 68, which runs at the lower 
end of Lesser Slave Lake. In the past 
the Conditions in connection with 
these permits were that the timber 
could be. used only on farm lands Iby 
actual settlers withiu 50 miles of the 
timber berth. This protected the ac­
tual licensed berth operators.of which, 
however, there are nonethe Peace
River district.

Lively Discussion Took Place in the 
Legislature Yesterday Afternoon 

on the Subject.

\ (Saturday’s Daily.)
After a week of excitement the 

Legislature relapsed yesterday after­
noon to real business and the biggest 
amount of work since the . opening, 
three, weeks ago, was put through 
between three and six d’clock. A 
large number of bills' were given 
their second readings, and upon 
several of them considerable discus­
sion took place. '

The most important pronouncement 
of the afternoon came from a number 
of the members who, in line with the 
views expressed in the miscellaneous 
and private bills committee, ' stated 
that they would oppose the incorpora­
tion of all clubs in the smaller towns 
where permission was given to sell 
liquor within the club rooms.

The quéstin was -brought up by 
George P. Smith, Camrose, who had 
spoken strdhgly upon thé matter m 
committee several weeks ago. It 
arose when the bill to incorporate 
the Staveley Club came up on motion 
of J. M. Glendenning, Nanton, for its 
second reading.

Mr. Smith Not in Favor.
Mr. Sfiiith, in speaking of the bill, 

said he was not in iavor of permitting 
the sale of liquor in clubs of small 
towns. He had taken this objection 
in committee, but was reported as op­
posing the sale of liquor in all clubs. 
His reference was to small places 
only, though it might perhaps have 
referred to all clubs. The main 
purpose of clubs in small towns was 
as a place of recreation for young 
men without homes and this was prac­
tically the only justification for such 
clubs in small towns. In his town 
of Camrose they had a Canadian, club 
and he did not see why all these 
clubs might not be Canadian elute. 
No liquor was sold in Camrose Cana­
dian Club and if had improved the 
tone of the town more than anything 
else. It was unanimously supported 
by the people, ministers and laymen 
alike. The result was that the life 
of the town had1 been immensely im­
proved in the past few months. If a 
man wanted a drink let him go to the 
hotel, which is licensed to sell. The 
club should be the one place where 
young men could get away from 
liquor, which should be kept out of 
his sight. Even in the larger cities 
he did not think that liquor was 
necessary, but it depended largely 
upon the committee having the bar 
in charge. But even here there were 
times at which the scenes at these 
cities were a disgrace. Another ob­
jection was that the license depart­
ment had no control over those clubs 
and could not control or regulate 
them. Why should those clubs have 
special privileges over the ordinary 
classes. Now was the time to take a 
stand before clubs were opened all 
over the province and’ they got beyond 
control. He would strongly protest 
against the incorporation of any: 
club in a small town wh’ere the sale 
of liquor was allowed.

Condition of Hotels.
Mr. Smith also raised a protest also 

to the condition of many of the small­
er towns, where it was impossible to 
get away from the aggravating pre­
sence of drunken men. He did noi « 
think any further licenses should be. 
granted until special places were pro­
vided for people who did not care to 
mix with drunken men.

Premier Rutherford said he oould 
assure the member for Nanton that 
he did not rise to oppose the incor­
poration bill of the Stavely Club. He 
agreed with the sentiments of the 
member for Camrose. These club 
incorporation, acts would have a pro­
vision that their acts would be sub­
ject to any general act of the Legisla­
ture.

J. R. Boyle said he heartily con­
curred with most of the remarks of 
the member for Camrose. His views 
upon the question he thought were 
right. " Dealing' with the legal sidje of 
the question, he thought it would be 
better if bars, as they were at present, 
were abolished and refreshment rooms 
with tables substituted. He thought 
the bare bars without chairs, where 
the patron had to go up to : a bar 
like a trough, were the greatest reason 
for the incorporation of many clubs 
in the province. Unless the govern­
ment would change the license laws 
in regard to hotel bars they should 
grant the clubs privilege to sell liquor. 
He had a petition for incorporation 
of a club, the sole reason for the or­
ganization of which was the fact that 
the clubmen did not want to go to the 
hotel.

