His 
charming habit of flying straight from 
the consumptive or typhoid patient 
to- the baby’s bedside, or the cream 
jug on your dining table, and wiping 
ofl all the filth and germs he has 
gathered in the first spot in the sec­
ond, is made pleasingly graphic.

You think all this description need­
lessly disgusting, no doubt. The cir­
cular has provided for that-State of 
mind, for besides the picture is print­
ed:

Why not make up your mind here 

and now that there shall be fewer 
flies in your house than ever before, 
and that those who do escape your 
vigilance shall have less chance to 
contaminate you?

How can you accomplish this?
Weil, here are a few suggestions :
Look after the garbage pan daily. 

See that it is carefully sprinkled with 
lime or kerosene oil and effectually 
covered. x

Never leave any garbage in your 
sink can one moment longer than 
necessary.

See that any manure box near your 
home is made fly-tight., qud frequent­
ly emptied and sprinkled with lime 
and sand.

Keep flies from the sick, especially 
those with contagious diseases. If 
necessary, cover them with mosquito 
netting, as you do a baby.

Of . course, have your home 
thoroughly screened.

Do not leave the food in pantry or 
icebox, or even on the table, uncov­
ered one minute longer than neces­
sary. Â single fly speck may contain 
3,000 germs.

Devote a few minutes daily to a 
personal battle with those ’ flies who 
have gotten in despite all your pre­
cautions.

“All this fuss over such a little 
thing as a fly Is absurd," I know some 
one Is saying.

Bqt some night when' you watch 
helpless and agonized above the sick 
bed of your , baby, perhaps you won’t 
call that which may have caused the 
illness a little thing.

That the Kaiser is a wap of great 
weplth. is supported by a eumt^r of 
other facts unearthed by. the oppon­
ents of the bill.

Great Ocean Highways
TfiE HUDSON BAY ROUTE.

Manitoba and the great Canadian 
North West having been so wonder­
fully developed during the past few 
years, and her population increasing 
by leaps and bounds, laterly at tee 
rate of 260,000 new qetilers each sea­
son, naturally the question of the 
shorter route for the transportation 
of her grain and live stock to the 
ocean has become the all important 
question of the day. The route that 
is most favoured is via Hudson’s Bay, 
either from Fort Churchill or Nelson 
River. The former seems to be the 
most favoured. It Is 970 miles short­
er than the ordinary route of to-day 
via Montreal. For the transport of 
live stock this saving of distance Is 
of immense importance. It is well 
known that the first three days In the 
train do not in any way injure the 
animals. It is the long haul of a 
week or fen days cooped up 
that makes them deteriorate. The 
Hudson Bay route with its two or 
three days journey is an ideal route 
for cattle. As regards savings tfie 
difference in the cost of transport via 
Churchill on 82,000 head of cattle 
would amount to $600,000 a year. 
Grain can only, of course, be shipped 
after the harvest, but cattle can be 
forwarded all through the open sea­
son from July to October. This cal­
culation was made several years ago 
by a freight traffic manager; tfye 
number of cattle for transport are 
now more fhffn doubled. A route that 
saves nearly a thousand miles of haul­
age must sooner or later come to 
the front After many years of de­
lay the line Is now built to Le Pas,end 
there is only 474 miles from there 
to Churchill—it is this year actually 
under construction. This Hudson 
Bay route has been tremendously op­
posed. The great Railway Corpora­
tions and all the power of Canada 
and the Lower Provinces have been 
up in arms against the project, na­
turally there has been delay in its 
completion, but the power of the 
North West and the urgent demand of 
Its population for the new line was 
too strong, too unanimous, to be re­
sisted forever, and now the new rail­
way Is actually being built. All its 
enemies declared that it was a wild, 
absurd project, absolutely impractic­
al. Hudson Straits would be block- 
ed with ice, and the only period dur­
ing which it could possibly be .navi­
gated would be a month or six weeks, 
far too short a time for the slipping of 
the grain in any quantity. This same 
ice bogy is not unknown to us here. 
Until W. p. Reid took charge of the 
route between Sydney, C.B„ and 
Port aux Basques every one declared 
that Sydney was closed up by ice 
after December, and no vessel could 
possibly make the passage during the 
winter. W. D. Reid declared that he 
would run the S. S. Bruce to Sydney 
all winter three times a week, and 
under the able command of Captain 
Delaney this has been accomplished 
for the past thirteen years without a 
single failure. Experts declare that 
there are no obstacles in the way of 
ships from July to October, whilst 
careful observation has shown that 
the Straits are open until the very 
end of the year, and some seasons all 
through the winter. What is wanted 
for the initiation of a great project 
like this Hudson Bay route are New­
foundland skippers and Newfound­
land sealing steamers to lead the way 
and show the Canadians how the 
thing can be done. There should also 
be a strong, powerful ice-breaker like 
the one now in use every spring on 
the Lower St. Lawrence. Another 
plan is to double track the line. It 
is calculated that 20,000,000 bushels of 
grain can be easily handled during the 
two months after harvest and there 
would be a saving on freight of lir 
000,000 a year. The distance between 
Churchill and Liverpool la 2,946 miles 
and from Montreal via Cape Race, 
3 Ô37. From Nevt York, 3,097.- The 
new route serves alike all the three 
Prairie Provinces. The average sav­
ing in the railway haulage 18 »
miles The territory opened up by 
the new line is very picturesque, end­
less chains of beautiful lakes and 
rivers teeming with splendid fish, 
large and small game are also 
abundant In time this new region 
will be the playgrounds ofRAmericg.

“X [ ] do solemnly and sin­
cerely in the presence of God profess, 
testify and declare, that I do believe 
that "in the Sacrament of the Lord's 
Supper there is not any Transsubstan­
tiation of the Elements of Bread and 
Wine into the Body and Blood of 
Christ at or after the Consecration 
thereof by any person whatsoever; 
(2) and that the Invocation or Ador­
ation of the Virgin Mary or any other 
Saint, and the Sacrifice of the Mass, 
as they are now used in the Church 
of Rome are superstitious and idol­
atrous. (3) And I do solemnly in the 
presence of God profess, testify and 
declare, that I do not make this De­
claration and every part thereof, in 
the plain and ordinary sense of the 
words read unto me, as they are com­
monly understood by English Pro­
testants, without any Evasion, Equiv­
ocation or mental Reservation, what­
soever, and without any Dispensa­

tion afready granted me for this pur­
pose by the Pope, or any other Au­
thority or Person whatsoever, or with­
out any Hope of any such Dispensa­
tion from any Person or Authority 
whatsoever, or without thinking I am 
or can be acquitted before God or 
Man, or absolved of this Declaration 
or any party thereof, although the 
Pope or any other Person or Persons, 
or Power whatsoever, should dispense 
with or annul the same, and declare 
that it was null and void from the 
beginning."

Diphtheria at
General Hospital.

Two cases of diphtheria developed 
yesterday at the General Hospital and 
the patients, a man and woman, were 
removed to the fever hospital after 
which the other institution was fu­
migated and disinfected. This dan­
gerous disease seems to be clinging 
to the General Hospital, and people 
who have friends there cannot but 
be uneasy about them. Should the 
disease gain a permanent foothold 
there where so many are already ill, 
the consequences would be disas­
trous, especially now that Dr. Kee­
gan has gone abroad on a holiday.

State Cable News.
Under date London, July 1st, we 

received to-day a brief account of 
the Declaration Bill. An ampler mes­
sage under date London, June 28th, 
appeared in the Halifax papers. The 
debate took place last Wednesday.
