Surveyors to 
Start for Site of 
New Outlet.
Steamer Beothie Will Sail From SL

John’s Shortly and Will Hare Xu ro­
ller of Engineers on Board to In­
spect New Site.
A party of engineers, numbering 

twenty-five, will leave shortly for the 
Hudson Bay for the purpose of looking 
over the proposed terminals at Nelson, 
for the railway that is being construct­
ed either to that port or Fort Church­
ill, as the official decision has’not yet 
been given out by the department at 
Ottawa. The party will sail from 
Montreal on July 2nd on board the S.S. 
Beothie, which is to make the initial 
trip to the bay, of the Hudson Bay 
Steamship Company, which is under­
stood to be a part of the syndicate or 
company organized to building rail- 
vay from Montreal to Nottawa, on the 
Tames Bay. The ship is 1,400 tons, 
sails fourteen knots an hour, and is 
expected to make Churchill the tenth 
day out from Montreal. Nelson, the 
twelfth and will most likely arrive at 
the mouth of the Nottawa in fourteen 
days from Montreal. The promoters 
of the James Bay Railway are also 
sending by the same steamers, which 
will make, if possible, monthly trips 
to the Bay from the St. Lawrence, a 
number of engineers, who are to majte 
a permanent survey to the several 
ports around the Nottawa region, with 
a view to ascertain the best site for 
the terminals of the Montreal and 
iames Bay system, which is announc- 
a to be started at both ends, viz., 
it the Transcontinental crossing and 
it the northern terminus, early next

/ork will have been accomplished by 
’re end of the present season to en­
able work to gb ahead rapidly next

Dr. F. W. Forbes Ross makes the 
innouncement in the Lancet, and from 
the fact that it receives publicity in 
hat conservative publication, the 

'daim of Dr. Ross may be considered 
to have received orthodox” approval. 
Moreover, Dr. Forbes has met the 
official requirements by giving his dis­
covery to the public.

At the operation the patient is put 
under a general anaesthetic in the or­
dinary way, and the five to ten cubic 
centimetres of A 1 per cent solution 
of quinine and urea-hydrocholoride 
are distributed over the nerve supply 
of the part concerned. The effect of 
such injection is to produce a total 
loss of the sensation of pain. Popu­
larly speaking the affected part is put 
to sleep.

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What a Contrast!
The Government press seems chary 

of giving any information either about 
the tug Goliath chartered by the Gov­
ernment to take the place of the Fiona, 
which has been found unsuitable and 
lhe S. S. Baliene sent off on her work. 
We have already pointed out the reck­
less disregard of our fishery interests 
in taking the S.S. Fiona off the service 
at a time no suitable steamer was 
on the ground to prevent bait being 
run to St. Pierre and foreign bank­
ers. The action of the Government 
under Acting Premier Morison is in 
marked contrast to that of Premier 
Bond under circumstances much Jess 
grave than those of to-day.

In the summer of 1908, the Governor 
Sir William MacGregor requisitioned 
the S. S. Fiona for the period he would 
be away from the city during his visit 
to Labrador. The Premier. Sir Robert 
Bond, informed His Excellency that 
the Government could not spare the

Fiona from the bait and revenue pro­
tection service for that period, but that 
if His Excellency insisted on having a 
steamer placed at his disposal, the 

.Government would endeavour to hire 
one for his trip. Sir Robert took the 
stand that the bait and revenue pro­
tection had the first call on the ser­
vices of the S. S. Fiona.

The Fiona, however, was placed at 
the service of the Governor for a few 
days, taking him down to the I Labra­
dor. It will be observed that this was 
at a time long after the run of the 
caplin school, and therefore at a time 
not so important as when the caplin 
are running, nor under circumstances 
of such severe competition in the 
foreign fishery market as the abnorm­
ally large catch of cod., in Norway 
forebodes for our catch this year.

The evidence that the Government 
restricted Governor MacGregor is to 
bo found in the report of Governor 
MacGregor tabled in the House of As­
sembly in 1909. Here it is: —

“I left St. John’s on July 23rd. 1908. 
in the Government steamer Fiona, 
with the intention of visiting officially 
the Coast of Labrador under the juris­
diction of this Colony.”

"We remained at Rigolette till July 
30th. because transport beyond that 
point could not be had sooner, as the 
Government vessel Fiona could not be 
put at my disposal any longer.”

The last opportunity of hearing the 
Rev. C. Hackett prior to his departure 
for Canada, will be on Sunday morn­
ing at the Congregational Church.

