Yes I made a $30.00 contract with
Nicholas Clarke for work on the road
and well. . The whole thing was on
private property, but the well was to
be thrown open to the public and con-
sidered as public property.

1 cannot recollect. giving an order
for the employvment of Willis J. Cole.
If he swears it is so, very likely I did.
I had so many applications I cannot
recall them.,

Yes, in November, 1913, I sent a
man called John Pye to the Chairman,
who was then home, recommending
his employment at the building of a
bridge. I also recommended pay-
ment, but this payment, to the best
of my knowledge, was not asked for
until some considerable time after-
wards. I can’t say when  exactly.
This was a public -bridge.

Yes, I authorized Geo. Edward
White to_clear what is known as the
Double- Brook in the winter of 1918.
Either George Edward or his father
came to see about it. I -am not sure
whether they came to me ‘after the
work was done. ' If ‘they did,: I”would
telephone the Chairman, if 'he were
home, or if not, to Mr. Powell to pay
them if the work was done.

In all the orders given for, work to
the individuals indicated> or any
others concerned in this enquiry, the
work was done on public property. I
must qualify this statement. Lot of
these roads connect the main Teads
with the houses of these people; but
they are to all intents and purposes
public roads in that they are not
fenced. In no case have I ever given
an order with the understanding or
even the possibility that the work to
be done on private property solely as
private property.

Without a specific case being given,
I am unable to say if I ever gave an
order for-the payment of an individu-
al connected in any way with the
present enquiry, for work done with-
out official authority by that indi-
vidual. I do not know of any at the
present time. In the case of these
orders, as far-as I know, the work
for them had never been touched
when the applicants came to me.
As to the “modus operandi” of get-
ting Special Grants for the Victoria
Village Road Board. The special
Grant is ‘more or less subject to the
Member’s recommendation.

Yes, I obtained from the Public
Works Department in 1913, $§150.00
for the construction of a well at the
Neck and roads in Victoria Village. I
am mot sure whether I applied for
this allocation before the work was
done or after. The chances are that
I did not apply for the money until
after the work was done, I would not
like to say definitely as I cannot re-
collect. I authorised the construc-
tion of this well. I understand I have
no legal right to authorize such pub-
lic expenditures. I have followed the
custom of the country in this re-

spect.

Lloyd) rose and at the outset asked
why the Customs returns for Ilast
year were not available to members
and di!l it was unfortunate that the
usunal nractice in this respect was de-
parted lrnm Dealing with the Re-
solutions before the House he said

they were only of a trifling nature in
so far as the raising of extra revenue

was concerned. They did not affect
Ways and Means and therefore did not
call for much comment. He then
gave g concise but vigorous and ef-
fective criticism of the Budget
Speech. He said that the statement
of the Minister of Finance in the
Budget was that at the end of the last

fiscal year we were not in a fortunate
position, but that to-day there was no

tunity of raising more increased rev-
enues during the forthcoming years
on imported goods. It was a notroi-
ous fact, he said, that in the early part
of the war that the stock in trade of
the busiress of the country was very
largely exhausted and so far.as pos-
sible they have had to be re-stocked

during the present year. Therefore
the Minister has had the ad-
vantage in meeting expenditure,
Re-stockii said Mr. Lloyd,
has be:=n favorable to the
Exchequer, but very unfavourable to

the pockets of the consumers, particu-
larly as regards fabrics. Owing to the
large increase on the invoice cost: of
goods, due to the taxation of ad val-
orem duty, the consumer has to pay
twice. as much as ordinarily to the
manufaccure. In consequence, the

i revenue has benefitted during the past

cause for general rejoicing. and con-
gratulation by the fact that the coun-
try is straight, prospects are better
than they- were and that we are in a
sound financial condition. . Although
last year when Ways and Means were
very large and the imposition of
taxation phenomenally high we were !
not in such a position. DBut it must be
remembered, said the leader of the

