Oliver’s Barn

The Bank fishery also promises to 
be an unparalleled success, princi­
pally attributed to the fact that the 
bankers are fortunately souring plen­
ty of squid on the grounds, thereby 
avoiding the undue delays which they 
previously experienced in looking for 
bait. At Burin, Grand Bank, St. 
Jacques, Belleoram, Hr. Breton and 
other well known banking centres 
vessels are arriving daily from the 
Grand Banks with big fares. Amongst 
the high-liners are Capts. Thornhill 
and Cluett, of Burin, each having 
landed four thousand quintals of cod 
to date. By finish up time they hope 
to “clean up” another thousand each.

Quite Constitutional.
The importance, the 

ilSlBâ paramount importance, 
IsS'lvS °t the constitutional

questions involved in the 
*' ” present conflict between
our two Houses of Parliament must 
he our excuse for returning once 
more to their discussion. We feel, 
further, a necessity for doing so after 
reading the argument set " forth in 
Saturday's Herald, an argument, 
which, if unanswered, might serious­
ly mislead very many among the pub­
lic upon one of the two distinct as­
pects of the whole matter. The Her­
ald’s statement, as it anticipated, we 
unreservedly accept as correct. It 
shows concisely and conclusively that 
the Imperial Parliament Act of 1911 
removed forever, or until the unlikely 
event of its repeal, the right of the 
House of Lords to reject a money 
bill (other bills are foreign to the 
discussion), that is to say, its right 
to interfere in any way with such 
legislation. Moreover, since we re­
ferred in our own statement to Brit­
ish precedent, we were perhaps un­
fortunate in omitting reference to the 
most important occasion of all, the 
dispute over Lloyd George’s budget, 
ending, as the Herald has shown, in 
the Parliament Act. We had it, of 
course, in mind, particularly as we 
happened, personally, to be present 
in England (luring the greater part 
of the controversy and followed 
closely both the elections which gave 
the Commons the victory. But we 
did omit reference to all this and for 
a very simple and sufficient reason. 
The Herald's argument Is unanswer­
able so far as the United Kingdom is 
concerned. So far as we are con­
cerned here, we can answer it com­
pletely in a single sentence. The 
Parliament Act does not apply to 
Newfoundland. It does not, and could 
not, apply to any Colony or to any 
country but the United Kingdom.

In this respect the position is ex­
actly similar to the regularly recur­
ring questions of common law that 
occupy our courts. The English com­
mon law—e.g. on matters of contract 
or tort — applies to Newfoundland 
and its decisions bind us. When, how­
ever, some English statute is passed 
which modifies that law and which 
does not expressly include us in its 
operation (which it rarely does), 
then, unless and until a similar stat­
ute is passed here, our courts are 
bound by the old common law and 
must look beyond the English statute. 
In exactly similar fashion, although 
the present question is one of consti­
tutional principles and not of civil 
law, we must look beyond the Parlia­
ment Act to the state of things exist­
ing before it in order to get pue pre­
cedent. That is what we did in our 
argument. And just as that Act

itself Shows plainly that the Lords 
| possessed the right to veto money 
i bills, so it shows that our own Coun­
cil unquestionably possesses the right 
to do so now. The Heral l is refuted 
by its own argument. It would be 
out of the question to imagine that, 
say, Australia or Canada can be 
bound by the Parliament Act, and 
that their Senates are precluded by it 
from refusing their assent to money 
bills from the Lower Houses.

But there is another important 
point which we thank the Herald for 
bringing to our attention. It admits 
that Mr. Asquith, checked by the 
House of Lords, appealed to the coun­
try. This our own Government does 
not intend, does not dare, to do. We 
remember well that mgny threats 

i were Made by the Liberal Govern­
ment at that time to pack the House 
of Lords with Liberal peers, ensuring 
a majority in favour of the budget— 
precisely the course our Government 
is goirtg to adopt. Happily, Mr. As­
quith did not commit this gross abuse 

[ of the privileges of that House; he 
listened to the storm of indignation 
which the threat raised ; he took the 
only proper course .and went to the 
country. If Sir Edward Morris will 
do the same. If he will put this ques­
tion to the people^bf this country, we 
and everyone else'will abide by their 
decision, as they did inj!England.

