It gives us much pleasure to offer
to our readers, to-day, a lengthy let-
ter from the Vocational Officer, touch-
ing the work of the Civil Re-establish-
ment Committee, and we heartily
commend the zeal which inspired
that gentleman to make public so
many of the difficulties under which
the Committee labor. A news item
in our columns on Wednesday, and a
reference to an ex-soldier hawking
souvenir flag buttons around Water
Street, on Thursday, are those to
which exception has been taken, but
we are unaware that in either of the
occurrences mentioned did we claim
that the Vocational Committee were
to be blamed for the circumstances.
It appears from the V. O.’s letter that
they are not, though he does admit
that some responsibilily attaches to
the Committee, because suitable em-
ployment has not been found for an
ex-Forester.

Since the establishment of the Vo-
cational Committee, no critigism has
been directed at its work by the
Telegram. We have believed, and still
believe, that its members are doing
their level best to solve the many
problems in hand, with what amount
of success however is known only to
themselves and those whom they
place in positions, but we have not
heard that the number is legion,
Neitl}er have we any desire whatever
to detract from their efforts in the
rehabilitating of the civil status of
the returned soldiers. We are more
ready to assist than to hinder this
work. At the same time we cannot
elose our eyes and ears to the things
Wwhich we see and the stories which
'we hear, neither can we withhold
comment when we perceive the things
that are.
dier in uniform on the streets hawk-
ing small wares to pedestrians natur-
ally gives rise to the thought that thé
man is obliged to do this thing for a
living. Neither can he be button-
holed and questioned as to why he is
doing it. The fact that it is so is
plain, and its obviousness renders it
the more disgraceful. It should not
be tolerated for a moment. The sol-
diers who fought our battles should
not be allowed to come down to such
methods of earning money, and no
man wearing or who has worn khaki
should be reduced to such a neces-
sity.

Regarding the ex-soldier mentioned
in the letter in question, and who is
evidently the one referred to on
Thursday, it causes us to ask what
kind of a training he is receiving in

shoemaking, if day after day he is on
the streets selling souvenir pins, thus
arousing sympathy and compassion
mistakenly. If he were attending to
his trade, he would be at work pre-
paring for the time when the monthly
allowance of forty dollars will be
withdrawn. If he is mneglecting this
work which has been found, in order
to furnish the future equipment with
which he is to fight the battle of life,
then the monthly allowance should
be stopped, until such time as he re-
torns to industrial training, and the
King’s uniform taken from him. In
either case it is up to the Vocational

Committee.

INDIA REJOICES.

SIMLA, India, Nov. 12.

(Via Ottawa Agency).—The signing
of the armistice was celebrated by a
public holiday, the firing of salutes,
holding of parades and scenes of un-
precedented rejoicing throughout In-
dia. A special parade was held at
Simla, in which huge crowds partici-
pated. The Viceroy in a spirited
speech lared that the Empire had
kept her pledge not to sheathe the
sword until 1iberty had been secured
(cheers), and India had played a great
and noble part in the war. The Vice-
roy read a telegram he had sent to
the King Emperor.

BEATTY’S MESSAGE TO FLEET.

~ LONDON, Nov. 22.

(British Wireless Service.)—After
the surrender of the main installment
of the German fleet off the Firth of
David
Beatty, Commander-in-Chief of the
sage 'to his command: “I wish to ex-
press to the flag officers (Admirals),
captains, officers and men of the
Grand Fleet my congratulations on

the sea power of the enemy. The
greatness of this achievement is in
no way lessened by the fact that the
final episodes did not take the form
of a fleet action. Although derived of
this opportunity, which, we had so
long and eagerly awaited, of striking
the final blow for the freedom of the
world, we may derive satisfaction from
the singular tribute which the enemy
has accorded to the Grand Fleet. With-
out joining us in action, he has given
a testimony to the prestige and ~ffi-
ciency of the fleet without parallel
in history and it is to be remembered
that this testimony has been accorded
to us by those who were in the hest
position to judge. I desire to express
my thanks and appreciation to all
who have assisted in maintaining the
fleet in instant readiness for action
and who have borne the utmost and
exacting labors which have been
necessary in perfecting the efficiency
which has accomplished so much.

CLYNES STEPS DOWN.

LONDON, Nov. 22,

British Labor Party at a conference on
November 14 decided to withdraw its
members from the Cabinet at the close
of the present Parliament. The resig-
nation of Mr. Clynes, who is a Laborite
from the British Food Controllership
was announced yesterday.

