Reign of Terror
in Ireland.

Wholesale Killings Yesterday-Mil­
itary Officers Lodgings Attack­
ed-Greece to Take Plebiscite on 
Constantine—Minneapolis Re­
ports Another Decline in Flour 
Prices.

THIRTY KILLED IN “BLACK AND 
TAN” PANIC.

DUBLIN, Nov. 21.
Thirty persons are reported to have 

been killed and 16any injured in a 
panic when “Black and Tans” invad­
ed a football match to-day and fired 
on the crowd. While a Tipperary team 
was playing against a Dublin team in 
Croake Park in the presence of fifty 
thousand spectators the “Black and 
Tans" entered in force by two gates 
and after a scene of wild confusion 
fired on people.

FOURTEEN KILLBDTN ATTACK ON 
MILITARY.

DUBLIN, NoV. 21.
Fourteen persons were killed and 

six wounded in what appears to have 
been prearranged simultaneous attack 
on military officers and former officers 
in their lodgings in various parts of 
this city to-day, according to an of­
ficial announcement. The streets of the 
city were immediately placed under 
severe patrol by the military who fir­
ed their rifles to disperse the crowds. 
The assassinations occurred in vari­
ous parts çf the city at nine o’clock 
this morning. In one case three of the 
assassins captured two “Black and 
Tans” while they were on their way 
to reinforce troops and killed them. 
The dead included two court martial 
officers. Early this morning Captain 
Fitzgerald, military officer, was shot 
in his bed in Earlsjearin Fort Terrace. 
A quarter of afi hour later two other 
officers were shot in their beds in Pem­
broke Street, a quarter of a mile away, 
and dangerously wounded. Three men 
suspected of being secret service 
agents likewise were attacked and 
shot while asleep in Hampton St. and 
still another man in Lower Mount 
Street was shot. Capt. Donald Mac- 
Lean and a man named Smyth, the 
owner of the house and another man 
named Caldow were shot in a house 
in Donhrooke Street. Capt. MacLean 
was killed instantly and Smyth died 
a few minutes later. Caldow is believ­
ed to have been fatally hurt. At a 
house in Dagget Street Captain New­
bury was shot by five men. He was in 
a front parlor of the house. In Gres­
ham Hotel two former officers were 
shot down in a fight that occurred with 
men who are believed to have been in 
the “Black and Tans” who entered 
the house. In Mount Street two men 
are reported to have been killed and a 
civilian wounded. During the excite­
ment in the street “Black and Tans” 
in a lorry heard cries of help and an­
swered them. A fierce encounter en­
sued bet «*en Irish Volunteers and 
“Black and Tans” in which two of the 
former were killed and several volun­
teers were wounded.

BIG FIRE IN QUEBEC-
QUEBEC, Nov. 21 

The stores of Morceau and Cie, and 
F. W. Wool worth Co., on St. Joseph 
St- were destroyed by fire early to­
day while the stores of Paquet Co. and 
J. B. Laliberte suffered smoke. Total 
loss is over half a million dollars.

LITTLE STEAMER GIVEN UP.
WATERTOWN, N.Y., Nov. 21.

Three days fruitless search in Lake 
Ontario for the little steamer John 
Randall, last heard from on Tuesday 
night while sending up distress signals 
off Hacket’s Hr., has resulted in her 
being given up for lost The vessel was 
bound from Oswego to Belleville, Ont., 
with a cargo off coal and carried a 
crew of five men, all Canadians.

FURTHER DECLINE IN FLOUR.
MINNEAPOLIS, Minn., Nov. 21.

Marked declines were registered in 
the flour market here Saturday, a re­
duction of forty to seventy-five cents 
a barrel being made on family patents.

SHOOTING IN STREETS REPORTED 
DUBLIN, Nov. 21.

Shooting began in the streets just 
before midnight and a number of peo­
ple are reported killed. There is much 
military activity. The casualties in 
Croke Park is semi-officially given as 
ten killed and sixty-five injured, eleven 
seriously.

GOVT. TAKE PRECAUTIONS.
LONDON, Nov. 21.

The Government entertains grave 
apprehension about eventualities in 
Dublin to-night and all precautions 
have been taken to prevent reprisals 
by police and military. Police barracks 
in Dublin have been picketed to pre­
vent the men from leaving their quar­
ters. There are large detached forces 
near Dublin, however, which are hard­
er to control. Everything has been 
done nevertheless to forestall retalia­
tory measures.

