dent of the National Fish Company,
says: “It takes an acre of land to sup-
port two sheep or one ox. On the other
hand oné acre on the fishing banks
will often yield ten times this amount
of food.” He says further as to the
necessity for a™larger consumpuon of
fish if we are to properly “utilize this
great natural resource, and to fur-
nish employment to our large and
needy fishing population: “There are
400,000 people in Canada directly de-
pendent upon the fisheries, and yet
our annual per capita of fish con-
sumption is only 21 Ibs. Great Britain,
on the other " hand,” ‘consumes an
average of 26 lbs., almost three times
as much as we do. Could we raise our

‘consumption to that amount we would

at the same time lower immensely our
cost of living and increage-the amount
of employment throughout the Domin- |
ion. There is no Qquestion about the
supply, it is exhaustless.

the three great world fisheries. Down

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The Humber
Amendments.

The Opposition members in
the House, particularly the
Leader, Mr. Higgins, are cer-
tainly entitled to congratula-
tions on the fact that all their
proposed amendments to the
Humber Proposition except one
were accepted and passed at last
night’s session of the House. The
amendment that is still held up
for further consideration by the
Government is that which pro-
vides for a minimum wage for
the workmen. The principal
change which is of advantage to
the' colony is that regarding

. taxation. The original agreement
stipulated that the Company
was free from all taxation in
perpetuity. The amendment pro-
vides that after theexpiry of
thirty years, or June 28th, 1953,
this exemption will come to an
end and the corporation shall
pay the ordinary taxes accord-
ing to the schedule then current
the same as any other business

. firm or company. The amend-
ment of next importance is that
relating to surplus hydro-electric
power. Whatever power is gen-
erated in excess of that which is
required by the operating com-
pany. to carry on its work the
Government shall have the first
option of its purchase in the
event of the company wishing to
sell. 'The idea behind this is the
possibility that the power may
be successfully applied to the
electrification of the railway sys-
tem, or a part of it at least, so
that trains may be run by elec-
tric power, and that the expen-
sive item of coal may be elimi-
nated and the road be made a
paying proposition. The third
privilege secured is that freedom
of fishing and hunting is reserv-
ed for the general public of
Newfoundland as well as visiting
tourists over all the Company’s
lands and rivers and the usual
riparian rights to traverse the
banks of all streams and rivers,
which custom prevails every-
where else in Newfoundland,
will be kept inviolate. The Nfid.
Game Laws will apply to the
Company’s territory and except
in the payment of the usual cost
of shooting and fishing licenses
to the Government, visiting
sportsmen would be free to roam
at will and fish and shoot in the
territory. This will have a very
important bearing on the future
tourist traffic of the West Coast,
which we all look forward fo
developing into a great financial
asset to the country in the years
to come. The Government de-
serves to be congratulated also
in their readiness to aceept these

suggestions of the Opposition’

The storm too, swept away
hundreds of traps, and though most
of them were recovered they were
badly damaged and four to six days
has been lost in getting them repair-
ed and set again. The Bank fishery
farther west is little better so far
than a failure, and even if the con-
ditions improve greatly now, it is too
late to make up for lost time.

An Eventful Trip.

SCHR. “LADAS” HAD A TRYING
TIME EN ROUTE TO ST.
MARY’S. .

The -little = schr.  “Ladas,” Owen
Whalen, master, arrived at St, Mary's
cn Monday last after a -most trying
experience caught in the heavy north-
east gale of the previous days, after
leaving St. John’s on ¥riday morn-
ing, the craft received a severe buffet-
ing. After rounding Cape Race an
attempt was made to shelter at Tre-
passey when a heavy sea bparded her
tearing the mainsail to pieces and
carrying away, the rudderhead.: After
two hours hard work they managed
to rig a temporary rudderhead but
not before the schr. drifted to such
a distance that with her mainsail
gone it was impossible to reach Cape
Pine for shelter. Accordingly the
master was forced to lay to under a
double reefed foresail. A terrific
gale was raging all the while and
everything -on the deck was swept
away the crew suffering intensely be-
cause of the cold and exposure. On
Saturday the gale increased until it
blew a hurricane, the little schooner
being at the time abhout 40 miles W.S.
W. from Cape Pine. The jib was
washed off the bowsprit. The skipper
tied a rope around his body amnd vol-
unteered to cut it away fearing the
welght of water it held would force
open the craft forward, all the while
the Ladas wgs leaking and the situa-
tion was serious, At midnight Satur-

| day, the lights of a steamer were

sighted and the master signalled for
assistance but no notice was taken of
them although the steamer was quite
close to the craft-at the time. Shortly
after the wind veered around. The
schooner was by this time 75 miles
W.8.W. from - C&pe Pine. Just bo&on
dark Sunday eveping Cape St. lurrs
was sighted, and all on board were
thankful that their uvea were spared.
Arriving at Riverhead, St. Mary's at
daylight with her canvu gone and
Geck swept clean, the crew were ex-
hausted.

