The Wholesale License Unitor Case# 

The following ia the decision of the 
Police Magis*rate in the case of Kelly vs# 
Jackson & Hallett, tried at the Police 
Court a few days ago; ia which the de­
fendants were, charged with selling liquor 
wholesale under a retail license :•—

The defendants are charged with sell­
ing spiritoua liquor by wholesale, to 
wit, one barrel of whiskey containing 
about 48 gallons, at their shop in Gnelph, 
on 28 th July last .without a license to sell 
by wholesale as required by the Statutes 
of Ontario, 37 Victoria, chapter 32.

The defendants admit the sale by 
them at their shop in Gnelph, on the day 
alleged in the information, of one barrel 
of whiskey containing over five gallons 
to one Clarke, of Arthur, a Tavern 
Keeper and a customer of the defen­
dants. And they produce a shop license 
duly issued to them under the old act, 
dated 1st March, 1874, valid to 1st of 
March, 1875. This license empowers 
defendants to sell by retail only in quan­
tities not less than one quart.

For the defendants it is contended, 
1st. That, the act under which their 
shop liceilse was issued (Statutes of 
Ontario, 32 Victoria, chapter 82, as 
amended by 33 Victoria, chapter 28) only 
contemplated one license for a shop 
keeper, and that the defendants’ said 
license to sell by retail being still in force 
the defendants can sell under it as they 
have done in this ease—that is by the 
barrel containing over * five gallons.

Firemen’s Gathering In Hamilton. 
On Thursday the annual jubilee of the 

Fire Brigade, in Ontario took place in 
Hamilton, and was the most successful 
that has yet been held. Brigades in 
uniforms accompanied by bands, were 
present from Co.bourg, Dundee, Bowman? 
ville, Berlin, Thorold, Whitby, Napanee, 
Ayr, Buffalo, Niagara Falls, London, 
Galt, Paris, Oahawa, Ingersoll, and other 
places, and the gathering numbered 
over two thousand firemen and sixteen 
bands. Many of the delegates brought 
their engines and hook aad ladder 
apparatus, as well as banners and flags.

The visitors were received at the G. W. 
Station by the Mayor of the city and 
prominent members of the corporation, 
and were formed into line at the Gore, 
whence they marched in pr-.cession to the 
Crystal Palace grounds, where dinner 
was provided. The tables, if placed in 
line, would extend one-third of a mile, 
and were loaded with delicacies. The 
Palace, from floor rto coaling, was pro­
fusely decorated with evergreens, flags 
and streamers, over two thousand two 
hundred feet of material being used in 
the latter decorations. North of the 
Palace the Horticultural building was 
handsomely fitted up as a ball room, and 
in the evening brilliantly illuminated.

The Reciprocity Treaty.
WHO PAYS THE TAXES ?

To the Editor of the Mercury.
Sir,—I have been deeply interested in 

watching the discussion at present going 
on i» the press with regard to the pro­
posed Reciprocity Treaty. It is instruc­
tive as well as somewhat amusing to 
witness the various phases of opposition 
manifested by one class—Protectionists,
I suppose ; and equally instructive and 
amusing to read the arguments advanced 
in its favor by those who draw their in­
formation from Free Trade principles. 
It is a serious question, however, and 
contains many problems for the earnest 
consideration of our public men—Free 
Traders as well as Protectionists. Your 
brief article in yesterday’s issue contains 
important suggestions, and it is to be 
hoped that manufacturers attending the 
Hamilton) meeting will gd there fully pro- 
pared with statistics to back up their 
views upon the particular interest which 
they represent. The people of this coun­
try expect that the strongest arguments 
both for andagainst the Treaty will be 
there presented by men capable of iutel- 
ligentlydiscussing these matters.

I notice that many writers in favor ef 
the Treaty contend, as a reason for its 
adoption, that the two great staples of 
our country, viz., lumber and farm pro­
ducts, will, under its operations, be 
greatly enhanced in value. In fact the 
statement is made that the rise in price 
of these articles will be equal to the 
amount of duty taken off by the United 
States. It seems to me this is à fallaci­
ous argument which will nob bear criti­
cism. What object could the Americans 
have, and what benefit could they ex­
pect to derive from including these ar­
ticles in the Treaty, unless they were 
able to lay them down in their own 
country cheaper than they can now do 
under the present tariff? If, dn the

sold under it, only requiring that the 
minimum quantity shall not be less than 
one quart. 3rd. That the defendants 
having procured their license to sell by 
retail before the passing of the Act of last 
session, their rights under that license 
cannot be interfered with.

