We have English papers to the 18th
June, in which we find so much to in-
terest if not excite the general reader
that we find ‘room in this 1ssue to
refer to only : the most important
topics.

James’ Hall a riot took place and the
red flag was raised, The meeting was
called by the Metropolitan Working-
man’s Conservative Association ; bat
the Reform League assembled in great
forco and gave cheers fur Bright,
Gladstone and Mill, and groans for the
Tories. The Conservatives seated Mr
R. A. Fowler in thechair. Mr Mantle
moved an amendment that Mr Baxter
Laogley take the chair, which was
carried. by a large majority.

Mr Langley and Mr Fowl :
immediate backers now stood in close
proximity, and their contest for su«
premacy became more and more fierce
and exciting. Both parties hustled
each other, and the excitement ocul~
minated in an attempt to drive Mr
Langley from the platform. This act
"ineensed the Leaguers, and a rush
irom the body of the hall was at once
made to the rescue of Mr Langley.
A fight between both parties was the
result, The table at which the chairs
man was to have sat was tumbled
down to that provided for the accom-
modation of the reporters, and the
chairs were used as weapons of attack,
together with sticks, which some of
the parties bad brought.

ously hurt. The fighting, which up to
this time had been almost confined to
those on the platform and near it,
then became general. The yelling,
shouting and uproar were indescrib-
able. After some exertion on the part
of the police, the proceedings became
less uproarious, and ultimately Mr
Fowler essayed to address the meets
ing. It was, however, found impossi-
ble to allay the angry teelings that had
been aroused, and as contusion and
disorder were too great t0 admit of
his being heard, he addressed himself
to the reporters. The subsequent
proceedings were confined to cheering
and groaning, and to noisy discussions
amongst persons who formed them«
selves into knots in various parts of
the hall. About halfspast nine o’clock
the gas was extinguished and the hall
cleared by the police. William Murs
pby, the anti.Popery. lecturer, who
has been lecturing on the “XKrrors of
Roman Catholicism,” has succeeded
in creating a great riot in Birmings
ham. The Mayer of the eity, admon-
ished by a report of disturbances that
had attended Murphy’s lectures else.

Paris Letter,
(Special Paris and Continental Correspondence. )

Pagis, June 4th, 1867,

THE RUSSIAN BEAR IN PARIS,

Who would have believed it? The
haughbty autocrat whose father but a few
years ago refused to call the Emperor “dear
brother,” has at last condescended to visit
the parvenu and even to accept his hospis
tality. Those who up to within a few days
ago sung Noch st Polen nicht verloren, must
bide their diminished heads. Poland’s doom
is cealed. France, which for many years—
though its affection was conficed 1o words—
ghow some sympathy for the oppressed
Poles, thousands of whom have found a shele
ter in Fravce, must throw down the mask,
fcr the Russian bear, who has hugged the dew
voted people to death, bas been r-ceiv.d
with open arms io the' French ecapital.
Alexander IL, Emperor of all the Russiag,
made his entry into Paris on the 1st of Jane.
All Paris and his wife, together wtth the
thousands now staying here to have a look
at the Exhibition, turped out to see the
sight. His Mujesty arrived with that
pucctuality which constitutes the politeness
of kings. At the appointed hour, a quarter
past four, the Imperial traic glided into the
Cave du Nerd. Napoleon 111 had arrived at

four ‘o’clock, and the door of the Emperor’s-

carrage had no sooner been opened than he
rushed forward to embrace bis guest. What
would one ot give to have kuown the
thoughts of the two Emperors at that
moment? Several persons of distinction
who accompanied the Emperor of Russia,
having been presented to the Emperor of the
French, and the latter haviog done ditto to
the former with several of the French min-
isters who attended him, the two Emperors
took their place in a vouture de gala with two
horses. They started off tor the Tuilleries,
that the Emperor might shake hands with
the Kmpress and take a little retreshment
after his tatiguing journey. The boulevards
and streets between the northerc station and
the Tuilleries were lined with an immense
coucourse of people, who, however, were dis<
appointed, at their majesties not baving
chosen an open carriage. Though the day
was hot and sultry, their majesties were
boxed up ina closed carriage, with both the
windows up as it it bad beeo a cold Novem~
ber day. Afier his majesty bad gone
tbrough the small talk usual on such occa-
sions, he took his leave of the Empress and
repaired to the Eiysee Bourbon. in the Fau-
bourg Bt. Honore, formerly the residence of
the President of the Repablic of 1848. The
Emperor ot Russia will remain in Paris nine
days, and all that the French treasury can do
to make his stay one of sumptuous grandeur
will most certainly be done. His Majesty is
to be treated to a grand review at the Bois
de Boulogne. Oa dunday last he attended
the race in the same place, and such a con-
course of people has not been seen for many
a year.
THE CZAR AT THE OPERA.

It bad at one ume been boped. that there
wouid have been a possibility of baving the
pew grand opera house ready for tie arrival
of the Czar, but as such is not the case, a
grand performance is to be given in the opera
bouse ot the Rue Lepelutier, in honor of the
autocrat, The first siogers of Paris are to
perform vefore the crowned heads and host
of European princes, #nd, moreover, the
theatre is to be kept from the public, and
neither love nor money ata 10 be the means
of procuring a place. Invitations are to be
sent out by the lmpemal Chamberlain to all
tbe members of the diplomatic corps, the
members of the Seuate and Legislative body.
It is stated that the bouse is to be illumin~
ated a gwrno, and that the partere is to be
reserved for all the members of the lmperial
Exhibition commission and for exhibitors of
a.l ki: ds.

