Oregojiiun andTo the Editor:—-Not long ago I had 
the privilege of listening to a very in- 
terésting sermon by Rev. Mr. McLeod on 
‘.‘Sunday Observance,” and I see from 
the “Town Major” that the Rev. Mr. 
Starr has followed with an able senium 
on the same subject, and 1 have no d.>uht 
ministers of other churches have, hum 
time to time, preached lipon this subject ;

present in the particular church, the 
world knows nothing of it, and for this I 
venture to write— shoulct not sermons be 
published in brief ih the secular press ?

While I was listening to the eloquent 
words of Mr. McLeod, the thought oc­
curred to me that, perhaps, there 
a singlé per*ou present who was in the 
habit of desecrating the Sabbath. 1 look­
ed around me, but saw only good people par­
ticularly engaged ih keeping the day holy.
I then thought of the hundreds of persons 
in Victoria who never go . to church 
at all, and no power will ever induce them 
to go tliere. Although the preacher may 
speak in thoughts that breathe and words 
that bum,, he mjght as well cry to a comet 
“stop I stop ! ” so far as it concerns those 
who are absent and never hear him. But 
everybody reads the newspapers, and the 
Church will be obliged, sooner or later, 
like all other institutions in the world, to 
use the great medium of communication. 
The custom of teaching religion from the 
pulpit alone originated before"the age of 
newspaper^. One hundred years ago poli­
tics and public measures were advocated 
by orators, from the hustings, but 
political speech -has just such effect as the 
newspapers choose to allow.

After midnight Smith, in the house,

Death of Mr. A. C. Couve».
Another of Victoria’s pioneers has pas­

sed away in the person of Mr. Augustus 
C. Couves whose death occurred at 6 
o’clock last evening. The deceased had 
been seriously ill of late, and yesterday 
morning he became so much worse as to 
preclude aU hopes of recovery. He died 
at his residence, Yates street, attended in 
his last hours by his sorrowing wife and 
children. Deceased y as a resident of 
this province since 1868. For some years 
after, his arrival he engaged in mining 
with varying success. In 1866 he was 
one of the proprietors of the old “Grotto” 
Saloon on Government street, a building 
which occupied the site where Kurtz’s 
cigar factory now stands. For some 
years after this he acted as bar-keeper for 
the late . Thomas Golding, proprietor of 
the “Brown Jug” Saloon, comer of Fort 
and Government streets. Upon Mr. Gold­
ing’s death, Mr. Couves succeeded to the 
business, and cofitinued in that capacity 
until his death. He was widely known 
and respected, being one of those who 
had few or no enemies.

OBJECTIONS TO EXECUTION By 

ELECTRICITY.

We lujve already said that the bill to 
provide for the execution of crimi­
nals by electricity having become 
law in New York a good deal' 
of criticism has been aroused. One scien­
tific writer in toe New York Herald, 
we observe, claims that there are serious 
objections to the new plan. These objec­
tions include the following: It will be 
difficult to keep the prisoner in the exact 
position necessary to receive the shock ; if 
the shock is hot sufficiently powerful to 

death it will give intense pain; 
there is too much uncertainty about the 
medium of communication, and the 
prisoner’s friends outside may cut toe wires 
or break toe circuit, and finally there is 
alleged to be no small danger-of the 
cutioner himself receiving the shock and 
sharing toe fate of the prisoner,, or pos­
sibly the fate which toe prisoner for the 
time escapes. Other objections are urged, 
but these appear to be the chief. They 
will not be viewed as at ail insurmount­
able. What is of interest is the suggeetion 
of other modes, equally certain and 
equally painless, which have not the 

dangers anà objectionable fea­
tures of the electric method. The new 
law only comes into operation on first 
January next, and being looked upon as 
experimental, will be fairly tried. If it 
succeeds in New York, other states and 
countries may adopt it, or some kindred 
method. It will, in any case, probsbly not 
be long till thé gallows has given place 
everywhere to more modem and civilized 
plans of carrying out capital punishment.

