JOHN MITCHELL ARRIVES.

President, of Mine Workers Reaches 
Scene of Trouble.

Trinidad, Colo., Dec. 2.—John Mitch­
ell, president of the United Miue Work­
ers of America, arrived in Trinidad late 
this afternoon and was given an en­
thusiastic welcome by the 3,060 men, 
women and children who had gathered 
at the depot. The miners believe Mr. 
Mitchell will settle the strike before leav 
ing here.

A meeting of prominent nationalists, 
today demonstrated that they are bit­
terly antagonistic to the action taken 
by the government. Former War Min­
ister Cavignac accused the government 
of disturbing the peace of the country 
by reviving an affair which had been 
made an instrument for civil discord, 
and asserted that it was useless to in­
terpolate the government on the sub­
ject because the ministry was too 
strong. General Mercier, the former 
war minister, who is regarded as the 
chief adviser of Dreyfus, has issued 
from comparative retirement from pub­
lic life as senator from Loire-Inferieure, 
and has affirmed that everything he had 
read in the government newspapers re. 
garding Dreyfus was untrue.

The bitter tone of the Nationalists is 
an indication of how the actual taking 
up of the case today has revived all of 
the old animosities and bitterness of the 
last ten years. Intense feeling is shown 
throughout governmental political and 
army circles. The universal theme of 
the newspapers, clubs and societies is- 
that the revival of the case will again 
bring out prominently the leading actor 
in Dreyfus’ degradation. Some of the 
most striking features, including Zola 
and Colonel Henry, are dead.

General Mercier has ceased 
influence in the war administration and 
never speaks in the senate, Gen. de 
Boisdeffre, former chief of the French 
staff, has practically been retired, as he 
is on waiting orders and has no active 
command. Col. DuPaty De Clam has 
retired, but he continues to be an active 
figure. Count Esteih.nzy has become a 
•pitiful personage. He has left the 
army, was divorced in 1899 and lives in 
(London. Gen. Zeurlinden, former mili­
tary governor of Paris, has retired. 
Most of the officers favorable to Drey­
fus have been disgraced in one way or 
the other. Col. Piquart has become a 
Parisian newspaper man.

Jos. Reinach, leader of the campaign 
for the revision of the Dreyfus trial, is 
no longer a member of the Chamber of 
Deputies, but continues to conduct a lit­
erary campaign for Dreyfus’ full resto­
ration to the army. M. Reiuach came 
out today with a strong interview in 
behalf of his friend. M. Brisson, who- 
first demanded a revision, is now a 
member of the chamber. M. Loew, 
president of the criminal chamber of the 
(Court of Cassation, has retired from 
the judiciary and directs the affairs of 
the Legion of Honor.

Nanaimo, Nov. 30.—This afternoon 
Magistrate Yarwood sent Emmanuel 
poundley to jail for one year for shoot­
ing at Frank Tropia, and David Mc-

This is the net result of a Sunday night 
fracas in which Coundley was danger­
ously cut by Tropia, who was sent up 
for three years last week. There are 
eight convictions, three out of a party 
of five young men concerned being in 
jail, and tive saloonkeepers having been 
heavily fined. The lesson is expected 
to be of value to others.

Public interest in toe approaching 
municipal elections is beginning to 
manifest itself.

T. Hodgson, in the North, and Mr. J. 
A. Macdonald iu the Middle Ward: The 
board changes its personnel very slow­
ly, only two of the present members 
being there for their first term, and 
most of them having sat a number of 
years. jSince the fight for the muni­
cipal ization of the water works no great 
public issue lias presented itself, and 
municipal contests have in recent years 
been almost devoid of excitement. It is 
possible that tlie question of municipali­
zation of the city scavenging, now doue 
by a contractor, may loom" up largely 
in the absence sf anything else to make 
a campaign over.

(Charles Ward, Charles Swanson, A. R. 
Gordon and Paul Hogan reached Bul­
lion creek on the morning of November 
Oil: and spent nine days looking over the 
camp. They located discoveries on two 
new creeks and found flattering pros- 
peers on each.

Nugget creek, one of the new creeks, 
i- located about nine miles this side of 
Bullion, where the trail goes down the 
Steep hill (all who were there will re­
member this creek), and about eight 
miles up the creek, where the formation 
and wash are identical with that of 
Bullion and Sheep. There are two pups 
emptying into this creek. The discover­
ers found rim rock near the upper pup, 
built a small fire out of brush (as it is 
above timber line) and thawed out three 
small pans of dirt, which washed out 
(ill cents, including a little nugget worth 
40 or 50 cents. This nugget gave the 
week its name. When they left the 
creek there were nine claims staked. 
Nugget creek looks good for five or six 
miles.

si. R. Gordon and P. F. Hogan locat­
ed a big coal vein on Sheep creek which 
crops out and parallels th» creek for 
over half a mile. Mr. Porter, who 
spent several years in the employ of 
the Canadian government with its geo­
logical surveyors, pronounces it candle 
coal, which is to be found only in coal 
regions. The surface croppings will 
burn readily and _ emit one continuous 
bright blaze while being consumed, 
which is almost a sure indication of 
candle coal.

