‘¢ successful - test of-the value and perma-
““ nence of American institutions than any
“ other which can be conceived.” This is
simply ridiculous, - There can be no doubt
as to Guiteau’s act ; it has never been de-
nied that he fired the fatal shot. No mat-
ter, then, what the state of public feeling
may be, no mistake could be made in
finding him guilty. But if it is true that
Guiteau is insane, it can be preven by ex-
pert testimony, and it is inconceivable that
a dozen jurymen could be selected at ran-
dom who would agree upon a verdict of
murder against an insane man.

His HoNoR the governor of Ontario is
adopting ‘a custom that is observed to a
great extent among the governors of the
states in the neighboring union—that is, of
vigiting the agricultural fairs throughout
the country. So far as we know, the cus-
tom is one to be encourgged so long as it
is yot at the public expense, and this does
not appear to be the case with Mr. Robin-
son. He has been very well received wher-
ever he has gone., And it is not hard fo
see how more real respect can be shown to
the governor of the province than-to the
governor of the Dominion: the former is of
the people and indirectly chosen by them ;
in the choice of the latter the people have
no voice, -and one may be set over them
by the British autheritics on mere socia
or political grounds, and without any re-
gard to oursel s,

““GO ON - AND 'SPEND MONEY-on your
canals and railways,” the Chicago Tribune
exclaims to Canada ; “it is a good work
and will pay ; in American hands there is
no danger that these improvements will be
valueless.” The Tribune sees the same
flag covering tLe whole continent, and in
its mind the giant commonwealth is chris-
tened aiready. The United Empire of the
Mississippi and St. Lawrence Valleys
though is rather too much of a mouthtul.
Canada is shorter, and it’s a good name too.
Let the Tribune agree to call it Canada
and to accept our flag and our system of
government, and the details may be settled
te-morrow. We will then cheerfully allow
the United States to help pay off our rail-
way and canal bonds,and share in the glory
and prosperity of the new republic. But if
that is too vast a conception, we shall agree
to start with Canada as she was in 1763,
Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Michigan and Wis-
consin would make a very. respectable
addition to our confederation.

SNOW-SHOE QORRESPONDENTS.

The country will not be benefited in the
way of advertising by Lord Lorne’s trip to the
Northwest, on account of the nature of the
letters sent home to England by the corres-
pondents who accompanied him. For in-
stance, the sketches and ;letterpress in the
London Illustrated News are of such a
character as to convey the idea % the
Northwest is'overrun with wild animals and
gavage -Indians, Somehow the average
English correspondent cannot get over the
idea that Canada is .the land of Indians,
snow-shoes, buffalo and skating. Many
Englishmen who comeout here—among them
those young offizers who were formerly in
Canada attached to some of the regular re-
giments of the line—were always getting
their photographstaken with a Canadian
winter scene back-ground and snow-shoes
hung in some prominent position, and a fur-
coat on their back in the middle :of
summer, The = photograpkers ' always
kept a stock of' snow—made from
salt-—which they were engbled toshower on
these young men when sitting before the
camera. The albums of England are delnged
with these Canadian Arctic photographs.
And it is from these photographs and
such pictures as the News gives that old
country people get their idea of Canada.

THE FUTURE OF OUR CANALS.

The completion of the Welland canal has
not, it appears, done much for the St. Law-
rence route. ~The Montreal Herald has been
discussing the subjeet, and it is forced to
conclude that after expending so many mil-
lions of dollars on the canal its usefulness
must'stop at Kingston, ‘It does nothing
‘““for the distance between Montreal and
¢ Kingston,” the Herald says. Between
those two ports there are portages, bars and
bowlders that seriously interfere with the
navigation of the river. There must there-
fore be breaking of bulk at Kingston, and
Montreal can never hope to see the large
ships that navigate the great lakes from
Kingston to Chieago, Duluth and Fort
William.

But cannot the obstructions of the St.
Lawrence be removed, er overcome? The
Herald does not discuss that question. It
thinks indeed that the day of canals has
gone by.- Steel rails have so greatly re-
duced the cost of transport by railway that
the balance has gone against the canals.
There is a large measure of truth in that
statement, and with the keen competition
carried on by the trunk lines the canals are
