Le ds, Oq* .—Mr. G’adstone, speaking 
here, explains he Liberal foreign policy to 
consist of tw6" main principles—that every 
foreign country should be credited with the 
same good motives as ourselves until ft 
showed contrary, and that every power was 
entitled to the same rights and privileges, 
irrespective of size. It was not for him, 
whose life was drawing to its inevitable 
close, to anticipate the long 
they desired for him, but h 
leave the affairs of the country in the 
hands of men in whom it had confidence. 
Referring to the unity of the Liberal party, 
he said he saw no sign of any such divisions 
as lad to its defeat in 1874. Everywhere 
there were signs of union, and he looked 
forward with satisfaction. There was much 
to be done in altering and modifying the 
land laws of England and Scotland, but the 
circumstances in these parts are not those 
of Ireland. He argued depression of trade 
proceeded from decreased purchasing 
power. He calculated between 1878 end 
1880 the count;j lost twenty-four million 
pounds on her expert trade, but 
as much as a hundred mi’lion pounds 
from bad harvests. Referring to the 
fair trade league, he said some peiaons 
complained about the American tariffs. 
America sent us three million pounds 
worth of manufactures, while we sent 
America from thirty millions to forty mil­
lions, pounds worth. Fair traders wanted 
America to cease to be onr customers to this 
amount. More unfair leaguers he never 
knew. If Sir Stafford Northcote disap­
proved of Lowther’s suggestion of 
duty, it was time lo speak intelligently on 
subject. As Northeete had other speeches 
to make soon, he perhaps would say em­
phatically whether he favored protection 
and a corn’duty. He himself would be no 
party to a retrograde movement.

At a banquet given to Mr. Gladstone to­
night 1400 people were present. Mr. Glad­
stone made a speech on justice to Ireland, 
and was loudly applauded.

A grand torchlight procession was held 
after the banquet, and 3000 torch bearers 
lined theYoute along which Gladstone drove 
home. There was an enormous crowd 
along the route and great enthusiasm.

Frol. Goldwin Smith en Communism—America 
to the Front.

Dublin, Oct. 7.—Prof.-Goldwin Smith, 
addressing the SocialscieUce congress to-day, 
pointed eut the example of America’relative 
to the settlement of the land question. 
There was, he said, very little socialism 
there, for property had a guard consisting 
of freehold farmers and liberty, with the 
love of which the people were thoroughly 
imbued, and was opposed as znùcfa as pro­
perty to communism. In no community 
w —s wealth used to a greater extent for public 
bsnefit than in America.

Gebkva, Oct 7.—The soaialistic con­
gress at Churr closed Thursday. The Ame­
rican delegate gave a desponding account 
of the condition of socialism in America.

The completion of the Welland canal has 
not, it appears, done much for the St. Law­
rence route. The Montreal Herald has been 
discussing the subjeet, and it is forced to 
conclude that after expending so many mil. 
lions of dollars on the canal its usefulness 
must stop at Kingston. “ It does nothing 
“for the distance between Montreal and 
“ Kingston,” the Herald says. Between 
those two ports there are portages, bars and 
bowlders that seriously interfere with the 
navigation of the river. There must there­
fore be breaking of bulk at Kingston, and 
Montreal can never hope to see the large 
ships that navigate the great lakes from 
Kingston to Chicago, Duluth and Fort 
William.
