Dear Mr, Mayor,—in reply to your inquiry
as to the effect of the Bylaw, which is w0 be
voted upon by the ratepayers on the 18th
instgnt. I beg to say:

Bylaw No, 1905 provided that ‘all future
expenditure in "Poronto for the improvements
and services for which special provisions are
made m (what_arenow) Sections 612 ang 629 of
*The Municipal Act,’ shall be by special assess-
ment -on. the property benefited;” in other
words, the expense of these improvements and
services is to be repaid by means of an annunl
special rute on the nrogorty benefited, accord-
im} ta the frontage thercof (irrespective of
value.)

The “improvements and services for which
special provision is made” in the above sections
are the following:
