Captain Knlftou’s Views.
Captain John Koifton of tbe Queen’s Own 

and secretary of the Rifle Committee said: 
“My opinion is that with the protection now 
provided there is no danger, that is if the 
public would do their share and pay attention 
to the signals of the lookout man. But if a 
party in a boat neglect his signal not to cross 
a certain place there is danger. Of course 
we always stop firing during exhibition time. 
There is really more danger to ourselves; 
that is, to the range officers when they go up 
to the targets to examine the shots 
The effect of a removal to some 
more distant ground would be that 
while the older shots would still 
continue to shoot as much as ever the 
younger ones would diminish very rapidly.

He Is Identified as Andrew Wells, a Well- 
Known Drygoods Salesman from 

Scotland.
The man who took poison late Monday night 

In a Queen-street car proves to have been well- 
known In Toronto. Almost a score of people 
visited the morgue and identified the body as 
that of Andrew Well* a drygoods salesman 
of several years' residence In this city. 
Wells wasgme of a batch of young Scotchmen 
sent oulln 1870 by friends in Glasgow. A num­
ber of them settled in Guelph and the dead man 
was employed in that town as salesman 
in Buchan & Co.’s store. Those who 
knew him well then said he was one of 
the smartest drygoods clerks in Canada 
at that time. He left Guelph to pome
to Toronto, where he worked In many of the 
leading stores. His habits became dimly 
and particularly of late it was hard for h 
procure a situation. Two weeks ago be se­
cured a situation with Jacob Bachrack of 292 
Queen-street west. After remaining about two 
days he was dismissed. Bachrack said It was be­
cause he drank, but the deceased himself, before 
making away with himself, told a different story.

Among those who recognized the body of 
Wells In tbe morgue was Detective WasSon of toe 
Medical Council and Richard Matthews, who 
runs the elevator in the Medical Council building. 
To both of these the dead man said he had been 
caught "fooling" with a young Jewess in 
Bach rack's employ, and to square it he sur­
rendered to the fatner of the girl his trunk which 
was full of clothing. This was taken down to 
York-street and auctioned off, bringing but «Id, 
which was Impounded by the angry father.

Editor World: I have now traveled from 
Toronto to London by the C.F.R. a number 
of times and not once has the train arrived 
in London on time. There was a time when 
the press devoted a good deal of its space to 
abusing the Grand Trunk for this failing- 
end with good résulte—but no one takes the 
trouble apparently to cell the O.F.R. to 
account.

To-day's experience reminds one of the 
old times on the Northern Railway when 
the station master at a way station, on 
being interrogated by a breathless traveler, 
carpet bag in nan d, u the express had come 
in, replied that it had not but that he had 
been expecting it every day for a week.

We left Toronto on time (5)# p m). 
Twenty miles east of Galt we were 
12 minutes behind time. Five miles 
east of Galt we were side - tracked 
for 48 minutes more, at a point where there 
was not telegraphic communication, but 
where, so the brakesman informed me, 
was excellent fishing. Unfortunately i 
too dark to fish.

From Galt to Woodstock we tried to 
catch a freight that was ahead of us but 
failed, although the engineer really seemed 
to be doing his best if the noise he made on 
the whistle can be taken as any indication. 
We finally arrived at London about 40 
minutes late : in other words, we accomplish­
ed the feat of traveling 112 miles in 4 hours 
40 minutes, a little more than 20 miles an 
hour.

No wonder the Americans have put an 
embargo on Canadian eggs if they have had 
them forwarded to them over the C.P.R.

No more patriotic address than that de­

livered at the National Club Mdhdsy night 
by Principal Grant of Queen’s Col­
lege, Kingston, has ever been heafld in 
Canada. Our history, present position and 
prospects were each handled in a masterly 
style which showed complete grasp of an in­
tricate subject. On this whole question, sec 
ond to none in importance in tbe esteem of 
those who have the development of the 
country at heart, the learned and eloquent 
Principal shed a flood of light.

He was clearly in the right when he said 
that in some respects our position in refer­
ence to the Mother Country is not all that 
could be desired. It is indeed paralyzing to 
Canada not to have, neither in the House of 
Commons nor in the Queen’s Privy Council, 
any constitutional representation. It is this 
anomalous position which has given rise to 
all sorte of mad speculation about annexa­
tion with America. Dealing with the ques­
tion, Is Canada’s ultimate destiny to become 
a great independent nationK_Principal Grant 
said that separation, whether ultimate meant 
next year or any time next century, means 
a revolution to begin with and weakness 
ever afterwards.

Mr. Grant’s mam contention, however, is 
that in which the true spirit of patriotism 
declares iteelf. The common ground on which 
separatist and unionist ^an stand shoulder to 
shoulder is in recognizing it as a first duty to 
labor for the unity, the strength 
dig ity of Canada, This is no doubt, as Mr. 
Grant says, too narrow a platform for the 
annexationist who is willing to surrender the 
name of Canada with all that it involves. 
The Principal said, further, that during the 
last 19 months he had been in every pro­
vince of the Dominion, and after inviting 
the frankest interchange of opinion every­
where, he came to the conclusion that there 
is less thought of annexation now than at 
any time during the last 40 >ears, the reason 
being that the growing sentiment of Cana­
dian nationality is quietly killing it out. 
Our right attitude, as the Principal says, is 
doubtless to guard the independence we 
have gained in the course of successive 
struggles, and to gnard our national as care­
fully as we would our individual honor.

The Association for the Advaneement of 
Women—How They were Given a 

Pleasant Reception.
The members of the Association for the 

Advancement of Women, which begins its 
18th annual congress this morning, were ten­
dered a reception last evening in the public 
hall of the Normal School During the 
evening the band of “C” School, under 
Bugle-Major Forder, played a number 
of selections, 
by the president, Mrs. Julia Ward Howe ears! 
of Rhode Island, who way conducted to 
her seat by Hon. G. W. Etes, Minister of 
Education,

An address of welcome on behalf of the 
city was presented by Aid, E. King Dodds, 
chairman of the Reception Committee, who 
regretted the unavoidable absence of Mayor 
Clarke but expressed the great pleasure of 
the council and citizéns in having this con­
gress meet in Toronto and hoped it would be 
one of the most successful in the history of | 
the association. He assured the delegates of 
a hearty reception in Canada, more especially 
as this great Empire was ruled over by a 
woman. [Applause.] He hoped all present 
would carry away a pleasant recollection of 
their visit.

Prof. Clark of Trinity College, in the 
course of his welcome, said that he thought 
the first thing to deal with was the duties of 
wofnan, and afterwards the question of their 
rights and education could be easily settled.

Addresses of welcome were also given by 
Mr. J. L. Hughes, on behalf of the local com- 
mittee; Mrs. Lucas, for the W.C.T.U. ; Mrs.
Dr. Boyle, for the faculty and students of 
the Women’s Medical College; Dr. Emily 
Stowe, for the Association for the Enfran­
chisement of Women, and on behalf of the 
Humane Society.

The Minister of Education in welcoming 
the association spoke of the tremendous in­
fluence of woman either to elevate or to 
depreciate eoqlety. He^said it might be in- : 
foresting for the visitors to know that the 
people of Ontario are very liberal in the 
treatment of women from a civil or legal as­
pect and explained briefly the status of 
woman fa that regard. He hoped 
the congress was done some of the civilising 
and educative influence of the association 
would be diffused throughout the land.
