Other cities have taken over their 
street railway plant and leased it again to 
private companies at an annual rentaL 1 be 
city of Huddersfield in England built and 
operates its street railway : but Toronto is in 
the unique position of operating a railway 
that was a fnllv equipped and going concern, 
producing a profit from the moment of its 
possession by the city. And yet our council­
lors seem afraid to decide whether to keep 
this bonanza or let it to some private com­
pany to grow rich out of.

It is safe to assert that tbe eyes of every 
city where street railways are operated are 
turned towards Toronto just now. Montreal, 
Hamilton aud Winnipeg—in each of these 
cities there is a movement of enquiry into 
street railway matters, and many cities in 
the United States are pressing for greater 
municipal control if not entire management. 
So much so that Mr.Blaine has instructed the 
United States consuls abroad to supply him 
with full particulars of management, owner­
ship, revenue, etc., of street railways in each 
city where United States consuls are placed. 
The idea is rapidly growing that the opera­
tion of street railways is a civic function, 
and if profit is to be derived therefrom it 
ought to swell the revenue of the munici­
pality.

OVER 100 LIVES LOST.

The Swiss Disaster More Terrible Than at 
First Reported.

Berne, June 15.—Further details show that 180 
lives were lost in tbe accident on the Moenchen- 
stein & Bale Railroad near Bale. Wives brought 
home the bodies of their husbands and husbands 
brought home the bodies of their wives aud 
children. Several families were practically 
wiped out of existence by the disaster. Nearly 
every family in Bale may be said to have been 
touched by the calamity, for those families who 
have not actually lost one of their members have 
dear friends or acquaintances either dead or 
wounded. T*ê victims were leading citizens of 
Bale and its neighborhood. L ..

The details of the disaster prove that the bridge 
broke down under the sheer weight of the loco­
motives. The first engine had passed oyer the 
abutment safely, but was dragged back by the 
second engine, when the whole fabric collapsed, 
the engines and train toppling into the creek, the 
water of which is only four feet deep, but all tlie 
victims were crushed to death. Seventeen bodies 
were found lying close together. ...

As the wreckage was cleared away the bodies 
and dying were found crushed to­

gether in ghastly confusion amid the almost in­
extricable mass of debris. Most of the bodies re­
covered were dreadfully mutilated. A dead 
mother was found holding in her arms her life­
less baby, while another child lay across her 
body. Several other family groups were seen 
joined by a common fate.