J. A. McDougall, Edmonton, said 
"he had a petition from residents of 
Gleichen, protesting against the grant­
ing of a license to the club there. 
He strongly endorsed the remarks of 
the member for Camrose.

Dr. Warnock, Pincher, said that if 
the sale of liquor was to be allowed to 
clubs they should be put under :the 
same rule as hotel licenses.

Department ' ~ ‘it.
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tion could sell liquor if they so.wish­
ed. Clubs werç regarded as indivi­
duals. ' There was no such thing as 
club licenses in Alberta,

C. M. O'Brien thought that in the 
small clubs the members should have 
Hie privilege of liquor if they so 
wished.

Act Respecting Witnesses.
Hon. C. W. Cross, in moving the 

second reading of a bill respecting 
witnesses and evidence, said the act 
was necessary, as there was no provi­
sion of- tbt kind in the. province at 
present. It followed1 practically the 
Ontario act of 1909. Section 16 was 
one of the most important and pro­
vided for what is known as the 
“Scotch oath,” whereby a witness 
might swear by raising his hand. This 
overcomes the objection of some peo­
ple, who contended that the practice 
of kissing the Bible was unsanitary.

L. M. Roberts said that he propos­
ed making an amendment with refer­
ence to Chinese oaths when, the bill 
was in committee. *

J. R, Boyle asked whether the bill 
before the House deviated from the 
Canada Evidence Act-

- To Amend Coal Miners Act.
C. M. O’Brjen, Rockey Mountain, 

in moving the second reading of the 
bill to amandçtiie Coal Mines Act said 
it was simply à measure to get more 
protection for those engaged in work 
ing in^th* minés.

Mtffch. at 
tention had .been given in Alberta tc 
agricultural--éducation and the timr 
had come when more attention would 
have .to be given to coal mining edn-
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thought that to get proper ventilation 
two shafts were necessary, but he 
pointed out to the member for Rocky 
Mountain that he waa asking consid­
erably more than was asked in the 
neighboring province of British Oot- 
umbia.

R. F. Telford, Leduc,. said he was 
not opposing the bill at the present 
time but thought it should rest till 
the rural municipalities were organiz­
ed and it were petitioned for.

W. F. Puffer and Dr. Warnock 
agreed with the principal of the bill 
and said they knew of a number of 
cases of accident to which the bill P 
enacted before would, have applied 
Had the disputes not been amicably 
settled they would have resulted in 
litigation.

Recognized an Old Friend.
J. R. Boyle said he was pleased 

when he saw the copy of this bill to 
recognize his. old friend (laughter.)

ROBLIN REFUSES TO 
PERMIT INVESTIGATION

SIXTY MINERS BLOWN 
TO ATOMS IN ALASKA

Opposition In Manitoba Legislature 
Moves for Investigation In Connec­
tion with Roblln’s Relation to Sand 
Pit Railway Company Whose Bends 
Were Guaranteed. —Five Divieions 
in One Day.

Explosion of Powder Magazine in 
Treadwell Mine* at Juneau, Hurls 
Into Eternity Miners Working in 
the 1,000 Foot Level—Indfscrih- 
able Scene*.

Juneau, Alaska, March 3—.Sixty 
miners were blown into fragments 
and one hundred others were badly 
injured by the explosion of a powder 
magazine in the Mexican shaft of the 
Treadwell mines shortly after noon 
today. The explosion occurred in the 
1,100 foot level and the miners, caught 
like rats in a trap, had no chance 
to escape.

The bodies of the dead were blown 
to an' unrecognizable mass of human 
fksh. The scene when a rescuing 
party descended to the level was in­
describable. The bodies were lying 
around piled on the top of each other 
and the groans and screams of the in­
jured were heart-rending. It is be­
lieved that many of the injured will 
succumb to their injuries.

The cause of the accident is not 
known at this time. It is believed, 
however, that the explosion is the re­
sult of a miner’s lamp breaking in the 
powder magazine. Not a man in the 
portion of the mine where the explo­
sion occurred escaped injury.