The shipwrecked crew of the Nor­
wegian ship Thatalla. which went 
ashore on an island near Pleasure 
Harbor, particulars of which already 
appeared in the Telegram, arrived by 
the S. S. Prospero last midnight. The 
Thatalla was in ballast and on her 
way to Point Leamington for a load of 
lumber. The seamen are unable to 
speak English, but our reporter ascer­
tained that the ship after reaching 
Battle Harbor and taking on board a 
pilot to take her to her destination 
got caught in drift ice and was oblig­
ed to lay under Long Harbor Island 
during which a heavy tide swept the 
vessel on the rocks. The crew amnag- 
ed to escape in the life boats. The 
Thatalla carried a crew of twenty one 
men all told. The captain and mate 
stayed behind at Battle Harbor where 
they are selling the deck, masts and 
other gear, which were taken out of 
the ship, in the interests of the under­
writers. When the Prospero was at 
Battle Harbor it was learned that the 
hull of the vessel was submerged. 
Vice-Consul Cook is now looking after 
the men and will have them sent home 
the first opportunity.

Narrow Escape.
The schr. Nellie M., Capt. Taylor, ar­

rived to Monroe & Co. last night after 
a run of 21 days from Barbados, mo­
lasses laden. She had stormy ‘shuf­
fling’ weather all through the run up. 
The ship left here on the 26th Feb., 
and an hour afterwards met the ice (a 
heavy jam) off Cape Spear. She was 
forced into it by the wind and was 
taken up along the Southern Shore 
with the floe and went shorewards 
with it at Cape Ballard, and after her 
fourth day out she dragged In wthin a 
gun shot of the rocks; a big swell 
ran and the captain and crew con­
cluding the vessel's doom was sealed 
gpt their clothes bags and effects on 
deck to leafe her and walk ashore on 
the floe when the wind veered to W. 
N. W. and swept the ice off the coast 
carrying the vessel with it out over 
the Banks. She had a close call and 
had very stormy weather afterwards, 
going down in 37 dâys to Pernambuco.

It is roughly estimated 
that there will be a need of a fund at 
least fifty per cent, greater than the 
$18,000 which was {ound necessary in 
the Greenland disaster. This is reck­
oned on the basià of allowances on the 
same scale as was given in the Green­
land case to fifty per pent, more wo­
men and children than were aided 
after that disaster. It should, how­
ever, be remembered that a dollar 
will not go as far to-day towards 
bringing up a family as in 1898, and 
the scale arranged should not be less 
than was arranged at -that time. The 
Committee were fortunate in securing 
thel services of Mr. Joseph Outerbridge 
for the Executive Committee as he has 
some fourteen years experience as 
Treasurer of the Greenland Fund. 
Hon. J. A. Robinson also was associat­
ed with the administration of that 
fund, and hie experience will be of 
value to the Executive elected yester­
day.

As some 73 persbns lost their lives 
in the ships already mentioned-, as 
against the 48 in *the Greenland, it 
will be realized that the Executive has 
a big task before, them. But their 
labours will be lightened by the cer­
tain hope of a prompt and liberal re­
sponse to the appeal from all parts 
of the Island. The example of Eng­
land in the case of the Titanic appeal 
will help to stimulate the well known 
liberality of the seafaring people who 

iround these coasts.

Perfect Boy
Condemned.

James L. Hughes, chief Inspector 
of the Board of Education of Toronto, 
is a champion of the plain, everyday 
little boy who may, or may not. be 
known as a neighbourhood" nuisance, 
but who. at any rate, does not make 
any prtense of winning school prizes 
for good conduct or correct prizes.

"It is usually the deadest fellows 
who get the best marks.” says Dr- 
Hughes. "The one who sat still and 
never did any harm got all the prizes. 
He was the model child, according 
to the stories. The one who had 
vigor, originality, and executive abil­
ity used to be looked upon in horror.

“Lots of times we say boys don’t 
like to work, when, in reality, they 
don’t like' the kind of work we pick 
out for them to do. I would think 
any boy a piece of putty if he stood 
around to see what I had for him to 
do next. You’ve got to let the boy 
pick out his ’work. He’s got to have 
some responsibility.

"One of the greatest modern ten­
dencies is to develop power. We have 
established parks and playgrounds to 
keep up tthe physical power of child­
ren. We have medical officers in the 
school to keep them healthy. We 
have open air schools for the sub­
normal./ We are beginning to realize 
that book knowledge is not the chief 
function of our schools.

“That boys naturally take the right 
view of things is saown by their rev­
erence for law. They may dispute 
whether or not a runner reached first 
base before the baii, but if it is a 
matter of rules, and some one has the 
latest rule book, they will follow un­
falteringly what that rule book calls 
for.”

Dr. Hughes thinks no child should 
be tatight to read until 9 years old.