Opposition, that there had been extra-

ordinary taxation imposed at the last,
i holds

two sessions of the Legislature, after
the commencement of the war,
must alse be remembered that before
the war, in March 1914, the finances
of the country were so unhealthy that
it was found necessary for the Gov-
ernment, through the Finance Minis-
ter, to bring before the House large
proposals for rdising extra money.
That was largely due to the fact that
in the winter of 1913 (election
Budget proposals had been made
which took away the means of raising
revenue, to the extent of $380000 a
vear. .In the following year (1914) the
Minister of Finance made very strin
ent proposals in his Estimates for the
imposition of taxation to the extent of
$650,000 to meet the deficit in the fall-
ing off of the revenue created by the
placing of articles on the iree list dur-

ing election year. Mr. Lloyd then
pointed out that after the increased |
revenue was made law our finances
were in a flourishing condition, so

much so that the Minister took power
to himself and to the Governor-in-
Council to obtain for the Governor-
in-Council a means of lessening the
taxation should the coffers become
overflowed. But, unfortunately, again
the Minister was astray in his antici-
ons, as there was an extraordin-
ary dislocation of trade, the finances
and exchange of the commercial world
was at a standstill and Newfoundland

felt the effects badly and instead of
the Minister being able to take off
anything in the way of surtax, he had

to come to this House in September—

the War was on—and ask for more
means for raising extra money. At
the end of that year, June 30th last,
our financial condition was bad, the

expenditure exceeding the revenue by
three quarters of a- million dollars,
instead of a surplus as was antici-
pated. "Therefore, the surtax could
not be lessened because the Minister
of Finance found himself so far out.
That was mainly, though not entirely,
on account of war. The three great
increases in taxation are still at the
disposal of the Minister and with these
he has been finanzing the current year

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At the House.

IMPORTANT DEBATE ON THE
GOODISON - ISSUE— OPPOSITION
MOTION OF CENSURE VOTED
DOWN.

WEDNESDAY, April 26.

Petitions were presented by Mr.
Clift from the Newfoundland Brewery,
Lid., the Bennett Brewing Company,
Ltd., and the Lindberg Brewing Co.,
Ltd., asking for compensation for the
interference by Prohibition  legisla-
tion; also by Mr. Downey from Cod-
roy Valley asking:that it be made ob-
ligatory on the part of sportsmen to
employ. guides; by Mr. Stone from Ire-
land’'s Eye asking for telegraphic com-
munication, and by Mr. Currie for a
road and equipment of Fire Brigade
at Carbonear.

The report of the Patriotic Associa-
toin by His Excellency the Governor
was tabled by the Colonial Secretary.

The House was then mioved into
Committee of the whole to consider
the report of the enquiry made into
the irregularities reported by the
Auditor General in the handling of

1e public monies at Victoria Village

Y aiso to consider the findings
against Mr. J. R. Goodison, the mem-
ber for that District. The Speaker,
the member accused, then stated as an
explanation of his conduct that he had
nothing further to say beyond the
sworn statement he gave before the
Auditor General. He thought that
what he had done was within his
jurisdiction as a member and repeat-
ed what he said to the Auditor Gen-
eral that in what he had done he was
following out-a custom which he knew
prevailed in other districts as well as
kis own. 'The Speaker then retired
from the Chamber. Silence prevailed
for several minutes until the Premier
stood up and moved that the Commit-
tee rise, which was countered by a
resolution being moved of want of
confidence in the Speaker,

Mr. Lioyd, Leader of the Opposition,
rose and said he begged to move the
following Resolutions:—

‘Be it resolved that this House hav-
ing heard,. in, Committee the state-
ments of Mr. Goodison, the member
for Carbonear, regrets that the- Hon-
ourable member has expressed no re-

ret or contrition for conduct which
has been cendemned in a report on
the expenditure of public money in
Victoria \illage, in the District of
Carbonear; and be it resolved further
that the House and Committee can no
ionger hold him in that confidence
whieh the continuance of his tenure
of the office of Speaker should com-
mand.”