But even in that case, even in the 
event of his victoriwand of the pas­
sage of an Act* similar to thé Parlia­
ment Act, there are reasons which, 
we think, would makei the chances 
about even that the King would take 
the extreme step of vetoing it in the 
end. We ask our readers’ patience 
while we show briefly what those 
reasons are. We need no excuse, for 
the matter is a most serious one. The 
issue of the present conflict may be 
fraught with the gravest consequen­
ces to the future government of our 
colony, and we are certain that if the 
present administration take advan­
tage of the temporary power which 
they have so wantonly abused to force 
this obnoxious measure into law, they 
will themselves be among the first 
bitterly to repent it, while they will 
have established a precedent of 
which the danger is by most persons 
only faintly realised now. There is a 
principle, the essence of British par­
liamentary government, which far 
transcends this exaggerated oile of 
the Commons’ monopoly of money 
measures. It is that of government 
by two separate and distinct Houses 
or bodies, each of which, when they 
do not agree, is a salutary check up­
on the other. That check exists to 
this day in Britain with the exception 
of the one respect of taxation and 
“money" legislation generally. It 
has there been removed for the real 
and sufficient reason that it is not 
necessary. A far better check exists 
in this respect than the House of 
Lords. It is found in the effective 
opposition in the House of Commons 
itself, a diffused and expert financial 
opinion throughout the country, and 
the almost immediate responsibility 
of Ministers to the country. It is 
safe to say that a flagrantly unjust, 
discriminating or unsound financial 
measure in England is a virtual im­
possibility. The Government that 
brought it in, much less railroaded it 
through, would not stand a week. Can

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anyone maintain that that would be 
the case here? Not only the dis­
graceful record of the past few weeks 
but abundant past experience has 
shown that our Houses of Assembly 
are controlled by one consideration 
only, a regard for the votes of the 
country, on which their tenure of 
office depends and their enjoyment 
of its spoils. If no other check ex­
isted we might as well give up self- 
government. Since the right which 
the Government and the Herald claim 
for the House is an absolute one, it 
follows that it is not affected by the 
merits of any measure by which it is 
exercised. If, then, the House, in­
stead of proposing this Profits Tax, 
had attempted, let us say, to increase 
all the Customs duties tenfold, the 
Herald must admit, according to its 
own argument, that the Council 
would be compelled to let it be done. 
Can anyone maintain that such a pre­
posterous position is tenable? The 
difference between such a measure 
and the Profits Tax is one of degree 
only, not of kind, and it is very well 
for the country that the Council have 
the power they have As far as prac­
tical checks upon the Commons are 
concerned, our own House and the 
British Commons are as much' alike 
as chalk and cheese. The Parliament 
Act is reasonable enough in England ; 
it would be an absurdity and a tyran­
ny here, leading to utter anarchy and 
chaos. And, finally, the very great 
difference must be noted between the 
negative power of vetoing and the 
positive power of creating. If either 
power were absolute there would be 
no comparison between the dangers 
Involved in them. The power of the 
Council might, we admit, be serious­
ly abused by the veto of a measure 
coming up from the House. Grave as 
the consequences of such an action 
might be, they would only result in 
a return to the status quo. Are they 
in any way comparable to the mis­
chief that would accrue if the House 
had power to create any and every 
sort of financial changes it chose, 
playing utter havoc with trade and 
established conditions, without the 
right existing anywhere or in any 
body to prevent it? The position 
which the Government takes is 
simply that, it means simply that. 
Sheer commensense repudiates it. 
Both on the legal or constitutional 
and on the practical grounds con­
cerned the Council are completely 
justified in their action.

“Number of parcels have been 
received from Colony addressed to 
Prisoners of War. Regulations for 
bid transmission of same. Request 
authority for distribution of con­
tents to hospitals.”

By the letter of the Minister of Mili­
tia recently published in your paper 
the public will have learned the rea­
sons why parcels already forwarded 
cannot be sent to Prisoners of War. 
In June last there was published a 
message from the Pay and Record 
Office in London, dealing with this 
matter but the whole situation is so 
clearly explained in the published let­
ter of the Minister of Militia that fur­
ther comment at this moment is un­
necessary.