MORE “SUBS” SURRENDERED.

LONDON, Nov. 22,

Twenty more German submarines
were surrendered to Admiral Sir Reg-
inald Tyrwhitt off Harwick this morn-
ing. This makes a total of 59 subs thus
far handed over, There would have
been 21 surrendered to-day but ome
sank during the night.

ROYAL ENTRY.
BRUSSELS, Nov. 22.

He was ac~
companied by Queen Elizabeth, Prin-
ces Leopold and Charles, and Princess
Marie Jose. The Royal party entered
at the Port de Flanders, and proceed-
ed to the Place de la Nadon, receiving
a tremendous ovation along the
streets, Entering the Parliament
House, King Albert and his family
listened to an address of welcome.
Then followed a review of Allied
troops, which formed a line ten miles
long. Flowers were thrown in the
path of King Albert, as the procession
made its way along boulevards, lined
for miles with dense throngs. As this
despatch is being written, the noise
of cheering rolls continuously like
thunders across the city.

THE GLORY OF FRANCE.
PARIS, Nov. 22.
Progress by French army of occu-
pation in Alsace-Lorraine was report-
ed in the official statement issued by

ports, Willer, Roerach, Danendorf,
Gepderthem and Gendenheim, after
having entered Ingelmillse and Bru-
math, where they were given a touch-
ing reception.

A DIGNIFIED PROGRAMME.
VLADIVOSTOCK, Nov. 21,

(By the A.P.)—The first proclama-

people of Russia. It is dated at Omsk,
Nov, 19, and declares the aims of the
dictatorship. These aims are the
creation of a fit army, the conquest of
Bolshevism, the organization of right
and order, so that the people my select
the form of Government that they de-
sire without hindrance and be able to
achieve their ideas of liberty.

modest sum of $1,200.00 in Chicago
for the work of the Newfoundland'
War Contingent Association. With
your kind permission I would like to'
make a further statement which I
think may be of interest to our friends
in St. John’s. |

When Sir Joseph’s letter was re-
ceived by me, I at once got in touch
with a small group of Newfound-
landers. We found that in order to
carry out the wishes of Sif Joseph
and Lord Morris, and at the same
time conform to the rules and regu-
lations of the State Council of De-
fence, it would be necessary to per-
fect a regular organization.

A meeting of the Newfoundlanders
in Chicago and its vicinity was held
at the Canadian Club. At that meet-
ing The Newfoundland Society of
Chicago was organized, and the fol-
lowing officers and directors elected:

Parcel Post for
- Nfld. Expeditionary Forces!

The attention of the public is drawn to the very
urgent necessity of strictly observing the regulatlons
published by this Department from time to time con-
cerning the despatch of parcels to members of the
Regiment overseas and the following particulars should
be strictly observed: :

(1) Parcels must not exceed eleven pounds.

(2) Parcels should be addressed with the Regi-
mental number, rank, name and surname of
addressee, followed by the last known ad-
dress of the Unit with which the individual
was serving; for example:

No. 0978 Cpl. John J. Kent,
2nd Battalion
The Royal Newfoundland Regt.
"Tazeley Down Camp,
Winchester,
Hant’s Camp,
England.

Parcels should bear the name and address of
a second addressee to whom the parcel may
be delivered or forwarded, if it should prove
impossible to deliver to the first. The Original
address should be written on the FRONT of
the parcel where the postage stamps and
customs declaration are affixed, and the sec-
ond or alternative address should be written
on the BACK of the parcel.

If second address is nqt furnished at the time
of posting and delivery cannot be effected,
the contents of the parcel, unless of excep-
tional value or of a personal nature, will be
turned over to the Military Authorities for
distribution.

Parcels containing articles of personal na-
ture or of special value will be returned if
request for their return, in case of non-de-
livery, is made by the sender, such request
to be written on the cover of the parcel at the
time of posting.

The'procedure outlined in (4) and (5) is
adopted at the suggestion of the British Post
Office, to prevent the waste of a large quan-
tity of perishable food stuffs which form the
contents of 90 per cent. of parcels sent to
soldiers.

Parcels should be packed securely.

Attention is drawn to the Notice concerning
Christmas parcels recently published by the
Postmaster General. All Christmas mail for
B. E. F. should be posted in time to arrive at
the Pay and Record Office, London, not later
than the end of November.