GREECE WILL HOLD PLEBISCITE.
ATHENS, Nov. 21.

The Greek people will vote on Nov­
ember twenty-eight on the question of 
the return of ex-King Constantine to 
the throne. The Cabinet has decided 
for a plebiscite on this question on the 
date named. Constantine has cabled 
the Government that he will await the 
result of the plebiscite before return­
ing to Greece.

ON RE-THE BIGGEST ROBBERY 
CORD.

OMAHA, Neb., Nov. 21.
Bonds and securities burned by 

bandits who robbed the Chicago Bur­
lington and Quincy mail train num­
ber eight, in the Council Bluffs attack 
on Saturday night, totalled more than 
five millions, according to an an­
nouncement here yesterday by Postal 
Inspector Glenn. At the same time he 
announced tha^ the loss would fall 
heavily upon the two companies which 
insured the bonds. This is the first in­
timation since the robbery of the ex­
act amount Involved. The figure places 
the robbery as one of the greatest ever 
stage in the histery of the United 
States.

St. Cecilia—whose day is November 

22—was canonized by the Roman 
Church, and is reported to have been 
a beautiful Roman lady, married to 
Valerian. Becoming a convert to 
Christianity, she took a vow of per­
petual virginity, but was forced to 
marry, and was later thrown to the 
lions with her devoted brother-in-law, 
Tiberius, who was himself converted, 
together with her husband. She is re­
garded as the patroness of Music, 
and, honoured in both the Eastern j 
and Western Churches, is counted as 
one of the four great virgins of the 
Latin Church. Her skip at music was 
so great that, so runs a legend, an 
angel who visited her was drawn 
from the mansions of the blessed by 
the charms of her melody. Our early 
St. Cecilia’s celebrations, about the 
end of the seventeenth century when 
"musick feasts” took place, first at 
the Stationers’ Hall and afterwards 
elsewhere, led to the establishment1 
of the Three choir Festivals of Here­
ford, Worcester, and Gloucester. It 
became the fashion of every poet— 
either minor or of celebrity—to write 
an ode to St. Cecilia. Dryden’s is, 
perhaps, one of the finest and most 
frequently quoted.

child from himself.

Is She to Endanger Her Health I
Witness Emma and the tonsils. 

Suppose Emma does not wish the 
operation—a highly likely supposi­
tion. My six-year-old niece was ru­
minating yesterday over the possi­
bility of a second vaccination. She 
was vaccinated against whooping 
cough and disliked the experience. 
It is now proposed that she have her 
smallpox vaccination. She objects 
very much. “Once is enough,” I heard 
her say firmly to her mother; and 
then after a moment’s rumination, 
“Once is too much.” Suppose Emma 
persists in not wishing the operation 
in spite of its becoming vitally neces­
sary. Is she to be allowed to endan­
ger her own health?

It seems to me that for the child’s 
own sake ap’d for the best Interests 
of the home, she should be taught to 
obey, knowing that his father or mo­
ther will give all explanations possi­
ble and will be ready to listen to his 
point of view. In return for this 
obedience, it seems to me it is the 
parent’s duty to interfere as little as 
possible and to let the child learn by 
his own experience so far as possi­
ble.

How People Die in India.

A return of the number of inquests J 
held by the Coroner of Bombay dur- I 
ing 1919 gives us some very interest- |
ing particulars.AHrang_tke "suicide” j
we find that 6 cut their throats, 28 \ 

drowned themselves, 4 hanged them­
selves, 15 jumped out of windows, 20 
took opium, arsenic or some. other, 
poison, 4 shot themselves, and 8 
burned themselves. Drowning, there- : 
fore, took pride of place last year, 
whereas self-poisoning was the favor­
ite method of quitting life in 1918, 
there being twenty-six cases reported. 
Other suicidal practices mentioned in 
the report are stabbing and the act 
of knocking one’s head against a wall. 
No one has favoured either of these 
methods during the past two years, 
however.

Women and Secrets.
Women cannot keep secrets, if we 

rightly interpret the attitude of Free­
masons towat • 5 women. Hitherto 
women have been denied the right of 
admittance to the Order, the impos­
sibility of their being able to observe 
the rule, “silence in regard to Masonic 
secrets.” being the main reason, so it 
has been contented of their exclusi­
ons.. The only woman, who has been 
a Freemason was Elizabeth St. Leger, 
a daughter of a former Viscount 
Doneraile, who, by hiding herself be­
hind the curtains of a room in which 
a lodge "meeting was taking place, 
overheard secrets of such a nature 
that she was made a Freemason and 
bound over to secrecy.