Cabbages Have Hearts.

Biologists now believe that in all
plant life a pumping action, similar
to that performed by the heart of an

animal, takes place to cause the as- |

cent of sap in all forms of vegeta-
tion.

The pumping is done by minute
cells, which expand and contract

with a throbbing action. Water is,

drawn up from the soil by root-hairs,
along which the water flows to the
root, thence it is propelled upwards
to the cells.

To live, a tree must obtain 4(; in-
organic foor from dissolved substan-
ces in the soil. After the liquid is
sucked up by the roots and conduc-
ted along the stems, any excess ig8 ex-
haled into the air through minute op-
enings in the leaves.

The amount of food in solution
raised by the “heart beats” of a fair-
ly large tree is something like a hun-
dred pounds per day. When it is re-

iest leaf must daily receive its ration
of ligquid, the emergy required for
[pumping must be enormous.

Under .normal conditions the as-
| cent of sap exceeds a speed of a hun-
dred feet per hour. This delicate
and wonderful action is all brought
about by the tree’s heart pressure
from below and a tug, as it were,
from above.

The records -of the heart-beats ot
both animal and plant digplay aston-
ishing similarities. In animal life the
beat increases with a rising tempera-
ture ,and if the cold becomes too acute
the action of the animal heart comes
to a stop. The heart heat of a tree
is also arrested immediateiy too low
a temperature is reached, and sap
fails to be pumped. This explains the
whole phenomenon' of “falling - leaf
and fading tree.”

There is thiz vital difference, how-
ever: The animal heart beats from
the dawn of life till death; in vege-
tage Nature applies an anaesthetic
which Julls the plant into a state of
coma. There {8 still lifs, but the ac-
tion of the heart has become dor-
mant,

In the matter of handling trees for
transplanting, this ¢an be carried out
with impunity during winter months,
but if attempted during the full flow
of the sap the tree will invariably suc-
cumb, simply because the heart of
tree is unable to perform the double
function .of supplying life to the
branches and life to the roots.

In aill life there is contiunuity, and
the phystological machinery is to all
ends and purposes the same in plant
and animal life. .

The plant, like the animal contracts
under any unusual shock. There ig
2 highly and well developed nervous
system in plant life, so that any ex-
citation as a ‘given point courses
through the whole.

Canada’s Halibut | Fishery

A convention designed to secure
the preservation of the halibut fish-
ery of the Northern Pacific Ocean
which is being rapidly depleted by
overfishing has been signed by Can-
ada and the United States. By this
convention a closed season of the
halibut fishery is established from
November 16th, to February 15th of
each year, and both countries have
arranged to provide penallies for vio-
lators of this regulation. The closed
gseason will contihue from year to
year until it is modified or suspended
by joint agreement.

This treaty comes as the result of
a resolution formally adopted by the
Hxecutive of the Canadian Fisheries
Association which directed the at-
tention of the Government to the ser-
ious damage being wrovght to Can-
ada’s halibut fishery in the North
Pacific and suggested the only dras-
“tlc remedy possible. The treaty be-
tween the two countries followed this
being incidently pointed out as the
first occasion of direct diplomatic in-
tercourse. een the Dominion and |
the RepunHe, and probably creating
a precedent in this regard.

With a
fish capable of reproduction to sueh
an advanced age, it is clear that the
agreement of a closed season during
spawning time will preserve these
rich fishing grounds in their fertility
forever.

Though the Canadian catch is a
substantial one there is clearly an
opening for a greater explcration on’
the Dominion’s part of the halibut
fishing grounds directly off its coast.
The greater volume of the Canadian
catch is consumed by the domestic
market, and in‘ the last flscal year
only 66,399 cwt.,. worth $854,992 was
export' to the United States, United
Kingdom and other counries.