By the prosecutor it is contended that 
as the law stood at the time of the issue 
of the defendants’ license to sell by re­
tail, namely, on 1st March, 1874, liquor 
could not be sold by wholesale without a 
license to sell by wholesale, and that any 
quantity of liquor over 6 gallons could 
not be sold at any one time under a 
license to sell by retail.

Now I must confess that I have nèver 
had much doubt about the law in this . 
case, but it being one of importance to 
defendants. I thought it better to defer 
my decision and more carefully examine 
into the grounds urged on their behalf. 
Having done so I am of the opinion that 
these grounds are not tenable.

The charge is laid under the xot of 
last session, 37 Victoria, chapter 32, 
which was assented to on 24th March 
last, and published in the Ontario 
Gazette of 28th of same month.

This act provides for three different 
kinds of license, viz :—Tavern licenses, 
shop licenses, and licenses by wholesale, 
and it construes the meaning of these 
different licenses. “ A license by”
“ wholesale” being construed (see. 4,) 
to mean a license for selling, bartering, 
or trafficking by wholesale, only in 
liquors in wharehouses, stores, shops, or 
places other than inns, ale or beer 
houses, or other houses of public enter­
tainment, in quantities not less than 
five gallons, in each cask or vessel at any 
one time.

Section 6, provides that tavern and 
shop licenses may be issued between the 
first and fifteenth of March, in each 
year, and licenses by wholesale may be 
issued between the first and last days of 
March, in each year, and all such licenses 
shall be deemed to have been issued on 
the first day of Match.

Section 6, enacts that the issuer 
of licenses shall countersign every license 
isèued by him, and shall state thereon 
the date of such countersigning, and 
every such license shall take effect in 
favor of the applicant therefor from the 
time of such countersigning and not be-

Seotion 13, enacts that the issuer 
of licenses shall issue to any applicant 
upon requisition therefor signed by 
him, and after payment to the issuer of 
the provincial duty thereon. A license 
for selling fermented spiritoua or other 
liquors by wholesale, only in his ware­
house, store, shop, or place to be defined 
in said license, and which license shall 
be deemed “ a license by wholesale,” 
within the meaning of and subject to the 
provisions of the fourth section of the

Then section 24 enacts that no persons 
shall sell by wholesale or retail any 
spiritoua fermented or other manufac­
tured liquors within the Province of 
Ontario without having first obtained s 
license under that act authorizing him 
to do so.

Now the act having come in force on 
the 24th of March, and having been 
published in the Official Gazette, on the 
28th of March—three days before the 
expiration of the time allowed for the 
taking out cf wholesale licensee, it 
seems to me that all dealers in liqnor 
by wholesale, not licensed under the old 
•act, should have taken out wholesale 
licenses on or before the 31st of March 
last, under the new act, and that those 
who without such license have since 
sold by wholesale, have subjected them­
selves to the penalties of the new act.

The repealing clause of the new act 
repeals the several acts in the recital 
named, (the act under which defendants’ 
shop license was issued being one of them) 
and that clause enacts that such repeal 
shall not revive any act or provision of 
law by them repealed, or prevent the 
effect of any saving clause therein, or 
the application of any such acts or of 
any provision therein formerly in force 
to any transaction, matter or thing an­
terior to the said repeal and to which 
they would otherwise apply : but there; 
is no saving clause, matter or thing in 
the repealed acts in favor of the defend­
ants as wholesale dealers that I can see, 
for by the repealed act under which their 
shop license was issued, a license to sell 
by wholesale was as necessary as was a 
license to sell by retail—the course to be 
followed in procuring the former being 
the same as the course to be pursued in 
procuring the latter {vide sec. 12).

It is true that the repealed act did not 
define the meaning of a license to sell 
by wholesale, whereas the new act does, 
but I think that a sale of liquor in the 
original package in quantities not less 
than five gallons, would have been held 
under the repealed act to have been a 
sale by wholesale in law.
• If under the repëaled act a license to 
sell by wholesale had not.been necessary, 
one could appreciate the haidship which 
the, new act would work upon shop­
keepers ip requiring them to take out 
another license this year for the privi­
lege of selling by wholesale during the 
remainder of the term of their current

The defendants’ shop license is un­

doubtedly in force still, and by virtue of 
the repealing clause of the new act it 
protecu them during its currency in the 
eal$ of liquor in quantities not less than 
one quart ; but their shop license does 
not protect any sale other than a sale by 
retail, which I understand to be a sale 
“^entities less than five gallons.