THREE FINE DAYS AND A THUNDERSTORM;

The weather seems to have taken a spite
agaiost the Exbibition, for ever since the 1sé
of April, the day of the opening, the weather
has been most uncertain, and the rain seems
to be a fixture in order to lavour the insolent
coach and cab drivers of the capital. These
gentlemen and tbe public of Puaris are at
present at daggers drawn, and pot a day
passes without several disputes taking place
between jarvey, tbe visitors to the Exhibition
and tbe puclic of the capital. Mousieur
Cocher thinks be must make hay while the
sun shioes, and since the new law has Jeft
him the liverty to do pretty much as*he
likes, his demands konow no bounds. As
much a8 one hundred and seventy francs
were asked and given oo Sunday last for a
two horse carriage to take one to the races of
the Bois ce Boulogne. The small one horse
wicker-work carriages which were started
about siX weeks ago are doing a thriving
busicess. ‘The hotel keepers are following
the examgle of the cockers, and a miserable
shake down on the sixth story, about as
camiortable as a dog keonel, is now quoted at
ten fraoes a pight. Will these cormorants
return to former prices after the Exhibition
18 over? That is the question. The prices of
provisions of all kinus bave augmented in a
most trightfal proportion since the middle of
last mooth, and should things go op increas-~
ing in this maoner pone but the Rothschilds
and the Princes will be able to remein in
this city.

The Dominion of Canada.

1 (Dates to July, 2d.)

The special correspondent of the Chicago
Republican sends the following from Ottaws,
C. W, July 2d :

The 1st of July bas given birth to tha polix
tical infact, the Dorwinion of Canada. At
five minutes past 12 o’clock, midnight, his
advent was hailed by a salute of 101 guns
and a bonfire. Also by the ringing of bells.
_ The day dawned clearly and brightly on
bis pativity, and the Capital was dressed
with bunting to testify the public pleasure.
The flags hung out were of course the British,
with a few, very few French flags. On the
three blocks of the Patliament buildings
were as many flags—over the eastern block
being the Royal Standard, and over the other
two the Britich Ensign. There was no flag
over the United,States Consulate, and the
office was closed.

About the hour of eleven tke streets bes
came crowded, and the Russell House. the
best house here—but only a third-rate house
after all—was the centre: of pews. The
groups of people wended their way -toward
the Parliament buildings to. witnesa the arri-
'val of his Excellency the Governor~General.-
At five minates before 11, a guara of honor.
of 100 men of the Rifle Brigade, with the
band, drew up, lining the approach to the
entrance of the eastern block of the Parlia-
ment bui'dings. At 11 o’clock precisely,
Lord Monck drove up amid the salute of
artillery. The guard presented arms, and
the band played “God save the Queen.” The
people looked on in silence at the pageant.
His Excellency entered the building, and
was then shut out from public view. I am
enabled to say that he took the oath of effice
as Governor-General of the Dominion of
Canada, before Chief Justices Draper and
Richards, and Justices Wilson, Haggarty
and Mondelet.

His Excelleney then proceeded to name
the members of the Privy Council. At this
early hour it is impcssible to give a positively
correct list of the Council, but it is belie®ed
that the following members will form it :
Honorables John A Macdonald, Alexander
Campbell, William McDougall, William
Howland, Alexander T Golt, George E Car-
tier, J C Chapais, and Hector L Langevin
for Canada East end West, while Honor-
ables Tilley, Mitchel, Archibald and Kenny
are the members for the Lower Proviuces.
This wouald form a Council of twelve,

They have ordered the Flume
Company’s men off the ground entire,
ly, and virtually assumed the owner-
ship of the whole twelve hundred and
fifty feet claimed by the Flume Com-
pany and awarded them by the decision
of the Gold Cowmissioner’s Court.
There is a report that a stockade has
been erected by the trespassers, and
that from behind it they are prepared
%o hurl defiance at the constitated au-
thorities should they determine to
Place the Flume Company in posses.
sion. In the meantime, Governor
General Tratch, Capt, Porcher, R. N.,
and Inspector of Police Brew, is
speeding as rapidly as horseflesh and
steam can convey him towards the
disaffected djstrict. His Excellency,
it is said, will exhaust every argument
to induce the men to lay down their
arms before proceeding to the adop-
tion of extreme measures. It has
been suggested that the Governor
should inquire into the ¢ rights and
wrongs” of the case and act as ar-
bitrator ; and that should he find the
Canadian Company entitled to the
ground, be should suffer them to remain
in undisturbed possession. But it
strikes us this suggestion could only
be carried out after the Canadian
Company had laid down their arms,
and even then only with the consent
of the Flume Company. Surely, the
Governor is not expected to place
himself or the Government in the
humiliating position of treating with
a band ot men who have taken ap
- arms in opposition to the decree of &
properly constituted Court! As weli
might the Judge of the Supreme Court
be expected to decide a case while a
loaded revolver was aimed at his head
by one of the parties to the suit. No,
The Governor cannot act as arbitrator
except with the consent of both sides,
and not even then until the Canadians
shall have laid down their arms and
abandoned the ground. We think,
however, His Excellency has acted
Wisely in proceeding in person to the
scene of difficulty. His presence may
do good ; but should the * worst come
to the worst ” and blood be shed, he
will at least enjcy the comforting res
flection ot having done all that could
be expected of him towards ‘enforcing
the laws before proceeding to ex-
tremities. We sincerely hope that the
Canadian Company will become gon-
vinced of their error, and will quietly
Tetire from their offensive position
upon the arrival of the Governor on
the creek.