It is the inventors of the past one 

hundred years who have, in the largest 
sense of the word, proved the conquerors 
of the world. They have revolutionized 
the world’s industry, afid vanquished time 
■and spaee. Yet there is reason to believe 
that we are yet but in toe infancy of in­
ventive genius, and that toe future holds 
in store still greater and more marvelloue 
achievements of the human pind directed' 
toward the increasing of man’s enjoyment 
and the fuller control of the material 
world, which was givet^him to replenish 
and subdue. There are many great wants 
in toe World which ingenuity is 
ing racked to supply. Prof. R. H. Thur­
ston, in The Forum, notes three of these, 
and he says the world is waiting for the 
appearance of three inventors, “greater 
than any Who have gone before, and to 
whom it will aooord -honors aiyl emolu­
ments far exceeding all ever yet received 
by any of their- predecessors. ’’ • ‘The first 
of these,” writes Professor Thurston, “ is 
he who will show us how, by the 
bustion of fuel, directly to produce to 
electric current; the second is the 
who will teach us to produce the beauti­
ful light of the glow-worm'and toe fire­
fly—a light without heat, the production 
of which means the utilization, of energy 
without that still more serious waste than 
the thermo dynamic loss now met with in 
the attempt to produce light; while the 
third ie toe inventor who is to give y the 
first practically sucoeseful air ship.” It 
will be noted that the first two of these 
needed inventions belong to thé domain of 
the electric inventor'and engineer. The 
air ship, also, when it comes, may be pro­
pelled by an electric ‘motor. But all 
three of these inventions, with many 
others quite as necessary, and pérhaps 
quite as marvellous, will be attained be­
fore the world ia very much-older.

SENATOR HOAR ON THE FISHERIES 
? TREATY.

;X Ou the llfch instant, the day after Sen­
ator Hoar delivered his long-threatened 
address on the Fisheries Treaty in the 
United States Senate, The Colonist pub­
lished an admirable telegraphic condensa­
tion of his remarks. The speech iri the 
form of a public document makes over 
sixty closely printed pages, besides which 
fche Senator felt impelled to add a sum­
mary not contained in the printed docu­
ment. Mr. Hoar’s'address Was a plea for 
the protection of the American fishermen 
because the Çsherraen are fche only por­
tion of a nation that maintain unimpaired 
their fighting quality during a long peace. 
“We pay,” said Mr. 0oarv “$600,000 a 
year for West Point and Annapolis. Can­
ada exported from fche produce of x her 
fisheries in 1887, a value of $6,843,388. 
Of this we took nearly a million and a 
half. Every dollar of that was a payment 
to ouv great rival, to our only possible en- 
emÿ, towards the support of - a naval 
school to which Annapolis or Greenwich 
ip quite unimportant.

HALIBUT FISHING.

The Schooner tfollle Adame Brings in 60,000
Pounds, the Result of Four Day*’ pishing.

The schooner Mollie Adams arrived in 
Seattle on Tuesday morning with 50,000 
pounds of halibut, which was Shipped to 
eastern points In refrigerator cars. The 
Adams waa only absent ten days from 
Seattle, and fche actual fishing tirtoe 
four days. The fish were taken 10 miles off 
Cape Flattery, and it is thought that ex­
tensive banks exist three hundred miles 
northward. Upon the arrival of t)ther 
schooners from the east an expedition will 
be fitted out to go to the northward.

As haâ before been urged in these col­
umns, schooners lying idle in Victbria 
harbor, at a slight expense could be sent 
to the fishing grounds, and 
of cured halibut or black cod, or both, 
which could, no doubt, be profitably dis­
posed of.

CANADAS METROPOLITAN ABROAD.