Galena creek is situated between 
Sheep and Bullion creeks, on the oppo­
site side of Slim’s river, and heads near 
Nugget creek. Good prospects were 
f”und on this creek, but owing to 
the intense cold weather, very little 
prospecting was done, as it was so dif- 
tticuit to wash out the dirt in freezing 
water. A beautiful piece of galéna ore 
was found in the creek wash, hence the 
mime of the creek. The formation of 
'this creek is identical with that of the 
others, the high mountains come down 
"u either side similar to those on Bul­
lion. Tii is creek looks good for six on 
«-'■von miles, as far lip as the discoverers 
went. When they left the camp there 
were twelve or fourteen claims staked 
on this creek.

I p 'to the present time there have 
heen more than 300 prospectors iu the 
Bullion creek camp, and not one can 
he found who is not highly pleased 
with the camp, and nearly all intend to 
tel urn on the snow and prepare for 
tin- summer’s work.

A well-known and thoroughly reliable 
■prospector said to the White Horse cor­
respondent of the Skagway Alaskan: 
"No doubt this will prove to be the 
greatest poor man’s camp ever discov- 
1 red in the Yukon or Alaska, as bedrock 
m not over from two to ten feet deep

The legislature passed the -Address in 
reply to the Speech from the Throne 
yesterday without a division, and the 
(House is now free to proceed to the 
various important items of legislation 
that demand its serious and careful at­
tention. While as regards any practi­
cal benefit that lias resulted from the 
four days’ debate, the Address might, 
perhaps, just as well have been adopted 
after the speeches of the mover and 
seconder of it, there are reasons for not 

! grudging the time which has been occu­
pied. In a new House, especially one 
containing so large a proportion of new 
members as is found in the present Par­
liament, a preliminary canter gives au 
onlooker an opportunity of sizing up the 
calibre of the members aud testing the 
mettle of the legislative colts. In the 
present instance we think the decision 
arrived at will be very favorable to “the 
field” as a whole, and that the Province 
has a representative assembly that is 
capable aud likely to render efficient ser­
vice. . In any case today the House will 
settle down to the consideration of the 
programme presented by the Govern­
ment, and we trust that it will be gone 
through with all the speed compatible 
with sound and prudent legislation.

- fiscal preference to products imported 
from the United Kingdom or other parts 
of the Empire. The Hon. Mr Seddou 
has just telegraphed this news to Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, and stated that in New 
Zealand's House of Representatives, the 
Preference Act passed by a very satis­
factory majority of 34 on a vote of 66 
members, whilst the measure similarly 
passed the -Legislative Council, or Upper 
House, without a division, the opinion 

•Of that chamber being practically unani­
mous in favor of the measure.

Even more satisfactory are certain 
words in Mr. Seddon’s telegram to Ot­
tawa, which suggest that New Zealand, 
far away though that land is from old 
England—vastly further than ourselves 
—is ready to do whatever may he found 
reasonable and desirable in further 
pledge of loyalty to the cause of Imper­
ial unity. Thus New Zealand’s premier 
-states that his country has not only 
kept good faith, but also given its “first 
instalment of preferential trade to the 
Empire.”

Our Antipodean fellow-Britons are 
thus following Caujjda's good example, 
which is destined, we trust, to bring 
forth further fruit iu yet other parts of 
our Empire, including the Mother Coun­
try.

’ ANOTHER GREAT SPEECH.

A brief resume just to hand of Mr. 
Chamberlain’s recent speech to the peo­
ple of the busy shipping centre of New­
port, South Wales, shows that it af­
forded yet another example of the ora­
torical progress of that great Imperialist 
statesman from “strength to strength,” 
=as -also of his remarkable faculty for 
•exemplifying his arguments and driving 
home his conclusions by effective refer­
ence to local circumstance.

Thus Mr. Chamberlain referred early 
in liis speech to a keenly felt grievance 
of -the men of Newport, whose shipping 
trade is largely based on coal and iron 
products: “Two-tliirds of the dumped 
steel which comes to Newport,” said he, 
■“is carried by foreign ships and not 
your own and other British keels.”

Great Britain had become the dust 
heap of Europe and America. But a 
preferential policy would ^top this sub­
stitution of foreign ships for British, 
and also save for the United Kingdom 
its due share of the trade of colonial 
markets—a trade now decidedly unsafe, 
if regarded from a British home stand­
point.

Then soon followed an effective refer­

ence to the -fiscal fearlessness of “this 
«Canada of ours,” in rebuke of the 
strauge timidity of the economic policy 
of continued non-resistance recommend­
ed to Great Britain by Lord Rosebery, 
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, Mr. 
«Ritchie and a number of dimly shining 
satellites of theirs.