The families of the miners have 
gathered about the entrance to the 
shaft and as the bodies are carried 
from the death trap, there is a wild 
rush to get near in order to make an 
effort at identification of the bodies, 
which is almost impossible, as the 
bodies are so badly mangled'. The 
nearest settlement is Doùglas City, a 
mile away.

Many of the miners have homes at 
that place and' efforts are being janade 
to take care of the wounded who could 
not be taken to the company’s hos­
pital.

Winnipeg, March 3—There waa a 
strenuous session of the Mahitoba house 
today and it was nearly midnight before 
it adjourned. There were no less than 
five divisions. It opened witji the reso­
lution of the opposition demanding an 
investigation of the alleged connection 
of Premier Roblin with a sand pit com­
pany, .the bonds of a railroad line 
which the government guaranteed.

It was disclosed by the witnesses, 
who told that the biggest hotels and 
restaurants in the Loop and ev.en 
hospitals were users of the rancid 
stuff, often condemned by United 
States food inspectors as “unfit for 
human food,” but sold ' by the con­
spirators in spite of the fact.

There was 
no apparent desire of members of the 
government to inform him of what 
was being done in conection with the 
contract. Only on three occasions as 
far as he remembered were there any 
discussions on 
Waterways railway, at meetings vf 
the cabinet at which he was present. 
One meeting was at Calgary during 
the exhibition, and the others in Ed­
monton during September and 
October.

The Much Talked of Meeting.
The premier had said he was not 

present at the meeting in Edmonton 
on October 7th. It was true, a few 
days ago, on the morning that he 
sent in his resignation the premier 
had asked him for a private inter­
view. Shortly after he met the pre­
mier in his office, two other members 
of the cabinet walked in an<i there 
was a heated discussion. The reason 
he had said he was not present at 
the meeting on October 7th was be­
cause he had never before seen the 
agreement then presented, which it 
was said had been adopted op that 
date. At any meeting which he at­
tended there had never been any dis­
cussion to the effect that the Alberta 
and Great Waterways railway should 
be of the standard of the Crow’s Nee, 
PssB- railway.

He admitted having made the state- 
premier that as long as

support him whether he was right or 
wrong.

He referred at 
some length to the letter, written by the 
Premier to W. R. Clarke on Nov. 1th, 
1906, before the last session of the 1 ast 
legislature in which the Premier prom­
ised to promote legislation on behalf of 
this railway company. Had the public 
known of thie letter before last election 
the Premier would not have a corporal’s 
guard. He believed that there were en­
ough members in the House who knew 
this transaction was not a good one if 
they were prepared to vote in accordance 
with their conscience to defeat thie 
whitewash resolution now before the 
House.

The Division.
Then came the division. The mem­

bers were all called in by the sergeant- 
at-arme and the yeas and nays called. 
The enumeration by the clerk of tl^ 
House showed that there were 23 in favor 
of Mr. Woolf’s amendment to adopt the 
additional guarantees set out in Presi­
dent Clarke’s letter and 15 opposed. The 
vote was received with great applause by 
both government and opposition.

ROCKEFELLER «IL 
LAVISH HIS MILLIONS

John D., Senior, Credited With Phil­
anthropic Scheme, Stupendous in 
its Scope—Bill to be Introduced 
Today in the Senate to Incorpor­
ate “Rockefeller Foundation.’’

. Washington, D. C., Mai. 2.—A world 
wide scheme of philanthropie—stu­
pendous in its scope—in which the 
Rockfeller millions are t<? be lavished, 
“for the betterment of mankind,” is 
forcasted1 in the bill introduced tod ay 
in the senate by Mr. Gallinger, of 
New Hampshire, providing for tile 
incorporation of the “Rockfedler Foun­
dation.” Details as to the exact plans 
of Mr.- Rockfeller are lacking here. 
Aside from the dry phraseology itself 
all that is known of the plan is gained 
from the statements made by Mr. 
Gallinger after he had presented the 
bill. “I am not authorized,”, said he, 
“to speak for Mr. Rickefell'er, but 
there is no doubt that he proposes to 
spend his millions. He has already 
spent $52,000,000 through the general 
education board. I have no doubt 
that Mr. Rockefeller intends to give 
away his money on a scale greater 
than any other living man. I am not 
acquainted with all of the details 
of Mr. Rockefeller’s plans.