The Premier was opposed to the
Resolution and that there was noth-
ing before.the Housé to justify thems
aird he thought that the member for
Carbonear had done all was neces-
sary. From the evidence in the "‘Au-
ditor General’s report he (the Prem-
jer) was satisfied that nothing beyond
a ‘mere irregularity could be ascribed
to the member for Carbonear and that
what: he had done had been the cus-
tom for the last 50 years. He admit-
ted that it was contrary to law for a
member, to spend the road grant with-
out authority but "he knew of cases
where members went outside their
jurisdiction in their constituency. The
Premier was of the opinion that -
cause the member for Carbonedr was
not, a participant in any . financial
profits, directly or indirectly, that the
Committee ought mot to vote them-
sedves on record as to in any way
throwing a doubt on Mr. Goodison’s

" actions.

Mr. Clift considered the occurrence
as one of the most regrettable he
could remember during his associa-
tion with the Legislature. He was
surprised at the explanation given by
the Speaker in answer to the report
of the Auditor General in reference
to the Enquiry made by him concern-
ing expenditure of public monies in
the district of Carbonear. He was
more than astonished that the Speak-
er should repeat to the House what
he had stated in his evidence before
the Auditor General, namely, what he
had done was in accordance with the
custom of the country. » He (Mr. Clift)
had a seat in the House for 20 years
and had been otherwise identified with
the Legislature the last quarter of a
century and he could not recall a sin-
gle instance where it was ever shown
that such a ocustom existed, whereby
a member of the House on his own
initiative gave an order to a Chairman
of a Road Board authorizing him to
expend money upon public works. Mr.
Clift pointed out that whenever there
was occasion for a member to+obtain
money for public works that the only
way was to make application to a de-
partment for an allocation and the
persons authorized by that depart-
ment spent the money. He regretted
that the Speaker had not thought fit
to express to the House his regret, for
what he had admitted to have done.
If, said Mr. Clift, we admit that the
custom claimed by the Speaker is in
vogue, then we got to-admit also'that
we  have been transgressing the law
which we have solemnly made in the
House for the purpose of protecting
the public interests in the expendi-
tures of public monies. He was dis-
appointed that the Leader of the Gov-
ernment had not taken steps to lay
down definitely: what the law was on
the matter before the Chair and con-
demn the practice that the Speaker
designates the custom of the country. )
In conclusion Mr. Clift expressed the
hope that this so-called custom be
done away with for the benefit of the
Legislature and the country at large.

Mr. Cashin thought the whole af-
fair was a Sea in-a teapot.

He argued
that if the sealing law is violated, say
by the killing of seals on date pro-
hibited by law, the offender is brought

il to court and punished severely either

by heavy fine or by imprisonment. In
the present case he said the people
will be the Judge and they will ask
why the Government justified the con-
duct of the member for Carbonear,
who admits that he did break the law
but “forgot the law.” He criticized
the member for Fortune Bay who said
he had acted the same as Mr. Goodi-
son did 500 times. He showed that
the Government were adopting the
principle of making a right out of two
wrongs by shouldering the respon-
sibility and whitewashing a man who
had usurped the functions -and au-
thorities of the Public Works Depart-
ment in the spending of public monies
in the District of Carbonear. He as-
sured the Premier thal the people of
the north would not hold for such a
law and he recalled the treatment ac-
corded the man of “forgot-the-law"”
fame in 1913 because his conduct had
poisoned the-people of the north. He
added that the electorate would be
more severe in condemning at the next
election the Government for putting
their stamp of approval on the con-
duct of Mr. Goodison, the member for
Carbonear, admitted that he had
done wrong.

Mr. Higgins did not agree with Mr.
Coaker that the attitude of the Gov-
ernment was a process of whitewash-
ing. He did not see any reason in the
slightest way as to why the member
for Carbonear should come in with an
abject apology for what he had done,
as he believed that he could have been
put in the same position himself. Be-
sides the matter was of no import-
ance,

Mr. Lloyd pointed out that the mem-
ber for St. John's East has éndeavour-
ed to minimize the effect of the lack ot
any expression of contrition for the
conduct of the member for Carbonear.
He also wished to point out that the
matter was of grave importance, as it
was an offence agdinst the House. No
one, he said, asked for an abject apo-
ogy, but merely for a manly expres-
sion of regret due to the dignity of the
House when the honour of the House
had been outraged 'and to prevent
other members from following - his
footsteps. Othefvise the action of the

1 Committee was an invitation for other

members to go and do likewise and
to perpetuate the iniquity.