I am not replying to the request of 
Mr. Reeve in relation to distribution 
of contents of these parcels because 
some of the forwarders may desire 
their return. I shall consequently 
delay answering the message ten days 
so that any persons desiring the par 
cels back may have an opportunity 
of communicating with me.

Got the Wrong Man.
Three Reservists acted in a dis­

orderly manner in Bannerman Park 
Saturday afternoon and the caretaker, 
hearing from two children that the 
door of the lavatory had been smash­
ed, sent for the police, the Reservists 
making themselves scarce meanwhile. 
Officers O’Flaherty and McHugh ar­
rived and found another navy man, 
who was not in company with the 
others, lying down helplessly drunk. 
He was taken into custody and this 
morning appeared before court, charg­
ed with drunk and disorderly conduct 
and for damaging the ltyratory. The 
defendant stated that he was arrested 
while asleep, but felt confident that he 
did not injure anybody or anything.. 
Judge Morris was satisfied that the

went to the park to lie down. This 
Reservist, who was a navy man of 7 
years standing, had spent two years 
and a half on active service In this 
war, as he only came back recently 
on furlough, consequently he did not 
know the name of the other Reservists 
who were in the park, they being only 
raw recruits. The Judge had no ob­
jection to the defendant having an oc­
casional spree during his brief vaca­
tion. but advised him to keep away 
from the public parks whenever be 
loaded to the hatches. The defendant 
was discharged.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

The Naval Department to-day 
through the Committee of Publica­
tion issued the following statement :

6th, 140 miles west of Ile de Re. For­
ty-seven survivors reached the land 
in safety ; it is belleve'd the captain 
of the steamer and four of the armed 
guard are prisoners aboard the sub­
marine.

LONDON. To-day.

Additional Japanese naval units 
have joined the Allied forces for op­
eration in Allied waters, it was offi 
daily announced by the Admiralty 
this afternoon.

KING GEORGE TO KERENSKY.

LONDON, To-day.
King George has sent the following 

telegram to Prime Minister Kerensky 
of Russia: At the commencement of 
the fourth year of the great conflict 
which still rages and at the moment 
when you are re-established in the 
leadership of free Russian people, I 
desire to tell you and them that the 
British people will never relax their 
efforts against their enemies. In 
combined force resolutely exerted by 
the Allies will be found security and 
honorable peace and the true liberty 
of the world. I recognise all that 
Russia is called upon to bear, but I 
have faith in her power to face and 
overcome her formidable difficulties 
In this hour of trial.

HENDERSON’S RECIGNATION.
LONDON, To-day.

Premier Lloyd George last night 
made public Arthur Henderson’s let­
ter of resignation and his own of ac­
ceptance, both dated Saturday. Hen-, 
dersdtt’s letter follows: "My Deal 
Prime Minister,—At our interview 
last night I gathered you had reached 
the conclusion that my retention of 
the Secretaryship to the Labor Party 
was no longer compatible with my 
membership in the War Cabinet. Re­
sell* experiences- have impressed me 
■with the embarrassing complications 
arising from this duality of office. In 
these circumstances, therefore, I 
deem it advisable to ask you to re­
lease me from further membership in 
your Government. I continue to 
share yopr desire that the war should 
be carried to a successful conclusion.
I trust that In a nou-Government ca­
pacity I may be able to render some 
little assistance to this end.” Premier 
Lloyd George replied: "My Dear
Henderson,—I am in receipt of your 
letter this morning tendering your re­
signation of your position as a mem­
ber of the War Cabinet, and I have 
received the permission of His Majes­
ty to accept it. My colleagues and I 
bate received with satisfaction your 
assurance of your unabated desire to 
assist in the prosecution of the war to 
a successful conclusion, and they 
greatly regret that you can no long­
er be directly and officially associated 
with them in that enterprise. There 
are, however, certain fact% with which 
it is essential that the public should 
be acquainted in order that they may 
form a correct appreciation of the 
events that have led to this regrettable 
conclusion. The first is, that your 
colleagues were taken completely by 
surprise by the attitude which you 
a,: opted at the labor conference yes­
terday afternoon. You knew that 
they were in present circumstances 
opposed to the Stockholm Conference. 
You had yourself been prepared to 
agree to an announcement to that ef­
fect some days ago; at your sug­
gestion, however, and that of your 
labor colleagues it was decided to de­
fer any such announcement until after 
the meeting yesterday. I was under 
the impression after several talks 
with you that you meant to use your 
influence against meeting enemy re­
presentatives at Stpckholm. What has 
happend in Russia during the last 
few weeks has affected materially our 
position In reference to that confer­
ence. You admitted to me that the 
situation had changed completely 
even within the last fortnight, and 
that whatever ground you might have 
thought there was for delegates from 
the Allied countries attending such a 
conference a fortnight ago the events 
of the last few days had shown you 
the unwisdom of such a course. That 
was clearly what you led me to be­
lieve. It was also the impression left 
on the minds of your colleagues in 
the Cabinet and of your labour col­
leagues in the Ministry. It was, there­
fore. with no small surprise that I re­
ceived a letter from you yesterday 
afternoon, stating that you ought to 
inform me, after the most careful con­
sideration, that you had come to the 
conclusion that you could take no 
other course than to stand by the ad- 
yice you had given the day after your