It is 
doubtful, according to inquiries, it a 
similar privilege will be granted to 
women in this country.

Lifo insurance companies, whose 
profits depend entirely upon the 
hardest kind of statistics, who, to-day, 
give far better terms than they would 
have to our grandfathers.

One curious point which is shown in 
insurance tables is that those organic 
diseases which are so frequent in 
middle-life, develop at a period from 
five to ten years later than they did 
fifty years ago.

Medical science has, of course, done 
a lot for the race in the way of 
lengthening human life, but sanitary 
science has done more. Zymotic or 
infections diseases are being slowly 
but steadily conquered by improved 
water supply, drainage and housing.

There 
are about 700 centenarians in the ! 
United Kingdom a# against 250 in 
France.

Excessive heat and excessive cold 
are equally prejudicial to long life. 
In Iceland and in India alike seventy 
is extreme old age, and few attain to 
it.

* nesday night, most of the speakers 
animadverted strongly on the food 
conditions existing in certain sections 
north, and openly stated, without con­
tradiction, that many settlements were 
practically without staple articles, and 
that such people as possessed limited 
quantities, while waiting the arrival of 
supplies from St. John’s, were assist­
ing their less fortunate neighbors by 
loans of flour and other necessaries 
What would happen when all the little 
supplies became entirely exhausted, 
without being supplemented, they 
hesitated to express, but it was the 
opinion of all that unless stocks were 

./hastened along, a state of semi-starva- 
>tion would ensue. Other speakers 
ÿpointed to the almost negative quanti­
ses of freight being carried north by 
the Coastal boats as an ilustration of 

. their contention that the responsibility 

.for this must be saddled upon the Gov­
ernment, because of the unwillingness 
or impotency of other members of the 
Administration to check the interfer­
ence of the Acting Premier in making 
iregulations interfering with establish­
ed trade. No one supposes for an in- 
,étant that the fishermen who stood on 
the platform the other night and told 
In language the most pathetic of the 
estate of affairs in their homes, were 
aiot telling of actualities. Their words 
£were accepted as they were meant, 
“literally, and though it must have been 
gainful to them to relate such circum­
stances, yet they hesitated not, but 
Imred their very souls in offering this 
testimony. Their sincerity was their 
Own advocate.

* * « * - • •
The conditions described are true, 

#ind “pity ’tis that ’tis,” but so far no 
teffort has been made to relieve the 
«situation. Schooners are still continu­
ing to be held up from discharging, 
'because of the difficulty of finding 
(buyers, who fear that another change 
(—without notice—may be made at any 
moment Masters of these vessels are 
continuing to walk Water Street, from 
office to office, vainly seeking a pur­
chaser for their voyages. Every day 
brings winter nearer, and soon naviga­
tion north of Fogo will be closed. Sup­
plies have not begun to move and if 
the 'stocks were low when the vessels 
left home, surely they must be reduc­

ed to vanishing point now. And men 
are alarmed on tUs account and anx­
ious to get rid of their fish almost at 
any price, in order th^t they may load 
provisions aad hasten home, ere their 
storerooms become denuded of food, 
and their families consequently -de­
prived of edibles. We do not ask read­
ers to accept our statements alone and 
unsupported by any other evidence 
than has already been adduced, but 
will refer them to the declaration of 
a well known resident of Brent’s Cove, 
St. Barbe District, who in an inter­
view with the Trade Review says that 
the people of White Bay need to be 
looked after, there being a shortage of 
flour in many places, and that no time 
should be lost by the Government in 
getting a reliable report as to how fish­
ermen and others stand for their 
winter supplies, as many of them 
earned very small wages during the 
summer. In a few weeks time, the Bay 
will be frozen over and it ts impossible 
to reach the people of that section by 
any other way than the water route, 
should they be short of food. The same 
applies to the coast from St. Anthony 
around to Bonne Bay, where up to a 
week ago in many harbors there was 
a scarcity of flour. The time to have 
this attended to is at once, the gentle­
man referred to continues, as there 
are many people in White Bay and 
elsewhere on the shore who have both 
fish and money to buy provisions, but 
cannot get an opportunity of doing so. 
The need therefore is great in respect 
of Government action, and no further 
delay should be incurred in making ar­
rangements to do something for the 
people in the far off places, by way of 
getting ^winter supplies to them be­
fore it is impossible to do so.