'there must have been some special 
object in publishing the Act of 1874 in 
the Gazette immediately after it was 
passed, and it seems- to me that the 
Sot was officially published so soon in 
order that liquor dealers might have 
notice to govern themselves by it. I see 
nothing to justify the conclusion that the 
act was intended to remain a dead letter 
till March 1875. "Neither in the spirit 
nor in the letter would the enforcement 
of the new act, from the moment it be­
came law, invade the rights of shop keep­
ers holding licenses to sell by retail un­
der the old act ; and I am of the opinion 
that the effect of the new act is to render 
all persons liable to a fine, who have, 
einoe the first day of March last, sold 
liquor in quantities not less than five 
gallons at one .time, without having a li­
cense to selleby wholesale..

Supposing a shop keeper were to open 
a shop now, and sell by retail without a 
license, would it be a good answer for 
him, upon being summoned, to say : “ The 
new law does not come into operation 
with regard to the issue of • shop 
licenses* until next March and there­
fore I may sell without a shop license 
until next March ?” I think not. Then, 
supposing a person holding a shop license 
were to begin to-day selling by whole­
sale, that is in quantities not less than 
five gallons at one time, would it be a 
good answer for him, upon being sum­
moned for seUing by wholesale without a 
wholesale license, to say : “ The law with 
regard to the issue of wholesale licenses 
does not take effect until next March, 
therefore I may sell by wholesale till that 
time, without a wholesale license?” I fail 
to see that such a defence could be main-

If retail dealdrs wish to sell by whole- 
, Mle, they must procure a wholesale li-. 
cense. If, on the other band, wholesale 
dealers wish to sell by retail, they must 
procure the license enabling them so to do.

I convict the defendants, and fine the 
defendant Daniel Jackson $20 without 
costs, payable forthwith ; and in default 
of immediate payment, I order distress 
to be issued against the goods and chat­
tels of the defendant Jackson; and in 
default of distress, 1 do then order the 
defendant Daniel Jackson to be imprison­
ed in the common gaol of the County of 
Wellington for 10 days.

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Selling Wholesale on a Bétail 
Shop License.

We publish to-day the decision of 
the Police Magistrate in the case of 
Messrs. Jackson & Hallett, wholesale 
and retail grocers and spirit dealers 
in this town, who were charged be­
fore the Police Magistrate & few 
days ago with selling liquor by whole­
sale on a retail shop license. We 
give the decision in full because it is 
of special interest to wholesale deal­
ers in the Province, and, as fai as we 
know, is the first case of the kind 
that has come up for trial. The 
ground taken by the prosecution is 
that under ths new Act, passed last 
session of theOntarioLegislature,a re­
tail shop license only gives the holder 
power to sell liquor in quantities under 
live gallons, and that to qualify them 
for selling in quantities over five gal­
lons, wholesale dealers must take out, 
a wholesale license. The Police Ma­
gistrate in his decision holds that 
under the new Act such a license is 

' required.
The question is. of considerable 

importance to wholesale dealers, and 
m order to test it, Messrs. Jackson & 
Hallett have given notice of appeal 
against the decision, when the ca e 
will bè argued in a higher court.

East Elsin—McDougall 
Triumphant.

The election in East Elgin was 
keenly contested, but resulted on 
Thursday in the election of Mr. 
McDougall, by a majority of 209 over 
his Conservative opponent, Mr. Jen­
kins. We hail Mr. McDougall s 
election as an evidence of the con­
tinued popularity of the Reform 
Government, and the strength and 
permanence of Reform principles in 
East Elgin. This election is remark­
able from the fact that it was the 
first one held under the new law in 
which the vote was taken by ballot. 
The new system worked well and 
gave great satisfaction. Among all 
the votes polled, but very few mis­
takes were made The' voting was 
carried on so quietly that a stranger 
in St. Thomas, or in any place where 
the voting was going on would not 
have known unless told that an 
election was being held. This speaks 
well for our new election law.