How 10 Usk CyaNIDE OF PoTAssiom—
The Grass Valley Union recders a service to
the miners of . Calitornia by publishing the
tollowing directions for the use of this new
gold-saving agent : This is a chemical to be
used in gold-saving, and it is claimed that it
is more economical, a better gold collestor,
aod in every way a more desirable article in
quartz-milling than any previously offered
the public. The cyanide of potassium is
used both on copper plates and in the bat-
teries or pans. The directions to amalgamate
the plates and to sensitize them are these :
First clean the plates with sand and gitric
acid, until they are quite bright ; then wash
them off with an abuandance of cold water ;
then with a rag or swab, or piece of sponge,
tied to a whalebene or stick, wet the surface
of the plates thickly or thoroughly with_ a 8o~
lation of eyanide—apply mercury imme-
diately and rub it on well ; the plates will
hereby become cooled, preventing a highly
sensitive coating of mercury, which will seize
tpon the gold as it passes over them, Cya-
nide solation should be applied as the pans
become tarnished. To the battery the solu~
tion may be applied with great advantage—a
portion to be added to the mercury is added.
Experiments should be made, as different
rock will require greater or less Qeantity, as
may be found by trial, The experience of
the best millmen shows that the article may
be used with mercury, in al| milling oper«
ations, to great advantage.”

WORK AND Wages 1y QUEENSLAND
—The following is ap extract from the
letter of an emigrant to a friend in
Edinburgh, dateqd Brisbane, Queens-
land, March 19, 1867 i—My expecta-
tions in regard to chis colony have
been sadly disappointed. Work has
been very 8carce, and money even
more 80. About ten months ago there
Was 8 general’ complaing among the
unemployed, and Government was
forced to open what are called ¢ reliet
camps,” and employ between 400 and
500 men in making roads and bridges,
paying them at the rate of 2s. 6, per
day, Men were obliged to accept this
Wage or starve, and it yielded thom
but a scanty subsistence, This state
of things continued tilt January last,
when Government funds fell o low
that it was impossible to keep the men
working even at that reduced wagoe,
and about half of them were paid off,
and now they are nearly all thrown
idle, I do not think there are above
30 or 40 at work out of the 500, I¢is
really too bad to announce to the home
hewspapers that wages uverage from
10s. 10 128, & day for mechanics, and
from 6s, to 8s. for laborers. I can ag-
sure you that I have seen first~class
mechaniqs-—blacksmitbs, engineers,
Masons, joiners, ¢to.—~as well as goy-
eral highly eduncated men, working on
the roads with pick and shovel, andg
even breaking stones, at 2, 6d. per
day. It is cruel to mislead people by
publishing imaginary accounts of the
prosperity of the colony, and caunse
many to break up comfortable homes
in the old country and come out here
to be scorched under a tropical sun, ag
well a8 starved from want of work.
The colony isin a very unsatisfactory
‘condition. Almest every article of
consumption has to be imported, and
the exports are only wool and bides.
Some pecple talk ofits growing cotton
and sugar, but one season is oo wet,
anocher too dry, and the hest 8o in~
tense that the Crops are burnt up. The
land has also decreased very much in
value. For example, an allotment,
with an house upon it, which could noy
have been bought under £100 about 18
months ago, cannot now realizs £20;
and an allotment, for which [ have
seen £25 retused cannot now find a
purchaser at £4.”— Scotsman,

Disgraceful Riot at a Fuperal,

(From the New York Herald » June 18th.)

A desperate and disgracefaf riot cccurred
in the vicinity of Penny Bridge, near Cal-
vary Cemetery, yesterday afternoon, during
which four of the parties engaged.in it were
terribly wounded, and a child is reported to
bave been killed. It appears that a funera]
party from New York stopped at the Bridge
House 1o obtain refreshments, and while
there two of them had a difficulty in the
bar-room, growing out of a discussion of the
merits of the deceased; one of them claims
ing that he was a good man, aod the other
maintaining that it would. bave been better
for society if he had been burieq long ago:
The dispute finally culminated in a general
and bloody riot. The butt ends of whips,
koives, siones and other missiles were used
with deadly and terrific effect, and the rioterg
continued their bloody work until com.
pletely exhausted. Women joined in the
fray, and carried stones to their husbands and
friends, cheering .them on in the fight. One
aged woman was particularly conspicuous
for her ferocity, and wag 8een to jump re-
peatedly on the prostrate form of a man who
was rendered insensible by a blow upon the
head with a stone. A man pamed Timothy
Hughes, who did fearful execution with g
koite, was fina ly koocked into a state of inw
sengibility by a blow upon the head from a
bludgeon in “the hands of a woman, who in
lurn was half stripped of her clothing and
badly beaten by the friends of her victim.
Some fourteen persons in all were more or
less injured ; but four received injuries, prin~