A dispatch from London to The Col­
onist yesterday morning announced that 
honorary degrees were conferred on Wed­
nesday last by Cambridge University 
the Bishops of New York, Minnesota and 
Fredericton. It is with the hitter of 
these we have to do—the Metropolitan 
of Canada. Anything of so remarkable a 
personality must ptove interesting to the 
people of the Province in general, and to 
fche members of the Church of England in 
particular. The venerable Lord Bishop 
of Fredericton is now in his eighty-fourth 
year. The Most^Reyerend John Medley 
D.D., is one of the few bishops in the 
Anglican Communion who has 
episcopate of more than forty years. Son 
of fche late George Medley, Esq., of Gro»- 
venor Place, London, England, he 
bom in 1804 and educated at Wadham 
College, Oxford, where he was second 
class in classics in 1826. In 1838 he was 
appointed vicar of St. Thomas’, Exeter, 
England, and prebendary Of Exeter Ca­
thedral in 1842. On the 4th of May 
1845, he was consecrated first bishop 
of Fredericton, New Brunswick, and is 
therefore in the forty-third year of his 
episcopate. At the last celebration of St. 
Peter’s Day at St. Augustine College, 
Canterbury he preached, and alluded go 
the fact that he is the only surviving 
bishop of those who were present in the 
chapel at its consecration on St. Peter’s 
Day, 1848. In 1879 he became Metro­
politan of Canada. It may not be gener­
ally known that the oldest colonial bishop 
of fche Church of England in point of ser­
vice is Dr. William Piercy Austin, first 
bishop of Guiaiiji, who, consecrated in 
1842, forty-six years ago, is still ruling 
his diocese with ability and vigor at the 
age of 81. The fcitne has not yet come foi* 
a just estimate of Bishop Medley’ 
and characfer. That he has laid broad 
and deep fche foundations of the Church 
of England in Now Brunswick cannot be 
denied.

USE OP OIL AT SEA,

An improved method of distributing oil 
on fhe water has been patented in Ger­
many, says London Iron. It consists of 
a rocket to which is attached a cylinder 
filled with oil. It is said that the rocket 
can be fired with accuracy from4he ship,, 
and that, When it explodes the oil is scat­
tered just where it is wanted. Several in­
teresting experiments have been made be­
tween Bremen and New York. In one the 
rocket was fired to » distance of 1,600 
feet and less distances. By the explosion 
ef five rockets at a distance of 1,200 to 
1,600 feet from the ship a space of 1,600 
to 2,000 square feet of water was covered 
with oil, and the waves were at once 
smoothed. The rocket was fired 900 feet 
against a gale." The importance of the 
invention to deep water sailors consists in 
the certainty of explosion of the rocket at 

•a sufficient distance to leave the vessel in 
calrp water during a gale. The invention 
is said to have been purchased by the 
North German Lloyd.

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THE CHANNEL TUNNEL,on the

The annual discussion in tbe Imperial 
House of Commons on the bill providing 
for the construction of a tunnel between 
England and France took*place on the 
27th ultimo, on Sir Edward Watkin’s' 
motion for the second reading. In the 
course of his speech Sir Edward* stated 
that France - had already spent £80,060 
on preliminary works. A vigorous dis­
cussion took place. The chief ground of 
opposition to the proposal was that in case 
of war between France and England the 
existence of the tunnel would prove dan­
gerous, and would weaken^ tbe defensive 
position of England. The supporters of the 
bill pooh-poohed this contention, and de­
clared that an invasion by means of the 
tunnel was an impossibility. The vote 
stood: for the second reading 167; against, 
309; majority against, 142, exclusive of 
tellers. The minority* of 167, including 
tellers, which supported thé second read­
ing of the bill, consisted of 91 Gladston­
es, including Mr. Gladstone; nine Con­
servatives, four Liberal Unionists, and 
63 Parnellites. The majority of- 309, 
also including tellers, was made up of 234 
Conservatives, including the members of 
the Government; 41 Liberal Ühionists, 
and 34 Gladstonite Liberals. Lord Hart-' 
ington and Mr. Chamberlain did not vote. 
As compared with the division in 1884, 
when, on the invitation of Mr. Chamber­
lain, then President of the Board of 
Trade, the House rejected Sir Edward 
Watkin’s bill by a majority of 138, there 
were on this occasion 166 more ipembers 
present; and while thé minority rose 
from 84 to 167, the majority increased 
from 222 to 309.

Progress Made Daring the Past Six Months— 
Discovery of Other Ledges.