“Canada,” said Mr. Chamberlain, “is 
not afraid of fighting a tariff war, as 
illustrated in the German case, and we 
jare not so poor nor so weak, that we 
have to accept whatever foreigners have 
been, or may be pleased .to give us.” His

St. Petersburg, -Dec. 1.—The French 
ambassador, M. Bompard, has returned 
to St. Petersburg, but there is nothing 
here confirmatory of the report publish­
ed abroad of a new Anglo-French move­
ment for concerted action in the inter­
ests of a peaceful solution of the Rus- 
sian-Japanese difficulties.

“10. (1) All mines and mining claims, 
both placer and rock in place, containing or 
bearing gold, silver, copper, lead or other 
valuable mineral deposits (except coal or 
petroleum), after purchase thereof from 
the Crown, shell be assessed at the price 
paid the Crown therefor, unless the surface 
ground, or some part ttiereof, of such 
mine or claim is used for other purposes, in 
which case said surface ground, or any 
part thereof, so used for other than mining 
purposes shall be assessed at its full value 
for other purposes; and ell machinery used 
In mining, and all property and surface 
Improvements upqu or appurtenant to- 
mines and mining claims which have a 
valuè separate and independent of such 
mines or mining claims, shall be assessed 
as other personal property: ‘

“(2) There shall be assessec, levied andl 
collected from every person owning, man­
aging, leasing or working a mine, and paid 
to His Majesty, his heirs and successors, 
two per cent on the assessed value of all 
ore or mineral-bearing substances raised, 
gotten or gained from any lands In this 
province, and which have been sold or re­
moved from the mining premises. The as­
sessed value shall be ascertained by the 
assessor from the returns to be furnished 
to him under section 14 of this Act, or 
from such other Information as he may be 
able to obtain.

“(3.) Lands held under lease from the 
Crown for the purposes of placer dredging 
or hydraulic mining, upon which a royalty 
Is payable, and the personal property and 
plant which are assessable under the lease, 
shall not be subject to the tax Imposed by 
this section.”

To substitute the following for section

“15. The return mentioned In section 11 
must contain a true and correct account of 
the actual expenditures of money in and 
about extracting the ore or mineral from 
the mine and transporting the same to the 
mill or reduction works, and the reduction 
of the ore and the conversion of the same 
into money or its equivalent, during the 
quarter or period for which it is made. In 
making the statement there must be allow­
ed all moneys expended for labor, machin­
ery and supplies needed and used In the 
mining operations, for Improvements neces­
sary in and about the working of the mine, 
for reducing the ores, for the construction 
of mills and reduction works used and 
operated In connection with the mine, for 
transporting the ore, and for extracting the 
metals and minerals therefrom; but money 
invested in the mines or Improvements 
during any quarter or period, except the 
quarter or period for which such returns 
is made, must not be Included therein. 
Such expenditures shall not Include the sal­
aries, or any portion thereof, of any per­
sons or officers not actually engaged In the 
working of the mine, or personally superin­
tending the management thereof, or for any 
moneys expended for transportation or 
milling or smelting done outside the prov-1 
ir.ue of British Columbia.”

Montreal, Nov. 30.—-"Hie people of 
•Westmount are out after their council. 
The city fathers of that suburb the 
other day passed a bylaw by which the 
street cars were restricted to a speed 
of eight miles an hour between crossings, 
and four miles an hour over crossings. 
Crossings are very plentiful. The new 
bylaw went into operation this morning, 
and the street railway officials, evident­
ly believing in the maxim that the 
best way to secure the repeal of an 
unpopular law is to live up to it, started 
in by instructing their motormen not to 
run more than five miles an hour in 
Westmount.

FIVE SHIPS IDLE.

The British ship Pass of Brander, now 
in the Roads, will be towed to Esqui­
mau by the tug Lome today, to go on 
the ways. The Pass of Brander has 
been chartered to load at Tacoma. There 
is a number of vessels idle there, 
though, and as a coincidence, there wijl 
be soon five vessels of the same owners 
lying idle there. One of the fleet, the 
British bark Dunstaffnage, 3,129 tons, 
one of the largest sailing ships now on 
the Pacific Coast, is already laid up 
there, having been idle since her arrival 
on the Sound, July 31. Another of the 
fleet arrived in port Sunday.

The new arrival is the British bark 
Crompton, 2.982 tons, which was towed 
over from -Seattle.

Another vessel of 
the fleet, the British ship Samaritan, 
1.977 tons, lias been on the 'Sound for 
weeks, and will tow there shortly to 
lay up. The British ship Dunfermline, 
2,773 tons, is at Port Townsend also, 
and it is understood that she will tow 
to Tacoma. The fifth of the fleet, the 
British bark Forteviot, 2,982 tons, is 
now discharging rails at New Westmin­
ster, B. C. -She, too, it is said, will tow 
to Tacoma when she finishes putting out 
cargo.