Senator Gallinger introduced the 
bill at the request of "some friends >f 
Mr. Rockefeller." He would not say 
who they were. The bill was handed 
to the senator because he is chairman 
of the senate -committee on district of 
■Columbia, where the headquarters of 
the foundation are to be, just as all 
the big philanthropic foundations 
have their homes here.

"To promote the well being, and ii 
advance the civilization of the‘people 
of the United States, its territories 
and its possessions and of foreign 
lands,” is a striking purpose of the 
foundation which is outlined in the 
bill.

The are reasons for believing that 
the 'bill was prepared by Mr. Rocke­
feller himself. It is not in the form 
usually adopted by legislators in 
drawing a measure.

Ottawa, Ont., March 3.—With the 
olive branch of peace held out on I 
both sides, the representatives of the 
American tariff board, Messrs. Emery, 
and Pepper, with the United States' 
Consul General, J. G. Foster, Sir Wil­
frid Laurier, Hon. W. 8. Fielding and 
other members of the. Canadian 
government, broached the tar® is­
sue between the two countries in a 
preliminary way over a good dinner 
at the -Rideau Club tnight, with an 
expression on both, sides of friendli­
ness and a desire to avoid any tariff 
war. The two negotiating parties 
have started off well towards a mutu­
ally desired goal of commercial peace 
with honor. On arrival at Ottawa 
at noon today, Professor Emery said:

“We come in a spirit of investiga­
tion, It is a pleasure for us to visit 
you, and we hope as a result of our 
visit the good business relations 
which exist between our country and 
yours- will continue."

With Consul General Foster, who 
will act as official chairman of the 
investigating American tariff com- 
misson, the American representatives 
called on Sir Wilfrid Laurier for a 
few minutes this aftemon and were 
cordially welcomed to the Canadian 
capital.

Entertainment for Visitors.
Tonight Oofisul General Foster was 

the host at dinne* at the Rideau 
Club. Tomorrow night the visitors 
will be guests at a dinner given in 
their honor at Government House by 
Earl Grey, and Saturday night they 
will be guests of Hon. Mr. Fielding. 
Tomorrow and on Saturday and Mon­
day various aspects of the tariff ques­
tion will be talked over with the 
prime minister, minister of finance, 
Hon. W. S. Fielding, and minister 
of trade and commerce, Sir Richard 
Cartwright. No definite proposals 
have as yet been suggested as a basis 
of negotiation. On the part of the 
Canadian government no suggestion 
has bo far been offered as to any­
thing that Canada might do in order 
to prevent the application of the 
American maximum tariff against 
this country.

A story of the surprising agricul­
tural pessibilitiesuof. the Peace River 
valley, 700 miles* north of Edmonton, 
is told by Robert iJones, superintend­
ent of the experimental farm at Fort 
Vermilion who is in Edmonton on a 
trip for supplice. And to prove what 
he says of the fertility of the north 
country from which he comee, he 
brings ♦ith hinq as gifts to the Ed­
monton board of trade, samples of 
grains and vegetables grown on the 
five -acre farm at. the ..outpost of civi­
lization that would do credit to any 
market garden or farm in the centrai 
or southern portion of the province. 
The farm of which Mr. Jones ie now 
the superintendent was established 
for the Dominion- government three 
years- &go.f by.- Fred 6. Lawrence 
-F.RsG.S. -----

Mr. Jones took charge of it two 
years- ago. It lies in the river flats 
at Fort Vermilion, a plot of five acres, 
and for its area one of the most pro­
ductive pieces of ground in all 
Canada. Hatf a ' dozen varieties of- 
wheat were' grown on it last year; 
Preston, Ladago, Red Fife, Bishop, 

a Early Reager, all spring wheat. The 
Bishop thrived the best, growing 23 
and cauliflowers grew in this Peace 
ties were only slightly under that 
mark. Garden vegetables : tomatoes 
ripened on the vine; potatoes, turnips, 
mangles, sugar beets and carrots grew 
in field crops. Radishes, lettuce, 
onions, celery, asparagus, parsnips 
and cauliflowers grew in this ePace 
River Eden.