The Resolution was then put by the
Chairman of Committee and lost on a
strict party vote by 16 to 12. When
the House® ecame out of Committee a
negative’ report was given the Speak-

er.

The Leader of the Opposition (Mr.
Lloyd) thén rose and moved as an
amendment to be put on the records of
the 'House' the following Resolutions:
“Be it resolved that this House hav-
ing heard in Committee the state-
ments of Mr. Goodison, the member
for Carbonear, regrets that the Honor-
able member has expressed no re-
gret or contrition for conduct which
has been condemned in a report on

“Tthe expenditure of public money in

Victoria Village in the district of Car-
bonear; and

Be -it resolved further that the
House and Committee can no longer
hold him in that confidence which the
continuance of his tenure of the office
of Speaker should command.”

Mr. (lift seconded the amendment,
which on being put to the House was
lost on a party vote again by 16 to
12,

The Seiect Committee’s report on the
Municipal Bill was presented and
adopted.

A Bill to regulate the Censorship of
Moving Pictures was introduced and
read a first time.

Amendments to the Education and
Trawl Fishing Bills were concurred
in. .

The Bills respecting the operation
of saw mills, exempting timber on pri-
vate lands from pAying royalty was
read a second time as was also the
Bill relating to the Exportation . of
Timber. This latter 1ill provides
that timber be exported to England
and France until 6 months after peace
is proclaimed. Some brief discussion
took place between Mr. Cashin and
Mr. Coaker, the latter ‘again bringing
before the notice of the House that
practically all ‘the timber on the 3
mile limit was removed principally on
account of the Government allowing
contractors to cut there, even
though the law prohibited it..

Mr. Coaker drew . the attention of
the House to the fact that our Naval
Reservists had to travel in our trains
second class while members of the
.Regiment were provided with sleep-
ers. He asked why the discrimina-
tion was made.

The Premier promised an enquiry,
The House then adjourned.

AIR RAID.

LONDON, April 26.

The Zeppelins which made a’ raid
over the east ¢coast last night remain-
ed at z great height, because they
were ,subjected to ,violent fire from
anti-aircraft guns. The raiders were
favored by a darkness of moonless
night anc the lightness of wind, but
were forced to flee after a short time.
A correspondent in a town of Essex
county says that a Zeppelin was pick-
ed up by a search light at the out-
skirts of the ' county, as it was sailing
in a southerly direction. In a few
“ginutes it was outlined against the
sky by other searchlights, then shrap-
nel began to bnrst around it from
many directions. The Zeppelin climb-
ed very high and hovered about for
ten minutes, then it\sailed eastward.
No bombs were dropped after the
searchlights found it. The number of
casualties and the extent of the dam-
ages caused by the raid have not yet
heen ascertained.

YABRMOUTH AS WELL.

LONDON, April 26.

Yarmouth was bombarded as well
as Lowestoft by the German warships
which attacked the eastern coast yes-
terday. Four persons were killed and
twelve wounded. The bombardment
of Lowestoft and Yarmouth yesterday
morning began at 4.10 o’clock, and
lasted for about half an hour. Despite
the heavy guns employed by the ene-
my ships, the camage was relatively
slqu A convalescent home, swim-
ming bath and pier, and forty dwell-
ing houses were cxtensively damaged.
Two men, one woman and one child
were killed;®three persons were seri-
ously wounded, and nine slightly
wounded. Fire was opened on Great
Yarmouth at the same time. Here the
damage was one large building seri-
ously dameged bLy fire, and another
building slightly damaged by shell
fire.

FRENCH POSITIONS BOMBARDED.

PARIS, April 26.

French positions on the Verdun
front west of the Meuse were bom-
barded last night. Attack was cen-
tered oa the Avocourt woods and the
J first line of trenches north of Hill 304.
In Woevre there was a big gun bom-
bardment. L An official French state-
ment of this afternoon in which these
developments are reported, says also
that a number of German prisoners
were taken in the course of a struggle.