return from Russia, and that your 
colleagues subsequently read the 
speech which you ought to have in­
formed the Cabinet of before you en­
tered the conference. When you 
spoke at that confernce you were not 
merely a member of the Labor Party, 
but a Member of the Cabinet, respon­
sible for the conduct of the War. 
Nevertheless, you did not deem it 
necessary to inform the conference 
of the views of your colleagues and 
the delegates accordingly were justi­
fied In assuming that the advice you 
gave was not inconsistent with their 
opinions. The second point is this. 
Yesterday morning we received a most 
important communication from the 
Russian Government in which we 
were informed that although the Rus­
sian Government did not deem It pos 
sible to prevent Russian delegates 
from taking part in the Stockholm 
Conference, they regarded it 
party concern and its decision was in 
no wise binding on the liberty of ac­
tion of the Government; and a further 
covering letter which accompanied 
this communication contained these 
words: “I hasten to lay before you 
the above information, as I fear that 
the impression hitherto has prevailed 
that, in the words of one of the Lon­
don newspapers, Russia ardently dc- 
sider the Stockholm Conference. This 
argument has been put forward in 
order to influence British public opin­
ion in favor of labor and socialist 
parties of Britain participating In the 
conference.” Immediately on receipt 
of this information I sent it over to 
you with the request that you com­
municate it to the conference. You 
omitted to do so. It is true that in 
the course of your speech you made a 
very casual reference to some modifi­
cation in the attitude of the Russian 
Government, but there is a manifest 
difference between the effect which 
would ncessarily be produced upon 
any audience by an indifferent sum 
mary of that description and by the 
commuication to them of the official 
information showing that the attitude 
of the Russian Government towards 
the Stockholm Conference was very 
different from what had been sup­
posed. In these circumstances your 
action does not appear to have been 
fair either to the Government or to 
the delegates whom you were addres­
sing. They were left in ignorance of 
the vital fact which necessarily must 
have affected their judgment. I am 
sending a copy of this correspondence 
to press.”

He 
then emptied a whole drum of cart­
ridges Into the fourth hostile machine 
and flew back to his station. Four 
hostile scouts were 1,000 feet above 
him for a mile during the return 
jurney but they did not attack. His 
machine was badly shot about by ma­
chine gun fire from the ground.

PITIABLE PLIGHT OF AMERICANS | 

FROM PALESTINE.
GENEVA, To-Day. 

The Swiss press is Indignant over 
the condition of American Jews from 
Palestine and Syrian towns who have 
arrived in Switzerland after eight 
weeks of constant travelling under 
terrible conditions. La Suisse says:
We have many unfortunate refugees 

of several nationalities pass through 
our country, but never have they been 
so miserable as the Americans.” The 
Züricher Zeitung says that the old 
men, women and children among the 
refugees had been unable to change 
their linen for eight weeks and that 
the majority of them were covered 
with vermin. They also were half 
starved. The American consular ser­
vice In Switzerland is taking care of 
the refugees, many of whom will not 
be able to continue their journey to 
America for some time owing to bad 
health. The blame for the condition 
of the refugees is placed on the Aus­
trian and Turkish Governments.