In one instance, out of a load 
of average fish, 22 qtls. eighteen 
went as West India and 4 as Madeira. 
This seems to be the general run, 
although a good many have had 
some No. 1 fish for which they re­
ceived $10.00. Many pony loads from 
these eastern settlements have been 
brought back and stored till next 
spring, hoping that by then price and 
cull will be more favorable. Those 
fishermen who are landing Labrador 
fish are complaining also of the cull. 
They contend that it is too strict, 
and only choice fish will fetch $8.00. 
On the average it is being bought half 
and half and therefore bringing $7 50 
per quintal.

Dear Slr^—The public message to 
us of the 18th hut, states in other 
things the serious ides that Sir Hamar 
Greenwood, Chief Secretary for Ire­
land, has located a paper amongst 
some of the leaders of the Irish Re­
publican Army, reading that the hor­
rifying movement was on foot to 
spread (by, I presume, the Seln Fein- 
ere) typhoid among troops, and 
glanders among cavalry units. It is 
peculiar and passing strange that this 
very idea was thought to be followed ( 
out by the German soldiery In 1918, 
but was not verified either in history 
or fact It la to be hoped that the 
proposed outrage, of which Sir Hamar 
it is said holds the plans, will be 
strictly Investigated, proving if the 
document is genuine or not, and not 
borrowed from (he original German 
thought of accomplishment (which, 
mark, was not accomplished), and 
that the paper was not prepared for 
Greenwood’s hands by the enemies of 
Irish Freedom. It is of course well 
known to-day, and admitted by some 
English writers and unbiased histor­
ians of the Irish movement (and 1st it 
stand In perpetne to their ideas of 
fair play and its noble attribute— 
justice), that the atrocities said to be 
a part of the Sinn Fein effort to sec­
ure freedom for Ireland, have been 
traced to the ignoble manner of re­
prisals carried on daily by the Black 
and Tan and other determined fac­
tions to the determent of the Irish­
man at home and abroad.

A few weeks ago a strict and Just 
British investigation brought the fact 
to light that the killing of two British 
soldiers had been actually done by 
their fellows in arms, though it had 
been hoped to blow the blame on the 
already overtaxed Irish. It is only 
those who are following closely the 
whole matter of this national fight can 
see how truly the fact shines out that 
there are indeed “two sides to every 
story,” and the remnant of informa­
tion received by us people is hardly 
capable of educating us re the strug­
gle in Ireland by its sons to make of 
their country a Nation once more.

In Ireland to-day where the Re­
publican Government holds a firm 
(though disputed) sway, the letter of 
law and order is followed, and it was 
only a little while ago that a Sinn 
Fein court fined and fined heavily 
one of its own members of the or­
ganization for an offence against a 
point of law. The man in question was 
given the cho: 1 to be tried by an 
English Justice, but decided to have 
his case brought to the Irish (new) 
Court, who adjudicated on it without 
fear or favor, with the result as told 
above. Few of us except we read, and 
study and are willing to justly see the 
two sides of this as well as every 
other question that must be gone into 
with unbiased mincis, know just what 
is happening in Ireland to-day. How 
many of us see the misery that the 
reprisal movement has brought upon 
hundreds of innocent people—a move­
ment that is even against the princi­
ple of the War Measures and the In­
ternational Code of Honor as the 
world sees it. And yet it goes on, 
winked at—as it surely must be—by 
the powers that are the controlling 
factors of the soldiers that nation 
arms.

Steamer Meets
Stormy Weather.

S.S. East Chicago, Capt. McPhail, 
arrived in port Saturday evening 
short of water.

Friend” Society,
There ie in Spain a strange and ex­

clusive society. It is known as the 
Hermandad de la Pax-y-Caridad, 
that is to say, the Fraternity of Peace 
and Charity. Founded by Don Juan 
Manara-y-Mendoza, the beautiful or­
iginal of Lord Byron’s "Don Junan," 
it takes charge of prisoners under 
sentence of death during the last 
twenty-four hours preceding their 
execution.

As there are about fifty capital 
sentences Imposed by the tribunals 
each year in Spain the duties of the 
members of this fraternity, which is 
restricted to scions of the very oldest 
houses of the Grandezza, are far 
from being merely honorary.

When they are on duty they wear 
a black robe, reaching almost to the 
ground, surmounted by a peaked hood 
of the same material, the features 
being wholly concealed by a cloth.