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The Recent Discoveries at Cariboo,
When business is dull and the pub.
lic mind depressed, we are too apt to
relax our efforts' to improve our.
condition and to lose confidence in
every interest and resource at our
command. At no time within our
recollection has the yicld of gold been
as large, or the facilities offered our po-
pulation to become self-supporting so
great as the present; and we are con=
vinced that it only requires an effort to
shake off the feeling of despondency
that is now upon our pecple. The un«
precedented yield of claims on Grouse
Creek has astoniched the oldest Wil-
liam Creek miners, accustomed as they
are to hear of “ big strikes.” The
gold is being taken out, as one in~
formant describes it, ¢ by thé spade-
ful;” and should the lead be iound
continnous from one end to the other
of the creek, the amount of wealth
yet to be laid bare is incalculable.

proved so rich. In the top~dirt they
found gold—much of it coarse pieces
—in quantities sufficient to pay good

' wages ; but impressed with the belief

that vhe true wealth of the claim lies
beneath, they have decided to sink to
the Bedwrock in the hope of reaching
a rich deposit of the precions metal.

All that is wanted is
taorough propecting, which the high
rates of provisions previous seasons
have prevented. There is no obe
stacle ot that character in the way
of the country’s advancement now ;
and we are fully conviuced that it the
habit of croaking into which most of
our pecple have tallen were but drop-~
ped, and if they were to determine
1o make the best of what they have be-
fore them, good results would imme-
diately flow irom their efforts.

. Petroleum as Fuel,

A short time ago we published an
article taken from the Boston Com-
mercial Chronicle in relation to the ex-
periments then in progress on board
the American gunboat Pallos with a
view to establish the superiority of
petroleum over coal us fuel for steam
purposes. Since the appea ance of
that article the result of the cxperis
ments has been made pablic, and
the success is complete and une
qualified. A The Pallos is a fourth
class vessel, and with coal fuel steam-
ed about 8 knots an hour, as her max-
imum speed. With the use of petro.
leum she is reported to have mude an
average of 13 knots, which will make
her equal in speed to a first-class ves«
sel, as a continuous run for 24 hours
would be 312 nautical miles. During
a trial trip of 25 nautical miles the
Pallos burned less than four barrels of
oil to accomplish work that would
have required eight tons of coal. The
four barrels of oil (160 gallons) cost,
at 20 centa per gallon, $32 ; “while
eight tons of coal, at $4 50 per ton,
would cost $§34. Thus we see that
not only is petroleum cheaper, but it
will accomplish more than coal, while
the perfect combustion will materially
help the speed of vessels that have in.
sufticient sized boilers, by giving and
maintaining a greater average pres-
sure of steam than can be obtained by
the use of coal, while there is mo oc_
casion with the use of petroleum for
eleaning fires or flues, Then there

remain ‘to be added the advantages
of additional space left for cargo, the
saving of at least eight firemen or
stokers to each steamship, the ecleana
liness and ‘the inereased speed. The
discoveries made are desttned to
work a great revolution in marine
navigation; and not only will their
benefits be felt at sea, but railways
that extend through “vast tracts of
country where scarcely a tree suitable
for fuel exists, and where the wood
required for consumption must be
hauled a distance of from 100 to 150
miles to the different stations, will be
enabled to run with greater economy
andcarry the fuel necessary for a long
trip in one-tenth the space required
for the stowage of wood. Some doubts
have been oxpressed as to the possi=
bility of a sufficient sapply of petro~
leum being obtained should it come
into general use for fuel ; but a writer
in the Hast demonstrates that the
supply is inexhaustible, and points ount
that even should the wells now known
‘and’ worked in "the States eventually
fail, there still remain parts of Ea-
rope, Asia, Africa and South America
to call on for a continuance of the

supply.

We on this side of the Rocky Mountains
have watched with deep interest the gradual
triumph of those great principles which have
led to the Oonfederation of the British North
American Provinces, and having observed
that provision 18 made for the admission of
British Columbia, we bave taken the prelim-
inary measures to secure a fair discussion of
our claims. The Legislative Council, whose
session is just conclud.d, passed a unanimons
resolution in favor of admission into the
Union upon equitable terms; and the Gover-
nor in his speech yesterday, on proroguing the

Council said, ‘I am about to communicate
with the Secretary of State and the Gover-

Wae are convinced
that, although cur gold fields will always
attract a certain number of miners of migra-
tory character, we can hope only for a settled
population enteriag the colony from the east,
1o the same way that Oregon and Washing-
ton Tenitory were peopled, by immigrants
from atross the plains. The distance from
England to this colony is too great and the
voyage to expensive to expect any numbers
from thence—and although America lends us
pluck and capital, we do pot look for perma-
nent settlers from her shores. We feel isola~
ted from British interests and sentiments ;
with America within ten miles of us to the
South, and the probability, according to re-
cent accounts, of her acquiring the Russian
territory to the Nortb—we feel still more
solitary and unoprotected. We dre rejoiced
10 find that a road. through the Red ~River
Sett nt, to gonnect with the main_roads
of this colony, is one main feature in the Cotw
federation scheme ; and if the pzople of Canas
da will perform their portion of the 'undera
taking, we surely will meet them on the sum-
mit of the mountains.