The following report of the work at the 
quartz mines in Rock Creek for the past 
six months, has been received bearing date 
the 26th June: ,

There wera about fifty men wintered in 
the quartz camp, and this number has not 
so far been materially increased. During 
the early winter months, the only claims 
working wqre the “Alice and Emnja Con­
solidated quartz mining company,” and 
the “Argen Mineral claim,” owned by 
Mr. Jensen and others. In March 
parties from Portland and Spokane hav­
ing purchased the “Cariboo claim,” com­
menced developing that property, and 
have since been continuously working.' 
Mr. Douglas ot the “Eureka claim,” hav­
ing formed a company in New York, on 
his return to the camp in May, com­
menced pushing the work vigorously on 
his claim. This gentleman has brought 
in considerable machinery to properly 
carry on his work, and will be able, should 
it be found desirable, to sink to a depth 
of 300 feet or 400 feet. It was necessary, 
in order to get this machinery into camp, 
to make a wagon road, and the miners 
turned out en massç and made a road in 
connection with the wagon road coming 
from the United States by way of Osoyoos 
'Lake, and last week saw the first four 
horse team come into camp.

The company or syndicate who pur­
chased the “Cariboo Claim,” have, I 
understand, arranged for the purchase of 
the adjoining claim, the “Amelia.” One 
of the partners informed me that it is the 
intention of the company to bring in a 
mill and the necessary machinery for 
treating the ore with as little delay as pos-. 
sible. As there has been a considerable 
amount of development done on thjs 
claim and a large b(*dy of ore in sight, the 
o wners are fairly, assured of the value of 
their property.

.The “Alice and Emma Company” have 
had a shaft sunk in their claim to a depth 
of sixty-five feet and buildings erected for 
hoisting works.

Mr. Jensen, on the “ Argen Claim,” has 
a shaft down over forty feet, and on the 
extension known as the “Vancouver,” 
has shewn up a good ledge. "

Mr. Geo. Thrasher, who has been for 
some time working on his claim the “Car­
bonate," last^veek struck a fine body of 
ore and the claim is considered a valuable 
one. , V

A claim known as the 1 ‘Washington,” 
bonded by a Mr. Wilson, has also had 
considerable work dope on it.

In addition to the work done on the 
claims ^bove mentioned, several claims 
have had the assessment work done, and 
.in many cases as much*development as 
the means of their owners permitted. 
There has been considerate depression in 
camp, both among the business men and 
the miners, owing to the scarcity ot money 
and so many of the men being idle, 
though the general feeling h that capital 
only is needed to mate a successful and 
permanent camp.

In the placer camp, between six and 
seven miles from the quartz camp,thirteen 

’men wintered; this number has now' been 
increased to forty. Up to the present

Mr. Stead, following the example of 
his lieutenant, Mr. Henry , Norman, is 
now giving fche -world the benefit of his 
observations of the national life and 
thought of Russia through the columns of 
his journal the Pall Mall Gazette. The 
Central Asian railway ha* naturally 
claimed some attention at his hands, and 
in his last letter are embodied fche hopes 
which ÿs indomitable projector, General 
Annenkoff, has in this greatest of Russian 
enterprises. Russian strategists, we all 
know, have long envied the British peo­
ple that inviolable route to the East 
which the enterprise of Canadians hçs 
placed at their disposal, and the railway 
just constructed to Sanpircaud-, with ita 
possible extension through C&ndahar, is 
undoubtedly a counter-move-— whether of 
a friendly or unfriendly nature depends 
upon how one regards the general tend­
ency of Russian policy. That General 
Annenkoff fully appreciates, the import­
ance of the Canadian route will be evi­
dent enough from these few words of hfr. 
Stead’s interview ;

The Zew Zealand government has been 
spending money at a tremendous -rate. 
The population of fche colony is only 
630,000, yet its public debt in round 
numbers amounts to $187,606,000. It 
placed a loan of $10,000,000 on the 
British market. Most of, the debt has 

: been incurred for the construction of rail­
ways and other public works, and two 
millions (£400,000) of fche new loan is in­
tended as New Zealand’s contribution to 
fche costs of armaments in accordance with 
an arrangement that was made at the 
Colonial conference. The experts of the 
colony amount to about $33,600,000, and 
it§ whole trade to something like twice 
that amount.