23 KILLED BY BOMBS AT SOUTH- 
END.

LONDON To-Day.
Twenty-three persons, including 

nine women and six children, were 
killed, and fifty persons Injured in 
Southend, in Essex, forty miles east 
of London by bombs dropped by Ger 
man raiders to-day, says an official 
statement issued to-night. Consider­
able damage to property at Southend 
by nearly forty bombs dropped upon 
the town. Two men were injured at 
Rochford, but four bombs dropped on 
Margate in Kent did little damage. 
The latest statement follows: Enemy 
raiders caused considerable damage 
at Southend, where they droped about 
forty bombs. The casualties thus far 
reported are: Killed, eight men, nine 
women and six children; about fifty 
people were Injured ; at Rochford two 
men were Injured but no damage is 
reported; at -Margate four bombs 
wede dropped, one uninhabited house 
was demolished but there were 
casualties.

BRITISH DOING GOOD WORK.
LONDON, To-Day.

A British communication issued 
this evening says the number of pris­
oners captured in the successful at­
tack of the tenth and subsequent op­
erations east of Ypres has reached a 
total of 454, including nine officers. 
In the same operations we also cap­
tured six German guns. An attempt­
ed enemy raid this morning south of 
Armentieres was successfully re- !

NEW BEDFORD, Mass., To-day. 

The loss of the American steamer 
City of Athens and the rescue and 
landing of all the passengers was an­
nounced In a cable message received 
last night from a South African port. 

The message 
simply stated : “All passengers saved ; 
everything lost.” The steamer was 
bound from an American port and had 
seven missionaries on board. Among 
the passengers were Douglas Hume, 
of Ottawa, and Mr. and Mrs. Arthur R. 

The 
steamer registered 9,000 tons and was 
owned by the American Navigation 
Company.

Colonel McM‘l|an, the Chief Secretary 
Introduced His Excellency, who ex­
pressed his great and personal pleas­
ure of the opportunity of again hear­
ing the fervid oratory of his friend, 
Commissioner Richards, who repre­
sented the great organization known 

The Salvation Army, and, contin­
ued His Excellency, I know of noth­
ing in my time that has risen so rap­
idly to importance and maintained 
the earnestness of the enthusiasm in 
the hierarchy of denominations in 
comparison with The Salvation Army, 
and we who are on the platform de­
sire to associate ourselves with the 
great movement for the Social and 
Religious uplift that the Salvation Ar­
my has been so successful In intro­
ducing.

Commissioner Richards, at the con­
clusion of. His Excellency’s remarks, 
rose and began his address by refer­
ring to a statement made by Sir Rid­
er Haggard who the Commissioner 
had for a travelling companion on 
one occasion.

At the opening of one of the 
large hotels for the convenience and 
comfort of the returned soldiers in 
the city of London, Lord French said : 
‘‘The War Office welcomes and is 
deeply grateful for the establislunent 
of these hotels and for the great work 
which is being done by the SaJvation 
Army throughout the Empire, and of 
all the institutions and organisations 
which of lute years have como into 
existence and have been of such 
great benefit to the «immunity, none 
have done more or finer work and 
have had more splendid results fji all 
parts of the British Empire than the 
Salvation Army.”

Said the Commissioner, we have 
now sufficient hotel accommodation 
for 10,000 returned soldiers nightly. 
In France we have 160 huts, part of 
which have been paid for by me out 
of the sum raised upon the Island of 
Newfoundland a tew months ago. We 
have five motor ambulances with Sal­
vation Army chauffeurs annd nurses 
and perfectly equipped with up-to- 
date methods and appliances opera­
ting on the Russian front. These 
were presented to the Ambassador by 
the Lord Mayor of London at the 
Guildhall.

The great and practical work of 
the Women Officers and soldiers of 
the Army was dealt with as was also 
other phases of its operations, but 
more than passing reference cannot 
be made here.

The Hon. Mr. Squires, Acting Col­
onial Secretary, expressed regret at 
the absence of the Premier, and pro­
posed a hearty vote of thanks, to 
Commissioner Richards for his alile j 
address.

The Hon. Dr. Lloyd, in some well- 
chosen words seconded this vote ot 
thanks and In thé course of his re­
marks said, “I have waOched the work 
of the Salvation Army long before I 
came to Newfoundland. I saw them 
in the old land taking up a form of 
work that no denomination had seri­
ously undertaken. It vias not spas­
modic", bdt With the p ituHar charac­

teristics possessed by the Salvation­
ists, they kept steadily oil. Not only 
were they soldiers of the Cross, but 
soldiers of humanity and leaders in 
Social service, the service that so. 
very largely appeals to every com­
munity and because of these things 
I find pleasure in seconding a very 
hearty vote of thanks to the Commis­
sioner.”