It is not to be denied that this Colony is
in a depressed condition—what we have to
offer is rather greatness in the future, than
wealth at the present time. Qur mines pro-
mise well, and we never had so large a winter
population in Cariboo as have been perman-
ently settled there during the last few
months. We have strong faith in the Colony,
and have proved it under severe pressure
“Qur hoard is little, but our hearts are
great.” The public debt of the Colony
amourts to nearly £240,000, but this is de~
creased annually by means of a sinking fund:
The estimated revenue for this year is over
$700,000—the actual revenue will certainly
be in excess by balf a million dollars—a large
portion of which will be devoted towards
lessening our indebtedness. We have good
grounds for believing that the whole of* this
immense colony is rich in minerals—north of
Cariboo to the boundary lige. throughout the
Columbia river conntiy to the southern bound.
ary— along the entire length of the Fraser—
the Peace and Stekin rivers—gold is found,
and the Collins Telegraph expedition found
2xcellent indications last year, along their
eotire course, from Quesnelle westward, to
the sea, and also good land. In Vancouver
Island, several distinct coal fields have been
found, and in th:se we think we possess
riches exceeding those of gold—I speak not
of our excellent and unsurpassed climate and
lovely scenery. We eay then to the Confed-
eration : Take us into your Union, look not
to the present aspect of the colony, but to-its
capabilities for greatness, offer us fair and
equitable terms, and we hesitate not to pre~
dict that you will soon be proud of your
Western Province. e e

Professor Goldwin Smith on ** The
Derby.**

Mr. Goldwin Smith has addressed the
following letter to the Manchester Ezaminer:
“ Sir,—~The correspondent of one of the
journals, deseribing the Derby, scys that
among the cheering wkhich bailed the success
of the victor * was to be heard here and there
sound, half scream, half sob, telling a tale of
a heavy loss, if not of absolute ruin,’ Subses
quent report seems to confirm the tale.
This is the spectacle which Lord Palmerston
compared to the Isthmian games as the
character of Lord Palmerston was like the
character, cast in a narrow but genuine and
noble mould, of the Greek hero. The reward
of the victor at the Isthmian games was a
crown of leaves; this, with an inseription
oo enduriog marble in his city, and the more
endusing mooument of Pindar's verse, Of
batting I believe we have no record. If any
sobs and screams mingled with the exultation
of victory, they told only of the honourable
agony of defeat. Ifa parallel is to be sought
io antiquity for these sports of ours, it shoald
be sought rather in the delirious and de-
graded passions of the Roman circus in the
last age of degenerate Rome, It is needless
to say that this is horseracing no longer. It
is a gigantic system, or rather frenzy of
national gambling. The horses are no more
thao the two straws pulled from a baystack,
or.the two drops of rain ruoniog together
down the window-pane, on which, for want of
angthing better, gamblers have been known
to stake their money. The whole kingdom
at the apprcach of the Derby becomes a
gambling table, at which men who pever
saw a horserace, who could not tell the points
of a horse, who wou!d not know Hermit from
a hack, and even women and boys, basten to
taste the vile delight ¢f gamblers, often to
their demoralization, sometimes to their ruin.
As to the pretence of keeping up the breed
of horses, it is needless to say that it is abont
ag vaild and about as sincere as the defence
of fox-hunting on the ground that it clears
the country of vermin. Gambling—gambl«
ing, every year more extensive, every year
for higher stakeg, as the need of excitement
increases—this is now the grand national
amusement, and its crisis is the great nation=-
al event. The men of the Commonwealth
put a stop to bear baiting and the other
‘sports’ of that time. This is set down ns a
proot of their moroseness, and Macaulay says
in his epigrammatic way, that the bear
baitiog was put down, not because it gave
pain to the bear, but because it gave pleasure
to the spectators. Vane or Cromwell would
probably have answered that it was not
because it gave pleasure, - but _because the
pleasure which it gave was an ignoble, un-
manly, and degrading pleasure, uonworthy
alike of a Cbristian and of an English citi-
zens Those days, however, are gone by.
Nobody would now propose to interfere
legally with any amusement not contrary to
public order or decency. ‘e have learnt