Lieut. Colonel Otway, the Provin­
cial Commander for Newfoundland, 
voiced the hearty appreciation of the 
Salvation soldiers, adherents and 
friends of the Army in the Colony, by 
saying he was sure the presence of 
His Excellency and Lady Davidson 
afforded them the greatest possible 
pleasure, and that it indeed would be 
a source of intense gratification and 
encouragement to our people, not on­
ly in the city of St. John's but to those 
whose lot in life called them to the 
outer outposts of this great and 
grand old colony, represented as 
they were by the officers from 8S of 
these distant and at times isolated 
portions of the Empire. To His Ex­
cellency and Lady Davidson, he 
therefore extended the united and 
unanimous good wishes of the assem­
bled audience, who being in accord 
showed their appreciation by a great 
clapping of hands.

The Rev. Mr. Dickie, M.A., brought 
the proceedings to a close by pro­
nouncing the Benediction.

The evening meeting announced as 
a great revival service , was truly 
such. The great hall of the Methodist 
College was packed to the outer 
doors, a great number having to stand 
the whole meeting through. Great 
was the singing and powerful and 
full of fervour and earnest passion 
for the souls of men was the Gospel 
address given by Commissioner 
Richards. Such a series of Confer­
ences and public services cannot fail 
to have its beneficial effect upon the 
general public whose best wishes are 
with the Salvation Army In its good 
work in the Island and elsewhere.

C. P. Eagan
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London, July 31.-—The London 
Times correspondent, telegraphing 
from the headquarters of the Russian 
Seventh Army on July 28, gives a de­
scription of the part played by the 
British armored cars in stemming the 
enemy’s advance when the Russian 
defections left great gaps in the line. 
He says:

“The Russians remained in the 
trenches as long as the armored cars 
stayed with them, but as the Aus­
trians advanced and the Germans 
were crying out ‘Hurrah,’ the Rus­
sians, of their own accord, flung down 
their rifles and ran for their lives. 
Despite this shocking defection we 
attempted to keep the enemy back in 
order to stem the retreat, but it was 
impossible. We had to give way, and 
the fleeing Russians crowded our cars, 
breaking them down, so that we lost 
three, which we had to abandon.

“A similar state of affairs occurred 
with the other squadrons which 
checked the Austrians and managed 
to keep the advancing infantry back 
until their artillery arrived, render­
ing further assistance impossible. 
The Russian retreat became a rout, 
and though we went into action time 
and again during the day the effect 
produced was only local. A panic en­
sued at Kozowa. Everybody ran 
away. We did our best to stop run­
aways.”

On- July 23 the British cars were 
transferred to another corps belong­
ing to the same army and ordered to 
operate along the Buczacz-Tarnopol 
road. The correspondent writes:

“A section went into action with 
four cars. The situation was desper­
ate. There were great gaps in the 
front corps caused by the flight of 
whole divisions. The Corps Com­
mander had no information of the" 
whereabouts of the enemy or of bis 
qwn troops. Our cars were able to

kowco as far as Trembowla. Our 
cays were intrusted with the task of 
protecting this huge" spaçe. Working 
along the road between Chmielowka 
and Darachow, they did great execp-i 

‘tion among the advancing infantry, 
mainly Austrians.

Lieut. Commander Smiles came up 
later with two cars which had been 
repaired. Commander Locker Lamp- 
son .himself went into action. He 
spotted an Austrian officer standing 
on a knoll, drove his car in that di­
rection, and came plump into a large 
force of the enemy at a range of fifty 
yards. Opening fire, he mowed them 
down and got out safe. Our cars 
were invincible on the road and 
fought a series of rearguard actions 
the whole of the rest of the day, fre­
quently under fierce fire from the en­
emy’s field guns. One car had its 
engine completely blown out by a 
direct hit and had to be abandoned. 
The crew removed the guns and ma­
terial and withdrew in safety. An­
other car was struck by a shell which 
smashed . a plate, wounding all the 
crew.”