hat a censorship of manners in attempttng to

cure throws in the disease. 1f, indeed, as
the Times tells us, the aristoquoy, our heres
ditary legislators, are gambling away their
estates and impoverishing their titles, it may
become necessary that the state ehonlq ste
in for the proteetion of heradlgnry wisdom,
But otherwise, as offences against Heaven
must be left to the jurisdiotion of Heaven, so
moral diseases must be left to morgl cures.
It ig hard to meet in any moral philosopher
with a good diagnosis of the moral malady of
gambling, or a good prescription for its cure.
Moral philosophers occupy themselves too
much with general sentiments and theories,
too little with the practical examination and
treatment of the infirmities to which human—
ity is heir ; they are too much of the preach-
er and essayist, too little of the physician.
There seems to be no principle or propensity-
in human nataure in itself evil ; our vices are-
the depravation or uver excitements of naturs
al tendencies and desires. The feeling of
hope, or whatever it is that leads ug to vens
ture and aspire, is_capable, I presume, like
other feelings, of being over excited by artifi«
cial stimulants, such as the gambling table
or the betting ring affords. .Or perhaps a
lower but more patural explanation may be
found in the love of gain combined with" the-
dislike of labor: = But one thing seems cer<
tain, (hat the passion for gambling prevails
only in the absence of any we ¥ pbject .of:
interest or desire. A man whose mind. was
fally of manly aspirations, or whose heart
was occupied by strong and pure aflections,
would not be seen waiting at the telegraph
office, with agony in his face, for the news of
a horse race, or heard screamjng and sobbing
at Epsom because one animal had got its
head before another. The clergymen and
moralists who are lamenting and denouncing
this base mania will find that in the case of
the individual they will do little by attack=
ing it directly. The only way of expelling
the unhealtby and immoral interest is by
implaoting an interest which is healthy and
moral. And-as with the individual, so it is
with the nation. Give us a parliament eas
pable of being the organ of pational agpiras=
tion and effort, let great questions be once
more handled in earnest by great men, let
our political chiefs once more display the
qualities whice touch a nation’s heart, and
the soil of England will soon cease to be
absorbed by a horse race. That it should be-
80 abserbed at present is not wonderful. I
gee in the shop windows a caricature the
form of which is itselt taken fiom the race
course. A jockey, whose looks bespeak him
the most knavish of his tribe is distancing
bis less cunning rivals in the race. This is a
caricature of the Reform struggle in the
House of Commons, a caricature, no ; but a
simple picture of the bumilialing reality.
On the greatest of all national questions this
parliament, which Mr Lowe calls heroie, not
only allows itself but is apparently pleased to
be ridden by cajolery and fraud ; aond the
victory in legislation belongs to him who is
most familiar with the tricks of the turf and
most unscrupulous in practising them. Who
can blame the nation for turning its mind to a
more genuine and puter object of interest in.

A, T. Stewart’s New Mansion.

Oue of the notable featuras of A T Stews
art’s great model house for the rich, is the
picture-gallery, which is now so near come«
pletion that it is thought it will be done in
apout six months. The house itself will nog
be completed under a year and a balf. The
gallery is 75 feet long and 25 feet broad in
the clear. From the floor, to what -we will
for zonvenience sake call the skylight, the
distance is about 40 feet. The ceiling is
arched, springiog at a point about 20 feet
distant from the floor, and curving graduaally
until the two sides approach within 11 feet of
each other, at a height of 40 feet from the
floor. Here the arrrangements for lighting
the gallery begin, for it will bave no light
save what pours down from above. The first
arrangement will be for- lighting by gas at
night. For this purpose there is to be a ceil~
ing of ground glaes, 11 feet wide, and stretch-
ing across at the points where the arching
ceases and connecting the two sides. This
ceiling will consist of 10 plates of glass,
each 11 feet long, 6 feet wide, and of the
thickness of a half inch. The cost of these
plates was about $1,000 apiece. Above the
floor thus formed the gas lights are to be ar«
raoged, to the number of 3.000 jets, the
piping for which will run the whole length
of the roof on both sides and across the ends,
besides which there will be 10 lengths of
piping, each length with a bandred jets, run-
ning along the iron framework in which the
plates are laid: These 3,000 burners will
be lighted simultaneously by electricity,
just as the dome of the Capitol at
Washington was lighted last winter, Thus,
by a slight pull at what might be
taken for a bell cord, pendent in one
corner of the gallery, a flood of light, like
a sunburst, will be suddenly poured down in
to the hall, aud the whole acea lit up a8 with
the broad glare of day. The effect of such a
scene must be very startling, as, owing to
the intervention of- the ground glass, not a
particle of the arrangement [ have been dega
cribing, would be visible from below,

On that portien of the roct immediately
over the gas chamber, there will be a sky~
light ot the same area as the chamber, gable
roofed, and found also of plate giass, but
unground, and of the most brilliant polish..
By this means, an abundance of light will be
thrown into the hall in the day time, and
filtered, as it will be, against the ground glass.

Have our readers observed the
almost unanimous opinion of the Press
of the Colony in dealing with the diff.
culty at Grouse Creek ? With one ex-~
ception—the Sunday News of this city
—the papers all condemn the course
of the rioters and counsel vigorous
action on the part of the Goverrment
to put down the turbulent spirits who
are bidding defiance to the writs and
injunetions of the Cariboe Courts. It
is gratifying to observe the press
ranging itself on the side of law and
order and pronouncing in favor of the
protection of life and property from
‘the lawless aots of desperate men. It
must be doubly, gratitying to His Ex~
‘cellency when he reflects that he has
the meral sympathy and support of
the exponents of every shade of poliv
tics in the land. The question, indeed,
is not one that admits of a difference
of opinion. _ The safety of every dol~

" lar’s worth ‘of capital now invested in
mining enterprises in the Colony de-
pends on the action of the Govern.
ment in this case. ¢ Self-preservation
is the first law of Nature,” it is said;
and every man who supports the
Government and strengthens its hands
in the orisis now upon it, is securing
for himself, his family and his property
protection for the future, as surely as
every man engaged in obstructing the
enforcement of the laws has laid him-
self liable 10 exemplary punishment.
The question has narrowed 1tself down
to one between the Government and
the Uanadian Company. The claims
of the Grouse Creek Flume Company
sink into insignificance and are not to
be thought ot for a moment. The
community does not stop to inquire
whether the law-breakers are British
subjects or Hindoovs; whether they
bail from across the line or belong to
the Queen’s dominions on the other
side of the Rocky Mountains. The
nationality of evil doers is lost sight of
in the magnitude ot the issue involved
—the pubiic security. All the Governs
ment knows—all the people ought to
know—is that the men have broken
out in open rebellion and obstruct the
execution of the law ; that they have
set at defiance the duly consiituted
authorities, and have rendered thems
selves liable to the most severe pun,
ishment if they persevere in their
course; The eyes of the Colonists are
turned towards His Excellency and
watch his course in this crisis. The
people demand the adoption of a policy
that will insure the proper enforce-
ment of the laws, and the punishment
of the men who have dared to take
up arms to resist their execution.
Shall these demands by the law-and-

Kootenay Correspondence.