The correspondent adds:
“Some of our men were twenty 

hours in their seats in the armored 
cars. The Corps Commander said we 
had given him a respite of twenty-one 
hours by filling the gap which other­
wise would have afforded the enemy’s 
cavalry, motors, and mounted in­
fantry a chance to cut our line of re­
treat. The extraordinary feature 
about these operations was that the 
British armoured car divisions prac­
tically held up the Germans on the 
whole army front. This exploit was 
rendered possible by excellent judg­
ment in selecting such a splendid 
road for operations as the highway 
between Buczacz and Tarnopol. Our 
cars were repeatedly under artillery 
fire at a range not exceeding 2,000 
yards.”

PARIS. Aug. 12.
French aviators yesterday dropped 

bombs on Frankfurt-on-the-Main, one 
of the most important cities o£ the 
German empire, having a population 
of more than 300,000. The French 
official statement announcing the raid 
says it was in retaliation for Ger­
man aerial bombardment of Nancy 
and the region north of Paris.

WET AMI STORMY WEATHER.

RUSSIAN OUT CIA I,.
PETROGRAD, Aug. 12.

The official to-day reads: On the 
western Russian front there have 
been fusiiades; these attained more 
than ordinary intensity in the direc­
tion of Eida: A partial offensive 
undertaken by the enemy on Thurs­
day in the direction of Prody, in 
Searkov region, ended in complete 
failure for him, the enemy being re­
pulsed everywhere and his losses 
great. On the Roumanian front ene­
my attacks in valleys of the Rivers 
Seretli and Suohawa, in the region of 
Terrehcni Gadikalba were repelled. 
In the region of the upper reaches of 
the River Babra the enemy succeeded 
in driving our troops back slightly. 
To the southwest of Ocna during the 
course of Thursday stubborn battles 
took place. The enemy made a series 
of energetic attacks and towards the 
evening forced the Roumanian troops 
to retire about a verst to the east on 
the Wyacht-Ocna-Grozesnilie front. 
During the course of Friday the ene­
my continued to develop his offensive 
to the west of the Fokshani-Maraschti 
railway, and towards evening forced 
our troops to retire across the River 
Suchitza. To the east of the railway 
we succeeded in repulsing all attacks, 
capturing about 100 prisoners. To­
wards evening our troops recrossed 
at two places to the southern bank of 
the Suchitza. On the Caucasus front 
no change has taken place. Enemy 
airplanes dropped bombs on the rail­
way station at Ledetchno.

ANOTHER AIR RAIB.

LONDON, Aug. 11.
About twenty German airplanes 

raided the southeast coast of England 
this evening. The official statement 
says: Some bombs were dropped in 
the neighborhood of Southend, forty 
miles east of London, and on the 
sea shore resort of Margate, eighty 
miles southeast of the capital. No re­
ports of damage or casualties have 
yet been received. British aviators 
pursued the raiders out to sea.

AIR FIGHTING.
LONDON, Aug. 11.

The official from the British head­
quarters in. France issued tc-night 
reads: This morning the enemy
again attacked our new positions on 
the Ypres-Menin road, and after 
heavy fighting pressed back our line 
slightly in Glencorz Wood. In the 
neighborhood of the Yprcs railway 
wj gained ground cn the right bank 
of the Steenbeek. Further 160 prison­
ers were captured by us in the course 
of the day. Yesterday for the first 
time in ten days a full day's flying 
was possible. Enemy aircraft show­
ed itself in a great many places at­
tempting to prevent our artillery 
work, and attacking our bombing 
machines. In spite of their efforts 
a great deal of observation work was 
carried out by us, a large number of 
photographs being taken, many tar­
gets on the ground engaged effective- I 
ly with machine gun fire, and in the 
course of the day and night six and 
one-half tons of bombs were dropped ! 
on enemy airdromes, ammunition de- j 
pots and other points of military im- j 
portance. Fighting was very severe ! 
all day and the enemy was encoun­
tered in large formations. Ten Ger­
man machines were brought down by 
our airplanes, five others were driven 
down out of control and another driv­
en down out of control by gun fire; 
twelve of our machines are missing.

LONDON, Aug. 12.

Arthur Henderson has resigned his 
membership in the cabinet.