FisaErvILLE, July lst, 1867.

Eprrors CoLoxier :—To realize the bean-
ties of British Columbian rule you should
come to Kootenay. The only official here
is the Collector of Customs, Mr Normausell,
who is a very popular officer and looks
closely after his duties, and taxes of all sorts
aod descriptions. '~ Since the dismissal of
Judge Gaggin, who relused to gct in any
official capacity some time before his death
(of which you doubtless have heard long
since) all mining dispuies have remained in
statu quo except those settled by 'Club Law,
which to the credit of the boys have been
very few. Whether there is to be any Gold
Commi- sioner here this season or not, is a
matter of great uncertainty, Although
Judge Cox is reported to be on his way via
Big Bend, we are entirely at-a loss to know
when he will be here,

We have had no news from the outer
world for a month pasf, and as we have
neither express nor mail communication, we
are likely to remgin without news for some
time. Aoy person who would bring in a
lot of newspapors dow would be considered
a public benefactor and would make money
by the ooeration ; surely the Government
can afford to pay $100 or $150 per month fo
bricging the mails from Fort Shepherd to
a camp that coutributes go largely to the
revenue a8 Kootenay. There bave been but
few arrivals here this seasen. T'he present
prpulation ig about 100 whites and 210
Chinamen. There are few if any idle men,
and although no new strikes are reported
yet the boys are doing well, making from
wages to $20 per day where claims are
opened. © Ow.bg to high water, creek claims
are not workable at present but will be in a
short time.

There was quite a rush for Finlay Creek,
about 70 miles north, the other day, bat most
of the boys have returned; they report find-
ing fair prospects in the benches, but the
difficulty of gelling water on the ground
precludes prospecting at present.

Tne Deep Shaft men have been ginking
lor two or three weeks past ; they are now
down about 85 teet without finding bed' rock.
They expect to bottom in a few days, and
ure very sanguine of fieding it rich. ~ Should
they do so it will produee a revolution in this
camp. The gravel benches on this creek all
prospect fairly and afford highly favorable
tacilities for hydraulic mining. T'here is now
oue hydraulic claim workiog with fvery sat.
isfactory results. Should deep prospecting
fail, this, in my opinion, will be the principal
kind of mining that wili pay here after this
year ; but as the benches are very extensive
they will afford employment for a much
greater number of men than there is here at
present for some years to come,

Since the 20th of April thére bave been
125,000 1bs ot flour brought into this camp
azaiost 134,000 Ibs for the entire year of 1866.
This is considered to be fully a year's supply.
Flour is now selling at 22 10 $27 per hundred
at retail; other goods have not arrived in
anything Jike the same proportion, but the
market is fully stocked for the preseot, and
prices of leading artieles are as follows :
Bacon. 50cts ; beans 50cts ;5 sugar 6214cts ;
tea $1 75 1o $2 50; tobacco $2 to 290 ;
candles $1; butter 150 ; coffee $1 ; lard
$6 per can; and other goods in proportion.
Butcher Joe, the rich Portuguese, dispenses
beef as good as any part of the world can
produce, at 20@25¢ per 1. You should
visit Kootenay if you want to eat good beef.
Toe town of Fisherville supports two stores
(Oppenbeimer & Co and Dixon & Co), three
whiskey mills, one blacksmith shop (Archie
Dodd and Mr Ward of Yals, proprietors),
one barber shop, on Sundays, and two res-
tauraats, All hand complain of dull times
at present, but are hopefal of the future.
I the opinion of those best acquainted with
this camp there are great probabilities of rich
discoveries being made in this section ; but
should there be ever so largz a population,
British Columbizans (outside the Govern-
ment) can profit but little by it, until such
limes as there is a trail made in the right
Place, which, in my opinion, can be done at
small outlay. That will allow merchants
and packers trom Hope to compete with
those from Walla Walla, except in the ar-
ticles of flour, bacon and beef, which must
always come from Washington Territory.
The only real difficulty in our route is the
Hope mountain ; and Mr Allison, of Simals
kameen, says he has discovered & new pass,
where the snow is off as early as the middle
of May. - If such be the case, there is no
reason whby pack trains cabnot arrive hers
from Hope as early as the 10th of June, as
the Shepherd or Salmon Mountain can easily
be avoided by making a trail up the Koote-
pay river for a distance of abont 25 miles,
afier which the river is navigable for steam-
ers or sailing craft for some 60 or 80 miles,
which brings you east of Government river,
where the present trail crosses about 10 miles
from its mouth; the distance-from the mouth

in thé Weéighborhood of one hundred miles.
The trail from Allison’s to Fort Shepherd, a
distance of 160 to 170 miles, passes through
an open couantiy, with abundanee of grass
and water, and is the best grazing country I
have seen in British Columbia. In passing
down Kettle river packers are obliged to
pass through a portion of Washington Terri-
lory, but there is no difficulty in getting a
permit from the proper officer at Colville for
that purpose. There is a trail through
British territory leaving Kettle river at
Christina Creek, but as it passes over several
“exceedingly high mouantains,” and is alto.
gether a “hard road to travel.” It will re-
main for a long time a monument of the wiss
dom of Mr Dewdney, who before making it
must bave said of tbe revenue, “ What will
they do with it ?”

I cannot conclude without saying a word
with regard to the geography and climate of
Kootenay, which appears to be a Zerra mncoge
nita to even DBritish Columbians. This
creek rises in a spur of the R ¢ky Moun~
tains and empties into the Kootenay river,
from 400 to 500 miles from its mouth. The
Kootenay valley is extensive, with just suffie
cient timber for mining or other purposes,
It is & fine stock-raising country, and a large
band of cattle wintered seventy miles north
from -here on the Columbia lake, and were
fat this spring. The climate is, in my opin-
fon, better than even Vietoria. Spring
opens early in April, with showers unti!
August. The autumn is dry and not at all
cold ; the winter, from all accounts, is not
colder than at Xale, and is dry and cheer~

fal with but little snow. Jost now straw-
berries are at their best, and we can
luxuriate in strawberries and cream quite as
early in the season as you Victorians, The
ouly thing we lack is vegetables. The
Chinamen bere raise pleaty, but we object to
them on account of their mode of enriching
the soil. Hoping soon to see Victoria and
the whole country prosperous.

evidence being brooght to show that the
ground did not belong to the Flume Co., Mr
Commissioner Spalding issued an order to
eject the Canadian Co. fom the ground,
which was aecordingly done, and the Flume
Co. were placed in possession.

We continue to-day our summary
of recent evenis in the political and
social circles of the old werld. The
Liberals have had a great victory in
the House. Mr Laing’s mation for
taking one seat from every two-seated
porough with a population under ten
thousand, instead of seven thousand,
as proposed in the Government bill,
was conxidered. Sir George Grey and
Mr Gladstone supported the motion,
which was resisted by Mr Disraeli,
but carried by a majority ef 127. The
thirty-eight seats thus gained will be
distributed among the larger boroughs,
by giving a third seat to each oi six
boroughs of a popitlation over 150,000,
a second seat to four large towans of
a population over 50,000 which now
have only one, and giving twelve new
towns a seat each. The Princess Louis
of Hesse (Princess Alice) is to hold
drawing-rooms for the Queen instead
of the Princess of Wales, who, poor
girl, is a confirmed invalid, and the
Princess Mary Teck has had a little
baby—a girle Lord Cranbourne has
made a capital speech in Parliament
on the advantages and disadvantages
of our own and the Indian systems of
government in India. He instanced our
utter break-down in the Orissa famine,
and said Sir George Clerk had told
bim of & particular province ¢“in which
the Eunglish and native jurisdietions
were much intermixed, so that the
natives, having little to carry with
them, could easily migrate from one
to the other; and whereas they fre-
quently migrated from EHoglish to
native territory, Sir G. Clerk had
never heard an instance of migration
from native to KEnglish territory.”
This, added Lord Cranborne, ¢ might
show exceedingly bad taste on the part
ot the natives, but it might at least
teach us to pounder how far our inelass
tic English administration is the bless-
ing to India which we always assume
it to be. Mr Serjeant Gaslee’s mo-
tion to disfranchise boroughs with a
population beneath 5000, was defeated
by a majority of 52 in the House. A
report had been circulated that the
Queen intended to establish a conva=
lescent hospital in connection with St
Bartholomew’s, at a cost of hulf a
million. The sum seemed large—
though the Queen, what with Mr
Neeld’s legacy and her own savings,
must be one of the richest persons in
Great Britain; but it was explained
that the money bad accumuliated in
the fast five years, during whieh her
Majesty has lived at less expense than
an average noble, and the story
gained credence. It turns out, ac-
cording vo the Lancet, that her Majesty
has only agreed o giye the word
«Royal’ to the convalescent hospital,
and that some benevolent persou, not
identified, will bestow a large sam nos
specified on the charity—a very differs
ent story.. As far as we remember,
no greatu gitt has been made by a Sov=
ereign out of his own resources—no
gift, that is, like Mr Peabody’s—since
the French Revolution, which taught
the Royal tamilies the value of large
accumulations of cash. The Enghsh
« Commissione1s” sent to the Exposl-
tion in Paris, and more especially the
Colounial Commissioners, complain bite
terly of the neglect with which they
are treated in Paris. They say thag
as Commissioners they are 1nvited no-
where, not even to oflicial entertaina
ments; that they are afiorded no
means of acquiring information, and
are; in fact, little more than visitors to
the Exhibition. They attiribute the
neglect partly to the want of organ-
izwiion in the lImperial Commission,
partly to the hostiity ol thas body vo
Mr Cole, and growl most andibly.
Perhaps they expect a little t0o much ;
but siill their own argument, tbat
many of them have come great dis=
tances and incurred great expense to
help in fulfilling an lmperial idea, is
troe, and shounld entitle them to more
courtesy. ‘Lhey are all to have the
Legion ot Honor, but of what use is
thas bit ‘of ribbon to men” about to
leave Europe again ? A London paper
asks : Can’t they strike, as the eagine
drivers of the North-HKastern did, for
more honorable treatment?
